The system proposed is totally at 
variance with the Imperial idea of Federation. Separate 
tariffs for the different Provinces of the Dominion would 
not be considered for a moment. The system would be 
absolutely unworkable. Before .the L'uion of South 
Africa, the four States, Cape Colony, Natal, the Trans­
vaal. and the Orange Free State had tariffs and it la on 
record that the greatest confusion prevailed, 
they came together in the Union separate tariffs were 
abolished. Mr. Bonar Law put the objection to a separ­
ate tariff system for Ireland in a nutshell in stating that 
"every ship coming from Ireland to the United Kingdom 
will have to be examined." A differentiation between 
individual units of a kingdom separated ouly by a few 
miles of sea will not tend to secure that larger measure 
of unity for the Empire of which Ireland is a part.

New York, N. Y., Oct 7.—Although 
monetary conditions bespoke greater 
ease, today's stock market manifest­
ed an Irregular tone for the greater 
part of the session, becoming heavy 
in spots before the close.

Lon­
don was again a seller here, the great­
er part of Its sales being for the 
continental account chiefly Paris, that 
centre being weak In contrast to Ber­
lin, where Improvement over last, 
week’s unsettlement was shown. Pri­
vate cables from London Indicated 
that the forthcoming settlement will 
disclose a marked Increase in the Am­
erican account.

Traffic conditions as reported by the 
middle west railroad officials, point 
to the heaviest tonnage in that sec­
tion for some years. Receipts of grain 
at Chicago were under last week’s, 
but much larger than in the corres­
ponding Week last year. These condi­
tions find direct reflection in the firm­
ness of the western money market.

Much interest is being taken by the 
local Greeks in the impending war 
between the Balkan states and Tur­
key. Last evening three patriots left 
on the Boston train for New York 
where they will take ship for the fath­
erland to help fight the Turks, while 
on Wednesday evening five more will 
leave. These eight men comprise the 
majority of the Greeks in the city who 
are not In business for themselves, 
and feel it their duty to return and 
go to the front.

This is but the first call for men, 
however, and last evening one of the 
Greek merchants In the city informed 
a Standard reporter that if a second 
call were Issued, he and all the oth­
er Greeks in business would sell out 
and take the first boat /or home. 
When it was pointed out to him that 
by so doing he would lose a large 
amount of money, he replied |hat 
when the honor end glory of his na­
tive land was concerned, money was 
not to be considered. This great feel­
ing of patriotism la general not only 
in the city but throughout all Amer­
ica and to date over 60,000 Greeks in 
this country and the United States 
have volunteered for service. Many 
of these, however, not being trained 
men, will not be taken until the sec­
ond ball is sent out.

Of the three men who left lost ev­
ening, two served their terms in the 
navy while the other was a private In 
the Greek army. Each of the three 
seemed confident of ultimate .victory 
of the Balkan states over their en­
emies, pointing out that Turkey in 
Europe is surrounded on three sides 
by Greece; Montenegro, Servla and 
Bulgaria. To combat these /our coun­
tries Turkey will be forced to put ^ 
four separate armies in the field, ^ 
while their navy will be forced to 
watch the Grecian navy which Is at 
present blockading the Dardanelles.

On Wednesday evening five more 
Greeks will leave the city for the 
front, among them being A. S. Papa­
george, who sold his fruit store on 
Main street when the trouble start­
ed. Mr. Papageorge felt it to be hit 
duty to do this as he holds the rank 
of corporal In the Grecian army, hav­
ing won the honor during the war be­
tween Turkey and Greece in 1897. 
During this war which ended disas­
trously for Greece, he took part in 
several battles and now that his 
country is about to send her sons to 
the front again, he feels It necessary 
that he should go. Another veteran 
of this war at present In the city, is 
Peter Petropolous, who served in the 
artillery. Mr. Petropolous Is at pre­
sent conducting a fruit store, and Is 
awaiting the second call.
