"We successfully raided the enemy's 
trenches during the night in the neigh­
borhood ot Gavrelle and east ot Ver- 
melles, and secured a tew prisoners.

“Hostile artillery was active during 
the night in the neighborhood of West- 
hoek. We captured 13 prisoners as 
the result ot local fighting northeast 
of Ypree.”

French Succeasful.V Paris, SepL 9.—Violent counter-at­
tacks were made last night by the 
Germans on the positions token yes­
terday by French troops In the Verdun 
region. After a hard struggle, In 
which the French artillery played a 
telling part, and In which the infantry 
surged forward again, wherever tem­
porarily driven back, the French po­
sitions were left intact.

Against Peace Now.
Amsterdam, Sept. 9.—The Renische 

Westfalische Zeitung, of Essex, an­
nounces the formation of a new 
“patriotic party.” the leaders ot which 
are Duke Jobuns Albrecht, ot Meck- 
lenberg-Schwerin, Admiral Von Tir- 
pitz and Dr. Von Wolfgang Kapp. 
The party’s initial proclamation de­
clares hostility to the Reichstag’s 
peace resolution and urges against 
"any peace dictated by weak nerves.”

The proclamation adds that the 
party is "non-political” and will be 
dissolved on the day peace is signed, 
its aim t-oing to "combat inner dis­
sension in view of victory."

May Halt Advance.
Copenhagen, Sept. 8,— Leadin 

German military circles consider 
that, with the capture of the import­
ant naval bases at Riga and Duen- 
ameunde, operations on the Riga front 
have virtually been ended, says a 
Berlin despatch to the National 
Tidende. It is considered too late 
in the year to advance further, as 
this would retire the building of 
new roads and the establishment of 
depots. On this account, the de­
spatch says, It le unlikely that Field 
Marshal Von Hlndenburg will permit 
ihe troops to continue the advance 
with Petrograd as the objective.

“The number of prisoners which we 
took on Sept 8, numbers about 800.

“Our reconnoitering parties, which 
push* out in front ot the Bols Des 
Fosses, counted nearly a thousand en­
emy dead before our lines In this re­

gion. On the left bank of the Meuse 
there was great artillery activity on

After the welcoming remarks and 
routine business a motion was brought 
forward that the League should affili­
ate with the M.P.E.L. of America. It 
was decided by vote that action re­
garding joining any American Associ­
ation should be deferred until the next 
annual convention.

Walter H. Golding, in the retiring 
president’s address, welcomed to the 
city the guests from the United States 
and the many exhibitors and exchange 
men present. He spoke of what an 
important year it had been and that 
the organization had fully justified its 
being. The League through organiza­
tion had already accomplished several 
beneficial changes. Mr. Golding refer­
red to the high prices charged for 
films and maintained that the price 
boosting was not justified. He ad­
vised strongly against any advance in 
the price of admission tickets while 
the country is at war and ended upon 
a liigh note of patriotism urging ex­
hibitors to do their best to assist the 
nation in every way In which the 
theatre can in the hour of the nation's

Referring to other matters of inter­
est to the industry he made a strong 
plea for clean films. The immoral or 
filthy picture, should not be permitted 
to exist Such pictures worked an 
immense injury to the picture Industry 
an industry too big and too far reach­
ing to permit such a condition. He 
had noticed that some theatres had 
exhibited salacious pictures and had 
displayed in their lobbies signs read­
ing "Children under fourteen not ad­
mitted.” That was not the right 
to do business for a picture that 
was not fit for a child under fourteen 
to see was not fit to expose to the 
view of an adult patron.

J. W. Richardson.
J. W. Richardson, projection editor 

of the Motion Picture World, spoke in 
a most interesting way on the subject 
of projection and the exercise of care 
in the handling of films by the exhib­
itor. Particularly did he urge that ex­
hibitors should exercise intelligence 
in tiie operating room of their theatre. 
He agreed that the motion picture in­
dustry had progressed and developed 
in spite of itself for if such a great 
amount of waste was permitted in any 
other branch of business that business 
would very speedily fall. As the re­
sult of unintelligent operation of the 
picture machines there Was a loss of 
$73,000,000 per year. Films were torn 
and destroyed so that their natural 
life was shortened to a degree that 
was criminal. There were too many 
exhibitors today who were content to 
take a reel of film valued at $135 and 
put it on a cheap sprocket. run it

through a poor machine, overspeed HT 
tear it in rewinding and generally ruin 
It for the sake of saving the few cents 
it would cost to instal up to date 
equipment. He was glad to say that 
from his observation that condition, 
did not exist in the Maritime Prov­
inces to the same extent as in other 
sections of the country.

The exhibitor was an important part 
of the picture Industry but he was not 
the whole of it. He was but a link in 
a chain embracing all other depart­
ments of that business and as the 
strength of any chain was measured 
by the strength of its weakest link so 
the success which would attend the 
exhibitor’s end of the ouslness would 
depend largely upon his co-operation 
with others in the industry. Organiza­
tion of all branches of the film In­
dustry was urged and Its advantages 
pointed out. In conclusion Mr. Rich­
ardson extended best wishes to the 
League and assured them of his will­
ingness to co-operate whenever pos­
sible in the solution of any of the 
problems that might confront them.

Referring to other matters of inter­
est to the industry he made a strong 
plea for clean films. The immoral or 
filthy picture, should not be permitted 
to exist Such pictures worked an 
immense injury to the picture industry 
an industry too big and too far reach­
ing to permit such a condition. He 
had noticed that some theatres had 
exhibited salacious pictures and had 
displayed in their lobbies stgns read­
ing "Children under fourteen not ad­
mitted.” That was not the right 
to do business for a picture that 
was not fit for a child under fourteen 
to see was not fit to expose to the 
view of an adult patron.

J. W. Richardson.
J. W. Richardson, projection editor 

of the Motion Picture World, spoke in 
a most interesting way on the subject 
of projection and the exercise of care 
in the handling of films by the exhib­
itor. Particularly did he urge that ex­
hibitors should exercise intelligence 
in tiie operating room of their theatre. 
He agreed that the motion picture in­
dustry had progressed and developed 
in spite of itself for if such a great 
amount of waste was permitted in any 
other branch of business that business 
would very speedily fall. As the re­
sult of unintelligent operation of the 
picture machines there was a loss of 
473,000,000 per year. Films were torn 
and destroyed 
life was shortened to a degree that 
was criminal. There were too many 
exhibitors today who were content to 
take a reel of film valued at |125 and 
put it on a cheap sprocket. run it

through a poor machine, overspeed ! “ 
tear it in rewinding and generally ruin 
it for the sake of saving the few cents 
it would cost to instal up to date 
equipment. He was glad to say that 
from his observation that condition, 
did not exist in the Maritime Prov­
inces to the same extent as in other 
sections of the country.

The exhibitor was an important part 
of the picture Industry but he was not 
the whole of It. He was but a link in 
a chain embracing all other depart­
ments of that business and as the 
strength of any chain was measured 
by the strength of its weakest link so 
the success which would attend the 
exhibitor’s end of the ouslness would 
depend largely upon his co-operation 
with others in the industry. Organiza­
tion of all branches of the film In­
dustry was urged and its advantages 
pointed out. In conclusion Mr. Rich­
ardson extended best wishes to the 
League and assured them of his will­
ingness to co-operate whenever pos­
sible in the solution of any of the 
problems that might confront them.

hold an election without a special 
franchise provision to offset the re­
moval from Canada of so many stal­
wart citizens would be a grave injus­
tice to the soldiers, as it would leave 
them largely at the mercy of those 
who had not sufficient interest in the 
country's welfare to enlist to fight in 
her defence.

The only method of securing a vote 
that will best represent or echo the 
views of our men at the front is to en­
franchise their representatives at 
home, who will probably exercise that 
franchise in the same manner as the 
soldiers would if they were in Can-

men were out, no consultation having 
previously taken place, declaring there 
would be no more extension. When 
Sir Robert Borden went to England, 
two of Sir Wilfrid's chief lieutenants 
went to Western Canada, ostensibly to 
look into the railroad situation, but 
really to prepare the party men for 
election fights. With these manoeu 
vres going on, Sir Wilfrid was refusing 
to till vacant seats by acclamation and 
was thus bringing about by his own 
action the very situation, or much of 
it. on which he subsequently based his 
refusal to support extension. He did 
this on the flimsy pretext that the 
seats had been vacated otherwise than 
by death. But the truce on by-elec­
tions had to do with the, tilling of the 
seats and not with their vacation. 
Having thus worked most astutely and 
systematically for party ends, is it any 
wonder that well-meant efforts at co­
alition or national government have so 
far broken down? Sir Wilfrid has 
himself been the great and potent ob­
stacle to a national government.

The ground having been so far 
cleared. Sir Wilfrid's confidence in 
himself, up to a certain point, is sub­
lime. His party shattered, he never­
theless sees himself in power and con­
fides his intentlbns to the nation.

Briefly his position is this:
(1) At the very moment when Can­

adian troops are covering themselves 
with further glory, and their comman- 
der-in-chief is asking for reinforce­
ments—the only men a Canadian 
statesman has any right to listen to— 
Sir Wilfrid proposes, after he has won 
his election, to go to the Imperial au­
thorities for a policy, or to find a back 
door exit from the path of plain duty. 
What an abdication of leadership on 
the part of a statesman whose follow­
ers put up an historic fight on the 
naval bill to establish their view of 
Canada's right to do Canada's busi­
ness in these very matters!

(2) Having been up to now the chief 
obstacle to a national government, Sir 
Wilfrid nevertheless is going to form 
one. But then he will be at its head. 
No wonder he wants a party fight.

(3) We are to have “a vigorous and 
compact system of voluntary enlist­
ment," It will, judging by the last 
three years, be much more compact 
than vigorous. A further pursuit of 
the voluntary system means that those 
who wish may still volunteer but those 
who don’t may stay at home and profi­
teer.

of soldiers is also not to be under­
estimated. These women have given 
to Canada what is dearer to them than 
life itself, the lives of father, son, or 
brother. Is it more than fair to say 
that they merit a special recognition 
over others of their sex who were un­
able to make such a sacrifice even 
though willing to do so?

A very substantial portion of the 
women of Canada have become Brit­
ish subjects by a process of construc­
tive naturalization, the naturalization 
of a parent, or by marriage. Unlimited 
women suffrage would be unfair and 
unreasonable at this time, so the line 
must be drawn somewhere. Therefore, 
in justice to the soldiers and those

THE FIRST WEEK 
IN SEPTEMBERWe have recently heard much to the 

effect that with the conscription of 
the manhood of the country should be 
associated the conscription of wealth. 
Labor men are strong in their ex­
pression of this idea, and the latest to 
voice it is no other than P. M. Draper, 
secretary-treasurer of the Trades and 
Labor Congress of Canada.

Mr. Draper and the others who talk 
glibly of conscription of wealth, should 
explain what they mean by it. Can 
they define the form in which wealth 
is to be conscripted? Would these 
gentlemen count all bank balances or 
savings accounts as wealth and divert 
them from their owners to the pur­
poses of the government? Would they 
conscript motor cars, pleasure boats, 
houses and lots, the crops in the farm­
er's barn, or the proceeds of those 
crops in the bank? Yet all these 
thing* represent wealth and are 

If conscription of wealth 
means anything it means that they 
should all be taken. If they are not all 
to be taken and the process is to be 
confined only to industries and con­
cerns which have made a profit from 
war orders, then it is not conscription 
of wealth at all, but merely a closer 
application of the war profits and 
business tax which is desired.

ASPHALT PLANT CLOSED.
Owing to the wearing out of part 

of the city asphalt plant machinery 
It was down for repairs on Saturday, 
but the only work held up as a result 
was the paving on Sydney street. 
The machinery will be In working 
order today.

St. Johp families who planned to use 
wood for fuel this year instead of coal 
may meet with a disappointment. A 
scarcity in the wood supply now 
seems probable. Generally speaking 
the local wood carriers have secured 
their wood from the mills, the lumber­
men selling them the refuse which is 
not essential in the manufacture of 
lumber. Most of the mills have recent­
ly Intimated that this supply will not 
be available any longer, and the wood 
carriers are looking in other direc­
tions to secure their supply. A well 
known supplier of kindling wood said 
yesterday that he was in a position to 
fill orders at present, but he could give 
no guarantee as to the supply during 
the approaching fall and winter.

The wood merchant said it would be 
advisable for householders to put in 
their orders early in order to ensure 
delivery.

With comparatively few exceptions 
the season has been a dull one from 
the lumbermen’s standpoint, 
markets and the lack of tonnage have 
operated to prevent shipments, and 
the operators have been forced to pile 
up their lumber In anticipation of a 
sale when conditions improve. Both 
the St. John and Miramichi operators 
have suffered from the unfavorable 
conditions and the export business this 
year has been comparatively light. 
Mills are piling the lumber as fast as 
it Is sawed, and the mill yards all over 
the province are well filled.

Although no official notice has been 

received, wholesale grocers are tak­
ing no chances in selling certain pro­
hibited canned goods to retail dealers.

It Is expected that two of these de­
pots will be located In the Maritime 
Provinces, one at St. John, for New 
Brunswick, and one at Halifax, for 
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is­
land. It is the intention of the au­
thorities to appoint as instructors as 
far as possible men who have seen 
service at the front, and for this rea­
son the above call has been issued In 
order that the headquarters staff may 
know where to get the men when the 
need for their services arises.

Each depot, it Is said, will consist of 
eight companies of two hundred and 
fifty men each and will be organized 
a company at a time. The officers for 
the entire regiment will not be ap­
pointed at once, but as one company 
fills up officers for another will be ap­
pointed until the regiment has been 
filled.

Some of the instructors will come 
from thê R. G .R. and physical instruc­
tion and bayonet fighting schools, but 
In the appointment of the balance the 
preference will be given to returned 
officers and men who are qualified to 
act In that capacity.
