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GITIES IN IRELAND

Scene of RioungRepnnlq
and Incendiarism for Many
Months.

. New ‘York, Dec. 15.—Cork, the mun-
icipality of Lord Mayor Terence Mac-
Swiney, who voluntarily starved him-
'seif to death, has been rated second
¢ity to Dublin as a centre of anti-Gov-
errment activity by the Sinn Fein and
in rioting and reprisals. One of the
oldest cities in angient Ireland, thd
gity now going through its third fire
within two months, has aligned its
barely 80,000 population as “Bitter-end-
s” for complete Irish independence.
Cork and its county, either in reprisal,
riots or assassinations, has contribut-
ed liberally to the 673 persons killed or
wounded in Ireland up to November
27, according to a statement given ‘o
the British Parliament by L‘m Home
Office last month.
Near to Parnell Bridge is the city
hall, reported destroyed by the flames.
THis building was two storeys in
beight and constructed of Ballintemple
limeéstone. With the grounds enclosed
at one end, it took in vintually a block
front. It was surmounted by a tow-
er bearing a clock.

Library Also Lost.

Adjoining this structure, and just
round the cormer was the Carnegie
Free Library, also reported lost. The
library building was enclosed in spac-
jouz grounds and like the municipal
building, was two storeys high, with
a cupola at ome end.

Charges were made by Sinn Fein-
ers and their sympathizers that tho
fires had been set by “Black and Tans"
in rétaliation for the non-return of
ttree British officers who had been
kidnapped several days before from a
train near Waterfall,

Lucas Was Captured.

As far back as last June violence
began to appear in Cork. It wae in
tcat month that a parfy of masked
Sinn Feiners captured Brigadier-Gen.
eral Lucas and Colonels Danford ant
Tyrrell of the British forces in Ire.
land. -Colonel Danford was shot down
when he sought to escape from his
captors, who announced that they were
acting in the name of “The Irish Re-
public.”

The last week in June saw a malfl
train nearing Cork held up, and the
entire train crew kidnmapped by about
100 men. During the same week, five
policemen were killed outright and
a score of others wounded, whaile
Ccmmissioner Smythe, of the Royal
Irish Constabulary, was shot déad at’
the Country Club by fourteen armed
men, and in the same affray Districi
Inspector Craig, also of the Constab-
ulary, was wounded.

In July a riot came in Cork in which
many were injured. Street fighting
took place in which women were par-
ticipants. This affair had scarcely
passed when a party of men went to a
church in the suburbs of Cork and call-
ed Police Sergeant J. A. Mulhern di-
recting the British intelligence work
in West Cork, outside. He stepped out
of the church door, blessing himselt
from the Holy Water font, and was
sliot down.

Outbreak of Riots.

On August 8 came the announce-
ment by the British authorities in
Cork that a more determined resist-
ance was to be expected. It was on
this day that Lord Mayor MacSwiney
was arrested, charged with having a
seditious document in his possession.
Following his conviction, the resent.
ment of the people of Cork was evi-
denced in an outbreak of rioting.

On August 23 a pitched battle was
fought in the Cork streets between
citizens and the police and soldiers.
The fight lasted two hours and there
were several casualties. Throughout
the month of September outbreaks
weore many in Cork, and there came

B ta dne to the gradual
of MacSwiney. On Sep-
n-mbor .X the town of Mallow, near
Cork, was =acked, and forty buildings,
including the town“hall, were burned.
The citizens of Mallow “charged *he
British with the fire, and esveral days'iz,
later the Britfsh Government posted
warnings against reprisals,

No violence was reported follow-
ing the burning of Mallew until Q¢
tober 5, when soldiers in the streets
of Cork were fired upon. A week
later a motor lorry was ambushed
near Maliow and the soldier chauf-
feur seriously wounded. Within a
few hours after this incident outside
the city., Constables Kenney and
Strawford, patrolling in the city, were
shot dead and a patrol waggon, coming
to the scene, also received a fusilade.
The next violence was on November
16, when z train was§ held up, as it
was entering the city, and three Brit-
ish officers were kidnapped in the same
style as had been Brig.-General Lucas
and Colonels Danford and Tyyrell.

Finally, on November 30, came the
murder of sixteen police calets who
were shot down by 100 Sin Feiners
who ambushed the cadets in military
lorries.

‘It' was dethonstrated timt the effec-
tive range is at least twice as great
as the effective range of the calibre
.3 mmchine gun. The weight of the
gun is about twice as great as that
of the calibre .3 Browning machiné
gun.  Its water jacket has a capa-
city of two gallons and the water
used for cooling purposes reaches the
boiling point aftér 300 rounds of con-
tinuous firing. -

Rate of Fire Regulated.

“The rate of firing of this weapon
can be regulated between 400 and 700
shots per minute by a very ingenious
Luffer mechanism: Preliminary tests
s0 far conducted indicate that the
gun is extremely accurate at long
ranges and the grouping of shots un-
usually good. Accurate fire is easily
directed by virtue of the fact that
the fixed sight which has been placed
wpon the top plate of the gun has
been placed as near as practicable to
thef gunner's eye and on account of
size of the weapon it has been
sible to make the sight radius un-
lly long.

e tripod as at present tenta-

tively designed for this weapon
welgh out ten yds m than
the “gun ‘With water jacket tilled
with water. "1t “is. believed that the

design of this . tripod #s unusually
good and the firing conducted so far
shows it to be very stable.

Several New Features.

“Several new and desirable fea-
tures have been added to this un-
usual weapon which are not found in
the calibre .30 Browning machine
gun and an attempt has been made
in the new weapon to overcome such
defects as have developed in the .30
calibre type. The gun has a double
grip somewhat similar to, but much
simpler than the double grip found
on the Maxim and Vickers machine
guns, and the excessive racking ef-
fect 'that would inevitably Toflow
from the use of so powerful a Wea-
pon as this, has been minimized by
the use of an ingenious buffer mech-
anism which has been added to ab-
sorb the recofl. This feature has

e possible a considerable reduc-
ti@m in the weight of the weapon.”

Large Amount of
Lobsters Carried

Many Thousands of Cases
Held ‘'by Maritime Provin-
cial Packers.

“Large quantities of lobsters are
being carried by packers in Prince
Edward Island, Magdalen Islands and
New Brunswick,” stated a well known
visitor to the city yesterday, who is
Quite familiar with the situation by
reason of his extensive experience in
the lobster trade.

“Many of the packers obtained larga
supplies,” he continued, “but as the
people showed little disposition to
purchase at the prices asked, some
of them who have large stocks stand
to lose as high as $50,000. result
will poesibly be that prices this spring
or summer may reach those demand-
ed in pre-war days. The closing sea-
son was productive of a very large
pack, and this has further added to
the grievousness of the situation
insofar as the packers are concerned.

Four Thousand Cases.

* Roughly speaking, I think that the
packers in Prince Edward Island have
about 4,000 cases on hand, and deal-
ers in New Bruynswick have about
8,000 cases. As regards Magdalens
Islands, the position is very similar
and they have several thousand of
tases which they are.carrying.

Mamager Brindle, of the Seamon’s
Mission, stated last evening that on
Saturday he gave two men their sup-
pers who had not had a bite to ea:
slnce Friday noon. He is now arrang-
ing a system by which the men may
be provided with food and lodging un-
til better days turn up.

All classes of seamen, firemén, oil-
ers, deckhands and wind-pambers, are
housed in the mission at present, all
looking for ships.

Salvation Army

Salvation. Army officials are of the
opinfon, however, that the unemploy-
ment scare is more or less of a false
alarm. They state that they do not
find as large a number of men out
of-work in the city as they have ™
some former years.

The manager of the big army home
on St. James street stated to the
Standard last evening that, while they
could accommodate 73 men in the
building, there were but 43 inmates
last night. Of these two were wo-
men and three children who had come
to him starving and abrolutely pen-
nfless.

While those who could afford to do
£0 were asked to pay, those who could
not were always provided for by the
army. The knowledge of this served
as an inducement to some lazy shirk-
ers to try and work the' game for all
they were worth, but not always with
success.
