Devonghire's Reasons for Resigning.

The Duke of Devonshire wrote to Mr.
Balfour giving his reasons for his resigna-
tion, which he attribuied among other
things to the premicr’'s speech at Sheflield
and his pamphlet on Insular Free Trade.
i The Duke of Devonshire in his letter says
in part:— ]

“l was prepared by our discussions for
Your statement thalt you desired to obtain
the manction of the comstituencies for a
reversal of the doctrine that tamation

‘J should never be imposed except for pur-

posecs of revenue and this is no doubt the
principal and most definite statement in
your epeech. But you may remember that
I told you I thought it would be very dif-
fic’t to make this statement the founda-
tion of a great anmouncement of policy,
masmuch as I was not aware of any law
or constitutional principle in which this
doctrine was embodied. I admit that you
have qucceeded in making this declara-
tion the basis of a great political an-
nounicement, but in my opnion that an-
nouncement has been extended very far
beyond the necessities of the case.

“It was unnecessary, in my opinion, for
the pumpose of the statement to which I
had assented, to mswert that the contro-
versy of 1846, which you dederibe as the
great lawsuit between free trade and pro-
tection, is of mo interest whatever to us
except from am historical point of view.
Nor can I think that it was necessary to
amsert that you desired to ‘reverse the
fiscal tradition to alter fundamentally the
fiscal traditiom that has prevailed during
the last two generatioms.” I had hoped

Lyttleton's Career. :

Hom. Alfred Lyttleton, 'who succeeds.
the Right Honorable Joseph Chamberlain
as colonial secretary, was born 7th Febru-
ary, 1857, and is the eighth son of the
fourth Lord Lyttleton and Mary,
daughter of Sir Stephen Glynne, Bt. He
was educated at Bton and Trinity Col-
lege, Cambridge. He received the appoint-
ment of legal private secretary to Sir H.
James, attorney general, which position
he theld from 1882 to 1886.

In 1894 he was made vecorder of Here-
ford. He was created deputy high steward’
of the University of Cambridge in 1809
and the same year Oxford conferred -on
him: the homorary degree of M. A.

He has been a member of parliament
for Leamington, Warwickshire, and a
bencher and barrisber of the Inner Temple
since 1899. He has also been vecorder for
Oxford since 1895.

In spite of his active career he has been
able to devote himself considerably to all
manner of field sports and to day holds
a high position in the football world of
England, besides which he held the tennis
amateur champion from 1882 to 1895.

FATAL EXPLOSION
AT SPRINGHILL

Boiler in the Post Office Goes
Up With Terrible
Effect.

JANITOR KILLED,

And Two Workmen from Amherst
Are Probably Fatally Injured—
Postmaster Purdy and Daughter
Had a Miraculous Escapa.

Amherst, N. 8. Oect. 5—(Special)—
Springhill post office was this afternoon
the -scene of a terrible explosion and as
a resut one mam is dead and two men
and a boy lie in the hoapital seriously, if
not datally, injured.

This morning Samuel McDonell, janitor
of the building, telephoned the Maritime
Heating Company, of Amhenst, to send
a man up to make some repairs to the hot
water boiler. Frederick Eaton was detailed
for thig work and left by the moon train.
The work was completed and it is sup-
poed the men were testing it, as about
4 o'clock a most terrific explosion occur-
red in the basement. The post office de-
partment was completaly demolished and
Samu¢l MeDonell instantly killed, wihile
Eaton and en assistant, whose name can-
not, ba learmed, were terribly cut and
bruisad. A lad, who was in the post of-
fice at the time, was caught in the falling
diebris and cut about the face and thead,
broken glass being driven into his face.

Eaton's injuries ere very serious. .ine
latest word is that the doctors have some
hopes for his recovery.

McDonell’s body iwas found about ten.
feet fromy the boiler, his face very badly
cut and jbody bruised. Amother boiler in
the basement was also wrecked by the
force of the explosion-

MaDonell was at one time editor of the
Tribune, published at Springhill Mines.
He was a prominent worker in the Lib-
eral party and highly esteemed. He leaves

Londom, Oct. 5—At today’s gesgion of the
Alagkan boundary commissiom, Jacob M.
Dickinson, one of the American counsel,
continued his argument. He contended
that ‘Great Britain’s claim that the Van-
couver marTative 'was relied upon by the
original negotiatoms was mofb substantiated
by the evidence submitted by British coun-
sél. The Vancouver map was accepted by
the United States, but mot his marrative.
In spite of AttorneyGeneral Finlay’s argu-
ment, which Sir Louis Jette supported,
Mr. Didkinson contended ‘that the line
through Pontland channel was always un-
derstood to run through the middle of the
channel itself and not along its side A
minite examination of maps then monopol-
ized. the proceeding.

Mr. Dickinson maintained that the Brit-
ish argument at the-best’ oniy raised 2
doubt as to whether or not the “Portland
canal” of the treaty is dhe “chammel”
claimed by the United States. If there was
any such doubt it must be solved by, evi-
dence of the interpretation Great Britain
and Russia gave to the meaning of the
treaty by their subsequent acts. These
aote conclusively proved that the identity
of the Portland canal was mot only never
questioned until 1888 or 1898, but on the
other hand, that it was always ghown by
the maps and official acts of the govern-
ments to be the chamnel claimed by tf®
United Staltes.

He declared that the map published in
1859 by order of parliament named the
lower part of the disputed body of water
«Portland Inlet,” wihich was a distinct offi-
cial declaration on the pant of Great Brit-
ain recognizing the United States’ present
contention.

Others
who had heard the shot were quickly up-
on the scene and Dr. Bridges arrived ‘n
a few minutes in response to telephone
message, The unfortunate young man wa&
removed to Mr. Anderson’s residence,
where he was made as comfortable as pos-
ghle. He metained possession of his
senses and seemed able to recognize those
about him. He spoke several times in
answer to questions but dedlined to offer

After Dr. Bridges had made a hasty
examination of the wound, he ordered a
atretcher and had Black removed to the
Victomia hospital, ‘which is only a few
rods from the scene of the ehooting.

The young man had been filling a posi-
tion in New York for several years and
returned to Fredericton only a moanth ago
to aceept a position on the Gleaner staff.
He is a bnight young man of twenty-one
years and has many firiends who, like the
rest of the community, are utterly at a
foss to know what prompted him to com-
mit such & rash act. There are some who
think the ehooting may have been acei-
dental, but the indications do not seem
to point that way.

The greatest sympathy is felt dfor the
mother of the unfortunate young mam,who
wass informed of the sad accident by Rev.

FURNISH

MANY SURPRISES.

Ottawa, Oct. 4—(Special)—The only
thing that is certain about the British
Columbia government as far as the re-
turns of yesterday’s voting goes, ig that
the McBride administration has been. de-
feated after a few months of power.

The latest returns give the Liberals
twenty-one seats out of a house of forty-
two or exactly onethalf, with nineteen
Conservatives and two Socialiste. ~The
Liberals went into the fight without a
leader and notwithstanding that they
were hampered with Labor and Socialist
candidates they will to all appearances
control the legislature. The Liberals have
exceptionally good men returned and
have plenty of material of cabinet weight.

Another Account.

Victoria, B. C., Oct. 4—(Special)—The
Britirh Columbia elections - give neither
party a working majority, the result being
practically even, with four points to hear
from. Kighteen Liberals have been re-
turned, seventeen Conservatives, two Bo-
cialis's and one labor representative.

The Liberals carried the whole ticket
of four men in Victoria, while the Con-
servatives carried *he five seats in Van-
couver, where Jop. Martin, Liberal leader,
was one of the defeated candidates.
Premier McBride won by a large majority
in Dewdney, but hie provincial secretary,
Mr. Goodeve, was badly beaten in Roes-
land, and the election of Hon. R R
Green, minister of mines, s in doubt.

DISTANCES.

1i Colomel Tucker has mot participated
exbcnsively in the debate on the railway
question he at least interjected a few aig-
nificant memarks while Mr. Charlton was
vainly attempting to amswer Hon. Mr.
Blair on August 11. Mr. Charlton argued
that the government c{)uld not properly
discriminate between St. John and Hali-
fax and said the G. T. Pacific plan would
gerve 'hoth ports. He said St. John and

Halifax both would be acoessible from
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Moncton, though the advantage in dis-
tance would be in favor of St. John.

Colonel Tucker remarked: “It increases
the distance to St. John eighty-nine
miles.” And that fact remains. It ds
proposed, however ,to earry the road nine-
tysix miles further than is necessary, as
Hon. Mr. Blair proved. When he spoke
of the St. John Valley route, Mr. Blair
pointed out that the government had not
only ignored St. John and the most im-
portant interests of this provimce, but
had aleo failed to select the shortest route
to the seaboard. After dwelling upon the
advantages and just claims of this port,
the ex{Minister of Railways said: :

“Why is St. John passed over? If the
shortest line i the object why do you go
100 miles out of the way? St. John is
only 428 miles from Montreal by wa$ of
Levis, Riviere du Loup and the St. John
Valley. Buy bbﬁt\ road if you want to get
to the ocean, or expropriate it if you cam-
not buy. According to the shortest, state-
ment of Mr. Daveys, the distance is 150
miles longer by the centre line, but it is
really 170 milew, as I shall show you. Why
do you want to travel 170 miies further
than is mecesary? There is no necessity
for it in any business interest. St. Johm
is passed by. The distance from St. John
to Levis by the line I have spoken of is,
as I have said, 428 miles. From Levis to
St. John by the Intercolonial. it is 578
miles. By the Daveys’ line, taking his
own figures to be correct, iti is 501 miles.
And from Levis to Halifax by the Monc-
ton and centre of New Brunswick line, is
597 miles. You have, therefore, ninety-
gix miles, by the best possible figuring you
can make, by the Moncton and centre of
New Brunswick line—mninety-six miles fur-
ther than there is any mecessity for going
or any any justification for going.”

If the government were determined to
build from Quebec in this direction why
did they not eelect the route which is
shortest, and which would have served
the people of the St. John Valley? The
government’s promise was to provide the'
shortest and speediest road to the sea.
The West was told that would be done,
but the government’s plan will not do dt.

For some years do come the I. C. R.
can carry all the freight offered. If it
were to be extended westward as Mr. Blair
advised and the St. John Board of Trade
urged, there would now be no talk about
the diversion of Canadian traffic to foreign
eea [ports.

STILL OBJECTING

While the Montreal Witness, a strong
Independentt Liberal newspaper, does mot
believe in Mr. Borden’s so-called alterna-
tive mailway scheme, it still plainly voices
its conviction that the best intterests of the
country would be served #f the ,Senate
were to kill the WinnipégMoncton eec-
tion of the government’s railway proposal.

It has been long since ithe 'Witness has
used as plain language regarding any Lib-
eral proposal as it does mow. Here is a
apecimen: !

“Our own explanation of the imperaiive
necessity 'which had made it necessary to
throw the whole energy of the Dominiou
into a mon-commercial vemture was that
centain’ people in Quebec had got posses-
gion of a bridge largely a present from
the nation and had found it, as we had
foretold, an elephant on their hands, which
they must dispose of, or come to grief. It
was imperatiive in their case that a hinter-
land should be created for their bridge.
This explanation does mot lose force from
the fadt that immediately following the
third reading of the bill yesterday, the
Prime Minister announced that the Grand
Iunk Pacific Railway Company will talke
over the Quebec Bridge, for which special
legislation is necessary.”

Again, referring to the petitions against
the bill, reference bo which has been made
from time to time in these columns, the
Witness says in pant:

“The petitions referred to conltained &
snmimary of the more obvious objections in

which the Conservative leaider has summar-
ized his position in parliament. These ob-
jections were that little that is definite is
known about the country between Win-
mipeg and Quebec and Moncton, fbut that
the cost will probably amomnt to $120,-
000,000; - that mo evidence has been ad-
duced that the spending of this money
will cheapen freight rates or establish
more satisfactory commumication betweén
the different parts of the Dominion; thait,
on the contrary, it is 4o be feared that by
pledging the credit of the country to such
a vagt extent, the government will make
it impossible to carmy out works better
caloulated bo meet the immediate trans-
port needs of the country, and that the
government had no mandate from the
country to build and finance a new trams-
continental reilway and the country ought
o have been given a constitutional oppor-
tunity to pronounice upon such an enor-
mously important matter.

“Most of these objections are such as
ocourred bo ourselves and, we presume,
to most people, when the scheme was first
anmounced.”

These objections, and the kst is by no
means complate, cannot be removed by
the acquiescence of the Senate in the
measure to which that body is mow asked
to irrevocably commit the country-

The country should have a chance to say
at the polle what its opinion of this rail-
way legislation is. That the Senate would
be justified in preventing the government
from saddling the country with the G. T.
Padific bargain is plain. At least the Up-
per (Chamber should not hesitate to remove
the features which have created sudh wiide-
spread hostility to the project and wihidh
have mever been successfully defended.

IN BRITISH COLUMBIA,

Although the decision to = conduct the
political campaign in Bri tish Columbia on
party 'lines was generally expected ‘o re-
eult in a decisive Conservative vietory, the
Liberals. haye evidently deyeloped more
strength than was Jooked for. As far as
fhe returns so far received show, neither
side will have a working majority, and
mehﬁné like a continuation of the con-
fusion’ during tihe last session is probalbly
to be expected. ;

{Party lines were mot drawn before, but
now the Liberals claim to have elected
fwenty-one members and the Conservatives
nineteen. Other reports are that two So-,
cialists amd one labor candidatte have been
chosen amd some constifiuencies ~are in
doubt. The complete returns, however,
are oot likely to result in giving either
partty a free hand in the conduct of the
province's affairs. The Liberals did mos
present a united front in Saturday’s con-
test, and while a party appeal was mnde
on both sides many other issues were in-
volved, The Liberal gains are extensive
andwﬁmld[lmwebe’engmmhddsm
jeaders been available.

While
the state in its wisdom decides that exe-
cutions must be attended by a certain
number of witnesses in addition to the
exwutiémm, apd while it may be well
that etich is-the practice, the tendency is
to give altogether Itoo much publicity to
such matters. In cases where the trial
fhas been a fair ome, as it gemerally is, it
is nob wige that respect for the Jaw should
be undernmined by such assertions es. the
Van Wormers were penmitted to make
and which the more sensational mnews-

| papers treated extensively and seriously.

Such news appeals to a far from admir-
able dlass of readers and perhaps it has
the result of increasing fhe criminal ele-
ment in the country. It is a matter of
opinion whether society is best served by
the execution of its worst criminals. As
yet, however, public sentiment in most
countries upholds that method of en-
forcing reqpect for the law. In some com-
munitics, and their number is increasing,
it is he'd that lifelong imprisonment is
more effective than the death penalty.
Whatever punishment is best, society’s in-
terests are served im a higher degree whan
there is as little offensive notoriety uas
poasible.

MIAH JOSELIN'S DEATH,

Tin Jury Find That There Was No
Culpable Negligence, But Make
an Important Recommendation.

Friday might the inquest into the cause
of the death of Miah Joselyn was resumed
before Coroner Berryman at 7.30 o’clock in
Berryman’s hall. The first witness called
was James Estey, who said he owned a
place about a milé and a half out the
Westmorland road. He lived in the city,
and often drove im and out. He generally
tried, however, to get home before dark,
80 as to avoid possible danger from teams.
During all the time he thad been driving
over the road he had never met with am
accident. On the might of the 19th Sept-
ember he was coming towands the city
when he met a double team with colored
people on the way out. They were not
driving furiously, or ng any noise. In
reply to a question from the coromer, he
said the electric light was embarrassing to
one driving towards the city, and in case
of danger it was much easier for an out-
wand bound team to avoid a collision; and
he gave it as his opinion that some change
in the manner of lighting 'Westmorland
moad ie desirable in the interests of public
safety.

To Mr. Mullin he said he did not sec |/

the accident, and did not hear about it till
afterwards. The team with the coloved
people did mot inberfere with him in an,
way, nor did they attract his attention.

Mr. Elderkin, is president of the Maxi-’
time Stock Breeders’ Association, and that
body, in addition to its regular work, is
going in to encourage apple raising. Their
‘next show will be at Amlherst in December
next, and, in addition to the sbock exhibit,
lectures and demonstrations, it is intended
this year to have an apple competition and
lecture on apple growing. The competitions
will be by counties, and prizes of §10 will
be given in each county for the best tem
plates of apples, five to a plate, grown in
that county.

A thorse without tthe best of
fedt and legs is unfitted for a smire, mo
muaiiter how handsome his head, and body.
A tough flinty (hoof with fairly thiek walbs,
an elastic iconcave sole and well developed
frog and with o heaithy ming of growvth
rountd the coronet is wanted. The height
from the sole 'to the top wof hoof af the
quarter ehould be just about half the
(heigiht at the toe in a well formed hoof.

Tlhe pasterns should mot: be boo perpen-
idicular but should slope to Ithe fetlock. A
weéry straight pastern. meant that there
would be mo spring #o ithe horse’s action
and, that the concussion firom placing his
feet on a hand voadway would e likely
o cause ring bones, side bones, gplinits and
quickly destroy ihis usefulness, as well as
prevent ‘the action we like to see in a good
draught horse.
