NOVA SCOTIA.

A case of small-pox in Exeter (N. H.)

Caring for Incurables.
The influence of a newspaper for good 

was signally instanced a few weeks ago 
In London. There lately appeared in the 
Daily iVetee a very interesting account of 
a most admirably conducted and . e 6 c ‘ut 
institution—the hospital for Incurables. 
A week or two afterward, a gentleman 
called there with a copy of the paper in 
his hand, and was asked to be shown 
over the building.

Apparently he thought not ; for on 
leaving he drove to the office of the hos­
pital in London, and entered his name as 
a subscriber for 82,500. When some 
years ago a great legal luminary paid this 
establishment a visit, he said to a friend 
on his return : “ I never felt so ashamed 
of myself iu my life i here have I been 
grumbling, growling and fretting about 
trifles, while to-day I have 
men and children, who, for no 
theirs, have been doomed to pass from 
the cradle to the grave in chronic suffer­
ing, and yet they seemed contented, 
thankful, even cheerful!" If there be 
any millionaire among us who wants to 
put his money to good account, let him 
found a hospital for incurables. The 
publie would aid his efforts. No charity 
is so entirely commendable.

Two Newspapers
An able review of a recent work on the 

history of journalism in the United States 
says : The Herald may be called a material 
paper; the mission of Mr. Bennett and 
his able executive, Mr. Hudson, has been 
to develop to the frill the mechanism of 
journalism. But in the nature of things 
it was not possible that the vast oppor­
tunity afforded by modem journalism to 
exert wide and effective positive influence 
should go long unimproved. The re­
sponsibility of the journalist, however 
difficult of realization it may be as he sits 
solitary and commonplacely at his desk, 
is absolutely terrific ; he must reproduce 
his own influence in thousands of new 
centres, either for good or harm. Ever 
since Mr. Greeley founded the Tribune, 
April 10, 1841, it has been our leading 
representative of purposeful journalism. 
Like all the other present great dailies, it 
was a penny paper at the start. Bennett’s 
prospectus announced his first endeavor to 
be “to record facts;" Greeley’s first 
sentence pledged him to labor “to ad­
vance the interests of the people, and to 
promote their Moral, Social and 
Political well-being.” These prophecies 
became strict history. They pre­
sent respectively the two great 
and guiding principles of journalism, 
lie editorial page has been the chief fea­
ture of the Tcibune, the least cared-forby 
the Herald. The moral and the material 
are their respective spheres. Character 
rules the one, enterprise the other. The 
combination of these complementary 
characteristics, each in its highest de­
gree, would seem to be the mission of 
that ideal improvement in present jour­
nalism, the “great journal of the future.”

'would put forth other efforts and pay 
some of their old debts for all kinds of 
liquors first, then we might think their 
intentions were pure ; but until a few of 
those suckers pay their honest debts, I 
tor one, cannot believe their intentions 
are tor our benefit, but simply for their 
own.

Secondly, in their note they put it forth 
about ruining body and soul. Well, if 
this is true, as a respectable merchant 
remarked to me about this young men’s 
political association, I strongly advise all 
fathers and mothers to keep their daugh­
ters away from their rooms in the even­
ings.

Fellow tax-payers, we want a few more 
officers to look after our affairs, and, in 
the name of all those associations, with 
one or two office seekers in each, let us 
make offices for them.

Mysterious Disappearances.

Practical Preaching.
One of the wants of the age is practi­

cal preaching. There is altogether too 
much of the ornamental sort. Rhetorical 
allusions to everlasting punishment, 
high-sounding panegyrics on the good­
ness and greatness of God, and senti­
mental moralizing on the woes of the 
World, will not reform society. The 
preacher must use the methods so suc­
cessfully employed by the press,—search 
out existing evils and then strike hard 
and continuously for them reformation. 
How many preachers do this? We 
know of one or two in StT John who do. 
They believe horse-racing, gift enter­
prises, rowing matches, and many otlior 
things in which professing Christians 
indulge to more or less extent, to lie 
wrong, and they sternly rebuke them 
from the pulpit. Even those who smart 
under lhe infliction respect the wielder 
of the rod of correction.

“How happens it,” asked the Rov. 
Mr. Emerson of Gloucester, Massachu­
setts, in a recent discourse, “that her­
rings caught on the coast of Maine be­
come ‘Labrador herring’ on touching 
the hands of some Gloucester dealers? 
How does it happen, too, that Bank cod­
fish, worth five dollars a quintal, become 
traieformed—changed in the twinkling 
of an eye—to George’s .fish, worth fifty 
cento more? Can anyone here tell mo 
how &eee wonderful transformations 
take -place?” Tell him—of course they 
can. The deacon in the “amen corner” 
probably knows all about it, and has 
hitherto satisfied his conscience that it 
is all right. The active chairman of the 
Committee on Foreign Missions knows 
all about it The leader of the fervent 
prayer meetings is one of the magicians 
whose magic wand (the marking brush) 
“converts" the herrings and cod with a 
rapidity never equalled by the preacher 
in his dealings with sinners during the 
most refreshing revival seasons. And 
the preacher knows it He sees that tho 
pillars of his church are rotten, and he 
has begun a movement for their removal 
or regeneration. Good pastor, brave 
preacher, follow up this plain and prac­
tical style of preaching, and you will do 
more good than a thousand moral hom­
ily mongers can achieve.

But it isn’t the fish market alone that 
needs attention. There are many pro­
fessions and trades that need to be illu­
minated by light from the pulpit. The 
preachers in most cases, have not had 
the necessary preparation for their work, 
.they know little or nothing about the 
details of business or practices in tho 
professions, and cannot attack the grow­
ing evils that are glossed over by the 
seared consciences of their hearers. 
They should prepare themselves. Their 
ignorance of the wicked ways of those 
under their spiritual guidance is crimi­
nal, and they should open their eyes to 
the practices thatcorrupt and tile deceit­
ful ness that blinds men to the error of 
their ways.

The Assessment Muddle.
The attempt to reform the system of 

assessment In St. John City and County 
is a total failure. The meetings of 
magistrates have resulted in nothing and 
will result in nothing. Those who have 
reason to be satisfied with the present 
unfair system are united in opposing 
any change, and the reformers are 
divided hopelessly and bewildering- 
ly Instead of uniting on one or two 
essential points, they propose resolu­
tion after resolution, complicating the 
question past remedy. And tho ob­
structives laugh.

It was a farce, in the first place, to 
allow a committee to bring in a report 
by which they were not prepared to 
stand.
