DIED AT HIS POST.
L.ONDON, Feb. 18.—A dispatch to the
Daily News from Berlin says that a
Bremerhaven pilot writes to the Wseer

Zeitung that Capt. Von Goessel, of the
North German Lloyd steamer Elbe, de-
clined Pilot Harde’s offer to get him a
life belt. He remained alone at his
post and sank with his ship.

The body of Walter Schull, who was a
cabin passenger on the Elbe, was re-
covered today in the English Channel
off the Headland of Dungeness, county
of Kent. A reward of $1,000 had been
offered for its recovery.

IN RE SAMOA.
1T.ONDON, Feb. 18.—In the House of
Commons teday Sir Edward Grey, Un-
der Foreign Secretary, said in reply

to a question that there had not
yet been made any special agreement
in regard to the ownership of land in
Samoa by foreign nations. The United
States Government, he said, claimed
the exclusive right to a coaling station
in the harbor of Pago Pago. There was
no truth in the statement that Ger-
many was about to annex the Samoa
Islands. The British Government cer-
tainly desired to consult the interests of
Australasia in regard to Samoa.

ENGLAND WARNED.

LONDON, Feb. 18.—The Times' cor-

respondent in Cairo says: The Khedive
ijs determined to get rid of the present
Ministry and render impossible the ex-
istence of any ministry working loyally
with England. The Khedive is deaf to
all advice from men of position and ex-
perience, but he is ready to listen to
every idle tale from flatterers. He gives
alarming proofs for his unfitness to dis-
charge the duties of a ruler of Egypt.
He is largely influenced by the Journal
Egyptien, which openly promises him
the armed support of the whole French
nation in case of reed. The interest
of England requires that the Khedive’'s
desperate course should be arrested
mwith a firm hand. This can only be
done by a sterner lesson than any yet
received.

QUEEN VICTORIA'S LAMENESS.

LONDON, Feb. 18.—The Pall Mall

Gazette says the Queen was able to
walk slowly along the platform of the
Victoria station attended by her Mushti
Indian attendant.

Commons this evening rejected by a
vote of 297 to 283 Joseph Chamberlain’s
amendment declaring it to be against
public interest that the time of the
House be wasted on bills which the
Ministers admitted would not pass
when measures involving great consti-
tutional changes which should be con-
sidered without delay had been an-
nounced.

"Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of
e Exchequer, looked after the Gov-
-ment’s interests in the debate pre-

ceaing the on Mr. Chamber-

lain’s motion. He referred to the Con-
servative demand last voiced by Lord
Salisbury on Saturday that the Govern-
ment appeal to the country on the home
rule issue alone. There never had been,
he declared, and there never would be,
a general electior with a single issue.

GOVERNOR AND PREMIER CON-
FER.

OTTAWA, Feb. 18.—Sir Mackenzie
Bowell had a long interview with Lord
Aberdeen this forenoon. His Excellency
left for Montreal in the afternoon.
LAURIER HAS AN AUDIENCE OF

NEARLY 10,000.
(United Press Dispatch.)

MONTREAL, Feb. 18.—Mr. Wilfrid
Laurier, leader of the Liberal party in
the Dominion, addressed a Liberal
meeting of nearly 10,000 people at Soh-
mer Park tonight. Mr. Laurier spoke
in French, and dealt with the issues
before the electors, covering the same
ground as already covered in his pre-
vious speeches. He scored the Gov-
ernment for not announcing its deci-
sion in regard to the general elections,
and challenged the Ministers to make
some announcement of its plans. Re-
garding the Manitoba school question,
Mr. Laurier said the Government was
evidently afraid of it. It was a ques-
tion that had to be settled, but it re-
quired men of courage to settle it, and
the only policy that the Government
seems to have was one of procrastina-
tion. Mr. Laurier said that his attitude
in this question was what it had al-
ways been. He had frequently said,
and he repeated it, that if the schools
were Protestant, as had been repre-
sented, it was an outrage on the Cath-
olic minority, and justice demanded
that the question should be settled as
speedily as possible. He promised that
if the Liberals were returned to power
they would see that justice was done
to all.

Mr. Laurier also denounced the pol-
icy of protection, which he claimed had
been an injury rather than a blessing
to the country.

Mr. H. G. Joly indorsed Mr. Laurier,
and speeches were also delivered by
Messrs. Tarte, Devlin and others.

During the meeting what nearly:
proved to be a panic took place owing
to the breaking of a window. The crowd
rushed on the platform, and it was only
after a strong appeal from Mr. Laurier
that quiet was restored and the speak-
ers were able to proceed.

Woman's Pk,

As Witnessed by a Veteran
Northwest Missionary.

Quarterly Ieeting of the London Dis-
trict W. M. M. S.

Reports Presented — Rev, John Mec-
Dougall’'s Address on Women's
Work—The Condition of the
London District.

—

The quarterly meeting and conven-
vention of the Woman’s Methodist Mis-
sionary Socleties of the London district
was held in the Centennial Methodist
Church yesterday afternoon. The meet-
ing had originally been called for the
Dundas Center Church, but after the
big conflagration the ladies of the Cen-
tennial Society kindly offered the use
of their church for the gathering. The
invitation was gladly accepted, and the
workers were accordingly very grate-
ful. The meeting was the most largely
attended in the history of the district.
At 3 o'clock the president, Mrs. J. H.
McMechan, announced the opening
hymn, and upwards of 250 delegates
joined in the singing. The churches in
the district were privileged to send as
many delegates as they desired, and the
congregatigns represented were Thorn-
dale, Arva, Lucan, The Grove, Lam-
beth, Delaware township, Ilderton, Cen-
tralia, Belmont, South London, Wel-
lington Street, London West, Queens
Avenue, Dundas Street Center, and the
Centennial.

Devotional exercises followed the
opening hymn, and then RevV. A. G.
Harris, pastor of the Centennial, briefly
addressed the delegates. *I feel sad,
indeed,” he said, “and I am sure you
also do, when I think that the place in
which you were to meet today is in
ashes. It is a sad loss, a loss which will
be severely felt, and a loss which is
deeply mourned. Expressions of sym-
pathy have been extended to the con-
gregations on all hands, but in one
sense I do not think the fires at either
Dundas Street or Queen’s Avenue
Churches created greater sorrow any-
where than in my own congregation.
When the announcements of the fires
were made from the pulpit I saw tears
shed and regret exhibited in other ways.
However, our charch, our school rooms
and our hearts are open to you, and I
hope your meeting will be beneficial.”

Reports of auxiliaries, mission circles
and mission bands were presented by
gecretaries from Queen’s Avenue, Dun-
das Center, Wellington Street, Colborne
Street, South London, Centennial,
Arva, Baker's, Delaware, The Grove,
Thorndale and other places. The re-
ports were of a

MOST ENCOURAGING NATURE,
and frequently elicited applause from
the delegates, The work of the last
quarter was principally dealt with, the
money raised, the mei.bership and
average attendance being given in al-
most every instance. The methods of
conducting meetings were described,
and the schemes devised for raising
funds were explained. Altogether, many
useful and practical suggestions as to
the most profitable way of promoting
the work were imparted.

Mrs. Griffith, of Thorndale, and Mrs.
Westlake, of Arva, two prominent dis-
trict workers, gave addresses on mis-
sionary topics. Mrs. Fife, of London
West, answered all questions put by
delegates.

Interspersed with the business pro-
ceedings were acceptable solos by Miss
Law and Miss Roblin, and flag exer-
cises by the Colborne Street Mission
Band, the latter consisting of short re-
citals by twelve boys and girls on the
advance of mission work in the foreign
countries.

The ladies adjourned to the school
room, where a bountiful tea was served
and an hour spent in a very sociable
way.

THE EVENING MEETING.

In the evening at 7:30 o’clock a public
meeting of a most interesting character
was held in the church. Rev. A, G.
Harris presided. The proceedings were
opened with the singing of “All Halil the
Power of Jesu's name,” led by the choir
of Dundas Street Methodist Church, un-
der the leadership of Mr. Wm. Moxon.
The chairman’s opening address was
devoted principally to a eulogy of the
good work e=the Woman’s Missionary
Society. Mr. Harris was almost in-
clined to make a regular missionary ad-
dress, but this he left to Rev. Mr. Mc-
Dougall, who had consented to come
and speak. An anthem by the choir,
an especially appropriate recitation by
Miss Pitcher, and a very pretty number
by fourteen girls from the Colborne
Street Mission Band were given. The
latter was entitled ‘The Light of the
world is Jesus.” It consisted of singing
and reciting. Each girl was dressed in
white and carried a long lighted can-
dle encased in fancy paper.

WOMAN'S PLUCK.

«7t is now my privilege and pleasure ”
said Rev. Mr. Harris, “to introduce to
you a minister who has become re-
nowned, and whose address will doubt-
less prove of intense interest—Rev.
John McDougall, of Morley, N. W. T.,
and founder of the McDougall Orphan-
age at that place. Mr. McDougall was
applauded as he responded to the in-
troduction. He announced the subject
as “Woman’s Missionary Society,” and
in his introductory he spoke of the dif-
ficulties he had experienced In his early
work in British Columbia, but how,
year by year, they had been lessened
by very substantial aid—financial and
otherwise—from the Woman's Mission-
ary Society, and to the ladies* he re-
turned his greatest thanks.

The Greatest Novelty of the Present
Time.

Dr. De Witt Talmage Discourses on the
Subject of “The Glorious Gospel ”

NEW YORK, Feb. 17.—Rev. Dr. Tal:
mage took for his subject yesterday ai-
ternoon, “The Glorious Gospel,” the
text chosen being, ‘“According to the
glorious Gospel of the Blessed God,
which was committed to my trust”—
I. Timothy, i., 1l

The greatest novelty ifour time is the
Gospel. It is so old that it is new. It
is amazing what substitutes have been
presented for what my text calls, “The
glorious Gospel.” There has been an
hemispheric apostasy. There are many
people in this and all other large assem-
blages who have no more idea of what
the Gospel really is than they have of
what is contained in the fourteenth
chapter of Zend-Avesta, the Bible of
the Hindoo. The old Gospel is 50 feet
under, and the work has been done by
the shovels of those who have been try-
ing to contrive the philosophy of reli-
gion. There is no philosophy about it.
It is a plain matter of Bible statement
and of childlike faith. Some of the
theological seminaries have been hot-
beds of infidelity because they have
tried to teach the “philosophy of reli-
gion.” By the time that many a young
theological student gets half through
his preparatory course he is so filled
with doubts about plenary inspiritation
and the divinity of Christ and the ques-
tions of eternal destiny that he is more
fit for the lowest bench in the infant
class of a Sunday school than to be-
come a teacher and leader of the peo-
ple. The ablest theological professor
is a Christian mother, who, out of her
own experience, can tell the 4-year-old
how beautiful Christ was on the earth,
and how beautiful he is now in heaven,
and then consecrates him for time and
eternity to him who said, “Suffer them
to come unto me.” What an awful
work Paul made with the D.D.s, and
LL.D.s, and the F.R.Ss when he
cleared the decks of the old Gospel
ship by saying, ‘“Not many wise men,
not many noble, are called, but God
hath chosen the weak things of the
world to confound the mighty.”

Ah, my friends, the Bible wants no
apologetics. The Throne of the Last
Judgments wants no apologetics. Eter-
nity wants no apologetics. Scientists
may tell us that natural light is the
“propagation of undulations in an
elastic medium, and thus set in vibrat-
ory motion by the action of luminous
bodies”; but no one knows what Gos-
pel light is until his own blind eyes, by
the touch of the Divine Spirit, have
opened to see the noonday of pardon
and peace. Scientists may te'l me that
natural sound is “the effect of an im-
pression made on the organs of hearing
by an impulse of the air, caused by
a collision of bodies or by other means’’;
but those only know what the Gospel
sound is who have heard the voice of
Christ directly, saying: “Thy sins are
forgiven thee; go in peaca” The theo-
logical dude unrolls upon the plush of
the exquisitively carved pulpit a learn-
ed discourse, showing that the Garden
of Eden was an allegory, and Solomon’s
Song a rather indelicate love ditty, and
the Book of Job a drama in which Satan
was the star actor, and that Renan was
three-quarters right about the miracles
of Jesus, and that the Bible was graa-
ually evoluted, and the best thought of
the different ages, Moses and David,
and Paul, doing the best they could
under the circumstances, and therefore
to be encouraged. Lord of Heaven and
Earth, get us out of the London fog of
higher ecriticism!

The night is dark and the way is
rough, and we have a Lantern which
God has put in our hands, but instead
of employing that Lantern to show our-
selves and others the right way, we are
discussing lanterns, their shape, their
size, their material, and which is the
better light—kerosene, lamp oil, or can-
dle: and while we discuss it we stand
all around the Lantern, so that we shut
out the light from the multitudes who
are stumbling on the dark mountains
of sin and death.

Here also come, covering up the old
Gospel, some who think they can by
law and exposure of crime save the
world, and many of the ministers have
gone into the detective business.
Worldly reform by all means; but un-
less it be also Gospel reform it will be
dead failure. Politics will save the
cities the same day that Satan evan-
gelizes perdition.

Here comes another class of people
who in pulpit and outside of it cover up
the Gospel with the theory that it
makes no final difference what you be-
lieve or how you act—you are bound for
heaven, anyhow. There they sit, side
by side, in heaven. Garfield and Gui-
teau, who shot him; Lincoln and John
Wilkes Booth, who assassinated him;
Washington and Thomas Payne, who
slandered him; Nana Sahib and the
missionaries, whom he clubbed to death
at Cawnpore; Herod and the children
whom he massacred; Paul and Nero,
who beheaded him. As a result of the
promulgation of such a mongrel and
conglomerate heaven, here are millions
of people in Christendom who expect
to go straight to heaven from their se-
raglios, and their inebriations, and
their suicides, when among the loudest
thunders that break over the basaltic
island to which St. John was expatri-
ated was the one in which God an-
nounced that ‘“the abominable, and the
murderers, and the whoremongers, and
sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars,
shall have their place in the lake which
burneth with fire and brimstone, which
is the second death.”

But as I remarked in the opening sen-
tence of this sermon, the greatest nov-
elty of our time is the Gospel. And let
me say to the hundreds and thousands
of educated and splendid young men
about to enter the Gospel ministry from
the theological seminaries of all denom-
inations, on this and the other side of
the seas. that there is no drawing pow-
er like the glorious Gospel. “Him hath
God lifted up to draw all men unto
him.” Get your souls charged and sur-
charged with this Gospel and you will
have large audiences, and you will not
have to announce in order to assemble
such audiences, a Suhday night sacred
concert, with a brief address by the
pastor; or the presence of “Black Pat-
tis” or Creole minstrels, or some new
exposure of Tammany, Oor a sermon ac-
companied by a magic lantern or stere-
opticon views. The glorious Gospel of
the Bilessed God as spoken of in my
fext will have more drawing power,
and when that Gospel gets full swing
ft will have a momentum and a power
mightier than that of the Atlantic
Ocean, when under the force of the Sep-
tember equinox, it strikes the High-
lands of the Navesink.

The meaning of the word “gospel” is
good news, and my text says that it is
glorious good news, and we must tell
i} in our churches, and over our dry-
goods counters, and in our factories,
end over our threshing machines, and
ehind vur plows, and on our ships’
decks, and in our parlors, our nurseries
and kitchens, as though it were glor-
jous good news, and not with a dismal
drawl in our voice, and a dismal look
on our faces, as though religion were

THE AFRICAN EXPLORER.

“Jamaica” Johnston Loctures in St
Andrew’s Church.

Dr. Johnston, the noted missionary
and African explorer, gave his interest-
ing lecture, “A Trip Through Central
Africa,” with illustrated steredpticon
views, in St. Andrew’s Church last
night. The church was filled by an ap-
preciative audience. Mr. Johnston is a
powerful speaker, and his vivid descrip-
tion of the journey of 4,500 miles
through the wilds of the Dark Conti-
nent kept his audience almost spell-
bound. Rev. W. J. Clark opened the
meeting and made a few pleasant re-
marks in introducing the lecturer. Rev.
Mr. Sawers offered a feeling prayer.

Mr. Johnston earnestly wished to
create an interest in this country for
the Africans, who are not such fools as
the white people think they are. There
is a grand destiny for the negro, who
displays great ingenuity in the manu-
facture of many useful articles. Water
bottles, soup dishes, baskets, woodwork,
ironwork, knives, war hatchets, battle-
axes. spears, hoes, beheading swords,
arrows, bows, pipes, etc., in many vari-
eties, were shown and minutely de-
Scribed, to the amusement of the audi-
ence. The explorer deseribed many
hairbreadth escapes in his journeyings
through Central Africa from the na-
tives and wild beasts, and exhibited
the skins of tigers, leopards, snakes,
ete., captured during his travels.

Dr. Johnston left his home in Jamalica
in 1891 in order to find out the state of
affairs in Africa, and with the aid of his
camera has been able to present a good
idea of the progress being made in civi-
lizing the people in Central Africa. The
views given last night, both of scenes in
Jamaica and Africa were intensely in-
teresting. The trip occupied eighteen
months, the whole of the distance of
4,500 miles, with the txception of 500
miles by boat down the Zambesi River,
being made on foot. Dr. Johnston has
been laboring for twenty years in the
West Indies, to which place he returns
next month. He has set hjs heart on
returning to Africa in the near future
in company with his wife, who is at
present in charge of his work in
Jamaica.

THE MEETING OF THE NEW ON-
TARIO LEGISLATURE.

The first session of the new Ontario I
Legislature will begin on Thursday ]
next. At one time, when it was
thought that the Patrons of Industry
would hold the balance of power, there
was considerable excitemeat as to how
the members would stand on test ques-
tions. It was this fact that raised so
much excitement in the first bye-elec-
tion held after the general election last
June—that to fill the vacancy caused by
the retirement from public life of Mr.
W. R. Meredith, member for this city.
The belief that in some way the Gov-
ernment might be prevented from ob-
taining a majority over the Conserva-
tives, Patrons and others, moved the
Conservative leaders to make a dead-
set on London with the object of
preventing a change in the represen-
tation of the city. Mr. Marter, the new
leader, Mr. Howland, and their associ-
ates, camped in the city for some time
during the campaign, and the local Con-
servative managers put up Mr, Essery
as being the most likely man to win.

majority for the Liberal candidate was
803. Since then two other bye-elec-
tions have taken place—in Kingston and
in West Algoma—and in both instances
the Liberal nominees took the seats oc-
cupied by Conservatives, being elected
by large majorities. Haldimand county
is now vacant, and it is among the
probabilities that it, too, will return
the Liberal candidate, and it may hap-
pen that in another riding, where an el-
ection trial has yet to take rlace, Sir
Oliver will score once more. But in any
case, the Liberals have a good work-
ing majority in the new Legislature,
and they will continue to mould the
destinies of the Province for four years
to come. When the House meets on
Thursday the slate will stand as fol-
Jows: Liberals, 50; Conservatives, 24;
Liberal Patrons, 8; Conservative Pat-
rous, 6; Independent and P. P. A,, 3; va-
cant, 1. Supposing, on some question,
the Conservative 24 had every other ele-
ment outside the straight Liberals at
its back, Sir Oliver would have a clear
majority of eight, counting Haldimand
against him. With Haldimand, his
clear majority would be 10. But as in
almost every case the Patron plat-
form is similar to that of the Liberals,
Sir Oliver can trust the Liberal Patrons
to generally support him. Thus he
will probably have majorities as large
as, if not larger, than the average ma-
jority that has sustained his policy

Some interest has been taken in the
Speakership of the new Legislature.
It may reasonably be taken for granted
that the Government nominee, no mat-
ter who he is, will'be elected. The indi-
cations are that the new Speaker will
be Mr. W. D. Balfour, member for
South Essex, one of the ablest and
most painstaking members of the
House, who has been in the Legislature
for a great many years, and who, dur-
ing the past four sessions, did excel-
lent service as chairman of committee.

From the construction of the new
Legislature, the conclusion is forced
that it will be a progressive one, giv-
ing special attention to the great sta-
ple industry of agriculture. The farm-
ing interest is strong, there being no
fewer than 45 members either farmers
or closely connected withithat industry.
The other members comprise sixteen
lawyers, nine merchants, seven lumber-
men, six physicians, four newspaper
men, two contractors, one real estate
man, an auctioneer, a land surveyor
and a milier.
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In all probability the first session will
be comparatively quiet and business-
like. There are not likely to be many
new measures, either Government or
private. Probably the most important
legislation will be that promoted by el-
ectric railway companies for the pur-
pose of extending electricity as an aid
to travel and to commerce in the rural
regions.

HOW DO MR. JUSTICE STREET
AND HIS ASSOCIATES RELISH
THE ATTACKS OF THE ATTOR-
NEY FOR THE SIEAT STEAL?
Now that Judge Davis is in his grave,

the London Free Press revives the

statement that that respected judge
gave a decision in reference to voters’
lists objections on all fours with that
given by Judge Elliot which deprived
Mr. Hyman of the seat to which the
majority of the electors of London
elected him. When Judge Mavis was
alive, he was much annoyed to find that
he was accused of thus deciding against
the conclusions of two superior courts,
and he requested the «Advertiser” to
say that the cases which he decided
were not similar to those dispored of
by Judge Elliot. “I do not desirc to be
mixed up in the London election case,”

said Judge Davis to the writer, “but I

trary. I would not for a moment think
of doing so.

The Government is paying money to
encourage the export of Canadian but-
ter, and money to encourage the im-
port of Australian butter.

Manufacturers are “assisted” by
duties which are higher upon their
raw materials, coal and iron, than up-
on their finished products.

Farmers are “assisted” by the draw-
back on the materials of farm imple-
ment for export, which can thus be
sold cheaper in Argentine and Aus-
tralia than in Canada.—Toronto Globe.

MAKING STEEL WITH A GAS
FLAME.

Hon. John Haggart seems to be try-
ing to rival the Tuppers as & Great
Stretcher. The Kingston Whig tells
the story thus: A gentleman in the
iron business in Montreal city, has
been simply astonisned at Hon. Mr.
Haggart’'s ignorance and his inability
to conceal it. At Blenheim Mr. Hag-
gart undertook to discuss the irom

trade. “It was true,” he said, “that one
article, that of iron, was not so cheap
in Canada as it could be bought abroad,
but it was only a short time since a pro-
tection was put upon iron to such an
extent as would develop the industry
of Canada. The contention of the Gov-
ernment was that when the industry
was established in Canada iron would
be as cheap in this country as if there
were no imposts whatever. Perhaps
in the near future large furnaces
would be built near Blenheim, because
he noticed at Londonderry that the
change from iron to steel was made by
means of gas from coal.”

And the Montreal man calls this “in-
fernal rot,” because, he informed the
people through the Heraild, Mr. Hag-
gart never saw anything of the kind at
Londonderry. There is no steel indus-
try in Londonderry. There is a blast
furnace for the production of pig iron.
There was in connection with this a
rolling mill for the production of mer-
chant bar iron, and a puddling plant
for the production of puddled bars, but
both of these last named departments
are closed down, largely owing to the
operations and influence of the tariff
on these articles.:

Evidently Mr. Haggart is not a reli-
able authority on some things, and his
exploits in this case are remindful of a
good story which some time since went
the rounds concerning a man named
John Smith. It had been reported
that he had punished his children with
undue severity for drinking home-
made currant wine, and so he felt called
upon to send to the press an emphatic
denial in these words: I don't make
currant wine. I never bought :ny
currant wine. None of my neighbors
ever bought any wine of any kind. I
have no neighbors, and there is no place
within ten miles where my children
could get wine. I never punish my chil-
dren. I have no children.”

London Presbytery Sustains the Two
Calls
——
To Fill the Vacancies in £t Andrew’s
and Knox Churches.

Both Calils Will Likely Be Sustained by
the Respective Presbyteries—Rev. Robt.
Johnston, Lindsay, and Rev. J.G.Stuart.
Toronto, the Prospective Pastors.

At a special meeting of the London
Presbytery held in the First Presby-
terian Sunday school building this
morning, Rev. E. H. Sawers presented
the call from the congregation of St.
Andrew’s Church to the Rev. Robert
Johnston, Lindsay. Rev. A. Miller,
Mosa, the moderator, presided. The
“call’ proper was a voluminous affair,
the signatures of the members covering
about twenty pages of foolscap, and
those of the adherents six pages. Six
h}mdred and twenty-nine members
signed the call, and 160 adherents—685
in all.

Mr. Sawers was accompanied by Mr.
James McSween, of the board of man-
agers; Hugh Gunn, representing the ad-
herents, and C. R. Somervi'le, on be-
half of the session. A large number of
church members were also present to
hear the Presbytery dea: with the case.

In formally presenting the call, Mr.
Sawers stated that it contained a guar-
antee of $2,300 salary, together with free
';l.se of the manse and six weeks’ vaca-
ion.

Then he proceeded to give the reas-
ons. “I don’t know whether they are
always valid or not,” said he, ‘“‘or worth
very much; but they have to be given
according to law. The first is: *

“That our pulpit is vacant.

“Second—That the field of labor is
larger than the one Mr, Johnston is
now in.

‘“Phird—That the condition and size
of our congregation requires it to have
a man of experience and who has prov-
ed himself successful.

“Fourth—That our people know Rev.
Mr. Johnston, having had him with us
for two months as assistant to our late
pastor some years ago. Therefore they
are voting intelligently (and that's a
very good reasgon).

“Fifth—That the vote of the member-
ship is so largely in favor of Mr. John-
ston it would be such a damper on the
enthusiasm of the people should the
call not be sustained that the result
would be distastrous to our cause. (We
don’t mean by that that St. Andrew’s
Church would be locked up. I heard a
gentleman say on this floor that if they
did not get the man_they wanted they
might just as well lock up the door and
hand the key over to the Presbytery.
Such a church is better locked up.)

“Sixth—It is hardly possible for the
people to be as united on any other call
as they are on this.

“Seventh—That the call seems to
have been directed by the Ruler of All
Things, and if accepted will no doubt

strengthen our congregation and ad-

var ce Christ’s kingdom in our midst.”

«“We cannot speak too highly of the |

moderator (Mr. Sawers) you have
placed over our congregation,” said Mr.
C. R. Somerville, as he spoke in favor
of the call. He pointed out that out of
the total on the roll of 6385 members.
about 630 had signed the call.

Mr. James McSween said that the
call wae just about as unanimous as 2
call could ha. The whole congregation

would have signed had not the time
been so limited. He remarked on the
chnrch’a splendid financial condition,
and said that the congregation wanted
a pastor as soon:as possible to get St.

Ald. O'Meara’s Proposition to
Give Work to the
Unemployed.

Date for the Return of the Collectors®
Roll is Extended,

And the People Have Until April 15 to
Pay Taxes—Transient Traders
Must Pay Their Share
of the Taxes.

This year’s City Council is fast winning
a reputation for getting through business
early. Last night’s session, which by the
way wae held under the shadow of a mas-
sive Amurican flag, was concluded at 10:10.
The flag in question was side by side with
a Union Jack of the same size, and had
been hung across the ccuncil chamber by
the decorators who are preparing the hall
for a ball. It was not noticed until after
the meeting, when one of the aldermen
laughingly remarked that Ald. J. W.
Jones and Col. Lindsay would have to sece
that no American flags were flying when
the Toronto regiment that was expected

here on May 24 arrived. Ald. John Hea-
man is sick. The other members were all
present, including, besides Mayor Little,
Ald. Pritchard, Bremer, J. W. Jones,
Powell, O’Meara, Carrothers, William
Heaman, Skinner, Garratt, Armstrong,
Callahan, Dreaney, Nutkins, Ardill, Par-
nell, Weld and MeCallum.

The council, among other things, ex-
tended the time for the return of the tax
collector’s roiis until April 15. This will
give those who are hard pressed just now a
little further time. The division on the
question found the aldermen as follows:

Yeas—Aid., Powell, Carrothers, Wm.
Heaman, Skinner, Armstrong, Callahan,
Garratt, Nutkins, Ardill, Dreaney, Parneli,
Weld and O’'Meara—13.

A bylaw was passed authorizing the
treasurcr to borrow money for municipal
expenditure until the rate is struck.

PORT STANLEY EXPENDITURES.

Ald. Parnell submitted the following
report on the expenditures for salaries of
the Port Stanley Board for the past 25
yearss:

Gentiemen—In accordance with a resolu-
tion passed at a meeting held on Feb. 4 by
yvcur honorable body, I desire to place
betore you the facts as they appear in the
cash and minute books of the L. and P. S.
R. Company re the payment of moneys to
certain officials for the past 25 years.

1. That the secretary, W. Bowman, from
Jan. 1, 1870, to Aug. 31, 1872, received
$116 66 per month, or 81,400 per year—a
total amount of $3,725 32; and that from
Aug 31, 1872, to December, 1893, he
received, with three exceptioms, §150 per
year, those exceptions being in 1873, 1874
and 1873, when he received $200 a year,
making a total of §3,450, or a grand total
of $7,175 32.

2. Trat from Januarv, 1870, to Decem-
ber, 1872, the foliowing sums appear to
bave been paid out as directors’ fees:

Jan. 13, 1871 —Directors’ fees, $182.

Jan. 17, 1871—Murray Aunderson, $430.

Dec. 15, 1871—Directors’ salaries, $168.

WHAT THEY SAID.

“Your worship,” said Ald. O'Meara, as
the report concluded, ‘“‘it was a pretty
good cow, and kept milking pretty well up
to t!.e present time.,” (Laughter.)

Powell, in moving the adoption of the re-
port, *‘it does not reflect very much credit
upon some of the past officials of the Lon-
don and Port Stanley Railway Board. I
don’t care who knews i:, whether it is
friend or foe. The man who will sit at a
board and vote himself $1,000 or $600, I
say it is an outrage oun the city of London.
I don’t care who says otherwise. Every
man shat received a §-cent piece from the
Port Stanley Board, if it is not eutlived,
there should be a suit entered agaimst
them to mske them pay back every cent
into the cofiers of the city of London.”
(Appiause.)

**I eoinside with what Mr. Powell says,”
said Ald. O'Meara. *“That is just the
kind of a boy I am myeelf. (L:ughter.)
But Mr. O’'Meara went on to point out
that some of the amouats paid—ramely to
Mr. Bowmao—were in the nataure of
salaries, and well earned.

The report was then adopted.

WILL IT 60 THROUGH?

Ald. O’Meara pressed his notice of mo-
tion to recommend to the Port Stanley
Board that an embankment and arch be
erected ove: Kettle Creek, on the G. T. R.,
and so give empleyment to the working-
men.

*In the first place,” said Ald. O'Meara,
*¢it is not going to cost the city one cent.
An estimated expenditure of $70,600 bas
been apportiened for the erection of the
bridges, and debentures have been iune.d
for the improvement. And as soon as this
improvement is done the company pays 4
per cent upon the cutlay. Therefore the
city would not be the looser.”

Ald. Callahan seconded the moticn, and
the matter was referred to the Port Stanley
Board,

“They will report back to the committee
I suppose,” said Ald. Powell..

“The Port Stan!ey Board does not report
back,” explauined Mr. Kingston,

Then Mr. Powell objected to giving the
board carte blanche, but the majorityjof the
aldermen were willing to let the maiter go
to the board to be dealt with, and it went.

COMMITTEE REPORTS. .

The discussion com::: nced on the reading
of the firstclause of No. 3 committee’s report.
It recommended the adoption of the suzges-
tion of the city engineer to water all
streets within a certain area and to pay a
certain porsion of tho cost of the same out
of the general taxes,

Ald. Skinner moved that the olause be
referred back, and Ald. Nutkins moved
that it be struck out altogether.

Ald. Pritchard thought the cost of water-
ing should be paid by frontage. No part
of it sheuld be paid for out of the general
fund.

Ald. Powell thought that it was a faix
and equitable thing that a certain percent-
age should be paid out of the general fund.

Ald. Dreaney drew attention to the fact
that the people on the cutskirts of the city
would have to pay a portion of the cost of
the street wateriug ia the central portion
of the city.

It was argued by Ald, O'Mesra that the
general public reaped a benciic from the
weatering of the streets.

“In justice to my ward,” said Ald
Naikins, *“I cannot support anything like
that. We have no sewer, we have no more
than about four blceks of bleck pavement,
and yet we pay our proportion cf these
special improvements. We are asked to
support a scheme for another special im-
provement whereby we would derive no
bepefit at all.”

Ald. Powell signified his willingness to
have the matter lay over, and Ald. Weld
spoke in favor of the scheme,

After further discussion the clause was
referred back.

The pext clause recommended that
tenders be called for strect watering so
that the estimates can be prepared. There
was some objection to this, and Ald.
O’Meara esked when the chairman (Ald
Powell) wou!d require the tenders to be in,

“Well,I may not be here,” said Ald,
Powell, ““bat if not, my successor will
probably reguirs them to be in within a
couple of weeks.” (Laughter.)

Ald. O’Meara thought that the figures
contained in the tenders would become
public property if called for so early, but
Ald. Powell assured him that they woald
be kept secret. The clause was adopted.

Clause 5 recommended that three arc
lights be placed in the Covent Garden
market.

The Western Dairymen’s Assoclation
will hold three district conventions
this week—on Tuesday at Strathroy,
Wednesday at St. Thomas, and Thurs-
day at Simcoe.

These local
gatherings are held in those sections
chiefly where it is difficult for the larger
number of farmers to attend the annual
convention.

The rescus of the crew of the Josie Reeves
by the men of the Teutonic in the cold gale

It
was done in a wind of hurricane force,
sharpened by a temperature that made
ice the moment it came to rest. Owing to
the thickness of tbe storm the Teutonic
could not undertake to cross the bar, and
while waiting for better weather =she
drifted down opposite Long Beach.
where she met the schooner Josie Reeves,
with nine men, We deubt if men ever
voluntarily entered a small boat under
more terrible conditions than conironted
the four sailors and the fourth officer of the
Teutonioc who ses out to the helpless
schooner. 1t was almost cold enough for
the lashings of the sea to be frozen white
as fast as they formed. A man might as
well have fallen into the Teutonic’s furnace
as to have gone overboard out of that boat}
Death would have been us certain and al-
most as quick. But the boat was put off,
and asfter an hour’s desperate effort, in
which the men'’s sufferings can perbapse be
imagined, the attempt to board the
schooner had to be abandoned, and luckily
the boat got back to the steamer again.
Then Capt. Cameron boldly took the
steamer straight up to the poor schooner,
o as to give her =a momentary
shelter under the Teutonic’s great sides,
and in that interval the schooner’s crew
managed to launch their own boats and get
safe on board the Teutonic It was an
episods of Leroism amid awful surround-
ings. Great credit is due Capt. Cameren
for the handling ¢f his men and his ship,
and as for that special boat’s crew we
raise our beavers high.—[New York Sun,
