Almost Impregnable Positions

Paris, May 12.—German {roops in
strong force, by a series of night at-
tacks, succeeded in retaking part of the
trenches which were carried by the
French yesterday, according to today’s
official communique.

This, however, was the only point
where the French have not either main-
tained territory taken In yesterday’'s
fizhting or made additional slight gains.

The French are continuing today their
efforts to break through German lines
between Lens and Arras. Already ma-
terial progress has been made, the
French holding the first and second
lines of German trenches and having
been able to bring up additional artil-
lery to break down entanglements,
whicq prevent the carrying of reserve
lines by storm.

Germans Reinforced.

The Germans have been rushing rein-
forcements from their positions north
¢f Lens. They have been unable to
check the general French offensive,
which is being maintained with the =t
most enthusiasm.

Advices received here today show
that all along the battleline, from a
point just west of Rheims, the French

MADE WARRANT OFFICER.

Sergt.-Major Dunlevy was senior staff sergeant of the Supply Unit when it
left London. Sergt.-Major Prikler, who for a time was regimental sergeant-major
of the 7th Fusiliers of this city, was warrant officer of the unit. At Salisbury
Plains, Sergt.-Major Prikler was given a commission as an Army Service Corps
lizutenant in No, 1 Field Butchery, -and Sergt.-Major Dunlevy was promoted to
warrant rank. ‘ !

During the battle of Ypres, the members of Pte. McLeod’s unit were pressed
into service as stretcher-bearers and to assist the Army Medical Corps and Red
Cross branches of the service. This brought him into touch with the wounded
heroes, many of whom he carried to the dressing stations and ambulances.

Washington, May 12.—The United
States Govermment, in a note to Ger-
many today, formally demands of the
Imperial Government a strict account-
ing for the loss of American lives in the
sinking of the Lusitania and violations
of American rights in the war zone. It
also asks guarantees that there will
be no repetition of such events or prac-
tices.

With the plain intimation in it .
that the United States is prepared
to meet any eventuality that may
arise from a non-compliance, the
communication, phrased in unmis-
takably emphatic language, was pre-
pared to be cableg to Beriin by
nightfall.

Written by President Wilson and ap-
proved unanimously by radical ard
conservative members of the cabinet,
the note was being carefuily examined
by Counsellor Lansing and the law of-
ficers of the Government at the state
department today to make sure that iis
phraseology covered every point of law
involved.

{'THE DIARY OF MARS)

From the Belgian coast to Arras, the
border in Northern France, one of the
principal battles of the war thus far
is now under way. The Belgians, in
the little section of their fatherland
which they still hold, are pushing for-
ward, apparently with some success.
Near the border the French are at-
tacking furiously in an attempt to
plerce the German line. Between these
+wo districts the Germans are on the
offensive, pressing against the British
army with great force. Although local
: uccesses have been won on both sides,
the main issue, which is awaited with
unconcealed concern, probably will not
be decided for some time.

The Russians admit a further retreat
in Galicia, although denying Austrian
and German reports of a complete rout.
British correspondents in Petrograd
minimize the importance of the Austro-

German victory, intimating that Rus-
sian strategy may have been responsible
in part for the rdpid advance of the
Teutonic forces.

Reports from all sources indicate that_
the loss of life in the fight on Gallipoli
peninsula has, been severe. British ac-
counts indicate that the Allies have paid
a heavy price for establishing positions
on the land. A dispatch from Athens
says the losses of the Turks have been
so great that fresh troops are to be
brought in from Smyrna.

The course of Italy is still undecided.
Pope Benedict is reported to have al-
most given up hope that Ttaly will re-
main at peace. Austria’s final counter-
proposals are expected shortly, but little
hope apparently is entertained that
they will satisfy Ttaly.

MOBS IN LONDON
HARASS GERMANS

Houses Attacked and Furni-
ture Thrown Into Streets
From Windows.

BUTCHERS TRY TO ESCAPE

Racing Through Streets They
Are Caught and Vehicles
Smashed.

[Canadian Press.]

London, May 12—12:28 p.m.—<Anti-
German riots in the East End of Lon-
don were renewed this morning with
even greater violence than yesterday.
Wherever a German showed himself he
was attacked. The police force has been
so thinned by drafts sent to the army
that it had difficulty in dealing with
the angry crowds. Special constables

had to be called out.

A number of German establishments’
were raided and sacked, and their con-
tents scattered over the streets. The
Germans themselves were forced to go
into hiding. )
Shops Sacked.

The police in some cases were defied

' by the angry crowds, and some officers

were injured in their endeavors to pro-
tect the Teutons. The furniture and
fittings of German houses and stores
were hurled through windows to the
strets. When the proprietors were
caught they were severely mauled. In
some cases their clothes were torn
from their backs,

One German was thrown into a horse
trough, with the reminder that his
compatriots had been spending their
time drowning women and children. He
was only saved from a similar fate by
the Intervention of the police.

Butcherg Try To Escape.

There were several instances of Ger-
man butchers trying to escape in their
carts. They went racing down the
streets at a mad gallop, but in most
cases they ultimately were run down
and their vehicles smashed.

A number of Rusgsian Jewesses were
flocking this morning to the police sta-
tiong in the East End and pleading for
protection, explaining that they wer
being mistaken for Germans. Reports
are reaching the police that private
houses belonging to wealthy Germans in
the fashionable West End are liable to
be burned.

No German Business.

Troops are in readiness to assist the
police if necessary.

Large placards in the windows of al-
most all business houses and markets
bear the words: ‘““No business transacted
with Germans.”

The protest of the German citizens

Attention is called to the fact that

The note calls on Germany for an
explanatoin of her past and future
course, and leaves open the steps the
United States will take to compel an
acquiescence in its position.

Cabinet officers known as the advo-
cates always of vigorous steps in for-
eign affairs were highly pleased. They
said the President’s note was the kind
of document that fulfilled the desires
of every American and upheld the dig-
nity and honor of the United States,
indicating that the American Govern-
ment was prepared to go to the full
length of its ability.

REPARATION DEMANDED.
[Canadian Press.]
Washington, May 12.—President Wil-
son virtually completed today the note
which the United States will send to
Germany as a result of the sinking of

the Lusitania.

It asks Germany for an accounting
for the series of violations of American
rights in the wa:r zone—not only finan-
cial, but moral—and a guarantee that
there will be no repetition of unlawful
practices of German submarines. Late
today or early tomorrow the note, now
approved by the cabinet, will be sent
to Ambassador Gerard to be presented
to the Berlin Government. Its final
details were being carefully revised to-
day. Members of the cabinet, who have
always advocated vigorous measures in
the foreign policy of the Administra-
tion, are satisfled with its terms. Con-
servative members approve it also, That
il maintains the dignity and honor of
the United States was their unanimous
opinion.

Realizes Gravity.

The President, it was said, realized
fully the gravity of meaning in the
note and was prepared for any eventual-
ities that might arise from its presenta-
tion.

The note does not say exactly what
the course of the United States will be
in the case of a refusal, nor would the
President’s advisers indicate today, be-
yond saying that each step and situa-
tion would be considered as it arose.

In official quarters, however, the
eventual severance of diplomatic re-
lations was declared not to be impos-
sible, if there was no abatement of the
German practices.

Phrasing Is Firm,

It was learned that the President
framed his policy on Sunday night, and
that his pacific utterances in his speech
in Philadelphia last Monday are not
reflected in the firm and unequivocal
phrases of the note. It is described as
a business-like document, demanding
the ‘strict accountability”” which the
United States, in its former note to
Germany, sajd it would demand. It is
said it not only asks for a termination
of the unlawful methods of submarine
warfare on merchant ships, but repara-
tion in full to the families of the vic-
tims of the Lusitania tragedy.

Everywhere in official quarters today,
as details of the President’'s plan of
action became known, there was talk
of firmness of the position of the

United States Government towards
Germany.

Confine Use of Gas.

Up to the present the Germans seem
to have reserved their asphyxiating
gases for use against the British, French
and Belgians in the battle between the
Belgian frontier and the north. No at-
tempt has been made to use them
against the French lines inside of France
or even in the Vosges operations.

From Rheims to the Vosges there have
been only artillery duels the last few
days, but reports indicate that the
Germans are again moving troops from
Metz, and another attempt to gain
ground in the territory between the
Meuse and the Moselle is looked for.

Belglans Aggressive.

In the north, just beyond Dixmude,
the Belgians were reported today to be
maintaining their hold on the bridge-
head which was captured early yester-
day. They have erected barricades and
have mounted heavy artillery, com-
manding all approaches. It is said that
a determined effort will be made to
push forward at this point, as suc-
cess here would force the Germans to
iet up their pressure on the British
position at Ypres, where severe fight-
ing has again been in progress for two
days.

All around Ypres, but especially be-
tween that town and Hill 60, Germans
are constantly using their ‘gas bombs
without much success. The, British have
straightened out their lines, and their
artillery is inflicting heavy damage on
the Germans.

FRENCH REPORT.
[Canadian Press.]

Paris, May 12.—The war office this
morning issued the following statement
on the progress of hostilities:

“In the sector to the north of Arras
we have maintained our gains excepting
in front of Loos, where a night counter-
attack resulted in taking from us a part
of the terrain we captured in the day-
time.

“On the rest of the front, yesterday
sew artillery engagements.”

BRITISH HOPEFUL.,
[Canadian Press.]

London, May 12.—The progress of the
Allies’ offensive in Flanders and North-
ern France has given rise to the hope
here that one of the really momentous
phases of the war is/in progress of a
solution which would be regarded as
favorable from the British point of
view.

The British field marshal
says nothing of the part British troops
are taking in the offensive in the direc-
tion of Lille,

The situation on the huge eastern
battlefield is still obscure, but it is evi-
dent that the gains are not all at the
expense of the Russians. The official
reports from Petrograd and Berlin are
so divergent, however, that military ex-
perts are loath to commit themselves.

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Trickery Helps Pitchers
To Win Many Ball Games

Balk Rule Is Most Often Out-
Peculiar Motions in Thro
cessful Pitchers A

tricked by Pitchers Who Use
wing to Bases—Most Suc-
re the Trickiest.

Trickery is almost as much a part of
pitehing as is throwing the ball.

There are two things a manager
strives to impress upon young pitchers:
First, waich the bases; second, ‘“have
a look around.”

The pitcher who is a success studies
first his catcher’s signs, glances around
to see that all players are in position
and know what is coming and then
pitches. With men on bases he must
do both these things and always keep
his eye on the runner,

A pitcher who cannot hold runners
close to the bases is a failure, no mat-
ter how well he ecan pitch. To do this
he must use trickery.

The balk rule, governing pitching,
was designed to assist base runners on
the theory that the fans want to see
action and like to se: attempts to steal
bases. Permit a pitcher to use false
motions toward the plate and he could
cateh four out of every five runners
off first base, or else force them to
stick so close to the base as to make
stealing impossible.

The pitcher to succeed must outtrick
the balk rule. He must balk without
balking; deceive the runner into think-
ing he is going to pitch to the batter.

The most successful balk motions in
thee history of the game were those of

bell, once with the Cincinnati Reds, was
in the same class, but did not last long
enough to become famous.

Kilroy could snap a ball to first base
with a wrist motion, To the runner
at first he appeared to be throwing to
the plate, to the umpire and batter he
clearly was throwing to first,

Walsh achieved his balk motion by
long and painstaking efforts. It really
was a balk, although it probably was
not so called half a dozen times in four
years. He did it with a queer hunch-
ing movement of the shoulder that led
the runners to think he had started his
pitch. To those in front of or behind
him the balk was net noticeable,

Spectators often. wondered why he
caught runners. His throw to first was
easy and seemingly a bit delayed.

German’s Utterances Discuss-
ed in Cabinet Meeting at
Washington.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—Despite the
uniform refusal of all the Cabinet of-
ficers to discuss what took place at
today’s meeting with the President, it
became known late today that one sub-
Ject of discussion was Dr. Bernard
Dernberg, the CGerman colonial secre-
tary, and some times spoken of as the
Ksiser's officlal spokesman in the
United States.

Dr. Dernberg’s speeches were re-
ferred to, it is understood, and his
m recent utterances in Cleveland and
New York justifying the torpedoing of
the Lusitania, were mentioned by at
least one member of the Cabinet. Al-
though the German embassy from time
to time has stated that Dr. Dernberg
has no connection with it and that he
is in the Uniteq States as the repre-
sentative of the German Red Cross,
the State partment has never been
officially advised of his status, and in
view of ‘his prominence and the weight
of his utterances it was being sug-
gested today in official quarters that it
might not be unusual if the State De-
partment were to inquire of Count Von
Bernstorff of his standing.

ROGERS MACHINE
TO RETIREMENT

Manitoba Government WIil Resign To-
day—Blow to Hon. “Bob.”

WINNIPEG, May 11.—Rather than
wait until the uncovering of the scan-
dal in the public contracts by the in-
vestigating commission, the Roblin
Government, which has clung to power

BRITISH ANNIHILATE COLUMNS
OF GERMANS IN SPITE OF GAS

[Canadian Press.]

PARIS, May 11.—10:50 pP.m.—The fol-
lowing official communication was
issued by the French War Office to-
night:

“To the north of Dixmude the Bel-
gian troops, who have Succeeded in

throwing up a bridgehead on the right
bank of the Yser, were subjected to
violent attacks by three German bat-
talions last night. The Belgians re-
pulsed these attacks:; inflicting on the
enemy heavy losses and taking about
fifty prisoners.

“Another Belgian division has gained
ground to the south of Dixmude,

‘“To the east of Ypres the British
troops have been attacked again, with
the aid of asphyxiating gases. They
allowed the fumes to pass over, under
the protection of masks recently put
into use, and by rifle and machine gun
fire, they annihilated, at the very point
of their guns, the German columns
which had advanced in close formation.

“Our success to the north of Arras
was sensibly enlargeq today during the
course of the fighting. In an engage-
ment of extreme violence in front of
Lors, we captured, after a desperate
struggle, and despite an intense can-
nonade, an important German work and
an entire system of trenches construct-
ed along the road from Loos to Ver-
melles.

“Further to the south we captured
by assault the big blockhouse and the
chapel of Notre Dame De Lorette. This
position had been ardently defended
for months by the Germans, who had
turned it into a veritable fortress. It
was surrounded and invested and was
taken this afternoon by our troops.

“We have, without pause, pursued
our success in pressing the enemy en-

ergetically between the chapel of Notre
Dame De Lorette and Ablain-St. Naz-
aire. All the German trefiches to the
south of the chapel have fallen sue-
cessively into our hands, and in them
we found several hundred dead bodies.

“The QGermans, debouching from
Ablain-St. Nazaire, delivered a counger-
attack, which was immediately crufhed.

“We have also taken the offensive
and gained ground in the direction of
the sugar refinery at Souchez.

Threaten Foe’s Communications,

““At Carenchy, the investment of the
German position has been developed by
us.

barring the doors to them, regardless
of all considerations.

Germans Interned.

There have been riots in Liverpool,

Manchester, Salford and Birkenhead.

in Liverpool the Germans have been in-
terned and those who are naturalized
subjects of Great Britain, have been
advised to go to interior towns or seek
internment. Many of them have de-
cided upon the latter course.

A demand is being made by the
newspapers that all the 25,000 Germans
still at large should be similarly treat-
ed.

This evening deputations from the
stock exchange, the Bailtic exchange,
Lioyds, and the corn exchange, follow-
ing a meeting on the steps of the
Royal Exchange, marched to the House
of Commons and presented a petition
to the attorney-general, which called
attention to the ‘“‘grave danger that
exists by
remain at large in the country.” A
public meeting will be held at the Man-
sion House on the subject of alien
enemies. It will be the forerunner
of meetings of protest which are to
be held all over the country.

Consideration In House,

Before the adjournment of the House
of Commons this evening Sir Henry
J. Dalziel, urged the Government to in.
tern all alien enemies, while Lord
Charles Beresford expressed the view
that unlesg some definite policy were
adopted, ‘‘there would be very serious
doings in the country.” Andrew Bonar
Law, leader of the Opposition in the
House of Commons, also spoke of the
seriousness of the situation. H J. Ten-
nant, under-secretary for war, said the
matter would be considered by the Cab.

Trouble ag Manchester,

MANCHESTER, Eng., May 11.—6:05
p.m.—A number of buildings in Man-
chester and.

At other places workmen refused to
accept employment from alien enemies
and in consequence some establishments
conducted by Germang were closed,

the exchange, .

Birkenhead Shops Wrecked.

BIRKENHEAD, Eng., May 11.—Anti-
German riots were renewed here tonight
and severa] shops were wrecked. The
mayor of the city issued an appeal to
the population to be on their good be-
havior, reminding them that compensa-
tion for all destruction must be met out
of the public purse.

STANDARD PRAISES
WILSON'S SPEECH

British Paper Does Not Want
America at War—0Other
Views.

[Canadian Press.]

London. May 12.—Most of the morn-
ing papers fail to comment editorially
on President Wilson's Philadelphia
speech. The Standard, however,
praises the address and says the
President “has shown during these
trying weeks of German insults a moral
courage of the highest order.”

“It 1is rather satisfactory,” the

Standard contfnues, ‘“to note the calm
and pacific tone of President Wil-
son’s first public utterance since the
disaster, for no interest of ours would
be served by America’'s entrance into
the war, and such a development
might in many ways inure to the
enemy’s advantage.”

The Express offers the opinion that
the speech was too idealistic, and
adds: ‘“We understand, of course, that
to turn the other cheek requires ex-
alted courage, but it is unfortunate
such a course is absolutely certain to
lead to more suffering. Germany has
taken the world back to the fourteenth
century; President Wilson is eager to
drag us before our time into the
twenty-second. Nobody in this coun-
try, however, has any desire that the
United States be involved in this war,
unless impelled by its own pride.”

The Mail prints a column of inter-
views with prominent Americans in
London, all expressing disappointment
that . the President’'s Philadelphia ad-
dress did not include a forceful de-
nunciation of Germany’s action.

“The Prime Minister declined the sug-
gestion yesterday that befora our troops
use gases in return for the German
gascs, there should be a parliamentary
debate on the subject. Objections to
thus using them have been voiced In
several quarters within the past few
days; but, while we are in entire sym-
pathy with the objectors’ motives, we
venture to think that they imperfectly
appreciate the facts.

BACK IN DECEMBER

Great Britain Replies to

German Charge That
Sea Murders Are the
Resul: of Cutting Of
Food for Germany.

: [Canadian Press.]

LONDON, May 11.—9:07 p.m.—Inquiry
in official circles here has elicited to-
night the following statement represent-
ing the British official view of Ger-
many’s justification for torpedoing the
Lusitania, which Germany transmitted
to the state department at Washington:

“The German Government state that
responsibility for the loss of the Lusi-
tania rests with the British Govern-
ment, which, through their plan of starv-
ing the civil population of Germany has
forced Germany to resort to retaliatory
measures.’’ The reply to this is as
follows:

“As far back as last December
Admiral Von Tirpitz (the German
marine minister), In an interview,
foreshadowed a submarine blockade
of Great Britain, and a merchant
ship and a hospital ship was tor.
pedoed January 30 and February 1,
respectively.

German Blockade Feb. 18.

“The German Government on Febru-
ary 4 declared their intention of insti-
tuting a general submarine blockade
of Great Britain and Ireland, with the
avowed purpose of cutting off supplies
for these islands. This blockade was
put into effect February 18.

“As already stated, merchant vessels
had, as a matter of fact, been sunk by
a German submarine at the end of
January. Before February 4 no vessel
carrying food supplies for Germany had
been held up by His Majesty’s Govern-
ment, except on the ground that there
was reason to belleve the foodstuffs
were intended for use of the armed
forces of the enemy, or the enemy Gov-
ernment.

“‘His Majesty’s Government had, how-
ever, informed the state department on
January 29 that they felt bound te
place in a prize court the foodstuffs of
the steamer Wilhelmina, which was go-
ing to a German port, in view of the
Government control of foodstuffs in
Germany, as- being destined for the
enemy Government, and therefors liabls
to capture.

‘The decision of His Majesty’'s Gov-
ernment to carry out the measures laid
down by the order-in-council was due
to the action of the German Government
in insisting on their submarine block-
ade. This, added to other infractions
of international law, led to British re-
prisals, which differ from the German
action, in that His Majesty’s Govern-
ment scrupulously respect the lives of
non-combatants travelling in merchant
vessels, and dop not even inforce the
recognized penalty of confiscation for
a breach of the blockade, whereas the
German policy is to sink enemy or
neutral vessels at sight, with total dis-
regard for the lives of non-combatants
and the property of neutrals.

“The Germans state that, in spite of
their offer to stop their submarine
war in case the starvation plan was
given up, Great Britain has taken even
more stringent blockade measures.”
The answer to this is as follows:

The German Offer.

It was understood from the reply
of the German Gavernment that
they were prepared to abandon the
principle of sinking British vesseis
by submarine. They have refused
to abandon the use of mines for
offensive purposes on the high seas
on any condition, They have com-.
mitted various other infractions of
International law, such as strewing
the high seas and trade routes with
mines, and British and neutral ves-
sels will continue to run danger
from this course whether Germany
abandons her submarine blockade
or not.

“It should be noted that since the
employment of submarines contrary to
international law, the Germans also
have been guiity of the use of asphyxi-
ating gas. They have even proceeded
to the poisoning of water in South
Africa. .

“The Germans represent British
merchant vessels generally as armed
with guns, and say that they repeatedty
ram submarines.”” The answer to this
Is as follows: :

Lusitania Not Armed.

“it is not to be wondered at that
merchant vessels, knowing they are
ilable to be sunk without warning,
and without any chance being given
those on bLoard to save themselves,
should take measures for seif-
defence. With regard to the Lusi-
tania: The vessel was not armed on
her last voyage, and had not been
armed during the whole war.

“The Germans attempt to justify the
sinking of the Lusitania by the fact
that she had arms and ammunition on
board. The presence of contraband
on board a neutral vessel does render
her liable to capture, but certainly not
to destruction with the loss of a large
portion of her crew and passengers.
Every enemy vessel is a fair prize, but
there is no legal provision, not to speak
of the principles of humanity, which
would justify what can only be described
as murder, because a vessel carries
contraband.

“The Germans maintain that after
repeated official and unofficial warning,
His Majesty’'s Government was respon-
sible for the loss of life, as they con-
sidered themselves able to declare tha.
the boat ran no risk, and thus ‘light-
heartedly assume the responsibility for
the human lives on board a steamer,
which, owing to its armament ana
cargo, is liable to destruction.”” The
reply thereto is: :

First: His Majesty’s Government
never declared the boat ran no risk.
Crime Premeditated.

“Second: The fact that the Ger-
mans Issued their warning shows
that the crime was premeditated.

WILSON UTTERANCE

Glad He Explains Philadelphia
Speech Was Not on

Lusitania.

CHANCE OF WAR REMAINS

Papers Demand Firm Attitude
to Show Germany Her
Position.

New York, May 12.—FEditorial com-
ment in today's New York morning
papers regarding President Wilson's
Philadelphia speech follows:

The Tribune: Since President Wilson
has declared that his Philadelphia speech
was not a statement of national policy,

and his reference to pride without bear-
ing upon the existing crisis, there can be
no justice or wisdom in criticising this
address.

There is only one regret which the
Philadelphia utterance must provoke,
and mention of it does not mean cap-
tious criticism or a lack of sympathetic
recognition of the strain which the
President is under We shall not mis-
understand Mr. Wilson’s words. How-
ever much men may disagree with his
views and his beliefs, they will recognize
them to be sincere and honorable. What
is to be fearéd is that they may be less
well understood in Berlin and Vienna
than in Washington and New York.

Berlin Must Understand.

Well for the country that he did dis-
avow. It was unfortunate that he used
an expression so susceptible of miscon-
struction.

Glad of Explanation.

The World: Not because we are for
war, but because we are for peace, we
rejoice in the fact that early yesterday
morning, the President announced that
at Philadelphia the evening before he
was not thinking of the Lusitania when
he said: ‘“‘There is such a thing as a
man being too proud to fight. There is
such a thing as a nation being so right
that it does not need to convince others
by force that it is right.”

Whatever these¢ words may mean as
abstraction, if applied to conditions now
existing in a world cursed by lawless
war, they are bound ts be misinter-
preted. They have been misinterpreted.
No doubt they will be misinterpreten
again and again, in spite of the qualifi-
cation that now accompanies them, by
those in Berlin, who mistakenly assume
that the rights and privileges of a na-
tion of 100,000,000 may be assailed witn
impunity.

There i8 no surer way to thrust the
great republic intq the arena of strife
than to encourage the idea, already ton
firmly held in some quarters, that we
are inclined to mee: insult and outrage
with nothing more terrible than super-
for airs and fine phrases,

Know Germany Now.

We are dealing with Germany today,
as Great Britain was less than a year
ago. We havs had due warning of its
purposes. We know its methods. if
we flinch, Germany advances. If we
hold fast, Germany reflects. ‘The es-
sence of Prussianism is contempt of a
coward. The substance of Prussianism
is force.

Mr. Wilson has spoken of pride and
fight and of force and right. These
words have a wide application in a coun-
try that never takes arms without ex-
treme provocation. We have a pride
that will make us fight. We have force
enough to punish wrong and vindicate
right. Let there be no illusions on this
score in Berlin or elsewhere. In this
instance, as in many another, truth
makes for peace.

What do they
mean wheh they say that from now on
they will cease their ravages agalnst
neutral ships not committing hostiie
acts? Thelr interpretation of a hostila
act has been the sheltering of an infant
on the breast of its mother.

What do they intend to do when they
declare that henceforth even neutral
ships carrying contraband will be treated
in accordance with the rules of naval
warfare? Their reading of the rules of
naval warfare has been that an unarmed
civilian may be carved on the deck of a

HUNDREDS OF GIVLUANS SHOT DOWN IN GOLD BLODD, AGE D MEN AND WOMEN MUTLATED, HOUSES BURNED WITH O CCUPANTS, WOMEN OUTRAGE D AND CHLUREN GRUGIFED ARE AMONG SINE OF THE FEARFUL GRIMES RELATED

London, May 12.—Viscount Bryce, for-
mer British ambassador at Washington,
and now chairman of a special Govern-

mernt commitiee appointed to investigate
and repor: on ‘“‘outrages alleged to have
been committed by German. troops, dur-
ing the present war,” has submitted the
report of the committee to Premier Az-
quith.

The document is considered as prob-
ably the most severe arraignment thas
far made of the German military sweep
across Baigium, mainly becaus> of the
position of Viscount Bryce as a histor-
ian, and also because of the care with
which the investigation was made, the
great number of witnesses whose testi-
mony was examined and the mass of
evidence now submitted with the report
of the committee.

Associated with Lord Bryce on the
committee were Sir Frederick Pollock,
Sir Edward Clarke, Sir Alfred Hopkin-
son, H. A. L. Fisher, vice-chancellor of
the University of Sheffield, Harold Cox,
and Kenelm E. Digby. The committee
was appointed by FPremier Asquith on
January 22 last, and was given broaa
instructions to investigate ‘“alleged out-
rages, the maltreafment of civilians, and
breaches of law and established usages
of war.”

The most important findings of the
committee are summed up in the fol-
lowing conclusion at the close of the re-
port:

“It will be seen that the committee
have come to a definite conciusion upon
each of the heads under which the evi-
derce has been classified.

Atrocities Proven.

“It is proved:

“Firet: That there were in many parts
of Belgium deliberate and syscematical-
Iy organized massacres of the civil popu-
jiation, accompanied hy many isolated
murders and other outrages.

“Second: That in the conduct of the
war generally innocent civilians, both
men and women, were murdered in large
numbers, women violated, and childr:n
murdered.

“Third: That looting, houss burning,
and the wanton destruction of property
were ordered, and countenanced by the
officers of the German army, that elab-
orate provision had been made for sys-
tematic incendiarism at the very out-
break of the war, and tha: the burning
and destruction were frequently where
no military necessity could be alleged,
being indeed part oi a system of gencral
terrorization.

“Fourth: That the rules and usages
of war were freqeuntly broken, particu-
larly by the using of civilians, inclua-
ing women and children, as a shield for
advarcing fcrces exposed to fire, to a
less degree by killing the wounded and
prisoners, and in the frenuent abuse of
the Red Cross and the white 9ag.

Murder, Lust and Pillage.

““Sensible as they are of the gravity
of these conclusions, the committea con-
ceive that they wouid be doing less
than their duty if the; failed@ to record
them_as fully established by the eva-
dence. Murder, lust ard pillage pre-
vailed over many paris of Eelgium on a

unparalleled any war between
ilized nations during the last three
renturies, ;s

“Our furction is ended”
stated what the oviiler
but we may be permitted to express our
belief that these disclosures will not
have been made in vain if they touch
and rouse the conscience of gnankind,
and we venture to hope that as soon
as the present war is oyer, the nations
of the world in council will consider
what means can be provided and sanc-
tions devised to prevent the recurrence
of such horrors as our generaticn is now
witnessing.”

The report “makes an official docu-
ment of 61 printed pages, or upward of
30,000 words, accompanied by maps,
showing the various routes of the army
and the chief scenes of desolation. It
states at the outset that 1,200 witnesses
have been examined, the depositions be-
ing taken by examiners of legal knowl-
edge and experience, though without
authority to administer an oath, The
examiners were instructed not to “lead”
the witnesses, and to seek to bring out
the truth by cross-examination and
otherwise. The committee also submit
extracts from a number of diaries taken

in

soldiers, and in some cases officers,
Truth Becomes Evident,

“We began the inquiry with doubts
whether a positive result would be ob-
tained,” says the report. “But the
further we went and the more evidence
we examined so much the more was our
skepticism reduced.” There might be
some exaggeration in one witness, pos-
sible delusion in ancther, tnaccuracies in
a third. When however, we found that
things which at first seemed improbable
were testified to by many witnesses
coming from differant places, the points
in which they all agreed became more
and more evidently true. When this
concurrence of testimony showed itseif
in hundreds of depositions, the truth of
the broad facts stood out beyond ques-
tion. The force of the evidence is cum-
ulative.” :

Taking up the conditions at Liego,
Belgium, at the outset of -the war, the
report gives a harrowing recital of: oc-
currences at various points in the devas-
tated territory. At Horve on August 4,
the report says, ‘‘the murder of an in-
nocent fugitive civilian was a prelude
to the burning and piligge of the-town.
and of other villages ih the neighbor-
hood; to the indiscriminate shooting of
civilians of both sexes and to the or-
ganized mijlitary execution of batches
of selected males. Thus some 50 men
escaping from burning houses were
seized, taken outside the town and shot.
At Melen, a hamlet west of Horve, 40
men were shot. In ome houschold alone
the father and mother (names given)
were shot, the daughter died. after be-
ing repeatedly. outraged, and the son
was- wounded. o e e

Over Fifty Shot. -

“In Soumagne and Micheroux. .very
many civilians were summarily-shot. in
a field belonging to a man named E—,
56 or 57 were put to death. A German
officer said: ‘You have shot at-us.’ One
of the villagers asked to be allowed to
speak; and said: ‘If you think these- peo-
kill me, - but let them go.’
The answer was three vollevs.  The sur-
vivors were bayonetted. Their corpses
were seen in the field that night by a
witness. One at least had been mutilat-
ed. These were not the only victims in
Soumagne. The eyewitness of the mas-
sacre saw, on his way home, 20 bodies,
one that of a young girl of 13. Another
witness saw 19 corpses in 2 meadow.

‘“At Heure le Romain all the male in-
habitants, including some bedridden old
men, were imprisoned in thé church, The
burgomaster’'s brotner and the priest
were bayonetted. The village of Vise
was completely destroyed. Officers di-
rected the incendiaries, who worked
methodically with benzine. Antiques_
and china were removed from the
houses, before their destruction, by offi-
cers, who guarded the plunder, revolver
in hand.

; Orgies at Llege,

‘“Entries in a German diary show that
on August 19 the German soldiers gave
themselves up to debauchery in the
streets of Liege, and on the night of the
20tn a massacre took place in the
streets. Though the cause of
the massacre is in dispute, the results
are known with certainty. The Rue des
Pitteurs and houses in the Place - de
IUniversite and the Quai des -Pecheurs
were systematically fired with benzine;
and many inhabitants were burned alive
in their houses, their efforts to escape
being prevented by rifle fire. Twenty
people were shot, while trying to escape,
before the eyes of one of the witnesses.
The Liege ‘fire brigade turned out, but|
was not allowed to extinguish -the fire.
Its carts, however, were usefully em-
ployed in removing heaps: of -civilian
corpses to the town hall.” ¥ .

Taking up the valleys of the Meuse
and Sambre, the report gives lengthy
details of terrible conditions described
by witnesses at Andenne, and says:

Four Hundred Massacred.

“About 400 people lost their lives in
this massacre, some on the banks. of
the Meuse, where they were shot ac-
cording to orders given, and some in
the cellars of the houses where they
had taken refuge. Eight men belonging
to one family were murdered. Another
man was placed close to a machine gun,
which was fired through. him. His wife
brought his body home on a wheel-
barrow. The Germans broke into her
house and ransacked ‘it, and piled up
all the eatables in a heap on the floor

“A hairdresser was murdered in his
kitchen, where he was sitting with a
child on each knee. A paralytic was
murdered in his garden. After this
came” the general sack of the town.
Many of the inhabitants who escaped
the massacre were keépt as prisoners
and compelle dto c¢lea rthe houses of
corpses and bury them in trenches.
These prisoners were subsequently used
as a shelter and protection for a pon-
toon bridge which the Germans had
built across the river, and were so used
to prevent the Belgian forts from firing
upon it / 2

“A few days later the Germans cele-
brated a fete nocturne in the square.
Hot wine, looted in the town, was
drunk, and the women were compelled
to give three cheers for the Kaiser and
to sing ‘Deutschland Uber Alles.’

Women and - Children,

Similar details "are recited at much

ground with a German lance, The same
witness saw a mutilated woman alive
near Weerde on-the same day.”

A chapter is given to the terrible
conditions at Louvain, where, the report
states, ‘‘massacre, fire and destruction
went.on, . . Citizens were shot and
others taken  prisoners and compelled
to go with the troops. Soldiers went
through ‘the streets saying ‘Man hat
geschossen.” One soldier was seen go-
ing along shooting in the air. ;

Awfu; At Louvain,

“The massacre of civilians at Lou-
vain was iot. confined to its citizens.
Large crowds of people  were brought
into Louvain from the surrounding dis.
tricts, not only from Aerschot and 'Gel.
rod, but also from other.places, For
example, a witness describes how many
women and children were taken in carts
to Louvain.and there placed in a stable,
Of the hundreds of people thus taken
from the various villages and brought

“We have no reason to believe that
the civilian populstion of Dinant gave
provocation, or that any other defence
can be put forward to justify the treat-
ment inflicted upon its citizens.” .

The committee states that it has re-
ceived “a great mass of evidence on
“sceneg of chroniec outrage' in the ter-
ritory bounded by the towns Aershot,
Malines, Vilvorde and Louvain. It
states that the total number of out-
rages is so great that the committee
cannot refer to them all. The report
states that the battle of Malines was
the occasion later of ‘‘numerous mur-
ders committed by the German army in
retreating through the villages; and in
the second place it led to the massa-
cres, plunderings and burnings at Lou-
vain.”” The report adds: -

Worst In Villages.

‘“The committee is specially impress-
ed by the character of the outrages
committed in the smaller villages. Many
of these are exceptionally shocking, and
cannot be regarded as contemplated or
desired by the .responsible command-
ers of the troops by whom they were
committed. The inference, . however,
which we draw from these occurrences
is that when once troops have been
encouraged in a career of terrorism, the
more savage and brutal natures, of
whom there are some in every large
army, are liable to run to wild excess,
more particularly in those regions
where they are least subject to obser-
vation and control. . . ., -

“Evidence goes to show that deaths
in these villages were due not to acci-
dents, but to deliberate purpose. The
wounds were generally stabs or cuts,
and for the most part appear to have
been inflicted with a bayonet.

“In Malines many bodies were seen.
One witness saw a German soldier cut
a woman’s breast after he had mur-
dered her, and saw many ‘other “dead
bodiegs of women in the street. . . .
In Hofstadt two witnesses speak of
having seen the body of a young man
pierced by bayonet thrusts, with the
wrists cut also. B

Outrages On Women.

“On a gide road the corpse of a civi-
lian was seen on his doorstep, with a
bayonet wound in his stomach, and by
his side the dead ‘body of a boy of five
or six, with his hand nearly severed.

The entry made at Bermeton
on August 24 says: ‘““We took about
1,000 prisoners; at least 500 were shot.
The village was burned because inhab-
itants had also shot, Two civillans
were shot at once.”

The conclusions of the committee, as
to the various detailed recitals, are as
follows: ;

‘“We may now sum up and endeavor
to explain the character and signifi-
cance of the wrongful acts done by the
German army in Belgium.

“If a line is drawn on a map from
the Belgian frontier to Liege and con-
tinued to Charleroi, and a second line
drawn from Liege to Malines, a sort
of figure resembling an irregular Y will
be formed. It is along this Y that most
of the systematic (as opposed to iso-
iated) outrages were committed. If the
period from August 4 to August 10 is
taken, it will be found to cover most
of these organized outrages. Termonde
and Alost extend, it is true, beyond the
Y lines, and they belong to the month
of September. Murder, rape, arson and
pillage began from the moment when
the German army crossed the frontier.
For the first fortnight of the war the
towns and villages near Liege were the
chief sufferers. From August i9th to
the end of the month outrages spread

kind from what had happened in pre-
vious though not recent wars,

‘“In all wars many shocking and out-
rageous acts occur of men of criminal
instincts- whose worst passions were
unloosed by the immunity which the
conditions of warfare afford. Drunk-
enness, moreover, may turn even a
soldier who has no eriminal habits into
a brute, who may commit outrages at
which he ‘would himself be shocked in
his sober moments, and there is evi-
dence that intoxication was extremely
prevalent among the German army,
both in Belgium and in France, for
plenty of wine was to be found in the
villages and country houses which were
pillaged. Many of the worst outrages
appear to have been perpetrated by
men under the influence of drink. Un-
fortunately, little seems to have been
done to repress this source of danger.

“In the present war, however—and
this is the gravest charge against the
German army—the evidence shows that
the killing of non-combatants was car-
ried out to an extent for which no pre-
vious war between nations claiming to
be civilized (for such cases as the
atrocities perpetrated by the Turks on
the Bulgarian Christians in 1876, and on
the Armenian Christians in 1895 and
1896, do not belong to that category)
furnishes any precedent. That this
killing was done as part of a deliberate
plan is clear from the facts herein be-
fore set forth regarding Louvain, Aer-
schot, Dinant and other towns. The
killing was done under orders in each
place. It began at a certain fixed date.
Some of the officers who carried out
the work did it reluctantly, and said
they were obeying directions from their
chiefs. The same remarks apply to the
destruction of property. House burning
was part of the program; and villages,
even large parts of a city, were given
to the flames as part of the terrorizing
policy.

Neutrals Confirm.

*Citizens of neutral states who vis-
ited Belgium in December and Janu-
ary report that the German authorities
do not deny that non-combatants were
systematically killed in large numl?ers
during the first weeks of the invasion,
and this, so far as we know, has never
been officially denied. If it were denied,
the fight and continued voluntary exile
of thousands of Belgian refugees would
go far to contradict a denial, for there
is no historical parallel in modern times
for the flight of a large part of a nation
before an invader.

The German Government have, how-
ever, sought to justify their severities
on the grounds of military necgsslty
and have excused them as retaliation
for cases in which eivilians fired on
German troops. There may have been
cases in which such firing occurred,
but no proof has ever been given, or,
to our knowledge, attempted to .be
given, of such cases, nor of the stories
of shocking outrages perpetrated by
Belgian men ang women on German
soldiers.”

Referring to- a statement by the
Chancellor of the German Empire on
September 1, last, that Belgians had
committed outrages on the German sol-
diers, the committee says:

Lying Statements,

“No evidence whatever seems to have
been adduced to prove this and though
there may be cases in which individual
Belgians fired on the Germans, the
statement that ‘the whole civilian pop-
ulation of Belgium was called out’ is
utterly opposed to the fact. :
L  “An invading army may be entitie
to shoot at sight-a civilian caught red-
handed, or anyone who though not
caught redhanded, is proved guilty on
inquiry. But this was not the practice
followed by the German troops. Th_ey
do not seem to have made any inquiry
They seized the civilians of the village
indiseriminately and killed them, or
such as they selected from among them,
without the least regard to guilt or
innocence. The mere crime ‘civilisten
haben geschossen’ was enough to hand
over & whole village or district and
even outlying places to ruthless slaugh-
tc"fWQ gladly. record. the instarces
‘where the evidence shows that that
‘humanity has..not wholly dmlzpenred
from - some members = of the German
‘army and that they realized that the
‘responsible heads of 'that organization
| were employing them not in war but in
"butchery; ‘I am merely executing or-
ders and I should be shot if 1 did not
execute them,” said an officer to a wit-
ness at Louvain, - At Brussels another

perpetrated on the peaceful population
of an unoffending country, which was
not at war with its invaders, but merely
defending its own neutrality, guaranteed
by the invading power, may excite
amazement and even incredulity. It
was with amazement and almost with
incredulity that the committee first read
the depositions relating to suchacts. But
when the evidence regarding Liege was

‘followed by that regarding Aerschot,

Louvain, Andenne, Dinant, and the
other towns and villages, the cumulative
effect of such a mass of concurrent
testimony became irresistible, and we
were driven tp the conclusion that the
things described had really happened.
The question then arose how they could
have happened. Not mere military
license, for the discipline of the German
army is proverbially stringent, and ~ its
obedience explicit. Not from any spe-
cial ferocity of the troops, for whoever
has travelled among the German peas-
antry knows that they are as kindly and
good-natured as any people in Europe,
and those who can recall the war of
1870 will remember that no charges re-
sembling those proved by these deposi-
tions were then established. The ex-
cesses recently committed in Belgium

.| were, moreover, too widespread and too

uniform in their character to be mere
sporadic outbursts of passion of rapa-
city.

“The expanation seems to be that
these excesses were committed—in same
cases ordered, in others allowed—on a
system and in pursuance of a set pur-
pose. That purpose was to strike ter-
ror into the civil population and dis-
hearten the Belgian troops, so as to
crush down resistance.sand extinguish
the very spirit of self-defence. The

:pretext that civilians had fired upon the

invading troops was used to justify not

merely the shooting of individual francs-

tireurs, but the murder of large numbers

of innocent civilians, an act absolutely

forbidden by the rules of civilized war-

fare. :
Morality Vanished.

“In the minds of Prussian officers war
seems to have become a sort of sacred
mission, one of the highest functions
of the omnipotent state, which is itself
as much an army as a state. Ordinary
morality and the ordinary sentiment of
pity vanish in its presence, superseded
by a new standard which justifies to the
soldier very means that can conduce to
success, however shocking to a natural
sense of justice and humanity, however
revolting to his own feelings. The
spirit of war is deified. Obedience to the
state and its war loerd leaves no room
for any other duty or feeling. <Cruelty
becomes legitimate when it promises
victory. Proclaimed by the heads of the
army, this doctrine would seem to have
permeated-the officers and affected even
the private soldiers, leading them to
justify the killing of non-combatants as
an act of war, and so accustoming them
to slaughter that even women and chil-
dren become at last the victims. 1t
cannot be supposed to be a national doc-
trine, for it neither springs from nor
reflects the mind and feelings of the
German people as they have heretofore
been known to other mnations. It is
specifically military doctrine, the out-
come of a theory held by a ruling caste
who have brooded, and thought, written
and talked and dreamed about war until
they have fallen under its obsession and
been hypnotized by its spirit.

“The doctrine is plainly set forth in
the German Official Monograph on the
usages of war on land, issued under the
direction of the German staff. This book
is pervaded throughout by the views
that whatever military needs suggest
becomes thereby lawful, and upon this
principle, as the diaries show, the Ger-
man officers acted.

“If this explanation be the true one,
the mystery is solved, and that which
seemed scarcely credible becomes more
intelligible though not less pernicious.
This is not the only case that history
records in which a false theory, disguis-
ing itself as loyalty to a state or to a
church, has perverted the conception of
duty and becomes a source of danger to
the world.”

Another division of the report is on
the ¢“killing of non-combatants in
France.” This is not as detailed as the
case of Belgium, as the committee states
that the French official report gives thas
most complete account as to the invaded
districts in France. It adds:

Rape and Murder.

““The evidence before us proves that,
in the parts of France referred to, mur-
der of unoffending civilians and other
acts of cruelty, including aggravated
cases of rape, carried out under threat
of death, and sometimes actually fol-
lowed by murder of the victim, were
committed by some of the German
troops.”’

A special chapter is given to ‘the
treatment of women and children. The
latter, it is said, frequently received
milder treatment than the men.
But many instances are given of “cal-
culated cruelty, often going the length
of murder, towards the women and chil-
dren.”” At Aerschot, it says, women
and children were herded intpg the
church which had recently been used as
a stable, detained for 48 hours with no
food other than coarse bread, and de-

nied the common decencies of life. *In
other cases women and children were
marched for long distances, the laggards
being pricked by the attending Uhlans.'
A lady complains of having been brutal-
ly kicked by a private. Others were.
struck with the butt end of rifles. - At
Liege women and children were M{
about the streets by soldiers. A wit=
ness gives a story, very circumstantial
in its details, of how women wers pub.|
licly raped in the market place of the
city, five young German officers assist-!
ing.””  Another witness tells of a'
carousal of officers, at which the womhn!
of the house was shot dead, and her
husband then compelled to dig a mv.i
in the garden and there bury his wife.
The report goes on: 1

“In the evidence before us there m:
cases tending to show that aggravated'
crimes against women were sometimes!
severely punished. One witness reports
that a young girl who was being pursued:
by a drunken soldier at Louvain ap=|
pealed to a German officer, and that the'
offender was then and there shot; an-
other described how an officer of ths
32nd Regiment of the line was led out
to execution for the violation of twe.
young girls, but reprieved at the request’
or with the comrsent of the girls’ mother.
These instances are sufficient to show'
that the maltreatment of women was ng
part of the military scheme of the ine:
vaders, however much it may appear to
have been the inevitable result of the
system of terror deliberately adopted in
certain regions,

“In this tale of horrors hideous forms
of mutilation occur with some frequency
in the depositions, two of which may
be connected in some instances with a
perverted form of sexual instinct.

. Whole Families Murdered.

‘We find many well-established cases,
of the slaughter (often accompanied by
mutilation) of whole families, including.
not infrequently tha: of quite small chii-!
dren. In twg .cases it seems to be clear'
that preparations were mada to burn a
family alive. These crimes were com-,
mitted over a period of many weeks and|
simultaneously in many places, and the
authorities must have known or ought!
to have known that cruelties of this
character were being perpetrated, nori
can anyone doubt that they could have
been stopped by swift and decisive ae-
tion on the part of the heads of the'
German army.

“It is clearly shown that many of-
fences were committed against infants!
and quite young children. On one oc-
casion children were even roped to-
gether and used as a military screen
against the enemy, on another, thres
soldiers went into action carrying small
children to protect themselves €rom
flank fire. A shocking case of the mur-
der of a baby by a drunken soldier at
Malines is reported by one eyewitness
and confirmed by another.

“We cannot tell whether these acts
of cruelty to children were part of a
scheme for inducing submission by in-
spiring terror. In Louvain, where the
system of terrorizing was carried to the
furthest limit, outrages on children
were uncommon. The same, however,
cannot be said of some of the smaller
villages which were subjected to the
system.
Haecht, Rotselaer and Wespelaer, many
children were murdered. Nor can it be
said of the village of Tamines, whers
three small children (whose names are
given by an eyewitness of the crime)
were slaughtered- on the green for no
apparent motive. It 1is difficuit to
imagine the motives which may have
prompted such acts. Whether or not
Belgian civilians fired on German sol-
diers, young children, at any rate, did
not fire.”

Civilians as Screens.

Many instances are given of the use
of civiliang as screens during the milf-
tary operation. Another branch of the
report deals with looting, burning, and
destruction of property. ‘““The generdl
conclusion,”” the report says, “is that
the burning and destruction of property
which took place was only in a very
small minority of cases justified by
military necessity.”” Cases of firing on
hospitals, Red Cross ambulances and
stretcher-bearers are referred to, but
the report adds: ‘‘On the whole, we do
not find proof of a general or systemaiiz
firing on hospitals or ambulances; but
it is not possible tp believe that much
care was taken to avoid this.”

Cases of the Red Cross being misused
for offensive military purposes, and of
abuse of the white flag are also given.
As to the latter, the report says:

“There is, in our opinion, sufficient
evidence that these offences have been
frequent, deliberate, and in many cases
committed by whoije units under orders.
All the facts mentioned are in contra-
vention of The Hague convention, signei
by the great powers, inciuding France,
Germany, @Great Britain, and the
United States, in 1907.”

Rome, May 11—10:20 p.m.—Via Paris,
May 12.—Troops were called out tonight
to disperse a great crowd of war en-
thusiasts who paraded the principa:
Streets, crying: “Down with Austria!
Down with Giolitti!” and cheering for
Premier Salandra and Minister of For-
eign Affairs Sonnino. Most of the per-

‘Taier Giolittl, who is regarded .as a lead-
er of the peace party. An attempt was
made to storm his residence, but it was

frustrated by soldiers. The crowd- jeered-

as it passed the German Ecclesiastical
College.

Diplomats Protected.
Demonstrations similar to that in the

[capital are occurring in the larger towns
throughout the country. Clashes with
those who favor neutrality have been
prevented several times by the inter-
vention of troops and the police.

'Austrian and German diplomats accred-

- §ted both to the Quirinal and Vatican.

i The fina] Austrian counter-proposals
are expected soon, but it is not be-
Meved they will satisfy the demands of
the cabinet, which Insists upon the ces-
sion of all territory either racially or
'strategically Italian.

. KING MUST DECIDE.

' Rome, via Paris, May 12.—Final dect-
sion as to whether Italy shall declare
jwar or remain neutral rests with King
Victor Emmanuel. The Italian consu-
{tution gives to the sovereign alone au-
‘thority to “declare war, make peace and
conclude treaties.”

! “There i1s a diversity of opinion in the
capital however, as to whether action
by his majesty should be purely formal
or simply i{n accordance with the decision
reached by his ministers. Those who
favor making his constitutional preroga-
tive more than a matter of form are
urging that as soon as Austria makes
its final decision regarding territoria:
'concessions the cabinet shall ask the
King to take supreme command and
rely upon his judgment.

Apparently, however, a majority ot

. the peopls belleve the cabinet must as-
sume the responsibility one way or -ths
other, with-the certainty that its decl-
'sion will be sustained almost unani-

mously by Parliament and the country.
The part that Parliament is to play re-
mains uncertain. It may or it may not
be asked to express an opinion as to ths
wisest course to pursue. :
POPE’S INTENTIONS.
[Canadian Press.]

San Sebastian, Spain—Via Paris, May
12.—Pope Benedict is greatiy dspressed
by the trend of events in Italy and be-
lieves the intervention of that country
in the war is only a question of days, ac-
cording to apparently authenti¢ informa-
tion received here. The Pontiff is re-
ported to be greatly carncerned regard-
ing the possible effect war would have
on the relations between the Quirinal
and the Vatican.

He has decided, it is said here, not
only to invite the German, Austrian
and Bavarian ambassadors accredited to
the Vatican to leave Rome, but to with-
draw the papal nuncios from the courts
of countries which would be hostile to
Italy.

LEAVE CABINET FREE,

[Canadian Press.] ¢

Rome, May 12—Via Paris.—The two
great political bodies in Italy, that in
favor of war and that which believes
the country should remain neutral to at-
tain its national aspirations, have up to
the present time, refrained from any
direct endeavors to interfere with the
deiiberations of, or the conclusions to
be reached by the cabinet, and this in
spite of the very agitated discussion of
these national questions which is going
on from one énd of the kingdom to the
other.

The groups favoring war are the
Democrats, the Radlcals, the Republi-
cans, the ﬂ‘atlonanstl. the Reform So-
cialists, and the Moderates. Those 0«
the other side of the question are the
Catholics, the Intransigeant Socialists,
the Conservatives, and the supporteérs of
Former Premier Giolitti.

Signor Giolitti is still firmly convinczd
that war yet can be averted to the ob-
taining from Austria of adequate con-
cessions. On the other hand, the Gior-
nale d’Italia, in an article called “Plain
Bpeaking,” recapitulates the present
situation, dwells on- the-possibility of a
rupture with the neutral faction; and in
unmistakable words = condemns the

course followed by Giolitti.

There was a funeexl silence when
the good old flag ‘was fastened to the
ropes.

The plucky sail-
ors came in for some deserving cheers,
so skillfully did they handle the frail
boat. With their mission accomplished
they returned to the cruiser, which
had left the Northland, apd had
taken up a position on our port side.
With the battleship near, our band
struck up that never-dying anthem,
“Rule Britannia," Brh‘a.r‘i:. Rules the
Waves.” Never was the “historic song
played with more triumphant feeling;
it stirred our patriotism to the ut-
most. And how true is that glorious
anthem. There we were, in mid-ocean,
at war with the great German nation,
yet we were safe. Right true can be
said, ‘““Britannia rules the waves” to-
day, more securely than ever.

Blood Riots in Veins.

Some signals were exchanged be-
tween the cruiser and the Grampian.
One message from the battleship made
the blood fairly leap in our veins. It
read, ‘“‘Congratulations. on the gallan-
try of the Canadian troops in France.”
Then the cruiser went slowly ahead of
us, and our last signal was, “God save
our King and empire”

On Monday, April 26, the cruiser took
up her position ahead, the Northland
and the Grampian closely following, jll
in line. Thig position was maintained
until 'Wednesday morning, when the
Cumberland left us for Queenstown,
Ireland. Two torpedo boat destroyers
then came up quickly, one on each side
of the transports, and acted as escorts.

It was a magnificent spectacle to
watch the torpedo boats sweep the gea
in search of German submarines.
Sometimes they would go out a mile or
two, but they would quickly come back.
As we neared Lundy Island at the
mouth of the Bristol Channel we - were
joined by a large fleet of destroyers.
This was at 6 o'clock on Wednesday
evening, and they safely escorted us
up the channel, reaching Avonmouth
about midnight.

CROPS IN 1915

Statistics Show Very Little
Winter Killing of Fall
Sown.

st 2

BIG ACREAGE INCREASE

Hay and Clover Meadows
Show Good Result of the
Mild Winter.

: [Canadian Press.]

Ottawa, May 12.—The census and sta-
tistics branch, department of trade and
commerce, today issued the first crop re-
port of the present season.. The report
states: ;
“Owing to the mild winter and the
favorable conditions which prevailed
during the critical months of March and
April, the fall wheat crop is reported
as being exceptionally good on April. 30.
In Ontario, where 1,043,000 acres were
sown, as estimated last fall, not miore
than 6.7 per cent is reported as winter
killed, and im Alberta, with 230,000 acres
estimated as sown, the proportion win-
ter killed is only 6.2 per cent. These
proportions are lower than in any yvear
since 1908-09, for Ontario, and iower
than in any previous year on record for
Alberta. Last year the percentage win-
ter killed was 19 in Ontario and 15.6
in Aberta. In Ontario the area winter
killed amounts' this year to 71,989 acres,
and in Aberta to 14,400 acres.

Big Increase.

‘“These figures deducted from the
areas sown leave 972,000 acres in Ontario
and 215,700 acres in Alberta as the areas
under fall wheat to be harvested. With
10,900 acres in Manitoba, 4,100 acres in
Saskatchewan and 6,000. acres in British
Columbia, the total area under fall
wheat to be harvested this year amounts
to 1,208,700 acres, as compared with 973,-
300 acres, the area harvested in 1914,

WANT “BLIND END”
STREETS OPENED UP

Deputations From Eucild Avenue and
Orchard Street Appear Before
Works Committee.

The works committee of the city
counell last night heard some potent
reasons presented by a large Heputa-
tion of ratepayers from Euclid ave-
nue, why that thoroughfare, at pres-
ent a blind street, should be opened
up to Wortley road. The committee
was entirely in sympathy with the re-
quest, and at the next meeting the
city engineer will present a report on
the probable cost of acquiring two
pleces of property necessary for the
suggested right-of-way.

Willlam Courtis, who acted as spokes-
man for the deputation, pointed out
that at present residents on FEuclid
avenue had to walk from one to two
blocks away from the city before be-
ing able to go towards the city. He
also argued that property values on
the street were much lower than they
should be, because no thoroughfare ex-
isted through to Wortley road. He
said the property-owners would be
willlng to bear the expense of pur-
chasing or expropriating the land
necessary for the extension.

City cClerk Baker pointed out that
a sufficiently-signed petition for the
opening had been sent to him, and that
the city therefore could take action.
As expropriation proceedings would en-
tail a large expense, though, he sug-
gested that the petitioners might pure
chase the intervening property pri-
vately, and that the city could give
them a grant towards the purchase
price.

The objection to this Mr, Courtis
said, was tha? many of the property-
owners did not live on the street, or
even in the city, and could not be
reached easily. The committee there-
fore decided to await the engineer’s re-
port before deciding on any particular
line of action.

A one-man deputation also appeared
to ask that Orchard street be opened.
As some doubt existed as to the city’'s
responsibility in the case of this street
the matter was laid over, pending in-
improvement. :

A request for gravelling, grading and
curb and gutter on Ardavon Place was
presented by a third deputation. The
committee advised them that a per-
manent pavement would be a better in-
vestment than a gravel roadway, and,
as this suggestion met with approval,
the deputation agreed to present a
petition asking for the work to . be
done. They were promised that if they
could not secure sufficient signatures
the city engineer would initiate the
pavement.

The committee decided to recommend
to the council that a second-hand Ford
automobile, which had been offered for
$350, be purchased for the use of the
building inspector.

A complaint was made by M. F.
Martin, owner of the Martin apart-
ments, at the corner of Queen’s avenue
and Waterloo streets, that his neighbor
to the south, C. J. Beal, had erected a
lattice on the north side of hig ver-
anda, which entirely obstructed his
view of the main street. He demanded
either that the lattice be removed, or
the veranda, which extended onto city
property, be moved back to the street
line.

H. B. Beal, son of the occupier of
the house to the south of Mr, Martin’'s
apartments, declared that the lattice
had been moved back to ‘the street line.
It wag placed, he explained, in order
tuat his mother, an invalid, might have
privacy while sitting on the veranda.

The committee members will visit
the property and see for themselves
just how much of an obstruction the
lattice is before taking action.

The board agreeded with him
that these cang were eyesores and
passed a resolution memorializing the
council to cancel the franchise when its
expires in September. ;

“These cang are unsanitary,” declared
the chairman, ‘‘and should be removed.
They are rusty and dirty and the only
waste paper that is ever put in them is
the paper from the outside that has
been. torn off when there is too much
paste on it to hold any more.”

Eliminate Wooden Fences.

In reference to the clean-up of the
lanes, the chairman declared that "the
wholesalers should be made to keep
better premises. He also advocated the
elimination of all wooden fences in the
middle of business blocks. They were,
he said, not only a menace to the fire-
men, but were unsanitary and should
in his opinion be replaced by steel or
iron fences or else removed entirely,

J. H. Saunders brought up the ques-
tion of what the board intended doing
for ex-Medical Officer of Health Dr. T.
V. Hutchinson. Ag a result it was de-
cided to recommend to the board of con-
trol and the council that consideration
be given Dr. Hutchinson’s many years
of services to the city.

‘Centralize Nursing Staff.

Centralization of the nurses was also
brought up once more. The chairman
declared that this question would have
to be gone into fully when a new M.
O. H. wasg appointed. Lists had been
secured of all tubercular cases in the
city, and if these were to be properly
looked after, it would have to be from
some centra] office.

He advocated proper inspection of all
tuberculosis cases and declared that
none should be allowed to move without
the consent of the board. He sug-
gested a follow up system and referred
to the fact that the provincial board was
now looking after cases that were re-
moved from one city to another as wel]
as from one section of a city to an-
other.

Dr. W. 8, Downham, acting M. O. H.,
reported that the cost of vaccination in
the public schools, offered free by the
board, had been $816.83. The total num-
ber avalling themselves of this offer had
been 2,041. Several hundred hay been
vaccinated prior to that time.

Five Smallpox Cases,

His report for the month of April
showed that the five gmallpox cases that
had been existing at the last meeting
of the board had now been reduced to
two. Four more cases had been reported
and seven patients discharged. Nine
diphtheria cases had been reported and
all but one discharged. Eight cases
of tuberculosis had been reported and
one of scarlet fever.

A. Deputation From London
Waits On Board—Give
Decision Today.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

TORONTO, May 11.—The licenses
of three of London’s bars will prob-
ably be cut off by the Ontario License
Commission when it hands out its
decision tomorrow. A deputation waited
upon the commission today, request-
ing that six licenses be withdrawn
by the board. The deputation was
informed as to the board’s intentions,
but The Advertiser is informed that
three of the licenses will likely be
withdrawn, Or these it is probably
one, or ai: may be from hotels in
“Whisky Row.”

Menace to Soldiers.

The deputation consisted of J. H.
Boyd, Rev. Geo. N. Hazen, Rev T. H.
Mitchell and Prof. J. H. Bowman. They
informed the board that a majority of
the electors of the city had favored
the cutting off of six licenses, but
ghat the bylaw had been quashed.
They pointed out that a social survey of
the city had revealed that . some
licensed places did little or no hotel
business, having only a bar trade. They
also maintained that some were a
menace to the soldiers in camp at
London,

Should Exercise Power.

Chairman Flawvelle, speaking of the
problem of soldiers, and liquor, stated
that he could not see why the board
could not wxercise its power under clause
13 and cancel or suspend any license
that it might deem expedient. He
pointed out that the militia regula-
tions provided for supplies between 6
and 9:30 and limited drinks to beer and
porter. This regulation was in force
in Lindsay, and it might surprise other
licensed dealers if the commission took
up this part of the militia regulations,
as well as the liquor license act. Mr.
Flavelle stated, however, that it was
the intention of the board to interfere
as little as possible. Complaint was
made about issuing licenses to hotels
at Lambton, and it is not expected
that the Senate Hotel, which was re-
cently burned, will get a license for
thisg year.

SUN SPOTS IN VIEW

Natural Phenomenon May Be Seen
With Naked Eye.

Nobody knows just what sun spots
are, but they are back again on the
face of Sol after an absence of
eleven years and 37 days, and you
can see them any clear day now
with a piece of smoked glass or even
a pair of binoculars.

Photographs taken recently show
that the spots reappeared about April
3. Since that time the spots have
been increasing in number and in
size. They are acting just as
astronomers said they would. The
spots gradually become larger, then
split up into sections with a large
spot leading them across the face of
the sun, as a mother hen leads her
chicks. .

The modern theory advanced by
scientists is that the spots on the
sun are caused by thunder and
lightning storms, and that they re-
duce the temperature and increase
the precipitation on the earth. Prev-
ious observations that a lower tem-
perature, rain, and cyclonic disturb-
ances result from the appearance of
the sun spots every 11.1 years has

the weather of the last month. The
sun revolves on its axis every 25
days and soon the sun spots will be
hidden from the earth. By the time
the surface of the sun again appears
it is thought that the spots will have
been dissipated on the flaming sur-
face of Old Sol.
