An eight-inch 
main runs close to the vicinity, and 
by installing pumping apparatus it 
would be possible to turn from 200,000 
to 300,000 gallons of water into the 
mains daily.

|"The Democratic party pledges the 
nation to get rid of the profiteer and 
to close the door against his return. It 
will endeavor to eliminate all unneces­
sary middlemen by the encouragement 
of organizations among producers 
that will bring those who sell and 
those who use nearer together. It will 
enact and enforce laws that will ef­
fectively prevent excessive charges by 
such middlemen as are necessary.

Severe Penalties.
"To this end it will demand legisla­

tion subjecting to penalties of the 
criminal law all corporation officers and 
employees who give or carry out In­
structions that result in extortion: it 
will make It unlawful for any engaged 
in interstate commerce to make the 
sale of one, article dependent upon the 
purchase of another article, and it will 
require such corporations to disclose 
to customers the difference between 
cost price and selling price, or limit 
the profit that can be legally charged 
as the rate of interest to now limited.

■measure is not taxable at a lower price than $60 for suit or overcoat 
under a new ruling of the minister of inland revenue today

This tax is retroactive to June 17 on clothing delivered since that 
date and not paid for. Clothes that have been paid for are not subject to 
a refund of any taxation paid.

Consideration was given the fact that tailors cannot make up men’s 
clothing at the same prices charged for ready-to-wear factory goods

The absence of a distinction between the two on taxable price 
therefore, worked a hardship on tailors, and the Government accordingly 
made a new basis of taxation for tailored clothes.

The tax on ready-to-wear women's clothing is 15 per cent of the ■ 
purchase price in excess of $45; on made-to-measure suits or overcoats 
the tax will be 15 per cent on the purchase price in excess of $60

SAYS GENERAL ROSSLondon, June 28.—Two thousand 
British, Austrian, German and Finnish 
prisoners of war were drowned when a 
Bolshevik steamer was sunk recently in 
the Neva River, according to a Hel- 
sing fors dispatch to the Central News.

LAST POST SOUNDED

Sovereign Jared Vining Urges

All members joined in paying the 
tribute of the camp to departed mem­
bers.

The services were conducted by John 
Francis, consul-commander, John Man­
ning adviser lieutenant. The poem ap­
pointed for occasions of this kind was 
recited by Sovereign Thomas Leah. The 
oration was given by Sovereign Jared 
Vining.

Other officers who participated were 
A. J. Chapman, clerk; R. C. Hooper, 
banker, Clair Jarvis, master of cere­
monies, Capt. Francis and Capt. Still­
man of the drill corps and staff officers. 
General Leah, Major Bailey and Capt. 
Brownlee. In addition to Woodmen 
hundreds of other citizens witnessed the 
unveiling.

Jared Vining in delivering the ora­
tion pointed out that the value of the 
ceremony which had Just been con­
cluded was that it contained a lesson 
for those who witnessed it, as well as| 
commemorating the members who had 
passed on.

“The oeautiful ceremony we have just 
witnessed reminds us forcibly of the 
fact that death is the common end of 
us all." he said. "It is well on an 
occasion of this sort to reflect to some 
extent upon the serious side of life. 
Why is it that we gather here to erect I 
& monument to our departed friends? Is 
it not because the lives they lived 
rendered them worthy of this tribute? 
We who remain should follow their ex­
ample, and so live that those who sur­
vive us will be warranted in paying 
a like tribute to us.

To the Living.
“There is an old saying that we 

should speak nothing but good of the 
dead. That is good, but it might well 
be applied with greater benefit to us I 
who are living. Why should be wait ! 
until men have passed away before i 
we speak a good word of them? Why 
should we place bouquets on the coffin 
and offer none to the living? If we 
know no good of a man let us say 
nothing. If we know of any good let 
us tell it it seems to me that if that 
were done there would be less trouble 
in the world and a greater spirit of 
harmony amongst all people.

“Unless from this ceremony in which 
we have participated we gather some­
thing like that, our time has been 
wasted. It is a good thing for us at I 
times to remember that there is an 
end to life and that we must face the ! 
great architect of the universe and 
account to him for deeds done. It does ! 
not do for us to go through life with 
the thought of death ever upon us, but 
we should remmber that we hold that 
life only as stewards. We each have 
a mission and we each have special 
talents, and as those talents are used,| 
so will we be received. We should 
bear ever in mind that we are not our| 
own, that we have been bought with 
a price."

Sunday School March Behind

A striking demonstration of the 

esteem held for the late William Jeffrey| 
by Londoners of all ages was demon- 
strated Sunday afternoon, when about 
250 pupils of Wellington Street Metho­
dist Sunday School, marshalled by their 
teachers, marched in a body for a few 
blocks behind the hearse bearing the 
remains of their beloved suprintendent.

in various buildings in Chatham and 
Wallaceburg, and that the refinery has 
been forced to close owing to the fact 
that there is no place to store the raw 
material, which is now blocking the 
yards at that point.

WINNIPEG, June 27.—Will the Nor­

ris Government, which came into 
power when the corrupt Roblin Govern­
ment went down to a terrible defeat 
in 1915, following the exposure of graft 
and corrupt practices in building Man- 
toba’s new Parliament Buildings, which 
have cost already eight millions and 
are now about completed, come back 
into power following the elections in 
this province, which are to be held on 
Tuesday of this week?

It is one of the most uncertain and 
complex elections ever held in Canada. 

"Keenest experts in political prophecies 
are puzzled. There seems to be the 
agreement that the Norris Government 
will be returned, but by a greatly re­
duced majority. There were only five 
in the. Opposition in the last Legisla­
ture. This year there are 53 seats in 
the Legislature, and 51 elections will 
be held, polling in the two northern 
seats being deferred. Winnipeg will 
elect ten members under the propor­
tionate system of voting, and there 
are 41 candidates running for ten seats, 
representing the Government, the Con­
servatives, Labor and Independents, 
with three soldier candidates in the 
latter list. There are four women 
among the candidates, the first time 
the sex has been represented, and the 
Labor candidates consist of one of the 
leaders who is in penitentiary. Russell, 
and five others who are on the prison 
farm, all for seditious conspiracy aris-! 
ing out of the strike of a year ago.

Tried First Time.
This Is the first time proportional 

voting has been tried in the British 
Empire, outside of Australia and New 
Zealand. The splendid record of the 
Norris Government along the lines of 
support to schools, good roads, mothers' 
pensions, establishing hospitals and 
nursing staffs in outlying foreign set­
tlements, rural credits to farmers (over 
$1,500.000 having been loaned this year 
already), industrial conciliation board, 
and advanced methods of raising loans, 
have all helped to make friends for the 
Government.

But in spite of this record, the 
farmers’ movement in certain localities 
is very strong. It is in this farmers’ 
movement, abetted by the remnants of 
the Conservative party, which latter 
consists mainly of farmer adherents 
of the old regime, that the chief danger 
to the Government lies. There are 
really seven parties in the field: Norris 
Liberals, Laurier Liberals. Conservas 
tives. Great War Veterans. Labor. 
United Farmers and Ruthenians, the 
latter a sectional faction of former 
residents of Austria who want separate 
schools.

Three Divisions.
The province might be divided into 

three general sections. Along the 
southern border is a solid bank of con­
stituencies whch wit return Norris sup­
porters, with the exception of Manitou, 
where Hon. Robert Rogers sat for 
years.

The centre party will probably go 
60—40 in favor of the Government, Hon. 
Dr. Armstrong in Gladstone, provincial 
secretary, being the one in danger. Or 
perhaps it will go 33—33—33 among Nor­
ris men. Independents and Farmers. 
The northern counties will probably go 
for Farmers, many candidates being 
supportera of the Government, although 
runnings as Independents against the 
regular nominee of the Government or 
the sitting member in the last House.

Seats will be lost to Farmers, but 
the Government will have a good ma- 
jority, is the confident prediction of its 
friends. In Winnipeg the Government 
looks for six seats, Labor for three and 
Independents one, or one may go to 
the Conservatives, but the outlook for 
the last named is not very strong, judg­
ing by the attendance at meetings held 
in the interest of the Conservatives.

One of the latter is W. J. Tupper, 
son of the late Sir Charles Tupper, Bart, 
and former premier of Canada. John

in Kitchen Was Ignored.
wuttilillilGUELPH. June 27.—Conditions at 

Speedwell Hospital yesterday were in 
a very unsettled state, owing to the 
fact that eighteen nursing sisters re- 
fued to go on duty because the medi­
cal authorities would not make a sat­
isfactory settlement of certain griev­
ances which have been brewing at the 
Institution for some time past.

More than a month ago the nurses 
registered a complaint to Dr. Alex­
ander, of London, chief medical officer 
of M. D. No. 1, regarding certain duties 
which they had to carry out in the 
diet kitchens, the nurses claiming that 
the dietitians should attend to the 
work in the kitchens. They were 
promised by Dr. Alexander that the 
matter would be investigated, but as 
nothing had been done they gave notice 
of their leaving.

Nurse Dismissed.
In the meantime Miss Mary Poller of 

Palmerston, one of the nurses, was 
given her dismissal for refusing to 
take her turn in the kitchen. Dr. 
Alexander was immediately notified 
and was in the city Friday and Satur­
day. A meeting was held and a set­
tlement arrived at regarding the work­
ing in the diet kitchens, but when the 
nurses asked that Miss Poller be re­
instated, the request was flatly refused, 
so they declined to go on duty Satur­
day morning. They were later given 
their dismissal, and the entire staff 
with the exception of the matron and 
one assistant packed up and left the 
institution.

Outside Nurses.
With the assistance of the orderlies, 

the two remaining nurses attended to 
the whole hospital on Saturday, and 
last evening twelve new nurses ar­
rived from London, Toronto and Kings­
ton,

Dr. G. N. Urie, superintendent of the 
hospital, stated today that more nurses 
were expected tonight, and he believes 
that everything will be running 
smoothly again in a few days. It was 
anticipated that there would be trouble 
with the patients, who appeared to be 
in sympathy with the nurses, but so 
far little harm has been done.

OTTAWA, June 27.—The introduction 

by the minister of marine of supple­
mentary estimates of $1,700.000 for naval 
expenditure during the coming year, 
precipitated a spirited debate which 
lasted for hours in the oHuse of Com­
mons last night without a vote being 
reached.

William Duff (Lunenberg) was the 
principal opponent. He suggested that 
England's gift of war craft be declined 
on the ground that Canada cannot af­
ford an ambitious naval policy. He 
proposed that naval dockyards and es­
tablishments at Halifax and Esqui- 
mault be turned over to Great Britain. 
Hon. Rudolphe Lemieux, J. J. Denis 
and Ernest La Pointe opposed the ap­
propriation, their objections coinciding 
with those of the leader of the Oppo­
sition, who moved that the entire vote 
be rejected and the House only adopt 
original naval estimates of $300,000 
which was being asked for along with 
this one.

Progressives Support.
Hon. T. A. Crerar spoke briefly in 

support of Mr. Mackenzie King's amend­
ment.
Hon. C- C. Ballantyne said he hoped 
that Canada would adopt a naval 
policy more consistent with her dignity 
after the Imperial conference of 1921 
Meanwhile Canada was committed by 
the Laurier naval bill of 1910, to the 
defence of her own shores, and the 
interim policy of the Government, 
based on the acceptance of a gift of 
war craft from Great Britain, required 
the appropriation of the sum now sub­
mitted to the House.

J. E. . Armstrong (Lambton) sup­
ported the Government.

The debate continued vigorously un­
til midnight, when Fernand Rinfret 
was about to speak in support of the 
Opposition amendment, when Hon. W. 
S. Fielding remarked that it was Sun­
day morning, and the debate was ad­
journed.

OTTAWA, June 26.—(Canadian Press) 
—Merchants must continue to obey the 
orders of the Board of Commerce of 
Canada. Sir Robert Borden Informed 
the House of Commons of this today, 
when Dr. Michael Steele inquired If 
retail grocers still came under the re­
quirements of the board in view of the 
fact that all Its commissioners have re­
signed. Sir Robert pointed out that the 
resignation of Vice-Chairman O’Connor 
did not take effect until June 30, and

on that date, Mr. Murdock asks 
whether it is the intention of the Gov­
ernment to fill the vacancies on the board.

He adds that "I would be unwilling 
to draw salary from the treasury of 
the Dominion unless it were made pos­
sible for the Board of Commerce to 
carry on effectively and as by la w In­
tended.’'
.On the next day, Mr. Murdock wrote 
to Sir Robert again, in which he re­
fers to a conference with the prime 
minister on the previous evening, at 
which, according to Mr. Murdock's 
letter, Sir Robert suggested that “it 
would be inadvisable to complete the 
Board of Commerce by appointment 
until such time as the privy council 
had determined the status of the 
board." Mr. Murdock adds that he 
could only continue "as a commis­
sioner of the Board of Commerce of 
Canada on the understanding that the 
personnel of the Board of Commerce 
be completed by appointment at once 

order that the board may proceed 
with the many important duties to 
the Canadian people awaiting its ac­
tion, and that the board be freed by 
statute from the control of the Civil 
service Commission in the appoint­
ments of its required expert assistants 
or advisers necessary and properly in­
cident to the carrying on of the func­
tions of the board. This would also, 
of course, include the submission of 
the necessary estimates to Parliament, 
such estimates having been placed in 
the hands of the Government for some time.

"Under any other arrangement than 
above I would feel that I wa not giv- 
ing to the people of Canada service for 
compensation received, and, therefore 
could not continue to accept salary." 

Wrote to Murdock.
On the same day (June 18) Sir 

Robert wrote to A. R. Murdock the 
following letter:

"Dear Mr. Murdock.—I have your 
letter of the 17th instant, and since 
then I have made a statement in Par­
liament and further, I have had the 
advantage of an interview with you at 
which the whole question was frankly 
and fully, but not finally discussed. It 
is my hope that during the coming 
week I may be enabled to take up the 
matter further with you.

“Your observations as to the seri­
ousness of the public duty which you 
have undertaken command both my 
concurrence and my deep appreciation. 
I am grateful to you for the service 
that you have rendered. The task has 
been burdensome and difficult, but I 
know that you have given thereto the 
full measure of your undoubted ability 
and great earnestness.

“Yours faithfully,
(Signed) "R. L. Borden."

Three Days Later.
Three days later. Mr. Murdock wrote 

to Sir Robert, forwarding a memor- 
andum in which are outlined the sec­
tions of the Board of Commerce act 
“which were changed in effect by the 
revision of the civil service act. which 
was made effective November 10 1919." 
In his letter, Mr. Murdock calls at­
tention to changes proposed in the 
annual report of the Board of Com­
merce. “to insure prompt and satisfac­
tory employment of various expert as­
sistants that the board may need for 
a short time occasionally without the 
notoriety or delay of going to the civil 
service commission."

HUGG ISSUES 
STATEMENT IN LETTER

WINNIPEG. June 26.—Declaring that 
the letter he sent to Judge Robson was 
neither invited nor expected, J. B. 
Muge, K.C. today issued a statement 
regarding the factum of the Crescent 
Creamery. Mr" Hugg states that he 
sent the letter to Judge Robson en­
tirely on his own initiative and with- 
out Judge Robson’s knowledge or con­
sent.,'

Judge Robson reiterated his denial of 
Mr. Murdock’s charges in a public 
statement today, and declared that he 
had absolutely no connection with any 
big business. He refutes the declara­
tion that he was one-sided in his judg­
ments and defends his handling of the 
business brought before the Board of 
Commerce. His object, he says, was 
not to set prices that would ruin busi­
ness. but to control prices that would 
be fair to the consumer and trader 
alike. Judge Robson claims that Mr. 
Murdock’s charges were inspired by 
personal malice.

Gross Perversion.
Judge Robson's statement follows:
"Were it not that there is such gross 

perversion of facts in Mr. Murdock’s 
letter to the premier, I would utterly

into effect. I acquiesce in the pro­
posal of an inquiry system by means 
of an expert staff at the office of the 
board. That would have been insti­
tuted more fully but for difficulty in 
getting staff through the civil service 
commission. That is a matter easily 
rectified. I wrote you on the sub­
ject. You will, however, remember 
your warning to us to keep expense of 
administration down to the lowest pos­
sible point.

“I resent as base and false insinua­
tions the statements that I opposed 
the operation of the law and hampered 
the board deliberately to kill the act, 
as likewise, and even more emphatical­
ly the charge that I was guilty of 
duplicity for the purpose of assisting 
the Government in the defeat of its 
own measure.

Disclaims Responsibility.
“I disclaim responsibility for the 

fact that the board was not equipped 
with staff to enable it to enter into 
the details of every person and con­
cern in Canada engaged in the produc­
tion. manufacture or distribution of 
the necessaries of life. It was impos­
sible for us to undertake that work 
without men of our own choosing. That 
was a matter unsolved when I left. 
The correspondence speaks for itself. 
There was no other circumstance ham­
pering the work of the board. My 
absence from time to time did not af­
fect it. as there was an acting chair-: 
man, who was quite as familiar with' 
the work of the board as I was. I! 
explained to you in a leter some time 
ago that Che way did not seem clear 
to me to move to Ottawa, and I vir­
tually put myself in the hands of the 
Government. I

"I take the position that every mem­
ber of the board should consider the 
effect of the acts upon every element' 
of the community. The board repre-' 
sents no class. I represented no class.1 

Capable of Good.
"The acts, while capable of good, are: 

capable also of injury to certain vital 
interests of Canada. It was the duty 
of the board to see that harm was 
avoided, if possible. I never went fur­
ther than that. I have expressed the 
view that profit restriction, applied 
to agriculture and livestock and dairy 
industries, is liable to retard produc­
tion at a time when the country urg­
ently needs it. I have also latterly 
strongly felt the discrimination applied 
by the act. against certain classes of 
dealers. To this extent 1 frankly 
acknowledge being disinclined to apply 
the act rigidly. I have thought the 
system should, in this connection at 
least, be withdrawn or modified.
"These are, hurriedly, some expres­

sions which I feel should be in your 
hands.

GERMANY NOT GOING BOLSHEVIST.
The menace to Europe, and thus to the 

(world of Germany going over to Bolshevism 
;appears to bo vanishing. Between Russian 

Bolshevists and German Independent Socialists 
I the gulf widens. The German Labor party and 
i the Russian Soviet Government have become 
'estranged by decrees issued from Petrograd 
i limiting workers' rights in Russia. The German 
*Labor party lias still on its program "compul- 
!sory labor for all able-bodied persons"; but the 
'Russian decrees changing the 8-hour day to a 

10-hour day, requiring Sunday work in cases of 
need, abolishing (according to report) the 
,workmen’s court set up to deal with strikes and 

establishing military courts in their stead—all 
|these things have tended to lessen the enthus- 
!iasm of German workers for the present Rus- 
;sian Government.

For the most part, this cooling of affection 
! Is without event, but it was marked by Lenine

voted to join the Third International Socialists,

POLITICAL GOVERNMENT.
[Kingston Whig.]

In his address at the annual meeting of the 
Canadian Manufacturers' Association, President T. 
P. Howard contrasted group government with the 
party system, strongly favoring the latter. The 
reasons he gives for this decision will appeal to 
many readers as fundamentally sound. The separa­
tion of elected representatives of the people into 
groups, which has been in existence in Europe for 
some years, shows signs, he points out, of being 
introduced on this continent, where up to the 
present time the two-party system of government 
has operated. If a parliament is made up of a 
group of farmers, another group representing labor, 
another group representing retail and wholesale 
trade, another group representing transportation, 
etc., it may be difficult to carry on government 
without considerable intrigue and friction. Under 
the old system of government, with all its faults, 
the members of a party were held together by a 
common belief in one principle or policy. Under 
the group system of government each group, 
according to experience, pursues very persistently 
those objects which are of peculiar interest to the 
group. There is also a constant shifting of alliances 
among the groups. Under such a system stable 
government would seem to be next to impossible: 
and stable government is needed in this country 
now more than ever.

HELPFUL HINTS.

Involves No Right.
"But, no matter what you or I think 

of it, the Ontario temperance act is 
now the law in this province. It was 
enacted by competent civil authority, 
it has undoubtedly behind it the ap­
proval of the great majority of the 
people of the province, it invades no 
essential right that demands or justi­
fies resistance or disobedience; and 
while you are at liberty, under the 
form of responsible government which, 
thank God, obtains in this free coun­
try, to agitate for the mending or end­
ing of the act, to educate public opinion 
along these lines, there your liberty 
ceases.

O. T. A. Demands Respect.
"So long as the Ontario temperance 

act is the law of the land, it demands 
your respect and your most loyal effort 
to have its provisions observed. The 
authority behind it is lawful and com­
petent civil authority, and the Catholic 
Church teaches that all authority is 
from God. This Catholic doctrine which 
ennobles obedience also inexorably ex- 
acts that obedience to all laws not 
manifestly unjust, even though the wis­
dom of their enactment is open to 
question.”

Cannot Be Flouted.
Having thus laid down the clear duty 

of Catholics as good citizens, the 
bishop depicted n scathing terms the 
debauching of the public conscience, 
and of the official conscience by the 
state of things publicly known, or at
