To Fight Profiteering.
State commissions, similar to the
United States commission, to prevent
profiteering. are a feature of a plank

on profiteering proposed by William J.
Bryan. Tt is as follows:

“The Democratic party pledges the
nation to get rid of the profiteer and
to close the door against his return. It
will endeavor to eliminate all unneces-
sary middlemen by the encouragement
organizations among producers
that will bring those who sell and
those who use nearer together, It will
enact and enforce laws that will ef-
fectively prevent excessive charges by
such middlemen as are necessary.

Severe Penalties.

‘“To this end it will demand legisla-
tion subjecting to penalties of the
criminal law all corporation officers and
employees who give or carry out in-
structions that result in extortion; it
wiill make it unlawful for any engaged
in interstate commerce to make the
sale of one, article dependent upon the
purchase of another article, and it will
require such corporations to disclose
to customers the difference between
cost price and selling price, or limit
the profit that can be legally charged
as the rate of interest is now limited.

“It will also endeavor to create in
the several states trade commissions,
with powers. as ample as those of the
federal trade commission, and to enact
laws authorizing each local community
as needed commissions for the elimina-
tion of profiteering.”

Tax Is Retroactive to June 17 On Clothing Delivered Since
That Date, and Not Paid For, Says New Ruling of . . .
Minister of Inland Revenue.

Ottawa, June 28.—By (anadian Press.—Men's

under a new ruling of the minister of inland revenue today.

This tax is retroactive to June 17 on clothing delivered since that
date and not paid for. Clothes that have been paid for are not subject to
a refund of any taxation paid.

STEAMER  SINKS

Public Utilities Is Experimenting With Water From North
Branch of Thames — Well Driller Expected.

Experiments with river water to de-
termine whether it can be used sately
for drinking purposes are being co’.-
ducted by the public utilities commis-
sfon. A site on the north branch of
the Thames hasg been selected. Near
this a trench has been dug and the
water has filtered through. This is be-
ing tested.

Commissioner Philip Poaock today
said that nene of the water would be
used until it was approved by the board
of health, and that even in that event
it would be used only if another seri-
ous water shortage developed. The cost
of using water from this source would
not be great, he said. An eight-inch
main runs close to the vicinity, and
by installing pumping apparatus it
would be possible to turn from 200,000
to 300,000 gallons of water into the
mains daily.

Thé experiments were started dur-
ing the gerious shortage of water earlier
in the month, but nothing concerning
them was said until today.

According to Mr. Pocock, the river
at this point is from 75 to 80 per cent
pure spring water, and little filtration
is needed to make it absolutely pure. A

Amounted To in 1913.

Washington, D. C., June 28.—(By
Canadian Press).—Imports to Great
Britain from Canada during the first
three months of the year, while less
than in 1919, were three times those of
1918, according to reports to the United
States Department of Commerce from
the United States consul in London.

EIGHTEEN NURSES AT

Protest Against Doing Work
in Kitchen Was Ignored.

GUELPH, June 27.—Conditions at
Speedwell Hospital yesterday were in
a very unsettled state, owing to the
fact that eighteen nursing sisters re-
fued to s0 on duty because the medi-
cal authorities would not make a sat-
isfactory settlement of certain griev-
ances which have been brewing at the
institution for some time past.

More than a month ago the nurses
registered a complaint to Dr. Alex-
ander, of London, chief medical officer
of M. D. No. 1, regarding certain duties
which they had to carry out in the
diet kitchens, the nurses claiming that
the dietitians should attend to the
work in the kitchens. They were
promised by Dr, Alexanfler that the
matter would be investigated, but as
nothing had been done they gave notice
of their leaving.

Nurse Dismissed.

In the meantime Miss Mary Poller of
Palmerston, one of the nurses, was
given her dismissal for refusing to
take her turn in the kitchen. Dr,
Alexander was immediately notifled
and was in the city Friday and Satur-
day. A meeting was held and a set-
tlement arrived at regarding the work-
ing in the diet kitchens, but when the
nurses asked that Miss Poller be re-
instated, the request was flatly refused,
80 they declined to go on duty Satur-
day morning. They were later given
their dismissal, and the entire staff
with the exception of the matron and
one assistant packed up and left the
institution.

Outside Nurses.

With the assistance of the orderlies,
the two remaining nurses attended to
the whole hospital on Saturday, and
last evening twelve new nurses ar-
;‘i\'ed from London, Toronto and Kings-
on,

Dr. G. N. Urle, superintendent of the
hospital, stated today that more nurses
were expected tonight, and he belleves
that everything will be running
smoothly again in a few days. It was
anticipated that there would be trouble
with the patients, who appeared to be
in sympathy with the nurses, but so
far little harm has been done.

Long-Awaited Correspondence of Murdock, Borden and Rob-

son At Last Tabled in H
Union Go

ouse, Shows Evasion of
vernment.

OTTAWA, June 26.—(Canadlan Press)
—Merchants must continue to obey the
orders of the Board of Commerce of
Canada. Sir Robert Borden informed
the House of Commons of this today,
when Dr. Michael Steele Inquired If
retail grocers still came under the re-
quirements of the board in view of the
fact that all its commissioners have re-
signed. Sir Robert pointed out that the
resignation of Vice-Chairman O’Connor
did not take effect until June 30, and
the recommendations of the Government
would be passed upon by the governor-
general in due course. Until then the
orders of the board would stand.

OTTAWA, June 26.—Sir Robert Bor-
den in the House this afternoon tabled
his correspondence with James Murdock,
leading to the latter’s resignation as the
last remaining member of the board of
commerce, and also the text of the Rob-
sen correspondence.

Sir Robert Borden tabled the cor-
respondence relating to the resignation
of Judge Robson ‘in accordance with
an order placed before the House by
the member for Maisonneuve (Hon. R.
Lemieux), and for Pontiac (Frank
Cahill). Hon W. L. Mackenzie King in-
quired if all the correspondence was
there. Sir Robert replied that it was.

Sir Robert's letter, in reply to the
now famous one in which Mr. Murdock
tendered his resignation, reads as fol-
lows:

Ottawa, Ont., June 25.
My Dear Sir:

“I beg to acknowledge your letter of
the 24th instant, which reached me this
morning after it had made its appear-
ance in the press,

“The necessary recommendation wil
be made to his excellency, the governor-
general, to give effect to your resigna-
tion.

‘*Any further reply to the statements
set forth in your letter will be made
in the public discussion which will
shortly take place in the House of Com-
mons., .

“Yours faithfully,

(Signed) “R. L. Borden.”

He adds that “I would be unwilling
to draw salary from the treasury of
the Dominion unless it were made pos-
sible for the Board of Commerce to
carry on effectively and as by law in-
tended.”

On the next day, Mr. Murdock wrote
to Sir Robert again, in which he re-
fers to a conference with the prime
minister on the previous evening, at
which, according to Mr. Murdock’'s
letter, Sir Robert suggested that ‘it
would be inadvisable to complete the
Board of Commerce by appointment
until such time as the privy council
had determined the status of the
board.” Mr. Murdock adds that he
could only continue ‘*‘as a commis-
Sioner of the Board of Commerce of
Canada on the understanding that the
bersonnel of the Board of Commerce
be completed by appointment at once
In order that the board may proceed
with the many important duties to
the Canadian people awalting its ac-
tion, and that the board be freed by
Statute from the control of the Civil
Service Commission in the appoint-
ments of its required expert assistants
or advisers necessary and properly in-
cident to the carrying on of the funce
tions of the board. This would also,
of course, include the submission of
the necessary estimates to Pariiament,
such estimates having been placed in
;he hands of the Government for spme
ime.

“*Under any other arrangement than
above I would feel that I ®a not giv-
ing to the people of Canada service for
compensation received, and, therefore,
could not continue to accept salary.”

Wrote to Murdock.

On the same day (June 18) Sir
Robert wrote to A. R. Murdock the
following letter:

“‘Dear Mr. Murdock.—I have vour
letter of the 17th instant. and since
then I have made a statement in Par-
liament and further, I have had the
advantage of an interview with you at
which the whole question was frankly
and fully, but not finally discussed. It
is my hope that during the coming
week I may be enabled to take up the
matter further with yvou.

“Your observations as to the seri-
ousness of the public duty which you
have undertaken command both my
concurrence and my deep appreciation.
I am grateful to vou for the service
that you have rendered. The task has
been burdensome and difficult, but I
know that you have given thereto the
full measure of your undouhted abillty
and great earnestness,

“Yours faithfully,

(Signed) “R. L. Borden.’”
Three Days Later.

Three days later, Mr. Murdock wrote
to Sir Robert, forwarding a memor-
anGum in which are outlined the sec-
tions of the Board of Commerce act,
“which were changed in effect by the
revision of the civil service act, which
was made effective November 10, 1919 "
In his letter, Mr. Murdock calls at-
tention to changes proposed in the
annual report of the Board of Com-
merce, ‘‘to insure prompt and satisfac-
tory empldyment of various expert as-
sistants that the board may need for
a short time occasionally without the
notoriety or delay of going to the civil
service commission.”

Then comes Mr. Murdock's letter of
June 24, in which he resigns his ap-
pgimmem, and Sir Robert’s reply cited
above.

Robson and Borden

Correspondence over the resignation
of Judge Robson as chairman of the
Board of Commerce opens with a let-
ter from Judge Robson to Sir George
Foster of February 23, 1920, and closes
with a letter from J. B. Hugg to Sir
George on March 7, 1920, The first let-

ter has already been published. In it
Judge Robson tenders his resignation
and expresses the view that he is “‘out
of sympathy with the act (the com-
bines and fair prices act), and it is
my duty to inform you thereof.”

‘“We restrain and discourage the
citizen who supplies food and cloth-
ing,”” Judge Robson adds, ‘‘but leave
free to profiteer as he pleases the man
who deals in non-essentials or lux-
uries.”” A letter from Sir George Fos-
tre follows, in which Judge Robson is
informed that his resignation has been
accepted and promising that sugges-
tions made will have Government con-
sideration.

own measure.

Disclaims Responsibiiity.

“I disclaim responsibility for the
fact that the board was not equipped
with staff to enable it to enter into
the details of every person and con-
cern in Canada engaged in the produc-
tion, manufacture or distribution of
the necessaries of life. It was impos-
sible for us to undertake that work
without men of our own choosing. That
was a matter unsolved when I left.

. CLEMENTINA,

Clementina had its origin in angient
Rome. Clemens was a cognomen and
vas borne by Vespasian's
Citus Flavius Clemens, who was put
p death by Domitian on a charge of
eism, like others who went over to
hrisu;_mity, A very early church at
Rome is dedicated to him, and he is
thought by some to be the same Cle-

mens which St. Paul mentions.
Clemens, taken as a Latin adjective,
signifies ‘‘merciful’”’; from it the sub-
stantive Clementia came to be formed.
The Romans worshiped Clementia, the
personified virtue, as a goddess, bear-
ing a cup in one hand and a lance in
the other, and the title “Your Cle-
mency’”’ became the mode of address-
ing emperors. In England and France,
Clementina is probably the direct out-
growth of the legend of St. Clements,
who was martyred by being beheaded
and thrown into the sea where a shrine
of coral was formed round his head.
He is the patron saint of sailers. Italy
modernized the early Roman goddess
by calling her Clemenza, and Germany
is responsible for Clementine. The
charming Clementina is the English
version. It gained great vogue and
achieved widespread usage in honor ot
the Italian lady in “Sir C. Grandison.”
The turquoise is Clementina’s
manic stone.
