part of its formal celebration. In Eng.
land the cart in which the load was
brought was ealled a hock eart, and it
was surmounted by & figure made ofa
sheaf of corn gaily dressed and adorned,
Some have thought that this particular
custom dated back to heathen times, and
that the figure represented Ceres. A
piper and taborer went in front, snd
the cart wits surrounded by the laughing
and cheering reapers snd children,

Somewhere on the rosd at times &
neighbor with s taste for ancient practical
jokes wouid fie in wail to thiow pails
of waler on the cart as it passed. This
wai @ quite legitimate reoreation, and
those on of gbout the eart hal tolook out
for thedryness of their own clothes ani
ekins.
