and tiose dlealing with thein; to compile, record, and publisli 15
statistics respecting tlhe sane; to promote the observance of such
regulations andi requiremnents as may be by by-law established,
not being contrary to law; and to adjust, settle, and determine
controversies and misunderstandings between persons engaged in
the said trades, or which may be subniitted to arbitration as 20

Powers. hereinafter provided ; to which ends the corporation is hereby
empowered by vote of the majority at any annual, quartel1y, or
special meeting of the issociation, to inake aIl proper and needful
biy-laws for its govermnent, for the maintenance and due regulation
of the Corn Exchange Oflies and property thereof, for the raising 25
of capital, not e:<ceeding in anount the aforesaid suin of one
hundred thousand dollars, by the issue of transferable shares or
otherwise, for the appointing of the conditions under which shares
may be transferred or forfeited, for the employment of a secretary
and sueh clerks anîd other ofiicers and servants as may be necessary, 30
for regulating the mode of voting at any ordinary or geneuil
meeting, and to determine yvhether the Presiding Officer shall or
shal not vote, or shall or sha11 not have a double or casting vote
in case of a tic, and for all and any other purposes, within the
powers conflerred by this Act, and for the administration of their 35
affairs generally; provided, always, such by-laws are not contrary
to law; and further, to anend and repeal such by-laws from time
to time in manner provided by such by-laws, and generally shall
have all ncedful corporate powers for the purposes of this Act.
