Another graduate who displayed
talent in literature is Marianne Otly
who now resides at Gagetown. Re-
ceiving her B. A, from U. N. B. in
1911 and M. A. 2t Chicago in 1912,
Miss Otty has written widely for
magazines, and alsc did much work
for government bureaus in the U,
S., getting out tourist Iliterature.
Iszbel Bliss, who was a cousin of
Bliss Carman, is another of our
grads. She received har B. A. at
U.N. B.in 191%. In 1921 she obtain-
ed an M. A., and later on a Ph. D.
degres. At present, Miss Bliss is a
professor at Western College, Ox-
ford, Ohio, Dorothy Gostwick Rob-
erts, daughter of Capt. and Mrs.
Theodore Roberfs, who are now
resident in Fredericton, is another
uf our students who have become
known in Literature. WHer poema3
are collected in “Songs For Swift
Feet,” a Ryerson Poeiry Thap book.

We are proud to claim Muriel
Miller as another graduate of U. N.
B. Educated locally, first at Hart-
land Superior Sehool, then at Fred-
ericton High, she then came up the
hill. In 1951 she received her B. A,
wining on graduation the Dougias
Gold Medal for her English essay on
Bliss Carman. Miss Miller took her
M. A. in Engiish at the University
of Toronto in 1933. She huas won
high praise in the field of Liitera-

ture, some of her works being “Bliss
Carman, a Portrait” (1935), “Homer
Watson: The Man of Doom™ (1938),
and a series of 22 articles entitled

“Famous Canadian Artists"” (1938-
719). One of cur most recent prizes,
the Miller Memorial Prize in His-
tory is offered by Miss Miller in
memory of her mother, Maud M.
Miller. Our first woman professor,
Dr. Louise Thcmpson, is another of
our more recent graduates. After
a brilliant career “up the hill”’ Miss
Thompson received her B. A. in
1937, and in 1938 she took a B. Ed.
at Edinburgh University. The next
year she was appointed assistant in
the Department of Kducation, and
has always taken a great intsrest
in the girle up the hill, In 1942,
Miss Thompson left for further stu-
diee at Yale, and received her Ph.
D. in 1944, and was then appointed
to head the Department of Educa-
tivn and Philogophy at U. N. B, An-
other of our women faculty mem-
bers is Alathier Warren, who took
her B. A. here in 1939. SkLe then
undertook post-gradvate stady at
Clark University, and obtaired her
M. A, in 1941. In 1942 she was ap-
pointed as assistant in the Depart-
ment of Education, and now we find
her on the top floor of the Arts
Building in the Department of
Biology.

With us. and workiug amougst us
at U.N.B. we have two more gradu-
ates making their mark in the
historical field referring oL course
to Katlherine MacNaughton, B. A.,
1941, and Frances Firth, who recei-
ved her B. A. in 1943. They are
both research fellows in History
under grants from the Rockefeller
Foundation, and are engaged in
writing. Miss MacNaughton's hook
will be a History of the Theory and
Practice of Education in New Bruns-
wick, and Miss Firth's book is to be
a History of Higher Education in
New Brunswick.

We are very proud to mention
also all our graduales who are hack-
ing our country’s war effort in many
ways, as members of the service,
hospital workers, inspectors in mu-
nition factories and war workers.
Many of these giris are well known
to the girls at present up the hill, as
they were the Juniors and Seniors
cf a few years ago.

In this short space, it is naturaly
impossibe to mention all who could
or should be mentioned. Only a
few, very few indeed, have been
taken to represent the many who
have had the privelege of being co-
eds here, and who have passed from
their Alma Mater to make their
paths in the fields of education,
literature, law and coinmerce.
They have carried the traditions of
our university with them, and have
built upon them, bringing honor to
U.N.B. by their effcrts. They are
an inspiration to us-—and a challe-
nge also. How about it girls—are
we game ?

There is a prejudice against Cana-
dian historiane. Why? A larse

number of Canadians are little
interested in reading our owa hist-
ory. Why? Other countries are
studying their native history, We
study history hut usually that of the
other countries.

The first problem of a historiun
is to gather material. Sometimes,
as 1 war documents, there is too
much material, but wusually the
historian suffers because of the lack l
of it.

Before we can have a general
histovy of Canada, and New Brunsg-
wicl:, there must first be many
seconcary, small, specifiz histcries
& wiitten. This requires research,
and lots of it. Then the historian
is faced by the great task of arrang-
ing and synthesizing all into a
general histery based on defipite
patterns waich will give an over-all
pictvre so that we will ses the hist-
ory of Canada, as that of our Domin-
ion, g,nd not as that of nine separate
provinces.

After all other obstacles are nver-
come, history must be written as
‘literature” so the Canadian people
will read it. The historian will
have to combine sound knowledge
with literature.

R. C. meeting on
Frigay 23rd. to order by agking that
the minutes of the last meeting be
read and adopted, which was promp-
tly done.

The first item to be discussed was
the opposition that had cropped up
to the plan of obtaining & covered
rink.
