1.—In the Lodge While Constituted

You are not to hold private committees or
separate convcrsa: ons without leave from the
Master, nor to talk of anything impertinently or
unseemly, nor interrupt the Master or Wardens or
any brother speaking to the Master; nor behave
yourself ludicrously or jestingly while the Lodge
is engaged in what is serious and solemn; nor
use any unbecoming language upon any pretence
whatsoever; but to pay due reverence to your
Master, Wardens and fellows and put them to
worship.

If any complaint be brought, the brother found
guilty shall stand to the award and determination

Grand Lodge of Alberta

Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons

_ We, the Grand Lodge of Alberta, Ancient,
Free and Accepted Masons, in order to form
perfect fraternal union, to establish order, to
insure tranquility, to provide for and promote
the general welfare of the Craft, and to secure
to the Fraternity in the Province of Alberta
all ine blessmgs of Masonic privileges, do order
and establish this Constitution,

Style and Title of Grand Lodge
1. The style and title of the Grand Lodge

shall be, "The Grand Lodge of Alberta,
Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons," herein-
after referred to as Grand Lodge.

Seal of Grand Lodge
2. The follow^ing is hereby adopted as the

seal of this Grand Lodge:

Work Authorized by Grand Lodge
3. This Grand Lodge recognizes and author-

izes either of the methods of conducting the
work usually styled the "Canadian" work or
the "Ancient York" work.

Composition of Grand Lodge
4. Grand Lodge shall consist of its Grand

O.lficers, its Past Grand Officers, the Past
Masters (duly returned) and the Masters and
Wardens (diUy returned) of all Lodges on the
Grand Lodge Register.

5 The representatives of five Lodges at the
Annual Coniinunication or at Special Com-
munications convened on due notice to all the
Lodges, shall be indispensably necessary to
open the Grand Lodge or transact business
therein, except on occasions of ceremony,
when the Grand Master or his representative,
with a sufficient number of Brethren, may open
the Gi-and Lodge and transact the business for
which it is called.

6. A Lodge may, by its vote properly certi-
fied by the Master and Secretary under seal,
delegate any Past Master (duly returned) of
a Lodge to represent it at any meeting of
Grand Lodge in the absence of the Master
and Wardens. No proxy shall be valid unless
it is passed in open Lodge, and the name of
the brother so delegated shall have been writ-
ten in the proxy previous to its being signed
by the Master and Secretary of the Lodge.
The name of the delegate shall be in the
hands of the Grand Secretary at least seven
days before the annual communication of

Grand Lodge No brother can represent morethan one Lodge.

7. Brethren of eminence and ability in this
or any other jurisdiction, who have rendc-od
service m the Grand Lodge may be consti-
tuted members thereof with all the rights and

clistinction as may be thought proper, but notabove that of Past Junior Grand Warden.

8. Notice of the motion to confer such rank-
must be sent in writing by the mover to the
<jrand Secretary, not later than sixtv days
preceding the annual communication a'nd the
vote in favor of the motion must be sustained
by at least two-thirds of the members present.

18. No brother shall be qualified to hold
any office in this Grand Lodge (except those
of Grand Organist and Grand Tyler), unless
he has been regularly installed as Worshipful
Master of a Lodge, and be at the time of his
election or appointment a member of this
Grand Lodge.

19. Should any officer of Grand Lodge die
or remove from the jurisdiction or become
incapable, for any reason, of performing the
duties of his office, the Grand Master may
appoint a qualified brother to fill the position
until the next annual communication, or dur-
ing such incapacity.

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Mode of Electing the District Deputy Grand
Masters

20. Subject to the approval of and con-
firmation by the Grand Master, the District
Deputy Grand Master of each district shall
be elected by the majority of the votes of the
Past Masters and the representatives of the
Lodges of such district present at the annual
comiiuinication of Grand Lodge. He nmst be
a Past Alaster and a resident of the district
for which ne is elected.

2\. The representatives of each district
shall meet immediately after the election of
the members of the Board of General Purposes
at such place in Grand Lodge as shall be desig-
nated by the Grand Master, and under a pre-
siding member appointed by him. The presid-
ing member shall appoint two Scrutineers who
shall receive the ballots (previously prepared
for the purpose by the Grand Secretary in the
same form as the ballot papers for the other
officers of Grand Lodge) and shall report the
result of the vote (the Lodges and Past
Masters voting in the same manner as upon
the election of the other Grand Officers). The
candidate receiving the majority of the \ otes
cast shall be the member elected by the Dis-
trict, and the presiding member shall com-
municate the result of the ballot to the Grand
ALister.
