-At a recent sitting at Dawson. the Yukon Legislature ap-
pointed a committee to memorialize the Government of Can-
ada regarding the Boyle concession, the largest gold mining
coneession in the Klondike camp. 1t covers forty square miles,
and is partly owned by the Guggenheims. The memorial will
ask an investigation by fhe Government as to how the conces-
s\ion was acquired and how it is held. George Black made a
ringing speech denouncing this concession as a great steal of a
large portion of the richest Klondike placers.

“The returns for the year ending June 30, do not make it
very clear what advantage the United States has derived from
its policy of reciprocity with (‘uba.  The exports into that
country from the island came to $97.441.690 upon which a tariff
rehate of twenty per cent. was paid by the Treasury.

—One of the largest deals ever made in the lumber business
has just been put through by which the Fraser River Saw-
wills.

The purchase includes
the big plant of the company at Millside, near New West-
n:inster, its extensive logging camps, and over three billion
feet of standing timber. The mills of the Anacortes Tumber
and Box Company. at Anacortes, B.C.. which were owned by
the Fraser River Sawmills, Limited, are also included in the
deal and the total consideration exceeds two and a half million
dollans.,

—“The American Bankers’ Magazine » savs that for August
the decline in 387 representative stocks reached the staggering
total of $680000.000. This makes an aggregation of $1,725.000
since the beginning of the year, of which $555,000,000 is in
American railroad shares, $240.000,000 in British funds, and
$180.000.000 in British railway and ordinary stocks. Judging
purely from a percentage basis. however, the maost serious

losses have heen in the South African market, averaging
about 25 per cent.

OUR SALMON SUPPLY.

Retail traders throughout the country must bhe view-
ing with some consternation, the enhanced price of all
canned goods this autumn.  Such a staple as salmon is
already set at a hich price, and bids fair to be more ex-
persive efore spring. This js happily true; only of the
hest grades of those of cheaper quality supplies are
ample.  The ranning out of the domestic supply is
greatly to be deplored: though from our own view
northern or from Siberian waters the shortage may he
made up by another season,

What is annoying and (roublesome at the present
time ix tha policy which has permitted the olden time
abundant <upplies of Pacific coast silmon to Fail us just
now.

According to the diarist, Evelyn, there was a time
when rivers in Ireland were so stocked with salinon,
that dogs could take them by diving.  Fishermen com-
plained that theyv could net venture to put down their
iets at certain times, hecause the immense swarms of
fish tore them asunder.

The worst of it is, that our legislators have had warn-

inge respecting this matter, which have not heen duly
considered. In 1903, when the spawn should have heen
deposited which would produce the fish supplies for
1907, the Provincial Fishery [nspector, J. P. Babeock.
reported :

“the fact that the number of sockeye which reich:dthe spawn--

ing @rounds of the Fraser River this year was so small as to
serionsly threaten the destruction of the great industry. Ior
I can positively state from personal observation that the run
of sockeye to the Fraser watershed above the great canyon
(which includes the Quesnel, Shuswap and  Seton-Anderson
Lakes section) was a failure. and that virtuall no spawn to
produce a future run was deposited there this year, though
combined, these lake regions constitute what is Lelieved to be
75 per cent of the natural spawning grounis of the sockeye
selmon of the entire Fraser River watershed.”

He praposed then that simple precautions should he
taken as follows:

“In a previous report T advocated that the State of Wash-
ington should establish in her waters a closed season for 36
hours each week, as has been enforeed in our waters for many
years, and I am still of the opinion that if that shall be done
in the years of the big run, and any fishing whatever prohibit-
ed from August 25 to September 15 in her waters; and that
all fishing in the Fraser above the railway bridge at New

The industry requires to he thoroughly investigated
hevond a doubt.  Some arrangement ought to he feas-
ible whereby Washington shall co-operate with British
Columbia in conserving this valuable fish.  Fishing re-
gulations should he laid down and adhered to. There
will be the temptation to estahlish costly hateheries no
doubt, though expericnce shows that they can do very
little towards preserving a commercial fishery. The
salmon must he allowed to reach their redds ” in suf-
ficient numbers; they must receive some protection in
their smolt and parr stages. The meshes of nets must
be strictly regulated as to size.
kept free from pollution.

The contention of the Dominion against the Province
is probably wrong, and the salmon, as a fresh water fish
which takes to the sea for ¥ living, is perhaps Provineial
property. But the industry is so important a one as to
be naticnal, and it is likely it may receive hetter atten-
tion from Ottawa than from Provincial politicians,
Then there is the international aspect of the case which
requires federal attention. Taken altogether, it looks
as though there should he some hearty co-operation
possible wherely the Province and the Dominion at
large might cndeavour to promote thiz business as
trustees for the people of the future. Surely something
must be done to save Canadians from the shame of be-
ing accused by generations still to come of wilfully
squandering what should have been their heritage.
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PROFESSIONAL ADVERTISING.

It has long been debatable whether practicing physi-
cians and surgeops serve themselves and the publie het-
ter by refraining from the use of the public press for
the purposes of advertising. The leaving of this effica-
cioug mode of securing customers to quacks and patent
mediaine vendors has the effect of inducing public ¢on-
fidence in advertised nostrums which are “ sold by all
druggi=ts ™ and by many general storckeepers, and
doubtless feteh as much money as the total fees of the
cr.tire medical profession.

The doctor who has spent years at his “Alma Mater”
—McGill, Trinity, Toronto or Taval—and probably
“walked the hospitals ™ at Vienna, Berlin, Edinbuigh
or Gottingen, hesides hurning the midnight lamp after
some high pranks in public places at home and abroad
—has to hegin in his lonely hachelor quarters in the
city or town of hix choice, and wait and wait -and wait
Tor some one to read hix poor brass sign in some street
midway hetween the downtown  sky-scrapers and  the
uptawn residences and clubs, and make as much <how
and appearance of middle age prosperity as possible, ho-
fore he ix Dlessed with his first patient who, unless a
teh vounger man, makes him as nervous as an elderly
bride over her first-horn.  Then he must wait to have
hiv successes spoken of at five-o’clock teas and by those
of the profession who are thinking of retiring, deans of
the faculty and others. During these many years the

doctor—unless he marry a rich wife—may starve for
all the world may know or care.—and all hecanse it is
heneath his dignity to advertise himself and his ae-
quircments—the while his rival—some rural concoctor
of pills and syrups—is. selling his nostrums by the mil-
lion bottles and hoxes all over the Tand, and often cur-
ing—hy faith and well prepared certificates—people
who Telieve what they find  persiztently placed hefore
thiem in almanaes and the dailv press.

But tlic medical and surgical professions are not the
only clazs who scem to ignore advertising as it is em-
ploved by the leeal profession, for example, whose
dircetory in these columns has to he steadily reeruited
every few vears to replace those who have heen raised
to the Bench—Dhbecome Minizters of the Crown. states-
men and so on.

The members of the Stock  Exchanges in Canada,
though more free to advertise than their kin in London
and clzewhere, do not avail themselves hut very rarely
of the means of making themselves known in seasons
ol quictness to investors at a distance—especially when
the hank acconnts of their city customers are heeoming
depleted after a <pell of more than wonted activity.
That the members of the Stock Exchange in London
are thinking the matter over seriously of lafe is shown
by contributions that have heen appearing in financial
Journals for some time, the ohject heing to recommend
and employ advertising as a panacea for the restoration
of their business fo it normal state. The newspapers
woeuld naturally welcome any movement of the kind.

In London the question whether membors of the
Stock Exchange be allowed to advertise or not. has <o
many sides fo it, that the subject is being  seriously
though deliberately considered. The contention on the
pesitive side, that memhers of the Exchange should bhe
at Liberty in the matter, receives much support from

the jobbers whose interest in it would appear to be
little more than academic. (See Journal of Commerce,
May 3, 1907.) They argue that advertising should bring
more business, diverting a fair amount of trade which
now goes to outsiders who advertise and who frequent-
ly run stock against their clients—or by means of calls
given them upon lines of shares, are enabled to supply
huyers with the securitics they so assiduously push.

The Stock Exchange in either case derives no
henefit from the husiness, although, it is argued, where
the client suffers loss from the unscrupulousness  of
these outsiders, the “House” is generally included in
the condemnation poured out Dy the victim.

It is clear from late legislation respecting contract
notes that there are many people unacquainted with the
difference between the Stock Exchange member. hound
on the one hand by the striet rules of his House and a
high code of honour, and the  tonting fraternity of the
hucket-shop  on the other hand, restricted only hy the
law of the land. It would, as a contemporary puts it,

be mere trifling to decree that “brokers” who are mem-
hers of the London Stock Exchange must indicate this
on their contracts unless some real necessity  exists
therefor.

It they were allowed to advertise in the public
lapers, members would he able to announce the fact,
and thus draw more emphatic distinetion hetween their
own calling and that of the outsiders who, as it is, have
so much of the field to themselves. In this way, there-
fore, advertising would do solid good to the Stock lx-
change, and frustrate efforts to attract business in
Ytocks and shares in directions which the client would
avoid were he hetter acquainted with c¢hannels that the
member of the Stock  Exchange might properly term
lepitimate.

There are doubtless curh hrokers in Canadian cities
as in London whose integrity ix above reproach. hut
there are others whose practices tend to taint the whole
husiness. To allow advertising in London, it is claimed
that the entire =ystem should be changed. In the first
place members there are compelled to  deal only with
their own principals or authorized clorks. Theyv could
net. as in Montreal and Toronto, circularize cach pro-
prictor that they have orders in securities, for to do so
would Tose  them  their membership.  Tn London the
Stock Fxchange does not invite business of -a specula-
tive nature from all and sundry.  The ohject is to check
reckless gambling, to restrain irresponsible persons.
The Tucket-shop in London and elsewhere takes a sum
hig or Tittle, upon cover ot an option, from a clerk as
freely as frem an emplover, and © fosters the gambling
spirit that the Stock Exchange there endeavours to re-
strain in all hut a Timited class.”

Thus the regular London Stock Exchange member
would not henefit by advertising except from principals,
and to do this the rule would have to he repealed which
now forbids touting for other men’s clients. Tt is le-
lieved that the dignity of the House would stand in the
way, and in England this stands for a good deal. Tt is
also pointed out that big men with abundance of capital
would have unfair advantages over their smaller oper-
ators if advertising were allowed.

The times all over do not favour much change at pre-
sent in the prevailing system; but there can be little

doubt that much
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doubt that much business is lost to the members of our

Stock Fxchanges in Canada owing to the neglect of ju-

dicious advertising—in papers that reach all parts of
the country. Some may contend that the country can
afford the loss.

STEAM VERSUS ELECTRIC TRACTION.

The Institute of Electrical Engineers over the border
has been instituting a series of comparisons 1wt\\‘8('n the
cost of steam and electrical operations extended over
216,974 miles of railway in that countrv. Tt was to he
expected that the plasticity of which figures are capable
in skil'ed hands would be availed of in preparing a
brief where only one side was consulted. We give, how-
ever, the conclusions as set forth in the interesting
paper read before the Institute lately as the result of
the syvtematic inquiries made.

The whole country was divided into ten sections, of
which New England, the smallest, has 8,094 miles of
line, with gross earnings of $14,511 per mile, steam
cperating expenses of $10,493 per mile, estimated clee-
tric operating expenses of $8,604 per mile, and an esti-
mated =aving of $1,889 over steam. The interest at 5
per cent. on electrical equipment, excluding rolling-
stock, is $647 per mile, showing a net saving of $1,242
per mile.  The greatest estimated saving is in a group
composed of New York, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, De-
laware and Marvland, with 23,281 miles of line. Here
the respective figures per mile are:—(iross carnings.
E20,752; steam operation, $13,671: clectrie operation,
€11,210; saving, 2,461 : interest, $790; net saving,
$1.671.  The next greatest advantage is shown by a
group compos<ed of Ohio, Indiana, and Michigan. with
25,208 miles.  The figures here are, in the previous
order, $12.483, $9.198. $7.5042. $1.656, $640, and a net
saving of $1,016.

In voting for this measure there was no doubt in the
minds of western members the desire to obtain greatly
reeded labcur.  That they were invoking the aid of a
Frankenstein which would develop hatred, malice, and
international difficulty none of them could have fore-
seen.

Had it not been for a popular outbreak against
Orientals in a neighbouring U. 8. city where white
labour is highly organized, there would have been a
continuance of the grumbling objection to the influx of
the foreigners, but probably no violence. So far as our
advices show the mobs in Vietoria were mustered and
led hy labour agitators from Washington territory.
This ix a feature of the trouble which - should not be
ienored.

Meanwhile the agitation in  British Columbia is
greatly to be deplored from an international point of
view, and in the present condition of the labhour market
it is to be hoped that counsels of tolerance will not be
unheeded.

THE MOSELEY DISCLOSURES.

There is not much solace for the numerous creditors of the
N oseley Leather Co. in the disclosures of the last few days.
Th+ liabilities have been inordinately increased through the in-
clusion of the private indebtedness of K. Frank Moseley, the
manager. A quarter of a million dollars is probably a low es-
timate of the total amount, which is nothing short of seandal-
It has, how-
ever, been suspected for some time that Moseley was in dan-

ous, for the business *transacted of late years.

ger of slipping from the path of business integrity, and Mrs.
Moseley. who is by birth a member of a wealthy and well-
known fanily. prominent in commeicial cireles, appears to
have pledged her income to save her huband’s credit. Litiga-
tion has arisen over this point, as it is not clear that she had
the power under the Will by which she inherits, to impoverish
herself in this mann>r. The whole business of winding-up the
estate is thorny and surrounded with lu;_r’nl pit-falls.  Advances
made by Mr. Jas. Robinson. a well-known  successful figure.in
the wholesale shoe trade, to cover future supplies, were really
friendly loans. made as a mere temporary assistance on the
stre gth of assurances, strained in most particulars. Another
creditor whose case is peculiarly hard upon the face of it. is
Mr. Paul Gal bert. a long establi<hed leather merchant, who
d'scovered a week or two ago that Moseley had realized about
£25 000 on warehouse receipts covering valuable hid»s which
had Deen entrusted to hig care by Mr. Galibert Before his
fight from the city, he had drawn upon business acquaintances
at a distance upon whom he had no present claim and had
rerlized upon the- drafts.

The business had been conducted in a most curions and un-
premising manner, but this was not discovered until after his
insclvency. It appears that his personal irregularities had long
been known to many outside of the immediate cirele of his
friends. though his ability to disentangle himself from embar-
rassment in the past gave some hepe that he might pull
through. Thrre will not be much sympathy for Moseley him-
self in the disaster whieh he has brought upon himself and his
closest friends, his family., and a wide circle of commercial as-
scelat s, The list of creditors filed is a long one. including:

There have becn some fears that the resemblance
between the poison and  the so-called  noyau, or almond ex-
tracts and ossenees, was not confined to the smell, Some
cases of jee eream poisoning were attributod to this cause. and
samples wore submitted to My, Lemoine of the Inland Revenue
Department of Ottawa. He now reports upon these as fol-
lows:  * Prussic acid is entirely frece from sixty-one of the
sixty-five samples gathered.  In one of the remaining samples
a mere trace was found and in only three was the quantity
measurable  In these eases the amount is too swall to have
any practical danger to the user, and although its presence
may be taken to be a guarantee of {he natural character of
the article it is undesirable that even traces should remain in
the flavoring extracts.”

“Mr. Lemoine oxplains that prussic acid is not an essential
clement of an alnond lavoring extract, except in th sense
that it i naturally produeel by a ferment present in the
almond ™ seed. which acts on the clucoside amyedaline to pro-
duce benzaldehyde and prissic acid, together with glucose. The
benzaldehyde s the essential component. so far as develop-
ment is concerncd. For culinary purposes it should be removed
by special treatment.,

“In omodern procetice it s usual fo substitute an artificial
benzaldehyde, nade from toluene, for the article produced as
above, by fermentation of amyadaline. The artificial benzal-
deivde it seareely inferior as a flavoring ageat. to the nat-
ural oil.” Tt has the advantage of being entirely free from
prussic acid, and T cannot regard the employment of pure ben-
zaldehyile in the preparation of almond flavoring CSSONCER, AN
fraudulent; although 1 consider it desirable that a distinetion
should be made between <sueh an cssence and one made from
the #Tvcnd Lernell by apponding (he seriptive word * Artifi-
cinl ' to the same.

THE FOOD VALUR OF THE DOLLAR.

The Statisticians at Washington are continually in search of
uaterial upon which to exercise their really remarkable ingen-
uity. Nothing in the heavens above, in the earth bemeath, or
in the waters under the earth is entirely beyond their calcula-
tion. It ig distinetly unfortunate that the old alage * figures
doi’t lie,” is not a truism for these talented gentlemen :are
able at short notice to produce tables, and examples proving
or disproving any single or complex thing. as the situation,
political or otherwise, may require.

The gentlemen of the Bureau of Labour of the United States
have just put into the hands of their printer the results of
their annual investigation into wages and the retail prices of
food.  They prove to their complete satisfaction that in the
principal manufacturing and mechanical industries of the coun-
try average wages per hour in 1906 were 4.5 per cent. higher
than in 1905. the regular hours of labhor per week 0.5 per cent.
lower, and the number of employvees in the establishments in-
vestigated was 7 per cent  greater. The avermge full-time
weekly earnings per employee in 1906 were 3.9 per cent. great-
er than in 1905,

There was no attempt made to tabulate the growth of
salaries. probably Lecause in that land of the free and equal,
the welfare of the greatest hody of vo'ers has to receive first
consideration at the hands of an elected administration,

The discoveries made by the tabulis's in comparing the pus-

chasing power of money in several yvears was surprising con-
sidering the undoubted increase in valie of all commodities.
They claim that the retail prices of food, weightel according
Lo consumption in representative workingmen’s families, were
2.9 per cent. higher in 1906 than in 1905, As the advance in
wages per howr from 1905 to 1906 was greater than the ad-
vance in the retail prices of food. the purchasing power of an
howr's wages, as measured by food. was orcater in 1904 than in
the preceding year. Tn 1906 the purchasine power of an hour’s
wages asoexpended for food was 1.4 per cent. greater than in
1905 and the purchasing power of a full week’s wages was 1
Per cent. greater in 1906 than in 1905. or. in other words, an
howr’s wages in 1906 in the manufacturing and mechanieal in-
dustrics of the United States would  purchase 1.4 per cent.
more food than an hour's wages in 1905, and a full week's
wazes in 1905 would pnrchase 1 per cent. more food than a
full week's wages in 1905,

not bring into force the Newfoundland Foreign Fishing Ves-
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1905, and also that the provisiens ef the first part of sectiom 3
of the act of 1905 as to boarding and briwging into port, and
also the whole ‘of section 3 of the same act, will not be regard-
ed as applying to American fishing vessels,

(2) In consideration of the fact that the shipment of New-
foundlanders by American fishermen outside the three-mile
limit is not to be made the bas’s of interference or to be penal-
ized, the Government waives the use of purse sines by Ameri
can fishermen during the term governed by this agreement
and also waives the right to fish on Sund - ys.

(3) 1t is understood that American fishing vessels will make
their shipment of Newfoundlanders, as fishermen, sufliciently
fax from the exact three-mile limit to avoid reasonable doubt.

(4) 1t is understood further that American fishermen will
pay light dues when not deprived of their rights to fish and
will comply with the provisions of the ctlonial enstrms law @8
to rporting at a custom house when physially possible to do
s0.”

It will bhe mnoticed that the bait supply quesiion. formerly
the crux of the whol» dispute, is not allu-led to in this vear’s
agreement.

It is m'nel in Carada to a con-
siderable extent, for the plaster trad>, amd also for expnt,
404 854 tons valued at $446.78) having been shipp+d out of the
country last year.

It is capable, und:r preparation, of breinz reduced to a soft
white anl heavy powder. and used to be, pethaps still is. sold
largely to the great United States grain mills, where it was
used as an adulteraticn of fine flour.

It is lso used and much less nefariously in what is known
as the Burtonization of beer.  This practice arises from the
fact that the reputed execllenc: of certamn British beers,
notably those of Burton and Newwawk. is attrbuled to the
prese ce of caleium sulphate in th: mnatural water used in
their preparation. It has b en calculat 4 that 350000 pound=
of gypsum are annu lly i bibed in potations of Burt m beer.
and snce cyp vm is soluble to a ¢ rtain exent. att mpts
have he n made with varied sucees< to add similar artificial
salts to water not derived from gy sum-bearing beds. and
large quantities of gypsum are purchased Ly briwers in Eng-
land for this purpose. This aldition, although advantageons.
does not produce so pafect a combination of salts as that

A NEW URSE FOR PEAT BEDS:

There are extensive peat deposits in the Province of Quebec,
which have at present but slight valie, though at varous
times attempts have been made to prepare it for sale as fuel,
If the “Paint, Oil and Drug Review” is correctly informed re-
tent discoveries will give a new and enlarged value to the peat
Logs. It appears that the gquestion of aleohel as.a fuel for au-
tomobiles, motor boats, ete., has recently been in vestigated in
a thorough manmner by Bitish experts and it has been found
that the cost of obtaining the fluid from ondinary grains, vege-
tables, ete, is too great to make it a substitute for gasoline
froma standpoint of price, Lt has been found, however, that al-
¢chol may be obtained from peat, which is gathered in quanti-
ties in different parts of Europe and in the coller climates of
North America. It is estimated that pcat alechol may be mar-
keted for as low as 6 cents a gallon.

The process consists in mixing peat with dilute sulphurie
ac.d in detinite quantity. heating it to a definite temperature
o pressure for a definite time and thus obtaining an extmnet
contiining s.ccharine mattors which may be famented, after
pertial neutralzation with lime. by means of a special ferinent-
ation of yeast. Similarly the solid residue after being drained
and dricd, is distilled, and made to yield ammonin and oils, the
ammonia being subsequently converted into sulphate.  Other
by -products are obtained at the Same fime, including ether,
sulpha te « f lime aand methyl aleohol, emiployed extensively as a
denaturant for industrial alechol.

From the direction taken by exported cotton seed oil. it has
for sime time heen suspceted that it is being largely wsed as
an adulter nt of olive oil in the south of Francs and Spain.
This is an import: nt matter owing ¢ o the great and increa sing
use of olive oil as an artiele of food.

Comsul Gereral B 1. Ridgdy. of Bareelonn, wiites that
thire has been soine talk recently about the alleged adultera-
tion of olive oil iv Sp tin. and after care ful inguiry to the

i

fac s pr s«unts the following stitement:

It apperrs that owing to th> abnormmlly hish prices ot
whieh olive «l is being soll this y-ar it ha< bem fornd that
e of adulterating

~ome dealers hwve rsort d to the pract
olive ol with lingeed or sesamie oil, in order to brine it within
the reach of their poorer custorners. It is understood, in-
deed . that soms ma wfachiurers of th =e seed oils have prepaved
a sp-eial grade from the first erushings which is being used
for the purpose.

Representations h ve he n made to the government with a
view to potectirg the infercsts of the manuf -cturers of
olive oil, lut some of the leazling olive-oil crichors have held
aloof, considering such action futil, invsmuceh as the prevail-
ing conditions will. “in all probability. hivve diappeared within
a few months. :nd the enforcoment of existing muanici--al y-
Llaws and regulations is all that is required to ingure that no
olive 0il be soll as such which contiins any admisture of
other oils. 1 may sy that 1he alleged cis»s o f adulteration
refr slely to oil for loeal consumpticn. and {in no way to
those manufacturers with acercdited bhrands which are sold
for export.

He says nothing about the use of cotton seed oil. and lead-
ing manuficturers refuse to even disauss the subject.  But
there is left the coisnation that fool exp 'rts declare that
whn th Americanoil has ben suffidently refined to en=alle it
to be mixel with Spnish oil of good value, it is as perfectly
whelesime as olive oil itself. .
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INDIAN GROWN COTTON.,

The possibilities for th production of cotton in India., with
its suit ible cl.mate, ch-ap l:bour, and immense Iind arcas are
wlmost unbounded.

The acreage under cotton this year is larger by 1,272,000
acr.s than last year. a part being planted to Egyvptian cotton,
which ix reportad as daing well, Some of the vaviety of cotton
grown in Sind w.s marketed last yoar at good prices, anid
great hopes are placed on its future production.

About half of the raw cotton produced is now required by
Inddan mills. which have enlarg d their cipacity during the
lagt. vear. especially for the production  of  piece goods of a
higher gride, most of which the mills exp-et to sell in the
local market for home consumption,

The raw cotton experted from  India during 1905-7 was
7296591 hundred weight, which « xeeeded the ctnntity export-
ed the vear previous by only a few hundredweight (5.600), but
the value was $73,218 910, or g.eater by $2.0:9000, The prin-
cipal buyers of the crop were Japan, which took 1,728958;
Germany, 1648349, and  Belgium. 11004969 hundre lweight;
Dialy. France, and  Austria-llungary awere purehasers in much
smaller amounts, and England took less than 6 per cent. of
the total, which. it ix understood, she re-exported.

There appears to be no veason why Indit hotld not be able
in the future to supply the whole Oriental trade with its raw

cotton,

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MODERN ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

Seventy-five years of experimenting
evolved the incandescent light to which the
world has now become accustomed, and,
great as was the improvement thus placed
at the disposal of the public, a still
greater advance has been made by Mr.

This view is sustained by reference to
what is perhaps the finest class of edged
steel workmanship.  The secretary of the
Yokohama Foreign Board of Trade, an
old timer in the Far East. stated that a
British - army  surgeon. out there at
the time of the Japan-China war, was
struck with the excellence of the surgical
instruments supplied to the Japanese
stafl doctors. He took with him upon his
return home «a complete case of these
Japanese-made instruments, and reported
afterwards that they were recognized as
being essentially superior, especially the
blade instruments, to those made and in
use in kEngland. And this is not an isol-
ated assertion of the superior quality of
the Japanese surgical instruments.

What has been said of axes, of the
plane and the saw. may apply to the mis-
cellaneous others. that go to make up a
carpenter and joiner kit or chest of tools.
There may be seen on view in some hard-
ware stores a specimen or two, not much
more than a sample, of the foreign style
of edge tools and other appliances. Pos-
sibly some Japanese workmen may have
crossed the  Pacific and acquired some
practice with the foreign hammer, screw-
driver, brace and bits, and so on, and
may sometimes fancy that sort of thing
if only to gratify the curiosity of his un-
travelled associates.

THE SUBSTITUTION .OF ALASKA FOR
B. C. SALMON.

In answer to enquiries the Canadian
Commercial Agent at Manchester, Eng.,
has obtained the following very satisfac-
tory statement from g large  Liverpool
firm enguged in the canned fish trade.

“ Concerning the supposed sale of can-
ned salmon of Ala under the guise of
being  British Columbia production, we

think the Canadian producers and the
Canadian  government need not fear if
any such selling did oceur. At the pre-
sent time  we should think no house
would attempt such misrepresentation.
We do not ourselves know of a single
Instance where Alaska salmon is being
represented as (anadian. The consumers
and  grocers are too familiar with the
fine, oily, tender and delicious Canadian
Sockeye salmon to mistake it for the
harder and less rich Alaska, and as all
canned salmon is retailed in this country
subject practically  to buyer’s approba-
tion on opening the can. you will easily
thus see that Alaska salmon cannot pre-
vail against Canadian Sockeye.

“ With regard to labels, the consumers
in this country yvears ago were used to

American and Canadian labels. but with
development of the packing the brands
and names became so numerous as to losa
Identity, and consequently  their signifi-
Ance inconsumers’ eves as a guarantee,

The consumers, therefore, gradually turn-
ed in preference to the brands and.labels

affixed by the houses in the canned sal-
mon trade in England, who have built up
the distributive connection for Canadian

Sockeye salmon, displacing thereby the
Chinook salmon of the Columbia river of

twenty years ago.

“The English house had the advantage
of a later inspection of the goods upon
arrival here after the long sea voyage
(3% to 41, months) which ensured closer
and later serutiny of condition and qual-
ity than if the goods were examined and
labelled in the factories before shipment.
The labels also keep brighter by not be-
ing affixed till about to be used.

“The most important point amongst
several. however, is the confidence which
the consumer and retailer have in buy-
ing brands and goods of and belonging to
responsible houses who are their own
neighbours and readily accessible for re-
sponsibility, which, of course. cannot be
the case if otherwise lahelled,

" The  British Columbia salmon pack-
ers. from experience, age quite c¢onscious
of this, and they evidently have impress-
ed the Canadian government accordingly
to not interfere with exported salmon by
the new Act. ‘

" The inspection of salmon factories
has been taken up by the packers willing-
Iy, which will meet with consumers’ ap-
proval in this country as a’ counter to the
exaggerations of the yellow press of any
nation whatever.”
