I will lis-
ten now; do talk to me.’ He did so, and never
shall I forget bow he quoted to me passages
from God’s word to show how willing Jesus is to
aave the sinner who comes to him penitent snd
willing to be obedient. Oh how much good it
did me then to hear Col. F—— talk about Je-
sus. | wondered st my former folly; and it
seemed to me very strange how I could ever have
refused to hear him or reject his kind advice,
From that day I improved every opportunity to
bear him talk about Jesus ;.and whenever I was
troubled about duty, would ge ta bim for toun-
gel, for be seemed to me the best friegg Ied.in
the world.

The army regulations lay much stress upon
this great duty. So strictly careful should sen-

He said he bad
bardly slept any for four or five nights; so
many munitions of war were passing over the
road (tbe Northern Central) on their way to
the army of the Potomac.

How strikingly in contrast with the above is
the following case, related to me some years
sgo by a friend, who travelled much on the
great * Father of Waters,” (tbe Misrissippi,)
navigation of which wus vegy much endangered
by * Snagse and Sawyers.” Of course great
watchfulness was necessary upon the part of
those who had charge of steamboats and other
vessels sailing on that river. Oone dark night,
my friend was steaming it down the river on
board one of its floating palaces, be thought he
would go on the deck towards midnight and see
what sort of Watch they kept! He did so and
found every man asleep at his post. Was it a
matter of wonder that they were snagged and
sunk before morning P

'I have indeed seen death-beds, not
a few, to" which I eould point, saying, “ Mark
thou the perfect man and behold the upright,
for the latter end of that man is peace ;” where
the chamber of death seemed the vestibule of
heaven ; and after reading how Lszarus was
borne by angels to Abraham's bosom, one al-
most expected to see their celestial forms and
hesr the rustling of their wings.

his glirious form. Oa the other harnd, death is
often preceded by an apathy, a listlessness, an
obtuseness of feeling, which renders the mind
incapable of anxiety or alarm ; and passes with
maany thoughtless ones for the peace of God.—
In tact, the frame in which people die depends
80 much on the nature of their disease, so much
on constitutional tendencies, so much on many
accidental circumstances, that it forms no safe
standard whereby to judge either what was
their character in this world, or what is their
condition in the next. By its fruit the tree is
known. Atcording to the deeds done in the
body, whether they were good or evil, is the
last award. The judgment at God’s bar turns
not on the character of men’s deaths, but of
their lives; and therefore the question which
determines whether heaven or hell shall be our
portion is not, how we died, but how we lived ?
—Dr. Guihrie.

There was a thriving Sabbath school in which
she was solict d to teach, but sbe declined, be-
cause she did ..ot feel at home with the people
yet. Therp was an interesting Bible class, but
she knew no onme in it, and therefore did not
join. ~ They were social meetings, but she did

mate acquaintances. She never sought to make
‘Triends, never spoke to the little children, never
seemed to be pleasant, and never was happy. 1
hope there are not many persons like this sad
and dreary Christisn. But if there are any who
ficd » parallel to their case here, it is of impor-
tance for them to know that the fault is their
own. The church is chilly because their hearts
are cold ; the people are unsocial because they
repel advances by their stiffness, or pride, or in-
difference. They do not find pleasure in Chris-
tian company, because they are suspicious and
jealous, full of misapprehensions and unchari-
table opinions respecting tbeir brethren and sise
ters in Christ's Church, They are not spiritually
warmed, because they will not work for Christ.
They sit and shiver in the icy solitude, and
say the Christianity of this place iz so cold,
while other Christians around them are all on
fire with holy love and joy, because they are so
fall of activity in the Master’s work. If any one
thinks, then, that his church is cold, that his
Christian brethren are unsocial, that there is no
interest in religion, let him search his own
heart, thaw out the rock of ice that is therein,
endeavgr to stir up others to love and good
works, ‘§fid note the willing response, and do
his part to promote an interest in religion, by
showing all how interested he is in it himself,

“ When all necessary instructiovs have been
given, and satis{gctory anawers to all questions
received, and lloiemu promises and declarations
made, smong others, that all idolatrous and
caste notions and practices bave been and for-
ever will be abandoped, and baptism has been
resolved upon, a pair of scissors and some bread
having been placed upon the baptismal font, the
question is put: ‘ Have you anythiog atout your
person belorging to the religion which yoa now
abjure.’

* Whatever the reply may be, the person, if s
male, is requested to uncover his head, when,
unless it has been cut before, which is sometimes
done, there at once appears the chotee —the long
long lock of hairon every Hindoo’s crown, the
distinctive mark of his religion, which he holds
sacred, and never cuts. This, the free consent
of the owner being given, is cut off in the pres-
ence of the congregation. Some one whose own
chotee has been shorn, steps forward and per-
forms the pert of the ceremony.. In some it is
a great trial to have it done; and, knowing the
value the wearer puts upon his tuft of hair, there
is deep feeling among those witnessing it. This
done, the worst difficulty is over. I then takea
piece of bread, explain that it was made by Mas-
sulmen, that it is now in the band of a Christian
who never had any caste, and who regards the
Pariab just as holy as the Brabmin. I eat a piece
and give s piece to each person awaiting bsp-
tism, which has never baen refused, I then say:

Now before God and these witnesses you are
my caste—that is, God's caste—tbe Christian
caste—the bighest caste of all—aad 1 will give
you the sign and seal—baptism.' They attach
grest importance to the nishan, (mark) as they
call it.—When the administration of the ordi-
nance bas been fully completed I give the right
hand of fellowsaip, an example which is follow-
ed by the congregations”

“ First of all came the revolution of 1848.
The wars consequent on that event planted con-
stitutjonal government in Sardinis, and opened
the doors to the Bible in Piedmont. In 1854
came the war in Turkey. It had ea its special
issue the Sultan’s firman proclaiming toleration
in.the Mohammedan Empire, and repesling the
death penalty attached to the profession of Chris-
tianity. In 1857--ceme the mutiny in Indis,
followed by a great war, The British arms tri-
umphed, and with that triumph came an edict of
toleration to sll the tribes and languages of that
grest continent, in the shepe of the Queen’s
proclamation, declaring Christianity to be the
religion of that empire of which India had now
become a part. Next, war broke out in the far
East, and that war putan end to the complete
isolation which China had masintsined for so
many centuries, and opened that distant land to
the Bible and the missionary. Haviog touched
the limits of the farthest East, war returned
westward on its steps, and in 1859 broke out
again in July. This, the war of independeuce
as it has been termed, opened the whole country,
from the Alps to Sicily, the Papal States ex-
cepted, to the circulation of the Seriptures and
the preaching of the Gospel.

War had, for the time, accomplished its
mission in the Old World. It now crossed the
Atlantic, and there with its hoarse voice, it pro-
claimed llberty to the captive. Amid fields of
unexampled carnage, it struck down one of the
most accursed systems of slavery the world ever
saw. Having done its work in the New Wozld,
it returned sgain to the Old, and it tHGDder
peal was next heard in the Deart of Germany.
This very summer, after a campaign of only
ninety days, Austria was overthrown and ceased
to exist as 8 German power ; the last vestige of
the once famous holy Boman Empire was swept
out of existence, the strongest political bulwark
of the Papacy was thrown down, and by the rise
of a great Protestaat kingdom iz Germany, the
balence of political power was turned in favor of
liberty and evangelical truth. This is s marvel-
lous chain of events. It comspicuously reveals
the foot-prints of Him who is the Church’s
Head snd the world’s King.

We promised to return to this subject a few |
weeks since, as we wished to dwell” more ful y]
upon the means whereby this Institute seeks to |
accomplish the very desirable object for whieh it !
was establisbed, viz., * the mental and spiritual |
mprovement of its members.” .

First in order and in importance, the consti-
tution specifies, Bibljcal studies.

To the Editor of the Provincial Wesleyan :—
REVD. 818 :—The question has often been
asked by recders of Wesleyan Missionary No-
tices in the old country, ** Where is Newfound-
land ;—does it beiong to England or America,
or does it belong to any one?” The answer
geuerally given is, ** It is un Island in the At-
! lantic, you will find it in the list of Eoglish
Colonies, and 1t is one of the valuable colonial
possessions of Great Britain.” This is true, but
rarely believed by the ignorant, and if they were
told that it formed the key to the vast depen-
dencies of that empire in North Americs, sucha
statement would cause surpriee. The general
idea is that it is a land of chiffs and rocks, icie-
bound end mantled in eternsl snow ; that its
skies are stormy, and ite seas always umpel.tu-
ous ; that it is seen now and again peeping
through a dense fog which scarcely ever thins
enough to let in the rays of the sun, or
the pale light of the Queen of night; thatitis
famous for its dogs, and cocfish, and yet strange
to say united to the mightiest empire under hea-
ven by one of the greatest inventions of modern
times; this they cannot clearly comprebend.

turally, and a strait. which conducted us into
one of tbe most beautiful barbours in North
America, large enough to accomodate with good
aochorege the proudest Navy in the world, and
which could be so fortificd as to defy sll the
navies ic existence'a passage through. TLis is
the natursl protection of St. Jokn’s, the capital
of the island. I might go on to state other
beauties in connection with this country, such
things as .one but God can beautily, and such
resources as only time will develope.

Its people, some suppose them to be semi-
barbarous Indians, and a white population of
fishermen from the old country so rough and
wild that they frightened the Indian race into
the woods, and claimed the sea coast as theirs
by right, being the sons of Neptune. There is
on old adage which ssys, ** It is right to speak
of & man as you find him.” This holds good in
reference to a peopls, and let me say I never
before met with so much kindness as I have ex-
perienced during my stay in Newfoundland.
Before 1 left the shores of England I was in-
formed by Rev. G. Osborne, D D., and the ex-
President of the E. B. A. Conference whose
experience was practical, that the people in
the Proviuces and in this District were generous-
hearted. Such I bave proved them to be, aud
such they are to their ministers. But there is
another feature in the character of the people
of this country wortby of note, and that is their
intellectual position. As regards St. Jobn'’s no
srgument is needed to prove the truth of this,
and when we consider that many of the leading
men of this country,holding high position in the
House of Legislation, are also holding cfficesin
connection with the Methodist churches in vari-
ous parts of this land,it cails for much gratitude
to the Great Head of the Church, that so many
of such men are found with us belping on the
“ Ark of the Lord.” It bas been supposed that
because of little contact with the rest of the
world, the people have modes and customs, ng¢-
tions and superstitions, a physiognomy and a
dialect simost peculiar to themselves, and though
descended from the same old country which
bas produced sa many intellectual giants, they
uze like oo many pigmies instead of men gifted
with reason. Such prejudices are to be at-
tributed to those who have written respecting
the manners and custome of the Newfound-
ers, and whose writings savor too much of
“ Daniel de Foe's Robinson Crusoe,” or of
the *‘ Arabian Nights’ Entertainments. As far
as I can judge there are to be found here
mental, moral, and physical capabilities only
requiring good wanagement and an extension
of general knowledge to be developed with real
and permanent benefit to themselves snd the
world. When I landed in St. Jobn's I was
welcomed at once by the friends of Metho-
dism, who have manifested their friendship by
action more than words can speak. The kind-
ness and judicious counsel of Rev. J. Priace
will not soon be forgotten by me, and if my
lite s prolonged, to promote the cause of Christ,
I shall mot regret commencing my ministerial
career under the superintendence of such a
minister of the Gospel.

Now as to its Methodism, in general, truly
we may say there is hope of better days for
Newfoundland, though at the present time com-
mercially” depressed. It has been my privilege
and honour to attend the Missionary meetings
in connection with Carbonear, Harbour Grace,
and Brigus, and I am more than persuaded of
tlie willingness of the people to help the cause
of missions. The Chsirman of the District,
whose beart yearns over this country, attended
six Missionary meetings with us, and on each
occasion the liberality of the people was a source
of joy and thankfulness. In Harbour Grace
chapel, which has been enlarged, but it is *not
yet large enough to accommodate the applica-
tions for sittings, the eollection taken up was
the largest for some years past. Whilst in
Carbonear chapel, I was reminned that I stood
on one of the oldest mission stations in the his-
tory of Methodism, where the servants of God in
earlier times toiled under great difficulties and
privations to make knowa to their fellow-men the
great truths of the Gospel. At Brigus there
was upon the whole an improvement om later
years, though not equal to those days of wealth
when the sunshine of prosperity rested upon it.

G. Harrison ren-
dered us help for a few evening¢, which was
timely, as'physically we almost failed to carry
on the services.

The aged,
tha youth, bowed in penitence at the eross, and
rose justified, and adopted. On the last evening
of the services I baptized twelve persons, and
received thirty-four on trial. Many more were
under conviction of sin, others we expect tc
unite with us in church fellowship.  Scarcely a
family remained untouched in this the greatest
day of visitation ever known in this place. We
give thanks to God, and pray that he will cause
the shower to come down ia his season, ti#there
shall be ** showers of blessing.”

A Watch Night Service.

A Baltimore Pastor gives to the Episcopal
Methodist the following account of a Watch
Night Service which he attended in London
twelve months ago :

N spent a few days with Mr. L, at Highbury
Grove, Lordan. His elegant bemc is vendered
duubly attractive by geunuine hospitality and
true Christian simplicity. The visit 1 made to
it I can never forget; the friendships 1 formed
in it, I trust, will last forever. Mrs. L. is highly
accomplished, and, what is better, sweetly devo-
ted to Christ. Their home at Highbury, re-
minded me of a certain home near Baltimore,
where I received very tender kindness and care,
and which is proverbial for elegance, hospi
tality, and comfort. On Suaday I wen:
with the family to the Highbury Wesleyan
chapel. It was the first occasion of my hearing
the service of the Church of England in a Me-
ttodist chapel, as I had not been present at a
Sunday morning service of the Wesleyans be-
fcre, The whole service of the Prayer Book
was used—Psalms, Chants, Lessone, and
Prayers ; and I must say that it was performed
in quite’as solemn and impressive a manner  as
I bave often seen in the Protestant Episcopal
Church in our country. The organ in the
chapel was a very fine one, and added mnot »
little to the interest of the services. The ser-
mon was a faithful setting forth of Christ, as
the Way, the L'ruth and the Life. In the after-
noon, I addressed the Sabbath Schools connect-
ed with the congregation. Thne next evening I
at'ended watch-night service there. It was a most
solemn occasion. The service commencad jat
balf-past ten o'clock.

Sheritf of London, preached a short, impressive
sermon from the text: * So teach us to num-
ber our days that we may apply our hearts unto
wisdom.”

I bad earnestly prayed
God to give me at least one soul in- England,
and I have felt as if the prayer might huve been
answered that night. Eternity will show. 1
have known some very good people, who did
not altogether approve our custom of having
watch-night services ; but to my mind they are
peculiarly appropriate, and always very solemn.
It seems fitting that we should devote the last
hours of she year, in a religious way; and cer-
tainly it affords & most favorable opportunity
for making serious and lasting impressions.—
The custom, which so far, as I know, originated
with the Wesleyans, not finds vindication, io
the fact, that it has been adopted by Christians
of various denominations. My watch-night in
London was one of deep interest. The past
year bad been the most eventful of my life. 1
had been almost within the valley of the shadow
of deatb, I was among strangers shattered in
healtb, and in a critical and uncertain condition.
I felt almost surprised that the last hour of the
year found me in the land of the living, and
right earnestly did I plead with the souls before
mie to surrender themselves fully to Christ. 1
thought of our watch-meeting, emong my own
people in Baltimore, the year previous, when 1
preached on that solemn passage, *‘ This year
thou shalt die;” and every now and then, 1
found my spirit going across the broad ocean,
and mingling with the same assembly, gathered
together on a like occasion. I thought too of
some loved spirits who had bidden farewsll to
the scenes of earth during the year, and of
others who are giadually nearing the end. 1
went home humbled and grateful, and, as ]
trust nearer to God. O, that I may abide un-
der the shadow of the Almighty. Amen.

A Veteran Bi:hop.

Bishep Morris, senior bishop ot the M. E
Church, sends to the New Orleans Advecatle,
from his home in Springfield;~@=, the following
interesting autobiographical sketch :

I was born in Kanawha county, Vir?fnin,
April 28, 1794; joined the M. E. Church in
August, 1813, and received the full spirit of
adoption on Christmas following. I was licensed
to preach Aprii, 1814, employed on a cireuit by
a presiding elder in 1813, and received as a tra-
veling preacher on trial by the OLio Conference
in 1816., After campaign of fifty years, I was
in January, 1866, attacked with paralysis, and
rendered incapsble of pulpit service. Having
now no sermons to make, or conference to hold,
I bave time to think and review the past on a
small scale. Great changes have occurred in
my day both in Church and State. When I be-
gan to itinerate we had no graded pikes ; canals
and railroads were not then thought of; our
speed then was four miles an hour. The con-
trast between the old system of horse and sad-
dle-bags, and the present with railroad and
satchel, is wonderful; the speed is increased
from four miles to twenty-five miles per hour,
which is s great saviog of time. The world
moves. The sites of our large and flourishing
towns in the West were then in the wild-wood,
Our log-cabine are superseded by respectable
dwellings of brick, and our log meeting-houses
by respectable church edifices. As to our

Shall w-
have a nice dinner and trust to the whale, ,
eat ccdfish and potatoes,” So a huna. d
times they must have been in doubt as to what
they might afford themselves, and if they were
not very prudent they probably found at the end
of the year that their hopes had led them to
contract debts and which the whales had not
helped them to pay.

Some of our churches have a custom analag-
ous to this, and open to quite as many ohj-c-
tions. They'agree with their pastor for a certain
sum and a donation visit, which t!.ey calculate
will yield one or two or three hundred dollars.
Tbe pastor knows that, with the most that he
can expect, he must live very economicelly ; but
all the year he must be anxious about that do-
nation visit. There are as many contingen-
cies which may sffect him as there were to affect
the coming of Dr. Beecher's whales. If he was
sure that ke must live on the three cr four hun-
dred which is pledged to him, he would wear
his old coat, or he would seil his horse ; thus
saving a hundred a year, and try to walk abcut
over kis field of labour extending five or six
miles around him. Anythiog would be better
than getting in debt. But then he lives in hope.
At last the long-expected day arrivee. It al-
ways comes in winter, you know, and perhaps it
storms and the roads are impassible ; or if may
be that be has given offense to some influential
sinner by too great boldness of speech, and this
is the opportunity to punish him, and so there is
sn .understanding among a certain class, who
sometimes give liberally, to stay away; or,
perbaps he dwelis with a people whose liber-
ality is guaged by their feelings, and they are
regarding the doration as a gift which they are
at liberty to bestow or withhold, do not feel
like giving just then; and so he finds to his
sorrow that his income is one ox two hundred
dollars less than he had expected.

Is there not something very wrong in this P

stores, for a certain sum AND A DONATION,
You do not deal with any other class of men on
this principle. Why should you deal thus with
your pastors P 'They need the whole of their
seaty wages as much as any other men, and
they need, too, to know whbat th:ir wages are.
