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DECREASE IN BACON EXPORTS

Falling Off of Nearly 38 Million Pounds in 4 Years—The Reason is Shortage in
Production of Hogs.

This deeline of the Canadian export
bacon trade from 138 million pounds in
1903 to 100 million pounds in 1906 looks
<li.\1'<~|ll';|:_j‘il):_‘, hut 1t 1s Jll.\’l the hislnl'_\'
of the bacon trade everywhere repeat-
g itself. The reduction in trade re-
presents just a falling off in the pro-
duction of hogs by the Canadian and
especially the Ontario  farmer. When
hogs are searce and priges high, the
farmers go into hogs, \Ylwn. in aceord-
anee with the law of4upply and de-
mand, supplies inerease and prices de-
cline, the farmers say ‘*‘there’s no
money in hogs,”" and sell out to the empty
pen.” The way it affects - the packers
15 this: When his output is large he goes
abroad and buys his way into the con-
suming markets.  That is to say. that
in order to establish his bacon he pays
for salesmen and sells his produets at
a low price. In that way he buys a
market for six or seven thousand hoxes
of bacon a  week 1stead of three or
four or five thousand hoxes as the case
may he. Then the farmers go out of
hogs, the packers™ supplies fail and the
demand for his output  purchased at
hv;l\')' cost 1s fost and he is back where
he was when the supplies were low

The period of Jowest prices in Can-

ada were from Dee, 03 to Dee. 04,
hen live hogs sold from $4.40 to $5.10.
Next vear the low price was in Jan.
$4.80 and rose in May to $7. At the
time of heavy produetion in the fall it
was $5.70 and $6. This year the prices
taking the first week in each month have
ranged as follows:—$6.10, $7, $7, $7.25,
$7.30, $7.40, $7.65, $7.90, $6.65, $6.65,
$6, $6.30.

In Canada the deliveries of hogs ran
down to 15,000 one week last summer.
In periods of low produetion the kill-
igs will run from 15 to 25 thousand
hogs a week and in times of liberal pro-
duction from 25 to 35 thousand DPro-
portionately the same thing happens in
Denmark and other baeon eountries.

Prof. Day, speaking at the Guelph
Winter Fair a year ago on the cost of
produeing the bacon hogs, stated, $4.10
to $4£52 as the result of experiments
carried on at the Experimental Farm.
with mixed meal at $20 a ton, blood
meal at $£55, tankage at $33  and skim
milik at 15¢ per ewt,

The only cure is for the farmers to
stay with hog raising vear in and year
oul. This the farmers will not do as
vet, but the slow process of eduecation
it is hoped to bring them to ift,

Sir,—Perhaps some of the 20th cen-
tury bank managers would explain to
readers how it is the present rate of in
terest is 3 per cent. on savings, while
a few years ago when countrv was not
in sueh a prosperous condition, deposi-
tors received a larger rate of interest
34 per cent. and 4 per cent., but then
in those days no Bankers’ Association
existed, there were no big, massive and
handsome buildings. Rates of interest
were lower and funds more plentiful.
What has been done with difference in
funds ? Are shareholders enriched at
expense of the depositors ? The bank
gives the depositor 3 per cent., then
turns around and loan it out on se-
curity at 7 per cent. and 8 per cent. The
Bankers’ Association is a combine, and
the Banking Act needs revising and
amending for benefit of depositors.

Sir,—As previously suggested in these
columns from time to time manufactur
ers, jobbers and wholesalers should
withdraw their travelers from the road
on or about Dee. 1st, and hold joint
meetings of all their respective staffs
and sales department heads in the fac
tory or warehouse headquarters.

The travelers have had their chance
of selling the goods, so after Dec 1lst
the merchants want an opportunity to
place their Christmas wares before the
publie, as a rule a few of the travelers
withdraw about above date, others re-
main out until the 15th of the month.
Of course this subject can not be foreed
it is only of the good-will of different
firms and manufacturers.

The travelers will benefit considerably
as they will better understand the pro
cess of manufacture of lines they sell
to the trade. Since we have written
these suggestions to our readers, sever
al firms have found to their advantage,
to open a sales department, usually se
lecting one of their best travelers for
the position, who understands ups and
downs of road, also country from end
to end.

There is one thing we_ regret to have
our attention called to, 1is the large
number of ‘‘mere boys’. in appearance
some firms have placed on road, several
only make one trip, others two or
three; but they do not carry weight
with the average merchant, as a rule,
too, they are frivolous, and flitting from
town to town, to cover the territory,
without regards for results.

Thus it has been that whenever
two or three western farmers met in
the weneral store  or in the  ecountry

hotel abuse of the C.P.R. has heen a

topie of eonversation not less staple than
the weather. With the arrival of other
roads they also are being ineluded in
the abuse which rightly or wrongly is
sure to be leveled at the devoted heads
of railway managers,

This fall the complaint has been as ro
the shortage of e¢ars to move the western
crop. This shortage has  been  very
considerable, but has not been confined
to any one railroad, to any one part of
Canada or to any one part of the North
Ameriean continent.  The  whole  eon-
tinent has suffered, all interests, com-
mereial, industirial and agricultural, have
suffered  from inadequate  transporta-
tion faecilities and the  Western Can-
adian farmer is not the only one who
lias reason to complain. In a period of
unprecedented  prosperity  the simple
fact of the matter is that the Canadian
railways have not been able to secure
the neeessary equipment to keep pace
with the growth of the country’s re-
quirements.  Orders for more cars can’t
he filled, lumber, steel and other raw
materials are not to be had in the
quantities required and the shops, work-
ing now at full capacity, can not turn
out the ears and locomotives for whieh
the railway magnates are calling.  The
trouble is not confined to the West, and
it can searcely be said that the rail-
way management are at fault.  Their
prosperity is hound up with the prosper-
ity of Western Canada and it is in their
interests to do everything possible to
put money in free  cireulation by the
speedy handling of the western crops.

MAYOR ASHDOWN.,

In the election 'this week of Jas. Il
Ashdown to the position of Mayor of
Winnipeg by an overwhelming majority
the electors of that city did honor te
themselves and to one of the leading
business men of the West. It is nol
often that the foremost business man
in a eity can be induced to accept civic
office and under the circumstances M
Ashdown deserved the honor of ap
election by acclamation. The opposition
to his candidature was ill-advised and
it did not command the sympathy of
the best citizens of Winnipeg. The

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GROCERS AND ORGANIGATION.

Here is a summary of what a good
Grocers’ Association can do, given by
a secretary of an association in New
York State after nine years experience.
The grocery trade is much the same on
both sides of the line and the grocers of
(‘anada should be very much better or-
ganized. Read what the man of experi
enee says i—

“First.—We have practically elimi
nated the ‘dead beat.” lle has been
corraled in our town. Not that we do
not lose any accounts whatever, but
we have reduced account losing to a
minimum.

“How does 1-10th of 1 per eent. loss
on a business of $30,000 strike you ?
One of our grocers reported that his
losses last  vear was 1-20th of 1
per cent.

“Second.—We have established a sys
tem of eredits, which gives valuable in
formation pertaining to the probable
paying ability of every new customer
This is another thing every ‘good’ re
tail groeers’ association may do fo
the grocer.

“Third.—The bringing competitors in
trade together, not simply in the associ
ation organization, but in aectual friend
ly fellowship—the kind of fellowship
that really does something to help each
other along in business. Can you im
agine a grocer helping his competitor 7
Can you think of grocers coming togeth
er and giving business information to
one another that will save them*dollars
and cents in their business? That is
what a ‘good’ grocers’ association will
de

“Fourth.—DBringing grocers face to
face with the faet that all their mater
ial interests are in common; when one
suffers, all suffer; when one grocer's busi
ness is disturbed, all are disturbed; all
are prosperous, or not prosperous to
gether. A ‘good’  grocers’ association
will cause its members to recognize this
fact.

“Fifth.—A ‘good’ grocers’ association
will drive out the trade ticket and the
premium schemes.

“Sixth.—A ‘good’ groecers’ “association
will stop price ecutting, and put a
reasonable profit on every article.

“Seventh.—A\ 'L:‘nnd‘ grocers’ associa
tion will regulate the kind of goods
its members sell. It will agree to speci
fy some kinds of goods, as soaps and
cereals, the members do not want to
put in stoek,  and will save them
hundreds of dollars “in  unnecessary
stoek.

Eighth.—A ‘good’ association will
see to it that their interests are pro
tected by having passed city ordinances
restricting the huckster, the peddler
and the enforecement of ordinances and
laws for their mutual profit.

“Ninth.—A ‘good’ grocers’ associa
tion will help the grocer by using its
influence to elect members of Assembly
and State Senators, who will pass o1
amend State laws in his interests, like
the garnishee law, or the woman's lia
bility bill.

“Tenth.—A ‘good’ grocers’ associa
tion will help the groeer in national
legislation through the National Gro
cers’ Association, and will bring him
in touch with every other grocer in the
I'nited States.”
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HOW THE SOAP COMBINE DIED

Took the British Public, Grocers Assoc iation and the Press Less Than Two
Months to Make an End of it—The Advance in Canada.

The sudden demise of the English
Soap Trust was a surprise to even its
members. They met in Liverpool Fri-
day, November 23, and at the conclu-
sion of the meeting the following state-
ment was handed out:

““The working arrangement entered
into between the leading soap makers
of the United Kingdom has been re-
ceived with such great disfavor by the
trade and the public as to make it un-
workable, and as it is elearly the first
consideration to endeavor to satisfy the
trade and the publie it has been decided
to terminate the working arrangement.

“From to-day, November 23, each
firm will, therefore, econtinue to conduet
fits own business, as' wag done prior to
the negotiations being entered upon, and
entirely separate from gach other. The
working arrangement between the lead-
ing soap makers is now, therefore, ab-
solutely and finally dissolved.’’

When the representatives of the var-
ious firms in the Soap Trust went to
the meeting at Liverpool yesterday they
had no inkling of the startling eveuts
which were to follow. A diseussion was
initiated as to the feeling that had been
raised against the Trust, and in the
midst of this diseussion the resolution
guoted above was put and ecarried.

Didn’'t Take Long.

[t took just a month and a half plus
a few days, to smash the trust, There
were rumors of the move in August,
but it was only on October 5, that a
definite statement of the formation of
the Trust was made in the London Daily
Mail, The Grocers’ Associations all over
the country got busy, and took what
action they ecould in resolving to handle
only, or at any rate give preference to
soaps of individual makers,

The press of Hngland entered upon
a campaign and not only attacked the
Trust, but published the names of in-
dependent makers, and under large
lead lines advised the publie which
poaps to buy.

Cartoons were a powerful factor
in the fight. Herewith is reproduced
one from the Daily Mirror of London.

The musie halls took up the song,
and here is a sample verse:

Our grocers and oilmen are all losing
hope,

They’re eutting their profits and squeez-
their soap;

They’ve put on the ‘‘Lever’
ed on the serew,

But the ‘“Daily Mail’’ says this won’t
wash—I’ll fight you.

Country people are begin-
ning to market their produce with great-
er regularity and in larger quantities, a
fact that always means more business
for the grocer.

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for a greater volume of business than
in any previous year.

Thomas Seldon the local poultry ex
porter, is authority for the statement
that turkeys are plentiful this season,
and that the quality is considerably
above the average. Mr. Seldon stated
that he has exported a third more this
year than last season. The abseuce ol
the turkeys from the markets gave rise
to the supposition that they were
scarce. Mr. Seldon predicts compara
tively cheap turkeys at Christmas time
He explained that the only turkeys pui
chased thus far were gathered up by the
exporters. There was practically no de
mand from the United States for oul
turkeys for Thanksgiving, and as the ex
porting season is about at a close, the
remainder of the turkeys will be rushed
into the Canadian market for the Christ
mas season. The farmers have not en
deavored to market their turkeys, and,
when they do, thev will, in many in
stances, offer their entire flocks. The
exporters have been paying eleven cents
per pound alive.

IMPORTANT REAL ESTATE DEAL.

They
have re-leased their present warehouse
at 64 Front St., which adjoins the other
nilding and this will give them ecold
storage accommodation. They will sub-

The first new shell-
ed walnuts arrived early in the week.
Evaporated apples are higher again this
week. Beans are scarce, and prices
firmly held. Good trade is being done
in maple produets. There is something
in the air in rolled oats circles—just
what, remains to be seen. The general
opinion is that there will be an advance,
but this has to take place before any
one can say il is a fact. '

CANNED GOODS.—Very little is go-
ing on in the ecanned goods market.
Stocks are gradually being completed
through the arrival of last deliveries,
and the excitement which has existed
for sueh a long time is simmering down.

SUGAR.—Sugar is unchanged at the
recent advance in prices. Refineries
report good demand, but the jobbers say
they are doing only a hand-to-mouth
business.

NOVA SCOTIA MARKETS

Halifax, December 11, 1906.

The Halifax jobbers are now rushing
out their orders for Christmas, and the
volume of trade passing is quite heavy.
During the past week, storms of uun-
usual severity have visited the Provin-
ces, and the blocking of the roads by
snow drifts has had the effeet of re-
strieting business some. All dried fruits
are very firm, Just at this season of the
vear the demand for dried fruits is quite
heavy, but the price is an important
factor with the consumer, and in eon-
sequence the sales are not quite up to
the average in some sections. The ae-
tion of the local refinery in jumping up
the price of suga been the cause
of eonsiderable e ent, and to say
the least it has not been very well re-
eeived, many confending that the ad-
vanee was not warranted iusl at the
present time. The quotations on sugar
here at present follow:

PRODUCE—The Itm'i]rls of Ill'lll]ll('('
during the past week have been un-
usually heavy. Vessels from Prinee Ed-
ward Island points have arrived here
with eargoes of potatoes agegregating
30.000 bushels. Fifty eents per- bushel
is the priee quoted at the wharves. At
these fizures the sales are not very
brisk. Householders who usually laid
in laree stocks for nse during the win-
ter are not following out that eustom
this vear. and outside of the big com-
mission houses. but few of the vetail
men have laid in stocks. Many of them
siv that they will not fill their eellars
this vear, for with the high price and
the unavoidable rot later on there would
be no money in handling them in the
spring.  The market for potatoes m
the West Indies is not quite so strong,
as imports from Holland are competing
with shipments from Nova Scotia, with
the result that the price_is lower now
than was quoted the shippers before
ihe arrival of the Orinoeo’s cargo from
Halifax.

APPLES—There is a good supply of
apples on the market, but first-class
stock is searee. The shipments are not
very heavy now, as the frosty weather
has made the movement of fruit rather
risky. Jobbers are quoting $4 per
barrel for the finest Nova Seotia kings,
and about $3.50 for other winter vait
ieties. Bishop Pippins, a favorite
variety for local use. are very searece,
and northern spies are not very plenti-
ful. Loeally there is a fairly good de-
mand for firm fruit.

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.
St. John, N.B., Dec. 10, 1906.
The new custom tariff was a disturb-
ing feature of these first winter days.
Iu Jooking 1t over, it is the general
opinion, that as a whole, the duties are
higher. The changes are very numer-
ous, though not usually great. There
is, of course, an entire \change in the
British preferenee application. The
Chinaman should be happy, as the duty
on rice is considerably lower. Not so
with the small boy, as on peannts it
has been raised a ecent, equal to fifty
per cent. The trade are at a loss for
2 reason, considering that last year the
average price of peannis imported was
about 23] cents f.o.h. Norfolk, it seems
absurb ‘there should he a duty of three
cents. The duty on packages has al-
ways been extremely unpopular, while
in some cases this has heen done away
with, in very many it has heen added.
It is difficult to find a reason why
packages for goods paying on ad
valorem duty should pay and not where
the contents pay a speecifie duty. TIn
faet it is diffieult :to defend the pack-
age duty, partieularly where the pack-
age is necessary to earry the goods, and

Stock is
searce and prices high. In finnan had-
dies priees held firm. Other fish seem
easier. Season of sale is late. This
applies *to dry eod and pollock and
smoked and pickled herring.

FLOUR, FEED AND MEAL—In
flour, prices unchanged, sales but fair
at this season. TFeed is high. Oatmeal,
‘while firm, is unchanged. Cornmeal
Oats keep high.
Beans are unchanged except yellow
eyes, which show quite an advance.
Barley and peas are very dull.

INSPECTION OF CANNED GOODS

Government Measure Introduced in Parliament has the Approval of the Pack-
ers—All Cans to be Dated—Cost $60,000 a Year.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, Minister of Agri-
culture, presented to Parliament at Ot-
tawa, on Tuesday, a resolution ‘‘that it
is expedient to pass an act to provide
for the further supervision and inspec-
tion of canned food products, meats and
fish, and for the appointment of inspec-
tors for the enforcement of the act.”

The trade of Canada will approve this
measure as a move not alone in the in-
terest of the public and the trade, but
one that will tend to protect and foster
the canning and packing industry which
has grown to be one of the great na-
tural industries of Canada.

The revelation of the Chicago packers’
wickedness induced the Canadian Gov-
ernment to make a thorough inspection
of the packing industry here. The pro-
posed legislation is the result, and it
has the hearty aporoval of the canning
and packing interests.

Inquiries from abroad regarding the
nature of the laws in Canada respect-
ing the inspection of food products, Hon.
Mr. Fisher explained, demonstrated the
necessity in the interests of the trade
and of the Dominion that a proper and

effective inspection bhe required. The
canners themselves also realized the ne-
30

cessily and had acquiesced in the pro-
position to enact the proposed legisla-
tion. The bill which he proposed to
found on the resolution before the House
provided for the inspection of all canned
meats, fruit and vegetables and fish,
and applied also to meats not canned,
such as bacon, hams, poultry and sides
or quarters of large animals. Canned
meats are treated a little differently,
the provisions in respect to this article
of food being a little more complete
and a little more drastic than are those
which apply to fruits, vegetables and
fish. The phraseology of the bill is de-
signed to cover canned goods when en-
closed in bottles. Suggestions he had
received had led to the conclusion that
the interests of the trade and the coun-
try required that there should be most
complete Government supervision and
inspection of the factories where meat
was canned. It was provided that Gov-
ernment inspectors should inspect the
animal in the first place before it is
slaughtered and the meat after slaugh-
tering and before it is put in the can,
and, Iurther, that the Government have
authority to inspect the meat at any or

are better than theirs.

Mr. Ball’s statement was incomplete
and commercial agents should enguire
more carefully into unusual trade con
ditions before committing their reports
to the press.

Dairy Produce and Provisions

CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.

The cheese market remains unchang-
ed since our last report, there are a few
scattered orders coming in, but on the
whole, the market is exeeedingly quiet,
which is, however, not unpatural at this
time of the year, when mavigation of
the St. Lawrence route has just come
to a close.

Further, the holiday trade in Great
Britain has been supplied, and import-
ers are all taking stoecks on the first of
January, so that they really do not eare
to buy goods to arrive before January
1st, and these are ample reasons why
our market should be quiet at the pre-
<ent time.

As previously argued, the produetion
of milk has been short this season, and
with the present cold eondition of the
weather, this produetion is reduced to
a point where it is diffieult to get sufli-
cient for daily use, it is therefore only
natural, that the produetion of cheese
and butter is also reduced materially,
and the daily and weekly receipts are
only nominal in quantities now.

Receipts in Montreal were, last week,
7.253 boxes of cheese and 4,945 packages
of butter, against 7,531 boxes of cheese
and 7,878 packages of butter for the
same week of last year, or a total sinee
May 1st of 2,342,222 boxes of echeese
and 588,989 packages of butter, as com-
pared with 2,208,324 bhoxes of cheese
and 755,225 packages of butter for the
corresponding period of last year,

Exports are mnot regularly recorded
after the close of navigation, and it is
therefore not possible to give the weekly
shipment now, but the receipts show an
inerease of 43,808 boxes of cheese and
a decrease of 166,236 packages of but-
ter, since May 1st, which means an
enormous shrinkage in the produnetion
of milk, and it bears out our previous
arguments that, while the farmers have
heen getting very high prices, all
through the season, for their milk, they
may, after all, not have received as
mueh money for their season’s produe
tion as last year, as they had so much
less milk to deliver.

We have before gone fully into the

question of stoeks or the ‘‘visible sup-
»

lies,”” and we have really nothing to
‘_!Nle stoeks of cheese are, this year,
heavier in British eentres and consider-

ably lighter on this side of the Atlantie,
stocks, held here now, are eosting fairly
high, and holders have sufficient confi-
dence in the future not to press sales
at a loss to themselves. It is well
known, that the markets in the United
States are higher than ours in Canada,
and that there will be praetically no-
thing to go forward from the United
States, our own stocks are fully 200,000
boxes short of last year, and, as soon
as the present large stocks in British
markets are commencing to show a

steady reduetion, whieh is bound to
come, as the l‘nnsmn}rllnn lu‘l'['s oll,
there will be new orders coming in and
holders “will not feel inelined to part
with their goods at a loss, this means
advancing prices for the future.

While we find a decrease in the re-
ceipts of butter in Montreal of 166,236
packages, our exports show a much
larger deerease, and besides this, thou
sands of packages of our butter have
heen brought baek from Great Britain,
our market being higher than British
markets. Owing to weather conditions.
aur Winter make of butter may be ve
duced in quantity, but prieces are ex-
«¢ptionally high this year, and there is
every inducement to make as much but
ter as it is possible to make, and we
inceline to the opinion, that we will have
enough butter for our home consump-
tion.

The market is very firm at present,
and prices arve rather inelined to a far-
ther advancee, but careful dealers are
meeting their customers and, where they
ean make a profit now, they prefer not
to hold their goods in hope of making a
larger profit later on, this makes a *‘tra-
der’s market’’ and, as long as there

is no aetual shortage in supplies, priees
will not be advanced very rapidly.

New dairy volls are coming forward
in small quantities at present, they are
bringing unusually good prices, but, as
their quantity inereases, there will be
a halt to a further advance, however,
after all, the butter market, like any
other market wili be regulated by sup-
ply and demand. At present the demand
1s good, and the supply s aone toe
large, but the extreme high priees, which
some operators prediet for the future,
may not be realized and dealers, meet-
ing the markets and their eustomers,
may come out best in the end.

PROVISION SITUATION.

The provision situation eannot be said
to be much changed from last week.
Pachers are paying the same for hogs.
Deliveries are pretty tree. The packers
claim there is nothing in the situation
to warrant present prices. The English
market is not encouraging and the do-
mestie demand while good for the time
of year, is much less than it was. At
this season of the year packers usually
accummulate stoeks for the heavy
spring and summer trade, but present
|'lit'r». it 1s ;l]l\"_‘\w], are too hagh to ill<~
tify putting away large stocks.

CEREALS AND CONFECTIONERY

Grain Markets Continue Quiet, but Ontario Grain is Beginning to Move—Heavy
Demand for Western Oats by Ontario Millers.

Grain markets continue very quiet.
Ontario farmers have at last got busy
getting out their wheat, and the mill-
ers are getting more than they want.
There is, at present, however, no ex-
port demand. The domestie flour trade
is quieter, but there is considerable ex-
port business doing. A large Torontol
milley reported good orders from South
Africa and England. Western oats
have been in brisk demand in Ontario
at 38 3-4 cents for No. 2, for milling,
and the difficulty now is to get ship-
ments, Beeause of the close of naviga-
tion, and the eonsequent advance in
freight rates, oats will cost the millers
more, and the price of oat produets
are likely to advance proportionately.

R. Small, of the Canadian Maple
Ioxchange, has been condemned to pay a
fine of $10 and $37.50 costs, in the Cougt
of Special Sessions, Montreal, by Judge
Choquet, for having sold a can of adul-
terated maple syrup labeled ‘‘selected
maple syrup.”

His Lordship in sentencing Mr. Small,
related the case. In March, Mr. Small
had sold a can of syrup. After analysis
this was found to contain water. Mr.
Small had stated in court that he
bought the syrup from a farmer and that
it was guaranteed pure. ‘‘Unfortunately
for Mr. Small,” said IHis Honor, ‘‘he
cannot produce the farmer as a witness,
and although I believe he acted in good
faith I have to find him guilty of this
ofience.”’

Mr. Small has appealed to higher
courts, on the ground that the procedure
was illegal, in that there has been no
standard fixeo in Canada for pure maple
syrup.

In conversation Mr. Small said: ‘I
can sincerely approve of the Pure Food
Act as laid down in 1890, which is
strictly literarily enforced, and 1 feel it
can not but work good resulls to the
health and morals of the Canadian
people; but I am equally sincere in the
belief that the present administration at
Ottawa, instead of enforcing the act in
the controlling and healthiul develop-
ment of Canadian industries, have by
their weak interpretation and inconsider-
ate enforcement of Act, been successful
in needlessly knifing many natural Cana-
dian industries to the extent that they
are helpless, and have but to stand by
and allow foreign products to walk in
rough shod and take the Promised
Land.”

Mr. Small referred to one instance In
particular, jams.

“We are,”” said Mr. Small, “‘at the
base of cheap and better supply, yet
English jams have the ;preference on our
markets. This is in great part due to
the black-eye unjudiciously inflicted by
our officials at Ottawa. They are in a
fair way to putting our purely Canadian
products, the maple, in like position.”

Mr. Small said that on this subject he
could talk with more certainty and free-
dom, being a student of it from.his
youth.

Canada produced the bulk of maple
sugar, up till the year Canada Maple
Iixchange was __established. The greater
portion of which, hundreds of car loads,
was exported in its crude state to Chi-
cago and St. Paul, where it was refined
scientifically’and tastefully packed, and
then sold in diearly ‘every market of the
world, including Canada. This was
branded United States products, but on
the establishing of the Canadian com-
panies, a change was eflected. Being at
the base of supply, and further having
advantage over American canners ol 4c.
per pound duty, the Canadians had a
good start. We have been successful in
supplying nearly the entire Canadian
markets, and in a great number of cases
our brands have been given preference to
the displacement of American brands on
the French, -English, German and United

States markets. The action of the
government in the present case is to me
unaccountable, as it is not a matter
merely affecting damage to personal in-
terest, but is a question of the widest
national importance and concern, and I
believe should have been thoroughly in-
vestigated, adjusted and settled as
Judge Choquet twice suggested out of
court. As to the integrity of my brand
being maintained at the next sitiing of
the Court of - Appeal, I have no doubt,
but this will not in any way repair the
damage done to the maple industry, ei-
fected by what I feel was a careless in-
terpretation ana wreckless enforcement
of the Pure Food Act.”

Lucas, Steele & Bristol, of Hamilton,
have issued the 10th edition of their
freight time table and railway map of
OUntario. The table shows time of de
parture of freight from Hamilton and
when it is due to arrive at destination,
while the map is most comprehensive
The information thus provided should
prove useful to all retailers, to whom
it is sent with the firm’'s compliments

BUSINESS BOOKLETS.

A useful booklet is that just issued
by Holbrooks, Limited. Sixteen pages
are employed in giving to the public
recipes for the making ol various soups
by means of Holbrook’'s sauce. The re
cipes are those of the prize winners in
the competition conducted in Toronto
last year by the firm.

Another booklet which has reached us
is one issued by the Halifax Cold Stor
age Co. Seventeen half-tones, 6x8 in
ches, with explanatory text, give the
reader a splendid idea of the business
carried on by the firm in the curing and
storing of fish. Two smaller pamphlets
enclosed, contain recipes for cooking and
serving fish and oysters.

The block and warehouses, which now
house the mammoth stock of ,this, the
largest mercantile house in New  On
1.u"iu_ are considered among the hand
somest and most complete to be found
on this continent, and advertise Port
Arthur from coast 1o coast.

Some years ago, Mr. Clavet entered
municipal pulluu and after serving
several \L‘dl\ in the council, became the
mayor of the town, which position he
has filled for three terms.

During his regime, the most prosper-
ous in the town's history, many maltters
affecting the town’s welfare have been
successfully brought to an Issue.

EGGS IN ENGLAND.

Canadian Commercial Agent, J. B.
Jackson, Leeds, writes:

Eggs ar® from 2s. to 3s. a great hun-
dred (10 dozen) dearer than they were
at the corresponding period of last year.
The best foreign eggs are larger than
Jhe same kind of eggshproduced in this
u)unlx} The recently \issued returns
show that the imports for the first nine
months of this vear were 1,631,418, 120
single eggs, costing £1,855,720. English
eggs as a rule are cheaper. than foreign
eggs of the same quality, the latter be-
ing larger and more carefully graded.

A very large part of the Canadian
eggs shipped into north England ¢o to
Sheffield, which is one of the best egg
markets in Great Britain; in fact, there
are many more eggs sold in Sheffield an-
nually than in any town in Great Bri-
tain (outside of London).

This has long beep taken advantage of
by English egg shippers, and it is said
that there is no home firm of any re-
pute which is not represented in Shei-
field. The popular demand in Sheflield
is for small sized eggs, either gl)wunmi
or direct from cold storage. Sheflield’s
working classes form such a large pro-
portion of the population, it makes it
an excellent market for small sized eggs
of good quality at cheap prices.

LONG DISTANCE RECORD.

A notable instance of the ability of
the Canadian Grocer to produce results,
has just come to hand.
