Hard-headed Business Men Discuss Western Problems

Annual Convention of the Associated Boards of Trade of Western Canada at
Brandon—The Business and Transportation Questions Affecting the Great West
Intelligently Ventilated—Delegates Present From the Three Big Central Prairie
Provinces—To Lethbridge, Alta., in 1911.

Brandon, Man., June 14.—An organi-
zation in western Canada which is grow-
ing stronger year by year, both in num-
bers and poteney is the Associated Board
of Trade of Western Canada.

It takes many years for a body cover-
ing such a great area and having for its
aims the improvement of diversified in-
terests to get its machinery into smooth
running order. But the seventh annual
convention of that association held in
Brandon, June 9-10, was the most sue-
cessful one since the efficiency of the
body, both in its integral parts and its
ability to handle large questions became
prominent. Last year at the convention
held in Saskatoon, Manitoba was repre-
sented for the first time. The delegates
from that provinee and particularly
from Winnipeg, evidently did not throw
themselves entirely into sympathy with
the work of the boards from the other
provinees. Last year this was a detri-
ment. This year there was no trace of
this divided feeling, and the delegates
united as one harmonious body to discus-
cuss in perfect sympathy such questions
as were introduced from the various
centres.

The work of arranging the details of
the eonvention were well worked out be-
forehand by Secretary J. T. Hall. One re-
sult of the smooth working machinery
was the shortening of the econvention
session by about seven hours over any
previous sitting; and although there
were not so many resolutions submitted
as last year, yet there were more reso-

lutions retained for discussion than last
year, and the discussion also proved to
be more intelligent and concentrated.
Out of thirty resolutions submitted by
seven local boards of trade omly four
were struck out by the resolutions com-
mittee. This proved that the questions

whieh were vital for the different points
appealed to the resolutions committee as
questions of great interest to the west
as a whole.

Most of the questions under diseus-
sion revealed the fact that the west was
developing faster than the various gov-
ernments, federal and provincial realized.
There were urgent needs dominant
everywhere which the boards of trade
were anxious to bring to the attention of
the governments.

On Wednesday evening, the day before
the scheduled date of the convention,
the resolutions committee met to pre-
pare the program, so that everything
was in readiness to proceed next day.

THURSDAY MORNING.

The resolutions committee submitted
their report with M. Isbister, Saskatoon,
in the chair. The report was accepted.
The appointment of committees was then
taken up and the following were named
as the committee of procedure: Presi-
dent William Cousins, Medicine Hat;
Judge Maguire, Prince Albert; F. Na-
tion, Brandon; C. N. Bell, Winnipeg;
G. Knowles, Moose Jaw.

A committee to draft a resolution re
the death of the late King and aeccession
of George V. was named, consisting of
Judge Maguire, Prinece Albert; E. D.
Martin, Winnipeg, and J. 'A. MeNicol,
Lethbridge.

The report of the secretary was called
for and although praetically nothing but
statistics was reported, yet this feature
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was intensely interesting since it showed

a balance of about $122.65 on hand, the

receipts totalling up to $612.
President’s Address.

President W. Cousins, Medicine Hat,
read the following address:

‘““As a retiring president of the
seventh annual convention of the Asso-
ciated Boards of Trade of Western Can-
ada, I have herewith the honor to pre-
sent and deliver the annual address.

“‘In doing so, 1 desire to express my
appreciation of the honor you eonferred
on me last year when you elected me to
preside over your deliberations — an
honor that I consider worthy of any
man’s ambition; and esteem more highly
to-day than when first conferred because
of the assemblages of representative
business men here, and because of the
wonderful growth of Western Canada
during the past twelve months.

““In these days, when graft and
bribery have so much to do with seleet-
ing men to fill representative positions,
it is very gratifying to know that such
considerations have had and still have
nothing to do with the election of a presi-
dent of this, the most representative
body of live business men in this part
of the Dominion of Canada.

“‘The attendance at this eonvention—
the seecond in which Manitoba partiei-
pates, and the first to be held in Mani-
toba—must be a source of satisfaetion
to those who have labored so earnestly
to make the work of these conventions a
means of securing the attention requisite
to the welfare and development of West-
ern Canada.

““Conventions have been held in the
prinecipal cities of Alberta and Saskateh-
ewan. To-day, we are here in Brandon
the centre of what may safely be called
the greatest wheat seetion in the world.

““It is customary for each president
in his annual address, to take up a con-
siderable amount of time in going over
those things that are worthy of atten-
tion, but I know that you are business
men and take it for granted that you
are quite as well aequainted with what
is going on, as I am. Therefore, I will
not take up your time at any great
length, but will mention a few things
that I noticed. President McAra said in
his 1907 address, that if we had a favor-
able season, he would venture to say that
the value of the 1908 erop would reach
$125,000,000.

Money Coming From The South.

““The people from the south who are
invading our country (and we are glad
to see them), are bringing in $100.000,-
000 in cash this year—and how much
more in benefits, no one can begin to
estimate.

“‘The same wonderful development is
taking place all over Western Canada
for the past year that had been going
on for the previous seven years.

“To-day, we are in the eye of the
world. In New York, and in Chicago,
the latest and most popular song is about
one of the presidents of our big milling
companies, ‘‘Has Anybody Here Seen
Kelly?’’ and in Washington, the ques-
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tion, ““Why go to Canada?’’ is as im-
portant as the question, ‘*Should Women
Vote?”’

““Towns have sprung up in places
which were bald-headed praivie lasi
year; steam ploughs are now working up
the soil on the vast tracis of country
over which the buffalo roamed in count-
less thousands within the memory of
many of you; elevators and flour mills
have been built and are gathering in the
golden store of grain that will make our
country one of the greatest in the world;
tall echimneys have been built in all the
cities of our land and we are starting in
to manufaeture. It will not be long be-
fore we make our own needles, and thus
save the heavy freight charges whieh we
have had so mueh reason to complain
about.

The Great Growth of the West.
““When the first convention was held
in Calgary, seven years ago, the popula-

tion of that city was then 10,000; and
to-day, it elaims close to 40,000.

‘“At the convention at Regina, the
delegates from a place on the Saskatche-
wan River, ealled Saskatoon, invited all
the convention delegates to visit them,
and even had the nerve to agree to fur-
nish each delegate with transportation
and pay their hotel bill—no mention be-
ing made as to bar account. I can say,
as one of the delegates, who aceepted the
invitation, that the reception we received
on that oecasion at the hands of the
people of Saskatoon, will remain green
in my memory as long as I live, beeause
while under the influence of their hos-
pitality, I purchased a number of lots
in what was then a village, but is now a
large-sized city. Lots very close to where
I bought, sell for twice the price per front
foot now, that I paid for a twenty-five-
foot lot then.

‘‘How different is this to the early
days, even in the memory of so young
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a man as myself. During my first year
in the eountry, I was told by one of the
leading manufaeturers in Canada, that
he would not give us his wateh and ehain
for the whole eountry from Winnipeg
to Vaneouver, and would not care to sell
me a carload of stoves unless I could
get my father to guarantee payment, be-
cause he was afraid there would never
be enough people in the country to use
them. To-day, he has a warehouse in
every large centre between Winnipeg
and the coast. !

““In the Provinee of Alberta, I have
seen apples grown that for flavor and
appearance, can not be beaten, and it is
known to most of you here that straw-
berries grown in Manitoba for the Win-
nipeg market are the best flavored in
the world.

Annual Stock-Taking Time.

““With our natural advantages, we
know what a great nation we are to be-
eome if we use what we have, right; and
it is well to meet as we are doing now
to take stock once a year and consider
the questions that affect our interests.
It may be that the Associated Boards of
Trade have not had all to do with the
development that has taken plaee, but
it is a faect that the big start took place
about the time of the organization of
the association.

‘‘Delegates who have been in the habit
of attending these conventions, have ex-
pressed to me their doubts as to whether
it is worth while to hold these meetings,
and say that they do not know that we
have done much good. They also eom-
plain that whether we have or not. they
are not in a position from lack of in-
formation to know what the results have
been. This brings up an important mat-
ter which is the remuneration to be paid
to the secretary, and the eost of printing
for the various Boards of Trade, in-
formation as to what has become of
their, and other, resolutions. To do this,
we need money; and I would recommend
the appointment of a eommittee to go
thoroughly into the matter, and bring in
a report with which the eonvention may
deal as they think proper.

““If you will take a look over the sub-
jects discussed and dealt with at the
conventions held prior to this one, you
will see what a great deal of matter we
have handled and when you eonsider the
effect of our bringing these matters to
the attention of those concerned and
consider the advantage of the attention
they ‘have had, and the improvements
wrought through our efforts. I am sure
you will agree with me when I say our
labor has not been in vain, nor our time
wasted, to say nothing of the mutual
benefit derived from bringing together
men from all parts of the three pro-
vinees.

‘“At our last convention, the remuner-
ation to be paid our seeretary was left
to the executive to arrange, Mr. Hall
kindly consented to aceept the work for
$300 per annum, which the executive
considered very reasonable; in faet, a
less sum than the work was really worth.
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and deeided to leave the question of in-
ereasing this amount to the eonvenfion.

Freight Rates on Coal.

“One of the most important questions
brought before the eonvention at Saska-
toon by the delegates from Moose Jaw,
was regarding the freight rates on eoal.
This was left with the executive to take
up and discuss wita the representatives
of the different railway eompanies and
take, if necessary, before the Railway
Commission. The executive econsisting
of ]’I'l'\it[l'lll. William ('uu.\,ill.\,; First
Vice-President, K. M. Saunders; Third
Viee-President, A. E. Cross and our
Secretary, J. T. Hall, held a conference
with the representatives of the C. P. R.
and the C. N. R. in Winnipeg. As far as
the econference is eoneerned, it was a
very pleasant one, and we left for our
respeetive homes feeling that we would
be able to ecome here to-day and expeet
that this eonvention would at once pass
a vote of thanks for the efforts made in
behalf of the publie by the exeeutive;
but we won’t expeet that vote of thanks
to-day unless you find that the rates
have been put down to your entire satis-
faction. That we did not sueceed in our
mission we are free to admit, and it is
due to the faet that the railway repre-
senfatives are better posted in regard to
freight rates than are the members of
your executive. We feel now that rings
were worked around us and we must
confess defeat.

““The resolution heing brought up by
Moose Jaw at this eonvention, No. 11
on your list, ““The Appointment of a
Freight Expert for the Provinee of
Saskatehewan,”” T eommend to your
favorable consideration as a way of get-
ing better results.

““In econelusion, let me again thank
vou for the honor you have done me in
selecting me as your ehairman. I trust
that the high standards set by former
presidents has been maintained, and
that your deliberations here to-day may
he produetive of mueh good.”’

Election of Officers.

President Cousins called for the elec-
tion of officers which resulted as fol-
lows :

President, . M. Saunders, Moose
Jaw, Sask.; first vice-president, W
Georgeson, Calgary ; second vice-pres-
ident, M. Ishister, Saskatoon ; third
vice-president, C. J. K. Nourse, Leth-
bridge ; fourth vice-president, 1. D
Martin, Winnipeg.

THURSDAY AFTERNOON.

Freight Expert.

W. E. Knowles, Moose Jaw, brought
forward the following resolution which
was slightly discussed and carried.

‘““That a recommendation be sent to
the governments of Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta requesting that
they engage a freight expert in trans-
portation matters whose duty it shall
be to study the freight tarifis of the
railway companies operating in the
provinces and endeavor to adjust any
difierences arising between the mer-
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cantile interests and the railway com-
panies in connection with these tar-
iffis.”

Distribution of Harvest Hands.

This resolution also emanated from
Moose Jaw with W. I£. Knowles as its
sponsor. He made a strong plea in the
light of past experiences everywhere in
the west and with the possibilities of a
heavy crop this coming season.

The resolution recommended that the
Board of Trade, the governments of the
three provinces and the railways, co-
operated in the matter of properly dis-
tributing harvest hands.

There was no one to speak for the
government but W. B. Lanigan, C.P R.
assistant freight traffic manager, was
present and spoke on the question. He
said : ‘“This is a serious question. The
railways admit that they are unable to
complete their plans due to heavy {raf-
fic in all departments. Not only in the
distribution of harvest help but for all
dependable business it is urgent that
steps be taken to bring help into the

country. The country is going to sufier
if some feasible system is not put into
operation to do the necessary work in
the country and properly locate the
great influx of immigrants. It is neces-
sary that the difierent provinces and the
railways co-operate in the matter. 1
suggest that each district put a special
man on the field to estimate the number
of men needed for a given locality and
report to a combined committee from
the government and the railways.”

F. M. Sclanders, Saskatoon, said :
‘“Last year from Saskatoon about fifteen
hundred messages were sent out to get
an estimate from the farmers as to the
amount of help required. Out of that
number applications came in from only
two. The farmers cannot be depended
upon ; the railways and governments
must take the matter up.”

The resolution was carried.

Sheep Industry in the West.
W. Georgeson, Calgary, introduced a
resolution regarding the sheep industry

of Alberta. It was along the line of the
much needed protection to all live stock

28

interests in the country. The people of
the provinces felt that particularly the
foothills of the Rockies, where there
were thirty-four townships and which
were practically useless for anything else
should be used for sheep culture which
would be a great source of wealth to
the country.

The motion was seconded by W. Cou-
sins, Medicine Ilat, and carried.

Accommodation for Immigrants.

W. Georgeson, Calgary, moved a reso-
lution to approach the Dominion Gov-
ernment for better accommodation for
incoming settlers. It was brought out
in the discussion which followed by C.
N. Bell, C. Webster and others that al-
though some places in the west had no
complaint in this regard—Winnipeg for
instance had a splendid immigration
system—special places should be named
where the government should be asked
to look into the question. The reso-
lution was amended to cover this and
was carried.

Better Customs Facilities.

“WHIEREAS the general settlement of
the west is causing numerous wholesale
manufacturing and jobbing centres to be
established where a large amount of im-
porting is done, thus necessitating the
maintenance of an adequetle staffi at the
said points, and

“WHEREAS at the present time a
number of these ports of entry are not
supplied with a sufficient number of
hands, and

“WHEREAS this condition of afiairs
not only causes considerable loss to the
difierent merchants but also retards the
general business of the country.

‘“Therefore this convention desires
to urge upon the Honorahle Minister
of Customs the necessity of increas-
ing the facilities at such ports
throughout the west by adding to the
staffi a sufficient number of hands to
handle the work without delay to the
importer.”

This resolution was introduced by W
Georgeson, Calgary, and was felt to be
an important one.

“We just wish to call the govern-
ment’s attention to the fact that they
are not moving fast enough to keep up
with the conditions of the country. In
the customs departments there are often
vexatious delays. A week is sometimes
required to get an article through when
twenty-four hours should he sufficient,”
he said.

It was agreed to state the matter spe
cifically to the government and the mo
tion, seconded by (‘has. Webster, was
carried.

The Naming of Grains.

P. Loney, Moose Jaw, brought for
ward a resolution respecting the naming
of grain grown in the different provinces
or a suitable name for wheat grow:
everywhere in Western Canada.

A. Kelly, Winnipeg, thought it was :
mistake to change the name ‘‘Manitobu
No. 1 hard” as it now had a world re
putation which was a distinct asset t.
the commodity.

In the discussion which followed neai
ly everyone was in favor of leaving the
name unchanged. Mr. Shaw, traffic man
ager C.N.R., referred to the ‘‘Duluth’
wheat in the United States as applied 1.
the grain grown in three states. Be
sides it was a question for the termina
elevators to decide.

W. B. Lanigan, C.P.R., Winnipeg, r
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produced in different counties in Ontario
where the name was an asset to the
trade. In this connection Mr. Lanigan
took pains to do honor to the name of
ITon. T. Ballantyne who was the pioneer
cheese producer of Ontario.

The resolution was withdrawn.

The committee of procedure submitted
their report at this point. It was pre-
sented as tollows by the chairman, Thos.
H. Maguire :

“Your committee appointed at this
morning’s session to consider the best
means to be adopted to give efiect to
the resolutions passed at the seventh an-
nual meeting, beg to make the following
recommendations :

“That your executive, when they deem
it advisable, request the assistance of
the Boards of Trade at the capitals of
the three provinces, to take up on behali
of this association, matters that the as-
sociation desire to present to the sev-
eral provincial governments, and that
the said Boards of Trade on behalf of
the association, use their best efiorts to
have the Provincial Government carry in-
to effect by legislation or executive ac-
tion, the expressed views of this asso-
ciation.

“That where matters dealt with by
this association are to be presented to
the Federal Government, that the I9x-
ecutive not only present such matters to
the government in  writing, but also,
when possible, by deputations and by
direct appeals to the representatives in
Parliament and the Senate from consti-
tuencies in the three provinces.

‘“That ghe progress made by the I9x-
ecutive in the securing of results from
the action of the association in various
matters dealt with from time to time,
be communicated by the secretary ol
cach Board represented in this associa-
tion, by a leallet or ecircular letter is-
sued, say, monthly.

“That this association take such action
as will result in making the annual in-
come of the association equal to, at
least, $1,000.

“That the salary of the secretary for
the coming year be placed at $10 per
month, in view of the inereased duties
to be required of him.”

The report was adopted and the meet-
ing took up the matter outlined in elause
four re the inereasing of funds.

H. B. Gordon, Winnipeg, suggested
an inerease of 50 per eent. in member-
ship fees. This was thought to be too
small, and it was moved by F. Nation
and W. Cousins, that the fee be fifiy
dollars, instead of twenty-five. It was
carried.

THURSDAY EVENING SESSION.

Opening Indian Reserves.

Be it resolved that this eon-
vention request the Department
of the Interior to favorably
consider the question of. great-
er activity in throwing open In-
dian reserves for settlement.

W. Georgeson, who introduced the re-
solution, stated that the Indians were
rapidly dying off, and that they do not
develop the country. At present it is
estimated that over 565,000 acres more
than the Indians are entitled to are in
their possession. This would make room
for about 19,000 white people.
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D. S. Beech, (Cardstone, Man.), stat-
ed that in his district there were 365,000
acres of excellent land possessed by the
Indians. The difficulty to get the land
is that the Indian agent has to sell it
and they do not like to lose their jobs.
The Government has not made any ef-
fort to seeure the land, and open it for
agrieultural or railway purposes, but he
thonght they would if this assoeciation
approached them. The motion was sec-
onded by (. Webster and earried.

To Repeal Liquor Statutes.

Section 4 of Chapter 38 of the Statutes
of Saskatehewan for 1909, prohibits any
municipality from eollecting a business
tax from a hotel or any liquor licensed
business. J. Loney (Moose Jaw) con-
sidered this unjust, and asked the con-
vention to have the statute repealed. Tt
was seconded by W. Cousins (Medieine
Hat). After a brief disenssion, in which

it was brought out that the question was
wholly one tor the municipalities to deal
with. It was withdrawn.

Interest on Overdue Accounts.

W. J. Birnie (Carman, Man.) moved
the following:

“Resolved that this assoeciat-
e¢d Boards of Trade of Western
(Canada are of the opinion that
legislation should be enacted to
make it clear that overdue ae-
counts shall bear interest from
date due on the same terms and
same rules as are now provided
for overdue bills and notes.”’

Mr. Birnie, in moving the resolution,
admitted that it aimed at the curtail-
ment of a lengthy eredit system, and
would tend to bring a vetail business
into an established  system of  cash,
which, he claimed, was necessary for the
maintenance of a sueeessful business.

F. Nation (Brandon) said ‘‘A mer-
chant ought to be able to settle the ac-
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count himself without eetting the aid
of law. I have had no trouble in this
particular regard.’’

Judge Maguire—'"*(iiving notice to the
ereditor would render the debtor liable
to interest, just as legally as in the case
of bills and notes.”’

W. E. Knowles
stated  that
bear interest.”’

There was an evident difference of
legal viewpoint, but upon motion the
resolution was carried without mueh dis-
cussion,

Fire Insurance Policies.

This resolution, which is perhaps the
most radieal one ou  the whole pro-
gramme, was introduced by W. J. Birnie,
of Carman, Man., It read:

**Whereas the present forms
of fire  insurance policies are
many and varied, and in many
cases are worded in such an am-
biguous manner as to be difti-
cult of interpretation and open
to serious objection. The ob-
Jeetionable elauses ave numer-
ous and tend to useless and eost-

Iy litigation.”’

**Therefore, be is  resolved
that the Governments of Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan and Al
herta be [H‘liliullt'tl to introduee
and pass such legislation as will
make the using of a standard
form of fire insurance poliey
(free from such elauses) com-
pulsory.”’

Mr. Birnie said: **This resolution may
appear rather difficult to carry into op-
eration, and may seem rather one-sided
until the details are gone into carefully.
It must not be taken for eranted that
my opinion is that all fire insurance
companies arve erafters, and that the
polieyholders ave all innocent vietims,
but [ have long considered that legisla
tion reculating the terms of fire insur-
ance parties might, with advantage to
the insured and without undue hard-
ship to insurance companies, be enacted.
Fire insurance policies are aceepted
without proper seratiny into their pro-
visions. It is difticalt to name an)
seeurity that requires more eare than five
insurance policies, as at present drawn
up, and insurers must of necessity he
experts and give their most caretul at-
tention to the wording and eonditions of
the policies they accept; and, no hard-
ship would be entailed upon the fire in
suranee companies by compelling them
to adopt a standard form of policy easily
understood and devoid of all contentious
clauses.”’

The resolution was seconded by 1L I
Robison (Carman).

Joseph Cornell, a Brandon insurance
company manager. spoke in favor of the
resolution. It was the ambiguous word
ing contained in the poliey that neces
sitated the change. A standard form
of policy, which originated in New York,
was  now used throughout the United
States, with great satisfaction. Mr. Cor-
nell eompared several clanses in the New
York poliey with the policy of a com-

accounts running eannot
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pany doing business in Manitoba. He
made it elear that the U. S. policy was
moré simplified and would be more easily
understood by the average polieyholder.

After a brief diseussion in favor of
the resolution it was unanimously ecar-
ried.

Sign Posts in Backwoods.

The first resolution from Prince Al-
bert recalled the fact that there was
much pioneer life yet in the great west
Judge Maguire who moved a resolution
to have signs established in new dis-
tricts for the guidance of travelers and
new settlers related some vivid ex-
periences of those who had wandered
many miles out of there course hecause
of the lack of anything to guide them
on the = journey. Delegates from the
cities and settled portions were inclined
to be unsympathetic toward what seem-
ed to them amusing incidents, but those
who had ‘“‘been there’’ made it clear
that it was no joke. The resolutions
carried with a good majority.

Telegraph Rates.

Judge Maguire moved a resolution to
request the railway commission to go
into the matter of reconstructing the
telegraph rate schedule for the three
western provinces. The resolution was,
however, based upon false premises,
namely that the Board of Railway Com-
missioners refused to take up the mat-
ter formerly, and aiter a warning by
Mr. Georgeson against such a resolution
it was withdrawn.

In the discussion, however, it was
brought out that the railway companies
practically admitted that the telegraph
rates were too low in Ontario and Que-
bec and to overcome the loss of revenue
to these provinces they raised the rates
in the west. It was argued that such
rates as were allowed in the east should
hold in western Canada. In consider-
ation, however, of the fact that the rail-
way commission was already dealing
with this question, the resolution was
withdrawn

Householders’ Tax.

“Whereas by recent legislation
there has lately been added to the
city act an amendment instituting
what is known as the householders’
tax, and whereas this tax is opposed
to the principle of taxation without
representation, therefore be it re-
solved that the government he urged
to remove this clause out of the
statutes.”

The celegates approved of this reso-
lution by the trend of the discussion,
but it was thought to be a matter for
the Western C(‘anada Municipalities As-
sociation, and was withdrawn for this
reason

Judge Maguire, Prince Albert, intro-
duced the resolution.

President 2. M. Saunders made two
announcements at this point, relative to
the entertainment features the following
day.

FRIDAY MORNING.

Steam Boiler Construction.

‘““Be it resolved that this convention
of the Associated Boards of Trade of
Western Canada, do respectfully draw
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the attention of the Dominion and
Provincial Governments to the hard-
ship suffered by manufacturers and
others, owing to the existence of spe-
cial separate steam boiler and boiler
inspection and engineers’ certificate
requirements for the difierent prov-
inces, and urge the desirability of ear-
ly legislation with a view to provid-
ing for a hoiler construction and In-
spection Requirement Act of Dominion-
wide application.

This resolution emenated from Bran-
don and was moved by John Hanbury.
The response that came from every part
of the house proved that the question
was one of great significance to the
country as a whole. One speaker stated
that he purchased three boilers for
Saskatchewan and wished to purchase
more for Alberta of the same type but
the provincial regulations forbid him.
He also pointed out that it was a
severe hardship upon manufacturers to
comply with the various provincial reg-
ulations and they were necessarily de-

layed in making satisfactory deliveries
It was carried heartily.

Mining Stock Restrictions

Whereas it is certain that
with the construetion” of -the
Hudson Bay Railroad econsid-
erable mining areas will be
opened up in  the north of
Saskatehewan and the N. W. T.
and whereas this will almost in-
evitably lead to the flotation
of schemes devised for the sole
purpose un fleeeing - unsuspect-
ing investors, therefore be it
resolved that representations be
made to the provineial govern-
ments urging them 1{o make
even more strong the legisla-
tion in the matter to of mining
and similar eompany promotion
and the sale of stoek in such
companies.

The Prince Albert sponser, Judge
Maguire, stated that there were already
cases where men were reduced by fradu-
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lent promoters of gold mine schemes,
and he thought the law was not strin-
gent enough to curtail wildeat schemes.
One of the requirements that a pro-
motor should produce, should be a certi-
fied prospectus of the company he re-
presents. Cobalt was named as cen-
tre where muech harm was done by il-
legitimate selling of stock.

In support of this resolution, W.
Georgeson (Calgary), said in part:—
‘“Something should be done to protect
the innocent public. There are both
legitimate and illegitimate companies,
which alike fleeced their shareholders.
There was a eompany selling fire insur-
ance, that was legitimately formed, and
did business in a proper way, and
floated stoeck for a good purpose. 1
among others, took shares in this com-
pany. We were all fleeced. The com-
pany could not be touched, they had
enacted their business legally, but they
should have been examined by a govern.
ment commission, to make them more
secure, At present the world is crazy
over rubber and oil stocks. Someone is
going to lose heavily, and when the
schemes begin to float widely in this
country the publie should have adequate
proteetion against them. The trouble
is we cannot see the difference between
a good thing and a poor one. If it
turns out all right we like the money,
and if the scheme fails we are sorry,
that’s all. It is unfair to ask the govern-
ment to do something which we oursel-
ves cannot figure out. But the resolu-
tion is alright, if only to draw the atten-
tion of the public to bad paying
schemes.”’

The resolution was earried.

Vacancy on Railway Commission.

S. C. Burton (Regina), moved :—
““That it is the opinion of
this eonvention that the vacaney
on the railway eommission be
promptly filled by a western
man with eommereial training
and having a full knowledge of
conditions in the west.”’

Mr. Burton stated that names had
been presented by all business people,
and the farmers were anxious to he re-
presented. It was reported that the
Moose Jaw Board of Trade asked to

_have the vacaney filled in 1908, and

Hon. Geo. P. Graham had acknowledged
the letter, but it was not known why
the appointment was delayed. E. D.
Martin supported the resolution strong
ly, and said the matter was urgent. It
was carried.

Navigation of Saskatchewan River.

A resolution was adopted urging the
Dominion Government to continue the
work of opening the water course be
tween Winnipeg and Edmonton, and the
sourthern portion  of the river. The
resolution also expressed satisfaction
with the aetion of the Government in
opening the Red River by construeting
the St. Andrew’s locks.

Judge Maguire and C. N. Bell stated
that the Government had outlined a
larger scheme than western men knew
of, and they thought that the Board of
Trade should encourage rather than

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Practical Methods Used in Retail Grocery Stores

Vancouver Retailers Excited Over Price-Cutting by New Grocery Firm—How One
Grocer has Worked up Big Trade With Farmers—Lindsay Merchants Having
Trouble in Obtaining Early Closing—Chatham Grocer Proves That the Consumer
is After Quality in Pineapples.

0ld Trouble of Price-Cutting.

Vaneouver, B.C., June 16.—With the
establishment of a groeery section by
David Spencer, Limited, the small deal-
ers are wondering what will result. A
determined bid is heing made for the
trade, and to get it standard artieles
are offered at a reduetion that eannot
fail to have effeet. Of course, this can-
not be maintained, as goods are being
sold at a loss for the sake of advertis-
inz, and the question is if the people
will remain with that firm after the first
low quotations. Cash has to be paid,
and when figures are back to the nor-
mal, with the ordinary cheap ecatehes,
most people will realize that the bar-
gains were for a purpose.

It is partieularly annoying to the
smaller dealer to have eustomers take
their eash away in such instances as
these. It is generally the one who has
an aceount to settle and who hardly
ever has the eash on hand for their regu-
lar dealer. It is a repetition of the de-
partmental store trade in the small
towns. When the eustomer has no
money handy. or wants it for something
else, eredit is obtained of the local deal-
er. and when the eash is available it is
sent away, regardless of the favors that
were asked for.

Some of Spencer’s prices are as fol-
Jows: A jam, 15e per one-pound jar,
(sold ordinarily at 25¢); pineapple, four
cans for 25e¢ (usual two tins for 25¢);
salmon, 10e (usunal, two tins for 25¢);
sugar, (B. C.) 18-lb. sack, 90¢, (usual,
%1.25) ; haking powder, per 12-ounce tin,
30¢, (usual, 40¢); one brand of catsup,
two for 45¢, (usual, 35e¢ each).

Such catches as these are apt to ap-
peal to the householder. In one in-
stanee, where the catsup was ordered, it
was found the stoeck had been exhaust-
ed. and something would be sent ‘‘just
as zood.”” This is an old story. In faet,
one of the eut dealers in Vancouver de-
¢lared only a short time ago that while
standard articles were offered at a re-
duetion, the effort was always made to
wet the customer to buy the other kind at
the usual profit. Generally, this ruse was
suecessful.

Early Closing at Leamington.

Leamington, Oni., June 16.—The busi-
ness men of Leamingion have unanim-
ously agreed to early closing on three
nights a week. A written agreement
has heen drawn up and is signed by
forty merchants, to the effeet that they
will elose their places of business at 6
o’cloek on Monday, Wednesday and Fri-
day evenings. Exeeption is, as usunal,
made where such nights come before
holidays or during fair week. On Tues-
day, Thursday and Saturday nights the

stores will remain open as heretofore.
The agreement eame into operation on
Monday, June 6.

As the merchants are praetieally
ananimous, no diffieulty is anticipated
m earrying out the agreement, whieh
many hope will pave the way to early
closing on all week nights except Sat-
urdays.

Trouble in Getting Early Closing.

Lindsay, Ont., June 16.—Lindsay gro-
cers are having their troubles in seeur-
ing enough signatures for the early-e¢los-
ing by-law. The petition was eireulated
and every merchant on Kent Street, but
one, signed in favor of early elosing, but
the mapority of the merchanis in the
small eorner stores scattered in-the wards
of the town, refused to elose, and eonse-
quently the two-thirds was not reached.
The clerks employed in the main stores
are anxiously awaiting the outeome.

A. 8. Harrison is the only groeer in
town who handles an ice eream parlor
in eonneetion with his groeery business.
He elaims that it pays, and that is the
reason why he is not in favor of elos-
ing his store at six o’clock.

Mr. Harrison makes considerable pro-
fit when exeursions are in town. He caters
to the publie and attracts the attention
of the passer by displaying neatly-print-
ed signs that do not fail {o cateh the
eye.

Secured the Higher Price.

Chatham, Ont., June 16.—In connee-
tion with the sale of pineapples for pre-
serving, a loeal grocer has just turned
a rather neat trick.

He had bought quite extensively of
pineapples of the better quality and larg-
er size, waich he ealeulated on retailing
at $2.25 or $2 a dozen for preserving
purposes. He found, however, that oth-
er merchanis were offering pines at %1 50
a dozen or even less, and that the pub-
lie, attracted by the lower price, over-
looked the faet that the cheaper pines
were always somewhat smaller.

Confronted with the prospeet of hav-
ing to sell at a less, the groeer, insiead,
sent out his boy with instruaetions to go
around and buy one dozen of the small-
est pineapples he eould pick up at rival
stores. These the grocer placed in his
window, labeling them, ‘“The $1.50 a
dozen quality.’’ Side by side with them
he placed a dozen of the $2 pines. The
contrast in size was so striking that the
groeer had no diffieulty in disposing of
the large fruit at the higher price, wihile
the cheaper fruit remained unealled for.

Big Butter and Egg Trade.
Stratford, Ont.. June 15.—MeCully &
ITaugh, groeers, of this eity, may be
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said to specialize on butter and eggs,
being partieularly aetive in these two
lines. They employ four men whose
duties are devoted entirely to the pack-
ing of butter and eounting eggs.

Recently they shipped to their agents
in Toronto 2,800 dozen of eggs and 2,300
pounds butter, which may be considered
a fairly good day’s showing. Their local
business reaches a maximum on Satur-
days, when their average sales amount
to 700 or 800 pounds of butter and about
600 dozen eggs. They have developed
an extensive trade with the farmers of
their distriet, and are always willing to
take their offerings of butter and eggs,
no matter what quantity may be offered.

It need hardly be added that not only
does this firm reap benefits from their
extensive business in butter and eggs,
but it is helpful to their general business.

MeCully & Haugh have also develop-
ed a large trade in potted plants, this
business being almost entirely confined
to the spring and early summer. Their
premises are arranged aceording to mod-
ern ideas, eombining all the features that
are now found in grocery stores that
are really business faetors.

Windows for Scotchmen’s Day.

Bracebridge, Ont., June 16.—Extra ef-
forts among the grocers were made this
week in preparing better and brighter
windows, and also in making the interior
more attraetive. This was for Secoteh-
men’s day (Wednesday), when som
thousands of visitors were in town.

Summer ftrade is upon us, and {he
way the grocers are hustling is good fo
wateh. People when they come to Mus
koka generally get the Muskoka appe
tite and that is the secret of the mer
chants getting busy.

A BSimple Novel Display.

Lindsay, Ont., June 16.—Jos. Browu.
groeer, employed a novel method of at
tracting the attention of the pedestrian
last week. He happened to seeure two
exira large hen’s eggs, and also an ex
ira small hen’s egg. These he supple
mented with an egg of medium size and
placed them in his show window for ex
hibit. He then had a newspaper rec
porter refer to the odd ecolleetion in th
daily paper, calling the attention of th
reader to Brown’s window. Many
person stopped and examined the larg
ezgs. It worked well.

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CANADIAN STRAWBERRIES IN.

As anticipated in The Grocer 4 couple
of weeks ago, Canadian strawberries
were placed on the market this week.

Not until about the end of next week,
however, will they likely be ready in
abundance. The season has been an
unusually good one for strawberries
since the frequent rains and rather
backward weather prevented them rip-
ening in too big a hurry. They there-
fore have had plenty of time to mature
and good, healthy, well-flavored fruit is
expected.

In figuring out prices, fruit canners
and preservers, who are packing increas-
ing quantities from year to year must
be considered. It is likely nevertheless
that prices somewhat similar to a year
ago will prevail.

The erop outlook in the prairie prov-
inces is becoming more promising as
the days and weeks go by. Recent
rains and warm weather combined have
done much to make this favorable con-
dition and with continued warm weath-
er and occasivnal showers this year's
western grain crops will be the best in
history.

In looking into the future of the Novg
Scotia apple crop, prospects are bright.
The blosscms are set well and show
no damage from frost. J. W. Bigelow,
president of the N. S. Fruit Growers’
Association declares that if good wea-
ther continues that province may ex-
pect a crop of 1,000,000 barrels for
export trade. It is a significant fact
that Nova Scotia has never yet lost
an apple crop by frost.

Plums, pears and all small fruits in

Nova Scotia promise an abundant crop.

In the Muskoka district of Ontario
the huckleberry bushes are healthy due
to plenty of rain and the crop is ex-
pected to be a record one.

Farmers in Waterloo County, western
Ontario, report having to sow some
portions of fields of grain twice on ac-
count of devastations made by the
“wire”” worm in low lands. The grain
crops in general, however, all over On-
tario are looking fine.

SECRET REBATER UNPOPULAR.

That the day of the secret rebarter
had passed has beome our firm belief
since the recent law was enacted Iy
Parliament. Anyone having any doubt
as to his immunity from prosecution if
he continued to operate would have
been convinced that he must indeed be a
man of high courage if he had the
“nerve’’ to practice after learning what
the trade thought of him and his me-
thods.

At recent conventions of both whole-
sale and retail grocers various speakers
representing both branches of the trade
condemned the practice of secret rebat-
ing, and those who practiced it, in the
strongest terms, and took measures to
detect offenders, who will be prosecuted
to the full extent of the law. It is a
regrettable fact that in some instances
the new law has been looked upon as
simply another statute which would be
law on the books only.

Nothing is further from bheing the
exact situation. The trade is practi-
cally unanimous 1n econdemning secret
rebaters, and 95 per cent. of (‘anadian
merchants will do everything possible
to make effective this important Gov-
ernment measure. Manufacturers, us
well as wholesalers and retailers have
promised their active co-operation.

It is pleasing to see such unanimity
of sentiment in regard to so pernicious
a habit, which, to use a paradoxical
expression, should have been stopped be-
fore it began.

BORROWING A MAN'’S DAGGER TO
STAB HIM.

A manufacturer in a short address re-
cently let drop a remark worthy of con-
sideration by all sections of the trade.
It was to the effect that a man’s trade
mark is just as much his private pro-
perty as his horse or his hat, and any-
one who, in any way, injured his tpade
mark did wrong just as much as “he

would by detracting from the value of:

any other piece of property the man
might possess.

Too often we forget the fact that af-
ter all a trademark, while an intangible
fomething, is a very concrete proposi-
tion to the man who owns it. The ma-
jority of trade marks have been pur-
chased at the expense of several hun-
dred to several million dollars paid cut
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for publicity. A trade mark is of mno
use unless it is known, and it cannot bo
made known unless it is advertised.

There may be some difference in the
minds of some people between the
spending of money to buy a horse and
the spending of money to buy a trade
mark. But if there is their morals are
a little upset. Few of us relish the
title of horse thief, yvet some of us do
not consider our action criminal in
taking another man’'s trade mark for
our own purposes.

DISPLAYING EGGS IN THE SUN.

For a long time The Canadian Grocer
has been pointing out the losses whieh
acerue every vear through the unscien-
tifie handling of eges.  Accordine to a
large produce dealer the loss is estimat-
ed at 17 per cent. of the entire produe-
tion in Canada.

How is this loss to be prevented?

Farm and Dairy, a farmer’s paper,
points out that the prineiples upon which
our ege trade is eonducted ave radical'y
wrong.  The loss that results is .

caused
by the neglect of mauny trifles whicl
when summed up make a large acore-
gate.

The producer is not the only one
fault. One illustration will serve to fix
the responsibility for part of the tron-
M\‘ and loss t'lm'\\h('l'('. A lunlin: pro-
duee merchant in a eity last week was
making a specialty of fresh laid eecos.
He put them in his window immediate-
ly behind the plate glass. Shortly atici
noon the sun was shining direetly on
these eges. The temperature they weie
in must have ranged about 100 derrees
for most of the afternoon.

Under such eonditions it would not he
lcig before thos» eges would be ruin. .
The merchant dia not vealize that th»
germs in the egos were being staried
well on the way to ineubation and tha
every moment they remained in the win-
dow they were rapidly deteriorating in
quality.

How mueh faney butter could that
merchant have sold at the eurrent mar-
ket price had he put it in the window
beside those eggs? The eorners of the
prints would soon have rounded off, and
the quality be lost. No merchant would
think of exhibiting butter in this way;
yvet, beecause the eges have shells. al-
though their quality is as rapidly de-
stroyed, they are frequently exposed in
this way.

There is much to learn about the cog
business by dealers and merchants, as
well as by the producers. A general
campaign of edueation has long been
due. In order to market eggs at the
best possible price, the farmers in sev-
eral distriets are organizing into co-
operative fresh ege cireles,
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Opens at Eight O’clock and Closes at Six Sharp

Another Strong Advocate of Concentrating Business in a
Short Time Period—Keeps Premises in First class Shape—Does
This on Wednesday Afternoons—A Believer in Show Cards,
Which he Writes Artistically Himself—No Worry Over Depart-
ment Store Prices—Regular Deliveries Every Two Hours.

Toronto, June 16.—Perhaps no grocer
in Toronto has made more rapid strides
toward suceess than R. N. Walker, of
68 Harbord Street, who now has a mod-
ern grocery store.

Although praetically a young man, he
has been in the business for sixteen
years. After serving six years with
Claney Bros., at the eorner of Major and
Harbord Streets, he went into business
on Queen Street West, with his uncle,
Mr. Notter, where he made steady pro-
gress for several years, but finding the
hours from 7 am. to 10 and 12 p.m. too
arduous, he decided to try the northern
seetion, and loecated at the southwest
corner of Robert and Harbord Streets.
There he and his brother, C. J. Walker,
entered into partnership as Walker Bros.

After a couple of years of hard work
their business had grown to such an ex-
tent that they found their premises too
small, and decided to buy the property
on the opposite eorner. At this time C.
J. Walker severed his conneetion with the
firm, but his brother still eonducted the
business under the old name.. The pro-
perty being his own, Mr. Walker took
great pride in improving it in every pos-
sible way

His Methods Systematic.

His suecess may be largely attributed
to his systematic methods of doing busi-
ness. He keeps everything running
smoothly, and in this way has gained the
confidence of all his customers. The
store is opened at eight o’cloek sharp
each morning, and his eustomers all know
just when they ean find him in. Mr.
Walker says he no sooner reaches his
store at that time when the phone orders
commence. At ten o’clock regularly his
first delivery goes out, and every two
hours after, a delivery wagon makes the
round. His customers are now educated
so that the orders are never too late to
cateh the deliveries, and seldom is he
asked to have parcels delivered in the
intervals.

Doesn’'t Worry About Others.

With regard to the large department
stores eutting prices in groeeries, Mr.
Walker says it does not hurt his busi-
ness a particle. He ecan sell goods as
cheaply as they ean.

When advertising speecials in canned
zoods. vegetables, fruits, ete., he writes
a neat, display ecard, in whiech art he is
quite proficient, and this, together with

other ideas, enables him to secure a good
share of the trade.

Closes Sharp at 6 O’clock.

Mr. Walker takes as much pride in
having his store neat and attractive as
he does his own home, and everyone ap-
preciates cleanliness. He also believes in
having a few hours to himself, closing
his store every evening, exeept Satur-
day, at 6 o’clock. He is also closed on
Wednesday afternoons in the months of
June, July and August, and is now con-
sidering the question of elosing on Wed-
nesday afternoons the year round. He
says he does not believe that his busi-
ness will suffer to any extent. The half-
holiday, he considers, should be used to
improve the appearance of the store, and
he thinks he ean make more money by
so doing.

Mr. Walker would like to see early
closing throughout the eity, and from his
own experience, cannot see where the
grocer will lose any business thereby. On
the other hand, he will be benefited by
the shorter hours.

The groeer requires his daily rest hours
the same as the average workman, and
by elosing early he will not only pat
more energy and vim into his business,
but he will be more cheerful in his deal-
ings with his fellowmen. Shorter hours,
he claims, help to liberate the grocer or
clerk from praectical slavery, make the
clerks appreciate work and the glad smile
they bring attraets the eustomer and
ereates only favorable impressions.

Business and Advertising.

What methods would you adopt, other
than ‘‘eutting prices,”’ for securing pub-
lic support ?

You have a useful, reliable and profit-
able (but not largely advertised) line,
probably with your own name on; what
methods of sale or advertisement would
vou adopt for placing same with your
customers and the publie?

In addition, candidates were engaged
in practical tests yesterday.

‘‘Tea-matehing’’ was one of them. It
was complicated. From seven pots of
tea, fourteen teacups of tea were pour-
ed, two from each. Then they were
““shuffled,”” and the would-be F. G. L
had to rearrange, by tasting, the four-
teen cups into their original pairs.

£100 Prize.

““The man who comes out first in this
examination,”” Aubrey Rees, the secre-

tary, told The Daily Mirror, ‘‘gets £100
besides his ecertificate.”’

‘‘But the ‘exam.’ is primarily condue-
ted for certificate purposes, and in years
to come we hope that all self-respeeting
grocers will be able to write F. G. L
after their names and over their shops.”’

All the twenty ecandidates competing
in the final yesterday were picked men
wio had passed the necessary prelimin-
ary tests at the various provineial head-
quarters.

About the first thing, The Daily Mir-
ror gathered, that a grocer academical-
ly inclined would have to do would be to
demonstrate beyond all shadow of doubt
his abilities in the way of ‘‘cheese-slie-
ing.”’

Cutting Down Profits on Established Goods

One Grocer Selling for 20 Cents an Article Which Cost 25
Cents—Didn’t Know That Money Was Being Lost—A Case of
Price-cutting on Soap in Stouffville, Ont., Where Eight Bars
of Laundry Soap are Being So'd for 25 Cents—Special Price

From a Wholesaler.

One would think that there is no
grocer foolish enough to purchase goods
for $3.10 per dozen and sell the same
for $2.40.

Yet this is an actual case and more
over it was not a case of voluntary
price eutting ; the grocer—who in this
case is a woman—retailed the goods at
20 cents each, thinking she was making
a profit. They actually cost her 25 5-6
cents each and she was therefore losing
5 5-6 cents on every article, not taking
into account her eost of doing bhusiness.
This is at least 12 per cent.

The above case serves to show the
need of close application to business.
There are numerous grocers throughout
the country doing this every week. They
are actually selling goods for less money
than those goods cost and they don’t
know it.

Merchants who are watehful and eare
ful of their selling terms may doubt
the statement but it is nevertheless an
absolute fact.

Profits must bhe protected if headway
is to be made. A man many open a
grocery store who has a couple of hun-
dred dollars and apparently exist a few
vears on a gross profit of 5 p.c. But
all the time he is sinking into a hole
which finally buries him.

‘Where Net Profit is tco Small.

Groecers of the next half century will
look to adequate profits. Goods for
instance which they purchase for $1 per
dozen, will not be sold at 10 cents each
in places where the cost of doing busi-
ness is 15 p.e. heeause that only means
1 or 2 per cent. net profit.

To ofiset the unintentional selling of
goods below cost there is but one re-
medy. It is business education on the
part of the person who buys and who
decides upon the market price. He must
know positively whether he is paying
15 or 25 cents ecach for articles.

It must bhe remembered that while
such unconscious price-cutting through
ignoranee of the cost is injurious to the
retail trade as a whole, it effects more so
the person who cuts the price. It makes
it much more difficult for him to sell
at the right price if he discovers his
mistake, and also to sell other goods,
the relative values of whiech are known
to the general publie.

If an article is sold by one grocer at
15 cents which should be sold at 30
cents, other merchants in the vicinity
soon find it out. Requests are made
upon them for the same price and they
are often branded as “‘cheats’” if they
do not give it.

In such cases it is wise to inform the
price cutter that he is selling much be-
low cost and that he is making a price
which will be recognized as the estab-
lished one if others meet it. Then if
they do there will be no special benefit
coming to him even if he were the first
one to make it. The final result would
be that the whole trade in that dis-
trict will be losing money when they
might just as well be making a legiti-
mate profit.

A Cut in Soap Prices.

Word emanates from Stoufiville, Ont.,
that one grocer there is selling 8 bars
of ——— soap for 25 cents. His com-
petitors claim that he is not obtaining
it from the manufacturer, but from a
wholesaler who gives him a special price
whereby he can sell it at 3% cents a
bar and break about even.

If he advertises well, he is going to
sell pretty nearly all the laundry soap
in Stoufiville for a time. If the source
of supply euts off the special price to
him—as it should—then he will be worse
off than ever in going back to the es-
tablished figures.

On the other hand should he con-
tinue to sell 8 bars for a quarter others
will in time meet his price. Eventually
that will become the established price
in Stoufivilleeno one will benefit and
all will suffer. The grocer who cut the
price in the first place will then have
to ecarry the blame. ‘““He made the
iope to hang his competitors and got
hung himself.”

These are representative evils in the
trade which demand attention and when
they are successfully coped with the
trade will be on a much more sound
basis.

EXTRA-PROVINCIAL LICENSE.
Law Which Comes Into Effect in British
Columbia on July 1st.

Vaneouver, B.C., June 16.—The law
respecting Extra-Provineial Corporations
doing business in British Columbia pass-
ed at the last session of the legislature
comes into effeet on July 1st.

Regarding the licensing and registra-
iilon of extra-provineial eompanies the
law reads:

Every extra-provineial company
having gain for its purpose and ob-
jeet within the scope of this act is
hereby required to be licensed or
registered under this or some form-

30

er Act, and no company, firm, broker
or other person shall, as the repre-
sentative or agent of, or acting in
any other capacity for any such
extra-provineial eompany earry on
any of the business of an extra-
provineial eompany, within this
provinee until sueh extra-provineial
company shall have been licensed or
registered, as aforesaid.

This section shall apply to an ex-
tra-provineial eompany, notwith-
standing that it was heretofore
registered as a foreign company un-
der the provisions of any Aet, 1898,
e. 13, 5. 5; R.S. B.C, e. 44, s. 123.

Disabilities and Penalties.

If any extra-provineial company
shall, without being licensed or re-
gistered pursnant to this part, carry
on in the Provinee of British Colum-
bia any part of its business, such ex-
tra-provineial eompany shall be
liable fo a penalty of fifty dollars
for every day upon which it so car-
ries on business, and so long as it
remains unlicensed or unregistered
under this Aet, it shall not be eap-
able of maintaining any aection, suit
or other proceeding in any court in
British Columbia, in respeet of any
contract made in whole or in part
within this provinee in the course of
or in conneetion with its business,
contrary to the requirements of this
part;

Provided, however, upon the
granting or restoration of the license
or the issuance or restoration of the
certificate of registration or the re-
moval of any suspension of either
the license or the ecertificate, any
action, suit or other proeceeding may
be maintained as if such license or
certificate had been granted or re-
stored, or such suspension removed
hefore the institution of any such
action, suit or other proceedings.’’
When the aet was being drawn up

there was a provision respecting the do-
ing of business through travelers or by
correspondence, but at the last minute
this was thrown out. It read:

Provided that taking orders for
or buying or selling goods, wares
and merchandise by travelers or by
correspondence, if the ecompany has
no resident agent or representative
and no office or place of business in
British Columbia, shall not be deem-
ed a carrying on of business within
the meaning of this Aect.

Provided, also, that the onus of
proving that a ecompany has no resi-
dent agent or representative and no
office or place of business in British
Columbia, or that it is not earrying
on business in British Columbia,
shall in any prosecution for any in-
fringement of this section rest up-
on the acensed, and
Therefore, all incorporated companies,

doing business in this provinee in any
way, should either obtain license or be-
come registered before July 1st, as other-
wise, they will be not only liable io
penalties, but will be unable to maintain
any action suits or other proceedings in
fhe courts of British Columbia.

TORONTO—Wholesalers are practi-
cally sold out of peas and prices are
much higher than the opening figures
which eame out last July. While eorn is
quoted at S0e, a number of jobbers wou'ld
not eare to sell that low and tomatoes
are firm at 85 cents; some declare they
ought to be higher.

So far as canned fruits are concerned
all prices are sirong and sinece opening
last year are Tl4e higher. It is believed
that not many eanned raspberries are yet
on hand, but that there are more straw-
berries. The latter fruit will be a bump-
er erop this year and there is likely to
be a glut at some time during the season.
Canners will therefore likely buy them
rather cheaply.

Opening prices for canned goods will
be out some time in July. It is not an-
ticipated that they will be lower than
last year’s opening figures as then ean-
ners were shading as near to cost as
possible in view of eompetition. Neither
i1s it expeected that they will be much
higher this year at least, and if they are
sold to wholesalers on the contract sell-
ing plan basis, they are likely to remain
pretty mueb uniform during the season.
This arrangement is probable this year.

Toronto, June 16, 1910.

Warmer weather has stimulated trade
considerably during the week. This is
particularly so in the ease of sugar, ean-
ned fruits and vegetables and dried and
evaporated fruits. Now is the time to
expeet hot weather and it is here; and
when it eomes in season trade responds
in particular lines, the same as it does
when cold weather comes in its proper
season.

So far as prices are concerned there
have been few ehanges. Sugar is tem-
porarily weak but nothing but manipula-
tion contrary to its natural tendency will
make it decline. With the strawberry
season upon us it is bound to sell rapidly
and there is little or no likelihood of it
going down. It is generally believed
that the end of the month will see an-
other advance.

Teas are quite strong. Reports from
the east indicate that newly picked Cey-
lons are showing a falling off in quality
and flavory teas are likely to be scarce.
New crop Japans are expected here soon.

Evaporated apples are strengthening
and quoted by some higher than a week
ago. The reason is that the supply is
getting short.

Currants are firm in primary markets
due to rains in Greece, while raisins, al-
monds and olives are strong in Spain
due to drought.

Laundry starches are enjoying a heavy
sale just now, this being their best sea-
son.

Sugar—Locally the sugar market re-
mains about the same as a week ago.
Sales are heavy because retailers are an-
ticipating the strawberry preserving sea-
son and are getting supplied. This fruit
will be an enormous erop and will be
fairly cheap so that sugar will sell well
from now on. While temporarily the
market is not so strong, there is no
chance for a decline unless unnaturai
manipulation, which no person ean fore-
see, takes place. Prices are some 60¢
higher than a year ago and are likely to
go higher before many weeks pass. So
far as the visible supply is eoncerned
the total stock of Europe and Ameriea,
2,528.572 tons, as against 2,683,823 tons
last year at the same date. -The de-
crease of stoek is 155,251 tons, against
a deecrease of 172,292 last week. Total
stocks and afloats together show a visible
supply of 2,668,572 tons, against 2,788,-
823 tons last year, or a decrease of 120,-
251 tons acecording to Willett & Gray.

Dried quxt;—For a time wholesalers
found diffieulty in selling dried and
evaporated fruits, but recently they have
sold well. Prunes are scarce in the me-
dium sized and are firming up at the
coast. Some wholesalers are out of apri-
cots almost and prices are marked up.
There is little or nothing doing in figs
and dates as is usual at this time. Cur-
rants are strong in Greece, due to wet
weather, as pointed out last week. Rais-
ins are firm in the Spanish market but no
price changes are expected to the re-
tailer for a time at least.
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Tea—Reports mdlcate that the new
crop Japans are equal in quality to last
year, but that the aggregate crop quan-
tity will be less. Prlces are firm in Ja-
pans, and are from 1 to 2 cents higher
than last year. Ceylons and Indians are
also firm. A recent London cable says
that the quality of Ceylons is falling off
and the flavory teas are likely to be
scarce for a time. The weather has not
been all that is required for the right
growth.

Coffee—The coffee market shows no
features of interest. The local demand
is good for quality coffees.

GROCERS PASS STRONG RESOLU-
TIONS.

Want Manufacturers of Proprietary
Goods to Sell on Contract Basis—
Object to a Price Advance.
Toronto, June 17.—On Monday night
the grocers’ section of the Toronto
branch of the R.M.A., met and among
the resolutions adopted were the follow-

ing :

“That in the opinion of this section it
is desirable that the retail grocers should
be represented on the joint committee
of wholesalers and retailers called to
discuss trade questions, by five active
grocers at present engaged in business
and we recommend that the executive of
the provincial section be urged to exer-
cise their authority and appoint five
such active grocers on that committee.”

‘““That the representatives of this sec-
tion of the R.M.A., who meet with the
committee of wholesalers to confer with
manufacturers with respect to better
trade conditions, be instructed to insist
upon all manufacturers of package goods
and proprietary articles sold in the gro-
cery trade, marketing their products on
a direct contract plan thus maintaining
a uniform price and insuring to the re-
tailer a legitimate living profit.”

“That a committee consisting of W. L.
Collard, D. W. Clark and J. F. Hol-
loway, be appointed to wait upon the
charcoal firms re the recent advance in
the price to the retailer.”

‘““That a committee consisting of five
be appointed to wait on a committee
irom the Toronto Retail Grocers’ Asso-
ciation to confer re possibility of amal-
gamation.”

“That the executive board interview
the Board of Works in regard to having
our pavements properly laid and that
the Teamsters’ Union, the Wholesale
Grocers’ Guild and the Bakers’ Associa-
tion and all others interested in the wel-
fare of horses be asked to co-operate
with us in this matter.”

There was also a resolution passed
disapproving of the action of a soap
manufacturing company in reducing the
size of the bar of its soap instead of
raising the price and ‘‘thus giving the
grocers an opportunity to make a fair
profit by selling it at 5¢ a bar.”

ST. LAWRENCE MILLING CO.

A meeting of the stockholders of this
new Montreal milling concern was held
last week to elect officers and pass on
plans for their new mill. George A.
Grier, president, Thos. Williamson, vice-
president ; Lt.-Col. A. E. Labelle, man-
aging director, R. Forget, M.P., and C.
J. Fleet, K.C., directors, was the result
of the election. Colonel Labelle and
Mr. Williamson were formerly in connec-
tion with the Ogilvie Milling Co., Ltd.

It was reported at the meeting that
all the stock, $600,000 preferred and $1,-
200,000 common, has been taken up by
private subscription.

The plans for the new mill were passed
on and call for a mill of 2,500 barrels
per day capacity. It is expected to be
ready by the first of next year. Tem-
porary offices have been taken at 1110

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Warm Weather Aids Demand for Hog Products

English and Canadian Markets Stimulated—Heavy Production
of Butter, But Consumption is Likewise Heavy — Export De-
mand for Cheese Light in View of Prices—Eggs Quite Plentiful

Reports from England indicate a brisk
demand for baeon, due in a great meas-
ure {o the warm weather, which is al-
ways bacon weather. The same applies
to the Canadian trade, the weather here
also stimulating smoked and  cooked
hams.

The week also showed a slight deerease
in the prices of live and dressed hogs,
due to somewhat heavier supplies, but
there still remains room for declines be-
fore the bacon and hog produet situa-
tion will be placed on a satisfactory
basis.

Production of butter is heavy and
prices show a weakness. The consump-
tion is heavy, too, and it is not antici-
pated that priees will dip low. Sup-
plies from Australia and Siberia have
diminished on the English market, but
the outflow from Ireland shows no signs
of falling off. The supply as a whole
has diminished.

Up to the present supplies of Canadian
cheese on the London market have not
been sufficient to overtake eonsumption.
English buyers are unwilling to pay ad-
vanees asked here and business is there-
fore somewhat quiet.

WHY WE HAVE DEAR BUTTER.

Not Enough Farmers Trying to Produce
It, Says One Dealer.

Detroit, June 15.—A local dealer in
butter and eggs asserts that the price
of these staples will never deerease as
long as five per cent. of the population
is trying to supply the other 95 per ceut.

This dealer puts part of the responsi-
bility for the growing searcity of butter
upon eonditions on the farm. He says,
‘‘The situation will never be remedied.
so far as the farmer is concerned, until
a perfeet milking machine is invented.
Milking is hard work. Men don’t like it,
and it is almost impossible for women
to do it. The fault is, however, in part
with the farmer. He thinks nobody
ought to be idle on a farm. A hired
hand cannot plough by lantern light, but
he can milk by it in the morning and at
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night, and the employer demands the
service. Men won’t work under sueh
conditions.

“‘There are other reasons also for the
seareity of butter. Cows will not give
milk unless they have proper fodder.
You ean get milk if you feed a ecow
G5 or 70 cent corn, but you eannot feed
corn at that price and sell 35-cent bat-
ter. Then, again, it takes from 20 to 25
pounds of milk to make a pound of hut-
ter; that is to say. from 10 to 1215
quarts. It costs 3 eents a pound, ia:d
down in Detroit, to produce butter. Tou
quarts of milk bring 70 eents, and there
is no labor or expense other than ship-

TRADE WITH ITALY AND BEL-
GIUM.

Intermediate Tariff Rates Granted By
Canada in View of Friendly
Relations.

Ottawa, June 13.—The Canadian in-
termediate tariff rates granted to France
are extended to Belgium and the Nether-
lands in return for the friendly attitude
which these countries have a’'ways main-
tained toward Canada, and in view of
the faet that they are now both low-tar-
iff eountries, and are entitled to equal
treatment with Franee. Friendly trade
relations have also been announced with
Italy.

Canada gives Italy the intermediate
rates on eighteen items, viz: Macaroni
and vermicelli, canned vegetables, lime
juiece and other fruit syrups, light wines
and champagne, .castile soap, pomades,
essential oils, n.o.p., white and ecream-
colored lace, and embroideries of cotton,
women’s and children’s Italian elothes,
ete., when imported in the unfinished
state, churech vestments, velvets, vel-
veteens. plush and slik fabries, ribbons
of all kinds and materials, musical in-
struments and parts thereof, head orna-
statues and statuettes, and fine

ments,

Canada is given the Italian econven-
tional or minimum tariff rates on seven-
feen of the principal items of Canadian
export to that country, viz.: Condensed
milk. carbide of ea'eium, timber and
lumber, furniture, carriage whee's and
paris of carriages, smallwares of wood,
wood pulp, paper, pasteboard, fur muffs,
hoots and shoes, tools and implemenis
of ecast iron or steel, sewing machines,
cement, horses, fish and cheese.

At present the largest items in our
import from Belgium are glass iron and
steel, sugar and molasses. The imports
of sugar and molasses reached the figure
$248,000 in 1909. The largest item in
our import trade from Italy is natura’ly
enough fruits, of which we imported in
1909. $238,000. The corresponding figure
for the year previous was $305.000 out of
a total fruit export of $20,000,000. Of
macaroni and vermicelli we bought in
1909, $73,000 worth, while in the year
previous the imports were $94,000, and
strangely enough the Italian returns do

not elassify this produet among their ex-
poris.

The eonsumption of olive oil seems to
have inereased rapidly. the figures in
1909 being $38,000, a more than three-
fold inerease in the last four years. In
1908 their exports were valued at $12,-
000,000 and they have exceeded $14,-
000,000,

Kingston, Ont., June 16.—In the police
court this week the magistrate fined
three grocers who pleaded guilty to hav-

groeers claimed they bought the pepper
from wholesalers, who guaranteed it pure.
Some time ago the grocers were also fined
for selling impure coffee. The magis-
trate regretted he had to impose the fine,
and urged the Retail Merchants’ Asso-
ciation to get after the wholesalers, who,
he dec’ared, are partially responsible.

PAYS HEAVY EXPRESS CHARGES.

Retail Grocer Complains of Being Taxed
by Two Express Companies.

Editor Canadian Groeer,—The diffi-
culty I, with many others, have in ship-
ping produce and getting goods here is
principally by express. Toronto is our
best market for eggs and butter. In
the winter, spring and fall, on aeccount
of frost, we are obliged to ship by ex-
press.  Brownsville is our nearest ship-
ping point, and in ghipping from there to
Toronto goods have to go by two express
companies, and the eost is nearly double
what it should be.

It virtually shuts us out from ship-
ping to Toronto, and this should be
remedied. I think it is a matter whieh
should go before the Railway Commis-
sion.  We have no other place for ship-
ping by express, except we go five miles
to Corinth. F¥From there goods go by one
express company, and the eost is about
half the amount it otherwise would be.

But we should not be obliged to go
there, when there is an express com-
pany almost at our doer.

Eggs come in rather slowly in winter
and they should be got to market as
fresh as possible. It does not pay to
drive five miles with just one case, and
in the spring eggs are always sold on a
411‘«»]; market.

I hope you will lay this before the
Railway Commission and have the mat-
ter rectified.

GAVE CASH SYSTEM TRIAL.

New Ontario Merchants Favor It—How
They Combat Mail Order Houses.

Englehart, Ont., June 15th.—New ad-
vocates of the eash system of doing busi-
ness are Errett & Co., grocers of this
town. Two years ago they decided that
they were through with the eredit sys-
tem and announced their determination
to their patrons.

‘CAt first,”” they state, ‘“we noticed
a decided falling off in our trade, but
after the first month or two the old cus-
tomers began to eome back together with
new ones and since that time business

THE CANADIAN GROCER

has been steadily inereasing. We find
that we are able to sell our goods possi-
bly more reasonable than previously and
this faet is appreciated by the publie.”’

They have not adopted any special
colleeting system, following only the
simplest plans. They conduct special
sales which are profitable and which im-
prove trade, bringing in new customers.
““Our best drawing sale,”’ said one of
the members of the firm, ‘“was that in
which we gave to the customer whose
cash purchases reached the greatest total
a handsome cut glass water set. There
was keen competition in this instance
and quite a number were materially in-
terested in it.

‘“We handle only high elass goods and
have found that it is not such a difficult
maifer to educate the people in regard
to the advisability of buying only goods
of quality. At practically every oppor-
tunity we endeavor to explain the pe-
culiar advantages and having once ex-
plained to a customer’s satisfaction they
are won over for good.

““The only methods of dealing with
the mail order question is to demonstrate
to your customers that you can offer
them just as good indueements and point
out to them their want of loyalty as
shown by thus turning the channels of
trade away from their home town. It
seems that the wholesaler ceould assist
the retailer in this respeet by selling at
one priee only, regardless of quantity,
not giving large mail order houses an
extra discount. This distinguishing be-
tween the large and small retailer is not
fair to the latter, who are thus in the
very beginning placed at a disadvantage
if they have not been given the same
terms.”’

Krom
a Canadian standpoint it is a little
stronger although some of the millers do
not admit it. The total world’s supply
of wheat is 32,000,000 bus. greater than
this time last year and reports of the
new crops are most encouraging. Re-
ports given out recently estimate that
the acreage of wheat in (fanada and the
United States respectively are 9,295,000
and 19,742,000.

It has been stated in some quarters
that a reverse movement may be expect-
ed soon as following the last declines
This is not accepted by the majority, al-
though it is not easy to surmise what
way the market will move next. Flour
sales are steady.

BLEACHED FLOUR QUESTION.

Ottawa, June 16—The question of the
sleaching of flour by artificial means,
‘hich has been the subject of investiga-
‘om, as well as litigation, under the Pure
ivod Laws of the United States, is dealt
ith in a bulletin just issued by the In-
and Revenue Department.

A total of 223 samples were examined,

Canada has no legislation with regarS
to the subjeet, and whethier or not it
may be considered desivable to prohibii
the manufacture and sale of bleached
flonr is for the present in abeyance-

The report says that of 75 samples
situwing measurahle amounts of nitrates,
twenty-five contain not more than one
part per million, leaving fifty (nnplu to
contain above one per million of nitrates.
The ehief analyst says:

It is amply evident that the bleaching
ol - flour by oxides ol uitrogen has re
sulted from a popular demand for \\:I’H‘
Hour, and a convietion on the part of the
millers that they were meeting this de-
mand in a perfeetly harmless manner.
Whether or not any dauger to publie
nealth results from bleaching flonr by
oxides of nitrogen, is a moest important
guestion, and one upon which judgmen!
is reserved.”’

SOME JOBBERS FINED.

Penalized by Soap Manufacturers—An-

other Net Weight Bill.

New York. June 16-—The soap business
appears to be gradually getting down to
a basis desired by the jobbers. The
withdrawal of cash rebates by one of the
large firms last week is reported as
smoothing out inconveniences on the
side of both the manufacturer and whole-
saler. This company insists emphatical-
ly, however, on the maintenance of its
prices, and calls attention to penalties
for violation thercof. Another large
soap concern is enforcing rigorously the
protection of its price lists, and has
within a short time inflicted fines on
half a dozen New York jobbers who are
said to have broken the rules.

The Senate now has a bill on weight
branding. It was introduced by Senator
Page, of Vermont, on May 10. This
makes the situation more serious, irom
the grocers’ point of view. The oppo-
sition has made a good fight, but {he
movement appears to be gaining ground

Senator Page’s bill is all the more im-
portant because, unlike that of Congress-
man Moore, it is not confined alone to
tke District of Columbia. It concerns
interstate commerce. Section 2 reads :
‘““That the introduction into any State
or Territory or the District of C‘olumbia
from any other State of Territory or
the District of Columbia, or from any
foreign country, or shipment  to
any foreign country or any article for
consumption by man or other animal, in
package form which dees not have the
correct weight, measure, or numerical
count on the outside, but not on the
bottom of the package, is hereby prohi-
bited.”

Reasonable tolerances from time to
time are allowed for unavoidable varia-
tions in filling such packages and for
changes in the weight or measure of the
contents due to natural causes.

No dealer will be prosecuted under the
act provided he can establish a guaranty
signed by the wholesaler, jobber or
manufacturer, to” the efiect that the ar-
ticle is not misbranded.

STATE OF ONTARIO FRUIT TREES.

Robt. Thompson, St. Catharines, Ont.,
president of the Niagara Peninsula Fruit
Growers’ Association, writes The Can-
adian Groeer as follows regarding the
fruit outlook: ‘‘The weather for some
weeks has been cool and backward. Not-
withstanding this the fruit, when we!l
cared for, is looking well. Peaches are
heavily set with fruit, and it will be
necessary for the grower to thin heavily
if he expeets good fruit. In driving
through the country the sprayed orehards
can be picked out easily as the unspray-
ed are red with eurl leaf. Orechards,
when the work was done late in the sea-
son or earelessly, are affected more or
less. Around Winona nearly all the peach
orchards have been sprayed well. Around
Grimsby and Beamsville the work has
either not been done or very carelessly
as orchard after orchard look as if the
fire had gone through them. From Jor-
dan and east around St. Catharines, the
work has been well done, injured
orchards being the exeeption. Time and
sulphur has again. proven iiself to be
the best material to spray with, while
the trees are dormant.”’

RETAILER GETS 18 MONTHS.

A. W. Cooper, a former Nutana, Sask.,
merchant, was plaeced on trial recently
in the supreme eourt, charged with ob-
taining goods to the amount of $850
with intent to defrand. This man ar-
rived at Nutana about fifteen months
ago, elaiming that-he had a large amount
of money in England, to prove whieh he
produced letters of eredit from varions
hankers, which afterward proved bogus.
He bought a store from B. A. Archibald
and goods from various wholesalers, and
sold out the stock and pocketed the pro-
ceeds and gave his ereditors the slip. He
was eaptured, brought back to the eity
to stand trial. and after being allowed
out on bail, jumped his bonds and dis-
appeared May of last year, and was not
heard of again until April of this year,
when he was captured at Calgary and
brought back to Saskatoon to stand trial.
He was found guilty and sentenced to
cighteen months’ imprisonment.

DISHONEST WEIGHING.

New York retail grocers as a rule are
honest, but that there are many excep-
tions a visit to the Bureau of Weights
and Measures will demonstrate. The
rogues’ gallery there has many exhibits.
The officials will show measures with
false bottomns and weights, dug out, and
filled up with wax and then blackened.
The officials will also tell how some of
the dealers doctor their scales almost
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before the back of the sealer is turned,
and then exhibit the inspection certifi-
cate as proof ot their honesty to the
doubting buyer. It is the custom to
blame the East Side dealer for most of
this kind of fraud, but violations are
said to be quite common in higher cir-
cles. Sometimes, according to report,
the large dealer sets a pace in this
direction that the co-called small corner
store has to follow for self-preservation.

Ti
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Educating Consumers on Adulterated Foods

THE CANADIAN GROCER

Exhibition in London, Eng., for This Purpose——Visitors Shown
How Adulterated Coffee, Cocoa, Jams, Etc., are Manufactured
—Some Ingredients Detrimental to Health.

An exhibition was recently held in
London, Eng., to show the publie how cer-
fain adulterations are made. The goods
displayed were all purchased in various
shops. The visitor was shown how cheap
coffee is made from chicory, baked chest-
nuts, acbrns, horse beans, ete., all of
which have but little natural flavor or
aroma. This is provided by the addi-
tion of a little of the real article.

Adulterated cocoa is faked from ar-
rowroot, ecornflour, sago, lil[liu(‘il, ete.,
colored with “‘eocoa red,”” a mixture of
Venetian red and nmber. Inferior co-
coas often eontain injurious substances,
such as red lead, red ochre, sulphate of
lime, ete. Cheap chocolate is made in
mueh the same way. Faney chocolates
are often glazed with shellae. Lieorice
ladders and laces, ete., so popular with
children, are faked from chalk and stareh
colored with lampblack.

To be Found in Jams.

In the produetion of compound jam,
the **fakir’’ has developed great skill.
In the poorer quarters of London on
often sees jam for sale at from 11d to
Is 3d per jar of 7 1bs. More often than

not it is sold in **penn’orths,”” such a
portion being sufficient to **smear’” ey
eral slices of bread.  Samples of these
preserves have frequently been analyzed,
and have been tound to contain ferment-
ed fruit pulp, secaweed, turnips, swedes,
bheet roots, apple refuse from eider
presses, glucose, molasses, saccharin,
benzoie and  salieylie  compounds, red
and  yellow  ochre,  vermilion, Prus-
sian blue, tumerie, sulphate of soda, and
lime.  Where it has been necessary Lo
provide small pips, as in raspberry jam,
sawdust is used.
Adulterated Bread.

All sorts of tricks are resorted to in
some quarters in making bread. Rye,
harley, peas, beans, and potatoes are
employed as substitutes for wheat, alum,
sulphate of  zine, and other injurious
chemieals being added to whiten the pro-
duet and to arrest formentation.

It is apparent from the above that
London has a need for the enforcement
of the Pure Foods Aet. 1t is also evi-
dent that the people who suffer mosi
from these adulterations arve the poorer
class, who are unable to pay the high
prices.  These are not exaggerated cascs,

for the goods exhibited were actually

taken from stores. None of these coods,
of eourse, find their way to the Cana-
dian market, as it demands quality.
