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have a milder annual temperature than obtains
in the Red River Valley as far south as Grand
Forks and Fargo, The blizzarda and high
winds of Manitoba and the Dakotas are ex-
ceptional in North Saskatchewan.

As a rule spring opens about April 1st, and
1s ideal seeding weather. The rainfall is not
excessive, but sufficient, and the long period
of sunlight of our summer days matures in
their perfection all the vegetables and cereals
grown in any part of the Canadian Northwest.
It is the history of the North Saskatchewan
valley thet it is less liable to early fall frosts
than many other parts that have been settled
for many years.

It hasa rich alluvial soil, and its zeneral
superficial features may be described as a
mixed prairie and wooded region. It includes
a portion of the great plains, and is well suited
by climate and soil to the raising of wheat,
cattle ard sheep.

The North Battleford District.

The North Battleford District is that portion
of Saskatchewan lying north of the North
Saskatchewan River between Range 10 West
of 3rd M. and the 4th meridian. There are
free homest-ads to be cbtained within a reason-
able distance of the town and along the lizes
of projected railways.

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north there are extemsive districts heavily
timbered with spruce and pine. The soil is a
black clay loam with chocolate subsoil and is
covered with a heavy growih of prairie grass
The countryis watered by numerous lakes and
streams which abound with fish. Good water,
as a rule,:an be obtained at a depth of from
ten to twenty feet, and timber and fuel are
within a reasonable distance. Idezl opportu-
nities are here afforded for grain raising, mixed
farming, dairying and ranching. In the north-
ern portion of the distriet, the lumbering in-
dustry invites development, and with the
advent of railways, this will be an important
feature of the industrial life of the district,

Meota and Jackfish District.

Meota and Jack Fish District is that district
in the region of Jack Fish Laks, ard watered
by the streams that flow into it. Jack Fish
Lake is a body of water of about 40 sq. miles
in extent, mostly situated in T. 47, R. 17. W. 3.
It is about 20 miles north and west of North
Battleford, and is reached by a well travelled
road. This district has long been regarded as
one of the choicest for settlement in the Prov-
ince of Saskaichewan. South and west of the
lake there is undulzting prairie well suited to
grain raising. On the north, it is more rolling
znd adapted to mixed farming, whilst on the
east it is more broken and adapted to grazing.

The following is a description written by an
enthusiastic settler of the district, living on
Sec. 8, Tp. 47, R 17, W.3:—

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conditions ravorable to the grain grower, stock
raiser, gardener, poultryman, dairyman, mixed
farmer. fisherman and sportsman. Land that
will grow forty-five bushels of wheat to the
acre, as it did on N. C. Morrison’s farm in 1905,
will grow it again. The oats, wheat and barley
grown here last year, were as fine samples as
vou would see.”

“Mr. Boles, of Carberry, Man. said that the
barley, red fife and blue stem wheatthat I had
for seed, were superior to any he had seen in
Manitoba: but my oats were not so good.
‘This, according to my judgmeut, said he ‘is
the best district I have seen since leaving
home, and 1 have visited Southern Alberta.
Northern Alberta, the Vermilion Country.
Tramping Lake ete’ He was sincere. for
three weeks later his son came here to home-
stead and buy land. The luxuriant growth of
prairie grass and slough hay. and the abun-
dance of good water. ensure a profit in stock
raising and dairying. Poor cattle are a rare
sight at any season of the year.”

“From mjy experience Ithink I can honestly
say, that thers is no vegetable that cannot be
very successfuliy grown here. Furthermore,
I do not see why all the small fruits cannot be
grown. Bushels of beautiful raspberries
have gone to waste on my own guarter. We
have gatiiered gooseberries, strawberries. black
currants, saskatoons and cranberries. It
~tands to reason. that, if these fruits will grow
wild. the tame varieties, with a little care
could be successfully grown.™

*To the spertsman. Jack Fish Lake is a para-
dise.  Partridges, prairie chickens, mallard.
teal. canvas back, pin tail, ducks wild geese.
cranes. hadgers, wolves, antelope etc.. are com-
1n:cn while bear and moose have heen secn and
shot.”

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“The wily piscator finds all that his soul
delights in, in Jack Fish Lake and creek. You
do not troll all day for a fish or two, but
simply forget all your troubles in the Feen
enjoyment of pulling up real live fish weighing
from four to twenty-eight pounds. I have
caught eighty-five pounds of pike and pickerell
in a few hours tishing. We caught 4500 white
fish last winter, which shows that fishing
pays.”

“So far. no trouble has been experienced, in
getting plenty of wood, building logs and rails.
North of here, less than forty miles, begins the
big timber belc. Many settlers had their
rough lumber sawn fhere last winter, and
many more will next winter.

“You need no better recommendation for
this distriet, than the class of intelligent men
scttled here.

order and good government in the unorganized
territory it had acquired in 1870, BattleZord,
because of its central location and command-
ing position, was selectrd as the first capital of
the North West Territories.

The Saskatchewan River has been a barrier
to railway construction, and accordingly, the
development of the North Saskatchewan valley
has been delayed until the present, and
Battleford as a centre of population, has of
later years, been a place of relatively less im-
portance than Edmonton, Calgary, Regina and
Prince Albert, cities upon well established lines
of railway. Itmaintains however, its natural
central location and a circle with North
Battleford as a centre, and three hundred
miles of a radius, includes, with these four
leading cities, thelarger part of the popula-
tion of the two new provinces, and more of
the population than is included within the
same radius of any one of them.

With the -.mpletion of the great Canadian
Northern sy.cem, the Hudson Bay Railway.,
the Grand Trunk Pacific and numerous branch
lines, North Battleford occupies the position,
and has the undeveloped resources, to take
first place among itstivals as a commercial
centre of the Canadian north-west. There are
no more promising rewards for the settler, and
no safer investment for capital, and no better
commercial spportunities in Canada to-day than
are to be found in the North Battleford district.
Real estate and farm lands will rapidly an-
ticipate values in view of the completion of
the great Canadian Northern system and the
Hudson Bay Railway, and the investor and
settler can, to-day, luy the foundation of
fortune and prosperity.
