SPEED IN HIGH ALTITUDES

An Asronautical Theory That Is Borne
Out by the Migrations
of . Birds,

The statement that a flying machine
with ‘a normal speed of 40 miles an
hour would travel at a height of 5
miles at 150 miles an hour—made by
Dr. Graham Bell, is supported by an
ornithologist. "Doctor Bell’s view,
which depended on a prolonged course
of  scientific inquiries, was that the
speed of an aeroplane increased in
more or less definite ratio as the
height from the earth increased. The
thinner the air the faster the aircraft

That birds use this quality of the
air now seems probable. ' Some of the
migrants arriving in England have
been observed to dive down from an
incalculable height, as has often been
observed in Heligoland. - That the
weak flyers should cross the North
Sea in one dash has seemed an in-

Germany is a big country. More
over, it is the most interesting coun-
try in Europe save Italy.

It is an empire of peoples as
diverse as are the territories they oc-
cupy; the brusque and ‘domineering
Prussians, living in the vast plain of
northern Germany; the ancient Sax-
ons, still clinging to former supersti-
toing and still living imn the beautiful
environment of their exquisite old-
time towns and in the atmosphere of
Jegend and romance that lingers yet
around the regions 'of the Harz; the
gay Wurtemburgers, with their bril-
liant capital of Stuttgart; and best of
all, beautiful, enchanted Bavaria, land
of medieval cities, of mountains, of
castles, of lakes, of the kindly, fine-
faced men and women who live there,
Let me outline a charming trip from

Cologne to Hegensburg. .

From Cologne to Mayence, which
constitutes the tourist’s Rhine, is 117
miles, and the trip can be made in a
day on steamers that are comfortable.

BOTHA KNEW. GERMANY

Her Colonial Policy and Unreliability
Well Sized Up

Some :words spoken by General
Botha afford the most opposite reply
to Dr. von Bethmann Hollweg's sug-
gestion that Germany would have been
a better friend to the Boers than Eng-
tland.  "Accor dmg to the information
1 have received,” General Botha said,

Those few brief pointed words contain not
only the fundamental cause 6f this colossal strug-
gle, but also adequately explain why Canada,
‘too, is taking part. Minor matters, and what
may be called the surface causes of the war, are
|all. waved aside. British institutions which are
idemocratic, and German institutions, which are
| essentially autocratic, simply could not continue
to exist side by side in modern Europe. That is
the one underlying truth concerning this pres-
ent conflict. ‘Germany and Austria rejected de-
mocracy in the years 1848-1870. This war is'the
direct result. It has been said of the German |
pebple by one of themselves that ever since 1871, |
they have been “drunk with'victory.” The fight
today on the fields of Europe is the outcome of a
long campaign in German lecture rooms. That
‘campaign had for its objective the world-wide
dominance of German “Kultur,” which objective
could only be realized by the absolute dominance
of Gterman arms.

Thus the clash between Germany and Brit-
ain became inevitable. Britain, the home of de-
| moecracy; Britain, whose flag spelt freedom in
every quarter of the globe, could not be expect-
ed to throw aside her birthright and become a'
nation of slaves. Britain’s sons had sailed the
seas, British Colonies had sprung to birth and
the untramelled freedom of the Union Jack, it-
self a symbol of liberty, brought into the British
Empire of today.

By a1 de
cisive majority, Alberta has declared
for the complete extinction of hote!
and club licenses, (shops also). Sas
katchewan has ‘established a system
of dispensaries. = Bar drinking hus
been prohibited. No club may provid«
liquor for its members. Sale is re
stricted to pakages by agents of the
government,

In British Columbia, where advo
cates of prohibition made little pro-
gress until the-war, a formidabi
movement to abolish retail liquor
licensés has developed. A few month:
hence Manitoba will determine by
referendum if the license liquor
traffic is to continue. The chances
are ‘that the province will foilow th
example of Alberta. Prince Edward
Island is under prohibition. Liquor
licenses are issued in only a single
county in Nova Scotia. The trade has
legal recognition in only a few com
munities in New Brunswick. Licensss
are still issued freely in Montreal and
other cities of Quebec but in many o!
the rural parishes they have beer
extinguished. The cures oppose the
traffic and they have the support of
the Bisheps.

In Ontario 542 out of 847 muni
cipalities have no licensed public
houses. The Liberal Party is com
mitted to provincial prohibition.

pressing upon the people a sense of
respon ibility for their share in inter-
national affairs.”  That last phrase
iooks well in print, but as a practi-
cal statesman Sir Robert dwelt chief-
ly on the boom a‘local navy ‘would
give to our bhome industries. That
idea was still bearing fruit in bLis
mind six months later when he took

-nat Sir Robert recamted all these
scatements four years afterwards but

dox. In fact he remained so, as lo
as his friends would let him, yneld}ng
.only when the Nationalists and othe:
vexatious influences rendered Ji no
longer possible to “rise ‘superior to
party motives.” . There: can be.no
doubt that Sir Robert Borden had the
1ght views in 1909 and th: wrong
ones in-1813; «'Time: has told..

Dowsers
to the number of a score or more,
professionals and ainatenrs, were told
to stand over‘a pipe buried a few feet
underground. Intermittently, water
was sent through this pipe and then
turned off.© The dowsers were asked
to tell when the pipe was empty. The
results were negative; the diviners
proved to be: poor guessers. The So-
ciety “for: Psychical Research brought
in a verdict a few years ago against
‘the ancient art of rbabdorcancy.
