HEAVIER ORE SHIPMENTS

Progress Made in the Development of
the Various Mines of the Camp—
War Eagle Company Said to Be
After the Mugwump.

The announcement of the looked for
arrival on April 12, of Hon. C. H. Mae-
kintosh, W. G. Carlyle and D. J. Me-
Donald, of the British America corpora-
tion, was pleasing news fo everybody
the past week, as their coming is the
signal for operations on the part of that
corporation, which will involve the ex-
penditure of $8,000,000 and perhaps
more. As has been stated, Mr. McDonald
resigned his poeition of Provincial mine
inspector, to enmlist with the B. A. C.
The Josie, Poorman and Great Western

are now under development and a policy
of ‘vigoréus and active development on
the other properties is to be inaugurated
immediately upon the arrival of the of-
ficials mentioned. %
Rumor has connected the operations
of the Gooderham-Blackstock syndicate
with the acquisition of the Mugwump
claim, adjoining the Pilgrim, and the
Iron Mask. Itis said that an option on
400,000 shares was taken up last week,
and that the War Eagle people were the
purchasers. The company Was organ-
ized in the summer of 96 and ' the stock
has been quoted as high as 15 cents, but
has gone begging lately at 2 and 3 cents.
The ore shipment the past week
amounted to 1,739 tons, of which 1,499
were from the Le Roi and 240 from ‘the
War Eagle. The latter went to the Nel-
son smelter for fluxing purposes. This
makes a total shipment of 18,909 tons
this year, of which the Le Roi has
shipped 15,798 tons. It has been shown
by the report of Mr. Carlyle, provincial
mineralogist, that of 128,428 tons of ore
shipped from the Rossland camp the
average values were 1.46 ounces of gold,
1.98 ounces silver and 1.73 per cent cop-
per, or an aggregate value of $32.05.

Santa Rosa Group.

DEAL FOR THE IRON COLT

It Has Been Optioned by an IEng‘lin;‘hﬂ1
Syndicate.

It Is SBaid to Be a Good Big Figure—|
$30,000 Has Been Spent So Far
in Developing the Property.

The property of the Iron Colt Gold
Mining company, limited, which con-
sists of the Iron Colt mine, situated on:
Columbia and Kootenay mountain, has
been optioned to an English syndicate.
The terms of the option are private, but
it is said to be about $100,000. The
purchasers, it is said, are amply supplied
with funds and stand ready to expend a
large amount for development work.
The control of the stock is held by P.
Burns, the wholesale butcher; William
Mackenzie, the railroad builder of To-
ronto; J. Ferguson McCrae, the agent of
the Montreal Townsite company in thjis
city, and T.G. Holt of Montreal. The
sum of $30,000 has been expended in de-
velopment work, and the property is
fairly well opened. Whatis now needed
is capital to sink to a lower level. There
is a strong lead uncovered that is from
gix to 35 feet wide, 80 feet in depth and
300 feet in length (one of the largest ore
chutes in the camp) and runs about $9.50
a ton. There are 2,500 tons on the dump.
The company was incorporated in Octo-
ber, 1896, with a capital stock of $1,000,-
000. Some 240,000 shares of the treas-
ury stock was sold at 15 cents per share,
and the money so derived was spent in
the work of development. There is still
a small balance in the treasury. There
are also some 40,000 shares of the treas-
ury shares on hand. The Iron Colt
claim was purchased from Mrs. Stewart,
Albert B. Barrett, Jerry Spellman and
others by the Iron Colt company
in 1896. '

The ore of the Iron Colt contains an
excess of iron and is therefore in de-
Pmand for a flax. The smelters pay a
bonus for each unit of iron contained in
such ore. The property is highly valued
by the chief shareholders, and some of
them are loath to part with their hold-
ings because they think the property
has merit. It is believed that richer
ore chutes will be encountered when a
greater depth has been reached. -

The Eesult ¥Is That Stock Cannot Be’
Quickly Transferred and Therefore
Many Sales Are Lost..

1t is a well knlown fact that a number
of foreign companies operating in this
division fail to. maintain offices in this
‘city, where stock could be transferred,
as they are required to by law. This is
a great .inconvenience to the public.
The law in this respect should be en-
forced. A well known broker, in speak-
ing of the matter yesterday, had the fol-
lowing to say:

** A' recent editorial in TaE MINER,
which proved conclusively that Rossland
is the selling market of mining stocks,
has attracted a t deal of .attention.
Rossland is undisputably the best mar- |
ket in which to buy all mining stocks—
Slocan, Boundary, Ymir, Eureka and all
reservation stocks, as well as purely
Rossland stocks. The reasons were ably .
set forth by the editorial.

““In this connection I would like to
draw attention to the fact that Spokane
is not the only city that disputes the
contention that Rossland is the best
market in which to buy stocks. Toronto
and other eastern Canadian cities are
doing all they can to_hamper Rossland.
None of the eastern Canadian companies
have complied with the joint companies
act in so far as the transfer of stock cer-
tificates is concerned. These companies
are hable toa fine of $50 per day for
every day they neglect to comply wi
the provisions of the act in this respect.

“Now no citizen of Rossland desires to
see this penalty inflicted, but these com-
anies must be forced to comply with

po man in Rossland sufficiently respon-

r

these companies let them send out some
honest man from Toronto.

“The reiusal of these companies to
comply with the provisions of the com-

ies’ act, works an injustice on Ross-
and men. As an example, a certain
firm of brokers sold a large block of
Deer Park yesterday. The buyer re-
fused to take delivery unless the certifi-
cates.were issued in his name. The sale
was lost-and the most serious part of the
affair was not the loss of the broker’s
commission. The owner of this particu-
lar block of stock needed the money
(about $10,000) to make certain contem-
?lated.lmprovements. ‘Rossland suffers,
or this money would have been ex-
pended here for labor and material. The
Deer Park company suffers, for the pur-
chase of this block of stock at this time
would stiffen the market and increase
the value of the stock. The intending
urch. -has lost a good investment
and no one is benefited. Toronto does
not get the sale, for the stock is held
there at 4 cents above the price asked
for the Rossland block of stock.

“ Another instance that occurred a few
days ago was the case of the Alf com-
pamy, head office at Brantford, Ontario.
A Ymir man came to Rossland and of-
fered to sell 1,000 shares of Alf at a low
figure a8 he needed some money to do
assessment work on his mining claims.
He effected a sale of 1,000 shares of his
stock, but had a certificate for 3,333
shares. The attorney for this company
could not segregate the cerﬁgg:te
and the sale was declared off
as the purchaser would not wait until
the st.otcek;l was sent to Brantford to be

ated.

““Now it takes 10 to 12 days to get re-
turn mail from Eastern Canada, and
buyers will not wait that long for de-
livery. It is pertinent to ask if our laws
are to be ignored and our people made
to suffer because foreign corporations re-
fuse to comply with our laws?

The Profits of Some of Kootenay’s
Rich Mines.

MANY NEW MINING NOTES

Miscellaneous Facts Concerning the
Progress, Development and Opera-
tions of the Various Districts
Throughout the Province.

The lode mines of Kootenay have
thus far paid dividends amounting to
$4,032,000. The largest of these is the
Pavne mine, with $1,800,000 to its credit.
The dividend payers and the amounts
they have distributed to gshareholders
are: Whitewater, $123,000; Hall Mines,
$160,000; Fern, $10,000; Payne, $1,800,-
000; Slocan Star, $400,000; Reco, $287,-
500; Idaho, $220,000 ; Rambler-Cari-

boo, $40,000; Goodenough, $32,500; Last
Chance, $37,000; Le Roi, $725,000; War
Eagle, $187,000. Of these dividends, the
payments of 1897 were:  Whitewater,
$87,000; Hall Mines, $133,750 ; Payne,
$960,000; Le Roi, $400,000.

The following notes from the report of
Provincial Mineralogist Carlyle are of
interest :

The output of coke for 1895-6-7 was
19,396 tons, valued at $96,980, of which
the bulk was shipped to Kootenay smelt-
ers. All of it came from the coke ovens
at Comox, Vancouver Island. A new
and important market for this coke is
now opening in Mexico, where one ship-
load has already been sent to-one of the
large smelting works situated not far
from the coast.

During the past 10 years, gold, silver,
ead and copper have been taken out of
the mines of this province in the follow-
ing values: Gold, $4,300,689; silver,
$7,301,060; lead, $2,971,618; copper,
$521,060.

The coal mines of British Columbia
have produced 12,081,687 tons, valued at
$36,626,585.: This output dates as far
back as 1836, from which period until
1852 the output was 10,000 tons, valued
at $40,000. During 1897 882,864 tons
were mined. The largest output was in
1891, when 1,029,097 tons were taken
out.

The placer gold yield for British Colum-
bia from 1850 to 1897 amounted to $59,-
2%6,473. For 1897 the yield was $513,-

The production of the lode mines of
the province from 1887 to 1897, the past
‘ten years, amounted, in gold, silver,
copper and lead to $15,094,427, and the
progress in development is indicated by
the fact that more than half of this
amount—$7,052,431—was taken out in
1897. .

With a 10-stamp mill 1356 tons of
cemented gravel in the Quesnelle dis-
trict was crashed in 24 hours,and the
the cost of mining or milling did not
exceed $1.40 per ton. The yield per ton
was $1.78.

““Of ‘the placer- yield of - Province,
over $35,000,000 have been taken from
the Cariboo gravel deposits, and two and
one-half miles on Williams creek yielded

During 1894-5-6, before hydraulic min-
ing in the Quesnelle district was aband-
oned, $92,426 were recovered from 750,-
000 cubic yards of gravel and hard ce-
ment, or 12.3 per yard.

The placer gold product for the season
of 1897 in Quesnelle district was 8,078
ounces, valued at $138,5669. The average
yield was 16.4 cents per cubic yard, and
the yield of a day of 24 hours operations
was $1,244.63.

Large barges being built so that
coke can be sent ffdm the ovens on Van-
couver island, to the Mainland, to avoid
reshipment.

The Cinnabar mines in the Kamloops
district have temporarily shut down,
without proving anything yet of value.

The average net or yield values of
33.576 tons of Slocan ore were 108.5

No large copper properties have a8 yet
been developed in this province. The
production of 5,325,000 pounds in 1897
came almost entirely from Rossland,
and the Halls Mines at Nelson, the aver-
age yield value at the former being 1.32
per cent, and at the latter 3.63 per cent.

During the past summer the decline
in the value of silver, which proved 8o
disastrous in other countries had only
the effect of checking investment in
Kootenay, as the silver-lead ores were of
such high grade that there was still a
fair margin of profit, even at the lowest
price. .

The United States 1s the best market
for British Columbia lead. The duty is
114 per cent on the gross lead contents
of the ore and 2% cents per pound on
lead bullion.

The average yield value of 68,804 tons
of Rossland ore in 1897 was $30.48 per
ton, with a net value or profit of $12 to

OUR COAL MINES.

Output and Export of British Colum-
bia For 189%.

In his report for the past year A. Dick,
inspector of coal mines for the province
of British Columbia, shows the output of

coal for I897 to have been 892,294 tons,
produced from colleries owned by the
following companies:

Nanaimo colliery of the New Vancou-
ver Coal Mining & Land company, 319,-
343 tons; Wellington colliery, by R.
Dunsmuir & Sons, 297,611 tons; Union
colliery of the Union Colliery company,
265,642 tons; Wellington Colliery com-
pany’ds mines, 6,000 tons; Alexandria
mine, 3,375 tons; West Wellington col-
liery, owned by the West Wellington
Coal company, 323 tons. In addition to
this output there was coal on hand Jan-

_uary 1,1897, amounting to 48,111 tons,
being a total for disposal of 940,407 tons.
Of this, 619,860 tong“were exported, 290,-
309 tons were consumed at home, an
30,237 tons remained on hand at the
opening of the present year. i

The coke industry also promises to be
a prominent feature of the coast, es-
pecially in the export trade. In 1897
the total product of coke was 17,831 tons
2 a1l of which was manufactured at the
Union colliery, Comox. In connection
with this colliery there are 100 ovens of

coke, for which there is a good market,
both in Californiaand British Columbia.
Now the same company is building a
second hundred ovens for the coke-
making businegs, all of which will be in
operation early in the summer.

islands. There was also one shipment
to Central America.

THE DEER PARK.

That Mine Incorrectly Described by
the Toronto World.

The Toronto World of March 26 con-
tains a number of glaringly incorrect
and misleading statements concerning
the Deer Park Gold Mining company
and its operations.

Upon the representation of
these gentlemen, their friends in Toronto
liberally subscribed for stock in the
company in order to purchase the Deer
Park mine, at that time owned by the
Deer Park Mining company.

The old company did considerable
work on the property, but not to the
best advantage and ended by running
heavily into debt. When F. A. Mulhol-
land took hold of the mine, 1t8 affairs
were in a sadly disorganized condition.
However, he recognized the value of the
property, and not only succeeded in
floating a new company, but put $10,000
in the treasury for development pur-
poses and arranged for the 1ssue of new
stock for shares in the old company on a
dollar for dollar basis. He commenced
operations at the mine in a careful,
thorough and systematic manner. The
good judgment displayed by him in the
recent development is best evidenced by
the rich strike which was made a week
or so ago.

That Is Where the City of Rossland
Desires to Be.

IT WOULD HELP THIS CITY

it Is Proposed to Alter the Route of

That It May Be Through Ymir and
This Camp.

The idea of changing the route of the
Crow’s Nest Pass branch of the Canadian
Pacific railway o that Rossland may be
placed on that branch, is meeting the
strongest approval of the citizens of
Rossland. It is a fact that the Crow’s
Nest branch will be the real main line
when it is finished, and hence it is ob-
vious that if the route can be changed to
advantage it will be full of great

ossibilities for this city. It would goa
ong way toward making Rossland the
jobbing cen
gurrounding country. It is contended
on behalf of Rossland that should this

pro change of route materalize it
would be but a short time before many

acting a wholesale business. As this is
the largest inland city in the province,
the merchants now doing a retail busi-
ness are compelled to carry larger stocks
than are kept in the stores of the busi-
ness men in the smaller towns. In a
few instances, therefore,it would only
require a small addition to the stocks
carried in Rossland stores to make them
capable of being made into wholesale
houses.

The idea in brief is to have the Crow’s
‘Nest branch run as directly west from
Kootenay lake as gible. There is a
route that is thought to be feasible along
Summit and Goat creeks to Sayward on
the Columbia river. From the latter

lace the route would be north along the
golumbia river to what is known as
Rock island. At this point a bridge
could be advantageously constructed for
the reason that there is a small island in
the middle of the river on which the
central pier of the bridge could be con-
~structedp Rock island is three miles
below Trail. '

The route built this way would short-
en the road between Lake Kootenay and
Rossland fully 100 miles and save a large
sum which, if the present pro-
posed route is followed, would be ex-
pended in the way of construction along
Kootenay lake toward Nelson. Such a
line would tap the rich mining region in
the vicinity of Ymir, and would com-
pete with the Corbin system in a section
in which it at present enjoys a monopo-
ly. The board of trade is taking a deep
interest in the matter, and a de egation
from that body visited W. F. Tye, the
C. P. R. engineer, and laid the project
before him. Mr. I'ye said that the mat-
ter was outside of his jurisdiction and in
a section under the control of another
engineer, but if the matter was brought

Ex-Speaker Higgins Criticized For
Leaving the Government.

THE MORTGAGE TAX LAW

Mr. Rithet Advocates Liberal Assist-
ance For a Railway From the B. C
Coast Into the Yukon—The British
Pacific Project.

Vicroria, April 1.—The full court to-
day allowed the appeal of the law so-
ciety against the mandamus issued by
Mr. Justice Drake to compel the society
to admit Mr. Gwillim to practice. The
full court dismissed the appeal of the
city of Victoria in the suit for damages
arising out of the deaih of Dr. Laii’g, a
victim of the bridge disaster.

In the legislature today ex-Speaker

Higgins was severely criticized by Hon.
C. E. Pooley and Dr. Walken, for his
utterance hostile to the government dur-
ing the by-budget debate yesterday and
today, as well as during the recess, since
he annouunced his intention of leaving
the party.

Mr. Rithet, a government supporter
eontinuing the budget debate, expres
regret that during it more had not heen
heard of the mortgage tax, which he
thought ought to be aboligshed,
as it constitutes a double tax-
ation. He also advoecated liberal
assistance to a road from the British
Columbia coast into the Yukon at no
matter what cost,as he felt that thne
benefits derived would be far in excess
of the burden of and necessary loan.
He felt that the Dominion government
might proceed with the construction of
a line with greater advantage than se-
cured by the contract defeated by the
senate. Mr. Rithet speaking also on the
British Pacific project, of which he has
been the chief promoter, stated that his
faith in the utility of that proposition
1emains unaltered.

The steamer Tartar, which is to ply
between Victoria and Vancover and Fort
Wrangel for the C.P. R.,arrived shortly
before noon today, 55 days from South-
ampton. She brought 45 miles of cable

for the C.P. R. telegraph line, to be|

laid between Vancouver and Victoria.

YUEON RAILWAY BILL.

Sir William Van Horne Regrets That
- It Did Not Pass.

MoNTREAL, Que., April 1.—Sir Wil-
liam Van Horne spoke as follows yester-
day on the senate’s rejection of the
Yukon railway bill: “I do not wish to
be understood as criticising the action of
the senate, but am unable to appreciate
the reasons that led them to the rejec-

tion of the bill, and I 'regret it because
it means the loss of a year at least in af-
fording the urgently needed facilities for
supplying the great number of people,
who are going to the Yukon country,
and in providing for the interests of
Canada by the trade in that country, as
far as I can see. The only thing that
can be done now is to prdvide for a line
by the Chilcoot route, if the freedom: of
that can be secured by arrangements
with the United States.”

The Contractors Disgruntled.
ToroNTO, Ont., Aptil 1.—The Mail’s
Ottawa correspondent had an interview
with Mackenzie & Mann, both of whom
are at the capital, in regard to the situa-

ti(in arising from the defeat of the Yukon
bill.

“I have nothing to say,” said Mr.
Mackenzie, “the bill is dead and that’s
the end of it.”

Asked as to whether there was any
truth in the report that an effort would
be made to renew arrangements as a
compromise, Mr. Mackenzie replied :
T know nothing about any compromise.
What compromise can there be? The

bill is defeated and the contract is off.

That’s all. Good morning.”

EKETTLE RIVER ROAD.
Probable Route by Which Boundary
Country Will Be Reached.
Orrawa, Ont,, April 1.—In the Kettle
River Valley Railway Oharter bill re-
ported yesterday, by the railway com-

mittee of the house of commons, there
were certain amendments. The most
important one reserves to the govermor-

general in council the power to fix max-
imum and minimum tolls on ores, and

to cancel the chiarter in case of evasion.

The road will leave the present line at
some point on the Columbia river be-
tween Marcus and Northport. If it
start from Marcus, the line will go di-
rectly up the Kettle river. If from
Northport, it will probably cross the
Spokane & Northern bridge there, come
down the 'Columbia river five or gix
miles to Flat ereek, and swing up that
creek towards Kettle river, crossing the
boundary at Cascade City.

Either route will take it by the mouth
of Curlew creek, and at that point it will
be within 18 miles of Republic. Well in-,
formed mining men believe it will be at
Curlew creek by October, or November
at the latest. That will solve the trans-
portation problem for the Eureka dis-
trict. It is considered probable that the
line will be extended from Curlew creek
directly into Republic, but even if the
building of that line should be delayed
until next year, there will be but an 18-
mile haul to the railroad, and that over
a splendid road with easy grades.

GOVERNMENT SUSTAINED.

Mr. Hume’s Motion for a Lack of Con-
fidence Was Lost.

Vicroria, March 31.—In the budget
debate in the legislature today, Mr.
Hume moved, seconded by Mr. Foster,
the following amendment to the motion
for the committee of supply: '

Whereas, The estimates of revenue
and expenditure as submitted, show
that the estimated expenditure exceeds
byd$539,222.30 the estimated revenue,

Whereas, The first report of public
accounts committee shows an over draft
of $199.254.05 at the bank of British
Columbia, and :

Mr. Higgins, who
lately resigned the speakership, voted
with the minority, and so did Mr.
Kellie, who, since the last session, has
declared his independence of the govern-
ment party.

SEWAGE OF THE CITY.

OCan Be Disposed of Cheaply by the
Tank and Seepage System.

When Mayor Wallace and Dr. Edward
Bowes returned from Victoria, whither
they went asdelegates to represent Ross-
land, they reported that the delegation
had conferred with the provincial board
of health concerning the sewage ques-
tion in general and particularly as it re-
lated to Rossland. On the suggestion
of Dr. Bowes, the government decided
to appoint a eanitary engineer on the

provincial board of health, whose duty it
shall be to visit the several localities in
the province and arrange systems of
gsewerage on sanitary lines. There has
been introduced for the government
building at Vancouver a new system of
sewage. It is what is called the purify-
ing tank and subsoil sewerage irrigation
gystem. This system was inaugurated
at Victoria under the direction of

wrote to the government recently for a
description of this system, and the reply
has come to hand in the shape of a re-
port filed by Mr. Mohun with the chief
commissioner. It is a cheap system,and
the cost of making one of sufficient cap-
acity to handle the sewage of Rossland
would not be large. The report is as
follows:

The Honorable Chief Commissioner of
Land and Works.

Sir: I have the honor to report the
installation, on a small scale, at Govern-
ment house, of a subsoil sewerage irriga-
tion system.

The system is intermittent,and au-
tomatie, the old sewer has been cut, and
its flow diverted into an automatic flush
tank, where it is screened and the liquid
gsewage, hgving accumlated to the
amount of about 300 gallons, is auto-
matically discharged, through a Doul-
ton’s flushing syphon into the conductor,
which is constructed of 6-inch salt glazed
sewer pipe.

charges by gravitation into a series of
drains aggregating 1,463 lineal feet of
ordinary tile 3 inches in diameter,
through the joints of these it finds its
way into the soil. The tops of these
drains are laid from 10 to 12 inches be-
low the surface on brick, in order that
when taken up for clesning they may be
relaid on the true grade; these drains
approximately follow contour lines, and
are furnished at their ends with air
pipes.

Where the old sewer was cut it is still
retained for purposes of ventilation.

Some little trouble was experienced in
finding lines which would necessitate
the least amount of blasting, as the un-
derlying rock could not be entirely
avoided.

In maintaining the system in working
order it will be necessary to occasionally
remove any solid matters which may be
intercepted by the screen; this refuse
should be burnt or buried.

‘It will also be found necessary to clear
the drain of any solid substances which
from time to time may obtain access to
them, and in this connection the roots of
neighboring trees are most to be dread-
ed. The deputy minister of agriculture
informs me that these roots, for which
the drains have considerable attraction,
may be cut each August without injury
to the trees. . .

Solid matter causing obstruction In
the drains will be indicated, at least in
the dry season, by appearance of mois-
ture on the surface.

It is usual in this system to provide
drains at a deeper level to carry th efflu-
vium. These have not been put in, as
it is anticipated that the area irrigated
will be sufficient to absorb all that may
reasonably be expected to reach it; if
ultimately found necessary these can be
laid hereafter.

What Prospectors Should Know.
Eprror MiNgr—Sir: In this morn-
ing’s issue of THE MINER, I notice the
report of a meeting held last night, for

| the formation of a class in mineralogy

aad blow-pipe analysis. During an ex-
tended mining and prospecting experi-
ence in many parts of the world, I have
found that the average prospector is
handicapped by the want of some prac-
tical elementary knowledge of miner-
alogy, the possession of which would en-
able him to determine the nature and
composition of the various rocks and
minerals with which he may come in
contact. He prospects the various creeks
and mountain sides, and, maybe, finds
rock, which, from it weight or appear-
ance looks likely, but no matter how ex-
perienced he may be, his hands and eye
alone are unable to assist him in form-
ing any but the most haghazard opin-
ion, a8 to the presence and value of the
metals such rock may contain, more
especially when several minerals occur
in the rock with sulphides, etc., a8 is
usually the case in this district. His
rock may contain values in gold, silver
and copper, etc., but he is out in the
mountaine, and cannot afford the loss of
time and the expense which he would
incur by having an assay taken of every
piece of rock in which he may think
there is gold or silver, neither can he
collect the same with a view to a future
assay, a8 he has no means of transport-
ing the same to a town, besides which
his samples would get hopelessly mixed.
He may be prospecting for placer gold
in’ the creeks and gulches, and come
across black sand. This black sand may
be only magnetic or titanic iron,-but on
the other hand it may be. cassiterite
(tin ore). I have seen alluvial tin in

Tasmania, closely associated with black

sands. Then again the placer gravels
may contain rubies, sapphires, zircons,
spinels or diamonds, and a slight knowl-
edge of mineralogy and crystallograhy
would enable the prospectors to deter-
mine if such were the case. Asit is, in

the majority of cases, the miner has an

eye fer nothing but gold, silver, copper,

etc., and gives little or no heed to the
possible presence of other minerals or

gem stones. It is quite a common thing|

for felspar, flour-spar, calcite and similar.
minerals to masquerade as quartz,
although a very slight knowledge of min-
eralogy is requisite to distinguish one
from the other. No great amount of
study or practice is required to master &
few blow-pipe reactions, and some of the
elements of mineralogy and crystallog-
raphy, and such knowledge can be easi-
ly and successfuly applied to determine
the presence of both minerals. The in-
auguration of classes to instruct pros-
ctors in these subjects is a step in the
right direction, and the promoters of
the scheme deserve every success. One
of the advantages of a blow-pipe outfit is
its portability, a matter of great import-
ance in a rough and hilly country. All
requisite reagents and apYarat.us can be
packed in a space but little larger than
a cigar box and would only weigh two or
three pounds. I should be glad to give
a list of the reagents and apparatus re-
quired to anyone who is interested in the
matter.

MUCH INTEREST SHOWN

Edwin Durant of the B. A. C. Heartily
Indorses the Movement, and men-
tions the Undoubted Interest and
Support of Mr, Whitaker Wright.

If the attendance at the opening ses-
sion of the School of Mines of Rossland
may be accepted as a criterion; its ulti-
mate success will be a result of which
its promoters may be justly proud.

More than 60 members listened with
marked attention Monday evening to the
lecturer, H. Hastings, and the encour-
aging remarks of Edwin Durant, of the
British America corporation, C. O. La-
londe, president of the school, Judge
Forin and others, was evidence suffic-
ient that interest would not diminish.

Mr. Durant, as chairman, spoke of the
advantages the school offered, especially
to the miner and prospector, in enabling
them to obtain a thorough knowledge of
the minerals of the country in which
they reside. To the members, when in
the hills prospecting, such knowledge
would prove invaluable in staking
claims or in determining whether this
or that claim were worth locating. He
was sure the advantages offered by the
lectures would be appreciated by miners
and would create an interest in their
work and at the same time enable them
to become qualified for more important
and lucrative positions.

Mr.Durant said he was aware that cer-
tain mine owners of the camp had offer-
ed assistance in making the school a
success, andhe.could state with all con-
fidence, on behalf of the British America
corporation, that that institution would

# give hearty and substantial support to a

cause so commendable, as the manging
director in London, Whitaker Wright,
being a thorough, practical m#ning man,
would certainly give his support to so
worthy an institution, and thus further
the mining industry in a country in
which the British America corporation
had so large a stake. He suggested
that, after 'a little progress had been
made, the school could also apply to the
government, with strong probability of
recognition from that source. Humor-
ously he remarked :

‘“As we have, in organizing thisschool,
located our claim and are now engaged
in developing it, we should apply for a
crown grant, or, rather, government as-
sistance, before we have spent the usual
$500.”” [Langhter.]

Further, he spoke of the addifion to
the camp in the near future of practical
and scientific men, and had no doubt
that Mr. Carlyle and Mr. McDonald
would cheerfully give the school an occa-
sional lecture.

Mr.Durant referred to the great credit
due the officers of the school for their
interest in its organization, and thought
that every citizen of Rossland should aid
in its advancement.

Mr. Hastings commenced the course
of lectures with the study of geology, in
which he gave an interesting description

28f the jus rocks, their formation and
liarities; and passed around a sam-
ple of each, from the valuable colléction
of’ Mr. Liljegran, kindly' lent for the
occasion for the benefit of the students.
%e reminded the members that it re-
quired long service in the field to equip
oneself, und was satisfied- that regular
attendance would promote such knowl-
edge as would save the prospector much
labor and travel. :

At the close of the lecture Mr. La-
londe, as president, spoke of the general
usefulness of such an institution, and
expressed particular pleasure at the
large attendance. He was satisfied that
its membership would increase so rapid-
ly that the government would soon ap-
preciate the necessity of assisting. it,and
as a member of the board of trade and
city council, he felt that he could assure
the school of a hearty co-operation of
his colleagues in any measure tending to
promote its progress.

Judge Forin, as a visitor, expressed
pleasure in being present and thought
the movement of Rossland would be
quickly followed by other HKootenay
cities. He congratulated Mr. Lalonde on
his ability to build schools, and said he
noticed by the papers that the president
of the School of Mines was most persis-
tent in building Rossland’s public
schools. He was thoroughly convinced
that he would give the same unswerving
support to this new venture as he be-
stowed on the public schools.

Before adjournment a vote of thanks
was extended to Messrs. Durant, Lalonde
and Hastings and the officers generally.

There were ladies present at the meet-
ing, and doubtless on future occasions
many additional representatives of the
fair sex may decide to enroll themselves
as members.

The next lecture will be delivered on
Wednesday evening when definite ar-
rangements will be determined upon
as to future meetings.

Important Announcements in the B.
C. Gazette. :

Municipalities Which Desire to Bar-
row Money in Anticipation of
Current Revenues.

The British Columbia Gazette con-
tains a number of .unatters of interest
this week, dealing with municipal by-
laws, the borrowing of money for mu-
nicipal expenses and other notices of

interest. By-laws referring to munici-
palities and districts have been passed

as follows:

Authorizing the district of Langley to
borrow the sum of $5600 at a rate of in-
terest not in excess of 8 per cent in an-
ticipation of the revenues to be received
daring the year 1898. :

By the city of Sandon, making 1t un-
lawful for any boy or girl under 16 years
of age to be on the public highways or
in any public place between the hours of
9 p. m. and 6 a. m., unless accompanied
by a parent or guardian.

By the city of Sanden, a by-law pre-
scribing regulations for the preservation
of the public health, and the appoint-
ment of a health officer.

The city of Nanaimo, requiringall
fire insurance companies carrying on
business within the city limits to pay an
annual license of $25.

By the city of Nanaimo, providing for
a tax of $§1 on each dog and $2 on each
bitch, and for the impounding of un-
licensed dogs.

By the District of Langley, providing
for a municipal cemetery and its man-
agement.

By the city of Nelson, providing for a

tax levy of six mills upon all lands on
the assessment rolls. A rebate of onme-
gixth is made if paid before August 31,
1896. The improvements on such lands
are exempt® from taxation during the
current year, except by special rate.”
- By the city of Nanaimo, authorizing
‘the corporatioif to “borrew the sum’ ?
$12,000 at a rate not in- excess of six*pér
cent, and repayable out of the current
{gggnues, on or before December 31,
By the city of Nanaimo, amending 'the
trades license bylaw so as to impose
taxes as follows: Bankers, $150 per an-
num; gas, telephone, electric street rail-
way or tramway companies and far
dealers, $100 per annum; investment
and loan societies, $26 per annum, such
licenses being payable semi-annually.

- By the city of Victoria, respecting the
expenditure and management of city
revenues, and showing the estimates of
the expenditures for the current year to
be $389,968.76. : ¢

By the eity of Victoria, respecting the
weight and sale of bread, and’ requiring
that all bread sold must be in the shape
of loaves of one pound and a half or
three pounds, avoirdupois weight. The
price charged must be at a rate per
pound, one ounce light-weight to be al-
lowed for all bread 24 hours old.

MDONALD RESIGNS

As Inspector of Mines and Enlists
With the B. A. C.

TWO DEER PARK ASSAYS

Excellent Values ;in Gold, Silver and
Copper From the New Northport
Smelter—Making Preparations For
Shipment.

D..J. McDonald, provincial inspector
of mines, has resigned his position to
enter the service of the British America
eorporation under William A. Carlyle,
late provincial mineralogist. Thisstate-
ment is corroborated by Edwin Durant,
office manager of the big company. Mr.
McDonald left yesterday for his home in
Vancouver, and will also go to Victoria
to turn over such papers asare connected
with his duties, as well as to confer with

regard tothe appointment of &successor.
Since his appointment in the early part
of the year he has inspected a great
many mines in the Nelson and Slocan
districts, and his reports on these prop-
erties will all be turned over to the de-
partment at Vietoria.

Mr. Durant, in speaking of the mat-
ter yesterday, said:

“Yes, it is a fact that Mr. McDonald
is resigning his position as inspector of
mines for this province in order to enter
the service of the British America cor-

ration. He will return with Mr. Car-
yle about April 12. Mr. Mackintosh is
due in New York tomorrow, so that they
will all arrive about the same time.

“Regarding active operations, you
may say that steps in that direction will
be taken immediately upon the arrival
of Mr. Maeckintosh. As vou Enow, the
Josie, Great Western and Poorman are
now being developed, but what particu-
lar one of the other properties will be
operated first, is to be determined. That
matter will be under the supervision of
Mr. Cariyle, and it is8 not within my
province to discuss it.” :

Mr. MeDonald was formerly superin-
tendent of the Galena Farm,and was
appointed provineial inspector of metal-
liferous mines early in January.

THE DEER PARK.

Two Assays Recetyed From the North-
port Smelter.

Rumors of a second strike on the Deer
Park have been current the past few
days, but are denied by Manager Mul-

holland. Eight feet of solid ore are in
sight, however, and an expert who vis-
ited the property states that it is rich
enough and in sufficient quantities to
send the stock up to a much higher fig-
ure than that now currently quoted.
The ore is being sacked underground.

Two average assays received from the
Northport smelter from ore taken from
the strike of 8 week ago show as follows:
No. 1—2 ounces in gold, 44 ounces silver
and .60 copper. No.2—1.40 ounces gold,
45.60 ounces silver and 40 per cent cop-
per. Preparations are now under way

_for a carload shipment to the Northport
smelter.

There was a noticeabledemand for the
stock among brokers yesterday from
outside customers, especially Spokane
and Toronto.

THE CASE PRESENTED.

PDecision Awaited in the Centre Star
and Iron Mask Case.

Argument in the injunction part of
the case of the Centre Star and Iron
Mask properties has been concluded at
Victoria, and a decision is now
awaited with great interest. The case

will be tried on 1ts merits in this city
shortly. The point in controversy was
the possession of an important vein lying
near the boundary line between the two
claims. Both properties were located
under the old law, which confers title
to all minerals found in any vein, the
operation of which lies within the
claim.

The vein in question oufcrops very
near to the boundary line and then dips
into the Iron Mask ground. The point
in dispute is as to whether the apex of
the vein lies within the Iron Mask or

the Centre Star claim. A decision on

this point will carry with it the undis-
puted title to_the ledge at whatever dip

it may extend. A
The controversy was raised when the

Iron Mask miners, in sinking a winze
from their main tunnel, came into a
arosscut being driven by the Centre Star
people to tap the same lead. Opera-
tions on both sides were at once sus-
pended. -

The Iron Mask people contend that
the vein in dispute is unquestionably
theirs, as it was the ledge on which the
property was ‘located, and. a shaft has
been sunk on it at a point 100 feet from
the line between the two claims. The
winze which was being sunk when the
Centre Star’s crosscut was encountered
was a part of the Iron Mask’s main tun-
nel workings, and the Iron Mask people
claim that their neighbors have tres-
passed to the amount of the crosscutting
they have done outside their own boun-
dary line.

The Centre Star people, on the other
hand, assert that the edge in dispute
comes to an apex inside their claim and
thereby is their property, although it
dips into the Tron Mask ground. They
further .express the opinion that it 1s
really an extension of the War Eagle
vein instead of being the true Iron Mask
lead. The shaft from which the cross-
cut started was sunk in the Centre Star
ground at a point about 50 feet inside
the boundary line. ;

WHITEWATER MINE.

The Old Company Declares a Dividend
of $40,000—A Petroleum Find.
NELsoN, April 2.—|Special}=—The late
owners of the Whitewater mine held a
meeting in Kaslo on Saturday last and
decided to declare a dividend of $40,000,
making a total of $194,000 paid in divi-
dends to date. The amount of dividend
includes the net profits of the big silver
property up to March 23, the date of
the sale to the Whitewater Mines, lim-
ited. The mine is now in charge of S.
S. Fowler, with J. Roderick Roberteon
of Nelson, as general manager. Six
years ago on March 29, J. C. Eaton took
hold of the property, then a mere pros-
pect. He will now devote his energies
to other promising - claims. in the yicin-
ity. The new company intends to erect
a f;:oncent;rator as soon as the snow goes

off.

LonpoN,; March 18. — [Special.]— We
are slowly emerging from the political
crisis through which the city has just
passed. After being flat, and indeed
invertebrate, the stock exchange is pull-
ing itself together, and we are all hoping
for a cessation of those alarms that have
lately kept in subjection all enterprise.

far lone north; not that there iz any
flagging of interest in your progress.

On the contrary the public are now

infiditely more interested in the prov-

ince—probably to the tune of £6,000,600
or £7,000,000—than they were a year
ago. But there is a very large propor-

THE CROW’S NEST RAILWAY
EXTENSION.

No opportuhity should be overlooked
by Rossland to. impress upon the man-
agement of the O. P. R. the advisability
of constructing its Crow’s Nest Pass ex-
tension from Goat river to the Columbia
river via the Summit creek-Sayward-Trail
route. There are many reasons for the
belief that this route is much more feasi-
ble than the one proposed via Nelson.
It is certainly much shorter and easier
to build, and passes through the heart
of one of the richest mineral districts in
Canada.

The survey of the Nelson line is an
extremely tortuous route, winding along
the west shore of Kootenay lake and
following the southerp-side of the west
arm of that body of water to Five Mile
point, where its further progress is
practically blocked by the Nelson & Fort
Sheppard railway right of way, which
cannot be used by the C.P.R. except
Mr. Corbin is disposed to make such a
great concession to his competitor. The
shore line of Kootenay lake is a con-
tinuous precipituous rock bluff, in many
places hundreds of feet high. This
would necessitate the use of many miles
of trestle-work. As the Crow’s Nest
railway is destined for use as the main
line of the C. P. R., it is easy to see that
this extent of trestle is particularly un-
desirable. Unlike the Summit -creek-
Sayward-Trail route, the Nelson line
would run through a country in which
there are no mines, except in the imme-
diate vicinity of Nelson.

If the C. P. R. decides to leave Nelson
to the north of its main line through the
southern portion of the district, that
town will suffer no particular inconven-
jence. Nelson would still have access to
the Crow’s Nest rajlway by two routes,
one via water to Goat river and thejother
via rail to Robson.: Nelson should,
therefore, work heartily with Rossland
in her efforts to secure the opening up of
the southern portion of the Nelson Min-
ing division.

It is not saying too much to predict
that if the southern route can be util-
ized, Rossland, in five years, will bea city
of 50,000 inhabitants.

THE TRUCK ACT.

The Kaslo Kootenaian raises its voice
against the passage of the Kellie Truck
Act, which is now pending before the
legislative assembly. In its efforts to
make a point against the measure and
to support the contention that it should
not be adopted, in the local columns the
paper,among other things,says that‘‘The
Truck Act was unanimously disapproved
at the recent meeting of the Kootenay
Mining Protective association. It is
a copy of an'old English statute of 1831,
or some other remote period, perhaps of
the days of William the Conqueror, and
the discussion showed plainly that it
had no place inthisday or age.”” In the
editorial column the editor accuses Mr.
Kellie of having gone back to the days
of William IV, and ‘unearthed an obso-
lete and forgotten law known at that
time as The Truck Act, which he now
wishes fo put in force in British Col-
ambia. Then the editor goes on to state
that at that time the condition of the
laborer was that of - an] ignorant
slave. He worked like an oxXx,
lived in_ the hovel his master
pointed out, ate what his master threw
at him, wore a master’s rough uniform,
like a convict, was not free to come and
go when he chose, and took his wage, if
fortunate to have a balance to his credit
at the week’s end,in truck. It was
further stated that the Truck Act was
passed to prevent those evils, but that
there is no necessity of such a law today.
The laboring man of today isnot a slave,
but isa free and independent being.
Today heé can make his own contracts
and has intelligence enough to manage
his own affairs. It says that the Truck
Act is vicious because it would impose
conditions that are burdensome to both
the mine owner and his employes. An
elaborate defence of the boarding house

it is held that the Kootenay Mining
Protective association was right in p
testing against its passage.

The reporter and editor of the Koot-
enaian must have mixed up their kings
considerably. William the Conqueror
reigned in England from the year 1066
antil 1087. He established the Domes-
day book and allowed no one else to
plunder except himeelf, but - his time
was scarcely so advanced as to allow the
passage of an act gimilar to the Truck
Act, like -that introduced in the local
legislature in the last vears of the
nineteenth century. Indeed the Magna
Charter was not granted until 1215.
William IV, king of Great Britain, Ire-
land and Hanover, reigned from 1830
till 1837. At this latter time England
was ripe for the introduction of a Truck
Act. Then the rights of man had ad-
vanced a long way, out of the condition
that prevailed in’ the middlé ages and
the people of England were not the
slaves that they are described to have
been by the editor of the Kootenaian,
There is but little difference between the
freedom that they are enjoying now and
that which attained then. Eternal
vigilance is said to be the price of liberty
and the Truck Act was one of the enact-
ments that were put into effect by the
then law makers of England to prevent
the condition of the people from lapsing
back to what it was in the dark d/ays of
the middle ages, when igpOrance,
oppression and slavery were the accepted
order of things. It is to prevent this

same sort of retrogression that the Kellie
Truck Act has now been introduced in
the Provincial legislature. The rights
of the weak against the selfish aggres-
sions of the strong must needs be hedged
around by such enactments in order to
protect them. To the contention that
the act has no place in this day and age
the reply is that acts similar in char-
acter and general tenor have been
adopted in several of the states of the
American Union and in other countries,
and are just as essential today as they
were at the time when the first enact-
ment of thie kind wae made. Let it be
put on the statute books that this com-
pany boarding house and that company
store are against the law, and
mine owners will find it to their
advantage to run their mines without
such institutions. Give the man who
makes the keeping of boarders a busi-
ness an opportunity to make a living,
and let the men who are skilled in the
business of operating stores have a
chance. They have certain rights and
should not be shut out of all opportunity
for doing business in the mining sections
of this Province. The Kellie truck act
is a measure that we think should, with
a few slight amendments, be adopted. -

THE STICKEEN RAILWAY.

The refusal of the senate to ratify the
Stickeen railway deal will meet with the
unqualified approval of those who are
opposed to unrestricted transportation
monopolies and the pernicious system of
making grants of large areas of public
lands to railway companies. It now
geewns probable that the railway project
will be abandoned, at least for the
present.

By 1ts action in this matter, just prior
to the meeting of parliament, the execu-
tive council practically pledged the Lib-
eral party to an unequivocal support of
the measure. The action of the senate
is not so much a party move by the
Conservatives as it is a well-merited
rebuke to the Laurier adiinistration for
attempting to “railroad’’ through par-
liament the most important piece of
legislation arising this session.

The question now is, what course will
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his fellow min-
isterspursue? There are several avenues
open to them. It is generally felt that
the Stickeen-Teslin railway would be a
decided benefit to Canadian trade if
built this vear,and it is just possible
that a compromise may be affected be-
tween the Cabinet and the Conservative
majority of the senate, by which the ob-
jectionable features of the bill may be
eliminated and the construction of the
road carried on forthwith. Then there
is- the rumor that the leaders of the
Liberal party may endeavor to have the
membership of the senate increased, and
so secure the dppointment of a number
Liberals to the upper chamber, thus
destroying the Conservative majority
that now prevails in that body. This
prospect is, however, exceedingly
remote, as the majority is large;
and such an action would meet
with general disapproval. The third
and remaining course open to the Lib-
erals is to resign office and appeal to the
country, in the hope that they would be
returned with a larger majority in the
house of commons than exists at present,
and so cause the senate to reconsider its
action. This would necessitate a special
general election, which it-is hoped will
be avoided, as the circumstances of the
case cannot be considered as of
sufficient importance to justify such a
move; besides, there is the danger of
the electors expressing the same views
4s has the senate in this particular
instance.

1t is probably too much to hope that
the killing of the Stickeen-Teslin railway
bill will have the effect of allaying to
any great extent the Klondike craze in
Eastern Canada. It is hoped, however,
for the good of the country that it will,
and that the undivided attention of the
investing public and the more adven-
tureous will be centered on the magnifi-

THE CUBAN OCRISIS.

The dispatches this morning indicate
that the United States and Spain are
nearer to a conflict than they have been
gince the first talk of trouble. The situ-
ation in brief is that the United States
submitted an ultimatum to Spain de-
manding that hostilities cease in Cuba
and that the island be given its inde-
pendghce. The reply of Spain is evasive
and unsatisfactory. It expresses no
regiet ior the loss of the Maine, and
offers to leave the matters at issue be-
tween the two nations to arbitration. It
is a plain refusal to comply with the
terms of the ultimatum, although there
is an attempt to diplomatically wiggle
out of the situation. It may be that
Spain makes this offer in the hope
of securing a _ modification of the
terms of the ultimatum. It is cer-
tain that President McKinley ‘and his
advisers feel that they have exhausted
all means at their disposal to bring
about a peaceful solution of the Cuban
imbroglio, and now regard war as cer-
tain. The only loophole through which
Spain can get out of the difficulty in
which she finds herself entangled lies in

the fact that both houses of Congress |

to prepare a message in which he will
lay the whole matter and situation be-
fore Congress with certain recommenda-
tions It is almost certain that he will
favor intervention on behalf of the
Cubans, and this is certain to be fol-
lowed by war. At the eleventh hour,
between the present writing and the
time that-McKinley delivers his message
to Congress, there is a remote possiblity
that the Spanish may come to their
senses and accede to the demands of the
United States. The Spanish govern-
ment in this matter is between the devil
and the deep sea, and in, any event, she
is certain to Jose Cuba. If she accedes
to the demands of the ultimatum of the
United States, it will result in the free-
dom of Cuba. If war is declaring it is
certain that the Pearl of the Antilles
will be torn from her grasp by the hands
of soldiers wearing the uniforms of the
United States and the Cuban insurgents.
In this case it would seem that her
statesmen would choose the lesser
of two evils and comply with the terms
of the ultimatum.

Of the ultimate outcome of this con-
flict there is one certainty, and that is
Spain will be hopelessly beaten.

The Spanish soldier on land is, at best, |

only a second class fighter, while on the
gsea he is a complete failure. In all the
conflicts that Spain has had on the water
(and the bulk of the coming battles with
the Americans will be fought on the
ocean), she has always been ignomini-
ously beaten, and it is palpable that
history will repeat itself in the present
instance. While we deeply regret that
such a condition of affairs has come to
pass it is manifest that the fault lies
principally with Spain, ‘for the reason
that she seems to lack the ability to
govern her colonies, and, one by one,
they have wrested from her. The
minute that she declares war against
the United States means that she will
have lost the last of her possessions on
this side of the Atlantic. and when the
conflict is over the only country over
which she can exercise sovereign power
will be on the other side of the ocean.

As cousin-germans of the Americans
we sincerely hope they will win and feel
certain that they will do so. In this
dispute the American people do not de-
gire to acquire Cuba, as the fight will be
for humanity and not for territory.

ROSSLAND STOCK MARKET.

The Spokane papers are inclined to
take issue with the contention of THE
Mixer that Rossland is the cheapest
and best place in which to purchase the
stocks of mines of this and adjoining
camps. This contention of Tae MINER
is borne out by all the facts in the case.
There are no stocks in the Kootenay dis-

division. The head offices of most of
the mining companies operating here
are located in Rossland, and even if they
are extra-provincial companies, whose
principal offices are situated outside of
the Province, they are compelled by the
laws of British Columbia to maintain an
office and to have an attorney to repre-
sent them here. There are millions of
the shares of the companies operating in
the division held in this city.
The reason why shares can
be purchased cheaper here than in Spo-
kane is obvious. This is a selling

market, while Spokane is to a consider-|:

able extent a buying place for shares.
Here the shares are acquired in the
course of the organization of companies.
Prospectors, in numerous instances, gell
their holdings for a certain number of
shares in the companies that are formed

fo operate them. The promoters,in a
large number of instances, are residents
of this city and they, too, receive big
blocks of stock as compensation for their’
gervices. The result is that there is
usually a large supply of stock in
hand here in the properties .in
which the strikes are made. When
a strike is made in a local prop-
erty and there comes a sudden demand
for the shares, where does Toronto, Ot-
tawa, London, Spokane, Butte and other
cities send to when they desire to pur-
chase shares? Not to Spokane, not to
Butte, not to Toronto, not to Ottawa,
but to Rossland, where the bulk of the
purchasable shares are held. That is
why Rossland is ‘and always will be the
stock mart for the mines of West Koot-
enay. It is here, more than elsewhere,
too, that the value of the shares of the
local companies are best understood.
Even though this be the case the holders
of Rossland are at times long on stocks
and short “on money. They are
compelled by reason of the pe-
culiar condition to part with
gshares that they know are worth more
than the price at which they sell. This,
too, helps to make Rossland the leading
stock selling center of this section. If
any one interested in this subject will
take the pains to lock at the quotations,
under the headings of snaps and bar-
gains, in the several advertisements that
appear in the columns of the DarLy and
WeekLy MINER and compare them with
the prices quoted by the brokers of To

ronto, Spokane and other cities, they
will immediately be convinced that our
contention is true that Rossland is the
cheapest market in which to purchase
shares. :

Tae Victoria Colonist makes a very
able protest against the proposal of Mr.
MclInnes, M. P., to place a $500 tax on
Japanese immigrants., We have no
doubt, however, that a popular vote on
this ‘question would show that a very
large majority of the people of British
Columbia are with Mr. McInnes in this
_particular instance. This country can
get along very well without the presence
of Japanese.

Tag British America corporation is to
be congratulated upon securing the ser-
vices of D. J. McDonald, Provincial mine
inspector. That gentleman’s long and
varied experience as a practical miner,
and his intimate knowledge of the mod-
ern methods of lode mining, eminently
fit him for the position that he has been
called upon to fill with the corporation.
By Mr. McDonald’s resignation the
Province will lose a faithful and effici-
ent servant.

It 18 exceedingly gratifying to know
that the railway committee of the house
of commons has provided for the control
by the Dominion government of the
tariffs of the Kettle River Valley rail-
way. This was the main point con-
temtled for by Tmr Mixer in all its
allusions to the charter. It would have
been extremely injudicious for the com-
mittee to recommend the bill without
this provision.

Tae Provincial press and the members
of the British Columbia Bar association
seem to be almost a unit in their desire
to seé a local man appointed to the.chief
justiceship, made vacant by the death of
Hon. Theodore Davie. But there is evi-
dence of a movement among certain
Liberal politicians, notably of the East,
to take advantage of the opportunity to
gsecure this high office for an eastern
Liberal more notorious for the perform-
ance of party seryices than a profound
knowledge of law.

A rFrLarING headline in a recent issue
of the Victoria Times proclaims to the
world that ‘“ An analysis of the public

accounts shows that the Province has
retrograded.”” The statement is noth-

ing short ot a malicious falsehood. The
Times should know that during the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 1897, the gene-
ral prosperity of the Province was ad-
vanced to a very considerable and grati-
fying extent, and that the sole cause of
this was the development of the mineral
resources of the Kootenays during that
period. The Times should not resort
to fiction in order to sustain its fight

against the Turner administration, and
should not this go out of its way to in-
jure the credit of the Province.

Wire the lapse of time it becomes
more apparent that Rossland is destined
to be a place of great- commercial im-
portance, both as regards retail business
and as a jobbing center. That the op-
portunities for success here in the
ordinary channels of business are far
superior to those of other towns in the
district is best evidenced by the fact that
that within the last six months nearly a
dozen mercantile houses that ‘were
firmly established and doing fairly well
at nearby points have transferred the
base of their operations to Rossland.
In each instance the soundness of their
judgment is verified by a decided im-
provement of their business prospects.
Among those who have taken this step
during the past six months may
be mentioned the Mac Machine
company, the Columbia Bottling works,
one clothing house and a fruit store,
formerly of Trail; Stein & Co., the
wholesale liquor dealers, and S. J.
Mighton & Co., wholesale tobacco deal-
ers; formerly of Nelson ; M.J.O’Hearn’s
clothing house, formerly of Sandon, and
the large dry goods house owned by the
Crescent company, formerly of Kaslo.
The very encouraging business outlook
for Rossland is attracting other mer-
chants, and there is every reason to be-
lieve that before the close of the present
year, the volume of retail and jobbing
business of this city will have assumed
very extensive proportions.

By-Laws Permitting the City to
Borrow Money.

MISCELLANEOUS MATTERS

Recommendations by Chief McKinnon
For the Improvement of the Fire
Service—Report of the Health Com-
mittee—Other Matters.

At the meetingof the city council Tues-
evening, bylaws were introduced, au-
thorizing the mayor to raise money by
way of debentures or otherwise, for the
purpose of meeting current expenditures,
for street improvements, and to com-
plete the sewerage system. The bylaws
were read the first time. Future action
as to the amount necessary to be raised
for each purpose, will be taken at the
next meeting. A bylaw  for the main-
tenance of the fire department. has also

been prepared, but must be accompanied | %

by a petition, which will be submitted
also, at the next meeting. . . ,.

Wilson McKinnon, chief of the fire
department, reported that changes and’
repairs had been completed on the fire
station, and the quarters are now ready -
for occupancy. :

Mr. McKinnon called attention to the
necessity of having the water company
lay a main on Second avenue, and to
have hydrants placed at the carner of
Spokane and Second, and Washington
and Lincoln streets, in order to give pro-
tection to buildings on the hill, there
being no hydrants nearer than First ave-
nue and Washington street, and that
one has only a four inch main, which
would leave a poor force for fire, after
running up such a steep hill.

Attention was also called to the neces-
gity for compliance with the act requir-
ing the construction of fire escapes in
hotels and public buildings. It was also
recommended that the 500 feet of rubber
hose now in possesgion of the depart-
ment be disposed of and that cotton hose
be substituted. Other recommendations
tending to increase the efficiency of the
fire service were presented, and the
committee on fire, light and water was
directed to take such action as in their
discretion, was requisite.

The health and relief committee has
elected Alderman Edgren as chairman
for the current year, and the commtttee
will meet each Wednesday at 2 o’clock.

To the council the committee has
recommended that Centre Star creek be
immediately connected with the sewer
at the corner of Spokane street and First
aveuue, instead of with the present
drain. ,

Since holding office the committee has
expended  $221 in purchasing groceries
and fuel for the needy, medical attend-
ance and hospital charges and transpor-
tation for city charges who had relatives

or friends elsewhere to care forthem.

A petition signed by abont«130 rate-

yers, asked that an overhead bridge

: ' over the railroad track,
on Washington street south.. :The peti-
tion set forth that at present Washing-
ton street terminates abruptlyat Le Roi
avenue, and beyond that point it is im-
ible for traffic with horses or wagons
and is in extremely bad condition for
foot passengers, owing to the fact that
the only means of travel over it is by
the use of a very steep-flight of steps.

The offieers of the school of mines
asked the council for co-operation and
sapport in petitioning the .government
for such —assistance as will aid in estab-
lishing the permanency of the instita-
tion. ,

Phe report of the sanitary inspector
showed the receipts and expenditures for
March, leaving a balance of $135 on
hand. .

The city clerk was instructed to give
notice that tenders were wanted for the
supplying of°lumber in quantities for
gidewalks.

BOUNDARY REAL ANGRY

Says that Coast Cities Have Worked
Against that Section.

The People There Recognize Boﬁﬁl&nd
as a Financial and Business
Center and Trade Here

D. A. Good of Casecade City has been
in Rossland a few days and isvery much
pleased with the prospect of two rail-
ways in the Boundary country in the
immediate future. These are the exten-
gion of the Crow’s Nest branch  from
Kootenay lake and the Corbin road
from some point on thé Spokane Falls
& Northern. To a reporter yesterday
Mr. Good said: ¢‘The granting of the
charter to the Kettle River Valley rail-
way will mark the beginning of a pros-
perous era for the Boundary creek
country. In assisting Mr. Corbin in
securing this charter the - people of
the Boundary country were not acting
with any malice toward the Oanadian
Pacific Railway company, neither -did
they desire  to turn trade away from
Canadian and into American channels.
They all recognized that a branch of
Canada’s greatest railway through the
district would do much towards develop-
ing the country and would serve to unite
Eastern and Western Canada in a
commercial - way, which would
mautually beneficial to'a high degree.
They want and expect to see
the Crow’s Nest branch continued from
Kootenay lake through to Penticton be-
fore the vear shall have passed away.
They worked for ths Corbin charter be-
cause they knew they had a great and
rich country of supporting at
least two raiiways, and were fully sensi-
ble of the effects of a lack of competition
on any common carrier, and also on the
counrty. Again, it was feared if a failure
was made in the securing of the Kettle
river valley railway charter that the C.
P. R., as it has considerable construction
work in progress, might bide_ its time
and in all probability it would be a year
or more, perhaps, belore construction
would begin. Then, too, the Canadian
Pacific railway should not be afraid of
competition with its immense resources.
The business is there for them if they
want it.
