INTERNATIONAL WRONG

London, May 6.—The Daily News
to-day publishes an editorial article
on the Chinese situation, which reads
in part as follows:

In
many respects they are more strin-
gent than the Austrian demands upon
Serbia which led to the European war
and China has done nothing to incur
such a penalty.

“If China had been a military na-
tion she never would have been thus
challenged. She has neither the wilil
nor the power to take an unfriendly
and irreconcilable course towards her
powerful neighbor, and it is grotes-
que to suggest that she is responsible
for the crisis.

i A Special Series of Addresses to

be Given.

Paris, May 5.—For the first time in
the history of the Catholic Church in
Paris, a special series of lectures,
continuing every night for one week,
will be given tor the special benefit
of those who are not members cf the
Catholic congregation. From time to
time, the present pastor, Rev. G. L.
Cassidy, has spoken to mixed assem-
bles upon matters pertaining to reli-
gion, patrictism, or the moral welfare
of the community, and the non-Catho-
lics of Paris are by no means strang-
ers in the beautiful Catholic Church.

But Father Cassidy now has made
special arrangements with Rev. James
. Gillis, a member cf the well-known
society of “Paulist Fathers” of New
York, to give a connected course of
lectures, to which the Protestant peo-
ple and non-Catholics generally, are
specially invited.

It might be imagined that such a
venture woud arouse feelings cf anti-
pathy, for it is a matter of experience
that people feel more deeply upon
religion than upon any other topic,
not excepting politics or patriotism.
And when a Catholic priest professes
to speak upon religicn to those who
do not,and perhaps cannot agree with
him, there would seem to be some
danger of his arousing emotions that
might better be left unstirred.

but the Paulist Fathers profess to
be able to speak to non-Catholics in
such a way as to wound no one’s feel-
ings, whether or not they succeed in
persuading any cne’s mind. And their
work throughout the United States
and Canada gives apparent justifica-
tion to their confidence. For many
years they have been giving just such
lecturés in almost every great city
from New York to San Francisco, and
they have, particularly during the past
tive years labored very successfully
in the Prcvince of Ontario, notably 2.
Toronto and Hamilton.

They pursue the policy of concilia-
tion, and invariably lecture in a
friendly spirit. They reject contro-
versy, and adcpt the method of ex
planation. They attack no other creed
but defend their own And they are
content to permit Catholicism, well
understocd, to plead fer itself. They
only regret that many who claim to
know the teaching and practice of
Catholics have never really received
their informaticn at the proper source
And it can hardly be denied that an
immense amount of talk and of writ-
ten matter, purporting to represent

| Catholicism, is really a caricature of

the doctrine cf the Ancient Church.
With no. direct intention, therefore
of “proselytism”, but with the idea

| of presenting accurate, authorized in-

tormation, Father Gillis will cocnduct
this series of lectures.

Furthermore he will answer any and
all questions asked by non-Catholics
in attendance, provided the questibns
he written down and depcsited in the
‘Question Box” at the door of the
Church. This feature cf the meetings

The despatch also says that a
squadron of warships of the allies
again bombarded forts at the Dardan-
elles and Turkish encampments on
the coast.

ARMENIANS SUFFER

Londcen, May 6.—A Reuter’'s des-
patch from Sofia says that two Ar-
menian journalists whe have arrived
there declare that Armenians are be-
ing arrested in large numbers in Tur-
key. The reason for this as given by
Talaat Bey, the Turkish minister cf
the interior, is that the Armenians in
Van are urging the population of the
town to reveilt,

ALLIES OCCUPY POSITIONS

London, May 6.—The Turks con-
siderably reinforced, attacked the al-
lies’ camp at' Krithia early Tuesday
morning, but were repulsed leaving
1,500 dead, according to advices from
Mitylene received by the Exchange
Telegraph Company ftom its Athens’
correspondent. The ailies have ad-
vanced into the interior the despatch
says and now occupy positions of
great strategic importance.

A report from Tenedos says that
British warships continued yesteriay
their bombardment of Turkish posi-
tions in the Dardanelles and also of
Smyrna.

DEFEAT IN CAUCASUS

London, May 6.—A Petrograd des-
patch to, The Reuter Telegram Com-
pany says:

“Details have been received here of
the defeat by the Russians of a Turk-
ish army corps in the Caucasus. An
effort was made by 30,000 Turks un-
der Ljavid Pasha to invade the Dil-
man-l?hoﬁ region, which the Russians
occupied.

“The entire Turkish force was hur-
led against the Russians’ pcsitions,
but the Moscovites, although numeri-
cally inferior, held their ground. Each
successive attack was reached at the
bayonet point. The Russians then
began a general counter-attack and
completely routed the exhausted
Turks who retired in disorder. The
prisoners include the famous Kurd
Leader Simko.”

TURKISH DELIGHT
Constantinople, May 5.—via Berlin,

oifigial statement regarding the op-
eraticns in the Dardanelles was issued
this afternoon by the Turkish war of-
fice.

“The unfavorable situation of the
enemy in the Dardanelles remains un-
changed. Reports from Athens re-
garding the occupaticn of Gallipoli
and Nagara by landing forces are un-
true.

“The Gallipcli peninsula is entirely
at our disposal for military move-
ments. The enemy holds only two‘
points on the ccast, Seddul Bahr and
Ariburou, thanks to the constant fir- |
ing of his ships. The enemy is un-;
able to make any moves. against the |
Turkish encircling forces. |

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THE SITUATION.

The German offensive continues
with great violence. By the use of
gases the troops of the Kaiser have
regained a foothold on Hill 60, which
is an important strategic point. It
was on April 21st that the British, by
a splendid and an heroic attack, se-
cured possession of this hill, and they
have since held it by remarkable bull-
dog tenacity, despite assault after as-
sault. It constitutes an admitted van-
tage ground, both with regard to the
town of Ypres and as a strong link in
the British lines. The official report
from Berlin declares that the British
are continuing “their retreat,” with
heavy losses, to the ‘east of Ypres,
while the London report, on the other
hand, announces that the general situ-
ation in this neighborhood ‘“‘remains
unchanged.” That the foe is pouring
large reinforcements into this district
is very manifest.

In Galicia also a like thing is taking
place, and the Russian official report
states that some of their units have
“fallen back to the second line of for-
tifications after desperate fighting.”
The German losses have been enor-
mous, but the sacrifice of men does
not manifestly count in their reckon-
ings. They are still using mass for-
mations. Military experts differ with
reference to this mode of attack. Some
contend that although the immediate
loss of men is much heavier, the
method pays best in the long run, as
sheer weight of numbers carries men
through further than by any other
means.

News from the Dardanelles contin-
ues to be very scant. The Turks claim
that they are doing well on the Galli-
poli Peninsula, but anything marked
Constantinople has to be taken with a
bag of salt.

THE ELECTION TALK.

A semi-authoritative despatch from
Ottawa states that there will not be
an electicn this year, as would other-
wise have been the case had it not
been for the war.

It is well known that the Adminis-
tration had no idea of going to the
country save for the truculent and
mendacious course pursued by the
Liberal manipulators. They have
sought from the first to twist political
capital out of the situation and to
harass Premier Borden and his col-
leagues during a time of great respon-
sibility and anxiety, instead, as Con-
servatives have done in the Old Land,
of standing back of the Government.
It is inconceivable that in this course
they have had the approval of the
rank and file, but it has been taken
nevertheless.

Referring to the matter the Hamil-
ton Herald (Independent) recently
said:

“A general election at this time
should not be necessary, and is not to
be desired. That it should be avoided
is undoubtedly the sincere wish of
most citizens. Probably it could be
avoided if Sir Wilfrid Laurier were to
speak out earnestly and unequivocally
calling upon his supporters to suspend
their partizan attacks on the Govern-
ment. The Liberal leader has it in his
power to do a great service for Can-
ada at this time. If he remains silent,
his silence can fairly be construed as
a tacit approval of the course pursued
by the Liberal press.

“But, in all fairness, should the Fed-
eral Government, which is bearing the
burden of a responsibility greater than
that which any other Canadian Gov-
ernment has assumed, and which is
entitled to know whether it possesses
the confidence of the Canadian people,

be greatly blamed if it asks for a re-
newal of public confidence in view of
the general and- persistent daily at-
tempts of its enemies to make the
people believe that it is unworthy of
their confidence?”

What the result of such an appeal
would be no one doubts. Even the
Toronto Globe and the lesser globules,
which have done everything in their
power to dare the Administration,
have within the last few days been
hunting for cover on the score that a
contest would be a “crime.”

London, May 6.—Turkish prisoners
who have arrived at Tenedcs from the
Dardanelles admit that their army
has suffered enormous losses ~ from
the combined fire of the guns cf the
Anglo-French fleet and the quick-fir-
ers of the expeditionary forces, ac-
cording to a despatch to the Haves
Agency by way of Athens.

The allies, according to the same
information, cccupied a number of
strategic positions on Tuesday, and
the land forces continue to receive
reinforcements daily.

The Daily Mail’s correspondent at
Salonica telegraphs under date of
Tuesday: “An officer from the Dar-
danelles who has just arrived here
says that the landing of the allies
ccntinues regularly notwithstanding
stubborn resistance by the Turks,
who occupy extensive trenches elabo-

The allies are steadily progressing.”

A despatch from Constantincple,
dated yesterday and passing threcugh
the hands of the Turkish and Ger-
man censors on its way to London,
says:

“Despite the decision of the Turk-
ish Government to refuse all corres-
pondents access to the Dardanelles
regicn, excention was made in the
case of two Germans and the Associa-
ted Press correspondent. The party
arrived on the night of May 1 while
the town of Dardanelles (Shanak),
after thirty hours, was still ablaze.
The scene was one of desolation, with
crumpled walls and houses.

“Maidcs also was burned, and on
Monday the town of Gallipcli was set
ablaze—all by indirect fire from the
Gulf of Saros, wi’h ignition shells dir-
ected by captive balloons and aero-
planes.

“Incessant and heavy firing on
the Gallipoli Peninsula has continued
from the first landing of the allied
forces, but details of the new cam-
paign cannot be told fer military rea-
sons. The straits themselves, so far
as is known, have not been seriously
attacked since the re-opening of the
operations, but on Monday seven
ships were seen and heard off Sedd-el-
Rahr firing intermittently.”

REGIMENT ANNIHILATED

A despatch from Mitylene to the
Havas Agency, says that a regiment
of Turkish troops was annihilated
during fighting at the Dardanelles
last night, and that the allies trans-
ported 1,000 more prisoners to Tene-
dos and Maudros. The despatch also
says that a squadron of warships of
the allies again bombarded forts at
the Dardanelles and Turkish encamp-
ments on the coast. g

Scme of the British troops who
took part in the landing at the Dar-
danelles have arrived at Cairo. They
are the first men to reach here from
the scene of the fighting and they re-
late some stirring incidents in con-
nection with the landing cf the al-
lied forces at the straits.

At Sari Bair the men were so eager
to get ashore that they jumped from
the small boats before they had been
beached and fcund themselves up t2
their necks in water. Wading ashore
they rushed three ridges in success-
icn. and a running bayonet fight ex-
tended for a distance of more than
three miles. In the words of one en-
thusiastic invader, “We lifted the
Turks on the end of our bayonets and
hurled them over our heads.” Con-
tinuing their recital, these men re-
late that, with the arrival cf reinforce-
forcements the ridges were carried
by storm in the first rush. The con-
centrated Turkish fire during the be-
ginning of the fighting was terrific.
Shrapnel, machine gun and rifle
caused very heavy casualties among
the allies, but the wounds of many of
the men are slight, and they will
soon again be on the fighting line.
DETAILS OF EARLY FIGHTING

Turks Driven From Coast by Guns
on Sea and Land.
(By George Renwick)

Off Gallipoli Peninsula, via London,
May 6.—During the hours of dark-
ness between Monday and Tuesday
(April 26-27) the motor launch on
which I was travelling entered the
bay under Gaba Yepe on the west side
of the Gallipoli Peninsula, half way
down the coastline south of Sulva
Bay. i

A wonderful spectacle was presen:-
ed to my eyes. It was a night battle
on land, with a portion of the fleet
assisting. Across the valley running
inland from the bay opposing guns
were at work. The ships too were
busy, and the searchlights wandering
glare could be seen easily picking out
the targets for the great guns to bat-
ter to pieces. So continuous and heavy
was the firing that at times one could
discern the outline of the valley
across which the two land forces
were contending. Shrapnels too were
bursting in the night sky, and often
the whole wave-shaped valley seem-
ed to be transformed into a river of
fire.

During Monday, as I learned later,
the Turkish position ran roughly
from the crest above Maidos to that
above Boghali, our forces being
along the seashore of the valley and
occupying a part which is mapnped as
Hazmak Valley. Our left had been
thrown along the northern and com-
manding ridge towards Boghali, and
during the night the enemy’s left ad-
vanced westward along the southern
ridge in an endeavor to drive us back
and cut our forces off. The war-
ships met the foes advance with
shrapnel, while the land forces on
the opposite ridge rained down a
hail of deadly shells upon them. It

PENINSULA IS ABLAZE
WITH SHELLING OF ALLIES

Gallipoli, Chanak and Maidos in Flames—Turkish
Prisoners Admit Heavy Losses---Allies
Pushing Ahead.

and Tuesday. For almost the whole
night the fire was kept up, and from
an excellent point of vantage Tues-
day morning I saw an artillery duel
in modern style going on. Puffs of
smoke, evidently from our guns, in-
dicated that we had held and ex-
tended our position along the north-
ern ridge.
FROM BOTH SIDES

Here and there at intervals the
Turks would reply feebly from
further inland and from the southern
ridge, but the latter position now be-
came extremely dangerous, because
it was commanded both by the ships
out at sea at the valley end and by
the land forces on the heights oppo-
site. This artillery duel continued in-
termittingly for the greater part of
a day, the Queen Elizabeth, or it may
have been a sister ship, joining in at
the same time and engaging by indi-
rect fire the enemy positions on the
southern ridge. Late in the afternoon
the Turks made another attack, but
no advance could be noted on their
part.

During this time the ships away at
the entrance to the Dardanelles were
very active, bombarding the Nar-
rows, and, judging by the smoke I
could see rising above the penin-
sula, a good deal of work was going
on inside the straits.

Shortly after 5 o’clock I witnessed
another extraordinary, duel. A heavy
rain-cloud swept down suddenly from
the north, enveloping the whole re-
gion in dense mist. Under cover of
this the Turks ran their guns along
the southern ridge and suddenly op-
ened a heavy fire across the valley.
They were promptly answered by our
fire, which certainly also profited by
the darkness to change the position
of the guns. The Turkish fire there-
fore would not be very effective ow-
ing to that fact, and the obscurity
having prevented and observations
being taken, the ships off shore had
perforce to remain inactive anfl the
duel had been fought out by the land
batteries alone.

Vivid flashes of flame lit up both
sides of the valley and shrapnel
bursting everywhere made the hill-
sides alive with smoke. For twenty
minutes this duel in mist and dark-
ness continued with the utmost fero-
city, and by the end of that time the
enemy’s fire had slackened down and
the southern ridge had been searched
by our guns with blazing shrapnel.

OBJECT OF THE TURKS.

The Turkish object was evident.

Our transports had been moved north

to that part of the. coast and t_he
enemy . evidently had the double in-
tention of driving us back on to the
shore and preventing the.landing ot
supplies under cover of night. -

Again throughout the next night
the ships and land guns were busy
and daylight when it came seemed tO
indicate that our forces had kept the
mastery of all the ridges on Monday.

On Wednesday the point of inter-
est was the southern portion of the
Peninsula. Forces had evidently been
landed in Morto Bay between the
headlands of Seddul Bahr and Eski-
hissarlik, and also north of Cape
Teke. This forenoon they seemed to
be occupying a line astride of two
roads leading to the little town ©of
Krithia and the district to about a
nile and a half from the extreme
point of the peninsula.
day our guns could be seen advanc-
ing and the Turks replying from their
position rather more than a mile
from the town, which the guns ot
the fleet had set on fire early in the
day. : ?
Farther up the penmspla, but mo-e
to the east is Achi Baba, or
Tree Peak, 730 feet high. This
height dominates the region, a}nd ob-
viously is the chief obstacle in our
advance. A thick cloud of dust mark-
ed the Turkish retreat along the coast
road, and when they reached the
positio ioned the artillery duel
could be easil y
the movements of the batteries on
both sides were quite visible, and the
fascination of the spectacle was 1n-
creased by the heavy shrapnel fire of
the Queen Elizabeth, wl’m,s_e shells
burst well over the enemy's lines and
in front of the advancing guns.

By 1 o'clock it could be seen that
our force had established itself right
across the peninsula on 2 line
roughly a mile south of Krithia. Mat-
ters remained comparatively quiet
till about 3 o’clock, when the flashing
and smoke of guns indicated 2
further slight advance on Krithia,
which then was still burning furious-
ly. A little more than an hour later
there seemed to be indications of 2
Turkish retreat behind the burning
town. There was no evidence, how-
ever, that the Turkish position bad
been wholly abandoned.  The ships
were nNow actively ‘bombardm‘g 1t
and towards 5 o’clock the enemy s hne{
appeared to be only threg-qparters of
a mile from blazing Krithia. Up to
{hat time our advance, roughly esti-
mated, must have been about a mile

and a half.

DUAL ARMIES
FORCING PACE

Petrograd Admits Serious
Aspect of Recent
Attacks.

~

o8y Special Wire to the Courter.

Petrograd, May 6, via London 2.10
p.m.—With intermittent activity con-
sisting chiefly of intense artillery fire
along the whole front from the Bal-
tic provinces to the Austrian crown
land of Bukowina, the Germans are
developing a most serious movement
in large force from the region of thz
Austrian fortress of Cracow in the
direction of the River Dunajec. The
Germans succeeded in forcing the
river, but according to advices, they
were effectively checked on the east
bank by artillery fire.

In number of troops and pieces of
artillery through the vigorous char-
acter of the movement this offensive
eclipses all the other scattering man-
oeuvres which the Germans have been
employing in an attempt to dislodge
the Russians from the Carpathian
mountains.

On May 2 German forces in a huc-
ricane advanced until they approach-
ed within two hundred paces of the
Russian trenches near Gorlice. There,
though badly crippled by Russian ar.
tillery, they held their positions until
nightfall.

In the region of Opatow and Lop-
usczno and at other points on this
tront between Upper Vistula and the
Carpathians, fierce fighting is being
recorded. After long artillery en-
gagements the outcome of these bat-
tles usually is decided by bayonet en-
counters. '

A furious engagement near Gorlice
still cottinues undecided, while to the
eastward along the Carpathians front
at Mezolaborcz, Koziowka and Galov-
etski the heights changed hands three
times before the Russians obtained
permanent possession of them on
May 4.

GAINING STEADILY.

Vienna, Wednesday, May 5, via
London, May 6, 2.40 p.m.—A battle
of the most desperate character con-
tinued all night long and throughout
to-day, without a break, on the west
Galacian front. The Austro-German
armies continued to gain ground on
the southern section of the battle
front, capturing position after posi-
tion from the Russians.

Berlin, May 5, via London 3.55 p.m.
—The statement issued to-day atthe
army headquarters follows:

“Western theatre of war: “The
British continue their retreat with
heavy losses, in the direction of the
bridgehead situated sharply to ths
east of Ypres. The Vanheule and Ek-
sternest farms, the castle ground of
Herenthage and the Set Pappatje farm
were taken by us.

Between the Meuse and the Mos-
elle there is again great activity in
the forest of Let Pretre. Northwest
of Pont-a-Mousson, the French at-
tacked yesterday with strong forces.
Notwithstanding a long preparatory
bombardment by artillery their at-
tack broke down under our fire, with
heavy losses to the enemy. On the
other hand we began attacks in the
forest of Ailly and to the east thereof,
which made good progress. Up to the

‘prescnt we have here taken ten offi-
| cers and 750 men.
“Eastern theatre of war: “Attacks

from Roczinis, coming from the

| southeast, were repulsed. ~The en-
| emy is being pursued at Kalwarya,
| also northeast of Suwalki and east of

| vances failed. Four hundred Russians
in all were taken prisoner.

“On the remainder of the front
there were a few fights at close quar-
ters, all of which were decided inour
favor.

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Story “That Will Thrill
Canadians Through
and Through.

Torontp, May 6.—“I am ready, sir,
shall I go with you now?”

No. 26629 killed in action.

_Eight months lay between the be-
ginning and the end of the story told
in brief by the two extracts above, a
story which emblazons the name of
Private Edward Humphreys on the
history of Canada with the names of
the other deathless ones who went out
from their homes at the call of duty.
He was but a lad of twenty.

Eddie had been a boy in the edi-
torial department of The Evening
Telegram when he followed his fath-
er’s footsteps and joined the Queen’s
Own Rifles.

The boy was slight and youthful in4
appearance. He had the pink
and white skin of healthy boyhood.
He was busy about his duties in the
Telegram office when his color serge-
ant appeared and asked him whether
he would enlist for overseas. It was
a question that would try the spirit of
the bravest. Though there was noth-
ing of recklessness or bravado about
the boy, he hesitated only for a mo-
ment. His lip trembled, perhaps, but
his spirit framed the answer that the
flesh was reluctant to give.

“I am ready, sir, shall I go with
you now.”

It was hard for him to break from
his home. His mother urged that he
was too young. She suggested to him
that there were men who should go
first.

“Mother,” he answered, “if I don’t
go they will say that I am tin soldier-
ing.

He went. /

His uncle, Alderman E. H. Walling
of Quebec, visited the camp at Val-
cartier and didn’t think that Eddie
would get away with the contingent.
He thought he was too frail.

Eddie crossed with the first draft
of Canada’s best men and stood the
gruelling days at Salisbury.

Early last month he wrote
France:

“I have had terrible hard marches,
and we expect a big battle. I have
kept up the best I know how, because
somebody had to do it.”

Then came Langemarck, and with
it came the call of death.

“T am ready, sir, shall I go with
you now?”

To the home on Highfield road, To-
ronto, came the brief official message
from Ottawa:

“T regret to say that your son, Ed-
ward Humphreys No. 26629, has been
killed in action.—Adjutant-General.”

The story of Eddie Humphreys’ life
is ended before it had well begun. He
was a schoolboy at the Ryerson pub-
lic school only a year or two ago. He
was born in Sutton, Que. Hé went t0
England with the Q. O. R, but was
transferred to the
Regiment.

STUATION OF
RUSSIANS 1S
NOT CRITICAL

So Think Competent Mil-
itary Observers in
London.

By Special Wire fo the Coutler.

Londcn, May 6.—The Russian re-

ports concerning the recent fighting
in Western Galicia are being accepted
by British military critics as reduc-
ing the German claims of victory in
this battle to more just proportions.
Following his custom, Grand Duke
Nicholas, commander in chief in the
field has not hesitated to admit a re-
verse and confirms the German state-
ment that his antagonists have suc-
ceeded in breaking across the Dunajec
River, but the Grand Duke adds that
he is holding them fast on the bank
of this stream, and he seems to inti-
mate that he has little anxiety con-
cerning the ultimate outcome of the
fierce fighting which has been going
on in this region for a week past.
. Observers in London are of the op-
inion that the fact that the Russians
have not been diverted from their ob-
jective elsewhere and that the battles
in the Stry region continue with un-
abated energy is good evidence that
the situation of the Russians is not
so critical as has been painted, and
the idea is being advanced in London
that political reasons may have had
something to do with the huge im-
portance attached to this success by
the German and the Austrian Gov-
ernments in their official communi-
cations concerning it.

It is admitted that the readjustment
of the British line in Flanders, with
the consequent abandonment of sev-
eral positions east of Ypres, marks the
extent of the advantages won by Ger-
many from her victory between Ypres
and Dixmude. By straightening this
line, however, Sir John French, the
British commander-in-chief has cut
off a salient which threatened mili-
tary disadvantage should the Ger-
mans attempt another thrust with the
reinforcements said to be rushing
through Belgium. All the German at-
tacks thus far, according to the Brit-
ish-and French official statements,
have been shattered on this new line.
_The news from Gallipoli is con-
sidered reassuring, setting forth as it
does that the allies have made good
the positions gained after the fier:ze
onslaughts upon the Turks during the
landing operations. Subsequent Ger-
man and Turkish attacks have been
repulsed with heavy losses to the
Ottoman forces, who gradually are
being pushed in a northerly direction.

The German submarine campaign
in the waters of the United Kingdom
shows no signs of a let up. The list of
vessels sent to the bottom lengthens
every day, although the victims most-
ly are of small importance. Scandina-

vian ship owners are suffering more

than are the British, and the news-
papers of Norway and Sweden have
been referring in sarcastic terms to
Germany’s “bravery in torpedoing all
the Swedish and Norwegian ships she
meets.”

Shells would rend it
for a moment, but it only settled down
again as thickly as before.

RECEIVED WITH BAYONETS

“Nevertheless, the German infan-
try faced it, and they faced a hail of
shrapnel as well. In some cases,
where the gas had not reached our
lines, our troops held firm and shot
through the cloud at the advancing
Germans. In other cases, the men
FIGHT TWO oaltaohloin
holding the front line managed to

move to the flank, where they were j

more or less beyond the affected
area. Here they waited until the
enemy came on and then bayoneted
them when they reached our trench-

CS.

“On the extreme left our supports
waited until the wall of vapor reach-
ed our trenches, when they charged
through it and met the advancing Ger-
mans with the bayonet as they swarm-
ed over the parapets.

South of St. Julien the denseness
of the vapor compelled us to evacu-
ate trenches, but reinforcements ar-
rived, who charged the enemy before
they could establish themselves in
position. In every case the assaults
failed completely. Large numbers
were mown down by our artillery.
Men were seen falling in heaps and
others scattering and running back to
their own lines. Many who reached
the gas cloud could not make their
way through it and in all probability
a great number of the wounded per-
ished from the fumes.

“Farther to the east a similar at-
tack was made about 7 p.m., which
seems to have been attended with
even less success, and the assaulting
infantry was at cnce beaten back by
our artillery fire.

“It was not long before all our
trenches were re-occupied and the
whole line re-established in its orig-
jnal position.

“The true idea of the meaning of
the operations of the allies can De
gained only by bearing in mind that
it is their primary object to bring
about the exhaustion of-the enemy's
resources in men.

REMARKABLE CAREER
OF RAYMOND SWOBODA

Student, Soldier, Bank Clerk and
Embezzler; Now a

Spy.

By Special Wire to the Uourier.

Paris, May 6.—Raymond “Swobo-
da,” whose arrest was due to the fire
in the steamship La Touraine, and
who now is charged with espionage
by the French military authorities,
once served as a reserve officer in the
German army, according to informa-
tion the Petit Parisien says it has
obtained.

“Swoboda” has led an adventurous
life, the newspaper says, if stories
told by his acquantances are to be be-
lieved. He was born in San Francisco,
but was taken by his mother to Swit-
zerland at the age of five after she
had had a disagreement with his
father. From Switzerland he is said
to have gone to Germany where he
became associated with a man named
Schwind, under which name Swobo-
da attended various schools in Swit-
zerland and England.

He attended the University at
Heidelberg in 1887. About this time
two German missionaries were mur-
dered in China, and Swoboda enlist-
ed with other students in the punitive
expedition which was organized. After
ten months military service he resign-
ed from the army and was employed
by various business houses in Hong
Kong, Canton and Tien Tsin. Work-
ing at one time for an American geo-
logist, who was prospecting for oil.

Swoboda finally entered the service
of the Russo-Chinese bank at Shang-
hai, where he remained 18 months.
The Boxer rebellion then broke out,
and he took service in the German
expeditionary force, passing the ex-
amination for reserve officer.

When the uprising was quelled,
Swoboda again left the army and went
to England, but after a short stay
there returned to Shanghai and was
re-employed by the Russo-Chinese
bank. ‘He is then alleged to have be-
come involved in an embezzlement
after which he fled, was arrested, es-
caped, was re-captured, tried and sea-
tenced in the German consular court.

Part of his term was served in a
German fortress, but his sentence is
said to have been commuted and he
was released in 19o4. After his release
from prison, his acquaintances as-
sert, he came to France determined to
start life anew and took the name of
Swoboda, which really was his since
he had not been adopted by Schwind.
He had lived ten years in Paris and
had built up a successful business as
a broker when the war began.
