DR. CODY’S STATEMENT |

Mid-Summer Schedules Will
be Deloyed for Two
;. Weeks

The loss of time by the schools
vof the province as a result of the
‘influenza epidemic has occasioned
so much concern that Hon. Dr.
'Cody, Minister of Education, has
taken action to find a means of
overcoming the handicap = placed

upon teachers and scholars. Yes-
terday the Minister anndunced that
he had decided to defer the depa
mental Midsummer . examinations
for two. weeks. <

““I believe- that with this provi-
sion and with the provisions made
in the regulations ' for the conduct
‘of these examinations, the ill-ef-
fects upon the school work of the
interruptions that have occurred
may be reasonably well overcome,”
‘he said. *‘Farthermore, as HEaster
next year will be nearly three weeks
later than it ‘was this year, it will
be . unnecessary to amend the form
*-regulatlons except to provide . that
the teachers™ examinatipn may be
held in the ' week following the
t Easter holidays. I do not feel that
we should encroach upon the holi-
flays ©f the pupils if it can be aveid-
\ed."
