“0Old Hoss” Radbourne, Greatest
of All Pitchers.

———

THE HERCULES OF THE GAME

His Marvelous Feat of Pluck, Strength
and Endurance That Won the Pen-
nant For Providence In 1884—A Rec-
ord In Games Won.

Pitchers may come and pitchers may
go, but the name of “Old Hoss” Rad-
bourne goes on forever. 1 have talked
to many great ball players who have
lamented to me the fact that baseball
fame is so ephemeral that it was not
worth the gaining, and, while no doubt
this is in a great measure true, there
is one pitcher who has left a name
that promises to roll on -for many,
many years,

Each year hundreds of pitchers claim
attention of the world, and each year
they are promptly forgotten. But [11}-
nois produced a man who, although
now years deceased, has a brighter
name than any of the great multitude.

In the great ¢campaign of 1884, when
the Providence club, then a member of
the National league, was fighting a bit-
ter game with Philadelphia, a catastro-
phe occurred that seemingly would
disrupt its chances of winning the pen-
nant. A player named Sweeney, who
was pitching, ‘'was ordered to go into
right field to change places with “Cy
clone” Miller. At that time it was not
permissible to take a pitcher out of the
game. Whereupon Sweeney promptly
walked ot of the game, leaving the
team with only eight men and with
one pitcher, Charles Ra_dbourne.

Two men ftried to cover the field,
with the result that Providence was
completely snowed under. A meeting
of the directors was held to decide
whether or not the club should be dis-
banded. Certainly a professional tearn
was never in a sorrier pligrt.

Radbourne was approached and the
proposition put to him. “I can win it
all right,” said he quietly and in a
matter of fact tone,

And then followed the most remark-
able battle for a pennant that the
world has ever seen. Radbourne es-
tablisbed a record that has never been
equaled, one that will live when more
expensive contests will have been
blissfully forgotten. Of twenty-seven
consecutive games Radbourne won
twenty-six. In four games with Bos-
ton Le had three shutouts, only one
run was scored and only seventeen
hits were made. This defeat was suf-
fered at the hands of Buffalo by a
score of 2 to 0, and even then only
five hits were made off him, showing
that the defeat was not due io poor
pitching. Needless to say, Providence
won the pennant, or, rather; Rad-
bourne won the pennant,

But the great player had to pay the
price. No arm could stand the awful
strain without great agony. Morning
after morning when Radbourne arose

| he could not lift his amm as high as

his waist. He had to brush his hair
with his left hand. But he did mnot
give up the game.
to the park about two hours before
the rest of the team put in an ap-
pearance and would begin the excru-
clating process of limbering up. He
would pitch the ball only a few feet
when he would first go out, but he
would keep on trying time after time,
rubbing his arm with his left hand.
Sometimes his face would be drawn
up into contortions, but never a word
of complaint left his lips.

Half an hour before the game was
to begin the players would slip out to
see how “Old Hoss” was getting along.
They would sit silently on the bench,
waiting for his arm to get-.into condi-
tion.. When he was able to throw
from second to homes base a roéusing
cheer would go up, for they knew
that meant the winning of the game
for them.

Radbourne claimed for his home
Bloomington, In. After his great sea-
son with Providence managers all over
the country weie upon his heels. Flat-
tecing offers pvured in, and he was not
mider contract with Providence for the
next season either. When the contest
wus over the late Ned Allen, president
of the team that season, sent for Rad-
bourne.. He laid the release before
him and close beside it a blank con-
tract. Radbourne looked at them both
for several minutes and then slowly
took up a pen and filled the blank out
for a sum ounly $2,000 higher than he
had been getting and tore up the re-
lease. Allew almost fell on his neck’
and wept for joy.

Radbourne’s last year in baseball was.
with Ciheinnati in 1891, but it was.a
sad year. It seems a pity that the ca-
reer of so great a ball player should
end so sadly.. That year his work
showed great deterioration, for the aw-
ful strain made in 1884 was beginning
to tell on his arm. At the end of the
geason he was too proud to go into
minor league baseball and so entirely
withdrew from, the game. He return-
ed to Bloomington, where he opened @
billiard hall. He had little to say and

Mr. Tate agreed with this view,
but wanted the powers of local im-
provement districts enlarged and thus
lead up to the larger powers being
conferred on municipalities.

Mr. Garry did not consider it
would be wise to go back to the one
township plan.

Fifty Million Dollars.

Toronto, Jan. 24.—'‘The C.P.R.
will eventually electrify its lines in
the west and a commencement may
soom be made in the southern portion
of British Columbia.” ~

Such was the statement made to-
night by Wm. Whyte, second. vice
president of the C.P.R. Referring to
the ever brightening prospects of the:
western country Mr. Whyte said the
revival was now assured and would
grow into a strong reality ‘with the
garnering in of another good crop
and the continuafice of desirable im-
migration.

“The settlers from the ~United
States are the better dlass, they
bring chattels; money, and,’’ declar-
ed Mr. Whyte with emphasis, “‘they
bring experience. The annual return
to tillers of .the soil in the west not
taking inté consideration the minor
production, is about $150,000,000,"
said Mr. Wyhte. This divided must
‘mean a big return individually. This
ertimate is based on the return to
the farmer from cereals and stock.

Referring to the talk of the great
extensions the C.P.R. have in view
in the west, namely, the spending of
six million dollars, Mr. Whyte re-
marked that the Montreal dispatech of
last week was geogsaphically mis-
leading.

“On the main line of the C.P.R.
the line runming ‘morth and south
forms a junction with “Moose Jaw
and Lacombe morth to Edmonton.
The portion of the Lacombe-Tuxford
line to be built this year is an exX-
tension from Stettler of thirty-five
miles. ‘There is to be some forty
miles of the extemsion of the Hne
which runs from Winnipeg north to
Komarno. This would traverse the
great timber and spruce pelt between
Lake Winnipeg and Lake Manitoba to
the Icelandic settlements.”’ .
Another remark of Mr. Whyte’'s by
way of correction was to the effect
that the road between Winnipeg and
Fort William was now, with the ex-
ception of 18 miles, double tracked
throughout.
