WELCOMED THE PRINCE

Emperor William Receives Bismarck
With the Kiss of Reconeiliation.

FOR FOUR YEARS ESTRANGED.

An Affecting Scene in the Royal Court
Scarcely Out-Rivalled in the Old
Days of Chivalry—The Joy of
the Populace Breaks
Out in Song.

Beruin, Jan®®27. — Prince Bismarck, his
son Count” Herbert, and several friends
left Friederichsruhe yesterday morning
for Berlin. Before leaving six Fried-
erichsruhe ladies, dressed in white, pro-
ceeded to the castle and presented to
Prince Bismarck a very lange laurel wreath
bound with ribbons, and bearing the in-
scription, **A happy journey.”

Prince Bismarck was visibly gratified.
He was -in excellent spirits. e thanked
all those who came to see him off and
shook hands with many of the crowd.
BeruiN, Jan 27.—When Prince Bis-
marck’s party arrived ut the castle the
Prince and Prince Henry descended from

KAISER WILHELM.

the state coach and entered. The Emperor,
who was standing at the foot of the stairs
to receive his guest, wore as a mark of
honor the uniform of the Bismarck cuniras-
siers. His reception of the old statesman
was of the warmest _and most cordial na-
ture. His Majesty embraced the Prince
with the utmost heartiness, and a kiss
pressed on the old man's cheek sealed the
reconciliation between the Emperor and
the greatest of his subjects. The Emperor
then shook hands with Count Herbert Bis-
marck.

After the Prince had rested for a short
time he arose. In the meantime an im-
mense crowd ‘had gathered in front of the
palace pouring forth volley after volley of
cheers or singing the patriotic hymns,
“Heil der im Siegerkranz,” ‘‘Die Wacht
am Rhein” and “Deuntschland Ueber
Alles.” This was kept up until the Em-
peror, Emvress and Prince Bismarck ap-
peared at a window and smilingly bowed
to the crowd that at once went almost
wild in their demonstrations of delight

Throughout' the entire time of his visit
he was treated with the most distinguished

PRINCE BISMARCK,
consideration, and nothing was leftundone
that would add to the pleasure of his visit.
When leaving for the station the Prince
appeared leaning on the arm of the Em-
peror and together they entered the car
riage. Then amid the blare of trumpets
the drive to the station commenced. When
the Emperor and the Prince entered the
royal waiting room His Majesty threw his
arms about the Prince and embraced him
repeatedly.  Count Herbert Bismarck and
Dr. Schweninger followed the Emperor’s
carriave in a closed coach.

Yesterday afternoon Emperor William,
accompanied by his suite, rode through
Unter der Linden, which was filled with
peovle for its entire length. His Majesty,
wlio celebrates the anniversary of his birth
to day. received an immense avation,

| The Terrible Execution of Painter
Unnerves Other Prisoners.

BIG DAN GREATLY DEPRESSED,

He May Have Con-lﬁrﬂl the March
Past His Cell Om on.—Enpni

s Face
at the, Sound of

\_t\h; Drop.

CricAGo, Jan, 27.—George H. Painter
was executed here yesterday for the mur-
der of Alice McLean, his mistress. At the
firet attempt to hang Painter at 7.57 the
rope snapped in two and the man was
Preoipitmed to the floor, eight feet below.
The blood gushed in a stream from his
head. He was picked up unconscious and
another noose was adjusted and the drop
was again sprung of 8.05. This time the
execution was successful.

Daniel Coughlin was not himself yester-
day.. The cause was to be found in the
horrible double hanging of Painter. Ten
days ago the alleged murderer of Dr.
Cronin was removed from tho boys’ de-
partment of the county jail to a cell in
“*Murderers’ row,” where Painter was
confined. From his cell he heard the noise
made by the hasty construction of the
gallows. The sound of the carpenter's
hammer breaking the stillness which per-
vades the jail at midnight depressed his
nerves and he lay awake while unpleasant
thoughts of his possible fate drove away
sleep. When the hour for the execution
arrived "' Big Dan" could not help wit-
nesting through the bars of his cell door
the procession to the scaffold. He quick-
ly learned the cause of the noise and con-
fusion and cries which followed, and the
news of the ghastly ocenrrence upset him.
On his way to the court room he spoke
only of Painter and thé hanging to his
cuards, He expressed great admiration
for the gehd murderer's nerve, ‘‘ It beats
everything I ever saw,” eaid the prisoner,
“but the rope breaking was an awful
‘hill)““

Painter’s death had a remarkably de-
pressing influzice en the other men con
fined in murderer’s rox in the county jail.
Patrick Eugene Prendergast, condemned
to die for the murder of Carter Harrison,
took no puins to conceal his grief over the
execution of Painter. When he had
satisfied -himself that Painter-had wmarched
to the scaffold he climbed into the upper
bunk and began to pray: “Oh. God, have
merey upon an innocent man,” he re
peatedly cried, wringing his hands with
anguish. - ‘"He is being murdered, even as
they would murder me."”

Prendergast climbed down from his
bunk, pushed his cell mate away frow the
door and -tried to ecatch a sound from the
north corridor.

by Colonel A. B. Kilis, of the
British fordes operating against the Sofas
in the interior of Sierra Leone. Colonel
Ellis’ despatches are dated Tunyea, Janu-
ary 9. He says that he started from
Warina on December 28. After crossing
a section of the country 42 miles broad,
through the whole extent of which the
Sofas had been going recently, the British
expedition reached the Rum river on De-
cember 28. Here a successful attempt
was made to establish communication with
the Konnos, who were hidden in the forest
on the further bank of the river. The
Konnos informed the British that the main
body of the Solas had crossed the river
on December 18, They had destroyed
Yardu, ti@agh the people of that place
had hitherto been on friendly terms with
them.

‘I'ne Sofas then proceeded to Kerrayenna
for the purposa of joining others of the
tribe, their intention being to attack the
British at Tungea. The column crossed
the Ram river in pursuit of the natives
and reached Kerra Yemna on December
31. The place was found to be a perfect
charnel house. The Sofas had slanghtered
the inhabitants, men, women and children,
and then left. The British bivouacked in
the forest on the night of January 1. Long
sbefore daybreak on the morning of th
2nd the British started. in pnrsuit of th
enemy, who had evidently changed ‘thei
minds about attacking the Britisii. " A
four o'clock in the worning the Brizis!
came upon the Sofus and fell upon them
The enemy was taken completely by sur
prise. The place had been strongly blovk
aded, but the British carried the pusition
in & quarter of an hour.  Two hundied of
the Sofus were killed and 70 were taken
prisoners, Over 400 slaves, wome. anil
children, were rescued.

Philadelphia, the . person fortunate
ough to yain admission says the  St.
Louis Reputlic may sve the creature which
ail naturalists are unanimous in pronounc-
iy the first representative of the hoofed-
animal species.  The animal is not alive,
neither is it entire so far as flesh and blood
are concerned, but to the paleontologist,
who cares only for the fossiled bones, the
specimen is perfe t. It is not larger than
a yearling calf, and not nearly so tall,
atd was found in the Wind River country
in Wyoming.  Professor Cope named
it Themacodus vrimevus when it was
first discoverei, ygiving it as his opinion

A TREASURER ABSCONDS.

Defalcations Aggregating Many Thousand

Living beyond his means is given as under-
t-lying his dishonesty. He was a blonde-
whiskered bjgz man, weighing more than
250 pounds.

GOLD AND SILVER BULLION.

Resolution Passed by the Provincial Par-
liament of British Columbia.

Victoria, B.C., Jan. 29.—The British
Columbia Provincial Parliament has pass-
i ed a resolution directing that an address
be presented to the Lieut.-Governor to be
conveyed to the Secretary of State for the
Colonies, through the Secretary of State
of Canada, that in the opinion of the
House it is expedient' that it should be
ordained by international agreement :

1st. That gold and silver be legal tender
to any amount.

2nd. That the val
gold be fixed. .

3rd. That gold and silver bullion in any
amounts be ‘freely turned into coin at the
mints. i

The resolution,.was introduced by Col
James Baker, Minister of Mines, who is a
brother of the noted Baker Pasha. The
resolution has caused much comment in
the United States.

There is considerable tal'k in political
circles as to the probable action of Parlia-
ment at next session in connection with
the French treaty, whether it will be rati-
fied or otherwise. The chief feature that
will make this question decidedly interest-
ing, is the fact that the treaty will remove
or lower the duty on wines imported from
France. This alone will kéep the eyes of
the temperance people on Mr. Foster. On
the other hand Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per’s friends state that unless his father’s
treaty. is ratified he will resign from the
Cabinet.

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell gave a luncheon
yesterday to Sir Thomas McIlwraith. Sec
retary of State and Minister of Railways
for Queensland. A number of Ministers
and other notables were present. Mr.
Bowell, Sir Thomas MecIlwraith, Sir John
Thompson, Hon. Mr. Foster, and Mr.
Sandford Fleming addressed the gathering
on the subject of closer trade between the
colonies.

The annual report of the Minister of
Agriculture was issmed Saturday. Hon.
Mr. Angers in his introductory remarks
says the unusually low prices which pro-
ducts have commanded during the past
two years have had a depressing influence
on agriculture generally. This depression
has beerr felt to a considerable extent in
various parts of tha Dominion, and more
particularly, in Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories, where grain growing is the
chief industry. In those districts where
mixed farming is carried on, farmers have
experienced a fair degree of prosperity.

An interesting scheme was broached at
the closing session of the Carleton County
Council Saturday. A resolution was
brought forward appointing a committee
to report upon the advisability of estab-
lishing an industrial farm for the poor and
juvenile offenders of the county, to en-
quire into a suitable site for the same and
the cost, with instructions to report there
on at the June session of the Counucil. The
establishment of such an institution is a
privilege which the Ontario Legislature
grants toall counties in the province, and
whick many have already taken advantage
of. The object is to make the iustitution
a place for reclaiming young criminals in-
stead of having them sent to the county
jail, where they would be surrounded by
immoral influences. It will also be a place
of refuge for the poor of the county. All
the inmates will be_given work to perform
and the criminals at least would be under
severe restraint during the time they re:
mained there. The scheme will -bg =np-
ported:by Government and county grants.
