the root house referred tc, had
never had any other property on
the land in question., Mr, Harris
asked thp witness why he had come
to eod and held an interview
with the defendant while he was ip

custody at the barracks, Witness
replied that Charles Montalbetti,
brother of the accused, had inform-
ed him that Felix wished to see
him. Mr. Harris askea if it was

not a fact that he had come to the
defendant 10or the express purpose
of getting him to say somethiug
which would implicate Malcolm
McKenzie, and in fact, had offered,

if defendant would give informal-
ion that would send Malcolm Me-
Kenzie to the penitentiary, that
‘Mr. Lyon would do all he could te
clear him on the present charge,
Witness replied that he bad gone
there for no such . purpose, That
wheu the defendant had sent for

him, he had gone o the barracks
tkaing his counsel with him,
Montalbetti had told him at the
interview that the prison bars
would make him tell the truth,
and had asked witness what he
would do for him if he would now
tell the truth: Witness had re-
plied that he could do nothing for
him, but advised him to make a
clean breast of the whole affair.
The accused replied that he was
not to blame, Mr. Harris asked
witness if he had not beea offered
money or other renumeration, by
any association or individual if he
would furnish evidence which
would convict Montalbetti in this
case. The witness replied that no
such proposition had ever been
made to him, and that the only
money he bad received from any
one on this townsite case was from
his father in law who made him a
loan when the cese first came up
in the exchequer court. He hed
already paid this back. He had
paid the expenses of the prelimiary
proceedings cut of his own pocket,

D. M. Brydges, official court
stenographer of the court of ex-
cbequer, when defendant’s land
. cuse was before Judge Whitmore,
. testified that the notes taken by
him at that time, and p-oduced by

answers given by Felix Montal-
betti at that time. He said that
the defendant spoke good English
for an Italian. Io one part of the
notes taken by the witness, the
date 1899, was changed to 1898
and the words “should be 1898,”
with fFome initials, were written
under the change. Witness said
he did not know when or by whose
authority the change was made.
It was brought out by Mr.
Nolan that the initials were those
of Judge Whitmore,

Joseph Montalbetti was called.
He isa brother of Felix, He testi-
fied that he came to Blairmore in
June 1898, Felix had come in
April, 1898, He and Felix lived
in a tent until about August of
that year, and then had moved
in‘o the section house. Felix was
section foreman on the west and
witness on the east of section
house, There was no house other
than the section house there at
this time. Witness and Felix
built the roet house in October
1898, The material came from
McLaren’s. Up to Christmas 1898
he and Felix lived in the section
house. Mr, Lyon came to Blair-
more in December 1898, Felix
did not cultivate any land on aec-
tion 35 in 1998, nor did he build a
house or fence other than the root
house in that year. In the spring
of 1899 witness and Felix had
made a garden together at a point
one hundred feet from the section
house, Felix built a stable and
corral in 1900, This was also
after this. Felix had no cow, calf
or poultry in 1898, but did have
in 1900,

On cross examination by Mr,
Nolan, witness was asked wby he
had said in the preliminary hear-

he had arrived at Blairmore, and
now stated so positively that it
was in June, Witness said that
on after thouglit, he found it was
in June, and that no one had
helped him to this conclusion.
He testified that he was a partner
in business with Mr. Lyon. He
could not remember if he had
lived any where else than in the
tent, up to August 1898, and could
not tell why he had made a sworn
statement when Mr. Lyon and
others had lived in the section
house since June I898, when he
now gives his testimony that it
was in August. The witness could
not account for -the discrepancy
oxcept it was that he may have
slept in the section house for a
few nights before August. Hba
did not know to his personal
knowledge that Felix had come to
Blairmore in April.  He and
Felix had moved into the section
house at the same time. When
Mr. Nolau drew attention of wit-
ness to the statement he had
sworn to previously, that Mr,
Lyon had erected the first house,
he admitted that he had been in-
correct in his statement, and now
said that Lyon's house was the
third built. At this point witness
became very confused and said
his hoad bothered him "at times.
His head was bad at the prelim-
liminary hearing and alsobothered
him today. He could not remem-
ber when the stable was built or
when the garden or other things
were done. After the preliminary
hearing Lyon had told him that it
was in 1900 the stable had been
built.

JUSTICE OF THE PEACE,

PROCESS ISSUER at Cardston
COMMISSIONER, e,
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Supreme Court

From the conclusion of the Mc-
Donald manslaughter case, to the
calling of the Montalbetti perjury
case, the tirhe of Judge Harvey’s
court was ocoupied mostly in con.-
sidering small debt cases.

Smith vs. the Massey-Harris Co,,
was tried on the 11th inst, This
was an action for the recovery of
money paid into the Massey-Har-
ris office at. Macleod, by the plain-
tiff under the mistaken idea that it
was being paid to the Deering Co.
for a plough, It appeared from
the evidence that some time ago
the son of the plaintiff had pur-
chased a plouga from the defend.
ants and had given a note for the
same, but as the plough did not
work and it was returned. The
company had no record of the re-
turn and refused to pay back the

money, It was argued that the
money could not be recovered
as it was mixed with law and fact,
It was.argued for the plaintiff
that there gould be no ground for
the contention of the defendants,
as there was an absolute failure of
consideration for the note of the
son, and also that he was not a
party to the action, His Lordehip
held that the contention was
proper and gave judgment for
plaintiff,

Joseph Hicks for plaintiff, R.

B. Bennet of Cougheed & Ben-|

nett, appeared for the defendants.

Kanouse vs. Beersford was tried
on the 12th inst. This was an
action for the purchase price of
furniture contained in a hotel, at
the sulphur sgrings at Blairmore.
The dispute was, that the plain-
tiff sold the goods, which the de-
fendents denied, although they
took possession of the going con-
cern, and had used the property at
the time of the trial. His Lord.
ship found for the plaintiff but ap-
pointed a refaree to report on the
particular goods.

Joseph Hicks for the plaintiff,
E. P. McNeilland T. B. Martin
for defendant.

The Montalbetti perjury case
was called promptly at 10 o’clock
Friday June 14, before Judge Har-
vey, with William M. Campbell
acting as Crown prosecutor.

C. F, Harris and P. J. Nolan ap-
peared for the defence.

The following jurors were select-
ed: W, Tuskey, W. Skelding, S.
DeRenzie, W. A. Lether, D. C.
Hobbs and J. A. Struthers,

All witnesses were excluded
from the court room, excepting D,
J. Campbell of Macleod, and B, M,
Bridges of Nelson, B. C. Over
Thirty witnesses were -in attend-
ance, Wm. M. Campbell, Crown
prosecutor, addressed the jury,
stating the charge against Montal-
betti.

The first witness called was
Dancan J. Campbell, who testitied
that he was, in 1901 a Commission-
er, and that the defendant had ap-
peared before bim in that year,
and made a sworn declaration as
to improvemente made on this
land known as the Blairmore town-
site.

C. P, Lyon was called for the
prosecution. Witness said that he
laid information agains{ Montal-
betti before Judge Wade of Ed.
monton. Judge Wade had Lkaund-
ed the infoimation back to him
along with the warrant for the
arrest of accused. Witness had

taken the warrent to the command- |

ing officer at the barracks und had
carried the information paper to
Blairmore and delivered them to
the judge there. At this point in
the testimony Judge Harvey ex-
pressed his surprise that a judge

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20for
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one indiwidual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
per annum_for an individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for 1 company,
accordingto capital.

A free miner having discovered miner-
eral in place may locatea claim 500 x

[ SO0 feet.
The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must ba expended ona
claim each year or paid to the mining
recorder in lieu thereof. When £500
has been expended or paid, the locator
may upon having a survey made, and
upon complying with other requirements
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent prov ides for the payment
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re-
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at the
discretion of the Minister of the Inter-
ior

The lessee shall have a dredge in oper
ation within one season from the date of
the lease for each five miles. Rental
$10 per annum for each mile of river
leased. Royalty at the rate of 2 1-2 per
cent collected onthe output after it ex-
ceeds $10,000.
