FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer
and his Household.

SuccssruL Burrer-Making.—I listened
to several butter talks at institutes last
winter, says a writer from Iowa to the
Cultivator and County Gentleman, heard
the questions asked, and concluded that
the statement of one of our lecturers—who
is a practical dairyman—that “not one
women in five knows how to make good
butter,” is not far from the truth. I do
not mean that they never make good but-
ter, for.there are seasons of the year when,
with weather, pasture and water all at
their best, it requires little skill to do this,
but the test of a good butter-maker is to
maintain the quality of the article under
unfavorable conditions, and to make fra-
grant, solid butter during “dog days,” as
well as in May and October. It would
appear presumptuous to say that the art
of butter-making could be taught in one
lesson, and yet the principles of butter-
making are so plain and so easily put in
practice that it seems as though the simple
stating of them ought to be sufficient.
Perhaps one of the most difficult things to
be done, is to convince the average farm-
er'’s wife that she needs to improve her
methods, for as every women who has a
baby is sure there never was a prettier
one, 50 must farmers’ wives think that
they can make bettef butter than their
neighbors. I recollect that back in the
seventies I had a contract for furnishinga
Cincinnati hotel with butter, and in mid-
summer my supply ran short; several of
my neighbors finding it out, were very
anxious to put in butter enough to make
up the deficiency. We had all the neces-
sary appliances for making good, sweet
butter, and in July were delivering butter
in solid rolls with the texture and fra-
grance of early spring. One day a neigh-
bor rode up to the house and asked me to
come out and see some butter which she
had brought, and stated that she wished
to furnish fifteen or twenty pounds a week.
I went out to the buggy and found under
the seat a wooden bowl nearly full of but-
ter which had the appearance of having
been dipped out of the churn with a ladle
and brought without further working.
The buttermilk was standing round the
edges of the bowl, and I could have poured
the butter out as easily as loppered milk.

Taking it for granted that the cows are
well fed and kept clean, and that the milk
isin good order when brought to the house,
how shall we manage it 8o as to be sure of
a uniform quality of good butter ?

First, I would advige deep cans water-
sealed for setting the milk. What do I
mean by water-sealed cans? Simply a
can eight inches in diameter, made of the
best of tin, and tall enough to hold three
gallons of milk, with a lid about an inch
larger than the can and made six inches
deep, so that it will drop over the outside
of the can and leave a little space for the
water between it and the can. The top
of the lid should be conical like the top of
an oil can, and a neck an inch in diameter
extend up for a handle to lift it, and this
neck should either have a screw cap on
it or be fitted with a cork. The can should
have a bail to lift it by, and handle
soldered to one side to tilt the can for
emptying it.

The advantages of this plan of setting
milk are mahy. It is less work to keep
one of these cans sweet and clean than a
gallon crock, while they hold three times
as much. Then with a can but eight
inches in diameter sunk in cold water and
gealed from the air, the temperature is
under complete control, can be reduced
rapidly and easily maintained at any de-
gired point, while the milk and cream are
perfectly secure from any possible contam-
ination from outside influences. By the
use of cold spring or well water, or ice if
necessary, to bring the temperature down
to abont 48° all the cream will rise in
about twelve hours.

The next step is the care of the cream.
It should be removed to a room where the
temperature can be kept between 60° and
70° and kept until ripened. It ought to
be thoroughly stitred three times a day.
Ripe cream will adhere to the dipper, be
slightly sour and have something the ap-
pearance of buckwheat batter as stirred
up ready tor thegriddle. It requires from
24 to 36 hours to ripen sweet cream.

Now you are ready to churn. The tem-
perature should be below 60° in summer
and about 65° in winter, and you should
always determine this by a thermometer.
The churn should have no dash or pad-
dles, but the butter should be made by
the concussion of the cream falling from
end to end of the churn. I use the rec-
tangular churn and like it very much, but
barrel churns made to revolve endwise
will give the same results. At a meeting
of the Montgomery county farmers’ club
at Dayton, Ohio, a test was made, as most
of the ladies thought it a mere whim that
better butter could be made in a churn
without dash or paddles. Seven gallons
of cream was divided equally, half put in-
to a churn with revolving paddles, and
half into a revolving churn without dash
or paddles. The butter came ten minutes
first in the paddle churn, and its friends
set up a shout, but when the butter was
finally taken out and presented to the
committee, the first was soft and oily and
would scarcely keep its shape on a plate,
while that churned without dash was
solid and ready at once to be made into
prints.

As soon as the butter comes, and when
in the granular stage, with the grains
about the size of a grain of wheat, draw
off the buttermilk, and pour over ita
strong brine and let it stand in it for an
hour or more ; this will dissolve the casein
and draw the buttermilk out. Then draw
off the brine and wash in pure cold water
till it runs clear. Now add salt and re-
volve the churn until it is- thoroughly
mixed and the butter is gathered in a
lump.

This butter will need very little working,
and it should not be done with a ladle by
a smoothing or scraping motion, for this
spoilsthe grain of the butter. Every dairy
ought to have a good butter-worker, but
if you have none, take the butter on a
smooth hard board, or a marble slab,
which is better, and work it with a roll-
ingpin, using a piece of fine sponge to take
up any buttermilk which may show. But-
ter looks more attractive, and will usually
command a better price made up into
prints, but small tin pails to hold a family
supply for a week will answer very well.

Have your name on avery package, and
if you make such butter as you can and
ought, you will soon be able to command
the highest market price.

In closing this article let me recapitu-
late: To make good butter that will com-
mand the highest price and to do it with
the least labor, set the milk in deep cans,
water-sealed, in water as near 48° as you
can. Skim at twelve hours from setting.
Ripen the cream by frequent stirring in a
room kept near 60° temperature. Churn

in a churn without inside fixtures at a
temperature a little below 60° in summer
and a few degrees above in winter, churn-
ing with a slow regular motion. It is
much better to be forty or even sixty
minates churning and get good solid but-
ter than to churn in five minutes and get
grease. Stop the churn when the butter
isin the granular stage, remove the butter-
milk and add brine to dissolve the casein
and harden the butter. Wash the butter
till free from buttermilk, salt, work and
make up in prints for market.

SOWING OATS BY HAND.

Since the drill came into use it has be-
come the fashion to sow all grain with it.
An exception may, we think, properly be
made of oats. If the ground has been
properly fitted it is almost impossible to
drill oats without covering the seed too
deeply. The oat ground ought always to
be rolled after the crop comesup. If it
has been drilled this breaks down the
ridges and covers the seed deeper than
ever. On the other hand, sown carefully
by hand by a good sower the oats can be
distributed as evenly as with a drill.
After dragging the ploughed surface to
level it down, sow the oats by hand and .
cover with the smoothing harrow. It
will eover them at a nearly uniform
depth of one inch. If rain comes so as to
pack the ground, go over it with the
smoothing harrow again. Thus treated,
oats will yield as large a crop as the land
is capable of producing. The only advan-
tage of the grain drill for oats is that
with a fertilizer attachment, commercial
fertilizers can be drilled in with the seed.
But oats are a grain crop so low priced
that it pays less for extra fertilizers than
any other. Most farmers prefer to use
commercial manures on wheat or barley,
letting the oat forage for itself on what
fertility can be developed by good pre-
paration of the seed bed. If oat roots are
stimulated by a little phosphate in spring,
they will leave the ground poorer for the |
following crop of wheat than it would be
to postpone the phosphating until the
winter grain is sown.

DAIRY NOTES.

If anything can be more filthy than to
put the milk away without straining it is
to use a wire strainer or a dirty rag that
has not been washed since the ldst time
of milking.

The secret of obtaining and retaining
custofers for butter, at prices above the
regular market quotations, is to make
good butter, and make it every time.

If 4he cows are not all of one breed
gsome of ‘the cream may require longer
churning than the other, and not getting
it will go off in the butter-milk, giving no
profit. It is a good idea to test the cream
of each cow by itself at various times, to
see whether there are any among them
whose cream does not come to butter
when the rest does, and if there are, weed
them out.

George Hoard, of Wisconsin, who is
good authority in dairy matters, places
the value of feed for milk cows as follows :
Wheat bran, 15, pea meal 22, linseed meal
24, cotton-seed meal 26. At present
prices cotton-seed meal is much the
cheapest, but it is so highly concentrated
thatit must be fed with great care. One
quart of cotton seed with two quarls of
bran or fine middlings is better for milk
or butter than four quarts of bran.

DEHORNING.

TR

Use nothing but dehorning saw. My
plan for securing the animal is as follows :
Make a stanchion 6 feet long, 6 feet high,
20 inches wide at bottom, 3 feet wide at
top. Weather board the inside. Make
the frame out of 3x3 inch stuff. Make
the boards 1x12 for weather boarding.
Let the third board from bottom extend
out 2} feet and on the right side when
standimg in front of it slope it something
like the nose of a sled runner; bore 8
holes in it to tie the cow’s head, bore
holes in hind part of stanchion to suit
length of animal, say 1} inch holes. Use
inch rod of iron. Also 2 holes in front
about as high as brisket; also puta piece
above the neck. Make the sills 6 feet
long, put braces from end of sills up
against stanchion ; 3 cross-beams at top.
Put a lever above nose piece about 20
inches. Make it 5 feet long; fasten with
iron bolt. You can frame it so you can
itake it down if you desire. I put noth-
ing on horns after sawing.

Exist in Colleges for Women

In the coeducational colleges the girls
are not dependent upon the caprice of the
young men for entertainment by any
means. They have quite as good times in
their petticoat nines and secret societies as
in any gathering in which the young men
participate. The invitations of the Greek
letter fraternities are strange aud mysteri-
ous to the last degree, and are all that stu-
dent ingenuity and originality can devise.
One of the chief charms to the uninitiated
is the spell of mystery that enshrines all
the ceremonies. Every chapter has its
room or hall, where are kept the sacred
emblems, the white goat upon which all
initiates must ride into full membership
and the precious documents that are never
touched by strange hands.

In this room only are told the significance
of the badge, the motto and the real name

of the fraternity, and all the secrets that
never penetrate those silent walls. Of

course the initiations are duly imposing,
and all sorts of tricks are played to test
the nerves of the candidate. One chapter

ducts the bewildered initiate through
a1l the mazes and labyrinths of the inferno
as expounded by Dante with due impress-
iveness. Generally the whole proceedings
wind up with a feast. The girls’ initiation
does not partake of that roughness or
brutality which often characterizes such
ceremonies in the men’s fraternities, such
as strapping the delighted victim to a der-
rick and raising him twenty or thirty feet
to dangle in mid-air while he reflects upon
the novelty of the situation and makes a
mental note of his impressions, or lowering
him in a coffin ohat he may contemplate
the divine mysteries of the new order.
Sometimes ‘even the location of the chap-
ter hall is not known outside the frater-
nity.

In one of the western colleges where con-
siderable antagonism sprang up against
fraternities the authorities determined to
abolish . the chapters already in existence
and took every means to discourage their
growth. A rule was made forbidding the
establishment of women’s chapters. Now
if there is anything in the world that a
co-ed wishes to do, it is just what she is
forbidden to do, and what is more she will
generally contrive to do it too. After a
while the faculty began to suspect that
their prohibition had not had just the effect
it was intended to have. A committee of
several co-eds among the model students
was appointed by the authorities to act as
detectives and report the result of their in-
vestigations,

The girls reported that they had found

no clew whatever to follow out and that
having made a careful investigation had
found no evidences of infringement of the
rule. Of course murder will out, and it
was subsequently learned that three of the
five on the committee belonged to a frater-
nity which had enjoyed:a flourishing ex-
istence for a long time. The young wo-
men met in a storeroom in the upper part
of a business block in the town. The only
means of access was through a dark room,
several dim passages and up a ladderlike
flight of stairs. The chapter met here once
a week for over a year and enjoyed the
most delightful seclusion imaginable.
It was in this same college that several
of the girls played a prank upon one of the
professors, and afterwards slid down a rope
from the third storey window to avoid de-
tection in the halls. The more dangerous
the proceeding and the more serious the
cotisequences if the offender is found out
the more the westetn college girl enjoys
the risk. She wants nothing mild, and if
she is in for a prank goes into it with all
her might.

TRAVELING IN EUROPE.

Good Meals Served on Trains at Less
Cost Than in This Country.

I had a meal on Mr. Depew’s road the
other day which cost me a dollar, says a
writer in the Detroit Free Press. I gave
a quarter to the colored waiter who brought
me the dollar’s worth, and he looked at it
as though he had never seen such a small
coin before and wondered what it was
used for. Helittle suspected that I usually
had my midday meal for a quarterin
Detroit. Now, Mr. Depew, let me tell you
what happened to me a few weeks ago
on one of the despised government lines
in Europe. I took the morning train from
Basel or Basle in Switzerland to Mayence
in Germany, the train belonging to the
Badenstates. The conductor came along,
and, after taking my ticket, gave me a
slip of paper on which was printed in four
languages the following information: I
was to tell the conductor whether ata
certain point I wanted dinner, and if so
how many of them. The dinner, the
paper went on to say, consisted of two
kinds of meat, roast chicken, three kinds
of vegetables,bread,butter,cheese, pudding
and a half bottle of either white or red
wine. The cost of this would be slightly
over fifty cents, and all this in a country
where provisions are very much dearer
than they are in America. There were
two of us, and we ordered two dinners.
The conductor pasted the figure “two”
on the window of the department.

‘When we came to the place where the
dinners were to be had waiters came
rushing along with the dinners on
wooden trays, which the paper afore-
mentioned said would serve an excellent
table for two people by merely sitting
opposite each otherand placing the board
upon their knees. Exceedingly clean
table linen accompanied the spread. The
waiters attended only to those who had
the numbers on their windows, and into
each compartment they put the number
of dinners indicted on the window.

The trouble with American railways is
that they seem to look on a traveler as
merely a victim to be fleeced. A man
without a long purse has to put up with
mighty poor accommodations. The only
exception that I know of is the Canadian
Pacific, where in ordinary cars they bring
around very good coffee and fresh sand-
wiches at extremely reasonable rates.

THE ORANGEMEN.

Salisbury’s Speech Stimulates Them to
Violence,

The Orangemen of Ulster are evidently
stirred up by Lord Salisbury’s utterances
suggesting that Ulster would be justified
in rebelling against home rule. There
are signs of excitement in various parts of
the province, and threats of violence are
heard against the Catholic population. At
Harland Wolff’s yard, Belfast, where the
majority of the workingmen are Protest-
ants and members of Orange lodges, the
Protestants got into a heated argument
with their Catholic and Nationalist fellow-
workingmen on the subject of home rule.
The Protestants contended that home
rule would be the ruin of Ireland, and
that Ulster, where the people were pros-
perous and orderly, would be abandoned
to such mercy as the Catholic majority in
other provinces chose to deal out. The
Nationalists answered that home rule
would be for the benefit of Ireland, and
Ulster would be treated fairly. The dis-
cusgion, which began with comparative
calmness, became angry and then furious,
and blows were exchanged. The Nation-
alists were beaten back and pounded
with terrible severity, “Drown the
Fenians,” cried the Orangemen, as they
seized several of the Nationalists and
tried to throw them into the dock. The
Nationalists resisted desperately, but
several of them undoubtedly would have
been drowned had not the former suc-
ceeded in restraining the murderous rage
of the Orangemen. As it was, the Nation-
alist workmen had to fly for their lives.

Mr. Morley, in a speech at Huddersfield
said he was certain that the parliamentary
elections would begin before the end of
the first week in July. He accused Lord
Salisbury of trying to promulgate “vicious,
pestilential tariff doctrines” If Lord
Salisbury, he continued, was insincere he
was hoodwinking the people, and if sin-
cere, he intended, in the event of his re-
turn to power, to make tariff reprisals on
other countries, a proceeding which would
inflict the greatest injury on the country’s
industries. He could not escape the
charge of political incendiarism by saying
that his plea for Ulster, made in a recent
speech, was merely a warning. The case
in question was ofe where to prophesy
was to incite and to warn was to provoke.

The Orangemen in Belfast, London-
derry and other places are drilling nearly
every night.

Notwithstanding denials, it is said on
well qualified authority, they are thor-
oughly organized and have an armed
force of 40,000 men with which they will
oppose the establishment of home rule in
Ireland.

| THE HARRIS LAND GRAB.

Hon. Michael Adams Stirs up a Hornet'’s
Nest.

When the debate on the purchase of
the Harris property at St. John by the
dominion government came up at Ottawa,
the hon. Mr. Adams, of Northumber-
land county, who has supported the gov-
ernment in the past, said that the Harris
job was utterly indefensible. The gov-
ernment were dismissing laboring men
and cutting down the train service while
voting $200,000 to purchase property
which was not required at all. The pro-
perty was not worth more than $90,000.
He declared that St. John was a city of
beggars, and the government was asked
to spend money uselessly merely for the
benefit of a few individuals. St. John
was too indigent to do anything for it-
self and demanded that the government
subsidize a road in competition with a
national highway. Before voting for this
Harris job he would go back to his con-
stituents and say that unless he could
represent them honestly he would resign.
He knew St. John as well as the member
for that city.

Mr. McLeod — No.

Mr. Adams— Yes I do. Time and
again I have helped to elect you, and you
cannot be elected again on the policy you
are pursuing ; you are committing a pub-
lic crime, you are trying to force an ex-
penditure upon the people which you can-
not justify. It wasidle totalk ofeconomy
in the face of such monstrous jobbery.
The property was not required and double
value was being paid for it. He would
vote against this expenditure.

Several members then spoke on both
sides.

Mr. Adams took the floor again saying
he was not satisfied with the minister’s
explanations and protested against the
job. There was no excuse for the gov-
ernment’s course in buying property at a
private bargain when every poor man
who claimed damages was told to sue in
the exchequer court. Every man in the
country would see the iniquity of the
whole transaction. The crown was a
trustee for the Canadian taxpayer and
had no more right to waste public money
than an individual had. No man,
whether liberal or tory, could give a just
vote in support of this grant. No honest
citizen could stand up and say the pur-
chase was a just one. It was unparalleled
in the history of purchases under any
government. Poor laborers who worked
from day to day were driven out of the
country as the census returns showed.
Men asked for bread and were given a
stone, in fact it may be said they had to
choose between hell and Connaught. The
proposition before the house was one no
other government would dare to submit
to a free parliament and the ministers
would have to reckon with public opinion.
He was not surprised that the people of
Ontario howled about the deficit on the
I C. R, which was due to mismanage-
ment. .

Mr. Davies said that if ministers were
afraid to refer cases to the exchequer
court that court should be abolished. The
charges he had made in reference to the
Haris job had been fully supported. Mr.
Adams was one of their supporters and
the ministers could deal with him. The
speech of the member from Northumber-
land was a complete answer to all the
sneers and slurs cast upon him from the
tory side.

The item was passed and the public
works estimates taken up shortly after
when the house adjourned.

A BIG MASONIC SENSATION

An Ottawa despatch says: There is a big
sensation in Arnprior and Almonte over
the discovery on a farm between these
places of a stone with a masonic inscrip-
tion and date on it. A farmer was plough-
ing his field, one that he had ploughed for
thirty years, when the iron scraped the
earth off the boulder and the farmer was
surprised to see a letter cut in the stone
and his curiosity being aroused, he made
further investigation, got water and wash-
ed the stone clean. He found a surface
three feet square, faced very smoothly and
a square and compass chiselled in the rock
aud a big Masonic G in the centre. There
were also two hands cut in the stone, three
initial letters and the date 1604. There
are other characters chiselled on the stone.
Crowds have driven out from Almonteand
Arnprior to see the relic, which appears to
be thought genuine. Champlain passed
through this country in 1603 and the stone
is identified with him by the antiquarians.
John Ross Robertson has been telegraph-
ed to come down. On Saturday the stone
is to be photographed and then the
inscription is to be cut out and put in a
museum. The editor of the Mimico
Craftseman, who happened to be in town
on parliamentary business, has set out
for the scene of the discovery and hopes
to be there before grand master Robert-
son arrives.

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OUR QUEEN.

Another Queen’s birthday has come to
us and the readers of Tue HeraLp have
joined with the millions of loyal subjects,
all over the world, in showing honor and
devotion to the Queen who has for so
many years held not only the love of her
own subjects but the esteem and respect
of all nations.

Expressions of sympathy have gone out
from many loyal hearts during the year
because Her Majesty has suffered a sad
blow in the death of a grandson, and has
in consequence suffered in health, neces-
sitating a visit to warm climes.

Never, perhaps, in the history of the
British empire have the people shown
their loyalty to the head of the nation, as
in the year that has passed.

THE ASSESSMENT.

Now that the taxes are being levied the
assessment comes up for considerable dis-
cussion. One rule and only one should
guide the assessors in the discharge of
their duty, that is, to show no favor to
any man but that all property should pay
at an equal rate. If a man holds a large
property and through his own careless-
ness or inability does not receive a large
revenue from it, it should not excuse his
paying a full assessment. In other hands
the same property might pay a large
yearly rental to the benefit of the city. It
also appears strange that there should be
such a difference between the assessable
value and the real value of city property.
It would be fairer for all were they more
nearly equal.

Then, again, many men receiving large
salaries have no taxes to pay, while the
laboring man, without any property, is
rated as high as $15 dollars. His yearly
labor may return him from one hundred
to five hundred dollars, but this is liable
from sickness or dullness of the labor
market to fall off altogether. Yet he
must pay. The salaried man and the
property holder have fixed revenues, the
former continuing from year to year with
little prospect of change, the latter’s
property constantly the same, or increas-
ingin value. Take forinstancea property
returning $500 yearly is it taxed in pro-
portion to the $500 earned by the laborer ?
Far from it.

The laborer does not get the same bene-
fit from city institutions that the property
holder does. He owns no house, therefore
he gets little or no benefit from the fire
system. His horse does not use the
streets and his children cannot get the
full benefit of the schools as they must
labor as soon as able. Property holders,
however, get the full benefit of all city
improvements. The better the streets
the more the value of the property. The
better the water system the lower rate of
insurance {n pay; in many cases at pres-
ent none. The more efficient the police
control ti:2 more value accrues to his
property. It is not the small properties
but the large that we have reference to.

Again, there are large properties in the
city that pay no taxes. Can there be any
excuse for this? Let all property pay a
fair rate and the laborer will be perfectly
willing to pay a just share, but till this is
done, there will be grumbling and just
cause for it.

Careing and fault finding have given
place to credit respecting the road
machines. They have been thoroughly
tested and have proved far better than
was promised. Instead of proving a
weapon of attack against the local govern-
ment and attorney general they have
shown that the government have exer-
cised a wise foresight in providing for the
wants of the people. Each parish now
wants a machine ; the only trouble to be
feared is that the machine will prove too
gord and that municipalities will not be
satisfied with any work done under the
old system. i

Nothing tends so much to the general
prosperity of the farming community
especially as good roads. Larger loads
can be hauled with less waste of time and
material. Good roads add to the.value
of all farm property; they induce settle-
ment, they add to the general wealth of
the whole province.

Ta this end the road machine will be a
strong factor, another instance of the
interest taken by the provincial legis-
lature in the welfare of the farmer, the
backbone of the whole structure of civil-
ization.

A prive through the streets at this
time would lead a stranger to believe that
our citizens are all gardeners. Every
home has its trim garden, its windows
decked with blooms from ‘every clime.
Thie is as it should be. Not only do we
add to our own pleasures but to those of
our neighbor, to the visitor from other
towns and the wayfarer who may not have
a home of hisown. Our people have a
love for their city and like to drape it
with flowers. We are fast winning a way
into the hearts of the people of other
parts of the province, so that they with
us readily admit that the celestial is truly
named, the flowery kingdom of New
Brunswick.

Tue chief supérintent has taken a wise
course in the substitution of Hamblin
Smith’s arithmetic instead of Sangster’s
for use in the public schools. The latter
is an old favorite but was not fully up to
the requirements. Some parts of it can-
not bhe surpassed, but for general excel-
lence Hamblin Smith’s is superior. To
keep pace with the times our pupils must
be eq::ipped with the best books, and al-
thougi: this change has been deferred for
some time on account of expense, yet it
was ab.: lutely necessary that it be made.

CITY GOVERNMENT.

Foewer Officials Required With Conse-
quent Less Taxation.

To TaE EDITOR OF THE HERALS:

Sir,— Some twelve years ago, when I
took more interest in city affairs than I
do now, I became convinced in my own
mind that the machinery was entirely too

large for such a small place, and should
the city be governed by fewer officials

and to far better advantage with less
friction. Many people may question
this. Let us look into it at present. We
have some sixteen officials to control a
forty thousand dollar assessment at an
annual expenditure of $ There
are plenty of men in this city now
doing business in the retail trade with
even more than that, with only three
hands, and some of our first class whole-
sale houses doing a business of $

with the same help, three in number, and
find no friction whatever. Now, if these
retail stores and wholesale houses can do
this, why not the city? I can see no rea-
son why. We want the following:
Mayor, city clerk, police magistrate, treas-
surer, supt. water works, and three good
men — the mayor, and three men elected
every three or four years. The same
would apply to the local legislature, only
six men and the heads of each depart-
ment. They can disburse our income as
well if not better than the whole legisla-
ture does now.

But coming back to the city where
we started. It isa fact that for reasons,
over which we as citizens have no con-
trol, our taxes are very high, and mus
continue to be so for the next five yea
It is on account of this burden, which
falls particularly heavy upon the laboring
class of people who happen to own little
homes of their own, that I feel like call-
ing attention to the facts and to arouse our
citizens to move in the matter, being pru-
dent and using their best judgment in all
things pertaining to the city.

Our city government is composed of
able men, men who are careful and pru-
dent in their own private affairs, but I
recognize the fact that different influences
are thrown around members of the city
council than those which they generally
encounterin private business. But on the
other hand if the same business principles
are applied to the management of muni-
cipal affairs that are usually applied to
private ones, an exceedingly high rate of
taxation would seldom be heard of. The
privilege has not yet been granted to any
one or more members of the council to be
liberal with the funds of the city treasury
any further than he actually believes the
best interests of the city demand. We
know some of the councillors are entering
upon their first year in the management
of affairs and cannot therefore be ex-
pected to understand the working of the
machinery quite so well as they will later
on. No man has a right to accept an of-
fice in the city government who intends
to be indifferent to his duties.

If our plan is followed which is a
decided improvement upon the old sys-
tem, a great saving can be made. The
legislature at its next session should be
asked to change our present form of city
government, then we could have three of
our very best business men, men of ex-
perience and ability, to govern our affairs.
We know it is impossible to have every-
body pleased with the results of the
council’s labors, but after everything
works right, men are reasonable and when
they find the men are trying to do their
best they will be satisfied.

Recently I have been informed the
council are about entering into an arrange-
ment for electric lighting for the city to the
tune of six thousand dollars. My opinion
is the money would be better invested in
building up the old ferry slip, Pheenix
square, with an opening so a schooner
could run between and discharge at either
upper or lower side. Have it a high
and low water wharf, fill in the inside
with dirt and stone, erect coal sheds and
rent the same to coal merchants and oil
men which would bring in a revenue to
the city. We have done without electric
light so far and I think we can get on for
a while longer.

Will our board take up the matter, or
what enterprising citizen will start the
ball rolling and push on until this is
carried out. The machinery we have now
would run the city of Boston. It is per-
fect nonsense, a little town like this with
80 many officials. Many towns in Maine
of the same size are run by two men ; and
in England, towns as large as Fredericton,
St. John and Halifax put together, by four
men.

‘We notice by a city paper that another
scheme is on foot to saddle the city with
a debt of four thousand dollars. We
also notice the man they call the fool at
the board was the only one who opposed
it hook and line,and we think he isright.
If such a thing is wanted, something less
expensive will do, and there are plenty of
practical men in the city who can tell the
council all about it.

Now, Mr. Editor, before there isanother
meeting of the council, June 23d, you
ventilate this subject and if no other way
can be done to stop these men in their
extravagant expenditures, put an injunc-
tion upon them, call the citizens together
and let them expressan opinion. Agitate,
agitate, Mr. Editor.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The Week’s Events in Brief—The Cream
of our Exchanges.

The writ for Pontiac election was issued
on Monday ; nomination June 21, polling
June 28.

A rumor is current at Montevideo that
the Brazilian cruiser “ Bahia” has found-
ered at sea.

John B. Campbell’s rotary mill at Bass
River, was burned to the ground a few
nights ago. It was insured for about
$1,300.

In the British house of commons, Tues-
day, the Irish local government bill
passed its second reading by a vote of 339
to 247.

A fatal fire took place at Trenton, N. J.,
on Wednesday, when the Gilbert hotel
was burned and a guest named Hunt
perished in the flames.

Robert and William Duff, of Cains
River, are in jail for burglary at the store
of Henry Swim, Doaktown. They were
tried before Justice Burke Archibald, Esq,
and committed for trial.

The charge against Captain Bliss of the
Ottawa Field battery, with having certified
to false pay sheets, was dismissed at the
police court on Wednesday. The prosecu-
tion was not ready to go on.

Two men named Howison and Bienbien
have been arrested at Montreal for manu-
facuring and offering counterfeit Ameri-
can dollars. They have already served a
term of imprisonment for a similar offence.

It is probable president Carnot will
pardon Edward Parker Deacon on July
14th, the anniversary of the fall of the
Bastile, when it is customary to extend
executive clemency to certain prisoners.

Arkansas city is completely under water.
All the stores are flooded and only the
tops of houses are visible in some places.
All trains on the Iron Mountain Railroad
are abandoned. The river is still rising.

The Upper Provinces timber trade is
looking up. Square timber which has
been tied up for two seasons is now going
forward to Quebec for shipmentto Eng-
land, having been sold at remunerative
prices.

News from Sanford, Florida, says one
of the highwaymen who murdered ex-
press messenger Saunders a few days ago
" has been captured and confessed his guilt
after being tortured with twisters and
hot coals.

The water power woolen mill at Penn-
field in Charlotte Co. owned by James
Skene was destroyed by fire Tuesday.
The insurance amounted to $4,000 with
the Manchester Fire Insurance Co., half
re-insured.

The destitution among the flood suffer-
ers between Little Rock and the mouth of
the Mississippi river is appalling. Pine
Bluff and vicinity are filled with thousands
of refugees. The cotton crop all along the
river is totally destroyed.

The first new span of the Petitcodiac
bridge was put into position on the piers
on Thursday at high water. The foot
bridge where the span is to be placed has
been brought into use again for a convey-
ance across the river.

A Puerto Cabello, Venezuela, despatch
says: Gen. Leon Colina, at the head of a
body of insurgents from Falcon, has cap-
tured the city of Coro. The revolution
has reached the Barinas section and the
insurgents have been organized in various
places. :

Of the $350,000 required to build the
Grant monument in New York all has
been obtained except $46,000, and' this
must be had before the 30thinst. Ngone
doubts that New York will meet this de-
mand upon its liberality within the time
specified. -

Sunday afternoon Robert Holmes and
Thomas Moses of Indian Island, Charlotte
Co., were drowned while gailing in their
boat, caused by the jibing of the boom.
Holmes had a wife and mother-in-law de-
pendent on him. Moses leaves a wifeand
three children.

it is reported that the Canadian and
Newfoundland governments have reached
an agreement on the tariff question, and
that a conference will shortly be held in
London to arrange a commercial treaty.
Lord Knutsford, imperial colonial secre-
tary, will, it is said, take part in the con-
ference.

The grand jury at London, Eng., has
found true bills against Horatio Bottom-
ley, Charles Dollman, Joseph Isaacs and
Sir Henry Isaacs, the last named being
ex-Lord mayor of London for defrauding
the Hansard Union publication concern,
which failed some time ago with large
liabilities.

The British house of commons on Wed-
nesday passed on the second reading the
bill of the Rt. Hon. James Stansfield, re-
ducing the period which electors are re-
quired to reside in ®tonstituencies to quali-
fy to vote, from one year to three months,
fixing the new register to come into force
on November 1st.

The steamers “ Alaska ” and “ Aurania,”
which arrived at New York, Sunday after-
noon from Liverpool, had a very exciting
race across the ocean. Both ships were
very near each other and plainly in sight
each day. The “ Alaska,” however, kept
the lead all the way and came in about an
hour in advance of the “ Aurania.”

Thomas W. Bean, a fisherman of Bean’s
Cove, Red Head, and his employe, named
Hanlon, are supposed to be drowned.
They went out in a dory on Wednesday
about 12.30 p. m. to go the rounds of some
lobster traps set in Deep Cove and have
not since been seen as far as can be learn-
ed. The boat has been found, bottom ap.

Kingston, Ont., mourns the death of an
illustrious citizen in Sir Alexander Camp-
bell. His body will repose in the plot
adjacent to his late partner and leader,
Sir John Macdonald, and will be borne
thither immediately on the arrival of the
train. Flags are flying half-mast over the
city and there are universal expressions
of regret from all classes of citizens.

The Mail’s Montreal correspondent says
that considerable surprise is expressed in
Liberal circles here by Mr. Mowatt’s ac-
ceptance of knighthood. No one disputes
that Mr. Mowatt is worthy of any honor
the British government could bestow, but
a majority of Liberals appear to incline to
the belief that he should have followed
the example of Mr. Mackenzie and declin-
ed the honor.

The Times’ Lagos (West Africa) corres-
pondent says the British have occupied
Inaugusteen after a stubborn resistance, in
which two native friendlies were killed
and Capt. Harbinger was slightly wound-
ed. The battle came off near Maghone.
The Jebu army was defeated with an es-
timated loss of 400 killed, including 20
chiefs. The British had several killed in
the engagement.

The Queen’s birthday was celebrated
with more than usual eclat at Moncton.
The day opened fine, after several day’s
rain, and there was a generous display of
bunting from the public buildings, factor-
ies and private residences. Outing Park
was formally opened by Mayor Snow in
the presence of nearly one thousand peo-
ple.. The local militia, headed by a band,
marched to the ground, going through a
number of exercises. Their appearance
excited much favorable comment.

THE NEW MILL.

The Latest Addition to Mr. Gibson’s
Industries.

The new shingle mill at Maryaville has
got to work and the many decided improve-
ments in thejcutting of shinglesare only be-
ginning to be realized. Richard Staples,
master builder, had full power to plan and
build the mill, o make it the best in the
province and competent millmen say that
he has done so. Mr. Kelley, of the New
Brunswick foundry, planned and built the
engine on new lines and it works to perfec-
tion. The mill is so constructed that in-
stead of five men being necessary to fire the
engine, one can and does do it. One man
does the slabbing for all the machines. By
means of carriers and elevators sawdust and
waste blocks are taken away; instead of a
crowd of men with wheelbarrows as is
usual, the machinery does the work. The
waste goes away almost as quickly as
though it was turnedinto shingles. In cut-
ting the logs into blocks the work is done
quickly, one man doing the work of three.
The object appears to be to make the ma-
chinery do the woerv.\g_\tead of men. Seven
of the machines are ruiining. One peculiar
feature of the mill is the long shaft that
drives all the machines. Thisleaves plenty
of room, instead of the old style of endless
shafting and belts, running everywhere so
that space was lost and it was endless
trouble to repair breakages. Geo. Logan,
late of the C. E. R. runs the engine and
knows how to do it. Those contemplating
putting up mills should visit this mill and
have a talk with Mr. Staples. It is the gen-
eral plan to have the mill building erected
by one man, and the machinety put in by
another. The trouble with this is that one
does not work to the other’s advantage
rather the reverse. In this case Mr. Staples
did all thewerk so that building and ma-
chinery.gre suited to each other. Mayor
Gibson Wil have charge of this mill as well
as looking after the others, plenty of work
but he is able for it. A shed, one hundred
feet long, is to be built to have a capacity of
one million shingles.

City - County Roads.

That daily sheet up town that stretches
the truth till it breaks, has been out with a
bit of credit to Wm. McKay. To help him
up a little it says that he has been fixing
the brick kiln road that should have been
repaired by the local government. This is
hard on Bill, as there are so many miles of
these city-country roads that are crying out
for him that it is a sin to keep him away
from them. Letanyone in favor or opposed
to the local government take a drive over
the Maryland road, seyeral miles of which
are under city management, and decide for
themselves whether the city or government
has best met the wants of the people. Let
them decide for themselves and they must
allow that Mr. McKay has enough to attend
to. That cart with a load of beef that broke
down on Wednesday met its fate on the city
road. With the exception of some culverts
the government part of the road is good,
while the city part is worse than bad. If
you don’t believe it, try it. To get the full
benefit take a top buggy. We may say,
however, that the city is doing some work
on thisroad but it is well within city limits,
and it is to be hoped they will continue as
far as they haye authority.

Buchanan’s shouts gathered a large crowd,
but there were no boats and the trio were
slowly but surely drifting to the dam where
death was certain. Willie Simpson put out
a raft and helped the almost exhausted men
to the shore. It was a close call.

The M. W. grand master of the masonic
fraternity having accepted an invitation
from the Presbyterian church at Andover to
lay the corner stone of their new church,
now in course of erection at that town, with
Masonic rites, desires the assistance of the
lodges in this district. The M. W. grand
lodge of New Brunswick and sabordinate
lodges, will assemble at the Masonic hall,
Andover, at a quarter - to five o’clock, local
time, in the afternoon, of the 7th of June
next, when a procession will be formed and
proceed to thesite of the church and lay the
corner stone thereof.

The matter
will come up at the regular meeting of
Hiram lodge next Thursday evening.

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THE RACES.

How the Twenty-Fourth was Celebrated,
— A Gala Day.

The bright sunshine of Tuesday morning
cleared away the gloom that had settled on
the faces of all on account of the mud and
rain of the previous day and by seven
o’clock the streets were astir.

This was a good race all through
as it was for blood from the start. N.

Ross guided Lee Robbie and in
the first heat H. Calder sat behind Frank.
Oromocto, as the-boys styled Columbus,
went to the front in the two first heats
closely followed by Liee Robbie and the
pacer, the old grey jogging in calmly in the
rear as though out on a picnic. D.J. Stock-
ford then got behind Frank and shoved
him up well to the front, but N. Kierstead
had got tired of fooling and put his pacer
ahead in the next three heats, taking the
race. There was not much between the
three leaders but the pacer did his work the
neatest and had apparently the most speed.

William Dunbar reined the old ringer, with
his record of 2.27 while D. J. Stockford
drove Nellie. The filly went away like an
engine, moving as smoothly as a sunbeam,
the old horse being driven to the top of his
speed. The mare would not stand the rush
a8 it was her first race and broke badly,
losing the heat, although showing that
Claymo was out of it if she could be kept
level. The second heat was like the first.
The next two were taken by the mare, show-
ing some magnificent bursts of speed. The
fifth heat was a close call for both, the on-
lookers favoring each horse, but the judges
deciding in favor of Claymo. With more
handling Nellie will make it almost scald-
ing hot for the best of them. She was much
admired for her beauty and action as well
asforthe speed sheshowed. Having a wide,
rangy gait she broke at the turns, but on a
mile track could just now show very much
faster.
