“XKlerksdorp, Feb. 21,—Methuen’s
force marched here, having cleared
the country tbrough Wolmaranstad.
At Haartsbeestfontein, fourteen hun-
dred Boers, under Generals DeVil-
liers and Liedenberg, opposed him
They bheld a strong position obstin-
ately, but were turned out after severe
fighting, in which the Yeomanry, the
Victorian Busbmen and the Lanca-
shires distinguished themselves. Our
casualties were taree officers and thir-
teen men killed and five cfficers and
twenty=five men wounded. The
Boers left eighteen dead on the ground
and suffered severely.” :

Despatches to the London Daily
Mail locate Gen. DeWet in the angle
between the Brak and Orange rivers,
with the British forces across the base
of the triangle. ‘‘Gen. DeWet will
evidently try to re-cross the Orange
tiver,” says one correspondent. “ He
is greatly depressed by the dogged
pursuit, and be wept when told of the
British approach.” On the other
band, an cfficial statement issued in
Cape Town says it is expected that
Gen DeWet will cross into Griqua-
land West, and that Col. Plumer is in
close pursuit.

A Port Elizibeth despatch gives the
text of a proclamation being eirculated
in Cape Colony signed by Steyn and
DeWet, threatening reprisals for de-
struction of Boer property in the
Transvaal.

TERRIBLE RAILROAD WRECK

A Trenton, N. J. despatch of the
215t says: A collision occured oo
the Ambey division of the Pennsyl-
vania railroad at 5.30 o’clock this
evening at Ruslings siding near Bor-
dentown, about 8 miles south of
Trenton, between the “Nelly Bly”
express from New York for Atlantic
City and a passenger train, running
from Camden to Trenton. The num-
ber of dead so far as known is ten
and the number of injured upward of
twentyefive. A special train at about
g9 o'clock from the scene of the
wreck brought four dead bodies and
eighteen passengers to Trenton. The
wounded were distributed among the
three Trenton hospitals. Other
wounded passengers were taken
to Coppen hospital - at Camden,
The two trains collided at full speed
and both engioes were completely de-
molished together with the forward
car of each train. In both instances
a combination ‘baggage and smoker
and to add to the borror the wreckage
took fire. The second car of the
“ Nellie Bly” turned over on its side
and the passengers had to climb out
through the windows. It is believed
that one man pinned under the jwreck
perished in the flames. The
scene of the wreck was far from
outside assistance and when the
wrecking train arrived from Trenton
it was after dark and the work of
clearing up the debris and removing
the bodies was necessarily slow. The
Nellie Bly” was running in three
sections and it was the third section

'with which No. 330 collided. The

local train bhad taken siding to per-
mit the express to pass and it is be’
lieved that- tbrough some misunder-
standing or mistake the local came
out on the main track after the 2nd
section had passed mistaking it for
the third second.
