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b The Tichborne Case

:-One of the most remarkable, and cer-
tainly the longest case which has ever
dpme before tha Cunrts, has jus! closed.
From first to last the details of the great
Tichborne case haye been of the most
fstensely dramaticcharacter. The tele-
r--ph brings the announcement that on
g.tnrday last the claimant was found
iﬁxhy of perjury aud sentenced to four-
tsen years penal servitude. The case
has lasted neatly a year, much of the
évidence which was adduced in the form-
ar case, when he claimed the Tichborne
dstates, having been gone over again.
As was to.be expected the result has
ted intense excitement, and it is said
that a new trial will be applied for, on
the ground that the jury were misdirect-
ed by the Lord Chief Justice. There
ére not wanting those who firmly believe
that the claimant is the man he pretends
%o be, and to such the issue will be any-

thing but satisfactory. '
The Tichborne family, whose name
hasbeen thrust into undesired notoriety,
is one of the very oldest of the landed
gentry in England, their possession of
their estates dating, it is said, 200 years
before the Norman conquest. The bar-
onetcy was created by James I. The

income from their estates, situated in%

Hampshire, is about $120,000 a year,
and the family have been for centuries
devoted adherents of the Roman Catho-
lic Church.

But, though the Tichbornes had al-
ready a place in hig‘tory, they were not
destined to be chiefly remembered on
account of their ancient name and line-
age. Twenty years ago there began a
series of events which gradually led up
to the world-famous suit, which will re-
call the name of Tichborne for ages to
come. Bir Edward Doughty Tichborne
was the bearer of the old title at the date
indicated. He had been long married,
and as his sole issue was one danghter—
Miss Kate Doughty—it became obvious
that his brother would fall heir to the
eitates. That brother’s name _was
James Tichborne ; he had married a
Jady who had been born and edncated
in France, and as the temper of both
was decidedly flighty the two lived a cat-
and-dog kind of life. Their eldest son
was called Roger, and he was, after his
father, the next heir to the Tichborne
estates. This youth inherited ‘some of

. the peculiarities of both his parents, and
the eccentric character thus acquired
#as not improved by the hap-hazard
kind of education to which he was sub-
jocted. He was taught first under
#rench tutors, then by Romish priests
s} the Jesuit College of Stoneyhurst,
‘and after that he was three years in the
army. Roger had a curious smattering
‘of superficial culture, his figure was
-#light without any appearance of dis-
tincticn, but his manmers were always
refined enough to proeure for him in so-
ciety the reputatioa of a gentleman.

Family jers made the home of this
ybiing man a very undesirable residence,
8 ' Roger came to be a frequent inmate

" ‘of his uncle's house at Tichborne. Sir
JEdward was partial to his nephew, but
he strungly opposed the attachment
‘#bich grew up between Roger and his
Saughter Kate. Afier vacious devices
Hiad been ineffectually employed to break
#tsed to part for two years, 50 as to

somewhat unpromising character of a
butcher, usually known as Thomas Cas-
tro, but who,his intimates said,had led
rather a wild and reckless life in the
colony and elsewhere, under the name
of Arthur Orton. This person was in
the habit of cutting the initials “R. C.
T.” upon benches,{mantel-pieces, &c.,
and Gibbs professed that he was first

led to suspect his identity with the
missing baronet by finding these initials
cuton his pipe. A correspondence en-
sued between the man'who wasnow fairly
intraining for'the position cf claimant to
the Tichborne estates, and the Dowager
Lady Tichborne. What followed is too
complicated for detailed enumeration
here. We can only indicate the leading
points of the story.
An ex-gardener at Tichborne Park,
and the valet of the late Sir Edward—
an intelligent negro called Andrew
Bogle— suddenly turned up in Austra.
lia, while the claimant was in doubt
whether he should accept Lady Tich-
borne’s invitation to come to England.
These men accompanied him on his
homeward journey in 1866, and bave
stuck by him eyer since. On hisarrival
in England the claimint was rather
more solicitous about finding out the
Ortons of Wapping, than about making
the acquaintance of his noble relatives.
After some little hesitation he was in-
duced to visit Lady Tichborne, and that
eccentric old lady threw the first ele-
ment of genuine mystery into the case
by recognizing the very bulky personage
who presented himself to her, as identi-
cal with her spare and diminntive-look-
ing son Roger Tichborne, That point
gained, the claimant began to have a
promising case. He announced himself
in London as Sir Roger Charles.Tich-
borne, and by-and by made a sensation
not only in the grand world, but amgng
the general public. He continued to
live at the houso of Lady Tichborne,
and in his interviews with his relatives,
showed a very intimate acquaintance
with the family history, though he made
the most ridiculons mistakes in attempt-
ing to recognise his distinguished kins-
men, even mistaking another young
lady for the cause of all the trouble,
Miss Kate Doughty Tichborne, now be-
come Lady Radcliffe. :
After travelling round the country and
obtamning many important witnesses to
his identity, he got a speculative firm to
advance him funds to conduct his suit
for recovery of the Tichborne estate,
and on May 10th, 1871, in the Court of
Common Pleas, London, the trial at bar
was opened. The affilavit of the deceas-
ed Lady Tichborne, setting forth her
solemn belief that the clair.ant was her
eldest son, was held to be conclusive hy
a large section of the public, and first
awakened that keen, not to say acrimon-
ious, discussion ahout the cuse in gener-
al society, which has never ceased till
this day. On March 5th, 1872, the suit
came to an abrupt close. Lord Bellow
was called to the stand, and pusitively
swore not only that the original Roger
Tichborne had certain tattoo marks on
his arm, but that he, Lord Bellew, had
placed them there.

No doubt the re-
sult of the expedition will be fraugh
with important consequences to the
tuture of Africa. It may open a gateway
for civillization to penetrate into the
heart of the mighty continent, and un-
lock its hidden wealth. The pushing
Anglo-Saxon race,which seems to thrive
in all climates may enter in thereby and
lay the foundations of a great future for
a continent which, formerly supposed
to enclose a barren desert, is now being
found to contain mighty lakesand rivers
with fields of boundless fertility.

A remarkablephysical fact, it issaid, has
been brought outin this expedition,
that the British {soldiers actually stand
the climate better than the colored
troops from the West Indies, used as the
latter are to a Mot climate. After getting
over the first attack of sickness the men
seem to do very well, and the mortality
has been nothing so great as was feared.
At the Prah and beyond a climatic im-
provement is reported, and it is .found
that where a clearance has been made
the unhealthiness of the country is con-
siderably reduced. A teetotal regimen
has also wonderfully contributed to the
health of the troops —as indeed it would
do anywhere, as Sir Garnet experienced
on his Red Rirer expedition.

There are few co'ntrics for which na-
ture has done 8o muh and nan so little
w8 for Peru.  Blessced with every adyan-
tage, with a beantiful ciimate, a fertile
soil, magnificent scunerv, and an inex-
haustible supply of 1ll silver, copper,
bismuth, and lead, it is still one of the
least develsped countrics in the world,
For this there are tso very good rea-
sons—the indolence of the inhabitants
ard the absence of reads.  The laziness
of the people azain is connected with
the prodiglity of nature to them,  The
utilisatioun of gnano, and the extraordi-
nary deposits of it found in Peru, sup-
plies the country with wealth at no cost
at all, and althongh a blessing to the
rest of the world 1t has heen a real curse
to the Peruvians.

Anotier reason, however, why its vast
resonrces have remained undeveloned is
due to the separation of the country
into two parts by an almost impassable
barricr—the Cordilleras of the Andes,
which traverse it from one end to the
other, and which at cne point rise
20,327 feet above the level of the sca.
On the one side of this chain lies the
great highway, the Pucific Ocean; on
the other side, the Valley of the Ama-
zon, the Amazon River, and several
large Peruvian rivers fribatary to it, It
happens that the wealth of the country
s to be found, not.along the coasts
where the Spaniards made their settle-
ments, but beyond the mountains in the
rich Valley of the Amazon. The coast
is relatively barren, a sindy waste,
coyered with fozs during nine months
in the year. Such beinz the condition
of things, it is not difficult to see the
importance, for Peru, of providing some
means of communication between the
Valley of the Awmazon, and the Pacific
coast. An idea may be ‘fl med of the
cost of transportation the country
when it is known that, ®hile to import
a ton of goods from Europe to Lima
costs only 50 francs, to carry the same
ton 150 miles it costs 800 francs.

Detroit, Feb. 23, —The heayy wind to-
day drove theice from the miouth of
Saginaw Riverinto the bay.
