Do Citizens
Wanta Change?

IF THEY DO ARE.THEY PREPAR-
_ED TO PAY FOR IT?

There are some people quite anx-
ious to have the Municipal l-;lections
of next June conducted under condi-
tions quite different to those provided
by the existing Statute law. Some
believe in commissioners paid to de-
vote their full day’s work te Munici-
pal matters. It is obvious, however,
and admitted that this in itself would
provide no adequate remedy for the
evils which exist, and that such a
course is merely a suggestion for new
machinery to carry out municipal
work, which will call -for considerably
more expenditure than is made at
presént and will entail much higher
civie taxation. The problem to be
faced first is the raising of more
money for civic purposes. The ma-
chinery for disbursing it is after all a
less serious question, and it seems to
us that the present machinery, per-
haps with slight modification should
be tried first; before it is discarded
for more expensive machinery.

As we have pointed out, the main
question is whether citizens can af-
ford 'to pay more and whether they
are disposed to pay more for civic
work. This can only be discovered
by an actual investigation of the abil-
ity to pay, and an actual asking of
willingness to pay. The way to settle
the question whether these who are
agitating for a change are backed by,
a big body of public opinion, is for
the agitators to sernd petitions to the
l.egiglature, to write to newspapers,
and take the usual steps to convince
the members of St. John's and others
that it is a live question, and that
there is a sufficient numhber of citi-
zens behind the movement to justify
the Legislatu}'v in providing for a

plebiscite, in order that the people
may say whether civic taxation shall
he increaseed or no, and whether or

no there shall he such a radical
change in municipal machinery as a
substitution of commissioners paid to
devote their whole time to the city
in place of a Mayor receiving $600° a
vear, and six Councillors receiving
$150 a year; or whether the only
modification in the machinery shall
be a reversion to the ward .system
fer Councillor; or no change at all in
the machinery.

Special ‘to Evening Telegram.

BERLIN, To-day.
The Imperial Chancellor, Dr. Von
Bethmann Hollweg, yesterday defied
the Imperial Parliament to pass

{ amendments to Constitution, propos-

ed by Socialists, making the Imperial
Chancellor responsible to the House
for acts of the Emperor, and providing
for his dismissal upcn the demand of
the House. The: Socialist leaders at
the opening of the Budget debate,
moved the adoption of the amend-
ments put forward by the party and
appealed to the House to refuse to
vote supplies until the Chanceilor Von
Bethmenn Hollweg had either resign-
ed or been dismissed by the imperor.
The Chancellor thereupon rose and
declared the amendments proposed
were clear invasions of the Imperial
prerogative and ‘announced thai he
had neither presented his resignation
nor did he intend te do so, as a con-
sequence of a vote of non-confidence
passed by the House in December.
The Chancellor declared he knew a
majority of the German nation was
unwilling that the Emperor’s power
should be subjected to Socialist re-
striction. The Chan gg'or's refer-
ences to Anglo-German . _airs contain
ed no details, but he expressed the be-
lief that they would be conducted
along lines followed by both nations
to a most favourable outcome. In
conclusion, he urged Germaay to let
pass the past and to work only for
the future. No mention of incidentis
beiween the military and civil au-
thorities at Seaburn, Alsace, was made
by the Chancellor, and his spsech was
received almost in silence. The fate of
the Socialist amendments and the pro-
posed refusal of supplies to the Gov-
ernment were settled . regardless of
C'hancellor’s attitude, when Dr. Hel-
ler Spahn of the Center Party an-
nounced that his party would oppose
the amendments, and would vote the
budget not for the Chancellor, but for
the German nation.

MEXICO City, To-day.

The Mexican Congress has nullified
the Presidential elections and new
elections are called for next July. The
Congress, according to this action,
expects Huerta to remain in the
Presidency for at least seven months
more. If the time necessary for the
selection and installation of his suc-
cessor is taken into consideration, it
will be well toward the end of Sepn-
tember of next vear before he yields
)yower to another. In voting last
night that the recent Presidential
election be null, the Deputies decided
to fix the first Sunday in July, 1914 as
the date for a new election. They
also confirm the pcsition of General
Huerta as Prosvisional President un-
til then. The action of the Deputies
was accompanied by no debate. The
Committee’s report was approved
without a dissenting vote as rapidly
as the articles could be read. Not
until the last clausc was read refer-
ring to Huerta as Provisional Presi-
ient, did the Chamber give evidence
other than that of a well trained or-
zanization. When the reading clerk
stopped some one began applauding,
'nd then instantly the Deputies were
shouting Vivas for "Huefta.

BELFAST, To-day.

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| mornlug, a fire supposedly of an tne|
known origin, broke out in the new |!

Museum building and’ it would' haye
terminated differently,, accompanied
by greater loss than it did, but that
it was discovered in its early stage.
The first to know of the fire, it ap-
pears, was Constable Dempsey, who
‘was doing night duty. He had just
come cut of the police station when
be noticed volumes of smoke issuing
from a window at the Western end of
the Museum building. It was then
about 3.30 and a bright and clear
morning. The officer’'s suspicions
were arouscd and he at once hasten-
ed to investighte. He heard wood
smouldering and later saw fire. There
was nobody in the building at the
time. Without delay he sent in’ an
alarm and the Central and Eastern
Companies responded hurriedly; a
posse of police were also quickly on
the scene. . On arrival the firemen en-
tered the building at the western end
where the smoke was coming from,
and found the lavatories in the lower
portion of the building, in a mass of
flames. The firemen promptly ap-

| plied two streams of water from their

hoses which after playing on the
blaze for about forty minutes quench-
ed it, but not before the room was
badly gutted. The exact origin of the
fire cannot definitely be said, but the
qoncensus of opinion of those who
were present at the fire, is that it was
capsed by the extreme heat from the
boiler which is situated immediately
pnderneath the lavatory; also there
is a- strong belief that the hot water
pipes connected with the boiler and
running through the floors of the lav-
atory, had something to do with the
().utbreak. A circumstance in connec-
tion with the fire is that the workmen
who had been painting and decorating
the walls, etc. of the lavatories, had
only finished their work yesterday.

Its purifying power is
greate'r than its vitiating power.
Elegtrxcity does not vitiate, nor does it
purify. Hear what three eminent
men have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad-
duced to show that gas is more useful
than the electric light in promoting ef-
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this
amongst other reasons, that gas is be-
ing frequently substituted for the elec-
tric light. The latest example is, per-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of
Health, which hds recently installed
gas on its premises, after experience
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem-
ber who had experience of their meet-
ing room under the old conditions
could deny the improvement that had
taken place since gas had been sub-
stituted for the electric light and the
new system of heating and ventilation
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud-
field, before the Society of Medical Of-
ficers of Health. ‘

large audience could, with comfort,
