LONDON, To-day.
’ The Germans have taken Brussels. 
The official announcement of the Ger­
man victory of Brussels did not men­
tion the casualties of either side. The 
French official advices state that 
Muelhausen in Alsace has been re­
captured by the French from Ger­
mans, who were said to be retreating 
oh Rhine, but in Lorraine it was ad-' 
mitted the Germans had forced the 
French to fall back on their base. 
Confirmation was received last night 
of the report that Emperor Wil­
liam had ordered resistance of any 
Japanese effort to seize Kiao Chow.

United Action.
We are glad to find that the Govern­

ment issued last night, as we fore­
shadowed they mdst do, a proclama­
tion calling the- Legislature together. 
Parliament, will meet on September 
2nd, eleven days hence, and it is hop­
ed that the Government will be ready 
with their proposals. The Opposition 
has offered to consider, in advance of 
the meeting of the Legislature, the 
main principles of any measures, 
which the Government may deem de­
sirable to submit to them with a view 
to their introduction into the Legis­
lature. They have also intimated 
their intention of supporting certain 
measures named, in order to arm the 
Government With authority to exer­
cise powers, similar to those which 
have been conferred on the British 
and Canadian Governments, by their 
respective Parliaments, should the 
Government need to use them, with a 
view to aid the Empire, insure trade 
and meet distress. It was immediate­
ly after the receipt of this message 
from the official leader of the Opposi­
tion, on behalf of both sections of the 
Opposition, Liberal and Union, that 
the Government issued the Gazette 
Extraordinary calling the Legisla­
ture together. Our readers will have 
observed that we have fqr a week or 
more insisted on the necessity of the 
Legislature being called together, and 
intimated to the Government that the 
Opposition were prepared to work 
with the Government, if the Govern­
ment would only confide in the Op­
position. This led to thé Prime Min­
ister, Sir Edward Morris on Tuesday 
evening seeking the advice of the 
Leader of the Opposition, Mr. Kent, 
as to the calling of the House, 
with the result we mentioned yester­
day. The matter was talked over by 
Mr. Kent and the Liberal members 
and Mr. Coaker and the Union mem­
bers available, and an official com­
munication expressing the unanimous 
opinion of the Opposition sent to the 
Premier. It foreshadowed a truce to 
local politics and a joint effort during 
the truce to safeguard Imperial and 
local interest which are so intimately 
and closely interwoven.

capes prophecy.” Repulsed in the 
South and at Dinant by the French, 
the Germans have been making since 
Tuesday, a vigorous offensive move­
ment towards the north which on 
Wednesday forced the Belgians back 
after a fine resistance, pn Antwerp.

BERLIN, To-day.
The Government will claim tri­

umph, whereas from a strategical 
point of view, the movement was of 
mediocre importance. The French 
armies also have taken up their re­
spective positions, and it is certain 
that our General Staff is far from be­
ing taken unprepared by our adver­
saries’ tactics. The staff had long 
foreseen them, and is prepared to deal 
with them under the best auspices.

BRUSSELS SURRENDERED.
LONDON, To-day.

Ghent correspondence to the Chron­
icle telegraphs “Brussels now occu­
pied by the enemy, having been sur­
rendered to the Germans without the 
firing of a single shot.

PREPARING FOR JAPANESE AT- 
TACK.

TOKIO, To-day.
Japan is quietly preparing for 

eventualities following the expiration 
next Sunday of the ultimatum to Ger­
many, demanding withdrawal of Ger­
man warships from Orient evacuation 
Kiau Chau. The strictest prohibition 
has been placed on publication of any 
information concerning the move­
ments of Japanese ships or troops. All 
correspondence is censored and the 
newspapers are closely watched. War 
and Navy departments are preparing for 
move on Kiau Chow where contrary 
to current reports the fortifications are 
formidable since the outbreak of the 
European war. Thousands of Chinese 
coolies have been employed in 
strengthening their defences.

Preliminaries Finalized at Last 
Sight’s Meeting. r

The Patriotic Committee again met 
at the C. L. B. Armoury last night, His 
Excellency the Governor presiding. 
On the platform with His Excellency 
were Sir Joseph Outerbridge, the 
Premier, Sir Edward Morris, and the 
Leader -of the Opposition, Mr. James 
M. Kent.

« The minutes of the previous meet­
ing were read by the Secretary, Dr. V. 
P. Burke, and confirmed. The minutes 
Included offers of free transportatlorf 
to Outport Volunteers by the Reid 
Newfoundland Co., Bowring Bros, 
Ltd. and the Newfoundland Produce 
Co.

On motion of His Excellency a 
hearty vote of thanks was passed, 
which will be tendered these firms for 
their generous offers.

The object of the meeting was to 
, receive the reports of the various 

Committees appointed to deal with 
tho formation of a Newfoundland Re­
giment.

Mr. J. A. Clift, on behalf of the Nom­
inating Committee, reported that mes­
sages had been sent to all the Magis­
trates throughout the country ac­
quainting them of the formation of 
the Patriotic Committee, and request­
ing them to co-operate by calling 
public meetings, and forming branch 
committees, to be nameâ after each 
electoral district. ,

Hon. E. R. Bowring, onj behalf of 
the Finance Committee, reported that 
they had received assurances from the 
Government that the necessary funds 
would be forthcoming. As the work 
of the Committee would entail a con­
siderable amount of work it was ne­
cessary that they appoint a Secretary. 
He nominated Hon. P. T. McGrath for 
the position, which recommendation 
was endorsed, and the nominee, who 
will give his services gratuitously was 
thereupon appointed. The Committee 
further recommended that the Cana­
dian precedent he adhered to, and 
that the Regimental pay be $1.00 per 
day from the time of enrolment. Of 
this amount it was also recommended 
that 40c. a day be paid the men at 
tho front, and the balance to be re­
tained for the use .of their families or 
dependents, or to accumulate for their 
own benefit. The Government’s offer 
was confirmed by the following let­
ters from the Colonial Secretary : — 

Dept. Colonial Secretary,
August 20, 1914.

Sir —
I have the honour to inform you 

that the Executivè Government have 
decided to pay for the equipment, 
transportation and other expenses in 
connection with the Newfoundland 
Regiment, and also to pay the men 
comiKising the same, who go to the 
front, the sum of $1 per day.

The Government have decided not 
to ask «he British Government to con­
tribute anything towards the cost of 
this Regiment while on service.

Fishery Reports
Aug. 15th. From R. Lawton (South 

Head of Keels to Knight's Cove Ft.) 
—The total catch is 1,130 qtls. and for 
last week about 80. All the traps have 
been taken in since the third day of 
this week. A few trawlers and nets 
are still fishing. Prospects are poor 
and there is no squid or caplin, only 
a few herring being secured for bait. 
No bankers or schooners -front the 
grounds have arrived. Nothing was 
done with traps during the week and 
only a few quintals taken with trawls 
and nets.

Aug. 15th. From A. J. Pearce 
(Twillingate to Trump Island.) — 
Prospects are much improved the 
past week. Bait is very scarce hut 
the trap fishing is greatly ifnproved 
all round. Two on one day got 40 and 
50 qtls each and the others from 7 to 
12. There is a little Improvement 
with jiggers. No boats but 55 traps 
and 60 skiffs are fishing. The catch 
is 2,167 qtls. with 1,100 for last week.

Aug. 15th. From ------------- (Sal­
mon Cove Point to Colliers North 
Point)—The fishermen are now tak­
ing up their traps after one of the 
poorest voyages on record. Prospects 
are discouraging and there is no bait 
except a little herring. The total 
catch is only 50 qtls., with 10 for last 
week. Hook and liners are doing 
practically nothing and there is no 
sign yet of squid.

supply the European countries with 
the food they needed at the same 
time that their factories, were avail­
able for manufacturing goods tor the 
rest of the world.

The World’s Money Market
“In view of their great crops, the 

United States sboul,d be ip a position 
to supply the British people with a 
great part of the food-they will need 
in such an exceptional period. But 
the part that the United States could 
piny in world affairs at the present, 
time is greater than the mere supply 
oT food to Europe; It can becpme. as 
-it has-ibecome this week, the world’s 
greatest market for capital. In view 
of their abundant crops and the pro­
bable demand for them, and their di­
minished tourist expenditures, they 
will have a" vast sum of capital for 
employment both at home and abroad, 
and it the American people rise to 
their opportunity they can do a great 
deal to mitigate the disastrous econ­
omic consequences in many countries 
which would otherwise result from a 
great European war.

“It is obvious that for the time be­
ing the money markets ôf Europe 
will be closed to the demands for now 
capital of Canada, of Brazil, of Ar­
gentina, of 'Mexico, and of other 
countries; and at such time the pres­
tige of the United States would be 
immensely enhanced if it were to 
take the place of Europe and to meet 
the pressing needs of these borrow­
ing countries.

“Indeed, it is possible that the 
United States may be able to do much 
more than this. It: may participate 
in the "great loans that will have to 
be ■ raised in Europe if almost the 
whole Continent becomes engaged in 
war. Possibly its participation will 
be indirect rather than direct. To 
subscribe -the great sums of money 
that may be needed for war purpos­
es, European countries will doubtless 
desire to dispose of large amounts of 
American securities, both bonds and 
stocks; and the purchase of these se­
curities by American investors would 
be America’s contribution to the Eu­
ropean loan st

The World Will Still Progress.
“For the United States to gain ben­

efit from its position as the wealthiest 
nation in the world it is essential 
that American investors should nol 
only have confidence in the future of 
their country, but should also believe 
that war or no war the. world will 
continue to progress. The mischief 
and injury that a great European wai 
will cause would be grea'tly minimiz­
ed if American bankers and invest­
ors are as courageous as English 
bankers and investors have been in 
the past, and assist to provide the 
world with capital It will need at a 
time when it will not be possible tq, 
obtain supplies of capital from the 
countries which, under normal condi­
tions are able and willing to supply it.

“In brief, a great war in Europe 
will give, the United States the oppor­
tunity of assuming the post of world 
banker by supplying capital freely tc- 
countries and individuals in all parts 
of the globe Who need it and can pro­
vide the required security. Should 
the American people take advantage 
of the golden Opportunity that will hr 
thus afforded to them, the outbreak 
of war in Europe will mean not di­
minished, blit increased, prosperity 
for the people of the United States.”

"Own Shares and Become the
World’s Money Centre.
An extremely interesting article in 

the Statist shows how overwhelming­
ly the United States are bound to 
benefit by the present ' folly of Eu­
rope.

"The course of events in Europe has 
largely modified. If It has not alto­
gether changed the economic situation 
in the United States. Until Austria 
decided to make wet upon Servia the 
trend of events was towards a con­
traction of credit in all parts of the 
world, greatly curtailed consumption 
in many countries, and a heavy fall jn 
the prices of food and raw material.

Europe’s Needs.

“The outbreak of war in Europe 
means practically the suspension of 
credit facilities in the young coun­
tries, and, as far asw-tonsumptton ii 
governed by»good credit, a curtail­
ment of trade in these countries is 
now more inevitable than it was before 
On the other hand, however, the out­
break of a war which threatens to 
encompass almost the Whole of Eur­
ope will mean the issue of great .loans 
for the purposes of war, and an im­
mense demand for all those things 
which nations require for war—arms 
and munitions of war, boots, clothing 
and canvas—as well as a great and, 
urgent demand for foodstuffs in or­
der that the various nations engaged 
in the conflict may run no danger of 
food shortage. Already the prices of 
wheat and of .other foodstuffs have 
advanced. Consequently, countries 
possessing surplus supplies of food 
for sale in European markets will 
gain great advantage from the ad­
vance in prices.

Vantage to the States.
“In view of America’s bump;r 

croire in the current year, the main­
tenance of and probably recovery in 
the prices of foodstuffs is a factor of 
great importance. Furthermore, if 
war in Europe becomes general, there 
will probably be a great demand in 
the United States for munitions of 
war and for all those things needed 
by the mighty armies which are now 
being mobilised. From the stand­
point of the immediate future, there­
fore. a great war in Europe would 
probably bring economic advantage 
to the people of tho United States, as 
it would enable them to sell their 
great crops at prices which would 
give them a much greater income 
than they would have realized had 
there been no war or danger of war. 
The advantage of this condition of 
affairs will, of course, bring greater 
benefit to certain American industries 
than to others. Buf it Is obvious that 
almost every industry will derive

ly checked by the Belgians. In the 
South, where the Germans are ap­
parently on the defensive, the French 
are advancing in a long line into Al­
sace and Lorraine, a great extent of 
which they now occupy, after- driving 
bac.k. in several engagements, the 
opposing German troops.

THE FRENCH IN ALSACE.
PARIS, Aug. 20.

The re-occupation of Muelhausen, 
in Alsace, by French troops is offi­
cially announced here. The " re­
capture of Muelhausen was preceded 
by a severe battle. French troops 
took one of the suburbs at the point 
of the bayonet, and also took, as a 
result of the victory, six German can­
non and ammunition waggons. The 
official note says that the situation in 
the Vosges mountains is unchanged. 
In Lorraine the French line extends 
from north of Saarburg, passing Mar- 
ha nge to Dalmeney. The situation in 
the Duchy of Luxemburg and Bel­
gium is unchanged.

LONDON. Aug. 20.

The following information was giv­
en out by the Official Bureau this 
afternoon:

The Belgian Army, confronted by 
superior numbers, has fallen back. 
The Belgian troops 'have admirably 
performed their duty in delaying the 
hostile advance, thus enabling the 
complete concentration of their allies.

SUMMARY ftF SITUATION.
NEW YORK, Aug. 20.

The British Embassy here, to-day 
has received a summary of the naval 
and military situation to date. It is 
as follows:—

Since the declaration of war the 
fleet has been responsible for the 
safety of the Expeditionary Force, 
which completed its disembarkation 
in France on August 18th, in perfect 
order, and without casualty. The 
work of the Navy„on the Atlantic and 
elsewhere in safeguarding the Trades 
routes- is best exemplified by the fact 
that "fit Lloyd's yesterday, the war 
risk fell to forty shillings per cent., 
for almost any voyages of British 
vessels, whereas .the rate to insure 
freight on corresponding steamers 
from the United States is thirty shil­
lings per cent. The German fleet, 
outside the Baltic is confined to har­
bors. English commerce is almost 
normal, whilst German commerce is 
paralyzed. The only casualty is the 
loss of the Cruiser Amphion, which 
was blown up by a mine after having 
sunk the German mine-layer Koenig- 
en Luise. One German submarine 
has been sunk in the North Sea.

The military position is as follows : 
The German forces at present extend 
from north of the neighborhood of 
Basel through Liege to a point in 
Belgium,, east- of Antwerp, pear the 
Dutch frontier. The outstanding fea­
ture of the operations rfp to the pre­
sent has been delay in the contem­
plated German offensive movements 
across the Meuse, by the defence of 
Liege, where the forts are still in­
tact. This has permitted the orderly 
mobilization and concentration<of the, 
French Army, and of. the British Ex­
peditionary Force. The German 
troops have now crossed the Meuse 
below and above Liege, gaining some 
ground slowly westward, but their 
advance cavalry has been continual-
