A splendid variety of Suit- London, Nov. 27.—The British gov­
ernment has begun an investigation 
to see how far the newspapers were 
responsible for the defeat of British 
diplomacy in the Balkans.

Announcement to this effect was 
made by Sir John Simon, the Home 
Secretary.

To Drive the Germans 
Out of South Africa. MA5SA1T3$

Have You Tried Cape Town, Union of South Africa, 
Nov. 24.—It is the clear duty of the 
union to make the territory through­
out southern Africa inviolable against 
designs contemplated in the idea of a 
greater Germany, said General J. C. 
Smutz, commander ,of the expedition 
against German East Africa, in a 
speech delivered in Cape Town in con­
nection with the recruiting campaign.

General Smutz emphasized the ne­
cessity of putting into the field an 
adequate expedition against German 
East Africa “in order to complete the 
work of driving the German flag from 
southern Africa.”

The general added that South Africa 
was no^ protected against “the de­
signs of advocates of a greater Ger­
many,” by a Monroe doctrine as ^n 
America, or by distance as Australie.

But after all it is 
not to be wondered at, when we bear 
in mind that Newfoundland was chief­
ly colonized as a fishing country. The 
out-cry of its discovery was mostly 
in reference to its fisheries, and from 
first to last, fishing was the principal 
industry for which it was famed. 
Men came to fish for the summer 
season, and then go back to their 
homes in the British Isles. They 
dreamed not of abiding here; thus a 
century or more passed, and as the 
new country became better known, 
and as its industry developed, it as­
sumed a one-sided policy, which 
warped the opinion of emigrants.

A false idea of Newfoundland ex­
isted at first; and in no small degree 
it exists at present. Much could i be 
written upon the sources of present- 
day misunderstanding, one of the 
greatest of which is the snap-shot 
fiend. ' This applies especially to 
those people who drop along here for 
a holiday, and take a photo of a few 
straggling places, or of a few fishing 
stages, and also of the humbler peo­
ple; and then return to their own 
country, and publish their opinions, 
and claim to be authorities on New-

think it, better than we know it, and 
has a future far beyond our present- 
day limited impressions of it. There 
has got to come a big change some­
time, and whatever source it comes 
from, or whatever aspect the trend of 
affairs assumes : whether it be Col­
onial, Provincial, or Imperial, it will 
mean the entry of Newfoundland into 
wider industrial and commercial re­
lations with the world at large—to 
this she is adapted, and for it she is 
destined.

Three Regiments 
of Australians 

Were Wiped Ouf
But one Man of the Entire Force Re­

mained Alive Reports Turk.
The Dardanelles, Nov. 10 (Aus­

tralian official eye-witness.)—Some of 
the press details regarding the fa­
mous charge of the Australian light' 
horse brigade against the Turks on 
the Nek, in which the best part of 
three Australian regiments partici­
pated and only one man remained 
alive, have just reached British head­
quarters through a Turkish prisoner. 
The prisoner was able to state posi­
tively, what many Australians who 
witnessed the charge has suspected, 
that during the attack the Turks lost 
not a single man. They received a 
special Complimentary order from 
their general and several medals and 
a good many promotions.

The Australian charge followed a 
long period of bombardment.

“As soon as the bombardment stop­
ped,” said the Turkish prisoner, “the 
English (the Turks call all the Brit­
ish troops whether home or colonial 
by the name English), leaped over 
their parapet and charged down upon 
us. They came on very well. As ; 
soon as they appeared, every rifle in j 
the place opened upon them direct , 
across the Nek, and a machine gun 
with its cross-fire from the right I 
swept them sheer off the face of the j 
earth. Three of them managed to 
reach our trenches and fell dead over j 
the parapet into the bottom of it. I

“As for the men of the light horse j 
brigade, after three months in the 
trenches, with many of them sick and 
some of them weak, with every officer 
and man at his appointed place, the 
instant the word was given they 
leapt from their trenches and rushed 
on death, the first line may not have 
known it was death, the third line 
must have known it, and they died."

A Doctor From
the Dardanelles.

(From the Manchester Guardian.)
A regimental doctor just back from 

the Dardanelles has told me some in­
teresting things about life at Helles. 
The difficulties which the medical staff 
have to face on the peninsula and on 
the island where the hospital camps 
are have been largely decreased, but 
the work is still carried çn under 
many handicaps. Many of tie trou­
bles arose from want of any special 
communication between the medical 
stuff and the store ships off the Island. 
That has been largely overcome by

the arrival of a number of pinnaces, 
which allows them no longer to be 
dependent on the naval staff of the 
launches. The sanitary troubles have 
been big and Vexatious, and before 
the hospital camps had bfeen laid down 
nothing had been done to prepare the 
engineering operations which should 
have been considered as soon as the 
site of the camp on the island was 
fixed. Among the minor questions 
was the absence of aerated waters for 
the sick. So far it has been impos- 
siblye to get anything but the 
smallest supply. Many descriptions of 
life at Helles have been given—the 
plague of files, the dug-outs in tiers,
emnhfl°n,St?L8niPing' My Armant 
emphasized the point .of the clean

fighting of the Turks. Only twice, lie 
said, have the Red Cross vans been 
fired on, and it was on an occasion 
when the vans were so turned tlm 
the Red Crosses could not be seen b> 
the enemy.

My dear Mr. Mallard,—
Long ere this letter reaches you 

the Militia Department will have con­
veyed to you the loss in action of your 
son Pte. J. P. Mallard, No. 7876. Pte. 
Mallard was very severely wounded 
on the morning of November the 5th 
while engaged in operating a new 
bomb throwing machine and died a 
few moments later while being taken 
to the Dressing Station. Both Ser^ 
géant Moody and your son were hit 
by a German Rifle Grenade which 
landed a few feet from where they 
were operating the machine—injuries 
in both ciuses were fatal.

You son has been with this Com­
pany since the first coming to France 
in February; and throughout the per­
iod since then he has continuously 
given the Company his full and most 
loyal support especially during the 
severe engagement at St. Julien, at 
Festubert and Givinchy.

No hardships or discomforts ever 
daunted his spirits or depressed him.

Roumaaia.
From time to time we

D—SiiSS hear suggestions that
liS<aS|^§g Roumania will in the
11™ near future make
war on Austria and Bulgaria in 
the interest of the En­
tente. Such suggestions should be 
discounted and no reliance placed on 
them. Whatever chances there were 
of Roumania joining the Allies when 
there was a possibility of a Balkan 
League being formed, it there ever 
was a reasonable hope of this being 
done, disappeared when King Ferdin­
and declared war on Serbia, and the 
possibility of the coming in of Rou­
mania has become more and more re­
mote as the grip of the Central Pow­
ers on Serbia has tightened. There 
are no means for the troops of France 
and Britain joining those of Rouma­
nia. The troops which landed at 
Saloniki and which are in Greece and 
on a narrow front in South Serbia are 
separated from Roumania by a couple 
of hundred miles of broad territory, 
held by hostile troops. The only aid 
Roumania could expect would be from 
Russia, and Russia has her hands too 
much occupied in raising new troops 
and providing munitions for her field 
forces to give much aid at present. 
Moreover, three quarters of the Rou­
manian frontier marches with Bul­
garia, the part of Serbia occupied by 
the Huns and Buigars, and Hungary. 
The only quarter from which she 
could get the aid Russia has available 
would be by the Black Sea coast and 
from the North East, and by the time 
this would be available, she would be 
exposed to attack on 800 or 900 miles 
of frontier. It will be seen that with 
her lack of local munition factories, 
she would be liable to the fate which 
has befallen Serbia. The only chance 
of Roumania coming in is after a hos­
tile attack against her by the Huns 
or the Buigars. An inspection of the 
map of Roumania and the bordering 
countries will show the visionary na­
ture of the expectation of Roumania 
taking a hand in the struggle on our 
side until the Huns have been driven 
by us from Serbia and the Buigars de­

feated. There is no good purpose to 
be served by illusory expectations of 
any immediate action on the side of 
the Entente from Roumania. The 
task in the Far East is a hard one, 
and we have to face* stern facts, and 
tighten up our belt to surmount very 
grave difficulties.

Japanese Premier
Operated On.

Inflammation Appeared in Stump . of 
Leg After Amputation.

Tokio, Nov. 24.—The operation 
which was performed last Monday on 
Count Okuma, the Japanese premier, 
was the result of inflammation which 
appeared in that part of his leg which 
had been left after an amputation. 
The inflammation was caused, accord­
ing to his physicians, by walking in 
the ancient costume worn at the re­
cent coronation of Emperor Yoshihito.

The Premier wears an artificial leg, 
one of his legs having been amputa­
ted following an injury sustained in 
1888 when a would-be assassin threw 
a bomb at his carriage as it was pas­
sing through one of the outer gates 
leading into the palace grounds. The 
explosion of the missile killed the 
horse and shattered the vehicle, and 
the Count’s right leg was so badly 
torn that amputation was necessary. 
The Premier received no callers, but 
his friends say his speedy recovery is 
expected.

main engine either with a belt or 
mitre gear ; they use a heavier line 
than for dories and can fish in al­
most any depth as the machine will 
haul the same speed in any depth. It 
is a very complete way to fish with 
a small crew. A fellow that fished 
with me for years has a boat 42 ft. long 
and himself and another runs about 
8 to 9 miles of trawl in a day of 
about 10 hours. He was running 
about half we could run on the Flam­
ingo in the same time, only he would 
have to stop to bait gear. He had 2 
men in crew with a boat of 42 feet 
long, and we had a crew of 23 with 
a boat 142 feet long and many times 
the expense. I feel thbt if you had a 
similar outfit that you could do all 
right home with the present price of 
codfish. She is 16 horsepower; the 
machine fitted to the deck and con­
nected with the main engine casts set 
up at Prince Rupert, $125. I am ex­
pecting that we will put on long line 
again next trip às there don’t ap­
pear to be much chance of/ getting 
anything with dories. I was going to 
speak of seining for herring, since I 
have seen some articles on the her-^ 
ring in Newfoundland. Since you 
were out here, seining with purse 
seines has been used for herring with 
good results. It is by far the best 
and most effective way to get herring, 
as they can be seined any where in 
deep water ; but they don’t do much 
with them daytime as the herring 
strike down before they can gather 
the purse line in'; but at night the 
herring stays on the water, and the 
darker the night the better. They 
make some large hauls, sometimes as 
much as 200 barrels or more. The 
seine is about ISO fathoms or some­
times large and from 15 to 20 fath­
oms deep, according to size of boat 
which is a gasoline boat of about 40 to 
45 feet long. The seine is placed on 
a turntable on the stern and general­
ly tows a scow. When the herring

last winter, we put lanterns on the 
buoys. The deepest water we fished 
was 300 fathoms; but one of the boats 
set some trawls in 475 fathoms and 
took a scattered halibut with some 
black cod; wé also caught some cod 
fish in 300 fathoms. But,all the cod 
fish wax of small size. There is no 
large cod in B. C. The outfit for fish­
ing from the deck do not cost any­
thing like the same as for dory fish­
ing. The machine we used was a 
steam machine made at Portboy, Scot­
land, and cost $150 with fittings. Some 
of the machines are of larger size 
than we used, and is fitted on the 
middle of the deck with a roller fitted 
on the. side. The steamer is kept up 
to the gear we hauled and it -requires1 
hardly any steam as you only have 
to work slowly with the engines. It 
is by far the^ simplest and easiest way 
for fishermen, no hard work and all 
hands on board all'the time. The 
most work is baiting gear and dress­
ing fish when we get any. Some of 
the whalers that are lying up in 
Newfoundland would make fine handy 
boats for the job and perhaps could 
be chartered cheap now that Whaling 
is played out. There are different 
ways in'chartering, but the plan some 
adopt is to ask 20% of value of ves­
sel, 8% insurance, 5% depreciation 
and 2% for incidental*, making 15% 
as generally allowed on shipping, and 
then plus 5% profit to owners, mak­
ing 20% of total value per annum.

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Jewish Festival
of Dedication

lTesterday at sunset, the ‘Jewish 
Feast of Dedication began. The day 
set for. the' beginning of this feast is 
Dec. 2nd, but in the Jewish calendar 

'the days are reckoned from sunset to 
sunset instead of from midnight to 
midnight. Hence in this city the 
Feast of Hanukkah, known also as 
the “Feast of Lights,’’ began a little 
after 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon. 
Owing to the small number of the 
Jewish congregation in this city, 
there is no particular celebration of 
this festival, but the individual" mem­
bers of the congregation commemor­
ate the feast by the kindling of lights 
in their homes. We understand that 
the Jewish population of Newfound­
land consists of only ten families, 
seven in the city and three at Bell 
Island, numbering in all about 70 
persons. #From the local rabbi, Rev. 
E. Ershler, who was interviewed by 
the Telegram last evening, we learn 
that a required number of the congre­
gation must be present for the com­
memoration of the feast in the Syna­
gogue, and because of the smalF con­
gregation the ceremonial is held in 
the home. Below fs an account of the 
origin find a description of -the cere­
monial of the Feast which begins as 
mentioned above, on the evening of 
the first day of December and extends 
over a period of eight days.

ORIGIN OF THE FEAST.
The account of its origin is set forth 

in the Book of Maccabees. The 
Syrian King, Antiochus Eppihanes, 
had determined to unify all the peo­
ples of his kingdom. To accomplish 
this he believed it necessary to com­
pel all to adopt a common, religion. 
The Jews were his political subjects. 
Their monotheism and distinctive re­
ligious practices based upon the 
Bible were in sharp contrast to his 
religion, a form of paganism origin­
ally imported from Greece. “Judaism 
must be destroyed,’’ became the 
watchword of the Syrian Court. In 
168 B.C., the royal command went 
forth that shrines and altars be 
erected for idol worship. Jewish 
rites and practices were interdicted. 
The Sacred writings wherever found 
were destroyed. Direst persecutions 
were visited upon the faithful. As a 
climax in the campaign to extinguish 
the Jewish Faith, the altar in the 
Temple at Jerusalem was profaned. 
Syrian soldiers offered up sacrifices 
to Zeus Olympus. These drastic mea­
sures aroused the Jews to revolt. 
Judas Maccabees was appointed lead­
er by his father Mattathias. After 
three years of successful warfare 
against the Syrians, Judas was in a 
position to dedicate a new altar at 
Jerusalem, the festivities in connec­
tion with the dedication lasting eight 
days. To commemorate this event, 
“Judas and his brethren and the 
brethren and the whole congregation 
of Israel ordained that the dedication 
of the altar should be kept in their 
seasons from year to year by the 
space of' eight days from the 25th day 
of Kislev with gladness and joy."’ 
This festival is also known as the 
“Feast of Lights,” probably because 
burning lamps and torches in the 
ancient Temple and home, were used 
to celebrate.

CEREMONIAL.
The distinctive ceremonial feature 

of this festival to-day is the kindling 
of lights in the home and in the syna­
gogue; one on the first evening, the 
number being increased by one on 
each consecutive evening, until eight 
lights are lit on the last evening of 
the festival. Special prayers inspired 
by the historic event commemorating 
the triumph of monotheism over 
heathenism, of the forces of light over 
the forces of darkness are recited. 
Special scriptural portions are read 
in the synagogue. The festival does 
not call for cessation from labour and 
is therefore regarded as one of the 
two minor feasts m the Jewish Cal­
endar. In modern times children’s 
festivals, in which the story and sig­
nificance of the Feast are recounted, 
have-become a marked feature in the 
celebration of the Feast of Dedication.

ÜP AGAINST 
THE 1URKS.

Sir Charles Monro, tile New Dardan­
elles Commander.

Blit'for the war the new Com- 
mander-in-Chief in the Dardanelles, 
General Sir Charles C. Monro, might 
have lived and died plain Major- 
General Monro, unknown to the man 
in the street and known only in the 
army as a very efficient instructor and 
commandant at Hythe School of Mus­
ketry.

When the war broke out he had 
been five years a Major-General. The 
day after war was declared he was 
appointed a divisional commander, 
and in a short time was out in France 
trying to stem the amazing rush of 
the German troops towards Paris.

Mentioned In Despatches.
What he did is only known in all its 

fullness to Sir John French. Plan­
ning, organizing, fighting, Monro nev­
er rested day or night during. those 
dreadful days of last year when hope 
seemed lost. He was one of the men 
who, on September 6th, began to stem 
the German torrent, fought in the 
battle of the Aine—and saved Eu­
rope.

For that he was mentioned in Sir 
John French’s dispatches of the bat­
tle of the Aisne, promoted to lieuten­
ant-general, and then to full general, 
and in February of this year made a 
K. C. B. “for services rendered in con­
nection with operations in the field," 
as the bald official announcement 
states it.

One of the causes which have en­
abled the Germans to fight so well, 
and the Turks to hold on to the Dar­
danelles, is the huge supply of machine 
guns which they possess.

Sir Charles Monro is one of the chief 
machine-gun experts in the British 
Army. For six years he was at the 
Hythe School of Musketry as Chief 
Instructor and Commandant. The 
Hythe School is the chief school for 
the training of officers and non-com­
missioned officers in the handling of 
machine guns.

Urged for Supply of Machine Guns.
Sir Charles’ knowledge of what has 

easily proved the most useful weapon 
in the present war has proved of the 
greatest value. He was one of. the 
first, indeed, to predict the enormous 
extent to which they would be used 
and to urge for an overwhelming sup­
ply of them.

General Monro, who was born in 
1860 and entered the Army when nine­
teen, served in the fighting on the 
North-Western Frontier of India in 
1879-80, took part in the Tirah Ex­
peditionary Force, and served in the 
Boer War where he was mentioned in 
dispatches.

He is one of the men who has gain­
ed a greater ’ reputation in the Army 
than out of it—for he hates advertis­
ing himself. That’s why so many peo­
ple asked who he was when he was 
appointed. But the Army knows that 
it has got a fine leader, a man who 
doesn’t talk but does things. And the 
Army’s opinion is the ,thing that 
counts nowadays.
