And when the great test came 
they bore themselves like heroes, 
and never flinched in the terrible 
task which had been assigned to 
them, many o* them, offering up 
tne supreme sacrifice of their 
lives.

To the relatives and friends of 
those that hâve fallen, the Muni- 

• cipal Council begs to tender its 
deepest and most heartfelt sym­
pathy."

Our Dufy Here
at Home.

It is gratifying to read of 
■ the ready response to Sir 

William Horwood’s ap- 
” peal for funds to pro­

vide beds for our wounded soldiers. 
In all, twenty beds have been asked 
for, or a little over £1000. Hon. M. 
O. Winter has given over $1,000, 
about one quarter of the amount re­
quired, and promises have come from 
many other directions, Is It too much 
to hope that, as In the case of the 
Aeroplane and Empire Day Funds, 
the mark orlgfnally set will be pass­
ed and left fur below? Let us remem­
ber that we owe this, not alone to our 
own men, for whom the beds are in­
tended, but to those in England up­
on whom will fall the burden it we do 
not take' it up. This is an aspect of 
the whole large question of 'our share 
in the war which we must not over­
look. The war has not merely to be 
fought but to be financed. What is 
necessary must be provided, and if it 
is to be provided it must be paid for. 
So far as we. do not pay for any es­
sentials someone else must. And 
that someone else is England. Let us 
never forget that the people of Great 
Britain are being taxed to-day to pay 
for the equipment, feeding, mainten­
ance and transport of our troops—for 
everything, in fact, after those troops 
reach the United Kingdom, with the 
exception of their pay and allowances.

At ail times since the war called 
the Empire together, and particularly 
of late, when our men have so 
well played our part, . those remain­
ing perforce at home must have asked 
themselves often what they could do 
to help and how far they were doing 
it. The answer is simple—it we can­
not fight we can pay. We do pay, of 
course, but to what extent and in 
wpat manner? Broadly, in two ways 
—compulsorily, by Act of Parliament, 
and voluntarily, from the promptings 
of our sense of duty afid of generosity. 
In our dpfnion, in the latter respect 
our performance has been as admir­
able as in the former it has been the 
reverse. There has not been made 
one single appeal to us individually 
which has not been answered prompt­
ly and splendidly. So much the 
more reason, therefore, that the Gov­
ernment should have taken the peo­
ple into its confidence and have trust­

ed it to bear far greater burdens than 
have been imposed upon it with the 
same loyalty and cheerfulness that 
have been the bright attribute of the 
British public across the water. Pri­
vately and as individuals we have 
given generously; publicly and as a 
nation we have not nearly measured 
up to our obligations. Without going 
into details, we can say this—we re­
cognize that this is as much our war 
and our cause as Britain’s ; if we had 
been an integral part of Great Bri­
tain, we should now be paying to the 
public funds an amount per caput 
which would stagger us. In addition 
to numberless other taxes, various 
and considerable, the people of Great 
Britain are now liable to an income 
tax which has reached the maximum 
of five shillings in the pound. What 
should we say here if each of us were 
made to pay one quarter of his total 
income?

Wo point this out, not to find fault 
kith the Government (we could do 
that, if wo wished, at much greater 
length and with much greater force), 
but to emphasize the moral obliga­
tion that is upon uo, in the absence 
of forced contribulions, tc maintain 
and increase" by every cent we can 
spare our voluntary ones. There arc 
some things which cannot be made 
the subject of compulsion and taxa­
tion—this appeal for help to the 
wounded is one of them. The cost of 
one bed for twelve mouths is roughly 
$250. If five hundred beds were oc­
cupied for that length of time by New­
foundlanders (not such an extreme 
estimate), the cost would be $125,000. 
Who will pay that if we do not ?

One word more. We said above, “If 
we cannot fight we ea:i pay.” But 
there are very many who feel that they 
cannot even pay They can do some­
thing else quite as useful—more use­
ful in the long run. they can save. 
Nothing, perhaps, is harder to bring 
home to the average man than that 
money saved (o him is money saved 
to the country, but nothing is more true. 
It is next to impossible to convince 
him that money unnecessarily spent is 
money wasted. The money is stili 
there, though in other hands: how 
can it bp wasted ? This is an egregi­
ous fallacy, capable of great mis­
chief. We are not going to escape 
the universal consequences of the 
awful waste that is going on in Eu­
rope. The present and succeeding 
generations in this Colony will have 
no small burden to bear : our ability 
to bear it will depend almost entirely 
upon our willingness, at once and to­
day, to economise.

Mr. W. J. Herder has received a 
cable from his son, Corporal Ralph, 
who was wounded in the engagement 
oi July 1st, stating that' he was pro­
gressing well, as also his brother 
Arthur. He speaks of his brother,

*Lieutenant Hubert, as missing; evid­
ently he had not yet learned the sad 
news of his death. All three brothers 
must have played a prominent part in 
the heroic advance. Hubert, one of our 
premier athletes and among the most 
popular in the regiment, gave his life; 
Ralph and Arthur were wounded, and 
their wounds appear fortunately to 
have been relatively slight. We hope 
to hear shortly of their complete re­
covery and return to jthe regiment 
which can ill afford their loss.

Doctors of International “Law” 
must be much worried by the sub­
marine, and many disputed points will 
need to be settled after the war. Now 
arises the question whether it is a 
ship of war or not. It will not be of 
much more than academic interest : 
we know what the British opinion will 
be if they can lay hands on the Deutscli 
land. The matter of armament seems 
to be assuming altogether too much 
importance; it should only be relev­
ant where a ship of a recognised 
peaceful type, such as a merchantman, 
is claimed by the enemy to be a ship 
of war. The submarine is, like the 
cruiser, a ship of war, and it should 
not matter whether she is qrmed or 
not.

IMPORTANT GAIN IN AFRICA.
' LONDON, To-Day.

General Smuts, in command of the 
British forces in German East Africa, 
has occupied Tanga, according to a 
statement issued by the -War Office 
to-day. The Germans only offered 
slight resistance. Tanga is the sec­
ond most important pojrt on the coast 
of German East Africa and is the 
terminus of the railroad which the 
Germans were building into the in-, 
tcrlor at the outbreak of the war.

RUSSIAN ADVANCE ON KOVEL.

PETROGRAD, To-Day.
The Russian forces advancing in 

Voiyhnia toward Kovel are crossing 
the River Stokhod at various points 
and closely pressing the Teutonic for 
ces opposing them, says to-day’s War 
Office statement The passage of the 
river is being accomplished under 
Serious difficulties. An official com 
m unication says the crossings of the 
river have in most cases been de­
stroyed by the opposing armies. The 
total number of prisoners taken by 
General Kaledines from July 4 to 8 
is 341 officers and 9,145 unwounded 
soldiers. He also captured ten pieces 
of artillery, 48 machine guns, 16 bomb 
throwers, 7,920 rifles, 62 limbers and 
depots of engineering materials. The 
figures must be added to those given 
in the communiction of July 8th, 
which included 300 officers, 12,000 
men and 45 pieces of artillery. Ac­
cording to later reports regarding the 
crossing of the Stokhod River at Ugli, 
chief credit for the exploit must go 
to Colonql Kautseroff, commander of 
the Pavlograd Regiment, Chevalier of 
the Order of St. George. Col. Kaut­
seroff, rushing forward at the head 
of his advance guards, led them across 
a burning bridge under violent artil­
lery and rifle Are. In the Baltic one 
of our submarines in the course of its 
usual cruise sank a large German 
steamer loaded with iron ore in the 
Gulf of Bothnia. On the Caucasus 
front we are continuing our progress 
west of Platana. In the direction of 
Gumeshan our scouts bayonetted a 
large number of Turks. South of 
Taurus we successfully advanced and 
captured an important mountain neck 
on an entire line of heights which the 
enemy spent much time in fortifying. 
At various points we compelled the 
Turks to flee from positions.

£ 17 LE Y
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BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, To-Day.

This afternoon, after the sixth des­
perate attack, the Germans succeeded 
in entering Trônes Wood at the ex­
pense of very heavy casualties. Fight­
ing in the Wood continues. Farther 
west we gained a lodgment in Mame- 
tese Wood, where the enemy’s defence 
hitherto resisted well our efforts. We 
also gained ground east of Ovillers 
and La Boisselle. Yesterday the Royal 
Flying Corps operated several suc­
cessful bombing attacks against vari­
ous detraining centres, ammunition 
depots and aerodromes. Numerous 
combats occurred in the air as a re­
sult of which one German machine 
was destroyed and several others were 
driven to the ground in a damaged 
condition.

LONDON BUDGET.

]* LONDON, To-day.
On both Eastern and Western fronts 

heavy fighting persists__ This is es­
pecially the case on the Western front 
where the struggle is not without 
fluctuations of fortune and brings to 
mind the warnings of correspondents 
from the opening of the Somme battle 
that steady methodical pressure rath­
er than briliant advances is to be ex­
pected. The British official statement 
to-night says, the Germans entered 
Trônes Wood, but records further 
British progress east of Ovillers and 
La Boiselle in addition to a footing se­
cured in Mametese Wood, where here­
tofore the Germans had resisted all 
British efforts. A German official 
communication admits the French 
possess Biaches, only a short distance 
from Peronne town which is serious­
ly threatened. On the Eastern front 
the Russians crossed the Stokhod 
River at many points. German war 
correspondents are already claiming 
thé Allied offensive haé been brought 
to a standstill. The correspondent of 
the Berlin Tageblatt with the Aus­
trian army testifies to the" inexhaus 
live supply of the Russians and the 
efficiency of the Russian artillery and 
cavalry and the endless supplies of 
ammunition as in great contrast to 
the condition of the Russian forces 
last year. The Germans are continu- 
ihg their strong attacks along the 
Russian front, but the view is held 
hère that this is only with the object 
of gaining time to perfect the defen­
ces of Kovel and Vladimir Volynski 
and to remove large stores of military 
material from these points to Brest 
Litovsk and Ivangorod.

AMSTERDAM, To-Day.
There ÎS a report here that a care­

fully'thought-out plan is on way in 
Germany to inaugurate in August a 
trans-Atlantic Zeppelin service to sup­
plement that established under sea. 
According to the report the first air­
ship to attempt the passage will be 
named the Deutschland, and it is said 
she may carry passengers in addition 
to mails and a cargo of -dye stuffs.

ON THE WEST FRONT.
PARIS, To-Day.

The situation remained unchanged 
on the Somipe front last night The 
War Office to-day says, it has been 
ascertained that south of the Somme 
the French in the last two days have 
taken 1130 more prisoners. On the 
Verdun front the Germans launched 
an attack at 4 o’clock this morning 
on the French positions from Fleury 
to a point east of Chenois. They suc­
ceeded in penetrating the advanced 
French positions at some points, but 
were expelled by a counter attack. 
West of the Meuse there was active 
artillery fighting, in the neighbourhood 
of Avocourt and Chattancourt. North­
east of Vevo the Germans exploded 
four mines, the craters of which even­
tually were occupied by the French.

In introducing his resolution in 

connection with a Diocesan Mission, 
the Rev. Rural Dean Richards spoke 
earnestly and feelingly, and made a 
powerful appeal for an extension of 
the spiritual life of the church, "es­
pecially at this crisis in the history 
of our Empire, and advocated a mis­
sion in Newfoundland along similar 
lines as that to be carried out in the 
Mother Country.

The Rev. W. J. R. Higgitt seconded 
the resolution, and It was evident from 
the opinions expressed by the various 
speakers that Mr. Richards had the 
sympathy of all the members. As 
there was a difference of opinion as

War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
OFFICIAL.

LONDON, July 10. 
The Govern<y,*.Newfoundlaml :

Ncfws of the Somme battle contin­
ues entirely favourable. The Allies 
havo captured German positions on a 
front ,of abrfut ten miles, 'from Mon­
tai! ban to Eslins. The heaviest Brit­
ish lighting is round Thiepval, La 
Roiselle, Ovfllers, Contalmaison, and 
Trônes Wood. The French are with­
in a mile of Peronne. The guns, 
prisoners and material captured are 
increasing daily, but rapid progress 
is unlikely.

North of Givenchy the enemy pene­
trated a portion of the New Zealand­
ers’ trenches, but were ejected, leav­
ing many dead.

At Verdun the violence of the ene­
my offensive has apparently dimin­
ished.

The Russian offensive has piecped 
enemy positions between.the Styr and 
StokcxI and threatened Kovel. Im­
portant successes have also been 
achieved in Galicia, where Delatyn is 
occupied. Many thousand additional 
prisoners have been captured.

The Turks have been defeated near 
Erzerum, where eight hundred pris­
oners were taken.

The Italians continue their suc­
cessful offensive, capturing prisoners 
and guns.

LONDON, July 10. 

British troops h»ve_n^de a new

advance' northwest of Contalmaison 
in tiie field of their offensive, north of 
the Somme, it was officially announc­
ed this afternoon. Three additional 
guns and several hundred prisoners 
were captured.

111LL 97 CARRIER BY THE FRENCH
PARIS, July 10.

In a brilliant attack the French 
have carried Hill 97, the height which 
dominatés the Somme, southeast of 
Biaches, according to an official state­
ment issued by the French War Office 
to-night.

GERMANS ENTER TRONES WOOD.
LONDON, July 10.

After a sixth desperate attack this 
afternoon,, .the Germans succeeded in 
entering Trônes Wood, according to a 
British official statement issued to­
night. This was at the expense of 
very heavy casualties. The statement 
adds that fighting in the WBod contin­
ues. - •

RUCHES TAKEN BY THE FRENCH.
PARIS, July 10.

The taking by the French of Bia: 
ches Village, on the bank of the 
Somme, opposite Ste. Raidgonde, the 
principal suburb of Peronne, was ac­
complished in about an hour and a 
half. A French lieutenant, who took 
part in the assault, described the ac­
tion as follows: About noon word 
came for divisions to keep ready. At 
once our soldiers advanced to attack 
all along the front from Sormont 
Farm to Belloy en Santerre. The 
first German Une was passed almost 
without fighting, so effective had the 
preparatory bombardment been, but 
v%hen we entered Blaches, at ten min­
utes after two, we found every house 
organised' its a fort and supplied with 
machine guns. Our artillery, how­
ever, by Its accuracy and power, de­
stroyed these defences, though it stilt 
left cellars and caves full of enemies. 
As we entered the village, the com­
mandant, who wan at the head at the 
battalion with a rifle in hand, ordered

the trumpeters to sound the charge. 
All the Germans in the village were 
captured or killed. The commandant 
was wounded by a shot from a lieu­
tenant’s revolver, but he knocked 
down the lieutenant with a blow from 
iiis rifle. At 2.35 the village was com­
pletely in our possession, although a 
recent German order Tiâd declared it 
to be impregnable. We are now Jess 
than two kilometres from Peronne. 
The recent fighting on the French 
front on the Somme sector is only 
■the opening phase of a plan elaborated 
by General Joffre, according to a 
review of the military situation pub­
lished in to-day’s Temps. The paper 
says all results expected have been 
accomplished, and further successes 
are assured.

THE HOME RULE QUESTION.
LONDON, July 10.

Premier Asquith, explaining the 
Irish agreement in the Commons this 
afternoon, said that it was proposed 
that the bill should remain in force 
during the war and twelve months 
thereafter. If Parliament had not 
made further provision by that time 
for the Government of Ireland, the 
period could be extended. Represen­
tatives of the Imperial Executive, the 
Prime Minister said, would have the 
control of the Defence of the Realm. 
The new bill would contain general 
provisions reserving for the exclusive 
authority of the Imperial Parliament 
and the Government, not onlÿ the Na-. 
vy and Army, but all matters arising 
out of the war. He emphasized that 
there was no intention on the part of 
those who might be associated with 
the Government of Ireland to en­
croach in any way in regard to the 
successful prosecution of the war. 
We have- here, the Premier said, an 
arrangement such as never was.poaaU; 
hie before, and he appealed to mem­
bers of the House to take advantage 
,of an opportunity, which might never 
recur. There were features in the 
scttlenient plan, Asquith said, which 
none would have chosen voluntarily, 
and as a result, there had been some1

m

misunderstanding in the Cabinet. In 
view of the agreement reached in 
Ireland, and the importance of unity, 
Ministers were willing to share the 
responsibility of submitting the pro­
posals to Parliament, and recommend- 
ing'î'thSïf Jjjflèeptaace. The domina­
ting' factor, Asquith said, which made 
us all willing to become parties or 
sponsors for this measure, is the war. 
In a few sentences the Premier re­
ferred to the part which the Ulster 
and other Irish regiments had taken 
in the flghtinf* $t{d added, there is no 
patriotic Irishman' but has felt that 
these common sacrifices have created 
a new bond between them and us. 
While not'gotpg lnto: details, the Pre­
mier indicated"the main lines of the 
agreement, including the exclusion of 
six Ulster counties. The Irish Par­
liament would be composed of mem­
bers at present returned to the Im­
perial Parliament,. while an Appeal 
Court in Dublin would be appointed 
by the Imperial Parliament. . The 
Executive Government, Asquith said, 
had not received any specific propos­
als from Unionists in South West 
Ireland, but such proposals would re­
ceive careful and sympathetic consid­
eration. The Premier explained that 
the bill was a -provisional one, but 
saw all sorts of possibilities. With 
regard to that expression,, and to re­
lieve all possible doubt on that pqint,. 
he continued?, let tire say, speaking for 
those who, like myself, look forward- 
aud are anxious for a united Ireland, 
'that we recogii'ize and agree that such 
union can only be brought about with 
the free-will and assent of- the ex­
cluded area. Asquith recalled his vis­
it to Ireland, which, he said, was made 
to ascertain whether the Irish parties 
might not be disposed to come to an 
agreement:' As the result pf what he 
-had learned, Mr. Lloyd George was 
deputed to open negotiations. Lloyd 
George quickly discovered that agree­
ment was possible on a basis of the 
Immediate enaction of a Home Rule 
measure, with the exclusion of., six 
Ulster counties and the boroughs’ of 
Belfast, Ne wry and ' Londonderry.

There was no section representing 
any substantial body of opinion, As­
quith said, whose views were not in­
vited by Lloyd George. All parties 
concerned took responsibility for sub­
mitting their agreed recommenda­
tions to Parliament. As soon as .the 
Premier concluded his statement, he 
was plied with questions, but referred 
all inquirers to the bill, which will be 
introduced next week.

of the Deutschland's voyage across 
is told by newspaper correspondents 
to-day. “I have seen,” said the cap­
tain, “statements that we were forced 
to go a hundred miles out of our 
course in the Atlantic, because of 
British warships. That is not so. 
Why should we go out of our course, 
except to submerge? That is the simp­
lest and most effective way to get out 
of our course. Besides, it is much 
easier to submerge. We came to 
Hampton Roads by a straight course 
from the English Channel. We did 
not come by the way of Azores. Alto­
gether, from Heligoland’ to .Baltimore 
we covered 3,800 miles. Of that dis­
tance,- 90 miles were driven under 
surface water. Throughout the en­
tire trip the officers and crew were in 
excellent health and spirits. Of 
course when we were under water 
for long spells the air was very 
stuffy. Sometimes there was some 
inconvenience, but it never was seri­
ous. The Deutschland was built to 
stay under water for four consecutive 
days.» So you see we never reached 
anywhere near our submersion limit 
on this voyage.”

BRITAIN TAKES NO ACTION.
LONDON, July 10.

The Foreign,Office denied to-day a 
report cabled from the States that 
the British Government had protested 
to Washington regarding the presence 
cf a submarine in an American port. 
It was also stated that Britain had 
taken no action.

MUCH INTEREST CREATED IN 
ENGLAND.

LONDON, July 10.
Much interest, has been created in 

England over the arrival of a German 
submarine at an American port. The 
news, which was not received until 
noon to-day, was given much space 
in the evening newspapers, which, 
however, do not comment upon the 
happening". In official , circles the 
greatest interest centres in the ques­
tion whether the submarine was arm­
ed or carried torpedoes. As to the 
voyage and thé proposal to establish 
a line of submarines between Ger­
many and America, no apprehension 
whatever finds- expression. It is point­
ed out that, in view of repeated voy­
ages both of British and German sub­
marines to the Eastern Mediterran­
ean, crossing the Atlantic by craft of 
this type was not to be considered ,an 
unusual feat. The only surprising 
thing Is that it was not done before, 
said oite official, who added that there 
was no reason why submarines should 
not get through the North Sea, unless 
they meet *lth mishap.
