Governor, St. John’s:
LONDON, March 19.

The advance con­
tinues in conjunction with the French 
who have occupied Nesle, Noyon and, 
from a report just received, about a 
hundred villages.

FRENCH OFFICIAL. ■»

PARIS, March 19.
The statement issued from the war 

office to-night announcing these gains 
reads: In the course of the day our 
troop$. have gone beyond Ham on the 
Somme River and Chancey on the 
Oise. We hold a great number of lo­
calities north of Ham and captured 
a convoy which was retiring in the 
direction of SL Quentin. Our advance 
reached at "this point a depth of near­
ly 22 miles. South of Chauncy our 
detachments reached the general line 
of Ailette-Soissons which has been 
entirely cleared. Northwest of Crony 
our advance forces have progressed 
along the road to Maubeuge. To-day 
about 20 additional villages and small 
towns were liberated. The enemy be­
fore retiring devastated the country 
of fruit trees, which were cut or torn 
down, fields were overturned by 
mines which opened up great craters, 
numerous villages were completely 
burned and the inhabitants without 
shelter or sustenance were fed by 
our troops. Communication was cut 
at several points, all bridges being 
destroyed. In the Champagne artil­
lery fighting became violent in the 
afternoon in the region of Butte De 
Mesnil and west of Auberive on the 
left bank of the Meuse, we recaptured 
almost all the trench elements which 
the enemy had entered. The fighting 
continues.

During the night our light detach­
ments, keeping in close touch with 
the enemy, continued to progress, 
without interruption. , East of Nesle 
we reached at several points the Ham- 
Nesle railroad. Nortii of Noyons we

towns delivered by us during the last 
three days actually number one hun- 

i dred. Several places have been de­
vastated and odiously looted by the 
enemy.

Curtains of fire and machine 
gun firing dispersed the assaulting 
waves on the greatest part of the 
front before they had reached our 
lines, and they sustained heavy loss­
es. Towards Hill 304 and Avocourt 
Wood, where the enemy succeeded in 
penetrating our lines on a 200 yard 
front, spirited hand-to-hand fighting 
ensued, during which the enemy was 
partly expelled from our advanced 
elements. Yesterday Adjutant Madon 
attacked very near and brought down 
his 80th aeroplane. Another was 
felled by one of our pilots west of 
Altkirch.

CASUALTIES.
LONDON, March 19.

The casualty lists published by the 
war office show that during February 
the British army lost 417 officers kill­
ed, 831 wounded, 37 missing, total 
1,285. This brings the aggregate 
losses of officers since the commence­
ment of the war to 56,365, of which 
16,819 were killed or died of wounds, 
36,021 wounded and 3,465 missing.

TIEN TSIN OCCUPIED.
PEKING, March 19.

Chinese troops have occupied with­
out opposition, the German conces­
sion at Tien Tsin and Hankow. The 
Dutch have taken over the German 
consulates.

HOME RULE FOR FINLAND.
LONDON, March 19.

Home Rule for Finland is the pol­
icy of the new Russian Government, 
according to Reuter’s correspondent, 
writing from Tammerfurs, Finland's 
greatest manufacturing city.

RAMSGATE SHELLED.
LONDON, March 19. 

j Enemy destroyers shelled the un-

them. At almost the same time ene­
my destroyers engaged one of our de­
stroyers on patrol to the eastward of 
the Straits of Dover, sinking her with 
a torpedo.

A second British destroyer 
was torpedoed, but not seriously 
damaged while picking up survivors 
from a British merchant ship on the 
northern part of the Downs, which 
was sunk by a torpedo Saturday 
night. The official announcement 
made in London last night said early 
on Sunday morning German torpedoi 
boat destroyers approached the Kent­
ish coast on which Ramsgate is sit­
uated, and fired a number of shells at 
certain of the coast towns. It is 
said there were no casualties and 
only slight damage done.

AUTHORIZED TO SPEND $115,000,000
WASHINGTON, March 19.

President Wilson late to-day au­
thorized the Navy Department to 
spend $115,000,000 to speed up the 
construction of small auxiliary craft. 
Congress in its last session authorized 
the President to sanction the expend­
iture and authorized the issue of 
bonds to raise the money. The Pre­
sident’s decision is' one of the steps 
considered necessary to meet the sub­
marine menace. His act was the first 
official recognition of the national 
emergency. He also will authorize 
the suspension of the eifeht-hour laws 
in naval construction antTwill author­
ize the payment of time and a half 
for overtime as provided for by act of 
Congress.

Physician Charged

As 
the Scientific American says, “Once 
any of the main lines running north 
and south in rear of the present Ger­
man positions are reached, a retire­
ment of the troops in such a sector 
supplied from these lines becomes ab­
solutely necessary.” This is precise­
ly what has happened. The Germans 
held on until the British took Ba­
paume and the supply lines radiating 
from it; then they retired without a 
moment’s ' delay. tVe are told the 
famous Arras salient is practically 
no more. The same thing has fol­
lowed south of Bapaume. The French 
have made amazingly rapid progress 
and got as far as Ham and Chauny, 
important railway connections be­
longing to the St. Quentin-Laon sys­
tem.

But, assuming that this line is 
eventually reached and held, what 
will happen then? It will be time 
enough to consider that when this 
occurs, but the map may , help us 
again. The new line will still run 
generally north and south, so that the 
pressure of the Allies will be towards 
the east. From Rlielms the front 
runs eget, with the pressure to the 
north. Midway between Rheims and 
Verdun, at Maison de Champagne, 
there has lately been severe fighting. 
It may mean nothing or it may mean 
a great deal. Nothing would then be 
more likely than a big offensive by 
the French in this region, driving 
north while General Haig drove east. 
If successful, such a move would have 
tremendous results, but it is early to 
speak of it yet. Finally, in this map 
survey, the possibility should be noted 
of the French penetrating too far be­
tween St. Quentin and Laon to per­
mit the establishment of the German 
line between them; it is ah ambitious 
project, but they are evidently aiming 
at it. v

RUSSIA STILL DISTURBED.

LONDON, To-day.
Grand Duke Nicholas will not after 

all be commander-in-chief of the Rus­
sian army, according to the Petro- 
grad correspondent of the Times, the 
new government haying found it, 
necessary, in order to checkmate mis­
chievous propaganda, to appoint a 
generalissimo not connected with the 
Romanoff family. The correspondent 
does not state who the new appointee 
will be, nor does he indicate whether 
the Grand Duke Nicholas is likely to 
continue to hold any subordinate com 
mand. In a long despatch to the 
Times, dwelling on the difficulties the 
Government is meeting because of the 
aims of extremists, he says that ru­
mors have been circulated designed to 
discourage enthusiasm on the part of 
the soldiers and munition workers: by 
alleging that Germany has ceased to 
fight, and that they have failed to 
create any impression.

RAPID ADVANCE.
ful view in the belief that prudence 

PARIS, To-day.
A military eye witness writing from 

tlie front, says: "The forward march 
of our troops is so rapid and the vill­
ages are so promptly freed, that one 
is unable to stop In any of them to 
give a description. Furthermore, all 
are similarly pillaged, devastated to 
the foundations. At Nesle, a village of 
2500, the French cavalry entered at 
ten o’clock in the morning. The en­
tire population was in the streets cry­
ing for joy and waving all the tri­
coloured cloth that was to be found. 
A French airplane had the first honor 
of alighting at Nesle. The aviator, 
flying over'the city, saw on the roof of 
a house a man waving the French flag 
He landed immediately. The last of 
the Germans had just left. At Roye 
entry to the village was difficult. 
Streets no longer exist. Gaping holes 
caused by the explosion of mines sep­
arate the quarters, which are in 
groups. The Avre River penetrated 
some of the excavations, which were 
transformed into little lakes. Here 
again pillage was savagely and 
methodically organized. The entire 
village, looming up like an amphi­
theatre, offers to view only houses 
with bare walls and floors broken in. 
Tapestries, dishes, linen, pictures, and 
the smallest objects were carried off 
and sent toward Germany. Furniture 
was burned or transported to the 
trenches, where it was afterwards 
bioken up. Each inhabitant was left a 
mattress and a chair, but ohly what 
was necessary. Roye retains a spirit 
of a village, for the church is there, 
ard the organ resounds. To describe 
the joy of the inhabitants is impossi­
ble. They grasped our hands in pass­
ing. The day for which they have 
waited so long has arrived. We ques- 

oned them unceasingly. Many àt 
them did not hope to see the return of 
our troops. The Germans had spoken 
of evacuating all the civilians on Feb­
furary 17th. One hundred and ninety 
rf them had received at 5 o’clock in 
the morning an order to leave toward 
evening. They left crying. Since then 

o more have been taken away. “The 
Germans did not expect you so soon,” 
was the unanimous cry. We were told 
by the inhabitants who remain that 
the Germans grouped in certain vil­
lages the populations of a number of 
hamlets.

The latest news from the front ac­
centuates the feeling of optimism in 
military circles here, and convinces 
the critics that the Germans are now 
engaged in a most difficult and dan­
gerous operation, in view of the large 
front involved. According to the hith­
erto accepted theory, to effect such a 
movement with any safety, it was ne­
cessary that a distance equal to two 
days march should be maintained be­
tween the pursuing and retreating 
forces. Under present circumstances 
both armies are in close contact. The 
Germans are carrying out their retire­
ment under cover of small but picked 
rear guards, sometimes entirely com­
posed of officers and non-commis­
sioned officers, which make # counter 
attacks when the pursuers persist too 
closely on their heels. The weather, 
which continues to be extremely clear, 
fs in favor of the advancing Allies. 
French military critics maintain that 
it is most unlikely that the Germans 
can reach the Lille-la Fere line with­
out mishap. It is assumed that they 
propose to convert this line, which 
was their former base, into their prin­
cipal position and remain* with their 
base seventeen miles to the rear on a 
line running from Valenciannes to 
Laon. It is asserted that from any 
point of view the Germans are facing 
an aggravation of an already difficult 
position and confront even less fav­
ourable fighting conditions in the im­
mediate future.

The beautiful gardens of the outlying 
houses were also wrecked and every 
fruit tree within several miles of the 
town was sawed two-thirds of the way 
through, and income of the fine resi­
dences the libraries have been wreck­
ed and books torn in pieces and scat­
tered in streets. The Germans had 
left several foot bridges across the 
Somme which were apparently intact, 
but on close examination showed that 
false sections had been inserted which 
gave way at the first foot pressure.

Lieuts. W. V. Warren and C. C. Duley. 
These assembled at the Headquarters 
of the Regiment in London, at 58 Vic­
toria Street, and proceeded shortly 
before 3 o’clock to the Palace. The 
guests were conducted direct to the 
State Ballroom, which in peace time 
is the scene of great Court functions. 
The Throne end of the magnificent 
apartment had been transformed into 
a cinema stage for the occasion. At 
3.30 the King and Queen, Princess 
Mary and the Duke of Connaught en­
tered. Captain Besley’s film "The ] 
Amazon River and Unexplored South 
America, with the Besley Expedition" 
was shown by the explorer himself. 
With the guests sat the King and 
Queen, Princess Mary, the ladies and 
gentlemen of the Household, and a 
few others, including the Countess 
of Airlie, Lady Stamfordham, Lady 
'arquhar, Lady Ponsonby, the Mar­

chioness of Lansdowne, the Countess 
of Crewe, and the Marchioness of 
alisbury. After the entertainment 

in the State Ball Room, the King and 
Queen, with the other members of the 
Royal Family present, mixed freely 
with the guests, greeted all in turn, 
and chatted with them in most cordial 
and friendly fashion. There was the 
smallest possible formality, though 
every officer was formally presented 
to the King. At tea about a score of 
-ladies, including those already nam 
ed, waited on the solhier gupsts. His 
Majesty greeted our officers and en­
quired how their wounds were pro­
gressing. The Duke c! Connaught 
took special interest in „ the New­
foundland officers and chatted with 
them for some time. He evidently 
did not forget his much-enjoyed visit 
to the Ancient Colony. A thoroughly 
enjoyable afternoon was spent by our 
officers, wiio will long remember 
Their Majesties’ gracious hospitality.

GREEK BLOCKADE LIFTED.
LONDON, To-Day.

The Ministers to Greece of the En­
tente Nations have taken up their 
residence in Athens, Reuter’s cor­
respondent there has reported. The 
discharge of a cargo of wheat des­
tined for Piraeus begins to-day. The 
admission of wheat to Greece indi­
cates the lifting of the blockade which 
had been in effect for several weeks. 
The Greek Government have made re­
peated representations that wide­
spread suffering had been caused by 
the shutting off of the food supply, 
to wjiich the Entente replied that the 
blockade -would be lifted when Greece 
complied with its demands.

Parliament.

AVIATORS RETURN FROM BALK­
ANS.

A Newfoundlauder’s Record.
One of the most interesting men in 

(he party was Flight Lieutenant Reid 
of the Royal Naval Aair Service, son 
of Sir William D. Reid, of Newfound­
land—a young man of about 22 years 
of Lge, dressed in his natty naval uni­
form and wearing the black necktie, 
his brother having been, killed in the 
Somme fight last year. When war 
broke out he was attending Harrow 
in England. As soon as the New­
foundland Contingent arrived in Eng­
land, he joined as a private and went 
to Gallipoli with that gallant band 
of heroes. There through ail the 
bloodiest campaign of the war he 
fought. Finally he joined the Naval 
Air Service anil was given the rank 
of lieutenant. He has (he honour of 
having flown from Salonikl over the 
Bulgarian lines to the Roumanian 
front. He is known as one of the 
most intrepid aviators in the service, 
and was one of the men who partici­
pated in the bombardment of Smyrna. 
When the" Roumanians were defeated 
by the Bulgars, volunteers were call­
ed for to bombard the Dobrudja 
bridge, the main artery over the Dan­
ube river. Young Reid was one of 
the first to volunteer for this most 
hazardous task. With a number of 
others he flew over the position at 
the rate of about 100 knots an hour. 
Back and forth they went,’ letting 
loose a fusilade of bombs on the 
bridge below. Lieut. Reid is on a 
brief leave of absence and will re­
turn to his flying corps after visiting 
bis home in the Ancient Colony.

ADVANCE RETARDED.
PARIS, To-Day.

The War Office announces that the 
French are still maintaining contact 
with the Germans along the section 
of the front over which the retire­
ment is taking place, but that the ad­
vance has become more difficult by 
reason of the destruction-of all means 
of communication and on account of 
bad weather. Attacks at Avocourt 
Woods and Hill 304 on the Verdun 
front were repulsed and serious loss 
was inflicted on the 'Germans.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Kindly allow me space 

in your columns for these few, re­
marks.

Some time ago there appeared In 
the Daily News an article written by 
one who signs himself by the comic 
name “Billy”. In it he said that a 
teacher had volunteered and it would 
be well for other teachers to follow 
his example. I think it unfair to tUe 
teaching profession that this should 
pass by unnoticed.

As everyone knows, teachers were 
among the first to volunteer, and as 
a result a number of schools suffer­
ed. Some df them were without 
teachers and others were taken in 
charge by teachers of a lower grade 
than was there before the outbreak 
of this war. »

One in seven of the male teachers 
of this country have enlisted besides 
those who were “turned down” as 
physically unfit. This has been con­
sidered by one of our eminent men 
as a creditable showing.

Can this person be wise in singling 
out the teachers when the members 
of the profession have done so well?

Besides all this, others intended to 
volunteer, but on being asked by the 
Superintendent to remain at their 
posts a bit longer, have remained do­
ing their duty in the humbler post.

I may enlighten and possibly edu­
cate this person if I would give what 
the late Lord Kitchener said on the 
matter. When asked by a corre­
spondent what a teacher should do in 
the diflflcult choice, he replied: “Those 
teachers and those only who can be 
spared without impairing the work in 
our schools and the training of O. T. 
C. contingents should join the mili­
tary forces of the Crown.” Surely, 
if all the male teachers of military 
age should join the forces the work 
of our schools would be impaired. 
Therefore this person’s idea is dif­
ferent from the late Lord Kitchener’s, 
and whose is right?

I hope it will be seen that teachers 
on the whole have done their duty 
at home and abroad.

TEACHER.

The services at Cochrane St. Cen­
tennial Church on Sunday were well 
attended.

The Rev. Dr. Bond was the preach­
er at the morning service, basing his 
remarks on Exodus, 32 chap, and 26

This text of mine, said 
the preacher, is the test question of 
human life and is most important and 
simply means, personal safety, fight­
ing for God and doing the right at all 
times under all circumstances.

The evening worship was in the na­
ture of a memorial service, the Rev. 
Dr. Bond again being the preacher, 
who delivered another of his well, 
thought out, practical and every day 
sermons from the text: “He was a 

/ good man.” This text referred to 
Barnabas, a companion of St. Paul, 
who accompanied Paul in the 
triumphs and work of his ministry. 
Our Lord declared a good man out of 
the good treasure or his heart bring- 
etli forth that which is good. Good­
ness is a heart matter essentially. A 
good tree always brings forth good 
fruit. A good man obtaineth favour 
of the Lord. Love is the great funda­
mental and brings with it joy, satis­
faction and other beautiful charac­
teristics.

At the close of the sermon touching 
reference was made to the sudden 
death of Mr. Henry Maunder who for 
over a period of twenty years was a 
member of the Quarterly Boards of 
the Church. The pulpit was neatly 
draped in black. The choir rendered 
“Vital Spark of Heavenly Flame,” and 
the choir joined heartily in the sing­
ing of several well known hymns. Or­
ganist Mews at the close of the ser­
vice played the Dead March in Saul 
as the congregation with reverently 
bowed heads remained standing.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—As a steady patron of the 

majority of concerts and amusements 
in St. John’s, I feel entitled to discuss 
with some freedom some of their dis­
advantages which appear to be due to 
lack of system.

If St. John’s would adopt the system 
nl other countries for non-ticket hold­
ers, namely that of lining up, or form­
ing a queue at the ticket-box, thus 
eliminating undue confusion, pushing, 
shoving and often minor accidents, it 
would add to rather than detract from 
the pleasure of attending. This not 
only applies to concerts but hockey 
matches, picture shows, etc.

In speaking of concerts I would like 
to bring to notice one or two regret­
table incidents of “Irish Night” in the 
College Hall. Quite a few ticket-hold­
ers discovered on being seated that 
their reserved seats were a disadvant­
age rather than an advantage owing 
to the poor arrangement of the stage 
which was entirely lost to view and, 
needless to say, those on it. This in 
itself was not only a great inconveni­
ence but somewhat of an imposition 
that might have been avoided by a lit­
tle foresight on the part of the man­
agement.

Then, too, it would not be a bad sug­
gestion if organizers of concerts 
would advertize, when possible, the 
various changes that so often happen 
in the program due- to the indisposi­
tion or some other cause of the per­
formers, and instead of depriving the 
eager audience of some favorite per­
former or promised “Playlette,” ar­
range to have a substitute, understudy 
or another full caste “Playlette” for 
emergency. This may seem a lot to 
expect from amateurs but as they, as 
a rule, have ample time to prepare, it 
is not only to their benefit to do so but 
to the benefit of the cause for which 
they are working.

Thanking you in advance for your 
time and trusting that these sugges­
tions will meet with the desired ef­
fect.

A. WALKER BRILLIANT FRENCH ADYANCE.

From a Staff Correspondent of the 
Associated Press on the French Front 
in France, Sunday.—The French 
troops made one of the most signifi1- 
caht àdvances sinete the war began 
yesterday and to-dây along a 60 kilo­
metre front some hundred square 
kilometres fell into the hands of the 
French, while the German retreat 
movement gave no evidence of coming 
to a halt. An immense tract of re­
conquered grounds was traversed to­
day by the correspondent for the As­
sociated Press,' who found the inhab­
itants in many places where they 
were allowed to remain by the Ger­
mans, tearfully joyous of the re­
appearance of their fellow country­
men coming in as victors. Signs of 
hasty German departure were evident 
everywhere, especially in the villa­
ges and towns where shops and hous­
es were blown to fragments by the 
explosion of incendiary bombs. In 
the distance burning villages showed 
the retreat still progressing. Here' 
and there were a few corpses of the 
German soldiers who evidently had 
been killed while acting as rear 
guards. The former German positions 
are Just heaps of scattered wire en­
tanglements and trenches half filled 
with water. Supply columns are pro­
ceeding in every direction following 
the French pursuing troops who keep 
close on the heels of the retreating 
Germans, not allowing them a mo­
ment’s respite. The Associated Press 
correspondent entered the area re­
conquered at Lassigny, which suffer­
ed badly, not a house escaping danr- 
age, and none of the contents being 
left behind. Passing through various 
succeeding lines of former German 
entrenchments, there were many still 
bearing directions of officials written 
in German. The joy of the inhabit­
ants was almost incredible at the 
sight of the French soldiers in the 
town within an hour following the 
Germans’ departure. The correspond­
ent spoke with many.tvomen who de­
clared they owed their own lives as 
well as those of their children to 
American relief in occupied territory. 
At Malmaison Farm the Germans 
evidently opposed with some consider­
able resistance the French advance, 
the ground about being pierced with 
shell holes like a sieve. Further 
along in the villages of Candor add 
Laney many women and children re­
mained, their rapid retirement not 
permitting the Germans to carry 
them off with the Mayor,- Assistant 
Mayor and other officials. They as­
serted that everything they grew in 
their gardens was requisitioned by 
the Germans, their sole means of 
sustaining life was food distributed 
by Americans every month. At Can­
dor nearly two hundred womeji and 
children were left in German hands. 
At the beginning of the war young 
men and girls were all carried off to 
Germany, their parents even now be­
ing ignorant of their whereabouts. 
Those remaining were compelled to 
do all sorts of work without payment. 
When for religious reasons they re­
fused to work on Sunday they were 
fined. Even boys over. 13 years old 
assert they were driven often under 
fire to dig ditches or small trenches 
for military telephone wires. All 
schools have been closed since the 
German occupation. The inhabitants 
assert that the German soldiers 'told 
them a week ago they were about to 
retreat as they were not able to with­
stand the constant attacks from the 
Allies on all parts of the line. Fur­
ther they were suffering from a short­
age of food supplies. Their statements 
confirm the information that new 
military works have been .under con­
struction for some time .past far in 
the rear of the German front line. 
There appears to be no doubt in mili­
tary circles that the pressure brought 
to bear during the Somme battles 
hastened the Germans’ decisions to re­
treat The French now ,are every­
where close upon their heels. To-day 
the advance guard of the French army 
kept in constant touch with the Ger­
man rear guard. French aviators 
watched, and reported progress of the 
retreat while .the German airmen

Newfoundlanders 
Sinking Submarines,

Ikseigfc. In conversation with
some of the eight Naval 

Itelwl Reserve Men who return­
in'^ ed by the S. S. Kyle’s
train on Saturday we came on the fol­
lowing interesting .facts from two 
Trinity Lads that should certainly be 
recorded in our Authentic History of 
the War.

Mark Clarke and Charles Earle, of 
Trinity, were among those who joined 
the Royal Naval Reserve of the S. S. 
“Calypso” and when the War broke 
out they at once came toward for 
active service. After leaving here 
they were drafted with about fifty 
other Newfoundlanders to the gun­
nery school at Chatham where for 
three months they went through a 
course of gunnery instruction.

Clarke and Earle were then given 
charge of a defence gun on the 
transport S. S. “Orantes,” a seven 
thousand ton cargo ship plying be­
tween Marseilles and Port Said on the 
Suez- Canal. This gun was a 9.7 train­
ing over the stern of the S. S. Crantes 
and would carry 9,000 yards.

For three months these two njen 
were on the lookout for the chance 
for work but the opportunity only 
came once.

One evening between sunset and 
dark when off the Coast of Greece 
they saw a submarine disguised as a 
sailing vessel.

When they first noticed her she was 
about eight thousand yards off with 
all sails sets. While they were watch­
ing her she suddenly disappeared 
and they at once knew that there was 
something doing and got ready for ac­
tion. In a short time a periscope ap­
peared off the bow of the Crantes, and 
whether the submarine fired a tor­
pedo and missed or whether she was 
ia a poor position to attack them they 
do not know. (

The Captain of. the S. S. Crantes at 
once changed his course. Shortly 
after the submarine was seen 
but this time she was about 
eight thousand yards off the stern of 
the S. 6. Crantes. Clarke and Earle 
now had their chance and took a care­
ful aim, with the grand success that 
during the next minute they saw the 
submarine blow up and their Captain 
at once gave them orders to cease ftr-

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LONDON, March 19.
According to Reuter’s correspond­

ent at British headquarters in France, 
the British advance reached a line 
east of Bapaume, extending ' from 
Vaulx-Valcourt four miles northeast 
of Bapaume to Ytrès six miles east- 
southeast of Bapaume. Between Beu- 
gny and Ytrès on a seven mile line, 
running almost parallel with the 
Arras-Peronne road, but about seven 
miles east, is reported held by our 
infantry. The village of Vaulx-Court 
is in British possession. Af Arras is 
approached, the advance slows in 
pace. The Germans have fallen back 
behind Hendecourte, neàrly 10 miles , 
south east of Arras, and only two j 
miles from the main roadway to Cam- * 
brai. Describing the vagaries of the 
German retirement, the correspondent 
says: “Sometimes the British find 
villages held by rearguard forces, 
sometimes the enemy has completely 
disappeared. For instaneb after the 
occupation of Perronne a patrol pass­
ed fqrward two miles to the northeast 
without 'getting into touch with the 
enemy. In another case the patrol 
crossed the Somme by a partly dam­
aged bridge, hurried -into a village a 
mile away, only to discover it empty. 
Perhaps the most striking feature of 
the situation is the fact that our 
patrols got» astride the" railway be­
tween Arras and Bapaume -in various 
places between the two towns without 
encountering any resistance. While 
this does not prove we possess the 
undispikted use of these routes, it 
proves that the Germans are behind 
them.

It rests with civilians to make this 
the last phase of the wan, as it is sure 
to be the bitterest. That was the 
message which the Government, 
through Lord Cuflzon and Lord Lyt- 
ton, gave the count-y on the after­
noon of February 13 from the House 
of Lords. We are making great ef­
forts against the undersea pirates. Of 
the four million tons of shipping they 
have destroyed, three million is al­
ready replaced. Our shipyards and 
those of neutrals are turning out 
vessels quicker now, our methods of 
outing the submarines are rapidly 
improving and increasing. Lord Cur- 
zon and his colleague are able to give 
the country news as cheering as it 
had for many a day—the news 
the Admiralty is well satisfied with 
the victories scored against submar­
ines in the past fortnight. Lord 
Beresford predicts that in six weeks 
or two months we shall have got the j 
upper hand of the pirates. We never 
got it before. Yet this does not di­
minish the gravity of the call on civ­
ilians. If every submarine were sunk 
the Government would still have to 
enforce the proposals now being pre­
pared for prohibiting the import of 
luxuries. The country can choose. 
On the one hand it can have foreign 
tinned foods, costly fill's, and d^ess-

thorltlvH that, owing to thesshortago 
of tonnage no civilians are to be 
allowed to travel to France unless 
they are actually engaged on war 
work. I hear of a buyer who has on 
three occasions dressed for the Jour­
ney with passport vised by the For­
eign Office, but permission to cross 
was finally refused.- Although arti­
cles çan still be ordered by post with­
out g personal inspection, the delay 
in carriage from Paris to London for 
all but war materials is so great that 
the West End establishments will 
have to go short of their French at­
tractions.

In the heart of 
London, in Trafalgar Square, there 
was a tretnendous demonstration, 
where gathered the biggest crow'd 
ever seen at any of the great popular 
meetings in that popular meeting cen­
tre. It was givep a distinctly relig­
ious touch, a surpliced choir singing 
the hymn “Oh, God, our Help in Ages 
Past” during an interval of remark­
able devotional silence. After this 
the vast audience repeated the Lord’s 
Prayer in unison. Speeches were 
also made extolling the War Loan. 
During the last week or two in thea­
tres and music halls and other places 
of popular gatherings War Loan 
speeches have been mixed with the 
ordinary turns that have appeared 
and in every way the, flow of sub­
scriptions has been stimulated. In­
surance companies in this country 
have invested a hundred and twenty 
million pounds, the City of Glasgow 
has subscribed a hundred millions 
and so up and down the country, whe­
ther with regard to towns, companies, 
societies or individuals a gigantic ef­
fort has been made. The total when 
published should be startling.

NO CIVILIANS TO CROSS THE 
CHANNEL.

There is a possibility that 
America may send a warship to Bar­
celona to take back Mr. Gerard and 
the other distinguished Americans. 
The only available boat sailing from 
Barcelona for New York is a 2,700- 
ton fruit steamer—not the most plea­
sant passenger liner for winter sail­
ing in the Atlantic. And one can see 
possibly other reasons. The total 
number of Amèrlcans who came out 
of Germany is given as about 160, but 
it Is not likely that much more than a 
third of these will leave Europe at 
present.

A NOVEL ANTI-SUBMARINE PLAN.
Many are the plans that have been 

put forward for dealing with the sub­
marine menace, but 1 think the odd­
est suggestion I have heard of reach­
ed a member of Parliament from a 
far-distant part of the country. The 
“inventor" — though he disclaimed 
the distinction—proposed that the 
hulls of all ships should be bored 
with holes sufficiently large to admit 
of the ingress and egress of tor­
pedoes, the apertures to be lined with 
a “substance" which would attract 
the torpedoes. In this way the ene­
my's marine weapons would, he said, 
pass through the ship and expend 
their energy in the "blue sea.” “I 
may say," he added, naively, “that I 
know nothing about shipbuilding.”

NEW COLOR CRAZE.
