WAR SUMMARY.

Hurling themselves at the tip of 
toe salient driven into the Allied 
lines by tte Germans late In May, the 
Americans and French have won im­
portant ground near Chateau Thlery.
The attack was local in character hut 
its success may prove important in 
the future operations,- In that part bt 
the battlefront nearest Paris. The 
assault was aimed at the hamlet of 
Vaux which Is situated on the south 
side of the Chateau Thiery-Parie 
road and on the north slopes of Hill 
204. Vaux is about two miles from 
Chateau Thlery. This was carried by 
the rush of tte French and Americans 
who also occupied two small patches 
of wood in the near vicinity.’ The 
Germans almost at once began coun­
ter attacks in attempts to regain the 
lost positions, but their efforts failed.
In tte Initial attack and In their re­
peated assaults against the new lines 
held by the Allies the enemy has suf­
fered very heavy losses, at least 600 
prisoners being taken by the French 
and Americans. One entire German 
regiment is officially reported to have 
been virtually annihilated In the bat­
tle. Thrilling air battles between 
nine American planes and an equal 
number of Germans is reported in the 
Chateau Thierry sector. At least 
three enemy planes were destroyed, 
while two American machines tailed 
to return from tte encounter. On 
June 27th the French reported they 
had taken Hill 204, a height domina­
ting the City of Chateau Thlery. It 
appears, however, that the Germans 
have been bolding at least part of the 
height or that they have by an attack 
which hasn't been reported, succeed­
ed in occupying the Hill once more.
The Allied attack on the north side 
will tend to render tte enemy’s posi­
tion on the Hill less secure and may 
force the Germans to re-locate their 
line from the Marne northeast to 
Troy, where the Americans have been 
successful in several fights and have 
won Important ground. British forces 
northwest of Albert have been forced 
to fight hard to hold the positions 
they took from the Germans on Sun­
day night. A determined attack by 
the enemy at that point threatened to 
wrest the captured ground from the 
British, but heavy counter attacks 
flung the foe out of all but one of the 
trenches be had occupied. The French 
front west of the Oise and east of 
Rheims has been the scene of consid­
erable local fighting, in which prison­
ers were taken by the Allied forces.
The French have occupied the village 
of St Pierre Aigle, southwest of Sols- (
Sons, which they lost three weeks 
ago. The German official report of 
operations on the French front says 
the Allied attacks on various points 
were repulsed. It specially mentioned 
the attack west of Chateau Thiery as 
being unsuccessful.

W. P. A. Notes.
The W. P. A. workrooms have been 

as busy as ever during the last few 
weeks and the reports hanled in at 
the last Convenors’ meeting show the 
Indefatigable industry of the various 
committees and workers. At head­
quarters, the Central Workroom re­
ported an attendance of 263 worker*, 
and “comforts” to the number of 1448 
prs. socks, and 300 shirts. The Cut­
ting Committee had cut cut 1400 
shirts,—representing many a hard 
day’s work—while the Examining and 
Alteration Committees had attended 
to 1100 prs. socka, and 450 shirts. 
The Central Red Cross, at headquart­
ers, had turned out 14,860 dressings 
and nearly a thousand bandages of 
different kinds. From the Methodist 
Red Cross Branch were received 8000 
dressings, about 700 pkts. swabs, and 
nearly 200 bandages. “Vigo-nia” re­
ported 2,890 dressings, 216 bandages, 
and other articles for hospital use. Rt. 
Andrew's Branch sent tn "Comforts" 
to the number of 90 prs. seeks, 40 
shirts, 10 pyjamas, 3 cases of hospital 
dressings, and 600 surgical and shell 
swabs. Every Saturday the Children’s 
Red Cross Class' has met at head­
quarters with an Increasingly enthu­
siastic attendance of Juvenile work­
ers. There are now 96 names on the 
roll, many of whom have qualified tor 
the Q. M. N. G. Worker's Badge,— « 
pretty little pin, signifying 25 days 
work on the part of its possessor.

(Via Reuter’s 
Agency.)—Interesting narratives from 
reliable sources completely refute the 
German assertion regarding the alleg­
ed ineffectiveness of depth charges 
and other British methods of destroy­
ing machines.

One bright moonlight night a Brit­
ish patrol boat noticed a submarine 
half a mile distant, apparently re­
charging. The captain immediately 
ordered fall speed in the direction of 
the U-boat, with the object of ram­
ming her before she was able to sub­
merge. The U-boat succeeded In sub­
merging, but the patrol boat came np 
and dropped six depth charges and 
then fired a shell at the centre of the 
visible disturbance. Large quantities 
of oil came to the surface and cries I 
for help were heard. Only one sur- ! 
vivor was found.

Besides the case of the German sub­
marine cruiser torpedoed by a British 
submarine near Cape St Vincent on 
May 11, other instances have occurred.

A British submarine espied and 
charged anl successfully rammed an 
enemy submarine. The British boat 
cut through the enemy’s plates and 
remained embedded. Both craft en­
deavored to extricate themselves. The 
enemy, through using has ballast tanks 
almost camé to the surface, bringing 
the British submarine along. Then 
the TJ-hoat drew away in great diffi­
culty, apparently frantically endeav­
oring to keep afloat, but it subsequent­
ly sank.

Two cases of successful torpedoing 
of German submarines are mentioned, 
one in which the opposing craft were 
engaged in i leadly attempts for half an 
hour to obafn a favorable position.
