that they can ever be induced to
speak of their experiences.

This modesty and total lack of al-
lusion to hardship and danger were
very prominent in the story of a four
days’ fight for life against wind and
waves aboard a two-masted sailing
vessel. A brief and simple account
of what must have been a very strenu-
ous and dangerous period was told to
an “Express” representative in Liver-
pool by the master of the vessel, Mr.
Fred Courage of Newfoundland.

“On Dec. 8th,” said Mr. Courage,
“our vessel, the Elsie L. Corkum, left
Newfoundland for Alicante, Spain,
with a crew of four men, a mate and
myself. On the 22nd we experienced
a heavy gale and hove the ship to.
The wind increased to a hurricane
which lasted till the following day,
with the ship laboring heavily. She
filled herself with water and the heavy
seas which came aboard split our
boats in pieces, while the strain on
the ship’s stern caused the vessel to
rock heavily. On the night of the 24th
(Xmas Eve) we had thunder and
lightning, and though we caught sight
of a ship we were unable to attract
her attention. We had the pumps
going all the time, and the heavy seas
which crashed over us threatemed to
wash us overboard. . The steersman
was lashed to the wheel. . Christmas
Day was spent at the pumps, as the
vessel was full of water, and we could
see the cement dropping out of the
seams. The tollovginx day we sighted
the British steamer Heronpool, and
she responded to our signal of dis-
tress, sending a lifeboat with eight
men, but-it was only with the greatest
difficulty they could approach us, as
the heavy seas might have stove them
against our side. We were all taken
aboard safely and landed at Watex-
ford last Friday.”

DISTINGUISHED PRELATE DEAD.
LONDON, Jan. 28.
Dr. Thomas Whiteside, Archbishop
of Liverpool, ie dead. All Roman
Catholic sees in Great Britain with
the exception of Westminister and
Edinburgh are now vacant.

AGREEMENT REACHED.

PARIS, Jan. 28.

The session of the Committee of
Experts of the Allied Supreme Coun-
cil ended at 12.30 o’clock this morn-
ing, after having reached a complete
agreement on the system of annual
payments of reparations by Germany,
and annuities on Germany’s foreign
trade. It now remains only for a
plenary sitting of the Supreme Coun-
cil to-day (Saturday) to endorse the
agreement, draw up instructions for
Brussels experts, and fix penalties
for defaults by Germany. Premier
Briand declared, as he came out from
the meeting early this morning, that
the conference of the Supreme Coun-
cil would not break :1p without hav-
ing reached a definite decision.

FINANCIAL EXPERT DISA!’PROVES.
LONDON, Jan. 28.

Reginald McKenna, .former Finan-
cial Secretary of the Treasury, presid-
ing at a general meeting of the Lon-
don Joimt City amd Midland Bank,
of which he is director and chairman,
said the government’s proposed de-
flation policy, involving dear money
and rigid restriction of credit, was
impracticable.

Charles 1. Beheaded
But Honored.

On January 30, 1649, at ten o'c]ock‘

in the morning, Charles the First
walked across from St. James’s Pal-
ace to Whitehall, in London, calling
on his guard “in a pleasant manner”
to walk apace, and at two o’clock he
stepped through a window of the
Banqueting House on to the scaffold,
and spoke to William Juxon, Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, and the others
attending his Majesty, declaring that
he had desired the liberty and free-
dom of the people as much as any-
one, “but their liberty consists in
having from Government those laws
by which their life and their goods
may be most their own, not in havfng
a share in the government. A sub-
ject and soverign are clean,” (or en-
tirely) “different things.” This re-
calls the Bible words, “I will walk at
liberty, for I seek thy precepts”
(Psalm cxix. 45), which means “1
will live independently of people’s
opinions, because I seek to follow thy
precepts.”” The king then declared
that he died a member of the Church
of England, and lastly he spoke to
Juxon this mysterious word “Remem-
ber,” and then laid his head upon the
block, and it was smitten off. Thus
was the old catch rhyme true that

“Charles the First walked and talk- §&

ed: half an hour after his head was
cut off.” Omitting the semi-colon
gives it quite a different though jm-
possible meaning. But though be-
headed Charles I. has been honored by
Samuel Rawson Gardiner, a - most
trustworthy and complete author of
English history in the seventeenth
century, who, while treating fairly'
his own anceator, Oliver Cromwell,
wrote of Charles the First, that he
was “honestly anxious to take the
right path, and would never for ex-

pediency’s sake pursue that which he

believed to be a wrong one.”

Sugar Control.

The Food Control Board, Sugar
Importers, and Prime Minister held a
meeting on Wednesday evening to.
discuss the sugar situation, as a re-
sult of which the control of this com-
modity will be continued indefinitely
to make up the losses incurred by an
“error of judgment” of the officials of
that Board. This means that the
Board will continue to disburse their
sugar at the price of 23% cents per 1b.

With the injustice this is on the
public at a time when the cost of
living is a serious problem, we do not
intend at present to make any com-
ment, as it is up to the public them-
selves to enter any protest on this
head, but there is one serious result
from this decision which we would
like to point out to those in authority.

For some time past the Trade Re-
iviow has been advocating the desir-
i ability of buying home-made products,
| supporting local industries, and there-
'by increasing the earning powers of
our citizens and insuring steady em-
ployment to the wage earners during
these troublesome times.

We have been ably supported
by the local press, and the Board of
Trade in its annual report takes cog;
nizance of our efforts, and goes on
record a3 being in complete accord
with this movement, and states that
they cannot “too strongly express
theéir feelings that the wholesale and
retail trades should leave no stone
unturned toward influencing the pub-
lic to use local made goods more free-
ly than has been the custom hitherto.”

The price of sugar in New York to-
day is 63 cents per pound. From
this sugar, manufacturers of cai*es,
candies, Aerated- "Waters, ete., are
making up their stocks to _compete
with local manufacturing concerns.
It can thus be seen that our local fac-
tories are faced with very unfair com-
petition, and it ‘will be impossible for
them to compete with the imported
article when they are in the first in-
stance compelled to pay over three
times the price for.their raw materi-
al.

A National Loss.

A great national loss is sustained
by the suspension of twenty-five per
cent. of the newspapers of Canada.
The weekly papers in the towns of
the Dominions have rendered splen-
did service to the state in the past,
and were capable of continuing that!
service until the mounting cost of
production made it impossible for
them to go on. In the past they form-
ed public opinion free from the in-
fluence of big business, and in con-
formity with the convictions of the
editors. The country needs just that
kind of independent advocacy of poli-
tical principles. Where amalgama-
tions have taken place—and in scores'
of cases that has been the result—
the paper that remains becomes neu-
tral. The most successful publisher
under such circumstances is the one
who can folloy closely the example
of the Laodiceans, who were neither
hot nor cold. If the editor has strong
views. on any public question of a
controversial character he cannot ex-
press them without offending one
half of his subscribers. This, he fears,
means a loss of patronage that his
freasury cannot meet. Consequently
the virility of the provincial press is
seriously impaired, and the people
fotced back upon a few hig papers,
published in populous centres. :

It all tends to a semi-mornopoly of
the press, a loss of independent, and
practical impossibility to have public
-questiqnsldiscussod frem the local
standpoint. Nothing is more neces-
sary in a democracy like Canada than
a free, untrammelled press. But un-
fortunately as time passes the hobbies
on the press hecome more opv.ious and
restricting. A newspaper has come to
be regarded as a eommercial enter-
'prtse solely. A publisher must, of
fecirse make enough money to pay his
ccocts or go out of business.
editor who is compelled to keep one
eye on the till has only half his sight
to give for public servijvece. And unless
a mewspaper is giving such service it
merely cumbers the ground.

It seems too much to expect that
prices of paper, pt;st.age and wages
will ever fall to the point that will
enable suspended publications to re-
sume, In the general interest that
is unfortunate.—The Sentinel.

But who ran the war—which,
as she latterly discovered, was hers
as well as ours—till America saw fit to
come in? And what compensation has
she ever offered for all our sacrifices
and all we saved her in the interval?
No, no. If America really desired to
cancel the indebtedness of her late
Allies, she might have found lying on
her conscience a far better excuse

Bessarabia with the approval of the:
Supreme Council. as a Chauyinistic !
pretext for aggression. The award
having been made by the Supreme
Cotincil,' the latter cannot altogether

Take Jonescu’s appeal to the Powers
is but natuyral, and his distrust of the
simultaneous massing of Magyar
troops in Rumania’s rear equally
justified. One may expect Budapest,
to. levy blaekmalil if she can.

AIRSHIPS FOR COMMERCIAL SER-
VICES. |
The airships that are to be used by
the civil aviatien autherities for ex-
periments in commercial work are
R-36, R-87, L-71 and L-64. The two
latter dréy. of course, sursendered Zcp-
pelins. L-71 is the largest completed
airship in the world. R-36 is now ap-
proaching completion at Beardmore’s
works at Glasgow. She will be the.
first British airship to be equipped
with a passenger saloon and all the
accommeodation necessary for commer-
eial work. The passenger saloon will
hold fifty people, and there will be
' egoking. galleys, dining accommoda-
tion, and so on. R-37 is in a less ad-
vanced- state of construction. The
experiments are expected to begin
early in the present month. There is
very? mth knowledge of the wuse of
aj’rs'hxps gh long-distance commercial
fiights, except to some extent in Ger-
many. The first tests will probably
take place on the route to Egypt—ta
Malta and back, for instance. The
headquarters of this experimental
work will be Paulhan, in Norfolk. In
addition to the four airships which
are to be handed over to the depart-
ment by the Air Force, R-33 will be
lent for experiments in mooring air-
ships to magts, to ascertain exactly
how far sueh methods can take the
place of hangars. If the experiments
prove the practicability of using air-
ships for the carriage of goods and
| passengers the services may be start-
!ed fairly early this year, The airships
may be worked by syndicates, or they
may be run by the Government depart-
| plent—that is still a controverted
f question, The officers in charge of the
’ experiments will be Major E. W. Fuller
]and Major G. H, Scott,- who was the
captain of the R-34 on her flight to
] America and back.

TROPICAL DISEASE EXPEDITION.

f At the invitation of Lord Milner, as
Sacretary of State for the Colonies,
the London School of Tropieal Med-
| igine, which owes its origin to Joseph
Ghamberlain, is sending an expedition
:to British Guiana to investigate ele-
phantiasts and to snggest measures
for dealing with it, and it will prob-
ably he absent for .at least twelve
months. This terrible disease is caus-
ed by lymphatic obstruction, and -the
parasite is communicated to man by
2 epecies of mosquito.- Where these
are present in large numbers hideous
deformity, the result of abnormal
swelling of 1imbs, follows, and though’
patients may live-for many years, a
great number succumb to exhaustion
due to amputation of the infected
parts. Hitherto the treatment adopted
has been unsatisfactory and inade-
quate, and hence the despatch of the
gpecial mission to study the disease
on the spot. . |

might have the advantage of their ex-
perience for the early Christmas pres-
sure. I am told that but for the un-
doybted claims which ex-Service men
have upon the State many of the
higher officials have been reluctant to
rart with the women sorters. The bulk
of them had achieved a proficiency
and skill in the work which the au-
thorities reckon it will take the major-
ity of ex-Service men many months
to attain.

PROFITEERS IN BANKRUPTCY.

War profiteers and_speculators are
meeting retribution n%w that the fall
in prices has ceme, and they compose
a big proportion of the failures now
providing steady and inereasing work
at the Bankruptcy Court. The almost
stereotyped reason given by debtors
just now for their failure is the sign-
ing of the Armistice, and their sub-
sequently being caught on a falling
i market with large stocks, unsaleable
at anything approximating to cost. In
other words, those who. embarked in
trade on the top of the boom in’ the
hopes of making a speedy fortune are
now being squeezed into Court, whilst
firms of repute are still carrying on.
The trades from which most of the
cases come are the drapery, grocery,
engineering, and leather trades, the
last of which nas suffered heavily, and
will no doubt be still more heavily hit
by the recent failure of a great firm
of fur and skin brokers, whose liabili-
ties, I am informed, are in the neigh-
bourheod of $4,000,600. Failures of
limited companies are also on the in
crease, a8 is shown by the compulsery
winding-up oorders which are being
made. The majority of the campanies
affected seem to pe in the motor and
engineering trades..
