Reproductions 
of finger-prints and a cheque com­
plete with signature suggested ways 
in which this method of transmit­
ting photographs might make the 
way of the “crook” harder than ever. 
Another interesting exhiibt was a 
reproduction of a three-colour pho­
tograph.

While there is nothing new in the 
electrical transmission of pictures, 
the process has never been quite 
satisfactory before. Now, however, 
the difficulties previously encounter­
ed seem to have been overcome, and 
no loss of technique could be seen 
in the 'phone photos.

As the time occupied in transmis­
sion is only about seven minutes and 
a half, the possibilities of the meth­
od are limitless.

been tried out in the experimental pa­
per mills of the bureau of standards 
at Washington, tt was announced at 
the Department of Commerce Monday. 
The material Is partly pulped esparto 
—a wild grass Indigenous to Southern 
Spain and Northern Africa. Abroad 
it Is known for Its line paper making 
qualities. It can now he delivered 
partially pulped to American mills at 
attractive rates.

Since It is now economical to con­
sider It in American paper making, 
the bureau of standards made up on 
a semi-commercial scale samples of 
esparto papers with the Imported 
stock.

The laboratory attests of the finish­
ed product are now ready tor Ameri­
can industry. The bureau reports that 
the imported samples to partially 
pulped esparto gave, after cleaning, a 
sixty per cent, yield of paper making 
fibre, and that the resulting esparto 
paper was stronger than soda pulp 
paper. In view of Its reputation for 
superior printing qualities and suit­
ability tor book-making, Its possible 
Introduction will he awaited with In­
terest by the paper and printing 
trades.

DULEY’S 
WEDDING PRESENTS

’ General Smuts has sent this week- 
to the Daily News a, cable message of 
first-rate Importance. It is well- 
known that Canada, South Africa'and 
other nations of the British Empire 
are averse to a binding European 
policy, and whatever views readers, 
hold they will agree that General 
Smuts, who signed the Peace Treaty, 
and is a leading exponent of the 
League of Nations policy, is a, man 
whose opinion is worthy of serious 
study.

\‘T confess I am profoundly sus­
picious, not only of the Pact, but also 
of the policies behind the Pact,1* Gen­
eral Smuts cables to the Daily News.

“It is said that the Pact contains 
no more than the Covenant of the 
League of Nations. Then why not be 
satisfied with the Covenant?

"Why this insistence on the Pact? 
And why the jubilations In certain 
quarters over the Pact? It it is all In 
the Covenant, let us rest content with 
the Covenant

"But in truth there is more In the 
Pact, or rather behind the Pact The 
Pact like its predecessor, the Proto­
col, tends to stereotype and entrench 
the settlement under the peace treat­
ies far more than the Covenant does.

“It will encourage the Diehards of 
the peace settlement to stand more 
pat than ever.

"Th peaceful reform of intolerable 
arrangements ‘will, in fact, become 
impossible; and Europe will be lured 
to destruction by a false sense of 
security and solidarity.

"Far rather let Europe grope its 
■ way painfully to the light, and a new 
international atmosphere gradually 
arise under the aegis of the League.

“Most of the leading spirits at the 
Peace Conference recognised the 
limitations and the transitory charac­
ter of much of their work, and in the 
League of Nations they constituted an 
organ to change, no less than of se­
curity.

“Thus the Covenant leaves the 
door open for future change. Do not 
let us close it; let those who build on 
insecure and dangerous foundations 
in Europe feel insecure and in dan­
ger.

“It will be a wholesome experience 
for them and pave the way for the 
necessary reforms.

“Iq all human probability, in the 
absence of reform, the present ar­
rangements in Central Europe spell 
trouble, and those who place them­
selves behind those arrangements in­
cur a fearful responsibility.

“An equally grave view must be 
taken of the Pact from another as­
pect. It is proposed that, under the 
Pact, Great Britain shall dissociate 
herself from the Empire and, in a 
matter of cardihal foreign policy, 
take a line of her own, leaving the 
other constituent States of the Em­
pire to decide their own policies.

“Under the circumstances I feel 
certain that at least some of them 
will not follow her.

“As one who believes in the British 
Empire as the greatest human institu­
tion on earth, I cannot acquiesce in 
this departure with equanimity.

“The Pact may well become a turn­
ing-point, a fatal parting of the ways, 
in the Empire.

“British statesmen who adhere to 
the new Holy Alliance may yet find 

| that they have not only fatally disso- 
! ciated their country .from the pro- 
; gressive. forces in the new Europe,

An important stage -in the develop­
ment of British trade relations with 
the Dominions Is marked by the pub­
lication of the report of the Imperial 
Economic Committee, of which Sir 
Halford Mackinder is chairman. It 
will be recalled that the members of 
the Committee were appointed by the 
Government to consider the possibility 
of improving the methods of market­
ing food products of the Empire in 
this country, and they were further 
charged to make v recommendations 
as to the most useful way of expend­
ing the grant of £1,000,000 per an­
num which was a kind of solatium- 
offered to the Dominions in lieu of 
the additional preferences which were 
promised them at the Imperial Con­
ference of 1923, but which the Gov­
ernment were precluded from offer­
ing in view of the pledge given in re­
gard to food taxes at the last Gen­
eral Election

The report, which is divided into 
three paijts, dealing respectively 
with the identification of Empire pro­
duce, with research, and with fin­
ance, provides foi the marking of all 
goods with the name of the country 
of origin. A great campaign of pub­
licity and education, costing £2000 
per day for a year, is also proposed, 
with a view to Increasing the con- 
euiffption of Empire food products in 
the United Kingdom, the movement to 
be controlled by an Executive Com­
mission formed on the model of the 
existing Develbmeut and Forestry 
Commissions.

The Visit of 
the Imperial 

Parliamentary 
Delegates

This evening the members of 
the Imperial Parliamentary dele­
gation \will arrive in* the city, 
and the« Telegram takes this op­
portunity to extend to them a 
heartywelcome to «the Capital of 
England’s Oldest Colony. We 
trustithat they will derive pleas­
ure fromitheir visit, and that the 
knowledge which they gain of 
us at first} hand and \qe of them 
wi)l be to*the mutual advantage 
of both.

The visüfc of the Delegation 
takes placeiat a time of the year 
when the weather is inclined to 
be variafclefin its moods, but be 
it fair or foul during their 
week’s stay, we are certain that 
they will not mistake the senti­
ment which the people of New­
foundland always hold for those 
who come to her shores as re­
presentatives of the Crown or of 
the Mother of Parliaments.

Coming from Great Britain, 
the country which even the pres­
ent generation of Newfound­
landers refer to as the homeland, 
they cannot be regarded as 
strangers but as brothers. They 
spring from.the same stock and 
cherish the same principles as 
those who crossed the uncharted 
seas to reach these shores and 
make their homes here, those 
dauntless pioneers, our fore­
fathers, who, unwavering in 
their allegiance, have handed 
down to us the right and privil­
ege to guard and maintain the 
same lofty ideals. Their coming 
among us to-day is to indicate 
that in the part which Great 
Britain is taking in maintaining 
the peace of the world, in restor­
ing its trade and in extending 
the influence of civilization she 
looks upon us as a -partner in 
whom she can place implicit 
trust.

A few years ago she called 
upon us to join her in a war to 
uphold the right ; now she asks 
us to unite with her in a cam­
paign to maintain the peace, and 
the visit is most timely as it oc­
curs at a moment when we are 
able to show the delegation how 
splendidly the country has re­
covered from the effects of the 
great struggle, and the effort she 
is making to develop her indus­
tries.

The problem to which the Em­
pire statesmen of to-day are giv­
ing their closest attention is to 
devise ways and means by which 
the vast resources of the Dom­
inions and the wealth and indus­
trial forces of Great Britain can 
best be brought into closer re­
lationship to their mutual ad­
vantage. Trade, we have been 
accustomed to say, follows the 
flag, and we have never been un­
der any misapprehension as to 
which flag was referred to. Now, 
however, if the proud place 
which that flag has held in the 
past is to be maintained, with 
rivals on all sides who are striv­
ing to supplant it, we cannot af­
ford to asamne that such a happy 
state of affairs will continue un-

It Is 
the personal gift of Sir Edgar R. Bowr­
ing; and the city ie greatly indebted to 
him—not only now hut for years to 
come, Peter Pan Is the boy who will 
not grow up. We all love him, for he 
is ever young, ever happy, ever hope­
ful ,and is the spirit of eternal youth 
and Joy. Peter has come to Bowring 
Park to tell his own story to you 
children who ought to be very, very 
happy. You cannot do better than 
visit the Park and learn to know him 
and love him with all your hearts, 
now introduce Peter Pan to you

The Mayor then called for cheers 
for Sir Edgar Bowring and Peter Pan, 
and received a hearty response. The 
çord holding the covering of the statue 
was then released by Sir George 
Frampton, the Sculptor, and the Red 
Cross, Bowring’s House Flag, fell 
away, revealing the poem In brouxe.
A murmur of admiration went up as 
the statue stood forth and quickly all

Exprès» Delayed on 
Account of Derailment

The incoming express met with a 
derailment nt 7 o'clock last evening, 
about one and a halt miles west of 
Deer Lake station, when the tender 
Jumped the rails, and took two bag­
gage cars with It.

Schooner Maud*
Reaches Nome

AmuAiseii’* Boat, After Three Years’ 
Drift, Arrives With Crew.

NOME, Alaska, Aug. 24—Returned 
from more than three years’ imprison­
ment in the Ice-packs of the north, 
the Amundsen schooner Maud was in 
port hero to-day, with six men of Its 
crew retailing strange stories of their 
adventures.

The Maud ventured unsuccessfully 
Into the Arctic regions hoping to reach 
the North Pole by drifting with the 
lee. Croee-currents carried the ves­
sel northwest instead of north, thus 
thwarting the aim of the expedition.

But although the Pole was not 
reached, Captain O. Westing and his 
men have an Interesting story of their 
adventures which they related for the 
first time.

With Captain Westing on the Maud 
were Chief Officer Carl Hansen, Chief 
Engineer and Radio Operator M. Olon- 
kit, Assistant Engineer A. Marmmret, 
Assistant Engineer S. Sylvesten, Avia­
tor Odahl and Dr. Harlod Sverdrop, 
scientist of the party.

Assistant Engineer Sylvesten died 
July 13th, 1923, from a complication 
of diseases. The body was wrapped 
In a Norwegian flag, covered with 
canvas and after funeral services 
were read by Captain Westing, the 
rçmains were lowered Into the water 
through a four foot hole in the Ice.

"It was a severe strain on all the 
Maud's crew to see cur shipmate go 
Into Davy Jones's locker, especially 
with our only means of transporta­
tion locked In the Ice and the prob­
ability that we would never get out," 
Captain Westing said.

“The only Eskimo on board the 
ship deserted In the winter of 1923, 
taking with him a gun and a shovel. 
Land was 400 miles awby and he 
headed In the wrong direction. Days 
later he wandered back to the Maud 
nearly frozen.

“The Eskimo was warned not to 
leave again uitder penalty of being 
placed in irons, but hardly needed the 
admonition. He was later landed at 
his home. East Cape, Siberia.”

Aug. *4.—With her 
bow.crumpled and buckled, the steam­
ship Rosalind. «.# the Red Cress Lira 
which was in collision Saturday night 
with the Texas Oil tanker Harvester 
off Point Judith, returned to port 
yesterday with its 116 passengers 
OtBen of the ship declined te dis­
cuta the accident.

The Harvester, which was badly 
damaged on the side, where the Rosa­
lind’s bow struck it, put into Staple- 
ton, Staten Island, after the collision. 
The Rosalind was bound from New 
York to St. John’s, Nfld., and the Har­
vester had Just left Providence, R. I., 
for Port Arthur*, Texas, when the 
accident occurred.

Two of the sailors’ bunks In the 
forecastle of the Rosa'lind were 
smashed to splinters when the ships 
came together. Sailors and firemen 
asleep at the time were thrown to 
the floor by the violence of the im­
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"When we rei 
spring and summer are nearly twice

“It the atiAoephere of Mars has a 
similar selective effect upon light of 
different wave-lengths, then the phbto- 
graphs by red light show the actual 
surface details, these by violet light 
only the outer atmosphere. The dif­
ference In diameter, then, is due to 
this atmoephere and indicates that it 
is of greater extent than had hereto­
fore been accepted. This deduction is 
not a proved fact, but te a plausible 
Inference based upon the observed dif­
ferences In the Martian and terrestrial 
photopraghs.

"Finally, I think it fair to say that 
the detailed visual and photographic 
study of the surface markings at the 
recent opposition has not changed the 
opinion of the majority of astronomers 
that these markings are probably of 
natural, and not of artificial, origin ; 
they do not indicate the existence of 
intelligent life on Mars. We must, 
therefore, conclude that, so far as tem­
pérature and the presence of water 
and atmosphere are concerned : Mars 
may be a habitable globe and the dark 
areas may be evidences of vegetation, 
tho this is not beyond question, but 
we have no definite evidence whatever 
to argue for the existence of intelli­
gent life on the planet.

"We have no hope at all of discover­
ing evidence that intelligent life exists 
on any of the other planets In the solar 
system. Does that mean that we 
should regard our earth as tho only 
planet sustaining intelligent life? I 
think not.

“I think that would be the most 
egotistical and anthropocentric con­
clusion we could imagine. Our sun is 
only one of several thousand million 
suns in our universe; it is not con­
spicuous for its size, nor unique in its 
location (for it is many hundreds of 
light years from the center of the stel­
lar system) nor distinguishable from 
thousands of other stars by the quality 
of its light. Moreover, all /of these 
millions of suns are composed of ele­
ments iodentical with those known 
here on our earth. Must there rot 
among them be many having plimeta 
that ».-• not only capable of sustain­
ing life, but that bare Intelligent be­
ings duelling upon them? I think an 
affirmative answer Is the sniy reason­
able conclus!*, even tho we may sev­
er be abtelo establish It by direct ob­
servation.

drainage scheme at Karnak, work­
men unexpectedly dame upon a statue 
of the "heretic King” Akhenaton. 
Hitherto few details have been avail 
able with regard to the discovery, but 
is is known that the statue is more 
than life sise.

It was found in two pieces and re­
presents the most exaggerated speci­
men of statuary hitherto found of the 
anti-conventionist Akhenaton period 
and shows to what lengths that ill- 
starred monarch broke away from the 
conventional arts. The statue ts al­
together unique In its grotesqueness, 
and it is curious that it should be 
found at Karnak, as Akhenaton, in 
the sixth year of his reign, transferred 
his capital from Thebe* to Tel-el- 
Amarna.

The statue is being brought to the 
Cairo Museum, where the writing on 
the figure will be examined. This 
may possibly reveal the reason why 
the statue was found at Karnak and 
not at Tel-el-Amarna.—Reuter.

It may look dry 
enough, hut it will not stand in con­
dition in the foreign market. The ex­
porters know this, but still they take 
the fish and run the evident risk of 
its going bad on their hands before it 
reaches the consumer.

The fishermen and the planter who. 
sell the fish take advantage of the 
situation, and the desire on the part 
of the exporters to get fish cargoes, 
and . deliberately refrain from allow­
ing the flab to "work” «in the faggots 
and piles in order to get the fullest 
possible weight. As long as the mer­
chants are "willing to accept the par­
tially cured fish and give the price far 
it. the situation will never be improv-

From Dream to Nightmare.
Approach any great city with your 

eyes open and you will have food for 
thought. Row after row, street after 
street, their chimneys belching im­
purities into the air, drab in colour-, 
ing monotonously alike, cramped, 
Jerry-built, the windows of one over­
looking those of the other, and back- 

! yards filled with washing and dust­
bins, these little homes of Britain I 
stand.

And in nearly every home there is 
a woman.

Once this woman of the drab little j 
house* was a dreamer. That word ! 
"home"—a home of her own—was j 
the pivot of her dreams. It made her j 
eyes bright, caused her to thread with i 
blue ribbons the pretty clothes in j 
which she encased her girlish form, 
made her curl her hair and spend 
money on cheap silk stockings. ! 
Dreams were wonderful things when 
the seeking lips of the one who should 
share the home took hers in the dim- 1 
psey light, and two young people 
thought the world an Eden of their 
own.

“Broken Blossoms.”
"When we are married!” How 

wonderful it sounded then—“our own 
] little home!” What glamour the,
! words held!

But the “happy ever after” of the 
fairy-tale didn’t come just as the ( 
dreamers expected. Life for most of ; 
us in made up of disillusions.

See the bride now. You can find 
her by the thousand in those streets 
which go on and on for ever, like j 
the brook in the poem.

Look! There is one—a woman 
who sits “all in a heap" in the clang- , 
ing tram, tired of eye, aching of back, 
atrophied of soul, killed by the life , 
in the little home around which ro­
mance once went with a pot of gold 
paint.

And here is another—a woman who 
comes slowly down the street, her 
hands full of bags which . hold the 
groceries, the meat, and the vege­
tables, her skirts dragged at by little 
hands. There is a dull despondency 
in her face, a hopelessness which 
tugs at the heartstrings.

Worse Than Prison.
There are no cheap silk stockings 

now, and she never has any time or 
Inclination to curl her hair. Her feet 
are tired, and her body aches from 
the never ending toil of that little 
house which has .become a nightmare. 
At times she wonders bitterly If her 
house, and thousands like It, were 
designed simply to kill women with 
work. Her soul shrinks, because she 
knows fhat she is but a travesty of 
womanhood—a machine which must 
go on and on.

Homes which kill wives!
Follow any of those women you see 

in the drab streets into their homes, 
and you will not wonder at the dull 
eyes, the hopelessness in their faces. 
Not one of them fever has one minute 
of privacy. The little home is not 
large enough, now that children have 
come. Sleeping and waking, working 
and resting, the woman in the home 
is always aware that she is not alone. ( 
There must be times when she longs 
for soltitude.

Try to imagine her daily day. There 
is the raucous waking of the alarm | 
clock in the early morning hours, a 
sleepy baby made restive and clam­
ouring, the getting of breakfast, the 
sending of children to school after 
"dad” has gone, the continual de­
mands of restive children not old 
enough to help themselves, the noise 
they made in the confined space of 
thé little home which makes no pro­
vision for them, the dirt and disorder 
of badly planned rooms, the arrang­
ing of meals and the buying of food, 
the grappling with cheap makeshifts j 
in the way of house fittings, the drab i 
of her surroundings, the awful sense | 
of hopelessness, and the knowledge 1 
that one day must follow another 
with no variety.

When asked what they were 
carrying they replied: "We are doing 
what the King told us to do.”

2. At another time an old woman 
was seen wandering about an open 
space where many children play. She 
stooped every now and then to pick 
up something. A keeper asked her 
what she had in her bag. She replied 
opening her bag,. “I was Just picking 
up the little broken bite- of glass to 
try to save the balrnies feet."

May we all try to follow these ex­
amples of public citizenship.

The continued growth of encep­
halitis lethargies (sleepy sickness) 
in London, and the serious mental 
after-effect of the disease among chil­
dren, have made the question of pro­
viding an Institution where such 
cases could be treated an urgent one, 
states the annual report of the Me- j 
tropolitan Asylums Board.

The most Important of these ' 
after-effects have a social hearing 
“which may bring the patients with­
in the sphere of the criminal law.”

These effects may follow mild or 
even unrecognized attacks of the 
disease.

So. pressing has the question be­
come that the board has intimated 
to the Ministry of Health that it Is 

’prepared to undertake the care of 
these cases, for which no facilities 
exist at present.

The increase In the number of 
cases of diphtheria during the past 
seven years compared with the three 
preceding periods of seven years 
each demands "that a more concert­
ed effort should be made to cope 
with this disease, which Is now cer­
tainly ' the most destructive of the 
Infectious diseases met with in 
Great Britain.”

So successful hea the board’s hos­
tel for homeless and unemployed 
men proved that it is to be retained 
permanently.

In view of the strain of driving In 
London traffic, the board’s - ambu­
lance drivers are now examined by 

medical board every two years. 
Another Innovation Is the provision 
of electric hair driers for the use of 
the nurses In infectious hospitals.

An official investigator who recent­
ly visited the Caribbean Sea reported 
to Mr. J. J. Davis, the United States 
Secretary for Labour, . that 10,000 
aliens are "boot-legged" via Cuba 
alone at a cost of £2,000,000 a year.

skilled men have been employed 
since January 1924. The task will 
end in the spring of next year.

Just sixty years ago another army 
of men were building a similar tun­
nel in exactly the same spot. Both 
tunnels now run parallel, 41 feet 
apart, carrying single rail tracks of 
the Great Western Railway.

The new tunnel is 4,768 feet long, 
50 feet longer than the one at pres­
ent in use. One end opens at the tiny 
village station of Colwell, and the 
other at Great Malvern. It is con­
structed of brick throughout and the 
foundation is of natural rock with 
concrete filling.

Like a Horse-Shoe. '
More than a ton of explosives had 

to be used each week,, and more than 
100,000 tons of rock, earth, and miner­
al have been removed. A cross-sec­
tion of the tunnel is exactly like a 
horse-shoe and Is of the strongest 
type possible.

Huge air compressors ceaselessly 
pump ICOIb. of air to the square inch 
into the workings, while deep shafts 
bored through the Malvern Hills to 
the level of the tunnel provide addi­
tional air for the men.

There will be one permanent shaft 
when the tunnel Is completed.

When the two sets of tunnellere, 
one boring from Colwall and the other 
from Great Malvern met In the centre, 
their worttng had been so accurate 
that they were lees than a quarter of 
an inch out of the centre line, while 
the levelling,—that is, the floor of the 
tunnel—was accurate.

A' rather remarkable lonely grave, 
with a tombstone of rock, said to have 
been carved from tjie old tunnel, lies 
on the top of Malvern Hills and the 
new borings. It is that Mr. Ballard, 
who was partner in the firm of Bras­
ser and Ballard, who built the first 
tunnel 60 years ago. The grave is

The critical stage is passed 
without difficulty by such means.

Heat Destroys Vttnmlnee.
It has been shown how deficient are 

those! foods preserved by sterilisation, 
where heat destroys the vitamines, 
and especially the most fragile of them 
all. the antiscorbutic vitamine. It has 
also been shown how bees know how 
to prepare a vitaminized conserved 
food by means of the pollen wh^ch 
they gather.

It is also curious to note how peo­
ples of a civilization less advanced 
than ours have long understood bow 
to preserve food in a way which con­
serves the factors of nutrition better 
than ours.

Thus in the east there is prepared 
"Nuoc-Mam,’ which is made out of 
fish which undergoes a process of 
auto-digestion by means of its soluble 
ferments. The presence of a suitable 
quantity of chloride of sodium (salt) 
eliminates the bacteria. which bring 
about putrefaction.

Cod ' Liver OH For Rickets.
One is familiar with the great thera­

peutic value in medicine of the fatty 
extracts of certain sea fish, above all 
of the cod. We now know with cer­
tainty that these properties are due, 
for the most part, to the vitamines 
contained In these substance*. Thus 
cod liver oil contains a great quan­
tity of the lipoeoluble factor (about 
300 times more than butter). Besides 
that oil Is specially efficacious as 
against rickets, which is not the case 
with butter; it Is thus possible that 
besides one vitamine it contiens an­
other which is specially antirachitic 
in character. Methodical study of this 
important medicine Has shown that 
there are considerable differences be­
tween the efficacy of different trade 
samples. The mode of treatment of the 
livers in the process of extraction Is 
not without its Importance". But we 
now know that the date of which the 
fish is taken Is the principal factor.
