The Prospect of Fenian Trouble.
The Hamilton Times of Saturday, in 

some comments regarding the partial 
subsidence of the excitement about the 
prospect of a Fenian invasion, 'says 
The facts still remain that the Fenians 
are now, and have been for many months, 
actively preparing for a hostile movement 
in some direction ; that they are better 
supplied with arms and every facility 
than ever before; and that the American 
Government has not exhibited the least 
inclination to interfere with their move­
ments, all reports to the contrary not­
withstanding. We were told that the U. 
S. authorities had seized eight tons of 
arms on the Vermont frontier a few days 
since. The truth of the story turns out 
to be that the eight tons of arms were 
given up to the Fenians instead, and that 
they were subsequently seized by the Ex­
press Company for charges for transpor­
tation before the seizure in June, 1866. 
The charges were paid by the Fenians, 
and the arms shipped off to some other 
locality ; but for what purpose these 
peaceful implements are required at this 
particular time no explanation is received. 
Taking all the very conflicting reports 
together, with the repetition of very con­
fident assurances of certain American 
journals, given in the Spring of 1866,that 
the Fenian uproar is absolutely nothing 
more than a scheme to supply the require-

whrch probably “ tempted the attempt,' 
as Milton says.

A Canada Man Swindled.—The De­
troit Tribune says : On Sunday, Robert 
Haddow, of Walkerton, County of Bruce, 
Ontario, was swindled out of $460, Cana­
dian money, by the old and worn-out 
freight bill game, somewhere on Jefferson 
Avenue, he don't exactly know where. 
He fell in with a sharper who asked him 
to drink, and while doing so the indispen­
sable confederate asked the swindler for 
payment of a bill. Of course he had not 
the money but borrowed it from Hadow, 
to whom he gave a cheque on somebody 
as security. They went to get the cheque 
cashed after the money was paid over, but 
Haddow was left to wait at a certain spot 
until his victimizer would return and he 
never came.

.Fire in Rockwood.—The stable be­
longing to Mr. D. Clark, Rock wood, was 
burned down on Fritlay afternoon last 
through some children lighting matches 
at the back of it to burn up some shav­
ings and saw dust lying there. From 
these the fire pread to the stable, 
which in a few moments was enveloped 
in flames. So quick was there progress 
that though the people in the village 
gathered at the first alarm, and gave all 
the assistance in their power, it was with 
difficulty the things in the stable were 
removed. As it was a calf was burned, 
likewise two cutters, chest of tools, some 
hay and a quantity of hoops. Mr. Clark's 
cooper shop, which was close to the stable, 
as well as a large quantity of staves and 
other cooper’s material were saved by 
great exertion, although the staves are 
badly charred. Mr. Pasmore’s storehouse 
was also in some danger, but happily 
through the great exertions of the inhab­
itants the fire was confined to the stable. 
We are also informed that Mr. Clark’s 
loss will between $300 and $400.

Inspection of the 80tli Battalion.
The 30th Battalion was inspected this 

(Monday) forenoon by Lieutenant-Colonel 
Taylor, Deputy Adjutant General for the 
London District, on the field adjoining the 
Great Western Railway Station. Colonel 
Taylor came on the ground about eleven 
o’clock, when the Battalion being in Pne

firesented arms and saluted the command* 
ng officer. He then rode slowly down 

the front line and up the rear line. The 
Battalion was then formed into compan­
ies, and wheeled and marched in quick 
time. It was again formed into line, 
when the men were put through the man­
ual and platoon exercise by Mai. Clarke. 
The Battalion was then formed in quar­
ter distance column, deployed to the left, 
formed fours, and then were reformed in­
to line. Several other movements of the 
same kind were then gone through, and 
afterwards the Battalion was put through 
the various exercises in skirmish drill.— 
Three companies were thrown out as 
skirmishers, the other companies support­
ing on the right and left wings, while 
two companies were held in reserve in 
the rear. The companies were then re­
versed and the same movements gone 
through a second time. In all these move­
ments the Battalion displayed great pro­
ficiency, and gave evidence that they, had 
greatly improved since Battalion drill 
commenced. The men were in excellent 
trim, their arms and accoutrements in 
splendid order,and altogether the Battali­
on made a most creditable appearance.— 
At the close of the inspection, the men 
were formed into square, when Col. 
Taylor addressed them as follows :

Officers and men of the 30th Battalion ; 
—This is the first time I have met you at 
Battalion Drill, and I am much surprised, 
and much pleased, at the steadiness witq 
which you go through your drill. Taking 
into consideration that this is the first 
time you have met as a Battalion, you do 
wonderfully well. I do not mean to say 
that you are perfect, but. you do very 
well, and you are certainly a credit 
to the District and to the County. 
The County ought to be, and I think is 
proud of you. It is highly creditable to 
the County that it has done so much to 
encourage you. If all County Councils 
would support their Battalions in this 
way there would be no need for any other 
means being taken to uphold a defence 
organization. He then referred to the 
recent organization of the Dominion Rifle 
Association, and said that branch Socie­
ties should be formed in every Town and 
Township—to be composed of civilians 
as well as volunteers—and If our popu­
lation were properly and persistently 
trained in the use of the rifle, Canada 
would be as impregnable as Switzerland. 
I am very happy, he said, to learn from 
your respected, esteemed and zealous 
Chaplain, that your conduct while in bil­
let has been most exemplary, but I quite 
expected this. Your Colonel has no 
doubt told you that the Battalion has 
been placed in an honorable position by 
being put in the flying column. I am 
sure you feel pfroud of this, and if an in­
vasion takes place I feel certain you will 
justify me in putting you in this column 
and in the confidence I repose in you.— 
After urging them to be ready to respond 
at once if called out,, he concluded by 
saying that he hoped the next time the 
Battalion was called out he would see 
them in camp. He was sorry the blank

The Solemn League and Covenant.—

Belice-worship 
must be very far from the Scottish mind 
when Scotchmen could allow this 
ous document to be trusted 
and to wander

Church Parade.—At the time we 
wrote the notice, which appeared in Satur­
day’s issue, of the Church parade which 
was to take place on Sabbath, it was un­
derstood that service would be held in 
Knox Church. It was more desirable 
that it should be in the Drill Shed if pos­
sible, but it was doubted whether that 
building could be set in order for the ac­
commodation of the Battalion and others 
who might assemble to worship. The 
difficulty was encountered and overcome, 
and at three o’clock the Volunteers mus­
tered on the Square, and having “ formed 
fours ” marched to the Shed, and took 
their seats. As many of the towns people 
of every denomination as could get in 
followed, and many turned away being 
unable to secure sitting or even standing 
room. The officers had seats on the plat­
form. Tho Chaplain, Rev. Mr. Ball 
preached an edifying discourse from Acts 
x, 1 and 2 : “ There was a certain man in 
Caeaearea called Cornelius, a centurion of 
the band called the Italian band, a devout 
man, and one that feared God with all his 
house, which gave much alms to the peo­
ple and prayed to God alway.” It will 
be readily understood that the "lessons 
designed to be inculcated from these 
words were that it is possible to unite in 
one person the characters of a soldier and 
a Christian, and that it is the duty of those 
who bear arms in defence of their country 
to be valiant also in the cause of the King 
of Hosts, and ready at all times to obey 
His call.

Be for^T. W.Saunders,Esq.,Police Magistrate 
Monday, 29th.—Matthew Coggins was 

brought up this morning for allowing a 
dead horse to renflkin unburied in the 
neighborhood of Present's mill. The ani­
mal had been the property of some farmer 
and on its dying here the owner paid the 
defendant for burying it. The case was 
adjourned till Thursday.

Ihos. Brown was charged by James 
Elwood, of Pickering, with having stolen 
from him a travelling bag containing two 
shirts, a pair of socks and some other arti­
cles of wearing apparel, besides two razors 
and the sum of $270. The prisoner, it is 
said, is only three or four days arrived 
from the States, although he would have 
wished it to be believed that he was an 
Englishman, from Manchester. It 
unfortunate for his pretensions that he 
studied in an Irish school, for he has 
managed to contract a most " illegant 
brogue.” On Saturday owning Elwood, 
who had come from Galt, met him, and 
on being told by the prisoner that he was 
out of money and out of credit, he very 
generously paid for hie bed. They slept 
together, the prosecutor having prej lous 
ly deposited his travelling bag in the bar­
room. In the morning Elwood counted 
his money with the assistance of the pris­
oner and put it into a small canvas bag 
which he afterwards stowed away in the 
travelling bag. Both went down stairs 
and sat for a little in the bar-room. El­
wood had b’s bag on the floor between 
him and the prisoner, and had turned in 
the other direction to talk to some person 
when on looking round again he discov­
ered to his surprise that his property and 
the prisoner had gone. He informed the 
Chief Constable, who went in search of 
Brown and succeeded in finding him on 
the York Road. He had bien seen to 
enter a swamp with the traveling bag, 
but he had not it with him when he was 
caught. The Chief found it, however, at 
the place where the prisoner was seen to 
enter the woods. All the articles ai _ 
to have been in it with the exception of 
the money, not a cent of which was found. 
The prosecutor says that the cash consist 
ed of bills and two $20 gold pieces. The

Erisoner appears to have forgotten that 
e was in Canada, for it is said he boasted
