The Woodbrldge Burglary and Arson.
A reporter of the Globe telegraphs a 

lengthy despatch to that paper from 
Woodbridge, from which it appears that 
there is good hope of bringing to justice 
some of the rascals implicated in the 
burning of Mr. Abell’s works at Wood- 
bridge. After magisterial examination, 
the man arrested on Saturday was sent 
down to Toronto to stand his trial for 
burglary and arson. He is an American 
looking fellow, who gives his name as 
Patrick Connolly. He was in Wood- 
bridge on Wednesday and the two fol­
lowing days, in the character of a pedler 
of cheap pictures. His appearance 
excited such suspicion in some cases 
that he was peremptorily ordered to 
leave the houses. He was in Mr. Abell’s 
office offering his pictures for sale, but 
seemed to devote lrimsels less to pushing 
his ostensible business than to a scrutiny 
ot the safe. On Friday he was getting 
a package which had come by express, 
and while higgling about the charges he 
carefully surveyed the premises. The 
Mrisoner was arrested by Constable 
ïaslem, of Woodbridge, on Saturday 

morning about seven o’clock, when in 
bed in a tavern at the Pines, a place 
about two and a half miles south of this 
village.

A private detective from the office of 
Warren, Bell A Co, Toronto, is working 
up the case, and on a telegram from 
him two suspicious characters wore ar­
rested on Monday morning at Mount 
"west. - - «*

On Friday night, about 10 o’clock, a 
buggy containing a number <?f men 
driving out towards Woodbridge from 
the direction of Toronto, arrived at the 
toll-gate at Thistletown, about four 
miles from Woodbridge, and one ot them 
got out and walked up to the gate-house 
to pay tho toll. The gate was then 
closed, but the buggy was halted a 
long distance from it.

The gate keeper looked on the men 
with suspicion, and remarked it to his 
wife. About four o’clock the buggy re­
turned, and was again stopped at an un­
usually long distance from the gate. The 
man gave the gate-keeper 15 cents, and 
then went back to the buggy. As it was 
passing, the gate-keeper saw that the 
party was the same one which had gone 
up at ten o’clock, and shouted t<f them 
to stop; as he had been paid the toll both 
ways on the upward trip, but they drove 
on without heeding him.

Two persons who are süpposed to be a 
.portion of this gang were at Weston on 
Friday pretending to be agents for the 
sale of pumps. The detective thinks 
that the two arrested at Mount Forest 
weie among those who were-in the vehicle 
in its northward tiip.

A German Jew, named Solomon Boos. . 
has been arrested. The detective found 
on him 8250 in bills, bank receipts to the 
amount of 83,000, a double cased gold 
watch, and in his pockets about Ç500 
worth of plated jewellery.

Mr. Aboil intends to setting to work to 
re-build at once.

ÀddltioHal Aid to Ihe Welling­
ton, Grey and Brnce Railway.

We notice that the Hon. Mr. 
Crooks, on Wednesday, will bring up 
for the fonction of the Legislative 
Assembly an Order in Council grant­
ing additional aid to the Wellington, 
Grey à Bruce Railway Company. 
The Order is based on a memoran­
dum of the Provincial Treasurer, in 
reference to the application of the 
Company for aid from the Railway 
Fund for that portion of the South­
ern Extension of their line lying be­
tween Palmerston and Wingham, 
which has hitherto received no aid 
from the Government. The Council 
advise that, subject to the ratification 
of the Order in Council by resolu­
tion of the Legislative Assembly, 
payment be authorized to be made 
out of the Railway Subsidy Fund to 
the Company of the sum of one hun­
dred and ninety-four dollars and 
forty cents per mile for that portion 
of the line of the Company’s railway 
between Palmerston arid Wingham, 
such sum to be payable by even 
half-yearly payments of ninety-seven 
dollars and twenty cents each on 

. the 30th day of June and the 31st 
day of December in each and every 
year, ending the period of twenty 
years, to be computed from the first 

day of January, 1872, and to the full 
eyd thereof; and the Committee 
further advise that the said grant of 
aid be subject to the following con­
ditions :—

1st. On condition that on or be­
fore the first day of July next, it 
shall be made to appear, to the satis­
faction of the Lieut;-Governor in 
Council, that .the whole line of rail­
way between Palmerston and Kin­
cardine has actually come into the 
possession and control of the Com­
pany, and in operation Ly the Com 
pany’s servants and agents, or by 
those of any other Company duly 
authorized in that behalf by the 
Wellington, Grey, & Bruce Railway 
Company, with all necessary and con- 
venient station-hotises and other 
facilities for the conveyance of the 
traffic of the district traversed, and 
that the arrangements for the ope­
rating of the road are such as will 
secure- the continuance of these 
facilities.

2nd. On condition that J lis Excel­
lency in Council may, on or before 
the said first day of July next,direct 
that payment be made to the said 
Company otit of the Railway Fund 
(should the same become applicable 
thereto) at the rate of $:',000 per 
mile of the said portion of the rail­
way between Palmarston arid Wing- 
ham instead of the said annual 
mileage rate of one hundred and 
ninety-fpur dollars and forty cents 
at the option of the Lieùt .-Governor 
in Council.

It will be seen from the above that 
it is left to the option of the Govern­
ment either to pay the yearly subsidy 
per mile for twenty years, or the 
subsidy of $2,000 per mile in one 
payment. It is to be hoped that this 
additional aid, and the expected 
sanction by the Great Western Rail- 
way Company for the issue of bonds, 
for 15 A miles of sidings, which that 
company has heretofore refused to 
give, will enable the company to pay 
up the claim of the contractor, so 
that the road may be opened for 
traffic, and the people along the line 
between Palmerston and Kincardine, 
who gave largo bonuses to aid in 
its construction, may receive some 
valuè for their money.

THE LION THE LION

The Ontario Legislature.
March 16.

The House went into Committee 
to make certain verbal amendments in 
the Liquor Bill previous to the third 
reading.

The Sales for Taxes Bill was read a 
second time, and the Bill respecting aid 
to gaol alterations passed through Com­
mittee.

At the aftmroon sitting, after Private 
Bill business,

The Attorney-General moved the se­
cond reading of the Judiciary Bill. He 
explained that the Dominion Govern­
ment would have to appoint and pay the 
Judges, and therefore it became them to 
take care not to propose a ^rgèr number 
than was necessary to the efficient ad­
ministration of justice. He spoke at 
considerable length cn the provisions of 
the Bill.

Mr. Hodfeins thought the Bill was in 
the right direction. There could be no 
question as' to the necessity for an in­
crease in the judiciary, especially in re­
gard to the Courts-of Common Law.

Mr. Cameron strongty deprecated tb^ 
introduction of such a measure at so late 
a period.

Mr. Merrick moved the three months’ 
hoist, on the ground of the lateness of 
the introduction of the Bill.

Mr. Cameron supported the amend-

The Attorney-General having replied, 
and explained the causes of the delay in 
the introduction of the Bill, was fol­
lowed by

Mr. Bonltbee, who moved, instead of 
the three months’ hoist, to add to the 
motion for the second reading words ex­
pressing regret that the measure had been 
delayed to so late in the session.

The discussion was continued for some 
time ; ultimately Mr. Boultbee’s motion 
was put and defeated by—Yeas, 20; 
Nay», 38.

Mr.. Merrick’s motion to give the Bill 
the three months’ hoist was put and lost 
by—Yeas, 8 ; Nays, 50.

Mr. Cumberland then moved a resolu­
tion to submit the Bill for the considera­
tion of the judges. A discussion ensued, 
ending in a division which resulted in 
the motion being defeated by—Yeas, 10; 
Nays, 60.

Mr. Fraser then moved, the previous 
question. After some debate the motion 
that " the question be now put” was 
then divided upon, and carried by— 
Yeas, 36 ; Nays, 19.

The Bill was then carried without a 
division.

The House adjourned at 12:35 o’clock 
a.m.
