A grand chess
tournament was going op at Williams Creek,
the principal players being Steele, Frazer,
Kenton, Spencer, Thompson, Macnaughton,
Phillips, Dodd and Trevellyan.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE
DUTIES OF CUSTOMS IN BRITISH
COLUMBIA. ;

Whereas it is expedient in some respects to
alter the duties of Customs as now by law
‘establisbed in British Columbia, and to make
farther provision for the levying thereof :
Be it enacted by the Governor of British
Columbia, by and with the advice and con--
sent of the Legislative Council thereof, as
follows ; :
I. From and after the passing of this Or-
dinance, the duties of Customs hitherto
chargeable en goods, animals, and articles
imported intoand laaded in British Colambia
shall be and are hereby repealed.

1L Ia lieu thereof, from and after the

ing of this Ordinance, there shall be

evied, assessed, collected, and paid -to the
use of Her Majesty, her heirs and sucoessors:
a. Upon all- goods, ‘wares, merchandise,
animals, and things imported ioto and janded
in British Columbia, aad more particalatly
mentioned in Scheduie ‘A hereto, and accord-
ing to the value thereof; the several ad
valorem duties in such :Schedale set opposite
the respective articles therein named. '
b. And in addition to the ad valorem duties
leviable on certain of the-same articles. '
. Upon. all goods, wares, merchandise, anis
nials and things imported into and landed in
-British Columbia, the several specific duties
of customs more particulatly mentioned in
Schedule B hereto, and set vpposite the ress
pective atticles therein named.
¢. And so long as the Proclamation made
and passed on the 10th day of December,
A.D. 1859, is in /force, and the dues thereby
leviable shall be: levied upon wares, goods,
and merchandise transported from New Weat.
minster to any place in: British’ Columbis,
there shall be so levied, colleéted, and paid
as aforesaid upon every ton of wares, goods
and merchandize, imported into the colony
by way of the Southern Boundary, the sum
of twelve shillings, and so on for a greater or
less quantity, and on cattle, horses, mules and
asses 8o imported by way  of the Southern
Boundary, the sum of two shilliogs aad one
peuny per head beyond the specific daties
charged on animals in Schedule B hereto.
d. The articles mentioned in Schedule C
hereto, shall be admitted into British Colume
 bia free of daty. /
