The Sealing Schooner Maggle Mac Returns
from Behring’s Sea with & Good Catch.

Last night sealing
returned safely fromn Behrinﬁ’s Sea,
Capt. Dodd bringing his tight little
craft the M.ye :ﬂ: into the harbor at
8 o'clock, with a good catch on board.
The Maggie Mac sailed from Victoria
on January 15th, and after fishing down
the coast, landed 164 skins at San Fran-
cisco, and sailed north from there on
March 19th. . Capt. Dodd fished up the
coast, till he came to Chumicam Island,
from which he shipped home 613 skins
by the Wanderer on June 28th.

Behring’s Sea was entered on the 4th
of July, and by the 27th there were
over 500 skins on board. On the mor-
ning of the 27th the schooner was about
40 miles west by north from St. Paul
Island, sailing before a stiff breeze with
a small mainsail on. The boats were
qunt getting ready to go out when ihe

.8. Cutter Rush was sighted besring
down on the schooner.

The schooner did her hest to gev awxy,
but owing to the high wind could not
put on all sail. For three hours, how-
ever, she kept ahead of the Rush,
which crowded on steam and closed up
the intervening distance steadily.

Three hours after the chase com-
menced the cutter was within hailing
distance, and ordered the schooner to
heave to. -As he could do nothing else,
Capt. Dodd obeyed, and a boat was at
once lowered containing the first lieat-
tenant and a boat’s crew from the cut-
ter, and two officers of the Alaska Com-
mercial Company. They came thmuih
the rough sea, and at once boarded the
schooner.

Lieut. Tuttle, first of all demanded
to see the clearance papers of theschoon-
er, which were shown him. He exam-
ined the documents carefully, and ve-
turned them to Capt. Dodd. 'He then
asked where the seals on board had been
taken ?

“Copper Island,” replied Capt. Dodd.

“ We'll - have to look at them,”
was the rejoinder.

Accompanied by the two officers of
the Alaska Commercial Co., Lieut. Tut-
tle then followed the Captain down into
the hold and proceeded to make an ex-
amination for green skins.

He was informed by Capt. Dodd that
none were less than three or four days
old, and finally he agreed that ‘‘they
didn’t look fresh,” and went back to the
cutter to report to his ‘superior officer.

Returning again to the Maggie Mazc,
the lieutenant of the Rush informed him
that he would take his {(Capt. Dodd’s)
word in regard to the skins, and would
not confiscate them.

Withstood His Charge.

A Limited Though Undoubted Vie-
tory for the Republie.

The General Himself Counted Out—Count.
Dillon Elected—Reballoting Neces-
sary in Half the Districts.

Paris, “Sept.  22.—Notwithstanding
the fact that an election contest was
proceeding, the streets of Paris early to-
day presented & deserted aspect. Rain
clearéd the boulevards and kept people
within doors. Country visitors to the
exhibition left the city yesterday for
their respective departments to partici-
pate in the elections, leaving the dif-
ferent sections of the exhibition less
crowded than usual. Crowds of electors
have thronged the mairies for the last
two days, obtaining voting rs, It
is bhergfore ounli:fegmd impm%ag:lg that
the prediction of a large falling-off
in ‘the vote will be fulfilled.

The voting began at 8 a.m. Around
the electoral places the representatives
of the different parties kept assiduous
watch. There was no excitement or
bustle anywhere. ‘Telegrams from the
rovinces reported equal tranquility.
After 3 o’clock the polling places were
thronged, still perfect order prevailed.
The- crowds were ' good-humored, and
theré was no apparent tendency to dis-
turbance. - The “authorities -had taken
elaborate precautions against riot| bué
there was no display of force in the
streets.

Soldiers were kept in readiness in the
barracks, and the police were massed
 under cover at various points, with in-
structions to remain inactive “unless
compelled to interfere.

The clergy of Montmarel offered pray-
ers in Boulanger’s favor.

There was a riot at Avignon. A
crowd forced the doors of the building
woccupied by the Boulangist committee,
burned the voting papers and set fire to
the building. Thence the crowd went
to a Boulangist club, broke the doors,
wrecked the furniture and drove out
the members. :

Holding her by
one hand, with the other he seized a
kettle full of boiling water and began
to pour it on her body.  The girl
sereamed, but her brutal father emptied
every drop of the boiling water in the
kettle‘upon her before he stopped. Her
cries  brought tp other tenants, who,
‘whert they. saw - what the brute bl
done, ecalled a policeman and had him
arrested. - The mother sat stupidly look-
ing on'at her daughter. being scalded,
never interfering’ to save her.  The girl
is so badly burned that her recovery is
doubtful. The agent of the Children’s
society and two policemen had tq break
in the door to get possession of the re-
maining - children. - The mother was
lying drunk on the floor in ‘a- mass of
filth and rags, which served as a bed.

BRITISH COLUMBIA IN TORONTO

British Columbia makes a good - show
at the Toronto exhibition,  Its display
of productions of land and sea has at-
tracted much attention. It is under the
care of Mr. Charles A. Caldwell, who
has taken good care that justice will be
done it by the managing committes,
The following description of British
Columbia’s exhibit is. taken from the
Toronto Empire : J

““The British Columbia exhibit is very
large, considering-the difficulty of trans-
portation across three thousand miles of
territory, which is too great to admit of
 an_ extensive display, and it has evi-
dently been collected with much judg-
' ment and with the view of giving the
;people of Ontario as comprehensive an
-idea as ible of the resources of the
\Pgeific’ **At the entranceé to' the
building reserved for British Columbia.
are several enorimous‘blocks of timber,
which - dwarf into insignificance the
largest growth of eastern forests.

Pears are
as large as twinips; plums like the apples
of Ontario, and the other frnits
equally large in proportion go to show
that the boast of British Columbia, that
it is  the finest fruit country in the
warld, is not without foundation. The
exhibit, however, is scarcely a fair test
of the size of fruits of that province, as
the finest samples }:vould not bear ship-
ping. The vegetahles are quite on'a
wlil:,ﬁ the fruits. Potaﬂo_en,qwmipa ﬁ
carrots are the principal of these, and it
is safe to say that if their quality equals
their size, British Columbia must be a

‘WasHINGTON, Sept. 24.—The U. S.
Consul-Geerral at London, Hon. Jbohn
C. New, in a recent despatch to the
State department, calls attention to the
peculiar hardship suffered by American
cattle men by the recent t strike in
London. In connection with the strike,
he says, there is one feature that de-
serves special mention. It has been the
custom for many years for large con-
signments of cattle to be shipped here
in care of men who were p;idpa sum on
reaching this port, and are given a pass
entitling them to a return passage on
same vessel, which generally starts upon
its return in & week.  This can be
exchanged for its cash equi t, about
three pounds sterling, the expense of
a steerage passage to New York.
the strike prevents the unloading or re-
loading of these vessels, they cannot re-
turn in the time specified, and in conse-
guenoe these cattle men are left here
estitute and unprovided for, unless they
sell their passes to procure means
of living, and if they do this they have
no way of returning to their iomes.

The failure, while a surprise to the
general * public, has been expected for
some time by those familiar with the
firm’s standing.

Lawyer Newman, attorney for several
creditors and alsa for the receiver, said
three things were responsible for the
failure. In 1886 the entire plant was
destroyed by fire, causing a loss of over
$150,000. The firm: promptly resumed
business, but during the last two years
suffered very heavily by the failure of

The coll of one'firm in
San Francisco alone lost them about
$30,000. 1In addition to this, peti
tion between eastern and western pub-
lishers, particularly on standard works,
has been so brisk that the market has
been almost wholly destroyed.

Newman said that in his opinion the
assets were about $400,000, and the lia-
bilities about the same.  The principal
creditors are: Crowe Printing Com-
pany, over $150,000; Donohue & Hen-
neberry, $175,000; First National bank,
Chicago, $13,000.
