Charles Ernest Paulmier, deputy from 
Calvados, whose wife, on September 20, 
went to the office of La Lanterne and 
shot M. Oliver, the editor’s secretary, be­
cause she asserted the paper had slander­
ed herself and her husband, and' M. 
Turot, the writer of the article which 
led to the shooting. The meeting will 
take place to-morrow.

It is rumored that Dreyfus has already 
been transferred from Devil’s island to 
Cayenne, where he awaits a steamer to 
bring-him to a French or Algerian pert.

ONTARIO ELECTION PROTESTS.

(From Onr Own Correspondent.)
Ottawa,"Sept. 30—“A black eye for

prohibition,” is Mr. Blair’s summing up 
of yesterday’s plebiscite. The Free Press 
says: “The adverse majority in the prov­
ince of Quebec alone is such as would 
make it absolutely impossible for the 
government to force any federal law to 
compel the destruction of the liquor in­
terests. As one gentleman in the coun­
cils of the land remarked, ’It would 
simply mean Quebec’s withdrawal from 
confederation. The province has ever 
stood for the maintenance of individual 
rights. It was .so when the land was 
stricken by the agitation on the Mani­
toba school question. It was so at an 
earlier day in the history of Canada, at 
the time of the rebellion, and it holds 
good to-day.’ ” This is taken here to in­
dicate the opinion of the secretary of 
state, the father of the fioott act.

London, Octi 1.—A special despatch 
from Shanghai says that telegrams fur­
nished by the taotai, or local governor, 
to the Chinese paper there allege that 
the Emperor Of China committed sui­
cide after signing, the decree which plac­
ed the Dowager Empress at the head of 
affairs in China. This to understood to- 
mean that the Emperor was assassin­
ated. Another special report from 
Shanghai says the announcement of the 
death of the Emperor is confirmed. The 
reports as to the means employed in his 
taking off differ. One story has it that 
he died by poison, and another that 
death was caused by strangulation;- 
while a third states that he w»e subject­
ed to frightful torture, a red' hot iron'be­
ing pushed through his bowels.
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But Mr. Martin had another mission. 
He formally made application on behalf 
of his government to the federal govern­
ment for the transfer of Yukon or Klon­
dike to the territorial - sovereignty of 
British Columbia. There is not, how­
ever, much reason 1» believe that the 
proposition will be acceptable to the 
government or-to the people, although he 
says British Columbia would abolish the 
royalties.

He declined to say, in answer to a 
direct question, whether he would re­
gard the cession of a port and territory 
for an all-Canadian route to the Yukon 
from the head of Lynn canal as sufficient 
compensation for the surrender of the 
sealing rights. He would prefer first 
to speak with his colleagues, he said. 
He contended, however, that the persons 
who own sealing vessels are not the only 
ones to be thought of in the event of a 
decision being come to that would in­
volve the withdrawal of Canadians from 
pelagic sealing. The industry, he says, 
is quite as important to the men who 
get their living out of it as to the men 
who have capital embarked. The prac­
tical difficulty involved in the settlement

Montreal, Oct. l.(—Special)—Hon. Jos­
eph Martin, in an interview here to-day, 
said: “ Although in the late election
the Turner government carried 16 seats 
out of 38, about eight of these were won 
by majorities of 25 and under. The real 
fact is, the election was a veritable 
Waterloo for Mr. Turner, and if the 
present government went to the country, 
as it bhra right to do, Mr. Turner and 
hto friends could not, in my opinion, 
carry a single seat. N6e are not, how-' 
ever, worrying et all -in regard to our 
position, as we expect to meet the bouse 
with a good majority. If we do not, of 
coarse onr remedy is to immediately dis­
solve tile house.

“ With regard to the boundary ques­
tion. I found that the Canadian commis­
sioners had taken, every precaution, as 
far as I could observe, to collect all 
available evidence in faVor of the Cana­
dian contention, and I am satisfied that 
nothing will be left undone to secure a 
just and fair decision.

“ I did not say to anyone that the gen­
eral sentiment of the Pacific province 
was unmistakably in favor of a recipro­
city agreement. What I did point out 
was that a partial measure might un­
favorably affect certain British Colum­
bian industries, while a similar Injury 
from a general measure might be com­
pensated for by the general good to the 
whole province. Onr agricultural inter­
ests, for example, are by no means iden­
tical with those of the East, and free 
trade in agricultural products would af­
fect the markets of British Columbia, 
especially in the Kootenay district.

“ As to sealing, I hopê the Canadian 
commissioners will consider the rights 
of the men employed in this industry, as 
well as those of the capitalists.”

Hon. Mr. Martin will spend a short 
time in Ottawa and then leave for the 
West.

Winnipeg, Oct. 1.—(Special)—A change

I DENMARK’S QUEEN DEAD.
She Was Mother of the Princess of 

Wales and the King of Greece.
Copenhagen, Sept. 29.—The Queen of 

Denmark died at 5:30 o’clock this morn­
ing. The end was peaceful. At her 
bedside were the King of Denmark, 
Dowager Empress of Russia, King and 
Queen of Greece, Princess of Wales, 
Duke and Duchess of Cumberland, 
Crown Prince and Crown Princess of 
Denmark and all the other members of 
the Royal Family.

Queen Louise of Denmark was born 
Sept. 7, 1817. She was a daughter of 
Landgrave Wilhelm, of Hesse-Cassel; 
was married May 26, 1842, to Christian; 
fourth son of the late Duke Wilhelm, of 
Schelswig-Hol stein-Sonderburg - Clucka- 
barg. Christian was appointed in suc­
cession of the crown of Denmark by 
treaty in London, May 8, 1852, and by 
the Danish law of succession he suc­
ceeded to the throne as Christian IX 
on the death of King Frederick VII 
on November 17, 1863.

For the last thirty years of her life 
the Queen exercised such influence on 
politics of Europe that she 
times called the “mother-in-law of the 
continent.” Another title which was 
sometimes given her was the “royal 
matchmaker.”

The children of King Christian and 
Queen Louise are Prince Frederick, heir 
apparent, bom June 3, 2843, who mar­
ried Princess Louise, daughter of King 
Carl VI of Sweden and Norway; Prin­
cess Alexandra, bom December 1, 1844, 
who married March 10, 1863, Prince of 
Wales; Prince Wilhelm, born December 
24, 1843, elected King of Hellenes, un­
der the title of George IV by the Greek 
national assembly in 1863, and who mar­
ried Olga Constantixowna, Grand Duch­
ess of Russia, in 1867; Princess Marie 
Dagmar, (Empress Marie Forovna), bom 
November 20, 1845, married November 
9, 1866, to Alexander III late Emperor 
of Russia: Princess Thyj-a, bom Septem­
ber 29, 1853, married December 21, 
1878. to Prince Ernest August, Duke of 
Cumberland, and Prince Waldemar, 
bom October 27, 1858, who married in 
1885 Princess Marie D'Orleans, the 
oldest daughter of the Duc de Char­
tres.

ince goes 17,759 for prohibition.& The day passed very quietly in Vic­
toria, for though the prohibitionists and 
the anti’s worked hard, each for their 
side, there was not such general interest 
manifested on the surface as was mani­
fested by the vote. It had been predict­
ed that the vote polled in Victoria city 
would be email, bnt to the surprise of 
many, it amounted to 2,060, whereas 
the number of votes polled at the general 
provincial elections at the market hall 
last July numbered 2,559. 
in Victoria city and district had been 
looked for as a majority against. prohi­
bition. The arrangements at the mar­
ket hall were snch that there was no de­
lay experienced by the voters, and, 
therefore, no confusion. There were 
nine ballot boxes, and a different set of 
counters for each box, so that the result 
was known before 6 o’clock—less than 
an hour after the poll closed.

During the day the anti’s had a band 
out parading the streets, accompanied by 
some boys carrying banners, but the pro­
hibitionists objected, and appealed to 
Mr. Mnnn, the returning officer, who 
held that, under the election act, it was 
illegal to make a demonstration of this 
kind during voting bouts. Magistrate 
Macrae gave it as jiis opinion that the 
returning officer must be obeyed, and the 
banners came down, the stipulation being 
that the prohibition banner across Broad 
street be also furled. The band played 
during the afternoon on the streets, and 
when the result of the poil was known 
at night, they paraded about the busi­
ness portion of town, with a small torch­
light procession and boys carrying new 
brooms, in token of victory.

The saloons were kept shut during the 
day, but on the door of each was a large 
placard; bearing the legend, for the bene­
fit of the thirsty man: “Business closed 
to-day; go and vote ”—and he did.

DEFENCES OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

St. John’s, Nfld., Sept. 28.—The Brit­
ish government has privately advisêd the 
colonial ministry of the appointment of 
Lt.-Col. Sir Henry McCallum, of the 
Royal Engineers, to the governorship of 
Newfoundland. This step is believed 
to be a preliminary towards fortifying 
St. John’s, the new appointee having 
designed and built the Singapore forti­
fications. He is the youngest governor 
to this island, being only 46 years of 
age. His secretary and A.D.C. will also 
be Engineer officers.

AGAINST PROHIBITION.
Hotel Keepers Spurred to Greatest Ef­

fort—Quebec Indignant at the 
Suggestion.

Toronto, Sept 28.—(Special) — E. 
Dickie, secretary of the Ontario license 
holders’ protective association, has is­
sued a circular to all hotel keepers in 
the province asking them to make the 
fight of their lives on plebiscite day, 
seeing that Hon. Sydney Fisher on the 
15th pledged the' government to intro­
duce prohibition in case the plebiscite 
was in favor of it, and was supported 
by Hon. Geo. E. Foster, ex-minister of 
finance.

Montreal, Sept. 28.—An anti-prohibi­
tion mass meeting held at Sohmer park, 
in the east end of the city, last night, 
was attended by almost 2,000 people, 
principally workingmen. Mr. Dupre, M. 
P., presided, and the principal speakers 
were Mayor Prefontaine, M.P.; Mr. Des­
mans, M.P., and Aid. La comb, M.P. 
All strongly denounced prohibition, stat­
ing that if the other provinces wished 
for prohibition they conld have it, but 
they would have no right to coerce the 
province of Quebec. Mr. Geoffrion, a 
member of the government, who made a 
speech at Valley field against prohibition, 
was announced as one of the speakers, 
bnt did not put in an appearance.

CARRIED IN NORTHWEST.

Manitoba drives Ten Thousand for Pro­
hibition and the Territories a _ 

Large Majority.
Winnipeg, Sept. 29.— (Special) — Re­

turns from all parts of Manitoba np to 
midnight indicate that prohibition will 
carry in the province by about ten thous­
and majority. As compared with the 
Manitoba vote at the general election of 
1896 the total vote shows a large de­
crease, the “antis” at many points evi­
dently abstaining from voting almost 
entirely, and the prohibitionist vote is 
also smaller than had been expected.

"Tn Winnipeg the total vote was 1.451 
for and 923 against, a majority of 528. 
The election here passed off quietly and 
without any special incident.

In Macdonald constituency Portage la 
Prairie gave a majority of 202. The 
vote was very light at other points. The 
constituency will give over 3,000 major­
ity for prohibition.

Marquette polls heard from np to mid­
night give prohibition a majority of 800, 
bnt many are yet to be heard from. 
Birtie gave 61 for an 1 against.

Provencher returns are very meagre 
owing to the distances from the rail­
way. There will be a small majority for 
prohibition there.

Lisgar has gone overwhelmingly pro­
hibition. 80 per cent, of the vote cast 
being in its favor. The vote in Sel­
kirk constituency indicates a good ma­
jority for prohibition.

Returns from Brandon constituency 
also show a large majority for prohi­
bition. Brandon city gave 343 for and 
95 against The majority is estimated 
at 8,000.

In the North West Territories only 
points adjacent to the railwav have 
been heard from. Ail give maiorities for 
prohibition bnt complete returns cannot 
be expected for two or three days.

Coming Ont for the Winter Well Satisfied 
With the Prospects There.

The Union Steamship Company’s steamer 
Catch, Captain Newcombe, arrived this 
morning from a moat successful trip to 
Che northern coast of this province. . On 
board were Mr. Spencer, the Alert Bay 
canner; twelve men from . the Omineca 
country, who went in via the Ashcroft 
route, a number of coast prospectors, and 
a gang of Chinese from the canneries.

On the up trip the Catch landed a party 
within five miles of the Channe mines. 
They had a boat, In which they intended 
to visit the Channe mines and take the 
Cutch on the down trip. When the Cutch 
îeturned the party were in the same place 
in which they ‘had been landed suerai 
days before, havitig been unable to move 
owing to the heavy aou’-easter that had 
been blowing. Captain Newcombe says 
that for the eight days of the trip he did 
not see the sun, moon or stars, owing to 
tbe thick weather.

The twelve men who came down the 
Skeena river from Omineca, having gone 
in via the Ashcroft route, absolutely and 
emphatically deny the report of starvation 
alon& that route. They 
grub, although the route was a most-diffi­
cult one, ana that they had endured many 
hardships, but hunger was not In the list. 
The horses they took In had no value ln 
the Omineca country ,and they were 

sold to the Indians for a song, and the 
natives, man, woman and child, 
the happy posessor of a “keutan.

They speak most 
ingiy of tne mineral r 
try, and show sacks of gold and native 
silver nuggets in support of their state- 
ments. The early hour and short stay of 
the steamer did not allow an opportunity 
to obtain many details. The silver nug­
gets, were obtained on Silver creek, while

In every stream they prospected 
they found excellent prospects, and will 
return with supplies as soon as the snow 
nnd ice will permit of travelling up the 
Skeena river. They all appeared well 
satisfied with the result of their summer’s 
work, even If they had endured hard­
ships on the Ashcroft route.

Secrecy, Major Griffiths ob­
served In the Fortnightly article to which 
we then referred, has ever been a guiding 
principle with the Sirdar as with all good 
military commanders. No one will deny it, 
and no one will object to the Sirdar’s cau­
tion last winter in cloaking np his pro­
posed Advance. News travels fast In the 
Soudan, and the Khalifa has spies all 
along the river from Cairo to Khartoum. 
Secrecy, by all means, in such a case as the 
preparation for that “smashing of the 
Mahdi,” which Gordon told Sir Evelyn Bar­
ing thirteen years ago would eventually be 
necessary. But there are other reasons 
why correspondents have been muzzled in 
such wars as those which this country has 
waged ln the Soudan. Things have been 
done, have had to be done, by British offi­
cers and British soldiers which would not 
bear the telling; the news was suppressed 
at the time of their occurrence. And for 
good reason. The comander of an army In 
the field has as much as he can manage on 
his hands to carry things through without 
interference from arm-chair critics at 
home. He does not want more instruc­
tions than are absolutely essential. He 
does not particularly hanker after publi­
city in the newspapers.

It was found at the very ontset, when 
Osman Dlgna first arrived in the Suakin 
district as the Mahdl’s apostle, that the 
Dervishes were not men who could be 
fought in the .manner customary to civiliz­
ation. It was not a matter of maneuver­
ing, or “coming into action at 1,000 yards,” 
or anything of that kind. The Dervish 
method of fighting was something much 
more simple. The enemy being sighted, 
banners are ralsesd. swords are drawn, 
spears are poised, and the whole force goes 
straight at him. That was what Mahmud 
Pasha Taher and Commander Moncrieff had 
not realized when, on Nov. 4, 1883, they 
took 550 Egyptians from Snakln toward 
Tokar. One hundred and fifty Dervishes 
completely routed them. Moncrieff was 
among the killed. Suakin was paralyzed, 
stiff with terror. Then poor Valentine Ba­
ker, our former dashing colonel of hussars, 
was commissioned by the khedive to re­
trieve this disaster. His Egyptians were 
slaughtered at El Teh like sheep; they fled, 
they knelt on the desert, raising their 
hands In prayer, stretching forth their 
necks to the sword. There was no quarter 
for Egyptians or English: their heads 
rolled In the sand; their bodies Were smit­
ten through and through with spears. 
Hicks bad perished with a great army ln 
far away Kordofan. It was the same there. 
England was roused. Two armies led by 
English officers had suffered complete de- 

, feat> In one case annihilation. General Gra­
ham was sent ont. and now for the first 
time the English private soldier joined bat­
tle with the Dervish; now for the first 
time he learned what manner of fighting 
man was the fuzzy-wuzzy. And from that 
time must be dated the “unwritten chap­
ters” of Soudanese warfare. From that 
time Tomy Atkins became familiar with 
slaughter in a form new to him—the 
slaughter of women and the slaughter of 
wounded men.

YOUNG HOUSEBREAKERS.Ainsworth, B.C., Sept. 24.—Ainsworth, 
the oldest and in many respects the best 
known camp of the Kootenay country, 
is situated on the west bank of Kootenay 
lake, about thirty-fivp miles north of 
Nelson, and about half that distance 
south of Kaslo. It is distinctly a silver 
lead camp, although in the past season 
or two several very promising gold bear­
ing quartz claims have been located 
along some of the creeks tributary to the 
camp. The work on these, however, has 
not been sufficient to demonstrate their 
value and even under the most favorable 
conditions, it will be another year or 
two before Ainsworth can lay claim to 
any actual gold producing mines.

It is now more than fourteen years 
ago since Charles Olsen, the veteran 
landlord of the Hot Springs hotel, pene­
trated the great northern wilderness and 
attracted by the evidences of vast min­
eral deposits, constructed a rude cabin 
and laid the foundation for the present 
town of Ainsworth. Since that time the 
old camp has had many ups and downs, 
but withal it has held its own pretty 
well, and is to-day far more substantial 
and promising than at any time during 
its history.

Three times it has been almost swept 
out of existence by fire but the indom­
itable pluck and energy of its citizens 
have risen superior to the catastrophe, 
and each time a new Ainsworth has ris­
en from the ashes of the old. Innum­
erable times have rich strikes in other 
camps caused a general exodus of miners 
and prospectors from Ainsworth until it 
would seem that the camp would be de­
serted, but in time the backward drift 
would set in and Ainsworth would re­
sume its former air of life and activity. 

ORE IN GREAT BODIES. 
Although the ores of the Ainsworth 

camp are of low grade the immense 
bodies more than make up for the defi­
ciency in values and at the present day 
the low price of mining and treating sil­
ver-lead ores warrants the assertion be­
ing made that Ainsworth will ultimately 
become one of the greatest ore producing 
camps in the British Columbia province.

The camp is at present overshadowed 
by the high grade silver camps at San- 
don and Whitewater and by the great 
gold camp of Rossland, but in spite of 
this a great deal of money is being spent 
in the steady development of the mines 
of Ainsworth.

MINES NOW WORKING.
The No. One, which has in past years 

paid its owners many thousand dollars 
in dividends, is working a large force 
of men on a new tunnel which is des­
tined to cut the ore body at a depth of 
over 500 feet. The mine is stripping but 
little ore at present, only enough" to pay 
the development work that is going on.

mThree Boys Sentenced to Terms In the 
Reformatory.

It did not take very long to settle the 
trial of the three small boys, William 
Ferguson, George Duncan and Frederick 
Hansen, who were committed on Thurs­
day by Magistrate Macrae for breaking 
into Mr. Cole’s house, on Simcoe street. 
Mr. Justice Walkem yesterday sentenced 
William Ferguson to 12 months in the 
reformatory, and George Duncan and 
Frederick Hansen to six months each in 
the reformatory. It seems to be the old 
story of boys staying out late at night, 
playing truant from school, and gradu­
ally falling into crime. Young Ferguson 
is a colored boy of about 12 years of 
age, and he appears to have been the 
ringleader. Though deservedly punished 
and from the accounts given of his char­
acter seemingly incorrigible, the lad’s 
story is a pitiful one. He is an orphan, 
and the provincial government, to pro­
vide for him, paid an old man and liis 
wife to take care of the boy. He was 
put to school, but somehow or other he 
seems to have been too much for his 
guardians and teachers, and in spite of 
all punishments he would stay away 
from school. His bad example infected 
young Duncan and Hansen, but the boys 
do not seem to realize the enormity of 
their crime of housebreaking. A stay 
at the reformatory may have a good f- 
fect on them, however.

can pass through from the great lakes to 
Montreal without interruption.

“2. The said company will employ 
Canadian labor only. Canadian sub­
contractors, and will use new plant and 
machinery made in Canada if procurable.

“3. The said company will commence 
the surveys at once, and will complete 
same in ten weeks, and will put the 
whole under contract as soon as surveys 
are completed.

“4. The qpmpany will wait for one 
year, or longer if required, from the date 
of the absolute completion of the said 
canal before the guarantee hereinafter 
mentioned shall commence to be paid.

“5. The guarantee required of the gov­
ernment by the said company is $340,000 
a year for twenty years, or 2 per cent on 
$17,000,000, the cost which the said com­
pany accept as the estimate for the pur­
poses of this arrangement or negotiation 
with the government.

“6. The said company will only ask 
the government to pay the deficiency in 
the interest on the bonds to the extent 
of a sum not greater than $340,000, e.g., 
if the earnings for the first year were 
$140,000 the goverment would only be 
called upon to pay $200,000.

“7. If the government of Canada shall 
be called upon to pay, and shall pay, 
the whole or any portion of said guar­
antee, the same will be refunded by the 
said company form time to time out of 
the current and subsequent profits, so 
the guarantee will partake of the nature 
of a loan.

“8. The payment of the said guaran­
tee, or any portion thereof, shall be a 
first cliaigv and lien on all property, real 
and personal, of the company, and on all 
their rights, franchisés, easement» and 
privileges.

“9. An order-m-council will be accept­
ed by the said company for the purpose 
of concluding the arrangement or nego­
tiation and entering on the construction 
of the canal works, same to be ratified by 
subsequent legislation.

SPAIN’S FAILURE AS A COLONISTThe SEPTEMBER SHIPPING.
St. Louis Globe Democrat.

the Northern trade and the return of 
number of the sealing fleet there 
nothing in the local shipping business 
during tire past month to mark it as 
out of ordinary.

THE ALBION.
The Albion adjoins the Highlander on 

the north and is owned by a Spokane 
company of which W. A. Aldrich, secre­
tary of the Spokane Gas company, is 
president. The company has expended 
upwards of $15,000 in development work 
and has cut two veins of ore in its 
main tunnel which has been run in a dis­
tance of nearly 500 feet, giving a depth 
in the first vein of 375 feet and on the 
second of about 450 feet. A drift of 120 
feet has been run on the first vein to 
the north and an ore chute of 94 feet un­
covered. An upraise of 47 feet has been 
run and is in ore all the way np. Num­
erous assays have been made from the 
ore in the drift and upraise, showing 
total values ranging from $68 to $104. 
The ore will average from 60 to 65 per 
cent, in lead and about 40 ounces in 
silver. Assays for gold have shown 
from $1.50 to $22 in value. It is the in­
tention of the company to commence 
drifting on the second vein at once and 
to continue work through the winter. 
The company is free from debt and it is 
expected that enough ore will be shipped 
this winter to pay for all development 
expenses.

The Banker adjoins tlj.e Albion on the 
north and the same veins that have been 
cut in the latter property rnn through 
the Banker, but not enough work has 
been done on the Banker tunnel yet to 
cut these veins.

The Tariff which lies east of the High­
lander is owned by Braden Brothers, the 
owners o£ the Pilot Bay smelter, and 
during the past year they have shipped 
many thousand tons of ore from the 
property.

The salmon carried over the 
Great Northern—and so far the most 
that has gone forward from Victoria has 
been handled by this route—is landed at 
®uluth and thence shipped to Sarnia, 
Ont., where it is again loaded on the 
cars.

NOT A MURDER.

An Anthropological Specimen.
The mystery of the boy’s head in a 

box found floating in Alberni canal some 
days ago, was solved yesterday, when 
the whole thing was cleared up 
torily, and the murder theory was dis­
covered to be unfounded. A special 
despatch to the Colonist from Alberni 
last night gives the whole story, which 
is as follows:

Alberni, Sept. 30.—(Special)—A coro­
ner’s inquest was held here to-day on the 
skull found some time ago floating in 
the Alberni canal. The facts are briefly 
these: A resident of New Alberni was 
asked by a friend to procure a skull for 
him as a specimen. He accordingly 
went over to Deadman’s island, an old 
Indian burial ground, and picked this 
skull ont of a pile of bones, it being in 
a good state of preservation, and packed 
it in a box for shipment to Victoria, tak­
ing it aboard the Willapa. He became 
rather disgusted with it and threw it 
into the canal, box and all, where it 
was picked up next day by an Indian, 
who opened the package, and, finding 
what it was, became frightened and 
threw it back again, subsequently report­
ing his find to Constable Cox, who imme­
diately had the box searched for again, 
and succeeded in unravelling what prom­
ised to be another mystery of the deep. 
The verdict of th^ jury was in accord­
ance with the evidence given by the per­
son who found the skull, and expert 
medical testimony showed that it was 
the skull of an Indian boy about 13 
years of age. The skull was ordered to 
be returned to the place where it was 
found.

Superintendent Hussey had arranged 
yesterday to despatch Chief Constable 
Bullock-Webster to Alberni by the Wil­
lapa, sailing to-night, to investigate the 
whole thing, but a wire from Provincial 
Constable Cox, of Alberni, last night, 
gave similar information to that con­
tained in the Colonist’s special, and so 
no further investigation is necessary.

THE THIRTEEN ROMAN LEGS.
The Popes of That Name Have Included 

Somp, Eminent Men.

Thirteen in number have been the Leos 
that have filled the chair of Peter, and 
of these several have been popes of 
eminence, says the London Sketch. The 
first of the name early obtained the 
appellation of “Great," leaving less hon­
ored titles for those who might succeed. 
His pontificate in the middle of the fifth 
century lasted over 20 years, and a fine 
early printed edition of his “Sermons,” 
with a magnificent illuminated initial 
letter, lies before me as I write. Leo 
II, who lived towards the end of the 
seventh century, had but a short reign; 
Leo III in his 20 years of rule had the 
honor of crowning the greatest of the 
mediaeval Caesars, Charlemange; the 
fourth Leo was an exemplary pontiff, if 
nothing more; the fifth, sixth and sere 
enth were but transient figures early in 
the tenth century, and the eighth was 
one of the anti-popes. Leo IX, one of 
the house of Hapsburg, towards the mid­
dle of the eleventh century, illuminated 
the world with his learning, and was 
canonized.

Four hundred and sixty years elapse 
before we come to another Leo, the 
tenth of the name, Giovanni de’ Medici, 
illustrious for his fostering of the Re­
naissance, and celebrated, in a different 

for his inability to check the 
Lutheran heresies. Had he been less a 
patron of letters and a courtier, and 
more of an anchorite, the Reformation 
might have been stayed, if not actually 
effected within the limits of the church 
itself. Another Medici, though not of 
the then reigning house of Tuscany, oc­
cupied the holv seat for a few weeks in 
1605 as Lea XI. Again a gap—of more 
than 200 years—before we arrive at Leo 
XII, elected during the thirty years’ 
peace, when Europe was slumbering be­
tween the Napoleonic wars and the days 
of ’48. Last of all comes the benign and 
venerable Leo XIII, who is passing his 
closing years as occupant of the Vatican 
and as mediator between the sons of 
men. It is curious indeed that nine out 
of the thirteen lived before the Normans 
conquered “ this little isle set in the sil-, 
ver sea." ■ -- i iié

HALIFAX MAJOR KILLED.

He Was Qualifying in Equitation by 
Order, and His Horse Trampled 

Him.

Very general regret is felt over the 
demise of Major James Maxwell, 1st 
Regiment Canadian Artillery, Halifax, 
which was caused by an accident which 
occurred to him on Tuesday, August 30. 
It appears that the late Major Maxwell 
had mounted his horse at his own door 
for the purpose of proceeding to the 
school of equitation, when the horse 
shied and suddenly started to run south. 
Major Maxwell lost his seat and vainly 
attempted to regain it. Seventy yards 
or so had been traversed when the de­
ceased, who had been clinging to the 
meme, fell to tire ground on his back in 
front of the horse, and the animal as it 
passed along trampled upon him. The 
best surgical skill obtainable in Halifax 
was procured, but he died on the 2d inst. 
The late major was enthusiastically de­
voted to he militia, and most of his leis­
ure was spent in promoting tfre efficiency 
of the service. He was proud of the 
garrison artillery, and the men had great' 
respect for him. The company that he 
commanded was most successful in all 
contests of gun shifting, firing and rifle 
shooting.

The fatal accident is the fruit of a 
ridiculous order requiring garrison ar­
tillery field officers to qualify in equita­
tion, although no horses are provided for 
them, neither would they ever be mount­
ed in thé performance of their duty.

The funeral of the late Major Maxwell 
was one of the largest ever seen in Hali­
fax. Nearly every militia officer in the 
city and every militia man were present. 
The floral tributes completely covered the 
grave.—Canadian Military Gaette.

The vote' therefore ought to be an unusu­
ally intelligent one, and it the affirmative 
side does not receive the support of a 
substantial majority of the voters of 
Canada, the conclusion will be irresist­
ible that the people are not yet prepared 
for prohlBition. On the other hand if 
it does receive such a vote, it is difficult 
to see how the government can refuse to 
give effect to it by introducing prohibi­
tory legislation of some kind. This will 
not be a very easy matter to deal with. 
Nor will the difficulty have to be borne 
by the present government alone. The 
Conservatives will not venture to oppose 
as a party a prohibitory law; neither do 
we imagine for a moment that the Lib­
erals as a party will support one. There 
are probably 
one side o( the house as on the other, 
and in the constituencies the parties are 
divided much the same. If the vote re­
sults in an affirmative decision and a 
prohibitory measure is introduced, Sir 
Wilfrid can unquestionably count upon 
much Conservative support. Many in­
teresting speculations might be made on 
this subject, but it is better to defer 
them until the result of the voting is 
known. '

Gazette and its proprietor had commit­
ted some frightful outrage upon the 
community ? In some parts of this 
country, the first answer that suggests 
itself to some newspapers is to make a 
personal attack upon the editor or pro­
prietor of the paper replied to. This 
ought no longer to be.

In the first place, the newspaper editor, 
as a rule, is simply a private individual, 
as much as the bookkeeper in the busi­
ness office of the paper is. He usually 
asks nothing of the public except to he 
allowed to make his living quietly. He 
may not always approve of what his 
paper does, in which respect he is like a 
lawyer, who makes out the best case he 
can for his client, without respect to 
what his own views may be as to/the 
abstract justice of the client’s claim. 
Journalism is as much a profession as 
is the practice of the law, or of medicine, 
and as only a pettifogger or a quack 
would make a personal attack upon a 
fellow lawyer or physician, so only a 
pettifogger or a quack in journalism will 
make a personal attack upon a fellow 
editor.

A correspondent propounds the follow­
ing question: “Has the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor any right to appoint a Royal Com­
mission to sit in judgment upon his min­
istry or their predecessors?” He adds: 
“What the legislature allowed after ex­
amination is settled and determined.”

A Royal Commission to inquire into 
the acts of a ministry is certainly a 
very unusual thing. There may be some 
precedent for it but we do not know of 
any. It seems to be a contradiction in 
terms. A Royal Commission is an ex­
pedient whereby the Crown informs it­
self of something which it does not al­
ready know. But the Crown already 
knows what the ministry does, for the 
reason that what the ministry does the 
Crown does. Alpheus Todd says that 
Royal Commissions are for the 
of collecting information upon public 
questions which are to form the subject 
of legislation, and he adds: “But it would 
be unconstitutional to refer to a Royal 
Commission subjects which are connect­
ed with the elementary duties of the 
executive government and with its rela­
tions to parliament or to do the work of 
existing departments of state, who pos­
sess all needful facilities for obtaining 
information upon questions of detail and 
who are directly responsible to parlia­
ment.” For this view Dr. Todd cites Mr.

such claim can be made.

We say that the commission is 
stitutional. that the Chief Justice ha 
more authority to summon witnesses be­
fore him and take their testimony than 
any newspaper reporter would have, and 
that his appointment as commissioner 
is a usurpation by the government of 
the prerogatives of the legislature. The 
evidence which he takes ought to be 
thrown out of the house, if it is ever sub­
mitted to that body.

The news from Quebec in regard to 
the proposed settlement of the Alaska-

only the reliable character of our special 
correspondent made us feel warranted in 
printing it.

By every principle of international law 
the right of pelagic sealing is vested in 
the people of Canada. By every prin­
ciple of international law and by the only 
reasonable construction of the treaty of 
1825, Canada already owns both .ports 
at the head of Lynn Canal. Yet 
we are told we must surrender 
all these our undoubted rights, and accept 
in lieu, through the gracious consent of 
the United States, permission to retain 
control of one of the ports.

Among the subjects which must have 
attention are the following: The water 
supply, the fire department, the paving 
of the business streets, the maintenance 
of sidewalks, the bridges at James Bay 
and Rock Bay# and the extension of the 
sewerage system. There is no use in 
the citizens shutting their eyes to these 
things. They exist and they will con­
tinue to exist as demands upon the pock­
ets of the people who pay the taxes. 
There is also the question of the schools, 
which is now at an acute stage and 
must be so disposed of that there will 
hereafter be no difficulty in regard to 
them. A very little thought will con­
vince any man that the proper disposal 
of the several subjects above named will 

» call for the outlay of a good deal of 
money and the exercise of more than 
ordinary executive skill. It is equally 
evident that the taxpayers do not fed 
sufficient confidence in the members of 
the present city government to entrust 
such large expenditures to them. There 
is no suggestion that the aldermen are 
not honest enough. The doubt is as to 
their knowledge of what is needed and 
the value of their experience in handling 
large sums of money. What the city 
needs is the presence in office of men 
who have a grasp of large matters.

The present is an excellent time for 
some broad-minded and progressive citi­
zen to come to the front and give the 
city the benefit of his knowledge, ex­
perience and judgment. The Colonist 
has only kindly feelings towards Mayor 
Redfern, who is a painstaking, consci­
entious and excellent Tontine officer. It 
is no disparagement to him to say that 
he has not been able to Impress the peo­
ple with the idea that he is a safe guide 
in regard to the large expenditures which 
must be made.

The question presents some difficulties 
and the very first one is over the start­
ing point. The British claim is that the 
eastern shore of the mouth of the Orin­
oco for several miles from the sea is a 
part of Guiana. On the other hand the 
extreme Venezuelan contention is that 
the territory of that republic extends 
far as east as the Essiquibo river. Wc 
do not think there is the least reason to 
suppose that the latter contention will 
be sustained. As to the British conten­
tion to regard to the starting point, it is 
possible that it may not be fully admit­
ted. Upwards of a century ago there 
a disagreement among the authorities as 
to the proper starting point, and the 
weight of evidence then seemed to be 
against the extreme contention now made 
by Great Britain. To understand this, it 
is necessary to remember that the British 
claim is derived from the Dutch, as the 
Venezuelan claim is derived from the 
Spanish, and the possession of these 
tions was never continuous at 
points. Sometimes the Dutch dispossess­
ed the Spaniards and sometimes the 
Spaniards and Dutch, and sometimes the 
English turned both of them out.

There were many trading posts along 
the coast and up the Essiquibo and its 
tributaries, especially the Cayuni, a 
large river flowing into the Essiquibo 
from the west, that is from the direction 
of Venezuela. The Schomburek line, so 
much talked about when the dispute 
acute, was an attempt to fix a limit to 
the territory over which Spain had any­
thing resembling continuous possession. 
It is possible that he claimed more for 
Great Britain at the month of the Orin­
oco than can be sustained, but he seems 
not to have kept far enough west after 
he lost sight of the coast, and, therefore, 
to have conceded more to Venezuela 
than will likely be awarded to her. There 
ought not to be very much difficulty in 
determining the proper starting point, 
but there will be considerable difference 
of opinion as to where the line ought to 
be drawn from the interior.

The territory in dispute is quite large 
and only imperfectly known. Extensive 
deposits of gold have been discovered, 
but the climate is such that white 
can scarcely stand it. The soil in the 
low land is wonderfully fertile, and pro­
duces ail manner of tropical vegetation 
in great luxuriance. By far the greater 
part of the disputed region is nnoceupied 
by any except Indian population.

TO-DAY’S VOTE.

SAUCEHow important the vote of to-day will 
be upon the future ot Canada, no one1 
can foretell. An unfortunate feature of 
it is that no one knows what will follow 
an affirmative result. This ignorance 
probably extends even to the Premier’s 
office. At least if Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
knows what he will ask parliament to 
do in the event of prohibition carrying, 
he has not told any one. People are 
therefore to some extent voting in the 
dark.

As far as we have been able to ob­
serve, the campaign has been carried on 
all over the Dominion with a singular 
degree of calmness. Yet we think very 
thorough work has been done, and that 
the vote will give a very fair indication 
of how the people feel on the subject of 
prohibition, 
have done as the Colonist has, admitted 
to their columns the arguments apd ap­
peals of both sides. Not many promin­
ent papers have editorially taken sides.

In view of all that has been said, ne 
one can claim not to be in a position to 
give an intelligent vote as to the prin­
ciple involved. The uncertainty attend­
ing the effect of the vote ought not to 
lead to indifference on either side. It 
is very desirable in the interests of the 
country that there should be a large 
vote. If the great body of the people 
are not prepared to give prohibition an 
active support, no greater mistake oould 
be made than to try an experiment in 
snch legislation. From the standpoint 
of the most extreme prohibitionists it is 
a good thing that the opponents of such 
a measure have placed before the people 
the facts upon which they rely. Persons 
who have had experience with Scott act 
campaigns will bear ns out in saying 
that the discovery, after the act was 
brought into force, of things that ought 
to have been pointed out before the elec­
tion contributed in many cases to a feel­
ing of discontent with the law. The tem­
perance people in their enthusiasm seem­
ed to think that all they had to do 
to bring the law into operation. If they 
recognized what its 
plied, they rarely felt called upon to in­
form the voters. The result was in 
many cases that, when the law came into 
effect, people shrank from assuming the 
responsibilities which its strict enforce­
ment required. In the present campaign 
the people have been instructed by the 
opponents of prohibition as to what they 
think will be the result of snch a law. 
We have also observed a disposition on 
the part of the prohibitionist speakers 
and writers to admit the serions nature 
ot the problem to be dealt with. There 
has been very much less of a mere ap­
peal to sympathy and feeling than ia 
usual in campaigns of this character.

foil data to be able to compare the vote 
thrown on the occasion of the plebiscite 
with the actual voting strength of the 
country, but a sufficiently close approxi­
mate can be made for all practical pur­
poses. We find by the returns received 
that Nova Scotia did not cast more than 
30,000 votes all told, of which 24,530 
were for prohibition. This is less than 
a quarter of the whole vote. Nejg 
Brunswick’s total vote will not be much 
more than 20,000, of which about 18,000 
Or less than one-fifth of the total vote of 
the province, 
votes were cast in British Columbia, of 
which not to exceed 5,000 may be set 
down for prohibition at an outside figure. 
The returns from the other provinces are 
so incomplete that only a general esti­
mate can be made, bnt at present there 
seems to be room for doubt whether one- 
fifth of the total electorate have pro­
nounced for prohibition. At the 
time it is to be remembered that at the 
elections for the House of Commons 
nothing like a full vote is ever polled. 
Probably not to exceed 900,000 votes 
were polled at the election of 1896, and 
a House of Commons is usually elected 
by about one-third of the whole elec­
torate, that is assuming all the names on 
the lists td represent actual voters.

We find that Quebec and Ontario ar- 
against prohibitiça and all the [ 

ether provinces for it. The result in 
Quebec it what most careful observera 
expected. It is not to be taken as any 
indication as to the comparative sobriety 
of that province. The people of Quebec 
are probably less addicted to the use of 
intoxicants in excess than those of any 
of the other provinces. Total abstinence 
Is rarer there than in other parts of the 
Dominion, but as a rule the people are 
temperate. The large vote against pro­
hibition is to be taken as indicative of 
the fact that those to whom the people 
of Quebec are accustomed to look for 
guidance in matters of this nature were 
not prepared to recommend prohibition. 
In addition to this the large business in­
terests involved in the manufacture and 
sale of spirituous and malt liquors were 
able to influence a very great number 
of votèrs. Left entirely to themselves 
the majority of the people of Quebec 
would not be willing to vote for prohibi­
tion, although if a prohibitory law were 
passed, no section of the population 
would offer less opposition to its enforce­
ment

JAMES BAY CAR SERVICE.
It is plain to every one that the car 

service across the James Bay bridge 
must shortly cease. Only a few months 
remain during which, according to the 
engineer’s report, it will be safe to use 
the bridge. The length of its life is 
measured in months by not much more 
than the number of its spans, and it 
can hardly be proposed to allow the 
public to use it up to the very “hour and 
article” of its death. Neither does it 
seem likely that any one will propose 
that the car service in the James Bay 
district should be suspended while the 
bridge is being reconstructed.

The time has come when arrangements 
should be made to carry the James Bay 
line from Government street out Hum­
boldt to the unnamed street at the head 
of the tide flats, down this to Belleville 
and out Belleville to the present line at 
Birdcage walk. This change, which 
ought to be a permanent one, would 
inconvenience nobody and would make 
the service available to a considerable 
section of the city, which it does not 
touch at present. Very few people ever 
take a car at the comer of Humboldt 
street or at the Belleville street end of 
the bridge, the reason being that there 
is no object in doing so, for when a per­
son from the section around the head of 
James Bay bas walked that far into 
town, he almost always walks the re­
mainder of the distance. It is a rule in 
city car service that the more street 
intersections a car line 
greater the traffic. The suggested change 
would add six intersections to those on 
the line to the ears. We hope this mat­
ter will not be any longer delayed.

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MR. MARTIN AT OTTAWA.
Our Ottawa correspondent learns that

No donbt the Times thinks it has 
settled the Colonist forever by its article 
on the royal commission. Bnt it simply 
begs the whole question. The Colonist 
was perfectly well aware of the existence 
of such a statute as that so 
freely quoted by the Times and what 
it complains of is the unconstitu­
tional use of the powers 
ferred upon the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor by that statute. The caae is 
precisely similar to that involved in the 
dismissal of the late ministry. The ab­
stract power to dismiss is vested in the 
lieutenant-governor, but it must be exer­
cised constitutionally. So the legislature 
has clothed the lieutenant-governor with 
the power to issue royal commissions of 
inquiry, but this power must be exer­
cised in accordance with the well under­
stood principles of the British constitu­
tion.

Onr correspondent, “A Canadian,” is 
doing well in discussing the principles of 
constitutional law involved in the events, 
which have recently transpired in this 
province. These principles are not very 
generally understood, but they ought to 
be, because upon their observance de­
pends our whole system of government 
Nothing tends to render people jealous 
of any encroachment upon their liberties 
so much as a knowledge of what those 
liberties are, and how they were secured.

The vote of Ontario is a surprise to 
both sides. Every one expected a large 
majority for prohibition1 in that prov­
ince. In 1894 there was a majority of 
80,000 for prohibition, and it was this 
very remarkable expression of public 
opinion which, more than anything else, 
led to the submission of the question in 
the form of a plebiscite. It is not very 
easy to account for the reduced majority 
in Ontario, which will have a tendency to 
set the people of that part of the Do­
minion to some very hard thinking.
Hitherto it has been claimed of Ontario 
that it was the banner province in all 
manner of reforms, and the claim was 
made with a smug complacency that was 
not a little irritating. It will be inter­
esting to see how the champions of the 
supreme virtue of Ontario will account 
for the fact that Toronto is against pro­
hibition and a majority of the mining 
camps of British Colombia for it.

The vote of the Maritime Provinces 
surprised no one who was at all famil­
iar with the sentiment of the people 
there. Let no one suppose that the resi­
dents of that part of the Dominion are or 
claim to be any more virtuous than other 
people. The strong total abstinence sen­
timent of the people is to be accounted 
for by the fact that for half a century 
all the more prominent leaders of public 
opinion have been total abstainers, and 
the present generation of voters 
have been educated in opposition to the 
drink traffic. Moreover, and the import­
ante of this consideration must not be 
lost sight of, in no part of Canada has 
the Scott act been so generally put in 
operation as in the Maritime Provinces.
In twenty-six electoral districts in the 
provinces of Nova Scotia, New Bruns­
wick and Prince Edward Island the 
Scott act is now and has for some years 
been in force. The inference to be drawn 
is that an experience of partial prohi­
bition has strengthened the demand for 
an absolute prohibitory law.

style, some eight or ten miles east of the 
city, on the Base Line road, at a cost of
bout $2,000, and with a capacity of 

handling 400 bushels per day, and has 
already made arrangements for drying 
already made arrangements for drying 
160 tons of fruit.

He says he does not want any prunes 
which have not fallen from the trees 
themselves and lain on the ground from 
two to three days. Such prunes, he says, 
are much sweeter and better when prop­
erly dried than the fruit picked before 
they were so dead ripe as to fall from 
the trees, but to persons not acquainted 
with the manner of drying it looks as if 
the ripe prunes would be braised and in- 
juer;d by falling.

The price paid for prunes at the driers 
is $10 per ton, which does not seem a 
very high price, but it is said that prunes 
can be raised cheaper than potatoes. One 
hundred pounds of fresh prunes make 30 
pounds of dried prunes. There to a mar­
ket for all the good dried prunes that 
can be produced at about 4^4 cents per 
pound. Many prunes are not dried so 
as to secure the best results, and not aH 
the driers are of the best kind.
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
