var, protested against the actions of the
Restaurador.

MONSTER WIRELESS STATION.

Located by Marconi on ‘the Shore Near

Sydney, N. S.
The most elaborate ‘station which Sig-
nor Marconi has yet arranged for send-
ing 'wireless telegraph messages is now
in readiness on the shore near the city
of Sydney, N. 8. Between Glace bay,
where ‘the -station is located, and the
British coast nothing intervenes to in-
terfere ‘with the wonderful vibratious
,'Whlch‘ compose the unspoken language
used in ‘the Marconi system. ‘This was
the reason for the selection of this site
on a bleak heddland which overlooks
the Altlantic.

The most bonspicuous features of it
are the great steel towers which rise
to the height of 215 feet above the
ground. They are constructed of what
is known as bridge steel, each con-
sisting of four columns connected by
lattice work of metal and further
strengthened by long ropes of wire se-
‘curely anchored to the surface.

In the centre of the hollow square
formed by the four towers is a long,
low structure which is carefully guard-
ed tronhl mqmsitiv% visit&)rs by watch-
men who are on duty day and night.
This building contains the steam lgen-
gmes and dynamos for producing au
which, by means of
transformers, can develop 80,000 volts.

The engines represent 115 horse-
power and are connécted to what is
‘knpnwn as an alternating current ma-
chine, and will produce the electric
spark, used for agitating the ether in
the air. In addition, however, to this
machinery, a quantity of other appa-
ratus has been installed, the character
of which is known only to Marconi and
a few of the directors of his company.
. It is claimed that when the station
is being woperated to its full capacity,
about 150 men will be required to re-
ceive and send messages, and that it
can transmit fully ten times as much
business across the sea as the cable sta-
tion on ‘the island of Newfoundland.
.The signor will inangurate the sta-
tion at Glace bay, sending the first sum-
mons b0 the other side of the Atlantic
with his own hands. The principal
receiving station in Great Britain will
be that on the Cornwall coast at Poldhu,
which was ‘also constructed according to
plans prepared by the Italian scientist.
The American plant, however, is so
equipped that communication can be held
with any ship crossing the Atlantic which
is equipped with the Marconi apparatus.

If the experiments which will be

commenced in the mear future prove
to be a failure, the ecompany wil be out
to the extent of fully ,000, as ex-
perts claim that at least this amount
has been expended in the erection of the
towers, the construction of the buildings,
and installation of the apparatus. If it
should prove successfu.,, however, one
of its most valuable features, according
to mariners, will be the fact that it can
give warning to all vessels approaching
the coast which are provided with 'wire-
less teleg_&-aph instruments, so that if

Latest News Seems to Point to
Heavy Fighting in Near
Future.

!

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept. 23.—The
British steamer Antilian, which has just
reached here from . Colon, ‘Colombia,
brings a report that the situation ou the
Isthmus was extremely critical -when
she left there last Sunday. The rebels
at that time were reported to be mass-
ed pear the railroad, between Colon and

Panama, and the government was send-
ing troops from Panama to Agua Dulce,
to cut off the rebels’ reireat, should they
be beaten on the Isthmus. The main
rebel army, under Gen. Herrera, was
reported Saturday and Surday to be
within seven miles of Colon. Officers
of the,Antilian said the business at Co-
lon had been suspended and that the
privations there were very great. The
government soldiers at Colon are main-
ly youths and are apparently unable to
stand the hardships of a campaign. The
decree preventing Liberals from appear-
ing on the streets is being strictly en-
forced at Colon. Euormous prices are
‘being charged for food stuffs, according
to reports brought by the Antilian, and
a number of prominent people in Pan-
ama have been imprisoned because they
sympathized with the rebel movement.
Washington, Sept. 23.—The Navy De-
partment has received information
through the agent of the Boston Fruit
Company at Santa Marta, a place on
the north coast of Colombia, between
the Isthmus and 'Cartagena, of much
disturbance there and the cutting or in-
terruption of telegraph or railroad com-
munijeation. The attention of the de-
partment to this is requested. The de-
partment has decided to await further
information before sending a vessel. The
United States comsul at Barranquilla
has been cabled for a report, as this
country has no consul at Santa Marta.
‘Colon, Colombia, Sept. 23.—Three com-
panies of United States marines, who
arrived here on the auxiliary cruiser
Panther, reached Panama this morning.
They are commanded by ILt.-Col. Benj.
R. Russell, and will be quartered in the
railroad station. Another company,
consisting of 8 men, under the com-
mand of Major Geo. Ballett, will be
kept in Colon and quayptered on the dock
of the Pacific Mail” Steamship Com-
pany. ‘The.men of this latter company
will be used to guard trains across the
Tsthmus. The confidence of foreigners
on the Isthmus has been greatly restor-
ed by the arrival®of a United States
man-of-war and the landing of troops.

STATUES HAVE SMALLPOX.

Peculicr Disease in a Museum at Athens

According to the Athens correspon-
{ dent of the Chronicle, London, a most
extraordinary disease, extremely infec-
| tious, and resembling smallpox among
human beings, has brokem out among
the statues in the Egyptian room of the
National Museum there. A few days
ago the distinguished politician and ar-
cheelogist, Mr. Stephanos Skouloudes,
noticed some strahge green marks on one
of the bromze statues of the famous
kigyptian collection presented to the mu-
seunr in 1881 by Mr, Demetrios, of
Alexandria. He at once communicated
Lis discovery to the curator, who called
in experts to. examine the statue- in
question. ‘They pronounced the marks
to be due to an infectious complaint, To
which brouze is liable, and which gradu-
clly spreads from the surface of the ob-
Jject affected to the inside, till the whole
crumblés away into dust. The other
bronze statues in the same room were
then inspected, with the result that they
were all found-to be more or less taint-
ed with the disease, while five of them
had taken it in a most aggravated form.
These five are the statues of Anta, the
goddess of war; of Maout, wife of Jupi-
ter Ammon; of Isis; and two statues of
Osiris, one of them of the greatest value.
‘Worse than that, the infection has
spread to the Mycenaean room, which
contains the results of the late Dr. Sch-
liemann’s excavations in 1876. There,
a dagger, which was found in the fourth
and finest of the six tombs, has fallen
a victim to the malady. Altogether,
about 50 statues are badly affected, and
the loss will be enormous mnless the
plague can be stayed. A leading Athen-
ian chemist pronounces the cause of the
maledy to be the presence of salt in the
bronze, of which the statues are made,
and his remedy is to extract it by means
of baths. Mr. Momphmatos, the min-
ister under whose department the mu-
Seum comes, is taking steps o save the
bronzes. - ’

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THE CANADIAN PRESS.

Wherever Sir Edinund Barton went in
Cznada he drew attention to the diffi-
culty in news service which afflicts the
‘Canadian press, and in almost his last
words befove heleft our shores he again
emphasised the. painful impression made
upon him by this feature of our national
life. He thought it strange that Aus-
tralia, with only two inhabitants to our
three could support a good news sefvice
nwiile we could not. The matter is not
altogether so easy as all that. No mat-
ter how good a news service the people
of Canada can support, the peaple of
the United States, with their larger and
wealthier constituencies can support a
better. This works against an indepen-
dent Canadian news service in two
ways. In the first place the Canadian
newspapers have to compete with Ameri-
can newspapers in thejr own constituen-
cies, and in the second place a news
service based on the American service
is cheaper and more voluminous than an
independent service could be. At the
same time without national newspapers
it is impossible to have a true national
spirit. -Although no ome could reason-
ably complain of the nationalism of our
newspapers editorially, no matter what
shade of political opinion they express,
there is a great deal of anti-British for-
eign stuff foisted upon ‘Canadian mews-
Ppapers-through the defects of the system
of purveying it. For instance, we had
in our newspapers stories about dissatis-
faction ‘and disgust on the part of our
troops quartered at Alexandra Palace
during the Coronation. We were told
that a charge was made for people to
80 to see them, as if they were wild
‘beasts in a menagerie, that they had
to sleep in mud, and 'generally were
treated like so much mud themselves.
Nothing could have been better calculat-
ed had it been true, to fire the indigna-
tion of a generous people. Here were
men who had volunteered from a colony
in the purest spirit of generous patrio-
Tism to fight the battles of the Empire,
They had proved themselves the most
effective troops of any in the field, and
as gallant as any. Yet we were led to
understand that they were treated as if
they were Imperial menials hired to do
some disagreeable work. From an in-
terview published, we think in a Ross-
laud paper, with oune of the returned
contingent, we learn that this whole idea
of their reception in the TUnited King-
dom was entirely and absolutely false.
The colonial troops were, by private
corporations, public bodies, and the mass
of the people, treated with a generous
enthusiasm at onee spontaneous and re-
markable. If fact from descriptions, we
judge that it would be dangercus both
to the sense of discipline and modesty
which characterize true soldiers, for
troops of any kind to go through such
an experience very often. Once in a
iife time it was all very well, and high-
Iy creditable to the people of the United
Kingdom. So that we find we had false
news at first and news well calculated
to, and we believe deliberately designed
to stir ill-feeling between Canada and
Great Britain. Tt was news fitted in
to a certain preconceived idea of the

and there are others. It'is a very great
pity that no public man in Canada has
as yet taken up. .the matter in the same
spirit and from the same point of view
as Sir Edmund. ‘Barton. We hope it
will not be long before some public man
in Canada does. Is it not remarkable
that Sir Edmund Barton, who has con-
solidated a- great . nmnation, who .in his
speeches was dealing with tremendous
Imperial issues, and who has dealt in
few matters of small importance for
mauny years, should have over and over
again insisted upon this feature of
Canadian life as detrimental and in-
jurious? That should at least convince
us that he does not think it unimportant,
and what he does not think unimportant,
we may well consider of some weight.
From the existence of the conditions we
have outlined, it is not an easy matter
to be solved in Canada without govern-
ment interference and assistance. Any
purely commercial service must necessar-
ily snccumb to the defects of the present
one. We are not, be it clearly under-
stood, blaming any agency or agencies
for defects inherent in the coudition of
things which can only be eliminated by
government assistance, just as a fast
‘Atlantic service between British and
‘Canadian ports can only be inaugurated
with government aid. But we are point-
ing out again, as we have often done
before, that the present state of things
is highly dangerous, both to national
and Imperial interésts in this country,
and is fostering” an anti-British senti-
ment among people who do all their
reading in the news columns of the pa-
pers, and who seldom wade through edi-
torials, however sound or brilliant they
may be. This is a very large class of
people indeed, from which you = dear
r&ader, may, at the present moment, be

ouly a temporary absentee.

THE BRITISH JO URNALISTS.

The following despaich sent by the
party of British journalists to the press
of the United Kingdom through Reuter’s
agency, indicates that British Columbia
made a deeper impression upon them
than any other portion of the Dominion.

. NO MONOPOLY.

Occasionally it falls to our lot to deal
with gentlemen on the other side of the
International boundary line who break
out in the press breathing war and
threatenings against the Dominion® of
Canada.

He is adequately
dealt with by the ‘Chicago Inter Ocean
and in quoting its remarks we extend
our compliments to one sane '‘American
newspaper:

. !Colonel Ferrers Townshend, accord-
Ing to the London Daily [Express, has
returned from inspecting the fortifica-
tions along the Canadian-American frou-
tier and reports that the Canadian forts
are worthless, while the American are
well equipped.

“In the event of war,” exclaims the
Daily Express, with an evident desire
to lessen the weight of British and
(,‘ax_mdlan pockets, “the Yankees could
easily march over the frontier and seize
Canada before anything could be done
to resist them!”

Most true, and ‘also in the event of
war the Canadians could, if they were
ready first, easily march over the fron-
tier and seize several American cities
bﬁ:fore anything could be done to resist
them.

IFor, if ‘Colonel Ferrers Townshend has
been able to discover that the so-called
forts on the American side of the bound-
ary are anything like well equipped to
resist any serious attack by an invading
Canadian army he must be able to see
things invisible to the ordinary Ameri-
can observer.

'We know nothing of Colonel Town-
shend’s personal habits,  and therefore
refrain from suggesting that he must
have inspected our Northern boundary
fortifications through glasses charged
with liquid products for which Canada is
justly famous.

If these Canadian fortifications are
worthless, so, we believe, are ours, We
have along more than 4,000 miles of our
Northern' frontier merhaps five regi-
ments and four or five field batteries all
told. We have in various antiquated
works some artillery curiosities of the
civil war and 1812 periods. If we have
anything more than this the fact has
escaped the notice of an even pernicious-
Iy active press and of g people to which
a real fort would be such a curiosity that
they would go miles to see one.

England has an active army at least
four times the size of ours. The Cana-
dian militia is, we believe, more numer-
ous In proportion to population than
ours, and as_well or better armed. If
eny sudden descent or surprise were
dreamed of on either side the advantage
woundd seem to be with Canada.

We are not, however, in the least
alarmed over our situation. We are af-
flicted with no_visions of Canadian army
corps seizing Detroit or Buffalo.’ Nor
do we believe onr Canadian neighbors
are sitting up nights to speculate over
the horrid - possibility of an (American
army occupying Toronto and insisting
upon running the street cars on ‘Sunday.

If the Garretson furnace can accom-
Dlish all that is claimed for it, it means
a revolution in the mining and treat-
ment of low grade copper ores. It
would- se as though ‘th'e_ enormous
masses of low wgrade pyritic ore, for
which British ‘Columbia is so noted,
should give rise to a mining uuiustry.asI
great as that induced in South Africa
by the introduction of the cyanide pro-
cess. ©On @all gides there.are experi-
ments, and on all sides a feeling of hope
‘that the science of metallurgy is capa-
ble of solving the problems connected
with our sulphide ores. The Garretson
furnace will particularly affect one class,
of ore of which there is an enormous
quantity in 'this province, pamely, mas-
sive pyrrhotite, containing little gold and
less copper. We do not pretend %o any
metallurgical knowledge, but it appears
to us that this furnace will be able to
utilize the sulphurin such ore as fuel,
as well as its iron for the flux of more
silicious ores, incidentally saving epchi
gold and copper values as it contains,
and that consequently ore of this char-
acter of very low grade will become com-
mercially valuable. What this would
mean to the mining district of Rossland
alone not even those intimately ac-
quainted 'with that district can haveithe
remotest conception.

Some ores are
low grade throughthe sparse impregna-
tion with the precious metals of what is
itself a massive sulphide, others through
the sparse impregnation with n;qtl}lhc
sulphide, itself of high grade, of silicious
gangue matter. ‘For the one c_lnss of ore
the Garretson furnace, for ‘the other
the Elmore process, opens tremendous
possibilities. Both will probably in the
long run be conquered and rendered val-
uable by science. This country owes a
debt, however, to other agencies besides
sc’entific ¢investigation. The pioneers
and prospectors and the men who stuck
by the mines through good and through
bad report, and who “developed them,
should not be ‘forgotten. A good exam-
ple 'was shown at ‘Crofton on Saturday.

VENEZUELA.

Under the shadow and supposed pro-
tection of the late lamented President
Monroe, the Venezuelans are indulging
themselves in all manner. of character-
istic impertinencies. They are threaten-
ed with a withdrawal of diplomatic re-
lations on the part of QGreat Britain,
‘which will be followed, no doubt, by a!
disciplinary course of gunboats and
marineg. Tt is very much to be hoped,

and quite likely, that the United \S_tatgs
will co-operate with Great Britain in
reading Venezuela a lesson, wl'nch wx]]I
have a profound moral effect in South|
America. It is quite intolerable that a
lot of Ilittle  piebald republics should
have the impression that in every local
turnup they can insult and injure every
power which does busiuess; 'with them in
their saner ,momepts, without punish-
ment, because their punishment would
involve that power in trouble with the
Ulnited 'States. This is a view of the
Monroe doetrine which its most rabid
American interpreter never intended to
be accepted. But it is nevertheless a
view of it which the action of the Unit-
ed States in a certain crisis could not
but inspire in the minds of South Ameri-
can politicians, The sooner it is driven
out of the heads of these 'gentlemen by
a few salutary hard knocks the better.
At the time of the Venezuelan crisis
the United iStates 'was guilty of a grave
breach of international amenity., It
might have led to the most disastroas
war of modern history, if the temper of
both peoples had not.been sounder than
that of the government of one of them.
The 'worst consequences 'were averted;
but things of that kind are bound to
have consequences all the same. One
of them is the impertinence of such mis-
erable collections of human beings as
are dignified by the name of states in
South America. When a staid and sober
citizen of +wealth and position breaks
out on the public street against his
neighbor in vulgar hostility and abuse,
the effect mpon the street loafers must
b> bad. In a similar way the interna-
tional rag-tag and bobtail of the ‘South
American republics received a demoraliz-
ing lesson from which they have net
been slow to profit and which must be
corrected.

‘A FISCAL UPHEAVAL.

The Times, after dealing with our at-
tack upon the Templeman mining policy
of free trade in mining supplies, winds
up by saying: “Nevertheless the Colon-
ist should keep “its riotous imagination
in leash. There will be no such tremen-
dous fiscal upheaval as that which it
founds its essay upon.” We are tglnq to
be assured of that. Omne of the peculiar-
ities of the present government is that
its cabinet ministers go about the coun-
try making all kinds of statements
about what should be done without the
government’s having the slightest inten-
tion of giving effect to their state-
ménts. We were merely trying to show
the logical development of such doc-
trines as those prepounded by Senatqr
Templeman. We were fairly certain
that these doctrines had mno relation to
any action contemplated by the gov-
ernment at Ottawa, but are glad to have
this  confirmed from _ authoritative
sources, This peculiar idiosyncracy on
the part of members of the present cab-
inet is apparently that imitation of their
leader, which is the sincerest form of
flattery. Before he got into office, he
declared for ‘free trade as they have it
in England.” We all know as a mag;
ter of history that the ‘“fiscal uphpnya]
(we_are indebted for the phrase. it is a
good one) which that would have in-
volved did not take pl'ace. His follow-
ers say the tariff has heen reduced. But
it wonld require Sam Weller’'s magnify-
ing- glass to discover in what essential
particulars, or upon what principle of
fiseal po'iey the .reductions have been
made. The National Policy has uot
heen applied to new industries, such as
that of lead mining, fot instance. and,
as a consequnence, that ipdustry has been
‘bled white by the United States Smelt-
ing Trust. ‘However, we apologize for
having ventured to discuss any propo-
snls as to po'icy made by ‘Senator Tem-
p'eman, as if they were mtenfjed to be
taken seriouslv: we plead guﬂty' to a
“riotous imagination” in so thinking;
and in future we shall be careful to treat
his ministerial pronouncements with the
indnlrence and levity due to their de-
clared character.

SOUND -DOCTRINE.

* We auote the following from the
Montreal Herald, with the remark that

nothing for it in Ontario but a coalition
government, . Perhaps the Globe is. right,
Tor it may come 'to a question rather of
what is practicable than of what is
preferable, But the Globe also seems

coalition government, a government of
all the talents, may be preferable as
well as practieable, that party lines had

It
does not follow that )because in Ontario
the executive government has d\urm.g
thirty years been clean-handed, there is
no further need for watching it. Jealous
criticism of every act of government is
an essential fumction of representative
institutions. ~Given a coalition of the
best men of hoth parties in the Ontario
Legislature, ‘where is that jealous criti-
cism gong to come from? '‘And how,
except by the same agencies as of old,
are able men to be stimulated to go into
the Legislature? A coalition may be
good as a makeshift; as a permanent
institution = it would be a dangerous
nuisance. v
A FAMILIAR GAME.

The Liberals in Ontario are now play-
ing a game which has a certain appear-
ance of familiarity. They have ruled
Ontario with an iron hand for many
years. They have perfected a, party
machine of extraordinary power and effi-
ciency. In a wild effort to retain power
after the heart of the people had gone
cold to them, they have debauched the
electorate and corrupted the polls by
every method known to imgenious but
unserupulous politicians. Not every /Lib-
eral politician, certainly, has been act
and part in these astonishing political
crimes which of recent years have dis-
graced the history of Ontario. But the
party as % whole cannot evade the re-
sponsibility of connivance and com-
plicity. The result of the last elections
has been to produce what the leading
organ of the Liberal party in Ontario
is pleased to call a deadlock. It may be
noted that it is only a deadlock because
the dead grasp of the Liberal party will
not relinquish its hold upon office. If
the constitutional course of a prompt
resignation by Mr. Ross, and an appeal
to the country by Mr. Whitney were
carried out, there would be no symptoms
of a deadlock anywhere. But under pres-
ent conditions there is a temporary dead-
lock. Here is the solution proposed by
the Toronto Globe:

What is the course to be pursued in
such a case - We are strong believers in
party government when the conditions
of party government can be fulflled.
The parties ought to be divided by some
definite issue, and omne of them ought
to be able to command such a majority
in the House as will enable the goveru-
ment to carry out its policy without ob-
struction. The former condition is de-
sirable, the latter is absolutely neces-
sary. Without, therefore- conceding that
party government in Onmtario is at an
end, we certainly think that there are
strong arguments ‘for suspending it until
some definite issue arises, or until the
people are prepared to give their confi-
dence without reserve to one party or
the other. ’

Is not that an extraordinary attitude
on the part of a political party which
has sunk everything of political decency
in the interests of partyism in Ontario?
The Liberal party is a very charioteer
of the car 6f Juggernaut over its op-
pouents so long as it is victorious, but
just as soon as it is defeated, it begins
to burrow like a mole, and to accomplish
by subterranean methods what it can-
not do in epen day. It poses as putting
country above party and invites its op-
ponents to swrrender to hypocrisy what
they have won from incompetence in
open fight. For such Posing no more suit-
able, more perfect, more unctuous organ
could have been selected than the mag-
nificently Pecksnifian Toronto Globe,

_—
A OLEAR ISSUE.

_Senator Templeman, according to the
Kootenay Mail, has formulated the Lib-
eral policy for the province of British
‘Columbia, by means of which the min-
ing industry is to be relieved and en-
couraged. It is to abolish the duties
oL mining machinery, dynamite, candles,
steel rails and milling machinery. This
will cheapen the cost of mining and
cause the sun of prosperity to shine upon
the mine owner’s bank balance. Surely,
however, if the mine owler is to have
relief of this kind the miner is entitled
to relief of the same or a similar kind.
Why should the mine owner pay no duty
on machinery, powder, candles, and
rails, and the miner continue to pay duty
on everything he eats and wears? It
is not logical. Senator Templeman must
€0 further and abelish the duties on food
products to-the miner. Then we would
have the ‘mining market for machinery.
powder, candles, and steel rails taken
away frem the ‘Canadian manufacturer
and mechanic and handed over to the
Am'emcan manufacturer and mechanic;
while the mining market for food pro-
ducts was also taken away from the
farmer of the Northwest and of British
Columbia and Ontario, and handed over
to the farmer of the Colville Valley and
the Ifalouse country in the State of
\_Yi_xshmgtou. This highly desirable con-
dition of affairs would certainly affect
the industrigl independence of Canada
and diminish her population and oppor-
tunities, but it would cheapen the cost
of producing ore from the m:nes of Brit-
ish Columbia. It would not improve the
condjtion of the miner living in Canada
because his wages would soon fall with
the eheapening of what he spent them
on. fIt'W_ould injure the Canadian farm-
er and injure the Canadian manufacturer
and mechanic. TIn the face of all which
it is a little difficult to see just where
‘Canada would benefit. Al the indus-
tries whose products are used in miuing
would be denationalized, the food supply
and other articles of consumption used
by those engaged in mining would also
be denationalized. There are no indus-
tries in 'Canada now based on the pro-

ucts of our mines, and under such a
policy there mever could ‘be, whereas by
judicious protection they may and will
De developed. The mine owner we have
said would be benefited, but only for a
very short time. While he bought all
his supplies abroad, he would also be’
obliged to sell all his ore abroad, and
he would be obliged to sell it at the buy-
er’s price, which, in a trust-controlled
market, would be merely a bare manrgin
over the cost of production. We should
then have a sweet state of things in
Canada. Mines certainly, but mines
neither fed by ‘Canadian agriculture and
industry, nor feeding Canadian industry
themselves. 'This would be the logical
outcome of such a policy as that formu-
lated by the worthy senator. It only
requires to be understood to be rejected
in the most absolute and unqualified
manner. Surely we all want to see the
Canadian farmer feed the ICanadian
miner, and the Canadian mechanic clothe
him; surely we all want to see the (tana-
dian manufacturer supply the mines with
machinery; surely we all want to see
the Canadian mines the basis of a great
and increasing manufacturing industry:
in a word., surely we all want to see
nothing but raw material imported into
the conntry. and nothing but highly
finished manufactures exported from it,
harring our surplus food yearly growing
less proportionately as our population jn-
creased. There is no method by which
all this can be hrought about except by
adequate protection and a national tariff
policy. If the gold, silver, lead, cop-
per. iron. snlphur. timber and pnlp wood
of British Columbia are to be the foun-
dation of such indnstry as they are fitted
to establish, if all manner of manufac-

ment is a huge Raven mask, proper|
known as the “Hoo-hoo,” which is six
teet six inches in length, and is said to
be one of the finest of its kind ever seen
in Victoria. Another noteworthy curio
s a double faced mask, calléd “Konock.)’
This mask was specially exhibited te the
Duke and Duchess of ‘Cornwall on their
visit to the agricultural fair last year,
and greatly interested their Royal High-
nesses. It is a mask made en the linés
of the statues of Janus of Ancient
Rome, having a face in front and be-
hind. In addition to these two faces a
third one worked by strings enabled the
masker to present .a head two storeys
high., This is a very antique mask, and
comparatively rare. Some of the minor
objects of virtu in the lot is a chief's
staff, curiously carved and highly orna-
mented, a babbat killer and a great horn
spoon. A number of Mainland baskets of
good design were also purchased for the
American National museum, and include
work of the Fraser, the Shuswap and the
Thompson Indians.

Schooner Returned  Yestesday
From Copper Islands—Re-
ports Dora Seiwerd.

Sealers Sighted Floating Body
in Mid-Pacific—Qverdue
Ship Arrives.

The sealing schooner Sauey  [Lass,
ICapt. _Gillen, which returned to port
yesterday morning, brings an echo of an
unknown tragedy. Floating from wave
to wave in mid-Pacific, with the sea
birds pecking their bills into it, the body
of a sailor was seen. It was about
June 5 when the schooner passed the
fioating body, which drifted past the
side of the vessel, and in.plaln view.
T'he sea was running too high to lower
a boat to make an -examination, but lit
could be seen from the schooner that the
body was that of a white sailor, .al-
though decomposition had evidently set
in. ‘The remains were garbed in oil-
skins, and wore no boots. Presuma_bly
the remains were those of some sailor
lost from one of the liners. The posi-
tion in which the body 'was seen was
latitude 44 morth, or thereabouts, and
about 186 west longituue.J

The Sauecy Lass has very small
catch despite the fact that she has been
at sea over eight mionths. She has but
79 skins all told. The schooner sailed
from here on January 8 with a white
crew of 18 men, and encountered very
rough weather off the Coast during the
spring cruise. ‘She took but 41 skins
in hunting from the Californian coast
to the (Fairweather grounds. In April
she called in to Bamfield creek for sup-
plies, and then proceeded to the vicinity
of the meridian to seek for a herd of
seals that had been often reported in
that vicinity. Although the schooner
eruised in search of this heard for 33
days ng trace was found of them, an®
but six* skins were taken on the pup
grounds all told.
bore away to the Copper Islands, and
found seals very scarce in that vicinity,
for during a cruise lasting over a month
she took only 25 skins. The other
seven were taken in odd places. Seals
were more scarce than ever known
in the vicinity of the Copper islands.

The Saucy Liass reports the Dora Sie-
werd, the only vessel of the Japan fleet
yet to make port. The Dora Niewerd
was endeayoring to add to the small
catch made across the Pacific off the
‘Copper islands, but when the Saucy
Lass spoke her on August 18 she had not
done much, for she had but 240 pélts
below decks then. The schooner South
Bend, «of this city, which is hunting off
the iCopper islands was not spoken, ner
were any Japanese schooners sigixted.
The 'Saucy Lass brings no news of the
missing Baker Brothers, the hunters who
were lost from the Geneva, and who are
believed to have been picked up by one
of the Japanese schooners, which was
then hunting in the vicinity. The Dora
Siewerd intended to remain off the Cop-
per islands until this month, and will
not arrive in all probability for a-few
weeks yet.

THE REASON WHY.

Some Liverpool-Owned Ships Will Be
Repaired Here in Future,

Many British ships which come to this
Coast in need of repairs are repaired at
Seattle or Tacoma, and the shipowners
ot the ports of Great Britain have had
long biiis to meet for the work done,
bilis which they hdve considered exorbi-
tantly large, but as the masters of the
ships in question have always advised
that the ‘work be done at the Sound
ports and have smoothed over matters,
the practice has been continned. There
is one line of ships trading to the Pa-
afic Coast from Liverpool which will
not adhere to the practice, however, and
members of the firm expect to save
money in consequence. Not long since
a member of a prominent Liverpool firm
of shipowners was in this city on busi-
ness in counnection with the repairing of
one of the-vessels of his company which
had come into_this port in need of re-
pairs, and while here making arrange-
ments for the work he stated in cod-
versation with lo¢al men that he had
often womdered why the shipmasters ad-
vised their owners to have repair work
done at Tacoma.and Seattle when the
cuost was greater than on the British
‘Columbia side, and it was this matter
which had led to his visit to the Pacific
‘Coast ports to investigate the conditions.
He speedily discovered why ‘the mas-
ters advised that their ships be repaired
at Sound ports, for .the captain got a
considerable “rake-off” for his trouble.
‘Hereafter, he said, all vessels of his line
will come to Victoria.

OIL BURNER DESTROYED.

River Steamer Burned as a Result of
Leakage From Furnace.
_According to advices from San Frow
cisco, one of the recently converted oil-
lgurulng steamers has been destroyed by
fire as a result of leakage from her fur-
nace,. A San Irancisco despatch says:
“The river steamer Modoc, plying be-
tween San Frauciseo and ‘Sacramento,
burned at her dock on Tuesday. Mrs.
Elizabeth Pattersoun, of San Francisco,
was serlously injured while being drag-
ged out of the burning cabin by tiremen.
‘The Modoc was receutly made ar oil
burner, aud it is thought the fire came

from a leakage around the furnace.
‘When the fire started there were be-
tween 25 and 30 passengers on deck.
The flames first burst through the deck
between the cabin and gang plank, cut-
ting off the means of getting ashore. A
panic followed. Some passengers jump-
ed to the wharf. Others jumped into the
bay and were rescued in boats. Louis
Miller, a fireman, was taken from the
hold through a hole chopped in the sidé
of the vessel by firemen, ‘Many of the
passengers narrowly escaped death, but
1t is thou¥ht all have been accounted for.

OVERDUE ARRIVES.

Netherby at San Francisco From New-
castle. ¥

The overdue British ship Netherby has
arrived at San Francisco from Newecas-
tle, :Australia. The vessel was 113 days
on the voyage. Reinsurance rates on her
were quoted at 15 per cent. Light winds
and calms delayed her. She brought
2,118 tons of coal. The vessels now re-
maining on the overdue list are the
Claverdon and William F. Babcock.

lAnxiety is daily increasing among Lon-
don and Liverpool underwriters for the
British ship Claverdon, now out of Ham-
burg 214 days for San Francisco. They
are striving in every possible way to se-
cure information concerning the vessel
that might tend to explain her non-ap-
pearance. Her reputation as a slow and
unwieldly brute has up ‘to this time
kept reinsurance premiums on her down
to a remarkably low point, the present
offering being only 35 per cent. Ca
tain Thomas, her master, was formerly
in the British bark Norfolk Island, and
this is his first voyage in the Claverdon.

‘The overdue vessel ig laden with 3,000
tons of cement aud about 450 tons of
fertilizer, a cargo that would not help
her to live if she was seriously damaged
in a collisjon.

Tn other parts the line
passes through alkali wastes. .’I‘,hp rain-
tall here is greater, averaging 8 in. per
annum, but the water is strongly alka-
line, ‘and therefore unwholesome. The
lack of water was in fact the main tioan-
ble experienced during the survey. In
a course of 700 miles between the Rio
Grande and the Pacific, but five per-
manent streams were crossed. The towns
are few in number, and apart from a
few settlements within 20 miles of the
ooundary ‘line, the country is practically
uninhabited. The natural roads are,
nevertheless, very good, with the excep-
tion of certain sandy stretches in the
desert and the rough passes through the
mountains. The highest point on the
boundary line is at the summit of the
an Luis Range, which is 6,600 ft. above
sea level. In crossing the desert there
were frequent instances of mirage., In
one case a city with all its buildings
turned out to be merely a number of
large boulders. In other cases beauti-
ful timbered lakes were seen with trees
and other objects reflected in the water,
whilst amongst the other effects mnoted
was the distortion and magnification of
animals. A jack rabbit would thus loom
up as large as a cow, whilst occasional-
ly the legs of animals would be so
lengthened in appearance that they
seemed to be mounted on stilts many
feet high. The entire survey lasted
three years, and'cost $225,000. The
party was accompanied by competent
biologists and meteorologists, ‘who made
extensive collections.

Movement Set On Foot in the
City For Formation of
: One

Declaration of Principles Sub-
‘mitted to Unions Interested
For Approval.

A movement. is under way for the
formation of a waterfront federation,
and at a meeting held in Labor hall, the
tollowing draft of the. proposed consti-
tution of thle federation was considered:

1. For the- purpose of extending,
strengthening and perpetuating the or-
ganization of maritime workers of the
ports of Victeria and Esquimalt; to im-
prove their social and economic condi-
tions; to resist thé imposition of addi-
tional burdens; to affect the just seftle-
ment of all questions between employers
and employees; to engage in the use of
a strike or boycott enly as a last resort:
to effect the federation of all maritime
workers, and to co-operate with all local,
national and international organiza-
tions, . -

2. Only delegates representing organi-
zations whose members are directly em-
ployed in the cdénstruction or repair of
docks  and vessels; the handling and
hauling of cargoes and haudling of ves-
sels, steam or sail, shall be eligible to
membership in this Federation.

3. Organizations affiliated with this
Federation shall be represented by two
delegates.

4. The officers of this Federation shall
consist of a president, vice-president,
secretary-treasurer, and such other offi-
cers as the Federation from time to
time need in the transaction of its busi-
ness.

5. The Federation shall appoint “such
standing committees as it deems ad-.
visable, but no affiliated organization,
shall be represented by more than one.
delegate on any standing committee.

6. The income of this Federation shallr
be derived from an initiation fee of
and monthly dues of  from eacn union
affiliated.

7. AAny union intending to resort to a
strike, shall immediately notify the Fed-
eration, in writing. A “meeting shall at
once be convened, at which two-thirds of
all delegates must bd present. 'If two-
thirds of all delegates present endorse
tae action of the union the 'Federation
shall give its full support to the union
or unions affected.

8. In .the event of a union refusing to
carry out the recommendationy of the
Federation, the case in question shall
be submitted directly to all affiliated
unions, and should two-thirds of the
uniong affiliated condemn the action of
said union in not complying with the re-
commedations - of the Federation, said
union shall be suspended and its dele-
gates refused admittance to meetings of
the [Federation..

9. The endorsation of the  Federation |
shall be had before a strike is ordered.

10. The by-laws and coustitution of
the [Federation shall be submitted to all
affiliated uniong #hd passed 6n by said
unions before their fiial adoption.

‘At the meeting a leffét Was read from
Thos. Westoby, secrétary of the San
Francisco Federation, an organization
of 17,000 members, offering asgistance
of that body in the forming of a federa-
tion in Victoria, and expressing the de-
sire that the Victoria organization will
work in harmony with the San Fran-
cisco Federation,

and Labor council should be represented
by fraternal or advisory delegates. D.

Examination at Fernie Finished
—Next S8itting Is at
Cumberland.

Afterwards Meetings Will be Held
at. Nanaimo and Lady-
smith.

~

The members of ,the commission ap-
pointed by the government, to enquire
into the causes of explosions in mines,
and devise some means of preventing
them, have returned from ‘Fernie, where
they have completed the taking of evi-
dence. The commissioners will hold
their next meeting at Cumberland, leay-
ing for there this morning, and will then
proceed to Nanaimo and Ladysmith. It
is expected that the work of taking evi-
dence will occupy the next three weeks,

At Fernie the commissioners examined
some 25 witnesses, most of whom had
many years sexperience in coal mining,
and including most of the underground
officials of the mines at Coal creek, Mor-
rissey and Michel and the mining inspec-
tor of the district. The subjects cov-
ered were safety lamps, explosives, the
watering of dusty mines, tamping, elec-
tric motors in ines, ventilation, and the
legislation necessary ‘to regulate these
and the punishment of men, who, by
smoking or carrying matches ip the
mines or committing cther illegal acts,
may impel} the general saféty of those
employed,

iSuggestions for changes in the exami-
natlons for miners, firemen and overmen
were also asked for and given freely by
the witnesses, all of whom testified un-
der oath. The question of explosives re-
ecived its full share of attention, Some
of the witnesses were in favor of some
of the “permitted explosives,” gsuch as
are autherized by the British govern-
ment. 'All expressed themselves in favor
of someé system of watering dusty mines.
Tamping came in for 'a good share of
attention, and while many spoke in favor
of clay tamping, others thought, under
broper conditions, eoal ' dust properly
wetted, or shale, fully safe, The exami-
nation of holes by shot lighters before
’gzharg.mg was also dealt with, a laxity
in this respect in some places ‘ebeiug per--
fectly apparent.

Electric motors were only in favor in
mMmain _airways, some objecting to them
anywhere in the mine on account of the
possible ignition of light dust by spark-
ing.

Ventilation and velocity were thor-
oughly threshed out, a full air current
being appareutly most in favor., Most
of the witnesses were in favor of altera-
tion in the system of examination, leav-
ing the miners’ examination as it is
aftgr a year's employment at the face
or in timbering with an amendment of
the present law, to provide that fire
bosse§, overmen and shot lighters bhe
examined by the same hoard as mine
managers,

‘At Skagway

ow the Dynamiter Planned
Bank Robbery and to
Escape by Dyea.

Robber Did Not Drop Dynamite
Which Was Exploded by
Concussion of Rewolver

Further details of the dynamite ex-
Dlosion at the Skagway branch of the
Bank of iCommerce were received by the
steamer Princess - May, which reached
Dort yesterday afternoon. According to
some of those who knew the dead dyna-
miter in his lifetime, he was a desperate
criminal and had deliberately planned
the robbery of the bank, intending to es-
cape via Dyea. It has been stated that
the dynamiter was insane, but investi-
gation at Skagway has proved that tae
man ‘was sane and that he accidentally
killed himself in a bold and thoroughly
matured plan to hold up the hank. Thnis
theory of the affair, one that was held by
the coroner’s jury and the officers who
have been investigating the matter, is
all but conclusively proven by the sto
of the tragedy, as told by John (?
Price, and ‘by- the experiences of Bob
Wright, of Dyea, with the robber for
some days prior to the last act of his
career,

Bob Wright’s story in substance was
that the dynamiter met him on the Fri-
day precéeding the %ragedy, and ask2] if
he was from Dyea. When answered in
the affirmatiye, “he 'bought beer for
Wright at the 'Last Chance saloon.
There he asked about the means of
reaching Dyed quickly and all about
the trail over the summit. He wanted
to know particularly about the number
of people on the summit and along the
trail and the chances of getting anything
to eat there. Ou [Sunday, the day prior
to the explosion, the man met ‘Wright
again and bought another drink at the
same place and about the same ground
was again gone over, This time the man
asked him if the officers were-after him,
and he said, ‘“No, but I might want to
go over there.”

After he had said he was not fleeing
from the officers, Wright took him to
the waterfront and showed him his boat,
The man objected that it would be too
slow and asked particularly about the
overland trail, and the place to catch it.

Wright’s third interview with the man
was about 20 minutes beforz the explo-
sion Monday. He then asked Wright
to. meet him near the Bishop Rowe hos-
pital at 3 o'clock. He said he wanted
to be shown the trail to Dyea and that
he would have $1,000 or be in hall in a
few minutes.

The employees of the Board of Trade
saloon at Skagway recognize the dead
man as ove who had been playing black-
jack at that place a® good deal of the
time for ten days or two weeks. He
was of a taciturn make-up and seemed
to be a careful player. He did no
plunging, but played to make money
whenever he had a deal. He 'would dig
ip more morney to cover all the bets of-
fered when he had not enough on the
table. He was net a hard drinket. His
fortune varied, but one night he ]?s’t
$30, which seemed to take the major
portion of his money. The man seldom
spoke and never said anything of him-
self, except to recognize another Qlayer
at the table one evening as a railroad
man, and from that it was discove
that he, too, was an ex-railroader.

It was also discovered that the dyma-
mite with which the“wreck of the bank
was made was stolen from the railroad
company’s magazine, On Saturday prior
to the explosion a man, whom employtes
at the shops recognize as the dead man,
icalled there and agked for Mr. Van
{Cleve. Being told that he would _not
arrive for more than hopr, he left. Since
that time it was discovered that the sta-
ples to the door of the magazine had
‘been drawn and a box of Judson No. 1
opened and some removed. The rail-
road men say it was stolen, as the em-
ployees never ‘break opep a- box in the
magazine. When they takesdynamite
from the building it is alvyays by. the
box. .

This version of the affair makes it
certain that revolver shots were fired,
and proves that the explosion was prob-
ably the result of the ‘concussion from
the revolver and was not intended to
take place. .

The port is on the West Coast of the
Island, and is about obposite. to Cape
Flattery. 1t is reached by the C. P.
N. Cos West Coast steamers or the

instead. There are now about 30 or 40
.settlers in tHat section, and there is
still much ‘good land that is, according
to the just returned campers, open for
pre-emption. A great deal of the land
is timbered, mostly spruce, but large
tracts are comparatively cleared ang
open. A Seattle capitalist who has a
large timber lease in the neighborhood is
having his claim surveyed, and the land,
included in this “berth” is very heavily
timbered, but spruce is the predominat-
ing wood.

There is g good wharf and store at the
landing, which is protected from the
sweep of the ocean. The former belongs
to Mr. Newton, and is ‘erected in the
most protected part of the port. Owing
to the fact that Port San Juan is open
to the full fury of the waves from the
Pacific it is not possible to have-a
landing at any point which is not shel-
tered.

The Gordon and the San Juan rivers
enter the bay at its head, about a couple
of miles from each other, and the val-
leys of tboth streams will in time make

a fine farming section. Lumbering, farm-
ing and mining are all at present quite
brisk .in the neighborhoqd.

DEATH OF A VETERAN.
Commander of British Troops on San
Juan Called Away.

The Naval and Military Record pub-
lishes the following notice of the death
of Lit.-Col. W. |A. Delacombe, who com-
manded the'British troops on San Juan
island during the boundary dispute with
the United States:

The death took place in London on
Friday of Lt.-Col. Willilam Addis Dela-
combe, who was born at Plymouth 69
years ago. When 16 years of age he
obtained a commission in the Royal
Marine Light Infantry, and soon saw
active service, being in the Boscawen,
which formed paff of the Baltic fleet
during the Crimean war, and for this
be received the medal. From 1859 to
1863 he held an official appointment in
the Island of 'Ascension, and in 1864
he went to sea as a captain in the
Marines on board. the old- line-of-battle
ship Bombay, which was blown up off
Rio in December of that year. On that
occasion, it may be remembered, 94 lives
were lost; but young Delacombe was
amongst those saved in the boats. In
‘April, 1867, he was sent out to take
command of the troops in the Island of
'San Juan until the island was given over
to the Americans by the late 'Empero_r
William of Germany, who was the arbi-
trator on the subject of the disputed
property. The award was made in 1872,
but, -affairs being still somewhat yun-
settled, he remained at Victoria, Brit-
ish ‘Columbia, until July, 1873, when he
returned to England on six months’ leave
of absence. A year later he was ap-
pointed marine recruiting officer for the
‘Derby district, which position he held
until 1876. He then retired on his pen-
siong earned a second one by reason
of h lice service at Derby.

Luckily Col. Liu, of
the artillery, commanding the troops,
suspegting some such ambuscade, re-
mained 'in his camp, preferring to wait
until daybreak before moving his men
forward, Early that morning the Box-
ers began to 'march up towards the
troops, who at Col. Liu’s orders first
ffired a volley of blank cartridges at the
enemy, as a warning not to approach too
near. The Boxers, seeing no one of
their number fall, were overjoyed, de-
ceiving themselves into thinking that
this was due to_their incantation and
charms. Naturaily there was great en-
thusiasm amongst™ them, and another

Miners are Taking Out From
" $8 to $12 Per
Day.

A correspondent of ~the. Rossland
Miner gives the following "information
regarding the placer mines of the Salm-
on River: .
" Great interest is attaching here in
the placer mining going on along the
North Fork of the Salmon river. Krom
Erie for at least four miles above the

river is wing-dammed almost the entire

distance, gangs of men busily engaged in
takihg out, or preparing to take out, the
glittering gold.

LOFTY LIGHTHOUSE.

Building Just Completed 01 she Coast|'

' of Brittany.

t —_—

The mew lighthouse just completed on
the Isle Vierge, off the coast of Brit-
tany, has the distinction of being the
most lofty yet erected. The new light-
house stand. close proximity to an eld-
er one dati from -1845, which it is
intended to replace. I’Ile Vierge is a
rocky islet, situated a little to the east
of the river Abercrach, which enters the
sea on the north side of the theadland
off -which lies Ushant 7Tsle. The old
light, which combined a fixed white
light with a revolving red light, was
deemed of insufficient power, both from
its inadequate optical uipment and
from its insufficient elevation. It was,
therefore, says Engineering, decided to
replace it by a new light of the first or-
der, with a focal plane 75.18 metres
(246.65 feet) above the ground “level,
or 4.18 metres (18.71 feet) higher than
that of the Barfleur-Gatteville light, and
15.18 metres (49.8 feet) higher than the
famous light at Genoa, which, however,
dates from the sixteenth century. The
masonry for the new structure was be-
gun at the end of July, 1897, and was
finished in a total time of about four
years and eight months. The lantern,
in the meantime, had been finished by
Messrs. Barbier, and formed a promin-
ent exhibit at the Paris exposition of
1900. The foundation of the new work
is on: a granite reef, covered in parts
by a sandy bed varying from 2.50 to 8.50
metres (8.2 feet to 11.5 feet) in depth.
A peculiarity of the mpasonry lies in the
fact that it is constructed of small stones
instead of the massive blocks usual in
work executed by the Trinity corpora-
tion. This procedure was largely due o

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FOREIGIN CAPITAL IN JAPAN.
Bfforts to Be Made to Attract Money
For Investment,
e i
From Engineering.

Sir William Bisset, who is now in
Japan making investigations into the
financial and industrial conditions of the
country on behalf of British capitalists,
in an interview with the representative
of the Japanese newspapers, is reported
to have said that the future of Japan’s
progress is brighter than ever it was be-
fore, and that her industry and trade
are destineéd to attain comsiderable de-
velopment even without the help of
foreign capital. In a country like
Japan, however, which is young in re-
gard to.its foreign intercourse, it is un-
avoidable that the supply of funds should
be insufficient, and that in cousequence
money should command a high rate of
interest, the ruling rate being 9 to 10
per cent. at present. "It is not wonder-
ful, therefore, that the public should
talk of the necessity of introducing
cheap foreign money. They know that
in England the rate is 2 to 3 per cent.,
and her capitalists are willing to invest
their superfluous money in any profitable
enterprise abroad. But in so doing
they would not be content with interest
below § to 7 per cent., according to cir-
cumstances. Even at guch a rate the
introduction of foreign ‘capital would be
attended  with benefit to Japan, so that
the establishment of regular connection
between Japanese . manufacturers or
traders and English capitalists with a
view to mutual advantage would result
beneficially to botb parties. It is under-
stood that foreign capitaiists are will-
ing to invest, but they are of opiniom
that there are difficulties. in the way, on
account of some fgatures in the Japanese
law, which make it impossible to obtain
the security which they wish. If that
be #0, it is to be hoped that the ob+
stacles will be removed as quickly as
possible, Turning to the question as to
what kind of undertakings in Japanm
stand in greatest need of foreign capi-
tal, Sir William Bisset is represented to
have stated that this need is felt most
by the railways, both from the necessity
of improving the lines already being
worked and of extending them in future.
Naturally, however, he was somewhat
reserved in expressing a general opinion
until he had further opportunity of in-
vestigation, and Do doubt he will give
his views fully on a future occasion.
Count Qkuma, who is an authority on
Japanese financial matters, when re-
cently addressing a meeting of the
Japan Traders’ Association, deprecated
anyone taking a pessimistic view of the
financial position in Japan. He consid-
ered that the economic development that
Jrpan has achieved already, and will
achieve in the future, is to be looked on'
with hearty satisfaction. Japan’s prog-
ress has been made in thirty years, and
in the last ten years the foreign trade
had "been more than doubled, and he
advised the members of- the association
to do away with the impossible desire
to jump up to the conditions of Europe
at once. Japan was progressing stédd-
ily and rapidly, and the Anglo-Japanese
alliance would give an impetus to ‘her
commercial activity in the East.

PERSIAN LIFE

sionary Lectures in James
Bay Methodist Church.

Rev. K. Baba Yooseph, a Persian mis-
sionary who has been studying in Can-
ada ‘to fit himself for the work among
his countrymen, the majority of whom
are followers of Islam, gave a lecture on
“Persian Home Life and Marriage Cus-
‘toms” at James Bay Methodist -church
last night. He said: .

There were two classes in iPersia—the
landlords and the tillers of the soil,
the former were only two per cent. of
the population, but they owned all the
land. . 'The distinction between the clas-
ses was very marked, the landlords be-
ing very: rich and the farmers very
poor. 'The former got two-thirds of the
produce of the land ‘merely as rent, the
farmers getting the other third and hav-1
ing to provide their own seed, cattle, im-
plements and labor. : Consequently the
upper classes getting riches easily were
very extravagant. They spent their
money lavishly, wore fine clothés, kept
troops of servants, lived in fine houses
of cut stone and with beautiful furn;gh-
ings. The poor lived in houses of dried
bricks or mud. ..There was no lack of
stoves in Persia, but the poor could not
affo
the dloor was used instead, the smoke
escaping by several small windows in
the roof. The fuel burned was dry
manure. Naturally the smoke  arising
is of a foul mature and troublesome to
the inmates; it was a fruitful souce of
blindness. The only means of traveling}
was by walking or riding. 'On horse-
black both sexes rode in the masculine
fashion, side-saddles being ‘unknown.
Once the lecturer overheard several Mo-
hammedan young men on the street dis-
cussing a young lady missionary who
was riding past, using of course a side-
saddle. At last one summed up their
feelings by remarking. ‘“Well’s, she is
very nice looking, but I'm so sorry she
bas only one leg.” The women being
kept in strict seclusion there was no
social intercourse between the sexes.

Therefore, when a young man (usually

at the age of 18 or 20) desired to get
married he informed his father of his
wishes. The parent immediately made
arrangements with the head of another
family who had a girl of marriageable
age. The young lady. herself had no
voice in the matter. /The wedding cake
was ther made, and the trousseau
bought.. The prospective husband’s fath-
er foots the bills for the latter. On the
wedding day 40 or 50 young men escort
her to her future husband’s residence.
There the marriage ceremony is -
formed, it merely consisting of the sign-
ing by the groom, before the Mullah ar
priest, of a contract which reads after
this fashion: “If ever I send you away,
or if I divorce you, I agree to pay you
(amount agreed upon) of alimony.” After
the ceremony comes the marriage feast,
to which all the sundry are welcome
without invitation. This lasts seven dqys
among the richer classes and three with
the poorer.. When the guests are all
gone, the groom, who has-never seen
the face of his bride, proceeds to get
acquainted. Then, or at any time after,
if he is not satisfied he can pay her her
alimony) and. tell her to go. o o

The reason for the low position wo-
man occupied in Mohammedan social life
was, that as sin came into the world,
through the first woman’s disobedience
the Koran taught she should be kept in
strict subjection to prevent her doing
further mischief. At every stage of
her life she is kept down. The birth of
a girl in a Mohammedan home is an un-
welcome event. . They are so ashame.d
of it they never mention it to their
friends. But should it be a’'boy, a big
feast is made, with no end of fuss. In
girlhood she is left in the densest ignor-
ance. There are no schools for girls.
The Mohammedans believe the best way
to keep women in subjection is to keep
her uneducated. Some even are of]
opinion tBat she cannot learn. In her
wifehood she may be whipped and
beaten, and the practice of polygamy
still further degrades her. The Koran
allows each man four wives, but this
rule is not strictly adhered to. The
iShah of Persia has 65 wives, apd the
Sultan of Turkey 365. Among the poor
clagsses she is a servant and a slave.
She is not allowed to sit at table with
the men, nor 'speak above a whisper in
their presence., In her old age she is
not protected, nor her death regretted.
The spread of Christianity, the speaker
thought, was the only cure for this state
of affairs, and exhorted his 'hearers to
always remember with pitying heart and
liberal hand their downtrodden sisters
in (Mohammedan lands. X

Rev. Mr. Yooseph will deliver the same
lecture this evening at the Centennial
Methodist church. He has a fine pres-
ence on the platform. His command of
English words is wonderfully varied and
his delivery fluent, but his articulation
is not so good. As he says himgelf, his
vocal organs were too long accustomed
to a Semitic langnage to get easily
around the rough edges of English.

WEEKLY WBATHER SYNOPSIS,

Victoria Meteorological Office, 17th to 23rd
September, 1902.

Weather conditions are beginning to as-
sume the usual fall type. I'ne week open-
ed on the 17th with a vast area of high
barometeric pressure, extending from the
Pacific to’the Province of Manitoba, but
that same evening a storm' area appeared
off the northern Mainland coast and speed-
ily centered in Cariboo, causing a general
decrease in pressure in the province and
followed on Thursday mnight and Friday
by heavy rain in this district. This was
succeeded by clearing weather_under the
influence of which the pressureé increased
over British Columbia and fair weather
prevailed until the 22nd, when the high
barometer area moved inland and eastward
in advance of another storm area from the
ocean. For the remainder of the week the
pressure has continued low and the week
closed with a fast falling barometer and
rain falling. Low areas have crossed the
upper portions of the province and passed
into the Territories, the centre of these
depressions having a tendemcy to hover
over the regions of the Rocky mountains
in Alberni. The rainfall has been moderate
in the southern part, but much heavier In
the northern, at Port Simpson and Bark-
erville. Temperatures have been normal
except on the 22nd, when @ warmer wave
caused a general increase over the North
Pacific Slope. Winds have been unusually
light for the season and there has been
considerable fog and smoke, especially on
the coast and straits. The welcome fal]
of rain on the 18th and 19th, however, ex-
tinguished the hush fires in most places.
In the Northwest Territories the weather
has been chiefly fair and mot muech rain
has fallen, Temperatures have been mod-
erate during the day, with light to sharp
frosts at might, but not much damage to
crops has been reported. !

TO MAKE DIAMONDS NEXT.

Thrt to Be One of the Marvelous Works
of Electricity.

Will the power of Niagara Falls be
turned to the manufacture of diamonds?
This is a question which is seriously
treated in an expert report from the
Census ‘Office on the history and uses of
electricity during the decade just passed.
Iu view of the marvels which have al-
ready been accomplished, this, in the
opinion of the special expert, Thomas C.
Martin, is only a question of time.

In the modern electric furnaces, where
an almost incredible degree of heat is
generated, diamond  dust has been pro-
duced. *“The steps leading to the manu-
facture of the larger crystals,” says Mr.
Martin, ‘‘are but sequential.” Niagara
Falls is the location which naturally sug-
gests itself for the diamond factory, on
account of the great electri¢ dynamos
which the Falls now operate. They have
a ‘capacity of 10,000 horse power, and
are capable of generating a current of
22,000 volts; and this at no very -great
exnense,

A great French chemist has employed
the electric arc in making diamonds, and
has made further progress in this line
than any countemporary. (As early as
1896 he had succeeded in secnring min-
ute fragmentary crystals of true dia-
mond formation, by the sudden cooling
of molten iron saturated with carbon.
The liquid iron was plunged into mercury
or lead. Incidentally he discovered that
graphite could be made artificially from
charcoal, by heating it in the current of
the electric arc. This discovery has been
made of great commercial and practical
value in this country by E. F. Acheson,
who has established a factory near Buf-
fale, where he makes - thousands of
pounds of “lead-pencil filling.” The gra-
phite which he makes'is of even better
quality than that which is mined from
the earth, and is used also for metal-
largical work, electrodes, rheostats, and
such articles. Ordinary coke is the basis
of his product. The process is covered by
|pﬂ]tents, which give a practical mono-
! poly.

On visiting the
gold dredge, however, courteous treat-
ment is assured.

Recently distinguished visitors from
Europe visited the dredge with the pur-
pose of eeeing it in operation. The man-
ager declined to answer any direct ques-
tions_as to the success of the dredge,
but lifting a can from a shelf, spread on
the table emough coarse gold to buy a
West End mansion, the only informa-
tion vouchsafed being that the
been dug out of the Fraser river. It
was all coarse gold, a large percentage
being as big_as grains of wheat. As
such a quantity of gold would not be
left 'in the dredge for long for fear of
accident, it is probable that the cantall
had not taken long to recdver from the
river bed.

In answer to the question if the dredge
was at that moment working in pay dirt,
they were handed pans and asked to see
for themselves. As the buckets came
up they filled two pans, a small quan-
tity of dirt from each pan being obtain-
ed to enable them to get a fair sample
of the river mud. The pans were wash-
ed, and from one pan $1 was obtained
and from the other 50 cents in coarse
gold.

VILDANDEN’S FUNERAL.

Long Overdue British Ship ‘About to Be
Posted.

M. A. Newell & Co., announce today

that the British ship Vildanden, now out
206 days from Port Tampa, Fla., for
Adelaide, with a cargo of Tennessee fer-
tilizer, is no longer insurable in Liverpool
or in ‘London. This means that she has
been “posted for inquiry” at Lloyd’s and
that two weeks hence, nnless some word
of her comes from the sea, that she will
be written a total loss, risks paid, and
her name expunged from the records of
shipping for all time. 'Sailors call this
a ship’s {unerul and they really are a
lost craft’s obsequies.
.lA more dangerous cargo could not pos-
sibly be found than the one taken to
sea by the long overdue vessel. It is
composed of elements -that drink up
moisture like a sponge, and while naught
is definitely known of how it sends a
vessel to her doom, it is generally pre-
sumed that it keeps growing heavier and
heavier until the craft carrying it falls
in with foul weather, and having no
bouyancy left plunges to her death.

Ninety per cent. has been paid for a
month past to insure the Vildanden with
few takers, the dangerous reputation
of her cargo making speculators most
wary. ‘Other vessels have been out long-
er with Tennessee fertilizer than the one
under discussion, a German vessel not
long since taking 238 days to make
Yokohama from Port Tampa.

AFTER TWELVE YEARS.

Capt. England Saw Ship Break up’
‘Which He Lost so Long Before. ®

One of those strange happenings which
sometimes come to the lot of the seaman
befell Capt. England, master of the
British bark Thistle, now at Hastings
mills, while in Santa Rosalia last July.
Twelve years ago Capt. England was
master of the iron ship Selene when
she was wrecked in a hurricane off the
Santa Rosalia coast and driven on the
beach, abandoned to-her fate by master
and crew. Year after year the wreck
lay there facing the furious gales with-
out lbreaking to pieces. On July 23 the
Thistle was moored at the 'Santa Ro-
salia breakwater, preparing to sail for
Tacoma. A hurricane sprang up, swept
out the breakwater, and, but for good
seamanship, the Thistle would have been
wrecked within the very sight of the
old Selene. By quickly letting go the
anchors, the Thistle was brought up safe,
doing no more damage than knocking
down a plece of wharf. When certain
that his ship was secure, (Capt. England
stood on the poop with the first mate
looking at the wreck of the Selene in
the distance. As they watched her a huge
wave came smashing into the wreck,
which bravely faced the blow, then shiv-
ered and- broke apart. It seemed an
lmpressive coincidence that the Selene
had lrin on that shore for so many years,
weathering furious storms and the hard
knocks of the waves without breaking
to pieces, only to succumb before the
eyes of the master who had been forced
