“I do not agree with the proposition
that what the city had the power to
do directly,- it could do indirectly. If
that were 80, the city could refusé to
permit a trader to earry on business
by refusing a license. Indeed, if that
argument were sound, there would be
no end to impediments which the city
under cover of a by-law of this kind
could throw in the way of legitimate
trading.”

To this the Chief Justice adds \the
paragraph above quoted, and con
cludes: “As to whether the use of
Form B, in the by-law, is mandatory
or not, I am inclined to think it is, but
I do not decide that. What I do decide
is that the license must be eithergin
that form or to that effect, and can-
not be withheld until conditions such
as are imposed by this by-law are com-
plied with by the trader. The appeal
will be dismissed.”

Mr. Justice Martin sald he had
come to the same conclusions for
other reasons which he would later
give in writing.

The cSurt gave eight decisions, dis-
missing six appeals ami allowing two.
This was the only Victoria case. The
two allowed were Kendall vs. Web-
ster, a Vancouver case, and Farquhar-
son vs. B. C. Elevtric Railway, also of
Vancouver, in which the company was
granted a new trial on the ground that
the verdict of $11,600 for the plain-
tiff's injuries was excessive.’ Mr.
Justice Irving gave a dissenting judg-
ment.

In Hovell vs. the Law Soclety, the
tourt divided, two allowing the so-
clety’s appeal and two being in faver
of dismissing it. The result is that
the decision of Mr. Justice Morrison
stands, upholding the contention of
Barrster R. DsB. Hoyell, of this city,
in effect that the sogciety cannot exact
upon the final examination the $100
fee for call, notwithstanding that upon-
failyre to pass the student or solicitor
fror& another province is returned
$75, the balance being held for the ex-
penses of the examinatien. The chief
Justice and Mr. Justice Galliher agreed
with the ,contention of the Soclety,
Mr. Justice Irving and Mr. Justice
Martin ,upholding the contention of
the respondent, Mr. Hovell.

OTTAWA, “April 6.—The senate met
today after a week’s adjourhment. . Sen-
ator Davis‘moved a bi]l to provide . for
the incorporation of railway companies
by ‘the Railway Commission instead of
by act of parliament, as ' at. present.
This was similar to the best practice in
the United States. He saw no reasom
why' the time ot parliament should be
taken up in solemnly passing charters
for the authorization. of railroads which
never would be built and which the pro-
moters knew would never be built. Sta-
tistics showed that from ' 1900 to 1909
parliament had authorized 65 companies..
Outside ‘the C. P. R.,, Grand Trunk,
Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian Nor-
thern ‘there had only been 461 miles
built, and that by 16 companies. This
showed chartermongering. Under his
bill, before a body of men could get a
charter from "the - Railway Commigsion,
they would have to do preliminary sur-
veying, which would cost about $250 a
mile. That expenditure would discour-
age chartermongering. His bill would
apply to the big companies' and would
prevent them holding routes against ri-
vals by only chartering them. They
‘would have to build or let some one else
do so. It would prevent overbonding of.
lines, for ‘the surveys would show the
approximate cost of the road and guide
the commiseion in authorizing bonds to
an amount only which would be paid.
This would prevent people buying . bad
bonds and work to keep down traffic
rates.

“The Russian Police sought for him

for a long time in vain for it seems he
had not left the least trace of ‘his
flight and the continued searth  owver
Burope and America proved unavail-
ing.
“Yesterday, however, a Spanish In-
spector, accompanied by two officers
from Scotland Yard, and acting under
instructions of the Spanish Ambassa-
dor, who had previously interviewed
the Home Secretary, arrested him on
his way from the Hotel where he was
staying, to the Steamship, office. - It
seems it was-his evident intention to
take passage for New York. From:in-
formation received by the Ambassador,
he ‘had been in hiding in Spain, where
he had lived with a woman and with
his daughter. A few days before ar-
riving in London, he had quarrelled
with another Russian, who was mort-
ally wounded by a revolver shot during
the 'scuffle, and who ,only lived long
enough to’ denounce his assailant:

“In an interview with the Russian
Ambassador, it seems that the name
he had been using in Spain, and which
e gave on being arrested, was not his
real one, Manasseina being simply an
Alibi, but after comparing the prisoner
with photegraphs in his possession,
the Russian Ambassador, recognised
him as Alexander Demidoff the crim-
.inal ‘banker who eloped with 5 millions
of rubles; he is a native of St. Peters-
burg, a widower 48 years old, with.an
only daughter when he left in Spain
on escaping from that country. s

“On being arrested, two of Manas-
seina’'s or Alexander Demidoff port-
manteaus were seizéd but although
strictly searched nothing but personal
effects were found in them, in spite
of which, the Russian Ambasgsador de-
clares that prisoner ought to have
several million rubles’ somewhere.

we people of Victoria are to be
Aold something about the League of
—apire at a meeting to be held at the
Hmpréss on Thursday afternoon, when
the Lieutenant-Governor will preside.
Of late years, such a variety of or-
ganizations, having Imperial objects,
have been brought under public notice
that it is not a matter of surprise that
many people are not familiar with the
alms and objects of them all. The
League of Empire appears to be an
organization intended to be educational
and as everythihg educational ought
to be of benefit, we hope that the
meeting will be weli®attended, and in
every way successful. Pending the
tall explanation, which Miss Ord Mar-
shall, honorary secretary of the League,
will doubtless give, it would be prema-
ture to make any more than a very
general comment upon its objects and
methods. We may say, however, that
as an indication of the growing habit
of the British people everywhere to
think of the Empire as a unit, the
league deserves very favorable con-
sideration. As Colonist readers know,
this paper is not very partial to cut-
and-dried Imperialism. It is not very
much concerned about methods, but it
does care very much about results. It
hopes that the cause of Imperial con-
solidation will advance rapidly, and it
believes that the way to make it ad-
vance is to instil into the minds of the
British people an intelligent, if only
general, idea of what the Empire is
and what it may become. We say “only
geéneral,” because it is impossible for
any one to foresee the full scope and
direction of Imperial development, The
most that the wisest of us can hope
to be is to be students of what ig un-
deubtedly the greatest problem in na-
tion building with which humanity has
ever been confronted. Hence, when
we read that the object of the Empire
League is not a propaganda but edu-
cational, we are predisposed to feel
very sympathetic towards it.

POULTRY RAISING

An increased interest is being taken
in poultry raising on Vancouver Island,
and the lectures of Mr. J. A. Jull;
who is associated with the Depart-

. ment of Ag'rig‘tﬂtureéh's‘:poultry expert,

wilk preve ofiverysgreat assistance to
those who are 'epgdging in this pur-
suit commercially. Very much has
appeared in print recently as to thg
profit in poultry, but, as a_corréspond-
ent pointed out a short time ago in a
letter printed in the Colonist, many
of the claims made are ridiculously
extravagant. It is not necessary to
supbose that such claims are untrue,
for in,exceptional cases remarkable
results have been attained. We have
an item this morning in regard to
seme White Leghorns at Duncans that
netted their owner each $1.30 in three
months. This also-is very high. Last
vear we had a statement from a
poultry-man near Victoria, who said
that he cleared $2.00 a year from
each bird. This is a high and very
satisfactory average,-and it is not be-
yond what any one, who goes into
the business, systematically and care-
fully, may reasonably expect. A state-
ment, which attracted considerable
interest in the East some years ago,
placed the-cost of keeping a flock of
‘White Leghorns at a little under 72
cents per head- for a year. Theaver-
age yleld of the fowls was 13 dozen
eggs; therefore the aiverage cost of
the eggs 'was 5 1-2 cents per dozen.
We should like to hdve a statement
of the cost of egg’ production here.
Can it not be kept under 8 cents per
dozen? 1If it can be, then there would
be a profit of ‘over $2.00 upon each
laying hen, which is a very fine re-
turn for the money invested and the

labor entailed. .

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Four Men in Germany Make
Trips' With Fatal Results—
One Balloon Driven Qut to

- Sea by the High Wind

STETTIN, Germany, April 4—The
German balloon Pommern, which
made an ascension here yesterday,
met with a ®series of accidents which
ended in a disaster in the Baltic sea.
Three men lost their lives; including
ihe Radical member of ‘the reichstag,
Werner Hugo. del Bruecl.,

err del Brueck and another mein-
ber of the party were drowned, a
third occupant of the car was picked
up unconscious and died from his in-
Juries, while the fourth was rescued
in a serious condition

The Pommerin, carrying del Brueck,
who was acting as vilct, a banker,
Herr Sommelhardt; an  architect.
Herr Benduhn, and a man .named
Hein, ascended early in the afternoon
at the gas works. The wind at the
time was blowing a gale and the Pom-
mern broke away before she had been
completely ballasted.

The chapter of accidents began jm-
mediately. The balloon collided with
telegraph wires which broke, almost
overturning the.basket. It then dash-
ed against the roof of a neighboring
factory, destroying the smokestack.
With the basket swaying wildly and
balf of its ropes cut, the balloon soar-
ed to a great altitude and disappeared
in the clouds at a terrific speed.

Thousands of onlookers, including &
detachment of soldiers, who had as-
sisted in the ascent,. ran. along. the
roads, expecting the basket to break
away. The balloon, however, was not
seen again until it reached Swine-
munde,. 36 miles northwest of Stettin,
over which it passed at a height of
6,000 feet in the direction of the sea.
Tugs followed in its track and one of
them which had = outdistanced the
ot}‘xers, was almost directly under it
when suddenly the balloon fell iato
the sea.

The tug steamed to the spot quickly,
but the work of rescue was difficult.
+ Already del Brueck and Bendahn had
disappeared, but Sommelhardt- and
they were dragged to the ropes and
they were ragged ahoard the vessel.

the territorial boundaries of the incor-
porating provinces, under such condi-
tions as may be imposed, in the form of
extra-provincial license or registration,
by the provinces or-foreign countries in-
vaded in the. pursuit of business. /

Mr. Maclean notes in his letter that
the minister of justice for Canada ex-
pressed a willingness to refer the point
at issue for determination to the courts,
but 'the represented provinces were un-
animously opposed to the adoption of
such procedure. It was held that the
right had been claimed and exercised in
the incorporation of companies during
the past forty years, and that to ac-
quiesce in such a reference as proposed
would_be to inferentiglly call into gues-
tion the authority which in the past has
thus been exercised.

BEAR MAKES FAST
" RUN FROM ATLANTIC

New Steamer for  Trade Between
Portland and Snn Francisco
Reaches Bay City

SAN FRANCISCO, April 6.—Com-
pleting a voyage of 13,612 miles, the
new steamer Bear, in command of
Capt. Charles F. -Austin, arrived. in
port yesterday, fifty-elght days out
from New York. . .

The Bear is to operate in the service
of the San Francisco-Portland Steam-
ship Co., ‘between this port and the
Columbia “River ports.

RACE TRACK BETTING

Agnew-Perkins - Bills- Likely to Be
Passed by New York Legislature

ALBANY, N. Y., April 5—The
Agnew-Perkins ‘ bills, ‘prohibiting oral
bookmaking and repealing the éxemp-
tion from general responsibility *which
members of ' racing associations now
enjoy under the Percy-Gray law, were
advanced to the order of final pas-
sage 'in this assembly today after a
vigorous effort to have them recom-
mitted for a hearing.

This course was combatted by as-
semblyman Perkins, backed by Chair-
man Fawler of the codes committee,
both of whom declared that during
the two months the bills were in com-
mittee not a sirffigle request for a hear-
ing was received.

Marama Brought Particulars of
~Sinking of the Currajong by
the Coasting Liner Wyreema
—O0One Man Drowned

News was brought by the Marama
of a harbor collision at Sydney short-
ly before the steamer sailed, in which
the new steamer Wpyreema rammed
the steam collier Currajong and sank

this vessel. The pasenger steamer
struck the collier a tremendous. blow
on the port side, cutting deep into the
hull. .

Vast volumes of water immediately
commenced to pour in through the
great gap in the side of the Curra-
jong, and within the space of & min-
ute it was only too evident that she
was a doomed vessel. The water rap-
idly filled the engine-room, extin-
guishing the furnace fires; and the
engineers and firemen, who remained
at their posts as#ong as possible,
were at last compelled - to- rush to the
deck of the sinking vessel. Then there
was a fear that the water coming into
contact with the heated boilers would
cause an explosion, but -happily this
did not take place.”

Within a very short space of time,
variously estimated ‘at from two to
four minutes, the Currajong was full
of water, and commenced to - settle
down by the head. Eventually she
took a terrific plunge, and sank bows
first into" deep water.

All hands on the Currajong were
thrown ‘into the harbor, and - there
were loud cries for help. Theslifeboats
of the Wyreema were quickly manned
and  launched, and proceeded to the
assistance of the men struggling in
the water. The night was somewhat
dark, and it was difficult to locate the
distressed seamen, but the lifeboat
crews worked well, and within an in-
credibly short space of time succeeded
in rescuing the whole of the crew of
the Currajong,‘ with the exception of
one man, who is still missing. In view
of the fact, however, that numbers of
motor boats, sailing craft, and pulling
boats .came to the rescue, it is regard-
ed as quite possible that the missing
man was picked up.

The = Wyreema remained in the
vicinity for about half an hour, and
cruised round and rotnd in search of
the missing man.

QUEBEC, FINANCES
,P.rov'i’ncial Treasurer Finds Surplus

for Year Larger Than Was
¢ Expected

‘QUEBEC, April 5—Hon. Macken-
zie delivered his Budget speech this
afternoon. He said there was,a sur-
plus of $542,307, which was $145,000 in
excess of what had been anticipated
by his predecessor in . office. The
provincial treasurer’s estimate for the
‘next fiscal year. was a revenue of
$5,904,53¢ and an expenditure of
$5,707,991, leaving an estimated surplus
of $196,543. An édvent of the fiscal
year, remarked the provincial treasur-
er. was the payment by the Dominion
government of the sum of $2,394,000 of
the grant made to the province in .con-
‘sideration ‘of the construction of the
Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and Occi-
dental  railway, which sum had been
used in part to pay off the loan of
$2,682,500 made in 1878. In the ex-
penditure for the fiscal year, Mr. Mac-
kenzie included an additional subsidy
of $25,000 for rural roads, -making a
total of $75,000, which, with the
amount voted by the department of
colonization, made a total of $245,000.

The amount for new bridges was in-
creased from $75,000 to $100,000.

There was besides an appropriation
of $20,000 for the agricultural. school at
St. Anne de'la Pocatiére.

The-estimates make provision for a
more liberal allowance for educational
purposes, including $4,000 for the new
school of forestry . For the last fiscal
yvear the amount voted for education
was $837,450 ,and for -the-current year
such increases were made:as $7.000 for
the teachers’ pension fund and "$25,000
for certain-public schools not in towns
and cities. .

There was, besides, $21,000 for school -
inspection and. $25,000 to- encourage
the construction of acadamies for
boys. T 4e

Figures are given of the amounts
voted for ‘the construction of the
Montreal jail, showing that up to
June of last year the amount was
$586,223, and that a further sum of
$571,651 for the same purpose had been
made during nine months of the ecur-
rent year.

At that eléction 63,294 votes
were received by the various candidates of all
represented parties, while in the historic con-
test of last November no fewer than 101,396
were so recorded—indicative of a greater. ratio
of population growth than has probably ever
before been simliarly attested in any- Can-
adian province. - For $ixty per cent increase in
the recorded vote of the province within a
period of thirty-four months must surely be
accepted as indicative of vesy rapid augmenta-
tion of population, and to be regarded with an
authority that business men and statisticians
will respect as showing that the First Minister
was keeping well within ‘the probabilities in
predicting a_further doubling of British Co-
lumbia’s population during the next decade,
when railway building shall have wrought
mighty changes and focussed the attention of
the world upon this prosperous province.

To deal more particularly with the politi-
cal character of the just completed returns: It
shows that recognized Conservative candi-
dates in this last election obtained a total of
53,073 votes, ‘as against 31,160 in 1907, a gain
for the party of 21,913 (upwards of* 40 per
cent.), or almost the total of the Liberal vote
of 1907. The rival party organization (Lib-
eral) in the Same period gained 13,515, its can-
didates securing a total of 36,073 in Novem-
ber last, as contrasted with 22,558 in the early
spring of 19oy. IT{ustifying in a. measure the
claims of Mr. Hawthornthwaite as to the
growing -popularity of the Socialistic propa-
ganda, the party of which the member for Na.
naimo is in this province the foremost repre-
sentative, gained 5,682 upon a vote of 5,589 in
1907, or more than roo per cent. increase.

At the same time the Socialists had the
honor at the more recent elections of con-
tributing no less than® $1,200 of the $2,500
brought to the provincial treasury in the form
of forfeited deposits, there being twelve Social-
ists of the eighteen candidates of the party
throughout the country, who failed to score
even one-half of the vote obtained by the low-
est of their successful opponents. Eyen at
thxs' an improvement was shown. as in 1907 the
Socialist candidates in fifteen cases lost their
forfeit money—an¥i they had fewer candidates
in the field than in November fast. The toll of
lost deposits\ shows less variation otherwise
than any other feature of the election returns,
twenty-four “deposits being lost in 1907, and
but one more in 1909. The distribution of the
unfortunates may be set forth in abstract thus:

GOOSE SHOOTING REMINISCENCES

(Walter A. Cornelius ‘in Outdoor Life)

I have often wondered at the tenacity -of
life of wild geese, - especially . the Canadian
goose. It would be difficult to tell just what
would be termed a vital spot on an-old Can-
adian “honker.” I do not refer to the geese who
carry off the lead of the novice hunter, who
imagines that every.one he shoots at is “lead
ballasted” and that distant fields and swamps
are covered with his+slain:

‘The enthusiastic goose hunter; sbut = poor
shot, thinks he can see unmistakable signs. of
mortal injury on the.goose he had picked: out
as the flock rapidly- wing their way to “other
counties and other $tates, and he mever takes
his watery eyes off them until e ZCan‘no
longer follow the thread like streak on. the
horizon. Most of the geese fired on by "this
class of hunters are tar out of range of a shot
gun, but in their zeal to kill a goosestheirieyes
attain telescopic power and the highly prized

game really appears ¢lose tg then. Costiailigo

In Kansas and Oklahoma,-nowa_days»"th:e
killing of’a gdose is"heralded far and", wide
among the hunters, so scarce have the geese
become and so wary: I have §een the fime
ten or fifteen years ago when they.used to
cover the fields: and lakes by the acre, “but
nowadays most of those seen are passing’ high
overhead. : 5

In the last féw years I have killed ‘quite ‘a
number of Canada geese and gray and white
brants on the lakes in-McPherson county and
on the Cheyenne Bottoms in Barton county,

Kansas, and have had. some good opportuni-

ties :to observe the strong: hold on life that
some geese have. I believe that it is only the
veterans who have crossed the continent. many
times in their semi-annual migrations . that
are so hard to kill, as I hgve invariably killed
the young geese stone dead. -
One noon along the latter part of March I-
was sitting in a blind half asleep, resting be-
fore starting on /my walk ‘back o town, four
miles away. My repeating shotgun, loaded
with o. 4 shot, was lying on the bank at my
side. My reverie was broken by the swishing
of wings and looking up, I saw a flock of Can-

"adian geese not more than thirty-five * yards

from me. The gun was loaded but not cocked,
but I managed to_turn three loads logse ' at
the flock (why I did not shoot more, I do not
know): and three geese fell in the water in
front of me about*twenty yards ‘apart. They.
all appeared to be dead before they 'hit the
water, as I did not see one of them as much
as kick after they fell: I waded out ‘and got
them and found that they were not géese, but

goslings. Their bills were about half the length ‘

of my little finger, but'they had all the mark-
ings of the big Canadjans.” S

Every winter when there is wdter in Clear
lake, two miles east of Hoisington, Kansas,. it
has been the roosting place of a flock: of ‘big
Canadian geese. Many hunters have had de-
signs on them, but they are so wary. that but
few of them have fallen, I have diminished

the number in the flock by four and ‘all . of

‘them proved tough tartars, I sighted the flock

in the middle of the lake on the ice one maorn-
ing and, taking a .zz:caliber Winchester auto.
matic rifle, I slipped ont of town and went
after them. It was about 250 yards frofn the
south bank of the laké to where the flock; con-
sisting of about thirty geese, was sitting. As
I knew that they wouid hardly fly ‘at this dis-
tance, 1 walked up the bank until T ‘had the
flock well bunched and began shooting at-
them. The rifle made so'little ndise with its
smokeless powder shells that they . paid - but
little attention to it. I could not get the range.
as I could not see where the bullets hit the
ice, so my shooting was considerably. at ran-
dom. But as the flock walked away one goose
remained sitting on the ice. and I knew that
at least one ball had found its ‘mark. One

’

7*goose was standing ont in front of the flock
and imade a fine target, so I took a good aim

<atithe centre of its breast and puiled the trig-
-ger. Theeffect was immediately apparent, for
the goose sprang into'the air and started off in
rapid flight, followed by the flock. It had not
gone moré than a hundred yards when it came
down backwards in a clear place in the lake.

‘the ice dragging a broken wing, and as the
ice would not bear a man up, I let it go while

that the bullet\had struck it midway on the
neck, severing the bone almost in half.

The first goose. was making rapidly for the
shore and I marked the spot where it crawled
out.on the prairie. It was necessary for me
t0 gosto -town -and get a dog before I could
findsit; It was dead when I picked it up and
was agbout-a quarter of a mile from the lake.
.I.found ‘that it.had:been struck by two bul-
‘lets. The one ‘that broke its wing nearly tore
the wing off,. ds it was shattered from the
‘body to the first .joint and hanging to the
body by shreds. The whole breast and side of
the goose’s body were caked with blood. But
the strangest part of it -all was that the other
bullet had passed squarely through’the’ bird’s
head: just back of the €ar, making a hole
through which I passed a weed stem. I showed
thegoose to a number of the “I'm-from-Mis-
souri” sportsmen when I reached Hoisington.

The next one of the flock I brought down
with a 0. 4 buckshot at a distance of 150 yards,
after I had laid on the bank for two hours
waiting for the flock to return after I had
scared them off the lake. One of the buckshot
sttuck a fine large goose in the tip- of . the
wing and after a hard run I caught it. On ex-
amining it I found that it had been near death
before. About an inch and a half below its
head a rifle ball: or buckshot had passed
through its windpipe, and in healing had left
a meat roynd hole a quarter of an inch in di-
ameter by means of which one could see clear
through the, goose’s neck. The windpipe - at
this point had enlarged to almost twice its
normal size.

*"When not roosting on‘the laké the geesé
had a habit of dropping into a pond covering
four or five acres on a flat piece of ground a
couple of miles southwest of the lake. The
prairie surrounding- this pond was almost bare
"and ‘Tt 'was almost ‘impossible to get within
gun shot of amything in the pond in the day
time. I‘cameip to the pond one mornjng’ be-
fore daybreakéand, stopping to listen dt a safe
diStance] I cotild hear. the geese splashing the
water and “talking to themselves.” T made a
wide detour of the pond and came up.between
the geese and:a high bluff west of the pond,
where I'knew they were in the habif of feed-
ing. I rémoved my hunting coat so the-shells
in:tHe pockets:would' not rattle and: crawled
carefully towards the game. It was coming

I had no more than picked up the coat when
the whole flock came pitching back-and lit on
the pond. I crawled as close as I could, and,
after waiting a couple of hours for Jthem to
fly again, emptied my gun at them, but the
miserable loads®had no effect. on them than
to scare them .off the pond.

The goose I killed was one of the largest
I have ever Seen. It ‘weighed just sixteen
pounds, .and was poor ‘at that:

I .gave it to a Missouri Pacific passenger
brakeman, who took it to Pueblo, Colo., where
he 'said it attracted a great deal of attention
on account of its large size.

A few years'ago I watched my brother
crawl up hehind a straw stack near which
seven Canadian geese had lit. He had a .32-20
Winchester rifle and, although the geese flew
before he could shoot. he fit two of them.
One of the geese flew over a mile and came
down because it could not get over a high
hedge. On dressing it was found that the bul-
let had passed squarely ‘through its body. The

carefully. It was about 100 yards from the
bank to where the geese were sitting o thé

I had one shell loaded with
3)% drams of Schultze powder and 1% ounces
of oo shot, and, as I pinned all my hopes on
this one, I placed it second in my Winchester.

Reaching the edge of the pond T lay be-
hind a weed and watched the geese. Several
flocks of diicks circled over my head and drop-
ped'into'the water in front of me with a splash.
A big Sandhill crane came wading along: the
bank so close that I could have blown his
head off. The geese walked out on the bank
opposite me and began flapping their wings
and arranging their feathers and when.  the
leader gave a couple of short “honks” I knew,
they were going to fly. They raised against
the wind and then turned and camé past me,
about sixty yards away. ''he first shell' I fired
into ‘the thickest without effect, but with the
second I took careful aim at the great gan-
der: at the head of the flock and lad the saf-
isfaction of seeing him describe a somersault
in ‘the air and hit the mud with 2 resounding
thump. The rest of my shells had not the
slightest effect upon the flock, other than cut
out a lot of wing feathers.

On éxamiﬂing my prize, I found that one
of the shot had broken its neck: and two others
had. entered its body. I laid the goose out on
the bank, where it flopped and kicked for about
fifteen minutes, and went after my  hunting
coat, which act I soon had cause'to regret, for

in the back and was dead when picked up.

I have left the “Happy Hunting Grounds”
on the Cheyenne bottoms for good and have
taken up my abode in Sunny Southern Cali-
fornia, but of all the enjoyable hunts I have
had in Kansas those that will linger in my
memory the longest are the hunting trips
when I was able to return to town with one
or more big Canadian geese.

“There are 165 species
of big game in the British Empire, and it is
hoped that most, if not all, will be represented
at Vienna. The Trustees of the British Mu-
seum have granted facilities for the reception
or collection at the Natural History Museum
of these sporting trophies, and have promised
the assistance, in other ways, of some of the
officers of the Museum.

Subsidiary to the big game trophies will be
collections of pictures and relics illustrating
horse racing, a most popular sport in Austria.
