JAPANESE COOK

KILLED SHIPMASTER_

SAN FRANCISCO; - -April - 11/ —Capt.
Carl Benson, of, the. American. schooner
Americana, - which - reached :“port . 128
days from Australia, was killed Jan-
uary 27 by. the wessel’s Japanese cook.
This information was received when
the vessel entered .quarantime, United
States marshals have been sent to the
ship to. arrest the cook, who is ‘held in
irons.

Capt. Benson and the cook, S. Okuba,
a Japanese, 38 years old, had quarrelled
repeatedly. The ecaptain had entered
the galley ‘on.the morning of January
27 and the qutirrel was renewed. Okuba
fired five shots at the captaln, each of

( which. took: effect.

The -captain . .staggered -to the deck
and died in 20 minutes. The shooting
vas not witnessed by -any -members of
he crew. The Japanese was over-
owered -and put in irons, where he was
kept throughout the voyage.

Capt. Benson was buried on the after-
noon of the same day in latitude 52
minutes north and longitude 166 de-
srees 33 'minutes west., He was from
San Francisco, and leaves a ‘wife and
children here.
