The Pall Mall Gazette says that it has
the best authority to state that the report
that Gen. Wolseley has telegrapbed for re-
inforcements is without foundation.

AFVAIRS IN CAIRO. :

The Times Port. Said correspondent says:
1 have just interviewed Yusuf Bey, who re-
cently escaped from Cairo, He asserts that
the Turkish and Circassian residents of
Cairo are being arrested daily and they are
never heard of again. Some of the Turkish
and' Circassian pashas with a few Euro.
peans are remainiog in Cairo guarding the
citadel.; They seem well prepared to hold
their owa until the Brisish arrive, If the
absurd stories ciroulated by Arabi of
British atrocities were: disproved the ma-
jority of Arabi's troops would desert.

THE KHEDIVE'S COMMISSIONERS,

ALEXANDRIA, -Aug. 22,—Sultan Pacha,

attended by Fuad Pascha and twelve sub-
ordinates, start to-day to accompany Gen.
Wolsley, as the khedive’s commissioners,
to explain topoiuphv of districts through
which the British pess, believing that their
mission is safely to re-establish to authority
of the khedive and overthrow military des-
potisw.
FLOODING THE COUNTRY.

The enemy have released the surplus
water behind the dam and flooded the
country on both their flanks.

BRITISH  PRECAUTIONS.

ARABI'S KAFR-EL-DWAR ARMY.

Ameng the deserters from Arabi is the
brigade-major belonging to his staff. He
states that the picked Arabi's army is at
Kafr-el-Dwar. There are 7,000 men on the
Mek’s lines all freshly come from Caiae and
their artillery is very strong. It is under-
stood that the proposed movement in the
direction of Meks has been postponed, It
is evident that Arabi mieans to make a
stand at Kafr-el-Dwar, as in the event of
defeat, he could escape into Tripoli.
AUSTRIA AND THE MILITARY CONVENTION,

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 28—Austria sup-

The
men were shown to bim and: the first he
shot with a revolver in the : street, on the
Cromwell Road near the South Kensington
museum, The second, a clergyman, was

NOT A GOOD SIGN.

1 is not a good sign to see & movement
set -afoot-in the neighboring province of
Quebec to bring about the restitution of
the property of the Jesuit order, which was
attached to the crown domain in the year
1800. The history of the Jesuits in Cana-
‘da is briefly as follows, according.to a
French authority :

They began to arrive here in 1625, at &
time when the Recollets bad been here
aboat ten years. In 1633 the Recollets
withdrew, but returned in 1672 to remsin
here until the death of the last of their
pumber towards 1800. The Jesuits, from
the outset, devoted themselves to the edu-
cation” of the Indian, as well as of the Ca-
nadian youth,and on this account the kings
of France granted them at different times
large tracts of land which they held
as  seigneurs, like all  the other
landsin New France. When the, country:
was ceded to England in 1763, the King of
England was substituted for the Kingsof
France, but the change in no way affected
the seigneurs or their tenants, Neverthe-
less, the Jesuits ended by being made an
exception, as will be seen. Precisely abont
this time (1762-64) the enemies of the
Jesuits had them expelled from France,
Spain and Portugal. The English crowa
decided that, for the future, no members of
the order from abroad would be admitted
into Canada. Those, however, who were
already in the country, were neither mo-
lested nor disturbed. In 1800 Pere Cazot,
the last of the survivors, died, and the
Quebec house of assembly united the pro-
perty of the Jesuits to the crown domain,
the revenue thereof being set apart for edu-

cational purposes according to the
intention of the French kings in makiog
the original grants. It will thus be sceu

counted among the persecutors of the order.
On the contrary, its members have invari-
ably been treated by them with kindness,
It is only within 30 years that the fathers
of the order re-established themselves in
Quebec and Montreal, where they enjoy
the fullest liberty. Half of their number
in the country at prescut are mative - Can-
adians,

THE COMING COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF.
The “royal dook” who holds the position
of commander-in-chief of the British army
is at home in his| office in Whitehall
whereas he should ba in the front of the
battle in Egypt. Thirty years ago.be weot
to the Crimea with the English troops and
was present at the battle of the Almu—
taking an exceedingly inconspicuous part
in that remarkably inconclusive fight.
Shortly after this brief experience of war
he returned to FEugland, leaving Lord
Raglanand Sir George Simpson in command.
Never since has he shown his royal nose on
a battle field. He is exceedingly good at
laying corner-stones and opening industriul
schools, and indeed, at playing second fiddle
to the Prince of Wales on all those society
occasions which afford him opportunity to
wear his uniform and his.medals ; but he
has smelled no powder since thirty years
ago, and smelt very little then. He is nof
only commander-in-chief,but a field marshal.
a ranger of the royal parks,and the holder
of various other sinecures, which bring him
in, all told, the equivalent of half a million
of dollars every year of his life.
The reason of this is that he is the Duke
of Canibridge, the 'queen’s cousin. ~Practi-
cal soldiers may wear their lives out in the
British service and securé'no, or very little,
recognition ; but the Duke of Cambridge
remains commander in-chief at a salary
that would support a hundred families all
the year round, simply because he has
“‘royal” blood in bis veins.
And let it not be supposed that with the
death of the Duke of Cambridge there will
be the slightest chunccs of promotion to the
post now held by him to any real soldier.
The intention of the court in that event is
to appoint the young Duke of Connaught,
a younger son of the queenm, to be com-
mander-in-chief ! - And that is why this
stripling has been sent to Egypt to cut his
military teeth.
The military roysl dukes of Germany
are of a different stamp. The crown prince
of Prussia is a soldier and a general.

THE MILITARY SITUATION IN EGYPT.
Events are hastening on the crisis in the
Egyptian struggle. The rising of the Nile,
which has already begum, will overflow all
that portion of lower Egypt which is irri-
gated by canals, and thus seriousiy impede
all military .operations and postpone the
termination indefinitely unless a decisive

seems to be Arabi’s main plan of action ; to
keep the British in check until the floods
commence to perform that office for him.
80 far he has succeeded too well for the
conveni of his opponents. His last
brush with Sir Garnet will have the effect

destroy any lingering ideas as to the invin-
cibility of the English. Another reason
for expedition is the imperative ne-
cessity of saving from destructiou
the fresh water canal which runs from the
Nile through Ismalia to Suez.

GENERAL WOLSELEY.
Not a little interest is being taken in
the present operations of England’s re-
puted greatest general. He has not yet
attained to such an eminence in his pro-
fession as to entitle him to a place side by
side with Wellingtons or Marleboroughs
among the country’s great.
Although he has probably seen more
active service than any other officer in th>
British army, aud on different occasions
distinguished himselt by his brilliant cour-
age, he has yet his spurs to win and to
prove to the world that he possesses the
natural qualifications of a great general.
In all his previous campaigns as general
he has had te cope with foes who were far
inferior to his troops either in numbers
or in arms and discipline, - His present
eminent position is to a great extent ow-
ing to the successful conduct of the Ash-
entee war, which as all the world kuows,
was carried on against a people, far be-
hind in civilization, without anything like
the fighting qualities of their Zulu breth-
ren farther south, -
It is now pretty well conceded that he
will have abundant opportunity to test his
powers in the Egyptian campaign, having
to contend with forces far superior {o his
own in numbers and nearly their equal in
arms, dis¢ipline and courage.  His ‘success
or failure will probably settle the question
as to what position he may claim as a
military leader. If the latest advices are
true he has failed in his first attempt to
lead British courage against Fgyptian bomb
shells, as is evidenced from the repulse at
Mahutali last Sunday.

1. How dare you disobey me !

2. How dare yow, disobey me?

3. How dare you disobey me? and

4. How dare you disobey me?

I need not worry you with ornate des-
criptions of the scene or circumstances
which are the invariable setting of our text.
They are harrowing, and all too painfully
remembered. The spectacle of parent and
child in reddened wrath rises up before the
dullest imagination, and you are at once
ready to enter with me into serious consi-
deration of the important truths which the
text both enfolds and unfolds..

1. ** How dare you disobey me?”  The
theme is here ‘‘the dignity of might.”
The beautiful words demonstrate, with a
perspicacity which cannot be too much ad-
mired, that it is the proper function of
weakness to worship and bow down fto
strength, or else incur pains and penalties
but dimly hinted at, becausee too awful
for utterance. What a beautiful trath
this is ! and how sufficingly borne out by
reason, observation and experience ! For
what purpose is strength given, but
to command and control others who
have it not? Has it not always been thus
used, and must it not ever s0? The
daring displayed by ‘‘weakness” resisting
““might” serves but to afford exercise and
opportunity for such strength, and is as
suicidal as it is foolish and wrong in the
weak. Devoid of *‘might” resistance be-
comes revolt, treason, undutifulness, sin.
With “might” it becomes government,
divinely constituted authority, nobility,
virtue. As in the case of parent and child
‘‘might” must for long years Le the. pre-
dominent attribute of the parent, it goes
without saying that the daring of a chiid
in offering resistence must be as necessaril

simple as all feeble and unsuccessful revolt
against self-constituted anthority has ever
been in the history of nations.

2. “How dare you disobey me?” or *‘the
pettiness of weakness,” Just as strength
1s a quality to be worshipped, 80 is weak-
ness a thing to be despised. Exactly in
proportion to the multitude of rights which
strength rightfull{ maintains for itself, so
is the paucity of rights which inhere in
weakness. his conclusion is almost
mathematically established by the 'very
language of our text. For, just asa lineis
seen at once te be ‘‘that which has length
without brealth,” sois strength perceived
to be that .in which there is no room or
place for weakness, Weakness is ‘‘ruled
out” by the very idea of strength.
