A large number of arrests have been
made by the police at Prince Albert, al;

Amongst them is Thomas Hawie, a Scotch
halfbreed, brother of the general’s interpre.
ter, Monkman is a freigther between Prince
Albert and’ Qu’Appelle and one of the
jeaders of the rebellion,
The wounded passed a good night
®xcepting Lieut. Swinford, who is reported
to be dying, and Capt, Olark, who was
slightly worse. The doctors only giv®
Bwinford a few hours more to live, Hislop,
Lethbridge, and Kemp, the only other
serious cases, are improving and are be-
lieved to be out of danger. The remainder
wre much better, many being able to walk
around,
No signs of steamer yet and no idea can
be formed when she will arrive, Other
arrangements are being made for the trans-
port of the wounded. They will be sent
to Saskatoon, fifteen miles above Clarke’s
Crossing, probably to-morrow.
Further examination of the ravine revealy
the fact that the Fish Creek fight was

extremely hot, The rebels were strongly
entrenched, yet there is now no longer any
doubt of their loss being terribly severe,
The bodies of the three Indians found were
too near our lines to permit of the  Indians
successfully carrying them off. -

Exaggeration may not bé the truth, but in
s@6k & oase it is at least patriotic, - On the
other hand sensational reports of a defeats
even when the latter is an actual fact, do
incalculable harm, first, in encouraging the
entetny, secondly in discouraging the troops,
and, thifdly, in damaging the prestige of
the country, When, however, the story

" of the defeat is a positive lie it is absélately
outrageous, and the anthor thereof deserves
$he fate of a traitor, than whose crime
his is even - worse, for whilé the
power for evil of an individusl with &
Jimited scope of operation can be divined
that of the unprincipled man who has a
large part of the press of his own eountry
and nearly every foreign journdl ‘at his
service, cannot ba estimated. In a time
like the present it is open to any vagabond
journaﬂiat to gain & hearing, for he has only
to issue a sensational report exaetly the®
epposite of the correct version and hun.
dreds of mewspapers, whose object is npot
the truth so much as to provide their
readers with something  startling,
will gladly accept =and pay for
the same. That the Winaipeg Times, the
conservative organ and the especial advo-
cate of our great national highway, should
have sllowed itself to become the instru-
ment for the circulation of the false report
of a reverse in the present instance,! is not
ouly astonishing but is beyond any reason-
able power of comprehension.

The Trajectory of Rifies.

All riflomien are agreed that the trajec-
tory, or rise of the bullet above the line of
sight,ie a most serious obstacle to accurate
shooting st unascertained distances, Be
cause, if the object fired at is further sway
than the rifle is sighted for, the bullet will
drop short, and if the object is nearer, the
bullet will pass over it ; and if the trajec-
tory of the rifle is great it is very diffioult
to hit a emall object at an usmknown
distanoce,

A biMet of large diameter with 5
light cherge of powder will gener-
ally have a high trajectory, while
a bullet of ‘gmall diameter with a heavy
charge of powder will generally give a low
trejectory. The reason is, a heavy charge
of powder behind a bullst with a small
dismeter will drive it faster than a bullet
of large diameter with more surface to
overcome the resistance of the air. Ifa
fiat trajectory is desired the bullet must
be given a rapid Right. The Snider bullet
as used by our volunteers in the Northwest
has a very large diameter—57-100 of an
inoh, ' This is larger than any bullet at
present in general use, while the powder
charge is light, thus giving a very high
trajectory. A bullet discharged from a
Smider rifle sighted at 1000 yards will rise
at least fifty above the horizontal line, and
though at shorter distances, such as 200
yards, the bullet will not rise as much in
proportion, still it will rise so much that
hitting & small object st an unknown dis-
tance is very difficuls,

In practice it will be found that more
misses occur from want of proper elevation

than any other cause, Knowing this, the
manufscturers of rifles have for years been
endeavoring to secure flat trajectory. This
has been the main point aimed at, until at
length, and within the last two years, a
rifle has been produceq that will shoot a
gmall object, such as #¥sharp tailed grouse,
at any distance from 25 to 125 yards with-
out chang he sighting. The Bullard
repeating rifle has a flatter trajectory than
any rifle of modera times, not excepting
the Martini-Henry. A bullet disoharged
from the Ballard repeater rises only six
inches th 200 yards, and with this rifle
sigated at 100 yards, there would mot
be (vu’iation of over two inches anywhere
between tho 650 and 150 yards. In the
battle of Fish Creek we believe most of the
halfbreeds and Indians used the Winchester
repeater. The trajectory of the latter rifle
s much higher than the Bullard, namely,

The Russian Government Orgam-Under~
takes to Expiain ¥is Course.

Sr. Pererssure, April 30, —The Official
Messeuger in an editorial on the report of
Sir Peter Lumsden on_the  cipture and
socupation of Penjdeh by the Russians
says: “‘Bad weather has deélayed the
arrival 6f the officer whom Gen. Komaroff
despatched with the detdiled account of
the battle, Sufficient data, however, have
been received to arrive at a correct con-
olusion ¢f how far Gen, Luméden Was
warranted in impugiing Gen. Komaroff's
teport. Russis is desirous of a frtendly
séttlement with England and entrusted the
delimitation oi thefrontier to a jeint British
and' Russian commission but the umex-
pected entry of the Afghans into Penjdsh
and the Afghan advanee down the Mur.
ghab and Heri<Rud rivete cothpelled Russia.
to proteet her righte in & pradtiosl msdfer
against this arbitrary seizure of her terri-
tory. In this view Gen, Komarofi was
ordeved in Jaudaty to cccupy with his
videttes the line extending from Zulfikar
along the Heri-Rudriver via Kech Risllias,
Kech Rissume, Chemitebsid and Chousik-
han as iar &8 Puoli-Kuiati, where the
ancient bridge ofosses the Kushk
fiver, thus forming the western boundary
ofthe Penjdehbasis. The Russian command-
ére were enjoined to abstain from an
armed collision with the Afgiatis, unlees
the latter provoked an emcounter; The
Russians, as directed, occupied the above
described position on February 20, On
March 4 the British minister, Sir Edward
Thornton, informed Baren De ‘Giers that
the Afghans had beem requested mob to
attack the Russians with she objeot of
driving them from their positions, but
solely %0 vesist further Russian
advanece, England at the same
time expressed the wish that
pending a settlement of the boundary-dis-
pute the commanders of  the Russisn out-
posts be ordered te refrain from making
any further advance. Russia agreed to
this with certain restrictions and being
informed also thata Russian otitpost was
slready stationed st Pul.i-Khisi and an
Afghan outpost at Ak-Tepe, Gen. Komaroff
was requested mnot fo odeupy Penjdéh,
The information farnighed Russia corres-
ponded - with . what Gen. Lufns-
den had said that the Russians
had occupied Puli-Khfsti and that
the Afghan outpost -was “stationed on
the right bank of the Kushk river. Eng-
land’s explanation that the Afghan troops
had been requested to stop their advance
entircly excluded the possibility of assum-
ing that the Afghans might advance their
outposts to the left bank of the Kushk
river, but when Gen, Komuaroff approached
Pul-i-Khisti he found on the left
bank of the Kushk river outside
of the Penjdeh district & fortified
Afghan post. This being in contradiction
with his inforsiation he was bound for the
protection of /his small detachment to re-
quest the Afghan commander to withdraw
frém the bank of the river. The Afghan
refusal to do 80 was the direct cauke of the
battle of March 30. Hence it is evident
that the intention &ttributed to .Gen,
Komaroff of bringing on & collision is in
contradiction of the facts, Gen. Komaroff
did not overstep 'his orders whem he
insisted on the evacuation of the left bank
of the River Kushk, Russia i8 unable at
present to say why the orders mentioned
above and which agreed with the infor-
mation received by England should have
been interpreted in & differerit manter by
the British officers sttached to the Afghun
detachment which occupied Penjdeh,
Gen. Komaroff’s despatch of April 18th
contains explanations regarding several
points in Gen. Lumeden’s telegram con-
cerning which Gen. Komarofi’s final opin«
ion has not yet been received.”

The Alterations that the Atlantic Bteam-

ers Require. sl 34

The Liverpool correspondent of the Lon-
don Daily Telegraph writes; Mesers. Laird
Broghers of Birkephead. have begun the
alterations that are found indespensable to
Sonvert the National line steamer Amerioa
into a ship of war.. Built under the su-
pervision of the admiraity, all the great
| Atlantio liners are well adapted for the
service for whioh the Amarida,the Egriitia,
the Oregon and the-Alaska have been
ohdaed; but as the priary abject kept in
view during their comstraction has
been to produce the best powsible
mercadtile  dteamer,  before  they

are levessary. The primary requirements
of the admiralty are that the ships placed

and be divided into numerous water-tig|

rfments, and in these respects the
America is a splendid specimen of her class,
She is built throughous of steel, is divided
into thirteen compartments by strong
trangverse bulkheads, and is capable of
continaing afloat with the sea in any two
of her compartments, In her main con-
struction, therefore, no alterations are re-
quired ; but as the ship was fitted so as to
oarry about fourteen hundred steerage and
three hundred and fifty saloon passengers
in addition to the crew, many of the appli-
ances that were absolutely indispens-
able on a crack passenger steamer
are-now not only unnecessary but abso-
lugely in the way. The whole deck de-
voted to passengers has consequently been
oleared, The emigrants’ 3nrten fore and
af§ have disappeared, and the bare side
wall and bulkheads of the ship are all that
remain, The handsomely fitted state
rooms, sleeping-berths, baths, and lava-
tories, and the accommodation provided
on the same deck for other passengers
have also disappeared. What will be
placed in the vacancies thus oreated has
yét to be determined, but if, as is intend-
ed, the America is to be utilized as a
zroorhip as well ds & cruiser, it will be
possible 10 provide sleeping accommodation
on this decE for fully two thotsand men,
The whole of the central portion
of the ship, the grand saloon,
the ladies’ boudoir; and other apart
ments have nod yet beem in  any
way modified, bu* will eventually undergo
considerable transformation, The elegant
ornsmentition and urholmry will give
way to arrangements of wheels and palleys
and other gear which will be required in
the new order of things. By far the most
difficult matter in the conversion of the
steamer is its armament. This is to be of
a somewhat farmidable character, and will
include four 5 inch Vavasseur guns, six 6 i-
pounder guins, six Nordenfeldts, as well as
four ‘glnnm- for torpedo service, On the
top of $he forecastle two Vavasseur gun:
are to begmd, one at each side at a dis
tanoe of or 30 feet from the bow
Lest the forecastle should not b
strong enough $o bear the strain put upon
it a strong bulk-head will be constructed
below, between the main deck and the
underside of the foredastle, and the whele
of the superstructure will be firmly bolred
to this bulkhead which, in turn, wi'l b
fixed t0 the msain deeck. - Immediately
under the commencement of the upper
deck a 64 pounder gun will be fixed, and
abeut thirty feet nearer midships a second
64 pounider will Be placed on each side of
the vessel. The carriages of these guns
will rést upem the main deck, and will be
placed there without difficulty. No
further armament will be proviied o
this deek uptil the space between th:
upper deck amd the poop mea
the sterm reached. Midway her:
a @4pounder will be - mount:
on each side of the llir Upon, th:
poop two Vavasseur guns will be mount-d
precisgly as upcn the forecastle, a lev:1
surface being provided with teak an
strength furnished by steel plates and
bulkhead undermeath. The guns both on
the forecastle and the poop—will be in
very exposed positions, but this fact fe
compepsated for by their width of range,
which extends over 150 degrees, The four
guns have almost a direct fire over botn
bow and stern, and as they will be able
to work round to 58 degrees toward mid-
shipe, it will be extremaly diffieult for any
hostile vessel to escape them. The 64-
pounders, of which there will be three
on eaoh side, will each have a range
of 90 degrees, and will thus com
mand the whole broadeide of the shi
Almost the whole length of the main dec
under the upper or bridge deck is unpro-
vided with guns.

deck, and these, with the pinnaces
for torpedo work, will complete
the armament of the ship. The magazines,
which are already on board, are huge iron
tanks, with massive iron doors, and mea-
sure about six feet long, five feet broad,
and six feet high, Of these three will be
placed forward amd three aft, near the
bottom of the hold, and far below water
mark. The chamber in which they are
to be fixed will be entered from near the
guns, aad they will occupy a position of
yreat security ; but to still further protect
them a lining of coal in sacks will be
placed against the bulkheads near the
extremities of the vessel,
