The above Milwaukee guotations afford a
very fair criterion for determining what would
be the position of Canadian farmers under
proposed comnmercial annexation to she Uaited
States. It is an easy matter to theorize as to
the importaunce of obtaining access to a market
of 60,000,000 of people, but if stern facts show
that market ‘to be more thmn fully supplied
from its own ' productions, of what yalue 1s its
extent to us? Does the position of the im-
mense country tributary to Milwaukee as to a
market tor its proeduce afford any ground for
euvy to our ‘Canadiin farmers? Are the so-
called = inestimable iadvantages claimed for
Amevican markets of such well ascertained
and assured value to. Canada as would justify
the adoption of a policy which would imperil
our commiercial relations with England and
foreign countries and subject our whole fiscal
policy to the control of politicians at Wash-
ington, whose past dealings with us have not
been characterized by much of a generous
spirit or honoravle adhérence to the obliga-
tions of former treaties?

The Milwaukee report, in treating 'the
question of wheat production in the United
States, says: ‘‘The average of the 10 years’
peniod (1870-79) was 312,152,728 bushels; of the
recent period of eight years, 448,815,699 bush-
els, dn inerease of 44 per cent., while the in-
erease in population has only been about 25
per  cent. The influence of over-production
an prices is seen 1 a comparison of the farm
prices per bushel for the two periods, viz.,

. 81,05 and 83 cents respectively, showing a re-
duction of 20.6 per cent.”

In the face of stubborn facts like these,
Commercial Umionists continue harping on
the advantage of obtamming a market for our
wheat in the Uaited States. They warn our
young men against the danger of engaging in
manufacturing occupations in Canada, which
they predict must fail through over-produc-
tion. and with most illogical inconsistency
advise them to extend their produection of
wheat, assuring them of a large and profitable
market through Free Trade with a country
which, on its own showing, is suffering from
the over-prodiuction of this very article. The
pretensions as to an improved market tor our
nats, grass seeds, butter, cheese, eggs, cattle,
horses, sheep and hogs are completely upset
by the light thrown upon them by the Mil-
waukee market prices.

Unrestricted Reciprocity organs are especi-
ally emphatic on the barley question. They
maintain that the United States brewers
eannot succeed without our Canadian barley;
that they will be eager customers for any
quantity which our farmers may raise; and
that the remission of the present American
duty of 10 éents per bushel will just -add that
amount to the value of every bushel of Can-
adian barley. That the repeal of the United
States duty on barley would to some extent
benefit Canadian farmers must be admitted,
but it is nonsense to claim that the benefit
derived wiounld be to the full extent of the
duty remitted. This was very neatly illus-
srated by one of the-members during a late
discussion in Parliament at Ottawa, who very
tersely hsked the speaker who had used this
eontention, why, if such were:the case, did the
American Congress a few years ago reduce the
duty on barley from 15 cents to 10 cents per
bushel. Most unquestionably they would not

the second convention. This was certainly an
advantage scored for the Free Traders, getting
one of their most prominent men placed in
such ‘& controlling position.]  For, if other
Democrats were undecided, Mr. Watterson
was not; he was ready at once to ‘‘go the
whole hog.” And just before the convention
he had issued a manitesto, in which the fol-
lowing paragraph occurs:

When you héar a man talking about the ve-
adoption of the tariff plank of 1884 set him down
at onte as an enemy of revenue reform. Thut
plank was adopted after two days and nights
of wrangling to meet an emergency which the
revenue reformers fully realized, They knmew
that the nomination ot Blaine had changed
the issue of the campaign from one of doctrine
to one of charaeter, and they entered the
Platform Commitiee prepared to make cvery
needful sacrifice short of principle itself.
They met there a body of select men, who had
boen artfully picked for a single purpose and
fed on profuse promises of one sort or another.
That single purpose was the construction of a
tariff plank which they could claim as a victory
for Protection and a defeat for revenue reform,
and with the aid of Bon Butler they did compel
the construction of a plank which the country
received as a straddle. They could usk nothing
better at this time than the readoption of this
straddle. But its readoption would notonly fly
in the face of the President’s message and muke
the withdrawal of tle Mills bill a necessity,
abandoning the ground we have gained in the
last four years, and particularly in the last six
months, but it would send every true revenue
reformer home sickat heart, delight the Re-
publicans and disgust all honest men. It isthe
tricky device of a mere corporal's guard, com-«
posed of men largely interested in high tariff
taxes, who are making this last struggle to
obstrdct reform.

So much for Col. Watterson’s opinion ot the

Banng completed her great Southern Rail-
way. to Samaréand, Rassia is now turning her
ettention o the North. Biberia is next to be
opened up to teade and civilization. We bave
all of us had from childhood indefinite co-
ceptions of this vast Jand as & dreary, -
hospitable region, a land of terrible frost,
fathiomlésy snows, and interminable ‘wastes.
All these features hiive existed in our minds
but as the background for dark pi ctures of
the miseries . endured by wretched exiles,
doomed by a cruel despotism to all the horrors
of a living death fn' & region of absolute’
despair. In the hight of the better knowledge
now afforded by such writers as Mr, Keenan,
who is describing.the country in The Ce.ntury
Magazine, we find the truth of some of those
pictures fully confirmed, but we have at the
same time révelations: vof & very differen char-
acter. Siberia is now known to be a country
of vast,“though vpractically undeveloped, re-
sources,-having immense traots of tertile ]nnd
regions of impressive and often beautiful
scenery, and, in some parts, of already ad-
vanced civilization. The opening up of this
vast domm. a continent in itself, will be an
event in the history of European civilization,
Of course with the entry of the railroad the
system of litical exile must come to
an end. he Government is already
taking steps. for its  abolition. The
Administration - Council of the Peniten-
tiary Departmenit has recently reported in
favor of abolition of transportation to Siberia
s a judicial punishmens, and in all probalnl-
ity the system 1s doomed. As the prisoners
will henceforth be 'shut up in dungeons at
home, instead of being sent into Siberian exile,
it does not appear-that they, or the cause of
humanity, will be immediate gainers by the
change. ~ But the spirit of change and of em-
ancipation is manifestly at work, and will not
cease till the whole land has come under its
inflitence, When political exile has died, po-
lisical imprisonment osnnot long survive.
