HON. CLARKFR WALLACE REBPLIES
ABLY T0 CARTWRIGHT.

Charlton Condemns the Tariff and Meets
More Than His Muteh In Hon, . F,
Wood — McMullen Mad Because Not
Consulted—Fifty Mombers To Speak-—
Many Notices of Motion,

Orrawa, March 29, —Hon. Clarke Wal-
lace . rose ut 3.40 to continue the
debate on .the Budget. Devoting him-
self for & moment to the h
of the member for Brant (Mr. Paterson)
last night, he quoted from The Hansard to
show that the information the gentle-
man had professed to be so anxious to ob-
tain had been furnished by the Minigter of
Finance the night before. He said the
speakers on the Opposition side so far bhad
not attempted to ecriticize the proposed
changes, but had contented themselves
with abusing the Government and the Na-
tional Policy. The Conservative party had a

licy, and had stuck to it for 15 years,

ut the Opposition had no policy except a
lhimng series of commercial union, unre-
stricte free trade and discrimina-
tion inst Great Britain., He quo
from uhe speeches of the member for
South ° Brant to show that he
had promised ‘to raise his voice
in  the House in favor of protection,
but although-his voice had been raised
often it had been raised in an attack on
protection,

Sir Richard Had No Argument,

With regard to Sir Richard Cartwright’s
epeech he said that, fiading he had no case,
the member for South Oxtord had confined
himse:f to-abuse. . He denied the charge of
exiuravagance made against the Government,
and showed that whilé the debt had been
increused at the rate of $8,000,000 a year
while the Liberals were in power, it had
only increased at the rate of about six
millions a year under the Conservative
Government. The Liberals had never in-
augurated a ‘single public work of any
utility to the people of Canada, while the
building of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
the Soo Canal and other great public works
bad been carried out by the Conserva-
tive party. He quoted at some length
from statistics to show that the ordinary
expenditure had begn well kept down, and
tontended that the Conservative Govern-
ment had been economical.

Proofs of the Couantry’s Prosperity,

He entered at length into the question of
the conditions of the country and showed
that there was no ground for the con-
tention of the Opposition that the country
was not prosperous, and in this connection
he quoted from bankers and other impartial

“witnesses to show that the opinion ot those
best qualified fo judge was that the people
of Canada, and-especially the farming com-
munity, were prosperous and were not load-
ed down with mortgages as the Opposition
-represented. He quoted trom theagricultural
reports of the Ontario Government in 1882,
compared with 1893, to show that while the
value of farm lands had decreased only 2}
per cent. farm buildings had increased
45 per cent., fimplements 40 per cent. and
live stock 45 per cent. The total increase
of value in farm property in 10 years had
been $97,000,000, and he challenged the
Oppesition to .name any other industry in
Cunada which showed so great an increase.
Certainly it was not in cottons or woolens
or uny other mapufactures, .

Markets for Farm Froduce.

Turning to the tariff resolutions, he said
that by the offer of the free admission of
corn if barley was admitted free we had
shown every disposition to deal fairly with
the United States in the matter of recipro-
city. We had the great markets for our
farm products in the United States and
Great Eriuin. The trade with the latter
was growing enormously, while with the
former it was decreasing. In 1878 the trade
in farm produce to the United States was
§13,000,000 and to Great Britain $19,000,000,
In 1892 the trade with the United States in
farm produce had decreased to $8,000,000,
while that with Great Britain had grown to
€42,000,000. He gave a quantity of statisti-
cal information with regard to the trade
in animals and their products, etc., to show
how the trade, especially during the past
four years, has been increasing enormously,
while that with the United States had been
decreasing. This was specially noticeable
in articles which the McKinley bill was in-
tended toa ffect. He denied that thero was
any discrimination against Great Britain.
It was true that on account of the quantity
of free goods imported for manufacture,
guch as cotton, wool, ete., the percentage
on the total impors. was somewhat lower
from the United States than from Great
Britain, from whence we did not ges so
many free goods, but”® this had always been
so. In 1878 when the Liberals were in

ower the rate of duty on importations
from Great Britain averaged 17} per cent.,
while from the United States it was 9.

In conclusion he claimed that the promise
of the Premier made last year for a revision
of the tariff had been amply redeemed and
that the sountry could only continue to be
prosperous by an adherence to the policy of
protection.

Chariton Condemns the Tariff,

Mr. Charlton followed, claiming that the
concessions made by the Government had
been fixed for them by the Opposition. He
thought the Governmeat had had a great
opportunity of making reciprocity proposals
to the United States,and spoke up to recess

vontroller Wood’s Reply To Chariton.

Hon. J. F. Wood followed Mr. Charlton,
guoting from speeches delivered by that
gentleman to show that he had been an
advocate of commercial union, which would
place the Canpadian tariff av the merey of
the American legislators, The policy of
the Government . had been consistent
throughout, being formulated in the words
of the late Sir John Macdonald when he
said that *‘the National Policy was a tariff
for revenue, giving incidental protection,”
He said that the Opposition, while con-
tinually finding fault with the policy of the
Government, had not offered one practical
suggestion to aid 1o forming a tanff, and

"!ill they had something practical to offer he
redicted they would remain in opposition.
Mr. Wood briefly referred to the prospects
of blast furnaces being erected in Canada
and passed on to speak of the reduction in
interest on farm mortgages since the intro-
duction of the-N.P. He gave a number of
statistice as to our relative trade with the
States and Great Britain, closing with a
reference to the coal oil duty and the al-
leged ssexodus.”
Modiallen Grisved Becaunse Not Consulted,

Mr. McMullen followed at great length,
criticising the agtion of the Government in
taking the advice™of an and everybody in-
stead of members o Parliament, who
were the proper advisers of the Govern.
ment. He thought that the *‘depression”
which existed in Canada was caused by the
Minister of Finauce announcing a year ago
that there world be a revision of the tariff
at this session. :

Mr. Hazen moved the adjdurnment of the
debate and the House adjourned at 11.

The Debate Will Last All Next Weoek.
‘he debate on the Budget wase continued
byli*i;n.ecl.rka Wallace, Mr. Chariton,
Hon. J. F. Wood and Mr. MeMullen and

So far the debate, with the exception ol
Mr. Foster, has been confined to Ontario
members, but to.morrow the BMaritime
Provinces will probably take an innings,
and Mr. Davies and other members of the
Opposition will moss likely be heard from.

Mr, Wal-
lace is developing, and while he may never
rank as a great orator, he clearly establish-
ed his position to-day as a keen and close
debater and’ an antagonist who will not
take second place to any of the gentlemen
who sit on the left of Mr. Speaker.

[RXPLOSION OF A GAS A

IN A4 PARIS STREET TERRIVIES
THAT CiTY.

An Immense Chasm Torn in the Rowd-
way—Three People Seriously Injured—
Police Had Difficulty in Assuring the
People It Was Not An Anarchist
Bomb,

Parts, Maroh 20, —A gas main exploded
in Place du Louvre this afternocon. An
immense chasm was torn in the roadway
snd hundreds of windows smashed and
buildings within a radius of 300 yards were
shaken by the shock.

Three persons who were crossing the
square at the time of the explosion were
thrown to the ground and were seriously
injured.

The report that an Anarchist had ex-
ploded a bomb spread rapidly in every
direction, and great crowds were soon
hurrying down the street leading to the
square, b

All were excited and the police had much
difficulty in calming them and convincing
them that the explosion was purely acci-
dental.

THOUGHT TO BE IN MEXICO,
Government Detectives Looking For An-
other Defaulter Who Committed
Wholesale forgery Before
His Flight,

The Attorney-General’s Department has
been requested to aid the authorities of
Victoria County in securing- the -arrest of
Robert H. Coyle, who recently fled from
Manilla, leaving several thousand dollars’
worth of forged notes with the banks in
Lindsay and vicinity, and who is presently
believed to be in Mexico.

Among the sufferers were: Edwards &
Co., who hold $200 worth; the Standard
Bank about the same amount; Doble & Co.,
Sunderland, between §500 and $1000 worth,
and the banks ut Uxbridge and Lindsay are
also reported to have considerable worthless
psper -belonging to Coyle. Messrs, H.
Glendinning, A. Edwards, H. Carmichael
and Miss McDonald were some of the names
which Coyle forged on the notes.

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WAS MRS. ACKERMAN MURDERED ?

Found With Her Head Severed From Her
Body — An Alleged Blood-Smeared

The Attorney-General’s Department will
be asked to investigate a sensational
tragedy which occurred in Prince Edward
County o few days ago, snd which may
prove to be a murder.

While Mr. and Mrs. George Sills, Acker-
mao, were attending & party their brick
residence at the head of South Bay was
burned to the ground, Mr. Bills’ aged
mother perishing in the flames. The origin
of the fire is so far unknown, the house
being heated by  coal stove and every-
thing considered safe. The deceased lady,
Mts. Alva Ackerman, sud s boy named
Collier were the only inmates at the time,
The boy states that they both got out and
he told Mrs. Ackerman to sit on the porch
while he ran to a neighbor’s for help. When
he returned she was missing. After the
fire the charred body of the old lady was
found burnt to a crisp, the head being com-

letely severed from the body. Beside her
Eody was found $60 in gold.

The Sunday car bill was again taken up
by the Private Bills Committee yesterday
morning, in order that the promoters of the
bill might urge certain alterations.

The committee
has dealt with this question as if it were an
entirely new issue,

Mr. Gibson: The promoters can withdraw
the whole bill. Buat it is gquestionable
whether they should be allowgd to with-
draw part of it. 3)

5 Unfair, Said Mr, Olarke,

"Mr. E. F. Clarke: The unanimous feeling
is in favor of safeguards being
provided in + taking the vote. The

romoters have succeeded in secur-
ng two ot their objects—safeguards
and a three-year time limit between the
taking of votes—but the definition of the
word *‘citizens” being unsatisfactory, they
wish tc abandon this portion ot the bull,
retaining what is satisfactory to them. 1s
this fair ? [Hear, hear.]

Mr. Gibson: Are you willing to submit
this question to the people again with all
the former vagueness? -
~ Mr. O'Meara: No. The regulations were
the principal matter. The definition of the
true meaning of the word ‘‘citizen” was
merely an atter-thought,

Mr. Gibson: 1 am satisfied that to ob.
tain this definition was one of the chisf
gtounds for the presentation of this bill to
the Private Bills Committee, [Hear, hear.]

Enough to Excite Suaspicion,

Mr. Davis (North York) favored the eli-
mination of the clause.

Mr. Whitney: The manner in which this
matter is brounght up is enough to excite
surprise, and it is not going too far to add
‘it is enough to excitegsuspicion.” [Hear,
hear.] Why, we hear nothing to.day about
the impropriety of young men being allow-
ed to vote, Perhapsit has been found that
such & contention was bad policy on
the Part of these promoters,  And
we are now asked, which I am
proud to say is  seldom done, to
go buck on our tracks and reverse a de-
cigion rendered after having fully heard
both sides of the case, We are told that
the issue is to be decided according to the

Linterests and views of the company and the

city, ,But thére is exactly where a mistake
is made, [Hear, hear.] This is a' matter
coming within the jurisdiction of the Legis-
lature, and I submit that it is to be decided
without regard to the views of the city
corporation and of the Street Railway Com-
.pany, [Mr. Clarke: Hear, hear.] It is an
unheard-of proposition that we are to be
bampered and hobbled by the complete or
incomplete negotiations which may have
taken place between the corporation and
the company. This i6 not a municipal
question, and it affects the municipality
merely because the Legislature delegated it
to the corporation for a certain purpose.
[Hear, hear.] We are elected gy men
holding the provincial franchise, and this
question should be settled on the same
lines.
Mr, O'Mearn 1s Forgetful,

Mr., O'Meara complained that he was nob |
heard at the former meeting of the commit- |
tee, and stuted that since then new facts
bearing on this subject had come to their
knowledge.

Mr. Gibson replied that many gentlemen
had spoken and time had not permitted the
hearing of Mr. O’Meara.

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The Duplieity of the Loocal Preacher Man,

On March 13 the opponents of Sunday
dars appeared before the Private Bills Com-
mittee to protest against Torounto’s ten
thousand young men being allowed to have
a voice in the decision of the guestion
whether Toronto should have a Sunday
street car service or not, They pointed out
the gross injustice of allowing these young
men to vote, They made out a good case
and almost scored a verdict. One vote
would have turned the decision in their
favor. The vote stood 18 to 17. The
manifest injustice of allowing the young
men to vote on a semi-religious question
appealed to the Antis very strongly, and
they decided to go before the committee
again and remind that body of the sacrilege
they were about to commit in recognizing
the manhood voters as competent to cast &
ballot in this issue. The committee listened.
to Mr. O'Meara’s powerful arguments, and
the result wasn big change in the com:
mittee’s vote. At the former meeting Rev.
Mr. Milligan, Mr. O'Meara and ‘the rest of
them had 18 of the committee against them.
Mr. O'Meara’s powerful presentation of his
side of the case yestorday had the effect of
inervisingan opposition of 18to an opposition
0133, while the 17 whowere favorable to him
onMarch 13 dwindled down to 7 yesterday.
This is a decidedly bad omen for the Antis.
A notable feature about yesterday’s pro-
ceedings was the part played by Mr. Tait,
member for Toronto. This gentlemau is a
local preacher kind of a man. He has pro-
found religious convictions, %o profound
that he is often constrained to go into the
pulpit. As a good Christian he was among
the 17 who originally protested against tho
young men being empowersd to tamper
with the sanctity of the Sabbath, After
the #ote it was pointed out to him. that
thepe ten thousand young men would be let
loose an him in June next when he would
be seeking re-election and destroy his
chances of being returned to the Legisla-
turs, The local preacher man found him-
self between the devil and the deep sea.
He wished to avoid violence to his profound
religious convictions on the one hand, and
he wanted to keep those ten thousand
young lions from devouring him on the
other hand. The local preacher man looked
fixedly into space and decided—oh,
shame on the local preacher man!=—
to sacrifice his profound religious con-
victions and to pamper his worldly pride,
that pride, to wit, that swalls his head
wheneyer he meditates that Joe Tait, the
baker, is a member of Parliament. The
local preacher-man yesterday eat his own
words, his own religious convictions. He
said he was 1o favor of allowing the young
men to have asay on the Sunday car qués.
tion. Humiliating it mast be in the
extreme for this local preacher man to go
home to the bosom of his family with the
consciousness of guilt on his mind. How a
local preacher who has comprorpised with
Satan can face the publicjin a pulpit is more
than o self-respecting man can understand.

Free Band Concerts,

The proposition made by Mr. William
Morrison to the Parks and Gardens Com-
mittee yesterday as to band concerts in the
parks during the summer season scems to
have a good many features to recommend
it. First of all iv provides for an ample
supply of music, It is proposed to give
seventy-two concerts, which is at the rate
of about one each night continuously for
three months, Then the concerts will be
given by the best military bands in the
city, and the public will be assured of
first-class music. To all intents and pur-
poses the concerts will be free. The
proposition to charge five cents for a seat
within thirty feet of the band stand
amounts to nothinpg more than a
small fee for s reserved  meat.
The receipts from this source will not do
more than afford decent remuneration to
the bandsmen tor their services. If they
are satisfied to assume the risk of being
paid in thie way the city should offer no
objection. The project possesses these
commendable teatures: it affords an ample
supply of band music, and anyone can
attend the concerts without charge, Can
the same ends be secured in any other way?
We think not unless the city is propared to
vote & large sum of money to pay the
bands.

The Council Should Sell the Monopoly.

'The proposition before the Property Com-
mittee to sell an exclusive franchise for the
transfer of passengers to and from the
Island ought to be seriously considered.
The coming season is perhaps too near at
hand to include it in such a sale, but the
time for discussing the question has arriv-
ed. The fact that we have a new compet-
ing company in the field this year is suffici-
ent to warrant the city interfering and
regulating the business after the most ap-
proved and economical system. That
system iovolves one company doing the
business under conditions laid down by the
city. Tenders, setting forth these condi-
tions, should be ugkud for and the franchise
should be sold to the highest bidder. The
salo should be conducted on lines exactly
simlar to those governing the street rail
way deal. The sale of the franchise is in
the interests of both citizens and the men
in the ferry business. It will admit of fair
dividends being paid to those who get the
contract and it will give the public the best
and cheapest possible service,

HOW THIS IMPORFANT WORK I8
PROGBEASING,

._.__..‘..—

Large Staff of Men at |Work—The Second
Story Walls liising -The New Walting
Room—The Undertaking Being Push=
ed Rapidly--The Construction of the
Waiting Room Hlook,

Work on the new Union Station was re-
sumed about & week since and the construc-
tlon of the Front-street' block is being pro-
ceeded with as rapidly ns the weather will
permit. There are now about 100 men
employed on the contract, including 25
stonecutters and masons and 20 bricklayers
and their sssistants’ Huge piles of red
and white brick are ranged along the side of
the street in front of the building, and the
the work stone-cutting is being carried on on
tha space to the west of the structure as ex-
tensively as the quantity of material now on
hand will permit, Large quantities of
Credit Valley stone for the outer walls and
u fine quality of Dumfries red stone for use
inside are on the way or will be shipped as
soon as the [rost is teirly out of the ground.

As soon as the weather is well settled,”
said Mr. B. Gibson, the contractor for the
brick and stone work, *we expecs to bave
at least double the present number at work,
and shall push it forward as vigorously as
possible.  The building will be roofed in by
the fall so that the inside work can be car-
vied 6n daring the winter.”

The New Street,

The outside“work on the first story is
completed all round and in some parts the
walls of the second story presty well ad-
vanced, most of the flooring being laid.
The iron girders and columns have been
laid to the second floor, the contractors for
| this portion of the work being the Hamil-
{ von Bridge Co.

The plan of the new station involves the
laying out of & new atreet to be
known as Station.street, = running to
the north of the present station
between York and  Simcoe streets.
This thoroughfara will be bridged over
50 as to connect the Front-street block with
the existing station, this portion of the
work forming a handsome arcade, with
shops on each side. Preparations have been
made for laying the girders of the bridge.
The girder seats are completed and ready
for the erestion of the ironwork, which is
expected to arrive in the course of a day or
two,

i The Walting-Room Block.

When the bridgework is completed the
| eonstruction of the waiting-room block will
| be proceeded with. This will be an addi-
| tion on the north side of the present build-
' ing, necessitating the removal of about 160
| feet of the first story wall, the tower story
{ forming & ““lean to” at the rear of the struc-
| ture. The waiting-room block will project
| some 60 or 80 feet from the main building,
| giving room for a spacious and com-
| modious waiting-room on the second story,
| which will be reached from the Front-
| street entrance over the bridge. The lower
{ story will be ocoupied as bngo and ex-
| pross offices, It is anticipated that work
| apon this portion of the undertaking will
|be begun in the courseof two or three

months at furthest, but all the details of
icun-trucbion are not as yet definitely sot-
{tled. 1n both this and the Front-street
l‘ block everything will be done to render it
| combination of architectural beauty and
| taste and solidity of structure. Red Scotch

granite will be used in the more substantial
portions of the work and pressed and
glazed Don Vaulley brick elsewhere.

In the meantime the nspect of fhe old

ELEGTIONGERING ORGRNIZERS.

Government Officials Are So Charieter-
tzed By S0l White—A Lively Debate
on the Sessional Olerk Question,

In the Untario Legislature yesterday Mr.
Meredith oslled attention to the facy that
Dr. Chamberlain, the Inspector of Prisons
and Cnarities, daring the recent bye-elec-
tion in Lambton had published a letter in
The Globe attacking violently the motives
of gentlemen who had criticized the De-
partment of Hospitals and Charities during
the campaign; and he understood that this
letter, which was couched in immoderate
terms, was being used as part of the litera-
ture for the approaching provincial elec-
tions, He entered his emphatio protest
ugainst any official of the Government
being made use of for the purpose of takin
part in poiitical discussions on questions o
public policy. It this were done by Dr.
Chamberlain . of his own accord it
was most improper; and if it
were to o on we might as
well have the American system in toto,
where officials were mere partisans of the
administration, - Then there was the ocase
of Inspector of Licenses Stewart, who had
made himself an offensive partisan at a
political meeting in St. Thomas. This
meant that persons paid by the whole of
the people were electioneering agents of the
Government, though they had certainly a
right to their political convietions. e
trusted that an expression of opinion on this
subject would be given by the committee
atid the House,

Mr, Hardy’s Explanation,

Mr. Hardy, in the absence of Mr.
Gibson, replied that Dr. Chamberlain had
merely as a publio officer correoted false
statements made in connection with his
department in an “anonymous fly-sheet.
This letter was calm, temperate and reason-
able and econld easily be defended. Stewart
had sim l[\; happened to drop in at the St.
Thomas Liberal Club while a social recep-
tion was in progress, and being called on—
altogether unexpectedly—he had made o
few complimentary remarks rogudlng Dr,
Wilson, This was all. Such was Mr.
Stewart’s explanation.

In the course of the debate which followed
Mr. Hardy said that the course these gen-
tiemen had adopted was perfectly proper.

Mr. Sol. White: These officials are merely
the walking agents and electioneering
organizers of the Government. [Hear,
hear. ]

Mr. Tait justified the action of Dr,
Chamberlain,

Immigration Department,

Mr. Meredith said the Immigration De-
partment might well be dispensed with, as
it was of no possible use to the proviace.
The sum of $1600, with $300 for contin-
gencies, was too_much to psy Mr, Spence
for keeping charge of sessional clerks, who
evidently were not overworked. = Some
other employment should be found for this
official.

Mr, McColl complained of the little time
spent in hisi office by Mr. Coyne, the
registrar of St, Thomas; net income over
$3000,

Mr. Hardy stated vhat he would write the
registrar on the subject,

As to Sessional Clerks,
Mr, Marter stated that the amount paid
to sessional clerks during the past 12 years
was double the sum so paid duriog the pre-
vious 12 years.
Mr. Meredith said that this means of as-
sisting their friends had been abused by the
members of the Government,  Last session
no less a number than 79 sessional writers,
in addition to the staff of the Provincial
Secretary’s department, hdd been employed,
and most of them had been paid for 54 lel
wt $2 a day. This state of things was
shameful, and for it there was no justifica-
tion in the number of returns ordered. Then
last session there were no less than 40 mes-
sengers, in waddition to the regular staff.
These facts had only to be stated to show
that something was wrong,

Mr, Hardy replied that the number had
been reduced this session, Last session,
wiliile moving, sessionaT writers had assisted
in dusting the fyles, etc.

Mr. Meredith: That is charged for se-
parately. It is clear that money is spent
in this way unnecessarily, and even dishon-
estly. The vote this year is $12,000; last
year it was 815,175,

1n reply to Mr. Willoughby Mr. Har-
court stated he had heard Alex, Robert-
son’s admission that he had received money
from sessional clerks, and was astonished
that anyone should so far forget himself,
For this conduct he (Mr. Harcourt) had no
justification to offer. No one could con-
demn it more strongly. It would be in-
sisted upon—as it had been—that no offi-
cial should so far forget his duties as to
place himself under any obligation, slight
or great, to those under his charge, for this
1o some extent unfitted him to control those
officials.

Mr. Meredith thought that Mr. Robert-
son should be made an example of.

To Amalgamate the Courts,

Upon the items connected with the At

torney-General’s Department being taken

up,

Mr. Meredith urged an amalgamation of
offices with the view of lesseniug expendi-
ture, There should practically be but one
court. Why should there be the Court of
Common Pleas aud the Chancery Division,
etc., with the registrars and all the stafls
connected with them? A system with an
immense army of officials had grown up,
and he thought that without at all impair-
ing the efficiency of the service, and to
great advantage, this staff could be
eat down by not fillin vacan-
cies as they occurred at all events
There was no valid reason, -for
instance, in filling the vacancy occasioned
by the death of Mr. Baldwin. The clerk
of processes could take charge of the stamp
selling and to fill that vacancy would only
be & waste of so-mnch of the public money.

Sir Oliver Mowat replied he had never
before heard that these officials. were not
sufficiently employed.

Mr. Meredith: I am. certain that by
amalgamation a saving could be effected.

Sir Oliver Mowat said he had never
heard the suggestion before, but would be
glad to consider it. When the Jodica-
ture Act was passed he had a strong degire
{0 make changes, but the difficulties in the
way prevented. The vitles of the courts
were mere names retained from old usage:
there was no difference in regard to juris-
diction. And were the - courts numbered
first, second and third, etc, no real change
would be effected.

Mr. Meredith: The old titles are pot now
retaineéd in England.

Sir Oliver: Since we passed that act there
has been a change of style in England, The
desire to keep in use the ancient titles has
passed away theré; whether this is the case
here or not I do not know,

Mr. Meredith said he was indifferent
with regard to the titles, His idea was
that by amalgamation and the failure to
fill vacancies when the offices were not
necessary economy could be. secured to the
advantage ot the public.

Mr. Whitney supported this line of argu-
ment.

Messrs, Meredith and White complaifled
of the cost entailed on suitors in gettin
copies of the evidence in complying witﬁ
the rules of cours,

Sir Oliver replied that the rules of court
were in the hands of the judges. The ex-
pense, of conrse, was greater or less accord-
ing to the length of the evidence,

Mr. Garrow supported Mr. Meredith and
threatened interference by the Legislaiure
as probable if something was nov done to
reduce expenses in connection with suits.

The Park with the Wonderful Title,

With regard to the park with the won-
derful title, Q. V. N, F. Park, Mr. Mere-
dith objected strongly to the charge of 50
cents levied at Niagara Falls and to
the dilﬁfunmont of the park by the elec-
tric railway line.  Moreover, the old
road - from the Suspension Bridge
to ‘the park was in a most
disgraceful state, Bad enough before, it
was now really dangerous to the public—a
most miserable apology for a highway.

Sir Oliver replied that the commissioners
eharged 50¢ instead of $1.

Mr, Meredish: Tu'.penny, bha'-penny
policy.

Sir Oliver: That may be, but the revenue
is needed.

Re Government House,

Mr. Meredith questioned the accuracy of
the vote of $2200 for coal alone, This wase
seven or eight times as large as was the
case 1n the largest private house in the
cityy He made no complaint with
regard to the occupants of Government
House, as he did not think that they bad
anything to do with this matter. But there
must be some leak somewhere, In London
at the hospital, s much larger building, the
coal azcount was much less and yet bad
been adversely criticized. He certainly did
not believe that so much coal went into the
furnaces, Perhaps it was the nucleus of
sn election fund, [Langhter.)

Mr. Harcourt: Iv is not large enough.
[Laughter.]

Mr. Hardy replied that the late
M. C. @Gameron, 20 years ago, when leading
the Opposition, objected to this same item
and a long discussion ensued. And since
that time there had been no perceptible
increase, Large conservatories, etc., were
attached to CGovernment House, and the
fact that this was under the charge of the
Commissioner of Public Works was prima
facie evidence that nothing was wrong.

Mr, Meredith suggested that a possible
deficiency in the vote for water, gas, etc.,
might be made up from the coal'vote,

A Foor Pathway.

While the votes for the Parliamentary
Buildings were being considered Mr. Mere-
dith - complained of the wretched pathway
leading up to the buildings from near Col-
lege-street.

Mr, Hardy: The Commissioner of Public
Works thinks that' the grounds are perfect.

Mr. Meredith: Surely he has never
walked up that path!

Mr. Hardy: I have been trying fora year
to get that into the commissioner’s head,
but I cannot do it.

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SEIGNIORAGE BILL VETOED.

Cleveland Says the Bill Would Only Aug-
ment the Present Perplexities of the
Becretary of the Treasury,

WasHineroN, March 20.—~The President
sent to the House to-day his veto of the
Bland Seigniorage bill. He reviews the
financial conditions, and says that the re-
covery being so well under way mnothing
should be done to check convalescence.

His main objections to the bill are its un-
fortunate construction, nearly every sen-
tence inviting controversy of construction,
and that it will not maintain parity of the
two metals. He says the present perplexi-
ties and embarrassments of the Secretary
ot the Treasury ought not to be augmented
by devolving upon him the execution of a
law 80 uncertain and confused.

He is convinced that the scheme proposed
by the second section of the bill is ill-advis-
ed and dangerots and that its ultimate
result would be to replace legal tender treas-
ury notes by silver certificates, which are
not legal tenders.

He closed by urging the desirability of
granting to the Secretary of the Treasury
better power than now exists to issue bonds
to protect the gold reserve. 1f this covld
be done he thinks the seigniorage now tn the
Treasury could be safely coined.

Plain and Straightforward,

Loxpox, Mateh 80.—The Standard says
of President Cleveland’s veto of the Seig-
niorage bill: “Mr. Cleveland’s message
is plain and straightforward. It 18 all the
more creditable in view of the pressure
brought to bear on the author by
Democratic wire-pullers. He speaks the
language of real statesmanship. Iv would
seem that the President will improve rather
than injure the prospects of his party by
the strong and sensible course which he has
adopted.”

Wall-Street Rejolced,

New York, March 29,—Wall-street re-
jo'ced at thé news of the veto of the Bland
bill, although there was some difference of
opinion on the part of the President’s re-
commendations regarding the raising of
money by an issue of bonds wo long as
there exists a feeling at all friend-
ly to fiat money. On all the
exchanges the news of  the veto was re-
ceived with some demonstrations of en-
thusiasm and the brokers and bankers feel
that the clouds on the financial horizon are
bt-%’innlng to clear away, After the closing
of business prominent financiers were inter-
viewed on the veto, and the President’s
action was geverally endorsed.

His Rents For Five Yenrs,

an “excessively idle” man. He isso indol-
ent that for the last five years he hasn’t
taken the trouble to collect the rentsdue
him from tenants in his flat building, No.
256 Michigan-street. Hjs life has been
unique and his case furnishes a novelty in
o legal way. His friends testified in court
of his contempt for rent-gathering, tax-
paying and necessary provision for his
motherless children. McNamara is a philo-
sopher and an epicure, his friends say, and
the jury coincided in sheir opinion.

Now the court will appoint a conservator
| to manage the estate, so that Mr. McNa-
mara can contiue his philosophical pleasures
and yet be kept out ot the poorhouse. He
became a philosopher soven years ago, For
a while he collécted his rents, but with the
increased workings of his mind his physi-
cal activity grew less. His sister made a
home for the children, while Matthew ate
and drank and communed with himself and
let his property take ecare of itsell. The
rent, if collected, would amount to $160 a
month, or nearly $10,000.

Dried and:lpulverlzod, the poison is
almost as deadly as when injected by
the live cobra, Native doctors use it
medicinally and - in microscopic doses,
and bave @ barbarous methiod of ex-
tracting it. They put a cobra into an
earthen pot and drop a banana in after
it. They then tie down the lid, and Leat
the pot over the fire, The wretched
snake is soon tortured into a rage in its
baking prison, and bites the banapa in
its paroxysms, The fruiv is afterward
carefully dried, and is then ready for
use. It is pronounced uunder some cir-
cumstanees to be a wonderfully power-
ful stimulant, but it is only used in ex-
treme cases, and - even then proba-
bly does infinitely more harm than
good. The same pieparation 18 ulso
said to be employed by leather workers
for poisoning other people’s cattle, with
a view to afterward buying up the hides
cheap. This is a form of crime very
prevalent in India, and one that the
authorities find most difficalt to check.
For how is the ignorant native cultivator

not died of cattle disease? Ile may
complain to the nearest magistrate, and
the magisirate may order the beasts to
be examined, but snake poison leaves no
external marks, and is almost impossible
to detect chemically.

EXIT, THE HORSE CAR,

Electrio Motors Will Soon Be Running on
Al City Streets,

With _the opening of spring the Toronto
Railway Company are preparing to com-
mence work on their lines. This summer
will probably see the last of the horse cars,
and by mext winter, it is expected, the
eleggric railway system will be complete.

Work %as already been commenced on
the Dundhs-street extension, and as soon as
the frost is well out of the ground work
will also be started ¢n the Bathurst-street
and other horse car routes.

Ohanges in Car Routes,

As some dissatisfaction has been express-
ed by the residents of the East End the
route of the Winchester cars has been
changed and, commencing to.day, the Win-
chesters will run a seven minute service on
their old route, that is by Winchester,
Parliament, Carlton, Yonge, King and
York to the Union Station, returning
by Front to Yonge. The Parliament
route will be again put on, run-
ning from the corner of Broadview
and Gerrard via Gerrard, Parliament,
Queen, Sherbourne, King, Church and
Front to the Unien Station, returning by
York to King, and thence back to Broad-
view. A 10-minute service will be given
on this route for a short time, until more
cars can be constructed, when the time
wili be decreased.

At present there are two routes running
in Collega-#treet, one from Pape-avenue to
Lansdowne-avenue and the other from
Bathurst to Broadview. Hereafter the
latter route will run from Bathurst via
College, Yonge and Front to Church-street,
returning by Church’ and King to Yonge.
From College .south there will be » 12
minute service.

The cars in King-street will be 6 minutes
apart instead of 8 as formerly, and in
Church-street the service has been increased
from 10 to 7} minutes.

STANLEY BALL'S ADDRESS,

The Eduecationists Enjoy a Rars Treat
From the Distinguished Psycholog,

The Educational Association continued
its sessions Wednesday. The Public and
High School Trustees Department elected
the following officers: President, John Ball
Dow, Whitby; first vice-president, Thomas
Hastings, Toronto; second vice-president,
J. H. Burritt, Pembroke; secretary-trea-
surer, G. A. Aylesworth, Newburgh. The
general association met in the evening. On
the platform with the president were Dr.
J. A. McLelland, J. L. Haghes and Hon.
George W. Ross. p

Dr. G.- Stanley Hall, the eminent psy-
cholog, gave an instructive and int,ernci':g
address on *‘Child Study.” He advoca
the keeping of what he termed a “life
book,” in which would be noted the pecu-
liarities and tendencies displayed by the
child in the days of its earliest infancy. This
would not only be of great assistance
to the parents snd teacher in their after-
dealings with the child, but would form
interesting reading matter for the child
when it had reached an age to understand
its meaning, and would demonstrate as well
the parents’ love for the child.

Some of the present exercises of the
kindergarten were of little practical use, as
they sought development in portions of the
body that were of secondary considera-
tion, The muscles of the arms and of the
hips should be developed before those of
the fingers, as they were more directly
connected with the brain cells, The whole
system of education was being revolutioniz-
ed by child study. The study of
biology = was  revolutionizing - every-
thing. Itis now possible to examine 2
living brain when it was in active operation,
and being fed by’ the blood, and by this
means it had been discovered that
fatigue was at the root of more disease and
more trouble vhun had ever before been sus-
vected, Some of the upeaker’s remarks ran
slong the lines of the thought of his speech
the previous evening, laying great emphasis
on the absolute necessity of sound health,
pure sentiments and noble affection for the
perfect disciplining of the child’s mind.
The address was necessari! ghortened, the
speaker having to  cate the evening
train for Boston. Mr. William Hous-
ton, M.A., followed with a capital
paper on “‘Written Examinations,” in
which he deprecated the present system of
examination as & means of competition.
They should be simply qualifying in their
nature, and their requirements might be
modified with a degree of safety and
bepefit to the scholars,  Mr, Houston ex-
pressed the desire to sce the day when Hon.

Ex-Ald, Maocdougall on Mr, Van Ior{o'l
Claim—~He Took s Prominent Pars

Macdougall in
reply to a question by The World repre-
sentative, “during my term at the City
Council I was through the whole matter of
the Esplanade settlement. I was & member
of the Esplanade committes and attended
every - meeting where the terms of sejtle-
ment were considered.”

“Well, I have a pretty strong opinion on
the subjecs.” replied the ex-alderman, ‘‘but
as the council are now considering it with a
view to a settlement it might not be ad-
visable for me to say anything for publi-
cation.”
“For that very reason ought you not to
speak out in order to set matters right io,
in the light of your experience of the ques-
tion?” replied The World, and after some
tarther during Mr. Macdougail consented to
give his views.

“] am quite clear,” be said, ‘‘that during
the negotiations which “resulted in ' the
agreement the idea of the C.P.R. being
compensated for the interest they held in
the alternative site was pever discussed or
considered by the committee. No claim
was over made by the representatives of
the railway for such compensation. As
you are doubtless aware, the company were
to give up any claim they had oo the site
betweeng§ Yonge' and York-streots and to
take the alternative site between York-
streot and the Waterworks, where they
already had, as 1 remember, some leasehold
{nterests, the city and the Grand Trunk
Railway being interested in other lots em-
braced in the alternative site. It is now
claimed, as I urderstand, that the  city 18
to compensate the railway - for their (the
railway’s) own interests which they held at
the time of the exchange.

Now, if sach ciaim had been
made or thought of the representa-
tives of the city would never have allowed
it to stand unsottled and unprovided for by
the; agreement. I doubt much if any
agreement made between the city and other
parties ever received more careful consider-
ation. The negotiations extended over
months, numerous interviews being held
between the parties here and at Montreal
before a settlement was arrived at. Messrs.
Kingsmill and Biggar, both careful law-
yers, spent a great deal of time in going
over the several matters emoraced in its
scope, a8 also did the members of the coun-
cil. Every clause was thoroughly thrashed
out and only finally determined on after
careful consideration by all interested. It
is simply absurd to suppose that such an
important matter as embraced in the claim
now made would have been overlooked dur-
ing the negotiations.”

“How do you think that claim should be
met?”’

“That is a matter for the lawyers and the
city suthorities to consider. So far as [
have given the matter consideration I cer-
tainly think it should be left to the courts
to determine the construction of the agree-
ment. There is no telling what new claims
will be urged if once the matter is opened —
or where it will end. The present council
must take the responsibility of deciding.
It is about the most important matter they
have so far met, and perhaps it 18 as well to
let the people see how far they are capable
of serious work, ‘No compromise’ should
be the word.”

EXCESSIVE GAS BILLS,

The Corporation Object to the Way Bills
Are Crawling Up.

A letter was read at the Property Comn-
mittee yesterday from the City Bolicitor
advising against the city entering into any
arrangement with the C.P.R. Company as
to obtaining possession of the Yonge-street
whart or any other part of the land on the
terms as proposed by the company. Mr.
Caswell’s opinion is that the better way is
to-allow the C.P.R, Company to lease the
Yonge-street wharf if they see fit without
any consent on the city’s part.

The city, as well as private consumers,
has suffered from large and excessive gas
bills for the last quarter. The total amount
paid by the city was §1706. Ald. Crawford,
when he learned the amount, was knocked
cold and asked Commissioner Coatsworth
to investigate. In his report Mr.
Coatsworth gives as the only reason for the
increase that gas is now manufactured from
coal oil, and that the only way to reduce
the expenditure is|by burning less gas.

The discussion which followed ~brought
out the fact thata number of caretakers
were furnished with free gas, fuel and water.

Sheppard Commissioner
Coatsworth was asked to make a report,
showing the amount of fuel, water and gas
used by the city’s employed.
