Horticulture ou the Domimion
Expennmental Farms

At the Central Experimental Farm
at each of the Branch Farms and
Stations distributed over the Do-
minion a large amount of investiga-
tional work is carried on year after
year in the growing of fruits, vege-
tables and lowers. The purpose of
this work is to discover and develop
not only improved varieties and
strains of these crops but to find
out the most successful methods of
culture for the different provineces
and districts.

The result of last season’s work
has been brought together in a sum-
mary prepared by Mr, W. T. Macoun,
Dominion Horticulturalist, and the
Superintendents of the Branch Farms
and Stations and issued in Bulletin
No. 77, copies of which are available
to all who apply for them to the
Publications Branch of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa.

Referring to apples at the Brandon
Manitoba Farm the bulletin states
that a large number of hybrid frees
are doing well. These are stated to
be bearing fruit which makes excel-
lent preserves and jelly.

At Lethbridge Alberta culture
with and without irrigation was
carried on. Sections dealing with
ornamental gardening are especially
interesting and instructive to those
who take pride in the appearance of
their home surroundings.

Ottawa, May 19. —The Census and Sta-
tistics Office in a bulletin issued today

this percentage representing a reduction
of 182,000 acres, i. e. from 694,000 acres,
the area sown, to 562,000 acres, the area
expected to be harvested. In Alberta,

the other large fall wheat province, fall
wheat has been killed to the extent of
15.6 p, c., representing 86,000 acres,
which will make the area to be harvested
198,000 acres instead of 229,000 acres, the
area sown last fall, At the correspoud-
ing date last year the percentages report-
ed of fall wheat killed during the winter
of 1912-18 were for Ontario 18 p.c. and
for Alberta 43 5 p. c., so that whilst the
winter killing of wheat in Ontario 'is this
year slightly miore than it was last year,
in Alberta it 1s very considerably less,
this favorable result being attributable to
the mild winter in the West. The total
area estimated to be sown to fall wheat,
including besides Ontario and Alberta,
3.000 acres in Manitoba, 78,000 acres in
Saskatchewan and 2,700 acres in British
Columbia, was 1,006,700, now reduced by
winter killing in Ontario and Alberta to
838,700 acres. °

The condition of fall wheat on May 6th
was in Ontario returned as 81.3 p. c. and
in Alberta as 87.3 p. c. of a standard rep-
resenting the promise of a full crop, the
percentages on Agril 30th, 1913, being
83.4 p. c. in Ontario, and 76 p.c. in Al-
berta. For all Canada, the condition of
fall wheat on May 6th this year was 83
p. c. of the standard, or 103 p. c. of the
average condition of ‘the past five years
represented by 100. On April 30th, 1913,

the corresponding figures of condmou
of fall wheat for all Canada were 82 p.

of a standard or 101 p. c. of the average
condition of the previous four years. The
condition of the fall wheat crop this year
is, in fact, superior to that of any year
since 1910 when the record was over 89 p.
c. of the standard.

Upon'the whole, spring seeding was
well advanced except in the Maritime
proviuces, where the spring this year 1s
reported as abnormally late and in Que-
bec where not more than from 3 to 5 p. c.
of spring seeding was reported to have
been done by May 6th. In Ontario at
this date ubout 24 p. c. of wheat, 43 p. c.
of oats and 41 p. c. of barley had been
got in, and 40 p. c. of the total seeding
was reported as completed on May 6th as
against the same proportion last year on
April 30th. In Manitoba 57,in Saskatch-
ewan 79 and in Alberta 88 p. c. of the
spring wheat crop was reported as seeded
by May 6th, these proportions comparing
favorably with the progress . reported last
year on Avpril 30th. For the five prov in-
ces of Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Sask-
atchewan and Alberta the proportion of
seeding reported as effected on May 6th
was about 48 p. c. for wheat, 23 p. c. for
oats, 16 p. c. for barley and 37 p.c. for
all crops.

About 14 p. c. of the area in hay and
clover meadows is reported as winter-
killed as compared with 22 p.c. last year.
The average condition of these crops on
May 6th was 86.7 p. c. as compared with
89.6 p. c. last year and 74.6 in 1912,

The condition of the live stock remains
generally satisfactory, being reported for
all Canada as over 90 p. c. of a standard
representing a healthy and thrifty state,

The area of farm land
occupied has grown from 78,426,586
acres in 1901 to 109,777,085 in 1911, and
has changed the provortion of the land
occupied from 7.95to 7.18 per cent. of
the total area.

Some Provmons of the Irish
* Home Rule Bill "'

The Irish Home Rule bill, which pass-
ed the British House of Commons for the
third time Monday, and will become law
whether the House of Lords assents or
not, contains the following provisions :—
A senate of 40 members, a House of
Commons of 164 members.

Irish Parliament cannot legislate on
peace or war, navy, army or any naval
or military force foreign relations, trade
outside Ireland except certain taxation,
coinage or legal tender.

It cannot make any law either directly
or indirectly to establish or endow any
religion or prohibit the free exercise
thereof or give a preference privilege or
advantage or impose any disability or
disadvantage on account of religious be-
lief or religious or ecclesiastical status,
or make any religious belief or religious
ceremony a condition of the validity of
any marriage.

Temporary restrictions are placed on
legislation on land purchases, old age
pensions, national insurance, labor ex-
changes, Royal Irish Constabulary, post
office and other saving banks and [riend-
ly societies,

The executive remains invested in the
sovereign or in his representative.
Forty-two members still will be sent
from Ireland to the British House of
Commons.

The judicial committee of the Privy
Council to give the final decision as to
the constitutional validity of any act
passed by the Irish Parliament,

The Irish exchequer o defray the cost
ot the Irish administration except for
reserved services mentioned above.

The imperial exchequer to pay an
annual sum to the Irish exchequer,
starting at $2,500,000 and eventually,
after six years, I)ecom\ug a permanent
payment of $1,000,000 annually.

New Regulations to Protect Live
Poultry

As the result of eﬂ'orts on the part of
the Humane Societies of Ontario new
regulations for the shipping of live poult-
ry have been adopted by the Express
Traffic Association, after conference "with
the packing houses and approved by the
Board of Railway Commissioners. In
the future only coops of standard size and
construction may be used., The new
coops must have sides, -ends and tops
slatted and tops with slats more than one
and half-inch apart ; must be protected
by wire netting. Coops containing
chickens and ducks must not be less
than 12 inches nor more than 16 inches
in height, while coops tor geese or tur-
keys must not be less than 16 inches nor
more than 22 inches in height. ‘The reg-
ulations provide also that mO{)s must not
exceed 39 inches in width and 48 inches
in length,

The Board of Railway Commissioners
have approved of the new regulations
and after January 1, 1915, shipments of
poultry not conforming to these regula-
tions will be refused. Until that time
coops will be accepted which do not con-
form to these measurements, but which
have sides, ends .md tops slatted,

To-night the Empress of Ireland lies at
the bottom of the St. Lawrence, rammed
in a dense fog by a heavily laden collier
as she lay to near Father Point awaiting
day and the sun. Of all the great com-
pany that sailed out so confidently yes-
terday but little over four hundred re-
turned to-night. ° Almost a thousand
bodies lie entombed in the ill-fated ship,
or adrift amid the eddies of the St. Lawr-
ence.

THE DEADLY FOG

The circumstances of this greatest dis-
aster in Canada’s maritime annals were
dramatic in the extreme. As the Em-
press steamed down the river the fog
thickened, and after she took the mails
aboard off Rimouski, Captain Kendall,
whose first voyage in command it was,
decided that the better course would be
to lie to till morning. The activity fol-
lowing the taking aboard of the mails
being at an end, the passengers and the
bulk of the crew were in their berths.
Out of the fog, steaming rapidly toward
Quebec, came the deeply-laden collier
Storstad, a Norwegian ship engaged in
carrying coal from Nova Scotia to up-
river ports. She struck the Empress
amidships with such force that the side
of the great ship was pierced, and the
plates were ripped off for a considerable
distance below the waterline. '~ At once
she began fill, and as the water poured in
she careened over so far that the launch-
ing of the boats became a matter of the
utmost difficulty. In fourteen minutes
from the time the collision occurred the
Empress went down, carrying with her
hundreds of pussengers who had not
been able to make their way on deck.

WIRELESS CALLS BRING RESCUERS

The calls of the wireless operator for
aid were heard at Father Point Wireless
Station immediately after they began,
and two Government steamers which had
steam up raced to the spot indicated.
Before they arrived the Empress had

was tof gather the survivors, many of
whom had taken to the boats or thrown
themselves into the cold water with but
Iittle clothing on them, It was almost
three hours before the work of rescue
was completed, and the survivors were
landed at.Rjmouski and mustered for roll
call, It was only then, when parents
failed to find their children and husbands
their wives among the survivors, that the
full horror of the disaster began to make
itself felt.

MANY PASSENGERS FROM WESTERN
ONTARIQ

On the passenger lists of the steamer
Empress ot Ireland appeared the names
of scores of Western Ontario people. In-
cluding 22 from London there were, per-
haps, 70 men, women and children on
the unfortunate vessel, from points in
the peninsula. Of these 20 were from
Brantford and district, nine from Galt,
eight from Windsor, and smaller num-
bers from other cities and towns. So far
reassuring messages of the safety ot any
have been terribly few.

Many of these people took passage at
Toronto and other points, so that a
perusal of the passenger bookings at
first showed Western Ontario to be com-
paratively fortunate. But when reports
from the respective cities began to be
available the list mounted.

Conversation with some of the passen-
gers of the ill-fated steamer reveals the
‘terrible suddenness with which hun-
dreds of human beings were launched
into eternity. All tell practically the
same story—a story of bewilderment ac
the unexpected shock which many took
to be the grinding of the keel of the
Empress on an iceberg or on a hidden
rock.

Then, in less time than it takes to tell
the story of the terrible tragic affair, the
beautiful Empress of Ireland began to
list. For a ftew moments the listing
seemed to cease and many of the passen-
gers and the crew thought that the
vessel was righting itself. | But it was
not so, and soon the ship made its last
and fatal plunge to the bottom of the
St. Lawrence, taking with it its load of
precious lives,

Most of the passengers were asleep at
the time in their berths. They could not
realize that there was any danger and
many turned over in their berths and
commenced to go to sleep again.

CAUGHT IN BERTHS.

But soon they were aroused from their
quiét by the sudden listing of the queen
of the Canadian waters, only to find that
they were too late to get out of their
berths, much less reach a safe place in
the lifeboats.

Of the Canadian Salvation Army band
that went on board to the sound of ‘‘God
Be With You Till We Meet Again,” as
sung by their comrades on the dock at
Quebec—a band of 39—only nine remain
to tell the unhappy story. There were
many tragic events and all can hardly be
recorded. Few of the passengers can
yet realize what they went through.
Only in the weeks to come will they
realize something of the awfulness of the
tragic affair, which eclipses the Titanic

had not even half an hour to make their
escape. In less time than it takes to tell
it the trim Empress, with her beautiful
lines, was at the bottom ot the St. Lawr-
ence, which she had ridden so proudly
and so successfully for so many years.
The Empress is lying on the bottom,
and her two funnels are visible at low
tide. Divers will be put to work at once
to bring up the bodies. Late this after-
noon it was reported that bodies were
being washed up along the shores. This
cannot be confirmed.
