"is that it won’t enter other signal 
combinations and cause confusion,

One mutual fir# insurance com­

pany in Ontario reports 41 fire 
claims last year and “unknown” is 
put down under the heading of cause 
of loss in 14 cases, while in 16 light­
ning is given as the cause. In seven 
of the lightning cases losses were 
on building or contents, and in nine 
on animals, the losses in the totter 
having apparently occurred in the 
open. Over $40,000 was paid out ail 
told on claims, while receipts from 
fixed payments totalled less than 
$25,000. The fires from lightning 
striking buildings could have been 
practically eliminated by proper rod- 
ding. Of the number of “unknown" 
causes of fires, it can at least be 
said «that they are distressingly 
large.

“BEWARE OF SEED CORN” 
AGRONOMISTS ADVISE

“Beware of seed corn this spring” 
Such is the warning ee.-’t out by 
agronomists at the Ohio Experiment 
Station, following a series of tests 
to secure' disease-free seed-corn.

Seed corn has not been damaged 
by freezing, but weather conditions 
last September contributed to an ex­
traordinary development of com dis­
eases.

The weather*for September, 1921, 
was the hottest for that month for 
34 years and the rainfall for the 
month was,T.67 inches above normal 
for the State. These conditions fav­
ored -the development of diseases 
now present in seed com.

Farmers are advised to begin test­
ing seed com at once, using six 
grains from each ear, and to discard 
all seed ears showing discolored Cobs, 
poor germination and grains with 
rotted roots. Such are the evidences 
of corn

When the Preacher, according to 
the Book of Ecclesiastes^ said, “Van­
ity of vanities, all is vanity,” he ex­
pressed the feeling of a tired volup­
tuary who had devoted himself to the 
pursuit of pleasure and found at the 
end of it all, worthlessness, futility 
and emptiness. He had tried every­
thing, enjoyed everything, but at the 
finish, it all seemed to come to noth­
ing. The reason of this probably was 
that he had pursued pleasure as an 
end in itself rather than as a sub­
sidiary element of life. He was not 
the first nor by any means the last 
of those who have made the experi­
ment. His experience is a common 
one among those who have suddenly 
acquired great riches Some of these, 
particularly the sons of hardworking 
millionaires, have said to themselves, 
when the legal matters attending the 
probate of the “old man’s” will have 
been attended to, “now I can enjoy 
myself.” And they have proceeded 
to do it in headlong fashion, arriving 
at the end of a period of months or 
years, at the conclusion of the phil­
osopher of Ecclesiastes. This was no 
doubt partly because1 they had pur­
sued pleasures which were in them­
selves unlawful and which brought 
detriment to others. But their atti­
tude of mind- at the disastrous clos: 
of their experimer.lt led them to lump 
everything together and to declare 
that there was “nothing in it.” On 
the contrary they would have found 
that there was a good deal in it, if 
they had recognized, as Lamartine 
keenly observes, that “life is neither 
a pleasure or a pain, but a business 
to be carried through with honor.1 
Pleasure lies all round Us, but it is 
a fruit that only seems to grçw to 
perfection on the tree of duty. The 
theme has been worked upon by 
numberless didactic advisers so that 
it is difficult to! say anything about 
it that does not bear the mark of 
trite truism. The fadts*, however, re­
main and are -being illustrated every 
day in all places. “The morning af­
ter” k a period of disillusion that is 
very well known.

It may, however, be remarked that 
people’s pleasures mark their intel­
lectual and spiritual status. The 
hard-working operative after an hon­
est day’s work, enjoys his meal. It 
is natural that he should and nobody 
need grudge > him his good appetite.
Hunger is the best sauce,. says tile 
proverb, and his legitimate pleasure 
in the taste of his meat is the best 
thing in the world for him as far as 
it 'goes. But it do-es not mark any 
advance from his distant ancestor, 
the caveman. He also enjoyed his 
meat as the stacks of bones round 
pre-historic caves sufficiently, testify.
If we want to enquire how high h 
fias climbed in the evolution of the 
ages "we shall naturally ask what 
other enjoyments he has. For there 
is nothing that differentiates the 
status of men more truly than their 
special pleasures."

The word vanity lias another 
meaning, npmely, where it indicates 
the quality or state of being vain or 
elated -with a high opinion of one’s 
own accomplishments or achieve­
ments, which causes its possessor to 
be morbidly anxious for the notice, 
admiration and applause of others.
Whereas the vanity described by the 
Preacher may be imaged by that'
Dead Sea fruit which turns to ashes 
at a touch, this last finds its natural 
metaphor in the peacock. Here again 
we may perceive that it is only in the 
excess of this attribute of human na­
ture that danger lies. It may be safe-" 
ly said that absolutely nobody is 
without a touch of the love of appro­
bation. None of us is without a fav­
orable self-estimate of his own abil­
ities and reproduction, and if it is 
absent in some directions it is visible 
enough in ethers.

SUS PENSIONS^REMOVED
Ontario License 9card Decides 

to Baçk Down.

Goes Into Exile.
PARIS, Jan. 23.—Watched like a 

prisoner by French officials, ex- 
Empress Zita of Austria-Hungary, 
crossed France on her way to rejoin 
her husband at their exile home in 
Madeira. Although she wanted to go 
through Paris to do a little snopping, 
she was not allowed to do so, the 
Council of Ambassadors having de­
cided more than a week ago that 
she should travel from Geneva via 
Lyons and Bordeaux.

All the arrangements give the im­
pression that the authorities ha-ve 
been suspicious that the ex-Em- 
press” trip to Europe was not un­
connected with a fresh plut to seize 
the crown of Hungary. It is even 
announced that, on the initiative of 
the British Government, the matter 
is about to be laid before the Council 
of Ambassadors, and that ex- 
Emperor Carl will be formally warn­
ed anew that any new attempt to 
effect his restoration will be followed 
immediately by the transfer of him­
self andJtiis empress to some place 
of exilé far more remote than 
Madeira.

Given Life Sentence.
TORONTO, Jan. 23.—Life sen­

tence in Kingston Penitentiary for 
attempted murder of his wife, and 
one hour in jail for attempted sui­
cide, was the sentence imposed in 
the»Assizes on Saturday by Mr. Jus­
tice Riddell upon Mick Miller, a Serb­
ian, convicted of having attempted to 
murder his wife, Gertrude Miller, by 
shooting her and stabbing her In her 
mother's home on Claremont street.

In pronouncing sentence, Justice 
Riddell said:

“A more wanton, treacherous and 
brutal attempt I have never heard or 
read of, and it was only the brave 
and self-forgetting efforts of her 
mother which baulked you in your 
fiendish design. The woijnds you 
succeeded in inflicting have not 
killed her, but that is due to the 
care of the hospital surgeons and 
nurses under the Providence of God.”

His lordship expressed the opinion 
that Miller had made only a theatri­
cal pretence of trying to kill himself.

Commissioners After Piecemeal Re­

instatements Withdraw Ban on 
All But Twenty-Five Offending 
Doctors — Dr. Forbes Godfrey 
Intends to Press His Action In 
Court Against the Board.

TORONTO, Jan. 23.—It’s a long, 
long time since expression was first 
given to that homely little bit-of wis­
dom, "Never start anything you can’t 
finish,’’ hut apparently it has yet to 
travel to 15 Queen’s Park, where the 
Board of License Commissioners 
holds sway. Afer vainly attempting 
to stem the tide of criticism by piece­
meal lifting of suspensions, the board 
on Saturday threw Vp its hands and 
decided to reinstate in Its good 
graces all but twenty-five of the 
three hundred and thirty-five doctors 
who were put on the "black list" by 
dictum of the commissioners about 
a week ago. The lifting of the sus­
pension affects approximately 250 
doctors, or all those whose December 
total of prescriptions did not exceed 
seventy-five. Since the board yielded 
the axe about sixty doctors who had 
exceeded the limit of fifty "explain­
ed" ’to the commissioners and have 
been removed from under the ban. 
The twenty-Sve whose prescriptions 
the dispensaries are still under in­
structions to refuse take in all those 
who gave over 76 during the. month. 
In this category are a few doctors 
who, on the face of the records, have 
been doing a thriving business in 
prescriptions.

The only explanation of the 
change of front offered by Vice- 
Chairman W. S. Dingman is that the 
purpose of the Board — to remind 
the doctors that the law must be 
bbeerved—has been achieved. It is 
elsewhere admitted, however, that 
the Board made a confession of 
weakness as soon as individual doc­
tors put up an argument, and that 
this progressed to a point where the 
Whole thing had become something 
of a farce and had to be cleared 
away. On top of this the original 
order made, it is said, without the 
knowledge of Hon. Mr. Raney, has 
stirred up too much duet to please 
the Attorney-General, and there is 
good reason for believing that the 

j general lifting of suspensions follow­
ed some good advice from that 
Quarter^

The action of the Board on Satur­
day does not affect in any way Dr. 
Forbes Godfrey’s determination to 
fight out in the courts the Question 
of the right of the commission to 
put a limit on prescriptions. Dr. God­
frey is one of those over the 76 mark. 
Whether he will get his case into 
court or not depends, of course, upon 
the will of Mr, Raney. On Saturday 
a representative of T. Herbert Len­
nox, K.C., called at the Attorney- 
General’s Department to discuss the 
prospect of a flat being granted and 
was informed that a formal applica­
tion would have to be made. Fiats 
are not granted as a matter of 
course, but neither are they refused 
if a reasonable case can be made out 
to justify an action.

Despite the fact that the dispen­
saries are instructed to refuse Dr. 
Godfrey’s prescriptions, one of them 
has been filled within the past week. 
Dr. Godfrey had issued a prescrip­
tion for port wine to a woman who 
had been ill in bed for six weeks 
with a form of tuberculosis. Her 
daughter made two trips in from 
Mimico but was turned away both 
times. She made a third trip and 
was again refused. She declined to 
accept this refusal, however, and in­
sisted. that the dispensary give her 
the wine. The ofllcials finally weak­
ened and gave it to her after requir­
ing her to Certify on the back of 
the prescription' that her mother 
needed the wine medicinally.,

In this connection, Dr. Godfrey 
points out that the dispensary ofli- 
cials, after putting his patient’s 
daughter to a great deal of expense 
and trouble, had finally complied 
with the provisions of the O. T. A., 
which, while giving the Board no 
power to restrict the number or pre­
scriptions, makes it possible for the 
Board to require assurances that the 
liquor sought is required as a 
medicine.

"Toat is their right,” said Dr. God- 
| frey, “but they have absolutely no 
[ right In law to refuse to honor a 

prescription on the sole ground that 
I tiie doctor who issued it is not In 
I the good graces of the Board. I am 
i going to press my action unless Mr.
I Raney refuses me the legal right to 
i do so, and if he does It will be an 
: admission that he is afraid to have 
I the courts pass upon the arbitrary j and illegal course of his Board."

In addition to the age restriction, 
the law provides that women voters 
must have given birth to at least 
three children, the youngest of 
which must be six years, thereby 
forcing early marriage.

Bachelor maids may vote at the 
age of thirty, if they have attended 
eight classes in grammar school; if 
they earn an Independent livelihood, 
or are graduates of high school. 
Men may vote at 24, If they have 
attended four classes of common 
school, implying - that it takes a 
woman six more years with the ad­
dition of a grammar school educa­
tion to equal a man’s wisdom at 24. 
with only half ns many years of 
common school education.

It is expected that under the new 
law only six hundred thousand 
women will have the right to vote.

DEATH OF AGED VETERAN

James Frances Burns, a veteran of 
the Crimean War, died Wednesday 
morning at the residence of his son 
Robert, of Enniskillen, at the age of 
84 years. Mr- Burns was born in 
1838 in Dublin, Ireland, and when 
the Crimean war broke out in 1854 
although only sixteen years old he 
offered his services, which were ac­
cepted and served througout the 
campaign. When peace was concluded 
.his regiment was transferred to 
Zululand to quell an uprising there 
He also served in India and Egypt 
being in the army in all twenty-one 
years. He was twice wounded osce in 
the Crimean and again by the Zulus.

JANUARY 3rdROME, Jan. 23.—Arrayed In full • 
tanonicals, with golden mitre, gloves 
and ring, the body of Benedict XV. 
lies in state in the throne room, on 
the floor Immediately below the 
apartment In which he died.

For many hours Sunday to the 
room where the Pontiff had made * 
his fight for life came a continuous 
stream of officials, the representa­
tives of foreign nations, high pre­
lates and others. Then, late in the 
afternoon, in gorgeous procession, ; 
composed of Palatine guards, gend- ; 
armes, the Swiss guard, secret cham- i 
berlalns and honorary chamberlains, : 
the body was solemnly transported 
down the royal staircase, through 
Clementine Hall into the throne 
room, where it was placed on a rais­
ed catafalque, before which the 
whole diplomatic corps paid devout 
reverence.

The Sacristian Zampani gave ab­
solution and the cardinals sprinkled 
holy water, while the penitentiaries 
unceasingly chanted prayers, an­
swered by the kneeling onlookers. 
Immediately afterwards the doors 
were opened to the multitudes de­
sirous of looking for the last time 
on the departed Pontiff.

The sacred congregation convened 
Sunday morning when'the cardinals 
were informed of the Pope’s death. I 
With the exception of Cardinal Gas- j 
parri.the Papal Secretary of State, 
they gathered in Benedict's private ' 
apartments. Gasparrl, in due and 
solemn form, escorted by the Swiss 
guards in full dress and accompanied 
by the prelates and acolytes of the 
Reverend Apostolic Chamber, enter­
ed the apartments a few minutes 
later. He will administer the Holy 
Se» during the interregnum. With 
him also was Monsignor Sincere, 
Secretary of the Sacred College.

Cardinal Gasparrl, surrounded by 
the cardinals, then proceeded to, 
verity the death of Benedict, ex­
tending over the lifeless form a 
silver wand, crying out "Giacomo.”

He opened the certificate of death 
and declared: '“Dominius Papa 
Noster Mortuus eat,” thus announc­
ing officially the Pope’s death.

Pope Benedidt breathed his last 
at six o’clock Sunday morning. The 
hews was hurriedly communicated 
from the papal bed chamber to the 
principal ante-chamber and was an­
nounced by Monsignor Pizzardo, 
Deputy Papal Secretary of State, Just 
as the ponderous bells of St. Peter’s, 
overlooking the Vatican courtyard, 
began tolling the hour of six. Then 
one by one the bells in Rome’s 400 
churches joined in the horologic 
symphony that marked ‘ the passing 
of the head of the Roman Catholic 
Church.

The end came after a long night 
of intense agony and suffering, the 
Pontiff now and then lapung Into 
delirium throughout the long, 
anxious night. Shortly before mid­
night he took a little nourishment, 
which seemed momentarily to revive 
his spirits, but within an hour after­
wards he began to sink rapidly. At 
1.15 o’clock Dr. Battietinl, emerging 
from the pontifleia! chamber into 
the ante-room, told the Associated 
Press correspondent the end was 
approaching, that already 'his hands 
and nose felt cold.

From that period onv the Pope 
neared the end of his life. Breath­
ing became a tragic, agonizing task, 
as the Supreme Pontiff, who had re­
sisted the severe lung and throat 
congestion, was now finally too weak 

I to overcome the - overwhelming at­
tack any longer.

His heart rapidly weakened, and 
at five o'clock in the morning it was 
certain that the end was a matter of 
moments. Accordingly, Cardinals 
Gasparrl, Samper and Pizzardo, and 
all the pontifleial household, were 
notified that the end' was rapidly 
approaching. Cardinal Gasparrl en­
tered the bed chamber at 56.60 
o’clock. He had been there but nine 
minutes before the Pope breathed

VISCOUNT BRYCE DEAD.
dental.

GEORGE HICKS
Eminent Exponent of Democracy Has 

Passed Away.
LONDON, Jan. 23. — Viscount 

Bryce died at Sidmouth on Sunday. 
The end came peacefully and some­
what suddenly. Viscount Bryce had 
been staying in Sidmouth for the 
past three weeks and was extremely 
energetic to the last.

Viscount Bryce was sent to Wash­
ington In 1907 as Ambassador from 
Great Britain. His success in nego­
tiating the fisheries treaty was a 
diplomatic triumph. The treaty grew 
out of the constant conflict between 
the Canadian „ and American fisher­
men in the Cape God region, which 
caused considerable friction and an­
noyance to both Governments. The 
treaty not only served to end these 
disturbances, but It also operated to 
enhance friendly feeling between the 
Canadian and United States authori­
ties.

Born in 1838 in Glasgow, the late 
James Bryce practiced as a barrister 
for some years at Lincoln’s Inn. He 
was elected M.P. in 1880 and en­
tered the Cabinet later. He was the 
author of many historical and poli­
tical works, including “Modern De­
mocracy,” “The American Common­
wealth,” and “Studies in History and 
Jurisprudence.”

Hughes was accompanied to the 
jail by Inspetor Miller, of the On­
tario Jail Department and John Con­
roy, an immigration agent from 
Ellis Island. Upon presentation of 
affidavits by the Canadian officials, 
Conroy said he would have Bedard 
leported to Guelph.

Government Grant

James Smith, chairman of the 
suburban road commission, submitted 
a report on the operations for 1921 
which showed a total expenditure of 
$2,023.05. In commenting on the 
report, he pointed out that the com­
mission had not received any of the 
40 per cent, government grant and 
suggested that some action be taken 
on that matter.

The act 
provided, he said, that the county 
pay 30 per cent., the city 30 per 
cent, and the province 40 per cent.

Reeve Miller of Moore also ex­
pressed the opinion that there should 
be some adjustment of the accounts.

John Cowan, K.C., and Thomas 
Simpson and James Smith, both ex- 
wardens of the county, addressed the 
council briefly, urging that an annu­
ity be granted to Alex. Kelly who 
had served as superintendent of the 
house of refuge for 23 years. The re­
quest was referrd to the finance tom- 
mittee.
